BABY HAINES' DEATH,

THE CAPTAIN AND MATE OF THE .
D. C. WEST ARRESTED,

—_—

The Coroner’s Jury Charges Them With
Cuipable Negligence, and Coromer
Johnson Commits Them.

The adjourned inquest touching. the
death of Henry Francis Haines, 1 year old,
who was drowned on Sunday last from the
ferry boat D, C. West, was held at Power’s
hotel, King and Brock streets, .before
Coroner Johmson last night. From the
evidence of the engineer of the boat it ap-
pears that the crew consisted of the cap-
tain, engineer and a boy, John Quinn, who
took the place of mate. His duty was to
see to the ropes, gangway, etc. It was
usual to pull up the guard of the gangway
when half way between the elewstor: and
the Brock street whart, a distancé of about
150 yards, Quinn did so on Sunday night,
as was his habit, and left the gangway un-
protected whilst he went:te'drrarige the
ropes for landing. - While the gangway
was in this unprotected. state -the. baby
carriage rolled off the lower deck into the
water. H

The coronor in summing up said that it
wags the duty of the jary to find Qdinn
guilty of ‘manslaughter if he had .endan-
gered any one’s life by leaving the gang-
way unprotected. After the jury hud
been out forty minutes they brought in the
following “verdict: This ' jury cfinds .that
Henry Francis Haines came to his death .
through drowning caused by the culpable
negligence of Captain J, A. Carnegie and
John Quinn in leaving the gangway of the -
ferry boat D. C. West unprotected after
the guard had been removed,”

The two men. were arrested on the
coronor’s warrant on a charge of man-
slaughter and lodged in jail. Mr, Feuton
watched the ease for the crown.

The Globe and the Pacific Rallway,

From all we can learn we do not think
the Globe newspaper has passed into the
control of the syndicate or friends thereof.
“But the Mail newspaper, and Mr. Mcln-

*tyreand hie friends appear as desirous to
convey that impression. It improves their
case and hurts the Globe,

But the Globe has been overdoing itself
in criticism of the company. It hurt the
project in one spot, viz,, in the English
money market, where the Globe’s articles
,were used to effect, by the Grand Trunk
and other rivals of the Canadian Pacific
railway. ' The Grand Truunk, it is known,
has influence on the directorate of the
(llobe; moreover there is more or less of
an alliance springing up between the
Grand Trunk and.the reform party. It
will thus be seen that a desire to serve its
party and its ally, rather than conserve
the interests of the country, has instigated
the attack ou the Canadian Pacific . rail
way. The Pacific company has made
blunders for which it ought to be criti-
cised,but the spirit of the criticism ought
to be the general good, not a mere party
advantage.

The Chinese Commission.

Mr. Chapleau has just returned from
the Pacific coast, and the Montreal Gazette
gives ns what is probably an authentic in-
dication of his views on the Chinese (ues-
tion. The commissioners began work in
San Francisco where every opportunity of
hearing what both Americans and Chinese
had to say on the subject! was afforded.
Next they spent three weeks in Victoria,
and afterwards visited New Westminster,
Nanaimo, and other important points,
What the nature of the commission’s re-
port will probably be is thus foreshadowed
by our contemporary :

The inf rmation thus obtained, we have
reason to i lieve, when laid before parliament,
will be forind very complete and exhaustive,
It will be seen that whilet a large number of
people are op, to the Chinese on various
yrounds, another and not insignificant section
s disposed to believe that their residence in
British jColumbia has done much to develop
that province, &nd that their continued resi
d=nce is highly desirable. It will be found

ince cin utilize, and that a fear, more or less
well grounded, exists, that the white popu-
lation ay at svme distant date, not very

the ipeople of Asia, India, Australia and the
Pacific islands as to the people of the domin-
ion of Canada.

What the Gazette says on the subject is
important, because it is the first ap-
parently authentic intimation of what the
drift of the commission’s report is to be,
At present’ we will add just this much,
that the people of Canada and our work-
ingmen above all, will watch jealously the
course of the government on a matter so
vitally aftecting their interests.

* Ships, Colonies and ( ce.

We said yesterday that the hunger of
European governments for distant pos-
sessions in Asia and Africa had brought us
to the opening of a new era of commercial
war. Lhe fight for getting hold of markets
to sell in has begun in earnest. That
France sould be moved by this kind of
spirit is no new thing ; and the old motto
of “‘ships, colonies and commerce” is fami-
liar enough to people of our own race.
Now, however, not only Germany, but
even Austria is astir in the matter of com-
merce with countries beyond the sea.” A
Vienna despatch says that the government
is about to send five war vessels around
the world in hope that they may do some-
thing to promote Austrian commercial
interests. Just now the push among the
powers of contienental Europe for ‘‘ships,
colonies, and commerce” iz most remark-
able, and something important will come
of it some day.

