NOT MATERIALIZE ON TIME.

—ee——

The Storms of Dec. 31 and Jan. 1 Played
Havoc With All Kinds of Wires—A
Talk With Firé Secrétary McGowan—
Why the Delay Was Necessary—Some
w 11 ded € 1aint:

The new strest - lighting contracts were
supposed to have gone into effect on Jan. 1,
but from present indications it seems that
the greater part of the districts to be im-
proved with the presence of electric light as
a substitute for gas will have to depénd on
the latter illuminatorfor some weeks to come.
Last year the, number of electric and gas
lights in the .d\y were divided thus: Two
hundred electric lights at 55 cents each per
night; 840 elecsric lights at 2416 cents’eacky
per night; 8185 ordinary gas lamps at $20.50
edch per anpum; 78 Lambeth lamp¥ at 873
sach; 85 ordinary lamps in Queen’s Park.

The cost of electric lighting totaled $70,55¢
and the gas lamps '$72,728. The Fire and
Light Committee before the end of the year
reartanged for the lights in this fashion: 930
electric lamps at 29% cents each per night;
1000 gas lamps with 5-foot burners at $24 per
annum; 55 Lambeth lamps at $75 eacn per
anpum. ;

By this arrangement the Toronto Electric
Light Company secured from the city an in-
creaseunder the newterms from the o(li figures
to $100,986, while the Consumers'Gas Company
had a corresponding - decrease from $72.728
to $28,125. At 127 d'clock on New Year's
night it was supposed that the electric ll‘fhn
company would be able to take up its end of
the contract, In preparation for it the gas
company had =removed its burners from the
lamps along the line of the streets where
they were to be suppressed.  Through & train

The public is respon-
sible for continuing its historic name, which

ones, suggested solely by love of change or
other trivialitys”

Banks and Brokers.
[Frow The Philadelphis Times.]

The English Court of Appeals has lately
made a decision which will have a most im-
portanteffect upon the relations between
Banks, brokers and those who pledge securi-
ties with the latter. - The case of Simmons v
the London Stock Bank in' principle denies
the right of the bank to accept securities as
collateral from a broker without inguiring
into their ownership; in fact from e Te-
port which bas reached us it puts the burden
of inquiry upon the bank as a natural result
of the fact that a broker is himself a money
lender, the depositary of other men’s securi-
ties, and in the ordinary way of business
likely to use them to improve his own posi-
tion. This view of the rights of original
borrowers must greatly diminish rehypothe.
