ROYALTIES BUHPBBDBD. HAMILTON ANU OTTAWA TO HAVE 
TWO BACH.Mr. Hfcrdy Brlege Down Hie Mining BUI 

In the Honte.
In the Ontsrio Legislstnre yesterday 

Hon. A. 8. Hardy moved the second read­
ing of a bill relating to mines and mining 
lands. He explained the measure at 
length, regretting that so little had actually 
been done for the development of our min­
eral resources. There had been a good deal 
of mining land taken up for speculative 
purposes, but Canadians seemed averse to 
investing money in mining operations. He 
gave extensive statistics showing the great 
depression that prevailed in American 
mining. In order to remedy the condition 
of affairs which prevail, the bill proposed 
to suspend the imposition of royalties with 
respect to mining lends sold for five years.
Hethoughtthat much of the agitation against
royalties had subsided. The opposition to 
the system wee among speculators rather 
than miners, and the great majority of the 
public upheld the royalty clauses, she 
Government had thought it best, in view of 
all the circumstances, to suspend rather 
than to abolish the royalties. Another 
provision of the bill reduced the price of 
mining lands by about 50o. per acre.

Mr. Meredith thought that the Govern­
ment which had done so much for the farm­
ers ought to inaugurate a vigorous policy 
for aiding the development of our ^mineral 
wealth. The bill was read a first time.

The Redistribution Bill Introduced In the 
Legislature Yesterday—“A Reasonable 
Geographical Division ot Toronto,” 
Says Mr. Gibson—Hamilton Cut In 
Two-Ottawa'e Limits Increased.

There was a great rush of legislation at 
the House yesterday, betokening the begin­
ning of the end. It was not generally ex­
pected that the Redistribution Bill would 
be brought down as it bad so often been 
postponed, and it was consequently some­
thing of a surprise when Hon. Mr. Gibson, 
after introducing bills amending the game 
laie and providing for the registration of 
notices of sale under mortgage, moved the 
first reading of the long-anticipated 
sure.

He entered at the outset into a long ex­
planation of the changes, which, be said, 
would be comparatively few and only 
affecting.the cities of Toronto, Hamilton 
and Ottawa, which would each receive an 
additional representative. Toronto would be 
divided into four electoral divisions: Bast. 
North, South and West Toronto, and he 
thought that the limits as fixed by the bill 
would commend themselves to the House e* 
a reasonable geographical division of the 
constituency .closely approximating to equal­
ity in the number of votes.

The New Divisions,
East Toronto would consist of Ward 1 and 

part of Ward 2, lying south of Carlton-strset and 
east of Hberbourne-street.

North Toronto would comprise the section 
north of Carlton and College-street, west or 
tiumach and east of Falmerston-avenue.

South Toronto would comprise those parts ot 
Ward» Nos. 2. 3. 4 and 3 lying south of Carlton 
aud College-streets, west of Hherbourne and east 
of l’alruerston-avenue and Tecumseth-s.reet 
continued to the bay.

West Toronto would
of the city lying west of P.____
Tecumsoth-street produced south to the bay.

How the Population stands.

tion, but this division was not likely to 
Increase much in the future.

Amongst other things he said; “The 
Government ot Manitoba was reckless a'td 
foolish enough, relying upon the represen­
tations of the company to band over the 
bonds before receiving the security.” Fur- ^ 
ther on he said, “I am convinced myself 
that that railway will never be built and 

be of any advantage to Manitoba or 
tbe Northwest Territories until it is taken 
hold of by some responsible persons, who 
will conduct the affairs of the railway in a 
business-like and honest manner and put 
things in such a condition as to induce 
capitalists to have confidence in them.”

One of those who were present and heard 
this statement was Hugh Sutherland of ' 
Winnipeg, who for many years hss been 
the promoter of that Hudson Bay Railway 
scheme and who is now busily engaged in 
trying to float it.

Took Martin By the Nose.
Mr. Sutherland naturally resented the 

personal reference made by Mr. Martin,and 
this evening just after dinner be saw Mr. 
Martin sitting in a chair in the rotunda of 
the Russell House. He accosted him and 
charged him with making a cowardly re­
ference to him, not only on this recent 
occasion, but twice before in the Legisla­
ture of Manitoba, and then told Mr.Martin 
to defend himself. Martin went on read­
ing, whereupon Sutherland took the little 
member from Winnipeg by the nose and 
proceeded to twist it.

Others at once interfered, but by this 
time Sutherland had thrown Martin out of 
his chair.

ROBBED fl BANK OF EVERY DOLLARTHE GIRL DRESSED IN BLUE,
Farnbena Bank Safe lllewn Ope* With 

Dynamite and 911,000 Stolen—
No Clue.

MB. O’CONNOR IB HABD ON TUB 
WALKBBTOB TELESCOPE.

Farnham, Qoe., April 10.—The manager 
of the St. Hyacinthe Bank here on opening 
tbe balk this morning made the discovery 
that it had been visited by burglars, who 
blew open the door of tbe vault.

Examination revealed the feet tbat about 
$11,000 had been abstracted from the safe. 
The work was evidently accomplished by 
professional», who made their entrance 
through th* back door of the building by 
cutting a bole through it and withdrawing 
the bolt. They then proceeded to drill the 
door of the safe, which was blown open by 
the aid of dynamite.

