Ottawa, July 11.—It has been a great
day in Parliament. Official announce-
ments have been made in both Houses,
and, summed 'up in brief, they are to
the effect that Mr. Angers i8 irreconcil-
able and out for good, while his other
two colleagues, Messrs. Caron and Oui-
met, are satisfied with the renewed as-
surances which have been given them
that Remedial Legislation will be the
essential feature of the Government’s
policy next sesslon, and they are in har-
ness once more, g

Public féeling in Ottawa In reference
to the crisis had reached fever heat by
3 o’clock, and when prayers were over
well-dressed men and women made a
rush for the galleries of the Commons,

and within five minutes every seat was '

occupied, while hundreds were content
with standing room. As routine busi-
ness was being transacted, the . Post-
master-General entered the Cﬁmber,
and was received with laughter and de-

risive cheers from the Opposition. As
he sat down friends

A minute or two later Mr. Ouimet en-
tered the chamber, when a like demon-
stration took place. Lady Aberdeen

; Mr, Foster on the Cabinet Diffcrences

| Mr. Laurier: I see that everything
is serene once more in the atmosphere
of the Cabinet. (Cheers and laughter.)
Perhaps the hon, gentleman will be
able to give us information as to the
non-existing' crisis which was sup-
posed to exist.

Mr, Foster: I am glad that my hon.
friend shows sueh skill in reading po-
litical weather predictions, if I may
so denominate them. I have but very
few remarks to make in reply to the
question which has been put by my
hon. friend on previous occasions and
repeated to-day. Some  differences
‘arose between members of the Cabinet
with reference to the question of Re-
medial Legislation. The statement
5which I made the other day to the
House gave the position of the Gov-
ernment on that matter. The differ-
ences in the Cabinet arose chiefly on
two lines. Some of our colleagues were
of the opinion that it was useless, and
consequently unnecessary, to prolong
negotiations, or to enter into further
negotiations, with the Manitoa Gov-
ernment with a view to the settlement
of the question by that Government
themselves, with the powers that they
have. The other question of difference
arosé’ comsequentially from that. They
beliecve that Remedial Legislation
‘ghould bé. introduced at once, starting

ing t0 be hoped for from the action of
e Manitoba Government, and Legis-
lature i I need not reiterate the
‘position of the Government. That was
shown in the statement I made the
other day in this House. Both these
positions were taken in that statement.
The one that we would grant to Mani-
toba a certain amount of time in the
hope that negotiations would be enter-
ed into and an amicable settlement of
this question arrived at. The other
was that {n so intricate and important
a question the greatest deliberation
was necessary in the perfecting of leg-
islation in the matter, and that no Re-
medial Legislation should be introduced
this session. Those differences of opin-
lon were canvassed by the different
members of the Government,

Angers’ Resignntion Accepted.

I regret to say that one of our col-
leagues, who has not a seat in this
House, finds it impossible to accede to
the view of the majority of the Gov-
ernment. He still holds very firmly
and strongly to his view that Remedial
Legislation should be undertaken and
pressed to a conclusion at once, and
as he finds it impossible to accede to
the view of the majority in that re-
spect, his resignation has not dnly
been sent in but accepted, and he is
now no longer a member of this Gov-
ernment, I regret to say.

‘With reference to our two colleagues
from the Province of Quebee, who have
seats in this House, I must say that
they showed a disposition to canvass
and discuss and look thoroughly into
the grounds of difference between their
own views and the views of the ma-
Jority of their colleague , a8 expressed
in the statement I made the other day
to this House, and in the end these dif-
ferences proved to be rather a misun-
derstanding—(ironical laughter)— than
a real divergence of opinion—(ironical
Opposition laughter)— as regards the
principles that were involved, At the
most, it was simply a question of dis-
agreement as to detail.”

Mr. Laurier : Once upon a time, Mr.

