THE OLD BOYS’ REUNION A 

BRAND SUCCESS.
Thousands of Old Boys and 

Girls Gather at the Old 
Home Town.

IMMENSE OJtOWDS ATTEND THE 
CELEBRATION EXERCISES IN 

PARK.
Everybody Happy and Satisfied.

When the Old Boys’ Reunion move­
ment was launched in November last, 
August 19th and 20th, the dates fixed for 
the event seemed afar off, but to those im­
mediately connected with the details of 
the celebration the time passed rapidly, 
and w.hen the long to be rememoered day 
arrived preparations were completed for 
the reception and entertainment of the 
thousands of homecomers and visitors 
that flocked to the old town.

Early in the week the old boys and 
girls started coming home in detatch- 
ments, and by Saturday night, every town 
and city in Ontario was represented. 
Every province in the West, neMly every 
state in the union, and even distant 
Borneo.

The decorators arrived Thursday even­
ing, and on Friday morning commenc­
ed the decoration of Main St. to the Park. 
The contractors were J. & J. Turner & 
Sons of Peterborough, who make a 
specialty of this business, and they per­
formed their work in a thoroughly artis­
tic and satisfactory manner.
. In a few hours the leading business 
thoroughfares were transformed into a 
bower of beauty. Hundreds of flags of 
aU nations and banners were strung across 
the streets producing a gay and festive 
effect, such as had never been witnessed 

- in this section before. Every few yards a 
welcome streamer was in evidence. 
•‘Welcome Old Boys and Girls “Wil­
lie we have missed you “Whatever you 
do do never again Skidoo “The Old 
home welcomes the Old Boys etc.

The decorative effect was greatly en­
hanced by the handsome decorations on 
nearly all the business blocks on Main St. 
and every private house in town had 
some emblem of welcome, many of them 
being handsomely and profusely adorned 
with, flags, bunting, and the Old Boys’ 
colors purple and gold.

Sunday.
The majority of the old boys and girls 

had arrived on Saturday and spent Sun­
day in the homes of relatives and friends.

Special services were held in the 
churches, former Watford boys preaching 
the sermons. Rev. R. S. W. Howard, 
Christ Church, London, occupied the 
pulpit in Trinity Church ; Rev. J. Free­
man, London, the Methodist Church ; 
Rev. J. P. Genie, Stratford, Congrega­
tional Church, and Rev. Mr. Sonne, In- 
idianapolis, the Presbyterian. The ser­
vices were largely attended and the ser­
mons able and impressive. Special music 
■was rendered by the choirs.

Monday Morning.
Monday morning ushered in the open­

ing day of the Reunion. The weather 
conditions were ideal, and everybody 
looked happy, and felt as pleased as they 

. appeared.
^ The Forest Excelsior Band arrived ear- 1 
*3y on the scene, and met all trains.

The morning train from the east 
liroiiglit a large contingent from London, 
Strathroy and points east.

The Sarnia Old Boys arrived at 10.27 
• and were met at the depot by the recep- 

tion band and a crowd of over a thousand 
^people. There were over 200 strong and 

' -accompanied by the Concert Band, one 
I the finest musical organizations in the 

West. The-Sarnia Old Boys had a com­
plete organization and presented a splen­
did appearance as they marched up town. 
The familiar faces of many old Watford- 
ites werç noted in the line, and they were 
greeted with salutations on every hand. 
On arrival at the bapd stand brief address­
es of welcome were given by President 
Tarrell, Dr. Gibson, Hon. President, and 
Reeve Parker. They were told how wel­
come they were, and that the town was at 
their disposal. The Sarnia boys carried a 
«timber of banners that created much 
amusement. “Is the Old Pioneer Alive,’’ 
lake’s Spring or Bust,” “Deer Lick for 
Mme” The Old Navoo” etc.

Monday Afternoon.
At 1.30 p.m. the parade was formed at 

the corner of Main and Front streets and 
proceeded to the Park.

