Rejected by A. E. Shaughnessy

'Stormy Scenes at Convention With 
Disruption Between the North 

and South

At the second convention held in 
Alvinston on Friday afternoon last, 
by the East Lambton 'Liberals, to 
nominate a man to accept the candi­
dature rejected by Arnold E. Shaugh­
nessy, who was nominated at the 
first convention two weeks ago. 
Jçrî R. Stirrett, former Petrolia 
b^ , now practising law in London, 
/a^fepted the nomination and has en- 
td?ed the field for election on Liber­
al principles.

Mr. Stirrett will oppose Burt W- 
Fansher. Progressive, Euphemia town 
Ship, and J. E. Armstrong, Conserva­
tive, 'Petrolia. Mr. Stirrett's candi­
dature,AS a,voung man in his home 
constituency,- is calculated by his 
followers to retain the allegiance of 
Liberals in the northern part of the 
riding who argued strongly against 
putting a candidate in the field, and 
who had been inclined to vote Pro­
gressive, believing that the best way 
to defeat the Conservative candidate. 
At the same time Mr. Stirrett will 
give an inspiring lead to the young 
Liberal element, and to the newly 
enfranchised ■ women voters in the 
riding. In effect, his being a candi­
date constitutes a challenge to all the 
Liberals of East Lambton to rally to 
the party standard, and on this point 
hinges the whole situation.

Regret Lack of Harmony
D. J. McEachern, Alvinston, regret­

ted the lack of harmony in the party, 
seeing two factions, “the one out to 
defeat Mr. Armstrong through Mr. 
Fansher,” and “the other out to de­
feat both Mr. Armstrong and Mr. 
Fansher through an accreditedLiberal 
candidate,” Mr. McEachern declared 
that he had been “disfranchised” in 
the last election 'because he was un­
able to vote for a Liberal candidate, 
and that he was determined to see 
that such a thing did not happen 
again.

A. E. Shaughnessy, Petrolia, who 
was nominated at a convention two 
weeks ago, but who later declined the 
nomination, explained that he had 
been unaibie to carry on as the candi­
date because he felt he did not have 
the support of the Liberals in the 
north part of the riding. Mr. Shaugh­
nessy said plainly, however, that any 
man chosen would receive his hearty 
support.

Mr. Sturgis said that unless a Lib­
eral entered the field Mr. Armstrong 
would win by “two to one in' the 
south” while on the other hand Mr. 
Cowan said “ that the north, without 
a 'Liberal, would beat ,Mr. Armstrong 
three to one.” Mr. .Sturgis asked 
whether “the Liberals were going to 
sell out to the U.F.O. permanently.” 
and steadily refused to change Ms 
ruling regarding the motion not to 
put a candidate in the field, where­
upon all the Liberals present from 
the north proceeded to leave the con­
vention in a body.

Counts New Voters
“There are young Liberals who 

have never had a chance to cast's 
Liberal vote in this riding,” declared 
Mr. Stirrett, speaking as one of 
those nominated after the departure 
of the northerners, “and if we let this 
election slide the cause of Liberalism 
will have become disintegrated. 
There i,' also the question of the 
newly enfranchised women, whom we 
should endeavor to line up with our 
party. There is only one party with 
a national policy that will give unity 
and coherence to our national life, 
and that is the Liberal party. We 
can win by getting together all the 
people who are liberally-minded, and 
we are going to .win.”

Others whose, names were placed 
in nomination, all of whom withdrew 
in favor of Mr. Stirrett, were the 
following: William Annett, Alvin­
ston, A. E. Shaughnessy, Petrolia, 
and D. W. 'Sturgis, Camden township.

“All we want in the north is a. 
hearing,” said Mr. Stirrett, after he 
was declared the candidate, “and I 
am confident that we can win back 
the allegiance of the Liberals there.

Valuable Lessons to be Learned from 
Peut Failures.

Heretofore we have always taken it for 
granted—without much careful thought, 
perhaps—that it was farmer immigrants 
we most wanted,—people who would settle

And complaints being loud and numerous' 
That farming in Canada was not as pro­
fitable as it should be, we have tried to 
convert an unattractive situation into an 
attractive one by lowering the tariff on 
manufactured goods, in the hope of thereby 
lowering farm production costs, and so 
increasing the farmer’s net.

Has that plan gotten us anywhere ?
In 1924, despite tariff reductions made 

ostensibly to benefit agriculture, thçre were

1923 ! And when, against the total immi­
gration for 1923 and 1924, we offset the 
total emigration from our towns and cities»

Straight and sure road to our goal, let us

So, obviously there is something wrong— 
somewhere—in the plan we have been 
following,—either in the assumption that 
it is farmers we most want, or in our method 
of attracting them. Perhaps it’s a combin­
ation of the two.

Population Increases Should be 
Properly Balanced.

