You {dan an elaborate hour o instruction 
for your child In the morning and carry it 
out with extreme care. In the afternoon 
you take him out for a walk to amuse him 
and something that amuses him will accom­
plish or undo in his mind all that you have 
wished to effect or counteract. A 4-year old 
little fellow took off his bat very gracefully 
as he passed a woman when walking with 
his father. The gratified parent said pleas­
antly: “ That was a very pretty bow, Har­
ry. Where did you learn to bow so well?” 
expecting the pleasing response that he had 
watched papa. But the child answered read­
ily: “ Isn’t it a nice bow, papa! I saw the 
hand organ man’s monkey do It !" So while fit- 
tie Darwinian boys were learning from books 
that they were descended from an ape, this 
little fellow was unconsciously ascending 
from an ape, and not by improving on the 
ape’s manners, but by acquiring them.

Impressions educate faster than facts. 
What a child has felt he never forgets. 
What he has merely been told he may not 
remember five minutes. It is not too much 
to say that the right method of education 
will make him feel hie knowledge.

The effort, then, of kindergarten training 
—and I refer to that training in the home as 
well as in the actual kindergarten—ie not so 
much to surround the child with pretty 
things as to direct the child’s imagination 
and feeling into such channels that, what­
ever it sees, it will have no ogly associations 
emanating from its own mental habits. It 
is a carious fact that the coarseness of a 
coarse mind lies not so much in seeking 
coarse surroundings as in putting coarse in­
terpretations on things really refined. 
Guard the child at all hazards from a stained 
imagination. It ie not whet he sees, but 
bow he sees it, that determines hie mental 
and moral attitude. Once let an evil sug­
gestion come from an outside influence and 
the twisted mind gains an impetus to put­
ting false and evil interpretations, which is 
far more insidious end dangerous than con­
tact with false and evil things. The evil 
things might repel from their very repulsive 
ness, but the evil interpretation amuses by 
its novelity and seeming innocence and 
works incalculable harm. You cannot keep 
a child safe by putting him behind silk cur­
tains or wrapping him in cotton wool. Hie 
little mind may ferment behind the curtains 
and find far worse things in Its own recesses 
than it would ever discover out in the wide 
world.

The kindergarten method is therefore val­
uable—not because it watches over what 
th» child does, but over what the child is 
kept thinking about, the associations of its 
mind with what It does. Some emotion of 
gratitude, pleasure, kindness, is connected 
with the acquisition of every feet. In the- 
old fashioned school children added up on » 
elate a long column of figures with no pleas­
ure In the result except that now they could 
go home. In the kindergarten they add 
three bine beads on a string to two red 
beads, then five yellow beads, one white 
bead, six black beads, four purple beads, 
etc., till the string is long enough to carry 
home to or hang round Carrie’s

—The Bridgetown assessment, subject to 
revision, amounts to practically the same as 
for the district under the previous municipal 
government, so there will likely be few ob­
jections to the ratings imposed by assessors.
One objection raised against incorporation 
was that property within the town would be 
rated much higher, and while a general levy 
to provide for the various services of the 
corporation might not exceed the rate form­
erly paid, property holders would still be 
compelled to pay a higher tribute on account 

. of an increased and arbitrary value placed 
on their holdings. Nothing of this sort has 
been done and the council are now figuring 
on the rate per hundred dollars :hat it will 
be necessary to levy on the assessment to 
furnish money to successfully run the civic 
machine. Already it is currently reported 
that this rate will not be over $1.05, and if 

„ not there will be général rejoicing within 
this town, and a dissatisfaction among im­
mediate outsiders that the town limits do 
not embrace their properties. If it be a fact 
that the above mentioned rate will be suffi­
cient to meet the requirements of the town, 
then indeed Bridgetown is to be most con­
servatively governed and will be regarded 
as one of the most favored towns in the pro­
vince. The Monitor does not presume to 
give advice to the Council iu estimating 
their expenditure and revenue for the en­
suing year, but $1.05 per hundred appears to 
us to be a dangerous rate to risk on the first 
year’s business. Ratepayers will not object 
ito a considerably heavier rate now, but if a 
start is made at the bottom of the scale to 
ba followed by an increase for the succeeding 
year, a great dissatisfaction will be created 
and a stumbling block placed in the path of r 
incoming councils. It will be far better to 
levy a rate now, equal to that formerly paid 
under the Municipality, and then, if the rev­
enue proves more than sufficient, the surplus 
need not be wasted, but may apply towards 
reducing taxation to a minimum suggested 
by the experience of the first year’s practical 
administration of town affairs. A town in 
the eastern end of the valley started on its 
first year of corporate existence with a tax 
of $1.00 per hundred but an imperfect esti­
mate had been made, the extras required 
created a sad deficiency in ihe running ac­
counts, and the second year saw a much 
higher rate levied and we believe the origi­
nal Figures have not yet been restored. It 
will not be pleasant if Bridgetown is similar- 

