About 
twelve months after this, 1 again casually 
learnt that he had been recognized by some
one "who had hnryrrn him in Boatnn, engaged
in the capacity of a schoolmaster, in the 
house of a Parsee merchant, whose child­
ren he was instructing in th# EngMr" lan­
guage ; but as, unfortunate as in former 
days, in our classical schools, whatever it 
may be at present, and I fear n is not 
greatly improved for the better, far too little 
attention was paid when studying Virgil and 
Horace, to the simple rules of the English 
grammer, Marsden, although like all well 
educated men, a correct speaker from habit, 
was by no rrieans a theoretical grammarian, 
and as the educated Parsees are noted for 
their correctness in the rudiments of educa­
tion, he had been dismissed from what had 
been really a remunerative employment, 
on account of his having, in the hearing of 
the father of his pupils, falsely parsed a 
sentence ot English grammar.

I cannot say how long a period had 
elapsed, but ft must have been three years 
at least, befoye I again heard aught of my 
old college chum. And in the multitudi­
nous. cares of business and an increasing 
family, his existence was well nigh forgot­
ten, when, one day, in passing up Market 
street, Philadelphia, whether I had goneym 
on busidfesS, a well-known voice attracted 
my attention, hailing passengers for a hack- 
stage which traversed that leading tho­
roughfare of the Quaker city, (it was before 
the era of omnibusses,) I turned my head, 
and sure enough—I could not be—I was 
not mistaken—there was my old college 
chum, Edward Marsden, seated on a 
coach-box, striving with others for a fare. I 
I had no particular business with a coach ; 
bitt I determined to engage that one. So, 
without allowing him to recognize me, I 
got in, and ordered him, in a feigned voice,- 
to drive to a place some miles distant, be­
yond the coniines of the city.

Quarrel­
some people must have their hands tied up; 
their mischevous propensities must be stay­
ed, and civilized Europe must take up the 
question as involving new principles of in­
ternational law. It is either reserved for 
Europe to acquiesce in the new construction 
of the Law of Nations adopted by the pro­
gressive Americans or to enforce the adhe­
rence to established usages and laws ; one 
hope we have is that the American people 
will, on reflection, see the absurd position 
in which their nominal head has placed 
thetn, and by taking steps to secure the ser­
vices of some honest and respectable citizen 
to occupy the position of President at the 
next election, they may be enabled so far 
to neutralize the mischief done by the filK- 
bnstering Pierce.

Trade between Canada and the 
Indies.

West

We direct attention to an excellent arti­
cle on the above subject, in another column, 
taken from the London Illustrated News. 
The increased trade of Canada with the 
United States since reciprocity was estab­
lished, is quite sufficient to justify a desire 
for the extension ot the reciprocity princi­
ple to our trade with the West Indies. 
There are few greater inconsistencies to be 
foujad ia tV* annals of Legislation, than are 
presented to the enquirer in the British 
Statute Book ; for instance, twenty millions 
sterling have been voted for the total abo­
lition of slavery, the very name of slavery 
being loathsome to any subject of Great 
Britain, one would suppose that the mean­
ing of the word abolition was not 

— to de away with it absolutely in every

British possession, but also to use British 
influence wivh every other country where 
it existed, for its total suppression. Well 
what does England do ? She thus at the 
same time adds twenty millions to her na­
tional debt, and depreciates the value of all 
West India property, leaving their produc­
tions from free labor, to compete with slave 
labor states. Why should there not bë 
heavy differential duties between Brazillian^ 
and Cuban slave sugars, and the sugars of 
the free labors of the West Indies? Again 
what stronger inconsistency than is present 
ed in the article we have referred to. Read 
this : «under the British trade regulations, 
now existing, Canada is compelled to take 
her West India produce through the United 
States, for which she pays in cash, whilst 
the British West Indies are compelled to 
get their provisions from the United States 
for which they also pay ie cash.” Now 
what became of the cash so paid ? Sir W. 
Cole brook says « it is employed by the 
Americans in the purchase of sugars at 
Porto Rico, thereby abstracting capital from 
the British Colonies to the encouragement 
of the slave trade, to which they are ex­
posed to competition, in the British as well 
as in the American Markets.” This is 
little more of the glaring inconsistency we 
alluded to. Now let us turn to the extraor­
dinary obstacles * raised up at home to the 
alteration of this injurious policy, this ab­
solute aiding and abetting slave labor. See 
the three reasons assigned in the article 
abeve referred to, as also the reference 
made to the Lords of the committee of the 
Privy Council for trade, especially wherein 
they state «that they had deviated in the 
reciprocity matter between Canada and the 
United States, from the fundamental rule 
of recent commercial feeling from a politi­
cal «motive,” which motive they have not 
condescended to explain.

