THE ESTABLI6HED CHURCH.

The Dissenters are a numerous and they are a
mast respectable body of mer.  Butthey are a tuno-
rity m the commumty at large; they are besides not
equally distiibuted over the snrface of the country ;
they bave much to say insome of the large towns,
sspecially those of recent growth; in the counties
their numbers sand influence are extremely small;
and they are divided among themselves, insomuch
that sume secls greatly mure lean towards the Church
than towards any combinaiion against her. Even
upon 3 question sffecting their pockets, the church.
Fates, it was clear that all their union could not gain
a majarily sufficient to carry the bill through even
the House of Commons. Upan tha education ques-
tion they are exceedingly divided; and one great class,
the Methodists, are decidedly and preity unanimously
with the Lords and the Church. It may be added
that tie last general election demonstrated powerfully
the iofluence of the Establishmant; still more perhaps
do some later occurrences in the towns, Even at
Manchester the Church party had been defeated by
a bare majority, with all the influence of the govern-
ment and of the new corporation.

t1e s'rength and abate the confidence of the popular
