We are quite frequently-asked why the Disci-
ples do not try to do something in Manitoba and
the North-\West,and not seldom we are addressed
as theugh it were our fault that something worthy
of 50 noble a plea as the Disciples make is not
{being done in hose extensive and soon to .be
thickly setiled regions. We do not claim te have
done all that we could, but we have done a liitle
to keep the matter before our readers, and: “ave
. cheerfully published several stirring appeals from
brethren in Manitoba.  But we do not write to
justify oursclves, whatever may be said of our
past course in regard to those fields, we purpose,
Ly’ Divine help, to do more in the future. We

shall’try to Keep "ol redders-trom-coumplatutug

that too little attention is paid to the North-
West.
Now what is the present state of affairs so far
. as we are concerned 2 in alf that vast territory we
have bat one preacher and one Church, our
readers know them well, Bro. A, H. Finch, and
the chureh at Portage la Prairie, and we are glad
to know that both preacher aud church are in
good condition, full of missionary zeal, and
determined to do what in them lies to further the
¢ause in Manitoba. But they are far from being
able to do all that ought to be done at once in
order to minister to the spiritual wants of the
Disciples scattered throughout their own province
to say nothing of the North-West Territories,
I'hose bretinen of the dispersion should not be
neglected.  And then there is another consider-
ation, and a weighty one, it is, viz: ‘There
will never be such an opportutiity in the
North-West to present the plea we make for
Christian Union as the present, now when the
country is being scttled by people of diverse
nationalitics and diverse faiths, there is a greater
readiness to receive new truth than there will be
even in a few years, when most have made their
choice of 2 church, and are by consequence for
many reasons indispased to give heed to teaching
which if received would necessitate the severance
of the religious ties already formed.  How often
we have heard the complaint made here in Ont-
ario that the Disciples would not do pionecer
religous work, but would just come in to sow
dissension where the country was well settled
and churches already established. We do not, of
course, hold that our Lrethren did no pioncer
work ; we are not ignorant of the labor and the
sacrifices of fifty years ago; but whenever there
is even small oceasion for the above complaint
we know it hinders greatly our work, and shail
not we, the Disciples of this generation, imitate
the zeal and imitate the labors of our grand-
fathers, by devoting ourselves in the fear of God
and for the honor of our Master tothe establishe
ment of Primitive Christianity in those great
‘Territories of our Dominion.? let us take
counsel together, brethren, and let us *Work
while it is called to day.”

THE PLEA OF THE DisCIPLES,

‘The plea of the Disciples is for a restoration |
of pure, New Testament Christianity. Their)
watchword is “ What saith the Seriptures?'|
“Where the Bible speaks we speak sand where:
the Bible is slent we are silent”  Nothing Jess |
than the doctrine, promulgated by Jesus Christ
and preached by his apostles, will answer as their
creed.  We do not mean that all are thus broad
and mclusive in their aims; but that the leaders,
from the heginning until now, have carestly and
ably advocated the pica we have mentioned must
be admitted by all who have had sufficient
observation and discernment to judge. The

has been justly made. ‘L he Disciples went not
out from other religious bodies because there were
a few things in the doctrine and practice of those
bodies which they could not endorse, and upon
which they wanted to improve.  They are not a
branch of “a branch of the Church of Christ,” to
use language common with those who wdvosate
denominationalism. “They threw away all creeds
and confessions of faith as bonds of union De-
cause a union formed by means of these was not
the union which existed among congregations of
believers planted and confirmed under thepreach.
ing and ministry of the apostles, and because the
Lord himself, the Head of the church, had never
given or sanctioned a creed outside of his own
word.

‘The disunion, rivalry and sectarianism among
the relicous bodies catled churches, so hostile to
the evangelization of the world, was not “the uaity
of theSpirit,” not the unity for which Jesus prayed
as he was about to leave the world.

They saw no safe and firm building-place
between Babylon and Jerusalem, and hence their
watchword became, “Back to Jerusalem;” “Our
feet shall stand within thy gates, Oh, Jerusalem.”

Having decided to build on the foundation of
apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ himself the
chief comer-stone, they were earnest, diligent and
successful in calling men and women back to the
“old paths,” and building on the one only found.
ation,
¢ To-day they have no creed but the Word of
God “that liveth and abideth forever.” “Thereis
no other authority in discipline, no other gunde
to salvation. Itis a full and sufficient ruchuon
of God and his will to his creatures. No dece
lesiasticism can excc icatc ex-cathedra. The
Lord Jesus is Master, and where he directly, or
through his apostles, has spoken to condemn, the
church, his affanced, must condemn also. Where
he has not spoken, where his will may not be
known, liberty is left to one’s own enlightened
and sensitive conscience. '

Some have misconceived or misapplied the
original motto : “Where the Scriptures speak we
speak ;and where they are silent we are sifent,”
and have strangely interpretend it to fiean,
“Where the Scriptures are silent in regard to
expedients we must prokidif them.,”  Thusithey
have essayed to speak where God h'\th ot
spoken.

1t is not surprising that the same human mture
which wrested the Scriptures in the days cf the
apostles should wrest them now. It is not stnge
that men should “tempt God” to-day asithey
tempted him in the days of the carly church
when they sought “to put a yoke upon themeck
of the disciples,” which they were not able to
bear.

While there are a few who say that “Mission-
ary Societies,” “Educational boards,” “Ministerial
Associations,” “Sunday School Helps,” “Col-
leges,” ctc., etc,, as expedients may not be allowed
because we have no “Thus saith the Lord” for
them, vet this is not by any weans the repre-
sentative teaching of the Disciples. It is an
incidental and side-issue, which by being advo-
cated,becomes a fertile seed of faction a hindrance
and a reproach reflecting upon the intelligence
and loyalty of the whole body of Disciples.

Another observation woithy of attention, in
order to warn brethern of a danger now immi-
nent, is that we, as a brotherhood, may be too
cager ty win adherents to our plea.  How often
have great numbers been only a great hindrancel
1f the Disciples have a great and  peculiar plea
which they should advocate there is danger that
the thousands of converts reported every week
through the religious papers and the whole
churches which are occasionally received into
their ranks, there is danger we say, lest these
shall not fully grasp and assimilate that plea, and
hence may renain only smatterers in the school
of Christ. There is also danger lest. preachers,
who know scarcely more than children out of the
common school, shall misrepresent the truth.

Jesus Christ
our Saviour and King and Feacher and Head of
the Church, is the centre, and his gospel lies all
within that charmed circle and around that divine
and glorious centre vur plea is that men should
come within the circle, even to Christ, and abide
in his truth,

Back, then, beloved souls, to Jesus Christ as
teacher ! Back to the utterances of his word as
life-giving and authoritative decrees!

Moreaver, we are not to rest on the surface of
things, on the easiest and on the laziest interpre-
tation of God's thought, but we must dig down
into its real and full meaning.  We must know
not imply what to ignorant, carnal and superficial
men God seemeth to say, but by diligent study
and prayerful research we must seek to ascertain
unmistakeably what God hath really and truly
said.

Our plen is that all men shall stand where the
apostles dnd first faithful disciples stood with
reference to our Lerd—to his word and to his
church. It is that Jesus Christ only shall be our
Master and our Lord, Let us make it known for
Christ's sake like men- whe are bom to a high
purpose, avoiding trifies, traditions and ail bitter
discussions about expedients. “I'hese only stir up
carnal stiife, hinder the progress of the gospel and
shipwreck unstable souls on the way to heaven.