Has the Agricultural College a Justi-
fication ?

It is all very well for the Globe te crow
over the testimony of English scientific
visitors to the Guelph agricultural college.
Nobody disputes the fact that much is to
be seen there, for much public morey of
Ontario has been spent there. Every good
farmer would buy good cattle if he had the
money to do it, and he would put up good

buildings too if the province paid the bill.
What it is of more moment to know is,
whether, for the money spent by Ontario,
this province gets any return, and if so,
what? Has anybody ever met a Guelph
college graduate yet, who is working an
ordinary farm, and who beats his neigh-
bors at it because be once learned the
chemical analysis of the manure pile? Are
not most of the scholars young men from
England who mean to farm in the North-
west? We can all see the money go, but
where comes in the practical good to On-
tario? Among the exhibitors at the ap-
proaching fair, how many will have been
schooled at Guelph ? —Go easy, Mr. Globe,
or you may rouse a hornet’s nest.

The Czar at Warsaw.

“Order reigns in Warsaw,” or at all
events it ought to, seeing that the czar
himself is there. The czarina accom-
panies him, and great popular enthusiasm
is manifested, say the despatches. The
other evening the imperial pair drove to
the theatre in an open carriage, rather an
unusual mark of confidence, which was ap-
preciated by the people. Still, it is found
necessary to show some regard for truth
by adding that arrests of nihilists are, or
very recently were, of daily occurrence in
Warsaw. The czar's appearance in the
historic old city probably means that,
owing to the formidable nature of the
nihilist movement, he deems it best to con-
cilidte the Poles. He may well think that,
when St. Petersburg and Moscow haye
become so dangerous, it may be wise to
scatter some seeds of conciliation in. War-
saw. What measure of success may at-
tend the effort does not yet appear.

Land Law Agitatioa.

A congress of trades unions commenced
its sittings at Aberdeen on Monday. An
important part of its business is the con-
sideration of such reform of the land laws
as will bring into cultivation the millions
of acres of land in Great Britain which are
now waste, as far as any benefit to the
people is concerned. The agitation of
land law reform will not be confined to
Ireland. It is already a pressing one in
Secotland, which comes next to Ireland in
the atrocity of its land law abuses, KEng-

land’s turn for the same agitation may
3

come some day, though there the people
have not the twentieth part to complain of
that the people of Ireland and Scotland
have. Very probably the English land-
owners will themselves promote or agree to
substantial reform in practige, without
much alteration of the letters ol the law.

Late on Friday night the woods on the
outskirts of Clarkston presented a weird
appearance.

using long poles, having at the ends swabs
of mustard, with which the meats were
kept thoroughly saturated.

The smell of the
fresh woods, the aroma from the spits,
the jocular salutations, so much recalling
Longstreet’s Georgia scenes, all conspired
to give an exhilarating  effect to the
scene. Thé orators were also there, at the
head of whom was ex-Congressman Milton
Chandler, The government was redeemegd
in flights of eloquence and hearty cheers
showed the approbation of the people. A
little distance off were arranged long
tables, capable of accommodating 100
persons each, The fragrant meats were
temptingly srranged, and when the
word was given that the feast was ready
a rush was made for best places, One
table was specially rescrved for distin-
guished guests. The master of ceremo-
nies, in calling the eaters to order drew
their attention to one beautifully-browned
carcass, He parrated that it was none
other than the famousbilly goat so familiar
to all who have ever visited Stone moua-
tain, Twelve years ago, as a goat of
mature judgment, the animal had appear-
ed on the mountain. For eight years he
jumped from crag to crag and won a state
reputation, + Girowing older he took up his
residence in Clarkston, where for four
years he butted his way. A citizen shot
at a mad dog on Friday. He missed the
dog, but fatally struck the renowned goat;
hence the goat’s appearance on the table
as the chief dish, It was not long before
the whole party were discussing the deli-
cacy of the old goat’s flesh.

Dieting for Beauty.

tinued the doctor, “would stop drinking
beer and rum, and stop eating salads and

stomachs with pure water and bread and
milk, diabetes, Bright’s disease and dy-
spepsia would cease. As it is, all our rich
people are bucking their stomachs and
kidneys againsta copper distillery. They
are redistilling all their food, for nature
absorbs nothing but pure water and pure
food. If we drink fermented liquor or
wines our stomachs have to redistill it
Nature absorbs the food snd water, and
the poison is pushed off through the sewers
of the body, making a poison-bloated nose
or a burgundy-colored face. That’s what
is the matter with the faces of our English
aristocracy.