A Lively Debate In tbe Legislator» On 
the Proposed Libel Law—Mr, Meredith 
Saye the Free» Hae Nothing to Com- 
plain of Now—Xho Bill Paeeoe the 
Second Bending, However.

that no appeal shall lie against a judge’s 
order compelling the plaintiff to give se­
curity for cost* and tbat a newspaper pro­
prietor sued for libel may join in the 
action as defendants the name of the party 
furnishing tbe information.

Mr. Meredith did not think tbat the 
preee bad much to complain of as the law 
stood, and he would be sorry to see ag- 
grieved individuals placed in a worse position 
for obtaining redrese. There waa a class of 
guttersnipe journalsdealing in petty scandals 
that needed to be kept in check.

Mr. O’Connor strongly opposed the bill 
from the earn* point of view. Many of the 
country weeklies libelled somebody in every 
issne, publishing from anonymous corres­
pondent» aucb item» *»: “Who was it riding 
along the 9th concession with the girl 
dressed in blue!”

“Well, who wae it?’ asked somebody.
And then tbe House roared.
Continuing, Mr. O'Connor protested 

against no appeal being allowed against the 
judge'» order, which he denounced as class 
legislation against the poor.

LEGISLATURE.

Various tibunges la lb# Law Suggested,
Including the Permission to Imuo

A *10,000 Prize Fuggested.
The next resolution introduced occasion­

ed a long and animated discussion, in 
which nearly all present took part. Here 
is the resolution;

Mosed by Me srs. Latimer and Cooper, 
That it would be desirable for the Provin­
cial Government to encourage tbe develop­
ment of the refractory gold ores in On­
tario, and with this in view to give a prize 
of not less than $10,000 for the beet procees 
of extracting gold from refractory orer 
that is to say the process that will produce 
the largest amount of gold from a specified 
quantity of ore at a minimum cost and on 
such a sea* as to be a commercial success.

Mr. Bell vigorously opposed the passing 
of this resolution, raying that the institute 
should not, at it» first meeting, commence 
by asking the Government to bonus the 
mining industries of the country—and the 
resolution meant nothing else. He 
claimed that what the Government should 
do is to compel those holding mining lands 
to open them up and work them.

Prof. Coleman also opposed the resolu­
tion,-stating that whoever did discover a 
better method of treating refractory oree 
would have hie reward from the whole 
world, provided he patented his method.

Mr. Conmee supported the motion, think­
ing that everything possible should be done 
to encourage the industry-

Ing amongst Its shareholders unearned profits 
in the shape of premium values on new 
stock and to «score to gas-users a reduction 
in the price of gas.

Half of tbe ex­
empted frontage is made up of the old Par­
liament grounds. Thle property will soon 
be In the market for sale. It is no longer 
used for provincial purposes. It b an asset 
of tbe province that is increasing in vaine at 
tbe expense of tbe city of Toronto. It it un­
just that the much-taxed people of thle city 
should be compelled by law to bear a burden 
that belongs to tbe province. When the 
property is sold It is tbe province and not tbe 
city that will profit by tbe increased value 
that Toronto taxes have given it.

Another glaring injustice of exemption, is 
referred to by a correspondent living io St 
Albans-street. He points out that tbe con­
vent on that street has five acres of vacant 
lands on which not a cent of taxes is impos­
ed. This, however, is not tbe immediate 
cause of our correspondent’s complaint He 
says tbe institution maintains A lot ot ont* 
houses that are altogether out of place io 
that neighborhood. The grounds hre sur­
rounded by a high fence with lathe nailed on 
top as if it were a heo farm. In another 
cart three or four strong-smelling cow ebede 
form a nuisance to tbe neighborhood. If this 
property were made to pay taxes It is 
needles* to say that cow bouses and 
poultry yard» would not long exist within 
200 yards of tbe new Parliament buildings. 
Tbe people who live io tbe vicinity are not 
only compelled to pay their «bare of tbe 
taxes that are justly chargeable to tble pro­
perty, but they bave to put up with thing» 
that are objectionable to their sense of eight 
and smell. If Sir Oliver Mowat hasn’t back­
bone enough to tax all ebureb and religious 
properties, as be bas been asked to, he ought 
at least to extend tbe exemption privilege no 
further than churches and tbe ground on 
which they etaod. Tbe people will accept 
bait a loaf in preference to nothing at alL

Mr. Talfe Duplicity,
Mr. Tait. M.L.A.. bad better go no farther 

in his attempt to prove that be dldo’t under­
stand what question was before tbe com­
mittee when be voted to disfranchise tbe 
manhood voters on tbs Sunday car matter. 
He knew very well wbat be was doing. He 
first voted against tbe young men being al­
lowed to vote. When be and tbe anti-Sun­
day car people were defeated in this be sup­
ported Mr. O’Meara’s proposal to bave tbe 
clause defining "citizen” withdrawn, thus 
hoping to bave tbe question left to tbe courts 
to decide and forcing tbe young men to re­
sort to litigation to get tbeir rights. Further­
more, when it appeared to Mr. Tait that 
be bad probably made a mis­
take, and when he was weakening 
on tbe position be bad originally taken, be 
was approached by certain anti-Sunday car 
advocates, and to them be promised he would 
support a second proposai to limit the vote 
to tbose ou tbe municipal lists. When thle 
proposal finally came up Mr. Tait found him­
self on tbe fence, not knowing what to do. 
He made some kiud of a statement which no 
one understood, and be ended tbe matter by 
going out of tbe room and shirking tbe vote 
altogether.