Feline
nature will assert itself, and to-day we
have a small family of kittens coming
back to the Premier. Only a few days
ago they started upon what they repre-
sented t6‘be a crusade for g holy cause.
But after three days’ experience in
the cold, far from 'the kitchen, exposed
to the inclemency of the season, they
have come back to the cream. And at
once I must tender my apologies to my
hon. friend from East'York (Mr. Mac-
lean), who, in his paper, The Toronto
World, two days ago had a paragraph
which I read as follows : * The French
Ministers are saild to have resigned,
but the resignations are not confirm-
ed, and may be a bluff.”

Speaker, having French blood,

York. I must offer my apologies for
that feeling of indignation. If this was
not a game of bluff, what was it? It
was simply a misunderstanding, my
hon. friend says. There was only a
misunderstanding during these three
days, in which the country has been
kept in suspense. We had supposed
there was a grave crisis. We had sup-
posed that a deep' chasm existed be-
tween the hon. gentlemen, who had
thrown up their portfolios, and the ma-
Jority of the Cabinet. But it was sim-
ply a misunderstanding. The members
of the Cabinet had been sitting togeth-
er and discussing the question before
them, not for days only, but for weeks,
and I may say for months, and the
more they discussed it with a view to a
Settlement the Iless they understood
one another.

Private Detective John Hodgins of
this city, acting for the Fidelity Mutual
Insurance Co., last December, traced
the movements of Holmes, the Pitezel
children, who were in his charge, and
Mrs, Pitezel, and located them
at the various hotels mentioned yester-
day. While the two children were at
the Albion Hotel, where they remained
from Oct. 19 to Oct. 25, Holmes called

to see them every day and took them
away, returning in the evening.

Hodgins was unable to discover what
became of them after they left the Al-
bion Hotel. _His idea is that they have
oeen placed in some institution in this
city or east of Toronto.

Yellow Fever in Cuba,

Looks to the KFuture With Fear.

These gentlemen sent in their resigna-
tions. I am glad to say, after mature
deliberation, and in a firm belief in the
honesty of their colleagues they have de-
cided to remain with the Government,
the members of which have expressed to
them their determination that should
Ma~itoba refuse to grant Remedial Leg-

tion. I may say, and I say it in all sin-
cerity, that I look forward with much
fear and great anxiety to the future of
this country if we, without having ex-
bhausted every possible means to obtain
from the Legislature ,.and the Govern -
ment of Manitoba a redress for the griev-
ances of the minority in that province.
I say T look forward with much appre-
hengion to the effect of a policy whieh
would force on an almost independent
province, so far as local matters are con-
cerned, a law which would have to be
carried out in all jits details, should they
refuse to do it, by any Dominion Govern-
ment or any Dominion Parliament. I ask
every well-wisher of his country to re-
flect well upon that point.

There are certain provincial rights
which every province has. The difficul-
ties which present themselves to my mind
in attempting to force upon an unwill-
ing people any kind of legislation will
render whatever that may be mseless to
those whom it is the intention of Par-
liament to aid ifﬂ’j_; possibly can. My
other two colleagfies, I am very much
pleased to say, that is, ‘the Minister of
Public Works and the Postmaster-Gener-
al, after much- reflection and having con-
sidered the representations which have
been made to them from the standpoiqt
which I have given to the House, and
with a distinct and positive understand-
ing that the Government will proceed
with legislation, should it be denied by
the people of Manitoba, consented to re-
tain their portiolios and remain in ‘the
Government until the time arrives when
it will be an imperative duty on the Gov-
ernment to answer that matter.

MOUNTED GUARD IN ETERNITY,

Juicide of a Private at Wolseley Barracks,
London
London, Ont., July 11.—When the bugle
at Wolseley Barracks sounded for guard-
mounting a little after 9 o’clock this
morning, it was followed by the sharp
report of a rifle shot. A hasty examina-
tion of the cause was made, and it was
found that Private Francis O'Brien, one
of the men who was to have mounted
puard, had put a bullet through his
head. O’Brien left the barracks with-
out leAve last week, and was taken be-
fore the commandant, Colonel Smith,
D.A.G., and sentenced to confinement in
the barracks for 28 days, with a tempo-
rary curtailment of pay.