The comic features of the parade were 
well brought out, Bobby Brock mounted 
on a fiery bovine led the way, and the an­
tics of the Rube bands from Strathroy and 
Watford kept the immense crowd in 
merriment. Fully three thousand people 
followed the parade to the park where 
the reception services were held.

President Farrell was the first speaker 
He declared it was the proudest moment 
of his life to be present at the Reunion to 
welcome the old boys and girls. He ex­
pressed his pleasure at seeing so many 
present and was particularly delighted to 
see so many from a long distance.

“We have here today,” said Mr. Far­
rell, “old boys and girls from the Atlan­
tic to the Pacific, from every state in the 
union and every province in the Domin­
ion, and to one and all we extend the 
right hand of fellowship in welcoming 
you back to the old home.”

He called attention to many who had 
years ago left the old town and today 
were occupying prominent positions in 
public life. He wished all a pleasant time 
and hoped they might live to enjoy many 
such pleasant events.

Reeve Parker, on behalf of the town of 
Watford, said :

Ladies and gentlemen, old boys and old 
girls—This is positively the proudest time 
ot my life to have the opportunity of ex­
tending a sincere and hearty welcome to 
the many former residents of our town.

“We consider this the happiest occasion 
in the history of our town to again meet 
and shake hands with friends we have 
not seen in years.

“During your time here have a good 
time, paint the town red or any old color 
as everything goes during the Old Boys’ 
Reunion.”

HOME THE BEST AFTER ALL.
Rev. Mr. Horne spoke on behalf of the 

clergy of the town, and dwelt upon the 
fact that home to all after all was the 
dearest spot on earth. We might wander 
here and there and be separated for lotig 
periods of time, but the tie that binds one 
to the old home can never be severed. 
The old song “Home, Sweet Home” 
would bring up memories that would 
cause all to make efforts to be present on 
such occasions as this.

Mr. Potter, B. A., Principal of the 
High School, had seen many of his pu­
pils go out into the world and attain suc­
cess, spoke in an interesting manner of , 
the record made by former pupils and the 
advancement made along educational 
lines.

Dr. Gibson Honorary President, gave an 
historical outline of the history and pro­
gress of the town, since incorporation in 
1874, relating many amusing incidents in 
connection with the growth and develop­
ment of the place, reviewing the promi­
nent features in that connection, and 
what had been accomplished during the 
past twenty years. He considered that 
all should take an interest in events of 
this kind, which would live long in the 
memories of all present.

Dr. Janies Newell, Chairman of the 
High School Board, and W. E. Fitzger­
ald, Chairman of the Public School Board, 
spoke along educational lines contrasting 
present conditions with the past. The 
inculcation in the minds of the young of 
a love for home was strongly advised, so 
that the old boys and old girls’ reunion 
might remain a perpetual thing, and in­
terest in such things always remain strong 
in their minds.

Mr. I. B. Lucas, the brilliant young 
member for South Grey in the Ontario 
Legislature, was the first to respond for 
the Old Boys. He made a rousing speech 
that elicited the admiration of all who 
had the pleasure of hearing one of the 
ablest and brightest of Ontario’s coming 
men. He regarded it as one of the proud­
est moments of his lfe to have the pleas­
ure of thanking the old boys of Watford 
for the warm and rousing reception that 
had been tendered all former residents of 
the town. He was pleased to again come 
back to the scene of boyhood days and 
meet many old friends he had not seen in 
years. Mr. Lucas interspersed his ad­
dress with many local reminiscenses that 
were both entertaining and amusing and 
greatly deligeted his host of friends in 
Watford and vicinity.

J. E. Armstrong, M. P., East Lamb- 
ton’s popular representative in t he 
Commons, was in good form, and kept 
the crowd in the best of humor, describ­
ing the scenes and incidents of the early 
days.