In shaping our policy as above, we have 
certainly overlooked one very important 
point Farmers as a rule don’t sell to 
farmers, but to town and city folk. So when 
we try to increase farm population by 
methods that operate to decrease town and 
city population, we are actually making 
things worse for the very people we are 
trying to benefit We are curtailing a 
domestic market that our farmers can 
control, and we arc increasing their de­
pendence upon an export market over 
which they have no control!

Have they all blundered? Has 
Canada alone shown wisdom?

A Precedent That Shows What Can 
Be Done!

We have tried the plan of lower tariffs, 
as a means of attracting farmer immigra­
tion, and we see that it has signally failed, 
and we know the reasons why it has failed.

Why not now try the alternative plan of 
higher tariffs, as a means of attracting 
urban immigration, when it seems per­
fectly clear that it must bring farmer 
immigration in its train?

Even if the latter were mere theory, that 
would be no valid reason for rejecting it in 
favor of a policy we have tried, and found 
to be barren of results.

Definite Tariff Demand»
(a) By an immediate and sub­

stantial all-round reduction of the 
■customs tariff.

Who would in­
vert captial in industries under that 
dub? How many industries would 
come to Canada from U. S. if that 
plank was carried into effect? Foreign 
Roods made by cheap labor would and 
bave had access to our markets in 
great quantities and the farmer’s 
home market is being ruined. This 
policy has been, mainly, instrumental 
in the closing of over 2-200 separate 
industries in the Dominion of Can­
ada since 1921, and over 600,000 
people have moved over to the 
United States.

(b) Means cut duty to one-half 
charged under general Tariff and

Free Trade with Great Britain in 
five years. If you take the lower 
■wages paid in the British Isles, in­
to consideration, this will practically 
mèan Free Trade in everything with 
Great Britain.

Further increases in the tariff are 
again demanded by tile United 
States farmer, and it is folly to say 
that Canada can obtain reciprocal 
trade with the United States.

In connection with the recent Lib­

eral meetings held at Alvinstoh,—the 
following may be of interest to your 
readers.

There was first a meeting of the 
Executive at which it was decided to 
call a general convention to consid­
er the matte# of nominating a cand­
idate. At the convention which fol­
lowed the representatives from the 
north opposed the nomination of a 
candidate for the following reasons: 
First—There was no chance of elect­
ing a Liberal at this time. Second 
Placing a Liberal in the field here 
would endanger the Liberal cause in 
West Lambton. Third—It would 
mean the election of the Conservative 
candidate.

The majority of those present 
were not agreeable to this and Mr. 
Shaughnessy, Reeve of Petrolia, re 
ceived the nomination. After making 
a careful study of the situation, Mr. 
Shaughnessy came to the same con­
clusion as the Liberals from the 
north, and at a meeting of the Execu­
tive, on Oct. 3rd, handed in his resig­
nation which was accepted. At this 
meeting it was decided that no Liber­
al should be placed in the field at 
this election unless the Progressives 
nominated a candidate in West 
Lambton.

All present agreed to this, except 
Mr. Hillis. of Oil Springs, and Wm 
Annett of Brooke. Mr. Shaughnessy 
agreed to again enter the field if the 
Progti ssives of West 'Lambton made 
such action necessary.

Great was the surprise t^ie follow­
ing Monday, when the report went 
around that Mr. Stirrett, of London, 
was to run as a 'Liberal in East 
Lambton. 'Little credence was given 
to the report until notice was receiv 
ed calling another convention for 
October 9th. Liberals from the north 
went to this meeting in goodly num 
hers to defeat this movement, but 
their motion to “not place a candi­
date in the field” was ruled “out of 
order,” and they withdrew from the 
convention. They believe that the 
cause of 'Liberalism in. East Lambton 
will be best served bv supporting the 
Progressive candidate.

If the Liberals of north Lambton 
have fallen into evils ways, they have 
the satisfaction of knowing that they 
are in good company, as the follow­
ing reports show.

The Liberals of North 'Simcoe are 
supporting ex-Premier IDrury, Pro­
gressive.

The Liberals of Ontario-Muskoka 
are supporting Mi Halbert, Progres­
sive.

The Progressives of Durham are 
supporting Hon. Vincent Massey, 
Liberal. '

Finally Premier King, speaking at 
Rcg'na, said : “The Tory Party are 
our natural enemies; Progressives are 
our natural friends. I am going to 
try and bring Liberals and Progres­
sives together on the things they have 
in common in order that the common 
enemy may not take charge of admin­
istration of the country.”

If Mr. Stirrett still persists in run­
ning as a Liberal, he will find the 
Liberals1 irf the north working with 
the Progressives as the one and only 
means of defeating the High Tariff 
party in East Lambton.

(The report in several newspapers 
that Mr. Pettypiecc, of Forest, was 
in favor of bringing out a candidate 
is entirely wrong. Mr. Pettypicce has 
consistently opposed the bringing out 
of a Liberal ean-didate, and "is with 
other Liberals in the north support­
ing Mr. Fahsher.)