' ly managed. A strong contingent fund 
should be created to meet extra services that 
may become necessary. Again we are quite 
certain that $1 05 will not allow of a sufficient 
appropriation for street purposes, and that 
service is of paramount importance. We 
believe that ratepayers would indorse a ju­
dicious expenditure of a thousand dollars a 
year in this department and would get good

along the more important channels of trade. 
Foreign capital is seeking investment in the 
industries of the country to a greater extent 
than ever before, and the great industries of 
Canada will soon be brought to an unprece­
dented stage of development. The hard 
times that have prevailed in the new world 
for the past six years have worked no mater­
ial injury to our country; thay have merely 
aet forth more strikingly the stability of 
Canadian business. Business that has grown 
slowly, perhaps, without the boom tendency 
so characteristic of the growth of great en­
terprises among our United States neighbors, 
but nevertheless on a sound basi?, aud in 
step with our national growth. The fact 
that through years of business depression 
there has been no retrogreeeion in our com­
mercial life speaks volumes for the solidarity 
of the principles upon which Canadian 
mercial and national interests rest. We re­
gret that Nova Scotia has not made the same 
good showing as upper and western Canada. 
Here the records show au increase both ia 
failures and liabilities, but it cannot be re­
garded as a very serious condition, since the 
amount involved is only slightly over a mil­
lion dollars. We confidently expect to see 
a great improvement during the current 
year, and our expectations are based not 
alone upon the general signs of trade im­
provement, but upon the evidence that an 
unusually large number of heavily capital­
ized enterprises will be put in operation. 
Nova Scotia has bad but little chance since 
confederation to assert her importance ; her 
money has contributed to the pro?perity of 
the upper provinces, under unfair conditions 
of trade, but a change is bring gradually ef­
fected and the day is not far hence when the 
sea-girt province w ill take the rank that her 
situation and her vast natural wealth make 
it possible to attain.

—Another steamer has just gone to pieces 
on a Nova Scotia shore and again the doubt 
arises as to where the blame should rest. 
These wrecks are becoming far too frequent, 
and it ia quite time we were told whether 
the fault lies with the government lighthouse 
system, the treachery of the currents, or the 
ignorance of captains. Surely there is a 

^ remedy. It ij decidedly undesirable that 
tlyse wrecks should multiply, as it will have 
a damaging effect on our commerce, and in­
surance eompauiei will soon bo refusing to 
accept risks where the ships are required to 
pass near Nova Sotii’s Atlantic coast or 
through the Bay of Fuudy. Granting that 
the lighting system is adequate and that the 
captains of the recently wrecked steamers 
are thorough seamen, it is strange that the 
currents aud rock reefs should show such a 
partiality for the big ocean liners with their 
foreign captain?, while the average maritime 
province skipper has little or no difficulty in 
dodging about in small steamers or in the 
less easily handled sailing vessels. Surely 
thé Bay of Fnndy possesses enough of easily 
navigable water to float b / steamer, and 
the Atlantic ought to affoi ! sufficient room 
for auy steamer from Portland to safely pass 
the Nova Scotia coast. Probably the 
mercial value of time has much to do with 
these wrecks. Exceedingly valuable car­
goes and hundreds of precious lives appear 
to have been unwisely risked in order to 
ahorten the sailing route to Great Britain. 
We hope tbe wreck of the Gerona may be

t signals, treacherous currents, or incapable 
I seamanship to be furnished in Nova Scotia 
L waters for a good long period:

On leaving my train at Hereford I am not 

favorably impressed with any appearance of 
the city’s importance or its beauties." The 
station is not at all an imposing building, 
notwithstanding the fact that all the num­
erous lines of railway from all parts of the 
county and compass run into it. 1 came by 
the Shrewsbury and Hereford Railway, the 
joint property of the Great Western and the 
London and North Western Railways, 
station grounds are i 
Barr’s Court.