Truly this special pleading is worthy of 
Downing StreeL Canada now supports 
herself from her own resources. The taxes 
she levies orvrncome and imports form the 
sources of her revenue, amd it really seems 
rather unaccountable why the home gov­
ernment should be desirous of lending its 
powerful aid to uphold the only country 
where kravery is constitutional, and that 
at the expense of British Colonies. Free 
Trade so perverted, mnst become a dis­
grace to any country. So long as the Slave 
owners can got for their, cotton, rice and 
sugars, in the British markets remunera­
tive prices, so as to enable them to com­
pete successfully with the similar products 
of free labor countries, there is no great 
inducement for their doing away with sla­
very, especially in a country where the dol­
lar is all powerful. We trust this question 
of free trade with the West Indies and 
British America may not be allowed to rest 
The mutual exchange of the productions of 
Canada and the West Indies would form 
the best items in the returns of the Grand 
Trunk railway, and Halifax would then 
become a far more important port than it 
now is.

To the Editor of the Herald.
In the “Church” extra of April 30th, 

headed «the proposed Western Diocese,and 
the venerable Archdeacon Stokes,” I find 
the name of the Deity invocated to sênd us 
men of Bible moderation and prayer booh 
theology to fill the proposed new Bishoprics, 
the object of the extra is evidently to,write 
down the Rev. R. J. McGhee and to exalt 
Archdeacon Stokes. For with reference 
to the Tonner, it says : « We quite agree 
with our esteemed brother, that on these 
accounts the respected rector of London 
would make us a much more desirable 
Bishop.” The Venerable Aic^ideacon 
Stokes however, appears to be the choice 
of the extra, and the following paragraph 
which I extract from the letter of an Irish 
clergyman’s widow speaks well of him:— 
“He was a father to the poor, and had the 
rare quality of never forgetting or losing 
sight of those to whom he could be of Ser­
vice.” But much stress seems to be laid on 
the importance of our getting a man of 
Bible moderation, and prayer book theology 
I infer from the remarks of “Another West­
ern Presbyter,” that the Rector of London 
is one of this school and ranks between the 
two extremes of high and low church ; i. e. 
he is neither a barbarous preacher nor an 
id latrous priest, but simply a man ofbible 
moderation and prayer book theology,which 
I consider, to use an old and homely adage, 
very much like “putting the cart before the 
horse.” I would prefer a man of bible 
theology and prayer book moderation.

But leaving this sort of carat phraseology 
to those who understand it best, I would 
test the qualifications of a candidate for the 
episcopate by the simple declaration of holy 
writ. This is the standard to try our pro­
posed bishops by. Will the qualifications 
of the rector of London bear this test ? Has 
he, during his incumbency of more than 
20 years, acted the part of the faithful shep­
herd over his flock ? Has he acted in the 
spirit of Paul’s injunctions ? “For a Bishop 
says the Apostle,“must be blameless as the 
steward of God, and moreover he must 
have a good report of them which are with­
out.” we may not be able to find a man 
totally blameless, but wc may reasonably 
expect that in a candidate for the episco­
pate,. we shall have a man who has mani­
fested the spirit of the apostle’s teachings, 
both to those within and without his parish 
particularly in the conduct of a clergyman 
stationed so long in one place, as the rector 
of London.

At a time when the name of the Rev. Dr. 
Cronyn has been so prominently brought 
forward through the ofiiciousness of indis­
creet friends, it would serve no good pur­
pose,to conceal the fact, that a large amount 
of dissatisfaction prevails both within and 
without his parish, at his conduct as a cler­
gyman. Dr. Cronyn Is an eloquent preach­
er, but when it is said lie is a clever man 
it is only intended els an equivocal compli­
ment. Many of his parishioners complain, 
and I believe with reason, that he neglects 
the spiritual welfare of those who most re­
quire the attentions of their pastor, and of 
the mismanagement of the affairs of the 
church, within his rectory for many years 
past. They say,and I believe truly, that the 
church, owing to this neglect and misman­
agement, has not progressed like other 
churches in and around the City.

Why is it then that the Rector of London’s 
name only has been brought forward ; while 
the names of all other Western Clergymen 
appear to have been kept out of sight ? 
How is it lhait the name of the Rev. Mr. 
Flood, who has toiled in the Western por­
tion of the diocese of Toronto, for more than 
a quarter of a century, and whose unobtru­
sive piety and zealous labors have created 
for him maiked respect. How is it that 
the names of such exemplary clergymen 
as Mr. Flood are not brought forward and 
associated with^ the episcopate ? To me 
the reason is obvious—The Rev. Dr. Cro­
nyn is a clever man.

I do not however consider him the best 
qualified to occupy the episcopal bench, 
with benefit to the church, and this opinion 
is entertained by many of the laity, in the 
proposed western diocese.