It was on the strength of these state-
‘ments ,which were more emphatic and
more categorical that the statement, of
Monday, that Mr.Ouimet and Sir Adolphe
Jaron returned to their places in the
Jabinet. Mr. Ouimet dictated his terms,
and having got his terms he came back.
The Government surrendered to  the
French Minister and to the solid vote
from Quebec th-t backed him wup in
their demands. As far as the public
know there was no one in the ministry
to stand out against the demands which
were made: upon them. One and all of
the ministers stand by. the declaration.
But the deqladation,such as it is, is the
declaration of the Government and their
followers and masters in Quebec. It is
a declaration not acceptable to Conser-
vatives as a party and certainly not to

the Conservative party in Ontario or to
the Conservative press in this province.
And it is a declaration about which the
Province of Ontario will have some-
thing to say later on,

Messrs. Weldon, Denison and MeNeill
took occasion to express their dissent
irom the position of the Government,and
later on other Conservatives will likely.
follow their example. The struggle is
only beginnjng. !

“The heat of yesterday,” hel wrote
to the council,” was too much for me
and has caused me to suffer from a ter-
rible headpche and produced other de-
rangements.” - His Worship, it will be
remembered, walked to the Pavilion
where a sermon was preached to the
Orangemen, and it was this effort that
temporarily incapacitated Toronto's
¢hief magistrate from looking after the
serious affairs of state. Mayor : Ken-
nedy is a man in ordinary health: He
18 getting on in' years, it is true,but one
oas only to take in His Worship at the
Jlimax of one of his perorations to the
aldermen to realizgéthat the old gentle-
man has any amount of vital energy
still at his command. Witness the dra-
matic setting that accompanied his re-
cent pronouncement that he would ex-
ercise his statutory prerogative as
Mayor of Toronto to advertise for ten-
ders for the sale of the city’s bonds; or
the withering scorn that flashed from
his eyes when he defended the Toronto
Eleetric Light Company against the on-
slaughts of those who were ready to
wantonly deprive them of their vest-
ed rights in a continuous contract for
tighting the  streets of the city! We
only recall these incidents to show that
His Worship has more than the average
vitality for a man of his years. That
man surely cannot have a very weal
physieal organization who is laying pipes
to contest for a third time the Mayor-
alty of this great city, with all the
troubles and vexations that are sure to
worry one holding so important a posi-
tion. t 1

Well, His Worship, notwithstanding his
physical vigor, suffered from a terrible
headache and other derangement because
it was hot last Sunday, and he had to
walk, Fellow-citizens, we should try

| and make life more pleasant and endur-

able for our worthy Mayor. Even from
a selfish point of view we ought to take

Should not the possibility
i of His Worship’s being physically incapa-
lcaitated through our Puritanical asceti-
jcism cause us to comnsider whether. we
are not carrying the restriction game
too far?

This mafter ought to be viewed from
another point of view: also, Mayor Ken-
medy is only one of a thousand old
men who live in Toronto. Compared
with some of these veterans the May-
or-'is as a juvenilp, If . His
Worship suffered from a severe head-
ache and other” derangement last Sun
8ay - what misery must the octogenarians
have experienped? True it is they are
not obliged, as the- Mayor of Toronto is,
to attend the annual Orange sermon, but
some of them feel it their duty to make
journeys to the sickrbed of relatives on
to administer the. parental blessing on &
dying son or daughter. In addition to
our octogenarians, this city is full of
women and- children who are much Jess
able to withstand the severity of. our
midsummer climate than is our veneirable
Mayor. They, too, must have suffered
from terrible headache last Sunday and
from other derangements. The running
of street cars would have made life a
little easier for 150,000 citizens of To-
ronto. Still, we do not present this ms
our chief argument for a Sunday street
car service. We wish to preserve to the
citigens their Worshipful Mayor in all
his physical and mental capabilities, in
his venerable dignity, in his piety, in
his versatility, and in all other quali-
fications that make him“indispensable to
us. May he long be spared us and may
it never again happen that the heat of
a Sunday sun will strike him with ter-
rible headache and other derangements.
Sooner than the return of such a cala-
mity let us have Sunday cars, with all
their wickedness; sooner let Satan him-
self - come ;forth and pilot the -infernal
trolleyf through our streets.