James Bole, of Regina, Sask., one of 
the oldest old boys present at the reunion 
spoke in a reminiscent vain. He was one 
of the oldest pioneers of Warwick town­
ship, coming to Watford in 1832, when 
the town was nothing more than a strag­
gling village, surrounded by bush and 
swamp. He had been a member of the 
first council in Watford. He told of the 
many difficulties encountered by the 
pioneers of that time in their efforts to 
build a home. In looking around today 
many of the old familiar faces he had so 
often seen had now vanished from the 
scene and were gone forever. Mr. Bole’s 
remarks were listened to with deep atten­
tion, and scores of old triends were pleas­
ed to have the pleasure of hearing and see­
ing one who bad been so prominently 
identified with the early history of Wat­
ford.

Ex-Mayor R. E. Lesueur, of Sarnia, 
followed in a neat speech recalling in­
cidents of his early life in Watford, and 
the pleasure it afforded him of meeting 
so many of his old friends. He would al­
ways retain pleasant recollections of his 
sojourn in the old town.

D. W. Bole, M. P., the able representa­
tive of the Chicago of the West, and an 
old Watford boy who has made his mark 
in business and political circles was the

next speaker. Mr. Bole had just return­
ed from a trip to England, and came 
directly to Watford in order to attend the 
Reunion. Hh had anticipated with in­
finite pleasure this visit to the old town, 
and his anticipations were fully realized. 
He rejoiced to meet so many of the old 
boys and girls of the good old days. He 
commended the committee for their efforts 
in bringing together the old residents and 
hoped that all might live to enjoy many 
such happy occasions. At the conclusion 
of hl6 speech he called for three cheers 
for all the “Old Boys,” which was re­
sponded to in a hearty matter.

The shortstop was 
from London. He had fifteen chances, 
and all he accepted was an invitation to 
dinner. “Toby” Jamieson, Amherst- 
burg, was a picture of grace on first base, 
but not a moving picture. Dr. Harry 
Abbott played second, and declared he 
enjoyed the scenery very much. Alex. 
Saunders the orator of the outfit, caught 
a number of compliments in centre, and 
was the demon hilter—perhaps. George 
Saunders, London, and Frank Lovell, 
Chesley, were real ball players in the 
outfield, and saved the Old Bovs. Jack 
Brent, Berlin, was on third. He made a 
stab at a hit, and grabbed the weather. 
He could run well, but never got a chance 
Jack Jamieson led the home hosts, and 
when it came to striking out, he made 
Casey look like fearful slugger. The 
game created no end of merriment. The 
home brews won 7 to 4. Dr. Cliff Abbott 
Sheppard, Mich., was a good umpire.”

Tuesday.
Tuesday morning broke dull and heavy 

with drizzling showers at intervals that 
looked ominous for success. The man­
agement felt blue, as a wet day, meant a 
big deficit. The crowds kept pouring in 
desoite the weather and by noon every 
available inch of stabling and hotel ac­
commodation was taxed to the limit. 
The crowd present was a large one. 
Special trains were run trom Sarnia and 
London, and a great number of visitors 
were present from Strathroy, Kerwood, 
Wyoming, Forest, Alvinston, Arkona, 
Sarnia, Port Huron and other points. 
The countryside came in a body, with the 
result that at noon, there was no Stab­
ling accommodation whatever, many 
farmers putting their horses up a mile 
out of town and walking in. It was the 
greatest crowd ever seen in town. Thé 
weather faired up about noon and gloomy 
forebodings gave way to cheerful optim­
ism. The ball game between the Ameri­
can and Canadian Old Boys had to be 
omitted on account of wet grounds.

91st ARRIVES.
At 12.30 the 91st Highlanders’ Band ar­

rived from Hamilton and marched up 
town, followed by thousands of people, 
who cheered the “kilted laddies” to the 
echo on their way to the hotel. About 1 
o’clock the streets were one solid mass of 
humanity, jostling one another good 
naturedly in their eager efforts to see 
every attraction that was to be sçen.