The first thing to particularly attract my 
attention is quite a number—a village in ap 
pearance—of huge piles of oak bark in a 
field near by. These piles are each nearly 
100 feet long by 40 feet wide and 40 feet 
high; covered by the same material in such 
a way as lo appear like thatched barns, 
without windows or doors. From this I 
gather that about Hereford must be exten 

oak forests. The loads of heavy oak 
timber which I soon sec being conveyed 
along the streets confirms me in this opinion.

My lost luggage has |not shown up yet. 
The clerk at the lost baggage office is set to 
work making inquiries. The officia’s at 
three stations are now on the search. Not 
having much in this way to look after here,
I decide to walk leisurely up town and se­
lect a hotel. I pass up and down two or 
three times by several and finally decide on 
a very unpretentious hostelry, over which 
there is the sign Commercial Temperance 
Hotel. At Shrewsbury, I tried to get quar­
ters at tho Welcome Temperance Hotel, but 
the welcome was so very doubtful I went on 
to the Clarendon Commercial where I did 
get a welcome. The Clarendon is patronized 
principally by*the country gentry and is 
generously appointed. •

The Commercial Temperance Hotel at 
Hereford proves to be very comfortable and 
all it represents; the charge is only about 

half that of the Clarendon Commercial 
at Shrewsbury. However, I conclude that 
I lived about twice as fast at the Clarendon, 
or in other words my time was made twice 
as important to me. The theory in political 
economy, which relates to reproductive 
sumption has a splendid application to the 
traveller and hotel life—you cannot have 
abundant production without consumption. 
In the main, generous consumers are the 
great producers. And as with material pro 
duct ion, so in a greater degree it is with the 
production of immaterial wealth. The brain 
which consumes little, will have little to ex­
hibit in the way of production. The trav­
eller has a splendid opportunity to exempli­
fy this division of thescienceof wealth making 
in rational but generous hotel life, in sight 
feasting and in receiving funds of fact and sug 
ge: lion from every subject by t he way. And 
what a wise and gracious condition of things 
it is. that, while consumption is the final 
goal for which we aim—the highest gratifica 
lion- so much may be turned of this even to 
profit—a store of power for further produc 
tion- a further turn of eycb which bears to 
us the ultimatum of human existencs. My 
varied experiences however gives 
portunity of testing what 
ties of inexpensive ljving at tho hotels and 
country and village inns of Engl.uxL No­
where have 1 ever seen such good living for 
a trifle. Matters being all retried for my 
stay at the hotel, I start out to find the 
Castle Green. I get my direction and start 
off, but once out of sight of my landmarks, 
and working along in winding and unfamiliar 
streets, I lose my way. A little girl of 
about twelve years at one point notices my 
perplexity, and offers to show me out. I 

never at a loss in England for some one 
to help me out of difficulty. The bright, 
generous little thing chatting cherrily by 
the way shows me to the castle gates, makes 
her little bow, and then skips back to her 
playmates. What nice little object lessons 
are these for my own profit! How these 
people are on the alert to d > their fellows a 
good turn—even though he be one who only 
once passes by that way. Yet no one ever ob­
trudes, it is all so nat ural, so matter of course.

In a delightful walk overshadowed by 
lofty trees I stroll about Castle Green. It 
was upon this, now beautiful pleasure ground, 
that the great Hereford Castle once stood, 
dismantled and demolished in 1645 by the 
Parliamentary forces. It was the scene o' 
stirring events from the days of Queen Ethel 
fleda, daughter of great King Alfred, who 
ordered it built, down to the days of Crom- 

Upon one side is now seen the ancient 
moat. The river Wye, which flows down 
from the Welsh hills which are seen like a 
blue wall yonder, winds in rapid flow around 
this old Castle ground. In the centre of the 
green is a fine monument to Nelson. Ar 
the base are arrayed some old cannon, and 
by the riverside is a gun, a trophy of the 
Russian war. Near the monument about 
fifty men arc at work creeling a grand 
struction for some exhibitions on jubilee day.