The modem relations between the Brit­
ish colonies and the mother country are cast 
in the mould of independence. They are no 
longer rifled in the spirit of Roman Procon­
sulship. Representative government is es­
tablished among them, and, td a great ex­
tent, they have the management of their 
local affairs. Downing street, however, 
still exercises a rigid control over their ex­
ternal commerce, and that reserved au­
thority is beginning to excite some discon­
tent. It was, ipdeed, relaxed in 1850, 
when a treaty of reciprocity,-after protract­
ed negotiations, yvas effected between the 
United States and our North American col­
onies, which has been attended with the 
happiest results ; and the success of that 
experiment has created a desire in Canada 
to extend the

we shall presently 
us the last report forwarded to Congress b1 
the American Secretary of State, whiefi 
contains comparative tables exhibiting the 
value of trade between the United States' 
and the British American possessions i(u-

Thus, the reciprocal trade between the two 
countries in the last year of the new system 
amounted to 42,942,954 dollars. In this 
short period, from 1851 to 1855, the aug­
mentation in the traffic has been about 350 
per cent, and both have been enriched by 
the operation. Has the trade between the 
mother country and British North America 
declined in consequent of this arrange­
ment, so long resisted,sand with so much 
difficulty accomplished ? Quite the re­
verse, as shown by the l&st statistical ab­
stract of the United Kingdom. We take 
the same years of comparison and the fol­
lowing is the result :—

The statistical abstract does not include 
the year 1855 in the section (No. 14),of the 
declared value of British and Irish produce 
exported from the United.

This prosperous commerce between the 
United States and British North America 
has excited in Canada the desire of inter­
colonial trade on a principle of reciprocity, 
for which purpose that province made over­
tures to British Guiana which were accept­
ed, but on which the Home Government 
put a negative. The plan, hbwever, was 
strongly recommended by Sir William 
Colebrooke, a gentleman of great and vari­
ed experience. Many years since he was 
Governor of Antigua ; he was then promot­
ed to the Governorship of New Brunswick, 
and afterwards removed in the same high 
capacity to thé Windward Islands. He 
therefore possesses an intimate knowledge 
of the requirements both of North America 
and the West Indies. We have before us 
his letter of the 11th September, 1855, dat­
ed Barbadoes. In which he shows the ad­
vantage which has accrued to Mauritius 
from finding a new market for its sugar in 
Australia. In Mauritius the increase in the 
production of sugars as Sir William points 
out, has been considerable since the gold 
mines were discovered, it being estimated, 
prior to the discovery, at 200,000,0001b. 
(142,800, hogsheads) ; and since, with an 
annual addition of 20,000,000 lb. (or 14,280 
hogsheads), which, he says, “could not 
have been attained, even with the aid of 
100,000 coolies, without the stimulus deriv­
ed from the profits of the Australian mar­
kets.” But, notwithstanding this partial 
revival Mauritius, Sir William adds, i« Un­
fortunately, in the present condition of the 
colonies, all classes are suffering to a de­
gree which renders some measures of relief 
of the greatest urgency ; for, exposed to 
the competition of the Spanish colonies, 
stimulated by the slave-trade, and at the 
same time subject to the highest pressure 
of the present high duties in the United 
Kingdom the reduction of profits has check­
ed the employment of capital.”

The» present proposition of Canada is to 
effect an intercolonial treaty of trade with 
such of the West India Islands as may be 
disposed to reciprocate with her. To these 
Islands she desires to send flour, butter, 
beef, pork, biscuit, fish, deals, staves, spars, 
shingles aud planks, receiving in exchange 
sugar, coffee, molasses and similar produce. 
It ie presumed that this trade would be one 
almost purely of barter, without the inter­
vention of coin. Under the British Trade 
Regulations now existing, Canada is com­
pelled to take her West India produce 
through the United «States, for which she 
pays in cash ; while the British West Indies 
are compelled to get their provisions from 
the United States for which they also pay 
in cash ; and Sir William Colebrbok states 
in the letter already quoted, that this money 
“is employed by the Americans in the pur­
chase of sugars at Cuba and Porto Rico, 
thereby extracting capital from the British 
Colonies to the encouragement of the slave 
trade, to which they are exposed in compe­
tition in the British as well as the American 
markets.” He advocates the intercolonial 
plan proposed ; and concludes his corres­
pondence with this remark :—“I fully an­
ticipate the command of the American 
markets would give a similar impulse to 
these colonies to that which the Mauritius 
has received from its proximity to Aus­
tralia.” f .

The letter of Sir William Colebrooke was 
an answer to a circular forwarded to him 
by the late Sir William Molesworth, in 
which that lamented Colonial Minister,after 
observing that the attention of her Majesty’s 
Government had been called to a proposal 
made for the mutual abolition of custom’s 
duties upon the productions of Canada and 
the West India colonies, meets it with a 
negative on the following grounds :—-First, 
that it would separate commercially, so far 
as such an arrangement was involved, the 
colonies who entered into it from every other 
part of the Empire. Thirdly, that it would 
be inconsistent with the Imperial policy of 
Free-trade. Sir William Molesworth added 
that such , policy as Canada and British 
Guinea demanded “tended to form the col­
onies into separate-groups, with peculiar 
and exceptional commercial relations.”

Orrtbe 26th June, 1855, the Lords of com­
mittee of Privy Council for Trade had op­
posed this intercolonial proposition, and 
referring, in their circular, to the treaty 
concluded between her Majesty’s Govern­
ment and the United States, providing for 
the mutual admission, duty free, into the 
United States and the North American pro­
vinces, of certain articles ot their respective 
produce, stated that the/' had deviated, in 
this instance, from the fundamental rule of 
recent commercial policy from a politcal 
motive, though that motive is not men­
tioned.