The farmers who supply Toronto with
the milk it daily consumes met at the
Albion Hotel on Wednesday night to
consider the milk situation. The con~
tinued drought has had the effect of caus-
ing the milk supply to diminish by at
least ome-third, and it is likely to dimin-
ish cousiderably more under the condi-
tions that now exist and that will exist
for some #ime tocome. Even if it should
rain immediately the situation will not
be changed’ much, as it will
weeks or twb months to bring the grass
into such astate as tobo of any wer-
vice. The erop ol turnips is insignificant
this year, and hay is very scarce and wilj
probably sell at $20 this winter. Under
the cireumstances, therefore, the produc-
ers thought the meeting necessary to
consider the situation, and some ~ BO of
the leading dairymen were present.
James Chester, reeve of Searboro, oc-
eupied the chair. TI'he meeting was
unanimously of the opinion that milk
could not be sold at present prices and
allow the producer anything for himseli.
The price that is paid to-day for milk
is T2 cents for 8 1-2 gallons, delivered
at the farm. Considering that this milk
has to be produced by feeding the cattla
grain and bran, it is very evident that
the price is too low, and there is mo
doubt that when they meet agai the
mwilk per can will be put up 15 br 20
cents. \
The retail dealers recognize the fact
that the price is too low, and they are
not unwilling to agree to an advance.

ORANGE GROVES LAID WASTE,

It Will Take Years to Ralse New Trees—
Other Crops Being Cuitivated.

Chief Government Detective John Mur-
ray, who recently returned from Florida
‘with the Gray family, confirms the re-
ports that the production of oranges in
the States is, for the present at ail
events, a thing of the past.. The [rost
last winter killed nearly all of the orange
groves from one end of the State to the
other. It was estimated that last winter’s
crop would approximate 5,600,000 boxes.
The crop this year ‘will not exceed 100,-
000 boxes, or cne-fifty-fifth of the crop
of 1894-95. Orange growers are start-
ing new groves all over the State, but
a8 it takes 10 or 12 years’ growth be-
fore the trees are large enough to make
the cultivation of the orange profitable,
the people who have heretofore received
au assured income from their groves
must wa#it a long time for new groves
to develop. {

The first hard frost struck the groves
Dec. 28. The trees recovered from it and
were budding with new foliage when a
second and a much harder frost struck
them Feb. 7. This second frost was the
hardest that gven-the oldest inhabitants

“eould remember. It killed every tree in
hundreds of groves down to the roots.

It has been demounstrated that when
an orange tree is killed by the frost it is
better to cut the trunk away close to
the ground so that  a new tree ecan
spring up from the roots, rather than
dig it up and plant nursery stock. The
old roots make the new tree much strong-
er. Owners of entire groves, wunder-
standing this, have cut every tree away
that for ye®rs had been bearing large
e¢rops. The new trees are growing from
the old roots, but it will be 10 or 12
years before the annual crop becomes as
great as the average for several years
past. It is a remarkable fact that just
G0 years before ,eh. 7, or on Feb.
1835, a similar f#hst oceurred -which
killed all, or nearly all, of the orauge
trees then cultivated in the State.