THE SPORTS.
The afternoon’s programme was start­

ed on the arrival of the 91st Highlanders’ 
Band from Hamilton. The Kilties, un­
der the leadership of Bandmaster H. A. 
Stares, marched up town, and created 
great enthusiasm. At 1.30 they led the 
procession to the Driving Park, where 
the programme of sports was furnished. 
The band rendered a splendid musical 
programme, which was thoroughly ap­
preciated by the large crowd. The hand 
was repeatedly forced to respond to en­
cores. The braw Scotch laddies created 
great enthusiasm among the many old 
Highlanders from the township of Brooke 
and vicinity.

The sports were delayed for some time 
owing to the wet track, and were only 
partly finished by evening. The 
Richard’s Soap Company’s race for 
ladies was the piece de resistance 
and created no end of amusement. Four­
teen ladies took part in it. The winners 
were Miss Christina Sharp, first ; Miss 
Pearl McCormick, second ; and Mrs. 
George Wise, Sarnia, third. The other 
events were well contested and had many 
entries.

The dancing contest was another feat­
ure that added much to the pleasure of 
the day, Some very clever little dancers 
competed and they were enthusiastically 
received.

The Port Huron Commandry Knights 
Templar, arrived on the 3 o’clock train 
from the west, and were escorted to the
Sark by the Forest band. The comman- 

ry were in charge of Sir Knight Geo* 
Harvey and were 40 strong. At 4 o’clock 
the company gave an exhibition drill in 
front of the grandstand. The comman­
dry is one of the best drilled organiza­
tions in the west, and did splendid work 
On the completion ot their part of the 
programme they were cheered to the 
echo. The Knights gave another exhi­
bition in the evening at 8 o’clock.

TRACK EVENTS SHORTENED.
Owing to the lateness in starting the 

events on the track only al^out one-half 
were finished.
, The race which created the greatest 
amusement was the Richard’s soap race, 
open to ladies only. The distance rnn 
was a hundred yards, with a cake of 
soap placed at intervals ot 10 yards apart. 
Each competitor was to pick up a cake 
of soap and place it in an apron provided 
for the purpose. Fourteen ladies entered 
in this race, the first prize, à $20 gold 
watch, being awarded to Miss Christina 
Sharp.

The crowd became so interested in this 
event that they crowded on the course, 
making it difficult for the ladies to reach 
the mark at the finish.

The wheelbarrow race caused a great 
deal of fun, the runners piling up in one

grand smash at the finish.
The smoking race was very much ap­

preciated, the runners after lighting their 
pipes, running fifty yards. The winner 
of the race was introduced to the crowd 
as “the human locomotive.”

Over two thousand people attended the 

concert which was furnished by the 
splendid band of the 91st Highlanders. 
In addition to the band music the famous 
Premier Octette ot Hamilton delighted 
the audience with their vocal selections 
and little Marie McDonald danced 
the sailors boon pipe in a way tliat en­
thused everybody.

The drill by the Pt. Huron Commandry 
Knight Templars, was the finest exhi­
bition ever witnessed in this section. 
The grace and precision with which 
the complicated evolutions were executed 
reflects the highest credit on the com­
mander, Sir Knight Geo. L. Harvey, and 
his company of gallant knights. The 
drill' was one of the best features of the 
program and elicied hearty applause,

“God Save the King,” played by the 
91st Highlanders’ Band, followed aii in­
stant later by three mighty cheers for the 
“Old Boys and the Old Girls” from 
6,000 people, closed at 10 o’clock one of 
the greatest demonstrations ever held in 
the history of this town.

The committee, in speaking of JLhe re­
union, expressed themselves as more than 
satisfied with the success of the gathering 
President Farrell stating that the demon­
stration had in every respect tar exceeded 
their most sanguine expectations.

“The gathering from start to finish has 
been particularly free from accidents or 
other unpleasant features, which some­
times occur on occasions of this kind,” 
said Mr. Farrell.

Special trains for the east and west car­
ried the crowds away. At 11 o’clock 
they were all on their way, and a singu­
larly happy and successful affair was 
closed. Not an accident happened to- 
mar the occasion, and unpleasant features 
were conspicuous by their absence.