Canada, and the War Department, contem­
plates that the relief expedition shall be ex 
ecuted jointly by .the United States army 
and a force of Mounted Police of Canada, 
which constitutes the military arrangements 
cf the Dominion. The United States force 
will proceed with the stores to Skaguay, 
where they will be j >ined by the Mounted 
Police, about forty in number, and the two 
forces will then proceed to the points where 
the relief is to he distributed. The deter­
mination as to Skaguay, however, is still 
open. The Canadian officials concede much 
latitude to the American authorities in th. 
actual distribution, recognizing that the ex­
pedition is fitted out on this side, although 
a considerable portion of its work will be 
done on the Canadian side of the border 
No duties will be imposed on the stores car­
ried by the relief expedition. It is the in­
tention of the Canadian Government to have 
a detachment of two hundred anil fifty men 
in the territory within the next thirty days. 
This detachment will he ready to leave Ska 
guay on Jan. 15, but the minister has kindly 
consented to hold the expedition that it may 
arc »mpany the expedition of the XX’ar De­
partment, which will leave Skaguay on or 
before Feb. 1. The Canadian Government 
has kindly consented to grant escort to the 
American expedition, provided that co oper­
ation cannot be consummated.

The duties on all supplies sent in under 
military control will be waived by the Ca 
nadian Government. The minister was over 
the pass in October lust. He stated that 
the government would be very glad to grant 
the United States expedition the use of its 
posts on the route and grant all other facili­
ties to the movement of the expedition over 
their territory.

Postal Parcels.

The new Canadian law in reference to the 
customs postal parcel system will go into 
force on January 1st. Under the old law 
there were what may be termed central sta­
tions, where the parcels were received and 
from there they had to ba re manifested to 
their destinations. The law was a cumber­
some one, and did not in any way protect 
the revenue any more than if the parcels 
were forwarded direct to their destinations. 
Postmaster General Mulock has had several 
regulations made, and he practically abolished 
the central stations. The parcels will after 
January 1st be forwarded direct to their 
destinations, and the collector of customs 
nearest the place will have to deal with 
them. Provision is made for the tracing of 
parcels by means of registers to be kept by 
postmasters and collectors. At certain named 
places postmasters are allowed to make col 
lections under the customs manifest. All 
mail packages of value greater than ten dol 
lara must be entered in the regular form of 
customs entryi and packages through from 
Great Britain will hereafter, as far as possi 
ble, be dealt with the same as tho e from 
the United States But parcels from the 
United States must be left open so that they 
can be inspected at any time, while packages 
from Great Britain may be sent closed.

IFOIR G-ZEnNTTXjIElIMZIEIISri
atConcerning Fishing Bounties.

The regulations of August 24th, 1894, 
governing the payment of fishing bounties 
are cancelled aud new regulations issued. 
To entitle a man to bounty he must be en­
gaged in deep sea fishing for at least three 
months, and catch not less than 2,500 pounds 
of Hca fish, bnt no bounty will be paid to men 
fishing in b">ats measuring less than 13 feet 
keel. Registered Canadian vessels of ten 
tons and upwards are entitled to bounty 
calculated in registered tonnage, this bounty 
to go to owner. The owners < r masters in­
tending to fish and claim bounty must first 
procure license from the nearest collector of 
customs or fishery overseer, such license to 
be attached to the claim and sent on the re­
cords of catches and localities where the fish 
taken must be kept. Tho ages of claimants 
must be given. The amount of bounty to 
fishermen and owners is to be named by gov­
ernor in council. The vessel fishing under 
bounty license is to carry a distinguishing 
fl‘g-

Hints to Remember.

In wiping china diehee do not pile one up­
on another while still hot. Spread out to 
cool off, then pack. Piling together while 
warm is apt to make the glaze crack.

In making any of the desserts where milk 
and gelatine are employed, it must be re­
membered that if the gelatine is mixed with 
the sugar before dissolving it in the milk, 
there will be no danger of the milk curdling.

Pretty and effective lamp shades that can 
be readily changed when soiled are made 
from the little Japanese or Chinese umbrellas. 
These can be bought for a few cents at any 
of the Japanese stores. A round hole is cut 
in the centre to fit the globe, and the whilom 
umbrella is tied into position with a piece of 
baby ribbon. *

When shaking heavy rugs hold from the 
sides, never from the ends. If possible, 
spread on clean grass or boards with the 
wrong side up ; beat first to dislodge the 
dirt, then bursh thoroughly and hang on the 
line to air, using judgment about leaving too 
long in the hot sun. This is the method 
employed by the Turks, who should be con­
noisseurs in the care of rugs.