Such is an instance of this varied corres­
pondence, which we have culled from,offi­
cial sources. A question of delicacy and 
difficulty is involved. The days of colon­
ial coercion are past and it is dangerous to 
check the spirit of conciliation. The West 
Indies are depressed, and the motto of Can­
ada is “Forward,” and if she sees an out­
let for her trade which Imperial policy ob­
structs, the bond of union may be weakened. 
Let us hope that the subject will receive 
the attention of Parliament.—Illustrated 
News. , > • , -v

Parliamentary Summary

Monday &Tuesday, May 19 k 20.
In the Assembly.
The debate in the Asssembly oh the rote 

of want of confidence was sustained 
throughout Monday night, with a brief in­
terval, and continued yesterday until 11 
o’clock, p. m., the Opposition, speaking 
against time, to enable several of their 
members to.reach Toronto in time for the 
division.

At 7, a. m., on yesterday, Mr. McBeth 
moved an adjournment of the debate for fi ve 
weeks, whidA, it appeared, wtftild stop the 
supplies altpgether, and was therefore with­
drawn. >

The discussion was then kept up by 
talking against time till 1*2 o’clock, a. m. 
when the ‘Speaker left the chair for an 
hour.

Messrs. J. & S. Smith, Flint and Supple 
arrived soon after, After the chair waa 
rcstfmed, several members addressed the 
House.

The Solicitor General West said that if 
there had been, an item of £10,000 in 
tire estimates for Port Hope Harbour, the 
members for Northumberland and Victoria 
might not have opposed the Ministry on this 
occasion.

Mr. S. Smith had seen his constituents, 
who urged him to return and vote against 
the Ministry.

Mr. J. SmitlTsaid-the Postmaster Gene­
ral and the member for Niagara were well 
aware that their friends had lost confidence 
in them. Promises of change for the better 
had not been kept. The Attorney Gen­
eral West ought to be told that the ad- 
ministraton would be better liked without 
him. The seat of Government question 
had decided him finally against the min-

Mr. Burton defended himself against 
accusations of corruption. He would 
support the Ministry in this vote, but could, 
not promise to support some of their mea­
sures.

MrT Rhodes attacked the members for 
Victoria and Northumberland (Messrs. 
Smith) for their conduct lately* which, he 
said, gave him no very exalted opinion of

He believed the American system to be the j 
only one that could succeed in this part of \ 
the world.

Mr. Stevenson said the Opposition were" 
annoyed because the Ministry had deprive 
ed them of political capital. He should be 
sorry to find such members supporting anÿ' 
ministry which he supported.

Mr. Powell defended himself from some 
inuendoes of the last speaker.

Mr. Daly had^not originally supported the 
Government, but he was satisfied with their 
measures, and believed them to be deserv­
ing of confidence.

Mr. Conger had given the Government 
an independent support, voting for or against ' 
them, as he felt it right. He could see no 
sufficient reason for the present motion ; 
and would support the Government on the 
present vote, although he .should oppose 
any appropriation for buildings at Que­
bec.

Mr. Masson proposed to adjourn the de­
bate until Tuesday next.

The Attorney General West said that the 
motion, if carried, would preclude the Mi­
nistry from going on with public business, 
so long as the vote of want of confidence 
was pending.

The motion was withdrawn; also Mr. 
McBeth’s motion for adjournment for five 
weeks.

Mr. J. A. McDonald said the only attack 
made on the ministry was for having done 
all they were expected to do. The Minis­
try feel that they had received the appro­
bation of the Majority of the House and thé 
people. They had for ever settled ques­
tions which had overclouded the Province. 
The Clergy Reserve agitation had been 
changed into peace. So with the Seigno- 
rial Tenure question, which had abolished 
the feudal system altogether. He noticed 
other measures of the Ministry which had 
given general satisfaction. He defended 
his colleagues from attacks made upon 
them. The report of the Committee on 
Public Accounts had been brought down to 
affect this debate. That committee had 
been nominated with the consent of the 
government, it consisted in a great part of 
their political opponents, which proved that 
they had no desire to screen irregularities. 
The system of the Board of Works certifi­
cates had not originated with the present 
ministry; on the contrary,•’the banks had 
been notified that if they* cashed such cer­
tificates, it was at their own risk. Allud­
ing to the measures introduced by the Mi­
nistry this session, he instanced the law 
procedure bill, and the Lower Canada edu­
cational Bills. Lower Canada members of 
the Administration had come forward with a 
liberal meaure to secularize the Jesuit Es­
tates, and apply them to educatioral uses. 
The patronage of those institutions had 
been taken from the Crown, and placed in 
the hands of a responsible officer, such as 
the Chief Superintendent of Education in 
Lower Canada. It had been said that the 
present Government was corrupt, but in 
truth, the Ministry had lost friends by being 
the opposite to corrupt. He did not deny 
that the Government had tried to reconcile 
every interest in support of the.great works 
in which the country was so deeply inter­
ested. He had been asked why did not 
the Government ceme down with a scheme 
with reference to the Grand Trunk Rail­
way? The answer was, that negotiations 
were still goingon, which would probably 
be satisfactory both to the country and the 
Railway Company. Those members who 
had supported the Government in making 
the Ssat of Government an open question, 
had no pretence for objecting to that course 
now. It had always been an open question. 
He went on to reply to other attacks upon 
the various members of the Ministry. He 
alluded to charges made by Mr. Brown, 
relative to the political appointments to the 
Militia, and called the attention of Mr. 
Rankin to those remarks.