The loss of the orange groves will not
cause any destitution in the State. That
18, nobody will be hungry on account of
the frost. When: the people saw  the
orange crop for years to come was prac-
tically gone they turned their attention
to raising other crops, and the yield ev-
eérywhere has been good. There is-plenty
1o enable them to live comiortably, but
the trouble is they have never looked for

There are three charges which should
be examined with care. First, in its
working the public school system is prac-
tically agnostic; God, His worship and
His truth is Jeft out.” This statement
is untrue. They might have said, some
of God’s truth is'not taught in our pubfic
schools, and this would have beén true.
But it is not possible to teach all things
which are true there. All truth is God’s,
and who can grasp it all? But this
statement implies that there is some
truth which is not God’s, and they do
not define what they mean.by Ged, or
by “God’s worship.” I must pass to the
second charge. .

“A large portion of our teachers are
oot fit to be intrusted with the moral
and religious teaching of our children.”
This eharge naturally consists of two
charges. First, teachers are not fit to
teach our children morals. What is
morality ? It js all summed up in this:
“Do_to others asg you would like them
to do to you.”

I believe a)l our teachefs fully be-
lieve this doctrine and that they are as
aple to teach it as any body of clergy-
men fin existence. They all believe the
rule of a greet teacher, “As you would
that others should do to you, do’ye even
50 to them.” When our clergy learn
this lesson and practice it there will be
more peace and good-will among men.

The second part of the charge is tha$
teac}‘mrs are not fit to teach our children
religion.  Certainly they should not be
asked to do this. The whole of the peo-
ple contribute to the maintenhince of our
public schools, and if religion is taught
each will want the religion taught which
ne believes to be true, and will not brook
nis children being taught that which his
éhurch regards faise or hurtful. The
vatholic will desire to teach the duty
and usefulness of the seven sacraments;
the average Protestant wiil ‘object to
this. The Baptist will admit baptism and
the Lord’s Supper, but believe and teach
that noune who are not immersed ara
oaptized. The Quaker discards them afl
as useless and does not desire his children
taught otheriwise. Surely until the
clergy can agree as to what God’s truth
i¢ in matters of religion we should leave,
this in the hands of the parents and the
cdergy and not drag such subjecty—
sceds of discord—iuto our schools.

The third statement cannot be truein
view of the fact that the essemce of al]
morality, often called the golden rule
referred to previously, is believed, and
ceuld be taught by every teacher.

TRADRE IN GANADA.
DR

Favorable Crop Reports From Quebec.
‘While Uncertainty Exists In Ontario
The Daily Bulletin (R. G. Dun & Co.)

says: The tenor of trade reports from

Montreal would sigow that theré is a

pretty general quieting in wholesale busi-
ness, such, however, as is only season-
fble. There is no doubt that the un-
favorable crop reports from Western On-
tario are affecting orders from that sec-
tion, but in the Ottawa Valley and the
Province of Quebec indications are pro-
mising. The same is true of Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, while parties from
Manitoba and British Columbia who have
recently been in the city express them-
selves in a hopeful strain, stating their
belief that business, so long depressed,
was on the mend, Drygoods payments
due July 4 were fairly met, but general
collections are susceptible of comsider-
able improvement; The scarcity of hay
in the Northwest will be beneficial to
the Province,of Quebec. The weather so
far has been very favorable to the saving
of the excellent crop in ‘good order; a
800(1 many enquiries are reported from

ntario points, and already there has
been a substantial advance in the mar-
ket.

The business situation at Toronto is un-
changed. Merchants are not +what is
called busy, but they consider the out-
look as favorable. The disposition is to
wait the result of the harvest, which is
not very promising in Ontario. The
drought continues, and in a few .localities
the farmers are discouraged. But the
prosperity of Ontario depends not so
much upon wheat as upon dairying inter-
ests, which in turn are affected to
some extent by the hay crop. This has
been a failure, but fortunately the crop
in the Province of Quebec is large  and
stocks left over from last season were
above the average, The crop outlook in
Manitoba is good, with & large yield of
wheat expected. The prices of this cer-
eal have had a further drop this week.
The lowest prices on Tuesday show a
decline of 20 cen r bushel within a
month. Holders, '%ver. appear con-
fidenti of a rally in near future. Rail-
way earnings continue to show up .well,
and the increases reflect a better state
of internal trade.