Wallace’s Farmer goes straight 
to the headland, when it says fion’t 
give the boy the worst plow and a 
sulky team when you start him plow­
ing ; don’t set him at the meanest cow 
to milk ; never hand him the heaviest 
fork or the dullest hoe to work with 
or put him in the garden where there 
are more tough clods to the square 
rod than there are to the acre in the 
field.

Importation of Horses.

W, J. Evans, of Çowal, has just re­
turned from England and has brought 
out ten Shire fillies that should do the 
farmers of Dunwich a lot of good. 
Never before have horses brought as 
good a price as they are selling for 
now and the man that owns a good 
brood mare has one of the best paying 
animals on the farm. The Shire 
breed of horses are noted for their 
weight, stamina and docility, and the 

,ones Mr. Evans has brought over are 
all the more valuable from the fact 
that they have been bred to one of 
the very choicest Shire stallions and 
are believed to be in foal.

We have not sufficient draught 
mares in our country, and very few 
Shires are being imported. They are 
selling high in England and the pros­
pects for the draught horse industry 
is very encouraging. There is no 
difficulty at the present time in get­
ting from |400 to $600 for a good 
heavy pair of geldings. A study of 
the draught animals that have sold at 
top prices during the past twelve 
months demonstrates that heavy 
weight combined with quality were 
essential to reach the top of the mar­
ket.

Barbers May Raise Prices

There is a movement on foot among 
the barbers in the different towns in 
this section of the country to raise the 
prices in common with their city 
brethren. The barbers in the follow­
ing towns have expressed their views 
in favor of the raise : Watford, Al- 
vinston, Dresden, Strathroy, Glencce, 
Bothwell, Brigden, Arkona and Oil 
Springs, with a numbes of towns yet 
to hear from.

It is impossible now for a barber to 
make the wages he used to, owing to 
the fact that the hair cuts, on which 
the clippers were used, have gone al­
most entirely out of fashion. There 
is more scissors work, consequently it 
takes longer to turn out a hair cut 
that it did formerly.

Then there is the neck shaving, 
Nearly every man has to have his 
neck shaved between hair cuts, neces­
sitating the expenditure of more time. 
If a barber worked steadily at hair 
cutting and shaving for ten hours he 
■would probably make about $4, but 
when it is considered that he is about 
half his time idle, and the expense of 
running his shop has to be taken out 
of his earnings, it will readily be seen 
that a harbor does not make ordinary 
laborers’ wages.

Barbers prices in the smaller towns 
are just what they were 40 years ago, 
when the cost of living was cheaper.

Canada Will Make Money.

Canadian royal mint, which is the 
first mint outside the capital of t.he 
Empire to be designated “royal,” is 
expected to be completed in November 
next.

At present all the Canadian coins 
are minted in London, but after No­
vember they will be turned out at the 

J Ottawa mint.
The profit, which is now nearly half 

a million dollars, will then accrue to 
the Dominion Government.

Dr. Bonar, the recently-appointed 
deputy master of the mint, will return 
to England shortly, but will take up 
his residence in Ottawa this fall. The 
experts who will have actual charge of 
the coinage will be brought from Eng­
land, but the bulk of the employes 
will be Canadians. All the machin­
ery, except that for actual minting, 
has been manufactured in Canada.

Good Outlook for fruit Prices.
Thus far during the present season 

growers have been receiving good prices 
for the bush fruits, and the outlook for 
the larger classes, including apples, ap­
pears to be equally favorable.^The de­
mand consequent upon prevailing “good 
times” is keen m the cities and towns, 
the consumption of fruit- being every­
where upon the increase. While the 
crop conditions in Britain have improved, 
the European and American crops are 
reported much smaller, while in Canada, 
according to the latest report of the Fruit 
Division, Department of Agriculture, Ot­
tawa. the prospect for apples has declined 
seriously for the early and fall sorts, the 
indications being for an average crop of 
winter fruit. A fair crop of peaches is 
promised, but in case of pears there has 
been an almost unnsual reduction in pro­
spects and plums are less encouraging 
than they were a month ago. Outside of 
Southern Ontario and British Columbia 
the grape crop has oeen reported as like­
ly to ripen imperfectly, and even in the 
more favored districts weather conditions 
may yet greatly affect the output. Farm­
ers, as well as those who make fruit­
growing a specialty, are therefore well ad­
vised in husbanding the crop with very 
great care and looking for high prices in 
contracting deliveries ahead,—Farmers’ 
Advocate.