Proper attention must be paid to the 
brushes one uses if one values her hair. To 
begin with, brushes should be kept spotlessly 
clean. Have them made of moderately stiff 
bristles, not too long, and put in singly ; 
that is, not_cIose together. Closely set long 
bristles are very liable to assist in spoiling 
the hair. They are apt to split at the ends 
and catch the hair as it passes through them 
and break it off. Watch your hair brushes 
closely, and when a split bristle is found it 
should be removed at once.

A dull or smouldering fire may be cleared 
for broiling by throwing over it a handful of 
salt. If salt is thrown on any burning sub­
stance it checks the blaze, but if sprinkled 
over coal makes it burn brighter, last longer 
and there are fewer clinkers.

Salt thrown on coals when broiling steak 
will prevent blazing from the dripping fat. 
When contents of pot or pan boil over, or 
are spilled, throw on salt at once. It will 
prevent a disagreeable odor, and the stove 
or range may be more readily cleaned.

The candelabrum is to the fore as a dinner 
table decoration. The lights, softened by 
colored shades, enhance the beauty of the 
shining silver and glittering glass.

For tired feet put a handful of common 
salt into four quarts of hot water. Place 
the feet into the water while it is hot as it 
can be borne, then rub the feet dry with a 
rough towel.

Iok stains on white material may be re­
moved most effectually by washing first in a 
strong brine and then wetting the spot in 
lemon juice.

A bath in very warm water will relieve 
great weariness. Give a quick dash of cold 
water after and rub vigorously to keep from 
taking cold.

When rank vegetables, cabbage, onions, 
etc., or fiah, have been cooked, to prevent 
odors fronfeclingicg to pot or pan, put a little 
salt on a hot etove and invert the vessel over 
it a few minutes.

Does Your Lamp Smoke.

Iu selecting a lamp it is veil to choose 
one with a shallow reservoir, for if the oil 
is at too great a distance it tends to make 
the flame drop lower as the til diminishes. 
Reservoirs of metal and stout gla>a are ad-

Another point overlooked by people who 
complain of lamps smeking and giving forth 
bid odors is that on no account must ahmp 
b3 filled and lighted after it had been laid 
aside unused for some lime until the old oil 
is all emptied out. The interior should be 
Wvli scalded and a new dry wick ptit in. In 
fad if a lamp is in constant use it should be 
a rule that the reservoir is to he emptied and 
SMldcd once a month.

Those who like to have their surroundings 
spick and span aud are afraid of lamps 
snoting the walls and ceilings should have 
tips to the chimney?. In putting out a 
light do not blow down the chimney; turn 
t ie light down and blow across the top of 
the chimney.

Cleansing chimneys is a vexed question.
If they are washed and imperfectly dried 

they are apt to break when the wick is 
lighted. New chimneys, if pqt in cold wat­
er and gradually boiled, are not so apt to 
brcA afterward. Burners must be kept ab- 
soiuetly clean and fresh and at intervals 
should bv boil.d in soda and water.

XVicks are imposant. Tee y must fit in 
the full v.idth of the wick end be cut 
off so they will not lie along the bottom of 
the lamp, as long immersion in oil hardens 
them. If a lamp smells or tmekea without 
cause it is a sure sign that the wick wants 
changing,

Toere is no economy in using a cheap oil. 
It docs not give so good a light and is very 
dangerous.

This, when the lungs are 
filled, forces the air down to the ends of 
the bronchial tubes and enlarges the capac- 
ity of the air cells. By testing the capacity 
of fhe lungs with a spirometer before com­
mencing these exercises and after a week’s 
trial of the development practice, you will 
be surprised at the improvement made. 
These exercises should be extended from five 
to fifteen or twenty minute?. This with the 
habit of deep breathing, will soon make a 
perceptible difference in the general he&l.b.

In speaking of the care of contagious dis­
eases at home, Dr. Baruch en.phas.zed the 
necessity for itolating the patient by using 
a room on the top floor, and selecting one 
with a southern exposure, as the sun is one 
of the most poweiful disinfectants. To in­
sure ventilation, take a board about a foot 
wide and the length of the window, opened 
to admit it. This provides a constant cur­
rent of fresh air through the middle open­
ing, between the two sashes, without danger 
of draughts. Then, by opening the window 
from the top a short distance several times 
an hour', tho room is kept thoroughly aired. 
The furniture should be simple and as scant 
as possible. " When there is a prospect of 
long illness it is wise,” said the lecturer, “ to 
buy two of the small cots that cost so little.