Some discussion here followed between 
Mr. Brown and Mr. Rankin on this subject.

Mr. MacDonald continued—It was clear 
that the Militia should not be made a poli­
tical engine. The members opposite, who 
accused the Ministry of not having any 
comprehensive policy, had themselves ori­
ginated no important public measure." The 
Ministry was no longer a coalition, but a 
strong party Guvernment, representing the 
grand middle party, equally removed from 
the reactionary! policy on the one hand, and 
republican democracy on the other.

Mr. Hartman said the present Ministers 
had denounced their predecessor^, as being 
steeped to the lips in corruption^-tfnd imme 
diately afterwards on taking office, had im­
mediately endowed those acts of which 
they complained. He instanced the un­
authorised expenditure on piers below 
Quebec as an act of corruption. The 
scheme for giving aid to the Grand Trunk 
Company, was another instance. The 
Ministry themselves had accused members 
of the House of going into opposition, be­
cause their commands were not complied 
with. The Ministerial Reformers had all 
abandoned the Government except four.

Mr. Cartier asked what members from 
Lower Canada had obtained that popularity 
which it was said ministers had lost ! The 
mémbersfor Montreal (Messrs. Dorion and 
Holton) would "be hunted out of the next 
election, along with ten other members from 
Lower Canada, because the acted with the 
member for Lambton, who was detested 
politically in Lower Canada. As to Upper 
Canada, it was said that the U. C. ministers 
had. lost public confidence, because two 
stragglers had gone over to the-opposition. 
(He continued, at great length to attack the 
members of the opposition, and particularly 
Messrs. Galt and Holton, for certain mat­
ters connected with the formation of the 
Grand Trunk Company.) The -country 
won ld|loek> with alarm upon any change 
which would place the member for Sher-, 
brooke in the position of Inspector General. 
Thé Government had carried many impor­
tant measnies this session, especially the 
educational measures for Lower Canada.

Mr. Holton replied generally to previous 
speakers.

Motion of Want of Confidence.

The April number of the Edinburgh Re­
view contains, among other articles, a mo»t 
careful written jone on the subject of the 
corrections and annotations of Shakspeare, 
by Collier, Singer, and Dyce. The- re­
viewer examines with great caretulness 
the value of internal .evidence afforded in 
the recently discovered folio of 1632, with 
its 20,000 M. S. emendations, and arrives 
at the opinion that these numerous altera­
tions and corrections could hardly have 
been made except from some genuine text 
of the great poet’s. "The main arguments 
upon which the opinion is founded are thus 
summed up :

“ Now, when we thus read of a volume 
alleged to contain upwards of 20,000 emen­
dations of an avowedly most correct text ; 
when we are told that the great majority of 
these corrections are of the simplest and 
most obvious kind ; that many more of 
them anticipate the conjectures not of one 
hut of many ingenious critics and passion­
ate admirers of the poet ; that many more, 
though new, are all but self-evidently right; 
that many disclose corruption where none 
were suspected, or remove corruptions 
which none had ventured to touch ; that 
many more (and this is a most remarkable 
point in the argument), are corrections 
where no corrections are required—substi­
tutions of one word for another as good, or 
nearly so ; when it is found that these most 
numerous and curious alterations are ac­
companied by a complete series of stage 
directions, singularly valuable in some in­
stances, and everywhere bearing the ap­
pearance of theatrical traditions of the time 
immediately succeeding Shakspeare’s— 
the first question which occurs must needs 
be, can this mass of emendations be simply 
conjectural—simply the production of the 
leisure hours and ingenious Drain of some 
long deceased possessor of the volume?”

The article Is one of considerable interest, 
and the numerous specimens of the correc­
tions and emendations given are well cal­
culated to support the theory of the writer. 
“ Modem English History,” is a valuable 
contribution, founded on the Buckingham 
and Holland Papers in Lord John Russell’s 
Memorials and Correspondence of Fox, 
and Lbrd Mahon’s History of England 
from ihe Peace of Utrecht to the Peace of 
Versailles.. He deals with a portion of 
histoir peculiarly dear to the conductors of 
the Edinburgh Review, and affords abun­
dant opportunities for illustrating a period 
when the doings of the “ Whig party,” 
contributed so much material to the history 
of their country. A paper on « The Greek 
People and the Greek Kingdom,” is well 
calculated to dispel many of those notions 
of peace, happiness, and prosperity which 
were confidently stated wou’d be realised 
when Greece obtained its independence and 
national liberty. That miserable contest of 
foreign factions which has succeeded the 
glorious warfare of independence, has 
brought about a complete revulsion of the 
feelings which existed in favour of Greece 
at the time when Childe Harold and the 
Giaour had not been read by tens of thou-

It will be recollected 
ihat, at our last dates,March 5, the Indians, 
in large numbers, were threatening a de­
scent on the settlement of the Cascades, 
and that the inhabitants in that region were 
preparing to take up their residence in the 
olockhouae which had been built there for 
their protection*

The following extracts from an extra is­
sued by the Oregonian on the 28th ult., 
will show that the worst anticipation of 
the people of the Cascades have been real-
ized*Cascades in Possession of the Indians-

The Town in Ashes—Steamboat Burnt-
Inability of the United States Troops to

render Aid—Continued Fighting.
Portland, March 28—9 a. m.