Forerunner of What is Coming.

C. A. Dobson of Toronto, the district
inspector of the Dominion Express Com-
pany, was at Niagara Falls yesterday,
and established a money-order office in
that place.

Ex-Alderman Daniel Fenwick was ap-
pointed agent, and will operate the office

" in connection with the
Telegraph Company. The Dominion Ex-
ress co-operates with the United States
xpress Company on the Canadian side.
“Mr. Dobson said that this move was but
a preliminary one to something that would
follow. This remark is very significant
when it is known that the Dominion Ex-
press Company operate exclusively over
the Canadian Pacific Railroad.

A As to Transfer Tickets.
Editor World: I notice in Sir Charles

‘H. Tupper’s argument against the To-,

ronto Street Railway Company’s desire
to make the tendering' of a wrong trans-
fer ticket a criminal offence, that he
says the conductor might by mistake
punch a ticket in the wrong place, thus
rendering an honest passenger liable
to prosecution. Within one month
that has happened to me three times.
In two instances a relative was with
me, whose transfer ticket was also
wrongly punched. In each case the con-
ductor very wisely accepted the ticket,
but“we were subjected to a course of
cross examination which was the re-
verde of pleasant, though knowing the
conductor who accepted the transfer
ticket was only doing his duty. If the
tompany employed sufficient conductors
it would be impossible under the pre-
sent arrangement for the dishonest to
ride free; but when the cars, as they
very often are, are overcrowded, honest
passengers have to call the conductor’s
attention to the fact that their fare
has not been collected. If such an amend-
ment to the Criminal Code as the T.S.R.
Co. proposes were to become law, eciti-
zens would be obliged in self-defence to
ciamor for another amendment making
it a criminal offence for conductors to
tender a wrongly punched transfer ticket.

The rapid . increase of the devouring
army of caterpillars makes the guestion
what are we going to do about ita very
pressing one. The sparrows destroyed the
black maple worms they were imported
to destrdy, but they were ineffectual
against these tufted creatures and thus
we have two nuisances instead of one,
The sparrows may eat a few caterpillars,
but they get plenty of other food which
they like better and make no serious in-
roads upon the crawling destroyers.
Something more effective must be de-
pended upon or trees will eventually dis-
apf;ear from our parks and streets.

~It should be possible for human inge-
nuity to devise some method of destroy-
ing the caterpiilars, and we beliove that
fwhen it is made the business of somed
body who will attend to the business it
will be done. The trouble with all the
preventive methods yet tried is that they
are not persistently followed up. Ifa
coat of tar i¢ put around the trunks of
the trees in a sqnare to prgvent the
formation of cocoolns in the branches it
8oon hardens so the worms can crawi.
over its surface. The coating should be
repeated .as often as the surface begins
to harden. 8o of the scraping of the
trunks and branches to, destroy cocoons
and eggs. The device is given but one
application, whereas to be effective it
must be many times repeated.

Whatever the remedy adopted, ' whe-
ther spraying to kill worms and eggs,
tar coating to prevent the ascent of the
caterpidlars or the moths, or scraping
to destroy the cocoons, it must be re-
peated as often as may be neleessary
and  applied with some intelligent re-
ference to the habits and seasons of the
devouring pests.

Corn—Everybody sold corn at the out-
set on the Government figures, sugges-
tive of a crop of over 2,800,000,000 bush.,
but the short side was evidently over~
played. There was a sudden rally of
about 2 cents, and- the elose was not
much under the top. There was an ex-
cellent cash demand: The stock here
this week will decrease 1,000,000 bush.
It looks as if there -was an abnormal
short interest iu Chicago.

Provisions ruled rather higher with a
moderate voluibe of business. Pork
was very erratie, running up and down
quickly on small trading. Manufaetur-
ers’ report no improvement in the cash
trade. Hog receipts are light, ‘bqt
packérs want but few of them until
some cash demand develops.