Kettle Point Indians Will Get Borne 
Money.

Last week Sarnia had the honor of a 
visit from three gentlemen from the 
other side of the lines, of much note in 
their respective communities and whose 
presence in Sarnia was in course of the 
prosecution of a very curious and interest­
ing inquiry, and an inquiry moreover, 
which it is hoped may ultimately result 
in much pecuniary benefit to the parties 
concerned. The members of the party 
were Dr. Wooster, a big official of the 
Bureau of Indian Affairs at Washington, 
Rev. E. Morested, a clergyman of Bark 
River, Wisconsin, and Mr. Charles Pak- 
echo chief of the Pottawatomie Indians, 
of Green Bay, Wisconsin. The business 
which brought the three gentlemen to 
Sarnia was to make inquiry as to whether 
any, and if any, how many of the Chip- 
pawas of the Sarnia band were entitled to 
a share of the proceeds of what is known 
in political circles in Washington as the 
great Pottawatomie land claim.

In all, the commission obtained an en­
rollment at Sarnia of 117 persons with 
undoubted claims to share in the distri­
bution of the avails of the Wisconsin land 
claim—that is, of course if the distribu­
tion ever comes to be made. Of these, 
thirty-three are resident on the Sarnia 
Reserve, and eighty-four on the reserves 
at Kettle Point and Stoney Point.

Blended Flour.
Modern farming has become a business 

proposition, and men engage in agricul­
ture because it returns annual profits on 
the money and labor invested. The soil 
is the paymaster, and the variety, quant­
ity, and quality of goods produced, de­
termines the success of the man engaged 
in the agricultural business.

But the market must be considered, 
and demand must be created and catered 
to, if business is to advance. Unfortun 
ately tor Ontario farmers, the demand for 
what ought to be the most valuable pro­
duct of their fields has declined. Western 
millers have introduced a flour which, 
though lacking in flavor, contains more 
“strength,” or gluten, than that which is 
milled from the more finely flavored 
Ontario wheat, Ontario consumers, by 
the extensive advertising of the alleged 
superiority of Western flour, were soon 
convinced that flavor must be sacrificed 
to strength, so the home market was 
largely lost, and farmers began to notice 
the increased cost of teed, and the low 
prices to be obtained for their wheat.

By a series of chemical analyses and 
experiments which have extended over a 
decade, it has been demonstrated that by 
the addition of a small proportion of 
Western wheat. Ontario blended flour 
contains the necessary gluten to success­
fully compete with its Western rival, and 
still retain the flavor which is peculiar to 
Ontario grain. Bread made from blend­
ed flour soon found a ready sale in 
Toronto, and within a year or two after 
the introduction of blended flours on the 
n^rket, the Maritime Provinces have 
shown such preference for these Ontario- 
milled flours that certain milling firms 
have doubled their plants in the last six 
months.

It has been already pointed out that 
the farmer as a business man, must con­
sider the market and the inexorable law 
of supply and demand. Now Ontario 
ought to deserve the first attention, and 
the home-market of the Province should 
feel the effect of the demand for Ontario 
blended flour.

But the farmer is both a producer and 
a consumer, and as such, has a double 
interest in helping to create a demand for 
Ontario-grown wheat. When the in­
dividual farmer realizes that the purchase 
of the new flour means better bread on 
his table, better prices for his wheat, and 
an ultimate substantial decrease in the 
cost of bran and shorts, the battle to re­
gain the Ontario market for an Ontario 
product will be as good as won.