90MKl«RY PRACTICAL AND TIMELY HINTS 
KOK WINTER DAIRYMEN.

“ la a great majority of cases when the 
cows'jgb from fall to winter, there is a fall 
id the amount of milk, and so often is this 
the case that there is a corresponding rise 
in the price of butter and other dairy pro­
ducts. Now some people take this shrinkage 
as they do the measles, as something inevi­
table, that must be borne with as good grace 
as possible. And while philosophy is an ex­
cellent thing to have sometimes, one of those 
times is most assuredly not when tho oow 
shrinks in her milk yield. There is not a 
bit more need for the cows to shrink in their 
yield this fall than there is for you to grow 
thi$ with the approach of the wintry blasts. 
If you were compelled to wear your summer 
clothes this winter, and feed on apples and 
such unsuitable food, it is more than likely 
that you would be somewhat attenuated be­
fore the flowers bloom again. This is an ex­
aggerated account of what your cows have 
to do every winter. That iaf'Yf there is a 
great shrinkage in their mils yield. You 
have not probably thought gt it, but if your 
feed for cows is corn and fodder, it is no more 
suited to milk production than is an exclusive 
diet of apples for winter work for yourself. 
When your oow is on pasture she is getting 
a ration that is perfectly adapted to the 
making of milk, but as soon as she is changed 
to a ration of corn and fodder, she shrinks 
in her yield of milk for the simple reason 
that there is not in the corn and fodder 
enough of milk-making feed to make the milk. 
There is, of course, same milk-making feed 
in all foods, including the corn, but there is 
not enough ; and in order for the cow to get 
enough of protein or milk-making feed out 
of the corn, she would have to eat enough 
for two cows. So when you hear of a cow 
making a goodly amount of butter from a 
corn diet, you can put it down to the fact 
that she is eating more than enough of corn 
in order to get enough protein, and there is 
the consequent proportionate loss of the other 
parts of the corn. And what a yield that 
cow would give, if she had enough of the 
proper feed, instead of feed that was too 
much fat making ! And secondary only to 
the proper kind of feed is a warm stable for 
the cow. Now don’t say you guess your 
stable is warm enough, and turn to some 
other page of The Stcokman and Farmer. 
Some year ago a subscriber who was testing 
his cow for a week reported that one of his 
cows unaccountably fell off for one day. 
At least it was unaccountably until he re­
membered that he had cleaned out the stable 
that day, and the cow had stood in a draught 
all day. Now when you consider that a 
crack in a stable mean?, a draught, not only 
for one day but for all the winter, you cau 
sec the importance of having a warm stable. 
A cow wants a warm place in which to sleep 
just as well as you do. You may wrap up 
well and stand being out in the cold for a 
day, but when night comes you wantawaim 
place in which to crawl and your cow 
does, too, and if she has it not you will he 
compelled to pay for the lack of it by a de­
creased amout of milk for the next morning.

A thorough course of physical training was 

given to the girls during a period of five 
months, at the end of which time they were 
examined again.

The result of this experiment shows what 
ought to be done in all schools ior girls. 
That is, there should be thorough physical 
training for all of the pupil?. Athletics in 
American schools and colleges too often 
means merely an excess of devotion to a few 
athletic games on the part of young men who 
need physical culture the least.

If that example were followed in the girl’s 
schools a consequence of the striking facts 
above given, we should have “ teams ”of var­
ious sorts among the pupils, made up of 
those who ha\e strong chests, normal hearts 
and straight back bones. Leave all that to 
the boys. Let us train all the girls to the 
condition which, more than a thousand years 
ago, was expressed better than it ran be by 
any other form of words: “Mens sana in 
cor pore sano”—A sound mind in a sound 
bjKly.

The International Language.