We have received several letters, within 
the last .twenty-four-hours,and point* above 
along the Columbia River. The Indians, 
it seems, have, by a coup de main, with­
drawn all the regulars who have been 
wintering at Vancouver, to the east side ot 
the Cascade mountain. These Indians 
made a show of defiance at White Salmon, 
burned a house or two, killed and drove off 
a quantity of stock, and committed other 
depredations, whereupon all the available 
force of the regular army were ordered to 
move to the Indian country.

The Oregon Volunteers who took the 
f*»ld last September, and who have been 
in ifie Indian country ever since, were about 
to cri*s Snake River, and give the Indians 
battle. At this juncture, it seems, the In­
dians ha>e divided their forces, and by a 
military ru*e have placed a large war party 
between both the ry^larsy volunteers and 
the settlements, aw have recommenced 
the w ar near the doors.

On Tuesday night, 25th inst., the In­
dians, supposed to. number 800, attacked 
the Cascades, and at our latest dates had 
full and complete possession of the only- 
pass by which communication can be had 
with either the regular forces or the vo­
lunteers now in the field. The Indians 
have burned every building at the Cascad-1 
es. They* have captured and destroyed the 
steamer Mary, killed a large number of the 
citizens,- and yesterday were fighting with 
the forces in the blockhouse.

Upon the receipt of the news tha*. the 
Cascades had been attacked, a public 
meeting was immediately called in this 

„city, (Portland,) and over 40 men volun­
teered at once to go to the rescue. The 
steamer Fashion was despatched at an early 
hour yesterday with these volunteers and 
such arms as could be procured.

The steamer Belle was dispatched from 
Vancouver with forty regulars and a few 
volunteers at 5 o’clock yesterday morning. 
She arrived at the Cascades about ten 
o’clock, and succeeded in landing her men 
under cover of howitzers. The Indians in 
large numbers resisted them, and the fight 
had continued for several hours when Mr. 
Slater, the purser of. the Belle, left in a 
canoe for assistance. Mr. Dennison, one 
of Gov* Curry’s aides, has sent overland the 
following letter, which explains how mat­
ters were when Slater left :

Col. Stark : Mr. Slater just passed us in 
açanoe, and sayrs that all the houses at the 
Cascades are burnt, and that the Indians 
are from 6 to 8 hundred strong. Oufpeople 
are fighting at the Blockhouse, and those 
on board the Belle are fighting and can 
furnish no relief to those in the Blockhouse. 
Two of the men who went up on the Belle 
are killed.

We want supplies and amumtion; and at 
least one hundred and fifty men in addition 
to what we now have. We shall take a 
position and try to defend ourselves, and 
send the Fashion back immediately". See 
that we have, supplies and amunition.

Another company is now being enrolled, 
who will go up to-day (March 28) to the 
aid of those few gallant men, volunteers 
and regulars, numbering not over 100, 
struggling against some eight hundred ot 
those fiends in humffh shape, called In­
dians. T .

Another letter was received this afternoon 
from Vancouver, stating that the Indians 
were within six miles of the place, and 
were laying waste the country over which 
they travelled, murdering all ages, sexes, 
and conditions of people.

Large numbers of inhabitants from the 
adjacent country and constantly coming 
into this city 1er protection arid safety. 
The whole country is in a state of alarm 
and confusion. God only knows what or 
where will be the end of this war.

Cost of the Oregon War.—Gen. Mc- 
Carver informs us that the whole amount 
of scrip issued from the Quarter-master’s 
Department up to this time is about $1,- 
000,000. This, added to the $150,000 is­
sued by the Commissary’s Department, will 
amount to $1,150,000.

Delazon Smith stated in his speech here 
last Tuesday night that the war debt up to 
the present time amounted to over two 
millions.

Indian Depredations— Cold Weather— 
Great-Loss of Cattle—The Peculiar Insti­
tution of, Utah, &c.

Mr. Editor : The departure of Mr. Hock- 
aday with the Eastern mail to day® affords 
me an opportunity of writing direct.

Under separate heads it shows the 
past, and present state of revenue and ex­
penditure, and the condition of our National 
Debt ; the amount of our imports, exports, 
and transhisments, specifying the nature 
and extent of our transactions with every 
country on the globe ; the progress made 
in building and registering our sailing and 
steam vessels : the employment of our ship­
ping both in the home and foreign trade ; 
the prices and sale of corn, in all places 
where the averages are computed ; the 
amount of gold, silver, and copper moneys 
coined at'lhe Royal Mint ; the condition of 
thte savings banks and of the Bank of Eng- 

. JahjTf the state of pauperism and emigra­
tion^ Shell are the contents of this most 
useful publication—valuable to living 
statesmen, invaluable to future historians, 
a* an authentic work of reference. Com­
piled from year to year, it offers to the stu­
dent of finance sure data and terms of com­
parison, by which he may arrive at a sound 
judgement on the progress and decline of 
the home and foreign trade.