There is now no room for doubt that the 
great international language of the future 
will be English. That this magnificent des­
tiny awaited it has been suspected by many; 
but, as long as the prophets were themselves 
of that nation, the statement attracted little 
attention. Within the last few years, how­
ever, foreign cities have come to the same 
conclusion. “ A hundred years ago,” says 
Michael Bernays, “Schillerwrote, ‘Ourlan­
guage shall the world command!’ but has the 
century which is now drawing to a close 
verified this proud prediction? Is it not 
rather the language of Shakespeare that is 
ever conquering fresh ground?” Prof. Svh- 
roer is more emphatic still. His article has 
been already much quoted, but, as no one 
has laid down the case so judiciously and 
systematically, it will be well to give some 
extracts. In advocating the compulsory 
teaching of English throughout Germany, 
he points out that the need of a universal 
language is very great. Artificial tongues, 
such as Volapuk, are never likely to meet 
with general acceptance—for one reason, be­
cause they have no literature. “Nor are 
they necessary, for a world language already 
exists; that is to say, a language which, by 
its extension over the whole globe, and by 
the ease with which it can be learned, has 
obtained such a foothold that nothing can 
prevent it becoming in the near future the 
great means of international communication. 
This language is English.” As evidence of 
its growth, he points out that in the begin­
ning of this century English speaking people 
numbered twenty-one million, while they 
now exceed a hundred and twenty-five mil­
lion.

Ploughing Under Timothy.

Every tarmer ought to know that a timo­
thy sod, especially one, two or three years 
old, contains little nutriment, and the crop 
from iü when ploughed under is not satisfac­
tory. The reason is thus explained by Amer­
ican Cultivator:

The timothy roots run near the surface, 
exhausting that of plant food, while the soil 
beneath lies cold and unreached by roots or 
by the air which generally follows root 
growth. We once saw a farmer ploughing 
a crop of timothy grass that would cut 1£ 
tons per acre as a preparation for wheat 
sowing- He had no clover to plough under 
and though the timothy hay then readily 
brought 816 to §18 per ton he was sacrific­
ing hia hay crop to make sure of a wheat 
crop next season. And after all he did not 
get the wheat crop that he expected. The 
timothy grass rotted late in the fall, leaving 
the land so light that it filled with water 
when winter came on. Most of the wheat 
crop following timothy ploughed under was 
winter killed. He would have got as good a 
wheat cop and possibly better had he ent 
the timothy for hay and plowed only the sod 
for the wheat crop.

Birds Hold the Balance of Power.

In a recent lecture, Prof. Wilmer Stone, 
of Philadelphia, cited many facte to show 
that birds are nature’s great check on the 
excess of insects, and that they keep the 
balance between plants and insect life. Ten 
thousand caterpillars, it has been eat mated, 
could destroy every blade of grass on an acre 
of cultivated ground. In thirty days from 
the time it is hatched an ordinary caterpi 
increases 10,000 times in bulk, and the food 
it lives and grows on is vegetable. The in­

population of a single cherry-tree in­
ti with aphides was calculated by a 

prominent entomologist at "no less than 12,- 
000,000 ! The bird population of cultivated 
country districts has been estimated at from 
700 to 1000 per square mile. This is small 
compared with the number of insects, yet 
as each bird consumes hundreds of insects 
every day, the latter are prevented from be­
coming the scourge they would be but for 
their feathered enemies.

Not good luck,
But pains and pluck. A Preventive of Potato Scab.

At the Vermont station the disinfection 
of seed tubers as a preventive of potato scab 
was investigated, corrosive sublimated solu­
tion being used. A general summary of 
the results shows that smooth seed taken 
from a crop having more or less scab and 
planted in clean soil gave a somewhat scabby 
crop, but disinfected and planted in clean 
soil gave a perfectly clean crop. Very 
scabby seed washed and disinfected in the 
same way gave a crop slightly scabby, but 
much less so than similiar untreated tubers. 
Smooth tubers disinfected and planted in in­
fected soil produced a crop considerably 
freeer from scab than when untreated seed 
tubers were used, but in no case was it en­
tirely free. Treatment of tubers when per­
formed just prior to planting, in all cases re­
tarded germination. In no case was there 
a gain or loss in ihe total yield which could 
be attributed to treatment of the seed suffi­
ciently large to be of any significance.

lic, turnips or anything else that grows. In 
educating his patrons, especially in the mat­
ter of cleanliness, the batter maker will need 
to keep perfectly good tempered and gently 
persuade and convince his patrons aa the 
same time that he observes an ironlike stiff- 
ness with the rules he has published for 
their observance.