We learn from this document that, in 
1841» the revenue paid into the Exchequer 
amounted to £48,084.359, while the expen­
diture reached £50,185.729, the deficiency 
being £2.101,370. In the la.st two years of 
war, 1854-and 1855, the revenue, expendi­
ture, and deficiency have been much 
greater. In 1854, the revenue amounted to 
£55,822,509, anti the expenditure, to £60,-

swelled to the large sum of £21,151,183.— 
In both years, ihe deficiency was provided 
for by loans and Exchequer Bill» and 
Bonds.

The fluctuations in many of the prime 
sources of revenue from the extreme points 
compared, that is, from 1841 to 1855, both 
inclif^gd, are worthy of notice. In 1841 
the Customs yielded £21.868,845, but in 
1855 declined to £20.^87,752. In the same 
periods the Excise increased from £13,- 
678,836, to 16,389 486. The variation in 
the stamps was trifling, but shows a de­
cline. In the Post-office the increase has 
been enormous. In 1841 that department 
yielded only £455,000 ; but, in 1855, £1,- 
Ï37,220. As would be expected, the great 
source of revenue has been the Property- 
tax. It did not exist in 1841. In 1842 it 
only gave £571,055, but had not then come 
into full play for a whole year. In 1643 it 
yielded 5,249,261. but in 1845 it poured into 
the Treasury £13,718,185, a trifle more tfian 
the Excise in 1841. As the Property-tax, in 
some form or other, is likely to be perma-

Tt has 
already been attended with serious evils, and. 
if con'inued, will lender the institution itself 
perfectly inactive and inefficient. Tt is no period 
now for discussing who is right or who is wrong, 
but the welfare of the whole demands mutual 
and immediate concessions, such concessions 
as will convince the world that as a brotherhood 
Orangemen have means by which to settle their 
unhappy differences. He who was for. years 
the acknowleged head of vour order retired from 
the high position to which his Brethren had 
elected him, hoping thereby to bring ns the bles­
sings of peace and union, and the R. W:, the- 
Grand Master, bones theft the example <=o hon- 
onrably aet will bn folio ~ed by the Brethren 
gennerally. For himself, the R. W., the Grand 
Master declares he never had any dnrir-s to be 
placed where the too favourable oninion cf his 
Brethren placed him. H;s only object, was to 
serve and be useful to the order, and while now 
ready as ever to maintain the integrity and rights 
of the Order a ith bis nronertv and bis existence. 
He will cheerfnllv join with his Rrethren in mal 
kmg any sacrifice consistent with the <fignitv 
of the association which its general interests 
may demand

Movements ape afloat, which, more, or le<is. 
must affect the Protestant consti'ution of the 
As oration, and therefore in the oninion of the

This cron is cultivated in different ways, 
and for different purposes. Perhaps there 
is no crop within the range of modem farm­
ing more easily propagated, or capable of 
being turned to more important purposes 
than rape.

It has a wider range of soils than the tur­
nip ; it requires less culture and manure, 
and can be produced under circumstances 
in which the turnips cannot be profitably 
cultivated.

Generally speaking the most profitable 
application of rape in Ireland is soiling or
feeding off with sheep. It is also cultivât- p Rattenbury Street, Clinton, a Frame Dwel- 
ed for the sake of tbe seed, and although in X line House containing eight rooms with good
this manner considerable sums are realised, 
yet it is questionable whether on the ag­
gregate of seasons (except in the more fa­
vourable districts of the north east coast) 
this application of the crop can be consider­
ed at all times beneficial to the farmer. 
Rape possesses that convenient pliability 
of character and hardness of constitution, 
that sow or plant it wheu or where you 
will, it is sure to make a vigorous struggle 
to exist ; and although the climate may in 
some cases render it expedient to cultivate 
it exclusively for its seeds, as a green crop 
lor winter or spring feeding it is invaluable, 
yielding as it does an abundant supply of 
the most nutritious food at a season when 
turnips and mangel are equally exhausted, 
and before the winter vetch, clover, or Ita­
lian rye-grass are fit for use.

One great advantage which the culture 
of rape presents is, the facility with which 
it may be produced on inferior soils. Rape 
may often obviate the necessity of an en­
tire summer fallow upon such soils, for it 
may be eaten oh the ground by sheep in 
the month of September, and thus a crop of 
wheat be sown the samo year.

As a stolen crop, (or a crop taken in the 
interval between harvest and spring), rape 
becomes particularly valuable to the far­
mer. It will often yield a good culling in 

* October, when the frosts have stripped the 
clover of its leaves, and before the turnips 
are fit for use, and come in afterwards iu 
spring when the turnips-are exhausted, 
and before the winter vetch « sufficiently

As an intermediate crop it may be culti- 
uated in various ways. Should the crop 
it is to succeed be likely to remain too long 
On the ground, a seed-bed should be sown 
in June, and the plants transplanted ont, as 
soon as possible after the previous crop.

IS after vetches, the rape plants should 
be put in ridge after ridge, as the vetches 
are cut, giving the ground a dressing of 
manure. In a "great majority of cases the 

'vetches will be off the ground in sufficient 
time to sow the seed, transplanting in such 
cases may be dispensed with. It, however, 
the vetches had been fed off with sheep, 
the ground will be sufficiently rich for the 
rape. It will succeed a corn crop in the 
same manner, ploughing, harrowing, and 
manuring the stubble ; and should no pre­
vious provision be made for a supply of 
plant from a seed-bed>by stooking the cum 
on one side of the field as it is cut, and 
manuring and sowing the cleared part of 
the stubbles, an excellent crop will be ob 
tainecl. In Flanders, where rape culture 
is practised upon the most extensive and 
economical scale, the stubble is ploughed 
twice, and the rape dippled in by the 
plough, laying up the mould upon them_ 
thé plants having been previously laid at 
proper distances. This mode is found more 
expeditious than dippling."

In the north of Ireland it is usual to take 
a crop of rape after flax. In this case the 
flax is off the ground sufficiently early to 
sow the seed, without having recourse to 
transplanting. The flax stubble having 
been ploughed and harrowed. The manure 
iw laid on the surface, and,* slight covering 
of mould thrown over it from the furrows ; 
the seed is then sown, at the rate of 161bs. 
to the English acre, (251bs. to the Irish 
oare,) and covered from the furrows. In 
this way excellent crops are had, which 
give five or six weeks feeding of a warm 
and nutritious kind, at the scarcest season 
of the year, and the ground cleared off for 

, a spring crop. Mr. Blacker advises, with 
a view ta saving the turnips, that the rape 
land be sown with late vetches, whioh will 
come in in October, and last until Decem­
ber.

Rape may be sown with advantage on a 
well prepared fallow, as by overshadowing 
the land it will «fertilise jt much ; and if on 
"sandy or gravelly soils, and fed off by 
sheep, it will fit it for a crop of barley. 
“ It may also be sown without manure on 
a stubble, on which a good crop of brush 
turnips could not be expected; for although 
it will not afford much keep during the 
winter, yet the manure deposited by a 
flock of sheep, and the benefit derived from 
the roots when ploughed in, will ultimately 
promote the fertility of the soil. When 
rape is sown in this way, it would not be 
judicious to let it stand for seed, as the 
land not being manured, and the seed late 
sown, the crop would not produce vsçefi, and 
would leave tneiaiid very ipul..,>!

Quantity of produce.— h ie difficult to 
estimate green food by weight, so mnch 

* depends upon the state of the weather or 
. hours of the day at whioh it is cut. Mr. 

Seott, uf Lurga.boy,near Market-hill, states, 
in a letter to. Mr. Blacker, that he obtained 
in a, cutting-in January, "31 stone, 5 pounds, 
from, an English perch ; and that he would 
have a second cutting in March, and a 
third one in May. And we are informed 
by Mr. Dougan, of the same neighborhood, 
that, with the assistance oi x little hay, he 
was able, on an English acre of rape,, to 
keep 12 cows for one month.

Rape sown exclusively for its seed must 
be at greater intervals than when intended 
for soiling or feeding off by sheep. On the 
poorer soils they may b* left at ten inches 
apart, or narrower ; but on rich soils they 
may stand at twelve, or fifteen inches with 
advantage to tfcp.aeed: In close crops the 
seed is only found on the summit of the 

. plants, buf.ia.wide ones on rich soils, it also 
covers their sides.

When the crop is grown for soiling or 
feeding off, no thinning is necessary, In 
this case it may stand at close intervals, 
either when transplanted or sown; It does 
not appear that by eating or pulling off the 
leaves in winter the produce is at all dirai*, 
ished.

The time for sowing when the erop is 
intended for seed is about the middle of 
Angust • and of reaping, the middle] of 
July following, provided the season be7fa- 
vorable.

The quantity of seed1 for this purpoee is 
generally about seven pounds to the acre.

Saving the Seed.—About the period of 
ripening, the crop ought to be attended tc, 
fcr it will change so quickly if the weather 
be hot, thar a few days would make a great 
maturity, and probably will require to be cut 
*- patches throughout the field. It ia also 
advisable to have it watched from birds *s 
soon as the pods begin to fill. Let the crop 
on no aecouet get too ripe, aed if lodged, 
should be cut even under-ripe,in preference 
to letting it lay upon the ground, it must 
be reaped with great care, and then put 
erect in stocks to ripen in the field. About 
this time sufficient hands should he engaged 
for the day it is likely to be fit for threshing, 
Uie process of which is very simple, but re- 
ututes greet expedition, as the crop must be 
carried: to the sheet, threshed, cleaned, and 
pnt into sacks without delay, in order to 
guard agaiust any risk from showers. In 
weatever conveyance the crop is carried it 
musst be kept uprighCand shook as little 
as possible until thrown on the sheet : it is 
then to he well beat ont with long poles, 
and shook carefully. Should the seed be at 
all damp when brought to the granary, no 
nine should be lost in spreading it thinly on 
the floor, to remain till perfectly dry and fit 
lor market.
