--Witb Iew exceptions transportation records are ench
vear being surpassei both in Ontario and Quebec prov-
inces. The falling off in the number of occan vessels visit-
ing the port nf Monireal the last two seasons was due to
the war, and the decrease in lake freight through the Wel-
Jand cana] was largely the result of the shortage in Mani-
toba crops. A 'Toronto paprr states that the lake traflic for
lie scason just closed vas the heaviest on record in the

history ofi the port of Toronto. 'hie average tonnage dlaily
of the steamers calling ai the wharf was 15,000 tons, the
iiivnyard cargocs of fruit alone exceeding 7,750,000 pounds.
The limit of passengers, according ta lawv for ail the- steamn-
ers, was 11,815 on the single trip, or 23,630 for the round
trip, and as every steamer line di splendid business dur-
ing the year the' tralie in this respect reached record fig-
ures. The wharf which w'as enlarged last summer, and
including the Niagara and Hamilton piers, now covers an

area of 128,000 square feet, of which the warehouses occupy
30,475 feet, waiting roonis and ticket offices, 9,000 feet, and
the offices occupied by the chief freiglit agent, Capt. Craig,
and his staff, 1,125 square feet.

-The future of Cuba is spoken of with imuch confidence
by Sir William C.Van IIHorne, who returned to Montreal
this weec from a stay of several weeks on that island, in
the interests of the large electric railway company of which
lie is the head. Referring to the natural conditions there,
Sir William saii "I travelled on horseback for a number
of days over the projected liue northwest of Santiago,where
as yet the country is not developed. I passed, hovever,
through wonderful tropical forests and over meadows with
grass of extraordinary heiglit. I found vegetation most
profuse everywhere, while the soil is very deep and ricli.
'Tie water was good everywliere and the climate very fine.
There is also a noticeable absence of mosquitoes and trou-
blesome insects even in the deepest forests. A great lim-
provement is now seen in all parts of Cuba. The sugar
fields are being revived and extended, while the sugar mills
are being improved and new ones of the bcst type are be-
ing built in various places. There is also a marked im-
provement in the cities, not onily i business, but in the
condition of the streets and the character of the buildings.
The revenues of the island are no' longer absorbed by
Spain, and a very considerable part are being used for pub-
lie imiprovements, and these are being carried out in a, very
landsome and substantial ianner, nostly uncler the direc-
tion of the Unltcd States military government. The change
for the botter is, in fact, very striking since my visit
to the island in February last."

TIE CLAYTON-BULWER TREATY.
The American Senate by an overwhlehning najority

has voted in favour of na.king the proposed canal across
the istimus of Panama,via Lake Nicaragua, a fortified wa-
tervay exclusively under the control of the United States.
If consuimîatcd that canal would be as thoroughly an
American channel as the one froim Buffalo to New York.
As it would roach fromn the Atlantie te Pacifie und save
vessels a trip of thousands of miles by Cape Horn,its enor-
mous importance to the maritime interests of the world
imay be judged. As to the establisliment of forts held
by United States troops whicli forts would be a standiiig
menace Lo the possessions and commerce of Great Bri-
tain in Central America, and adjacent territories, as the
West Indies, British Guinea, and other places, as well as
to those of several European countries, the serious nature
of the Senate's decision cannot be over-estimated.

If the decision is persisted in it would be a direct vio-
lation of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty between the States
tand Great Britain which lias stood for half a century.
The story of that treaty is a very long one, and its entire
import arose froin thore being a canal projected aeross
the isthunus. In the troubles between Spain ond Great
Britain the old land took possession of Belize, a point.on
the isthnus, and later on spread out its power over
San Juan at the nouth of the Nicaragua close to where
the proposed canal would commence. The naie of.tait
place was changed to Greytown. Protest was imde by
the U.S. Government owing to its having entered into a
treaty with the Ecpublic of Nicaragua giving the' United
States an exclusive right te construct a canal across flic
isthminus which would pass througli the territory of 'tiie
former Republie. A change of Government and of pol-
icy resulting therefron took place at Washington, and
Mr. John M. Clayton became Secretary of State. The
freaty with Nicaragua1 was refused ratification. In 1850,
Mr. Clayton and Sir ienry Bilwer, Britislh Minister ait
Washinîgton, arranged the agreement whieh lias ever since
been known as he Clayton-Bulwer lrc'aty. By Ibis docu-
ment a scheme ias solemînly ratified for estalishing a
joint protectorate over tie proposed canal and all its sub-
sidiary works. A clause was also ins'rted b.y virtue of
wlich both England and thi Unitcd States pledged fheir
faith, each to the other, that; "neit:her of thimi w-ould ever
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colonize, anilex, fortify or attempt to exercise exclusive
control over any part of Central America." By this
treaty then no forts or other military works of that na-
ture could be built, at the mouth of the proposed Nicara-
guan canel, or in any part of its course, as the can'al
lirough ifs whole length would be in Central Ainerica.

By the express ,words of the Clayton-Bulwer Tireaty,it is
niade binding for "ever" upon both countries, and to its
perpetuity the honour of both is pledged.

Sone objection was made by the States when, in later
years, the possessions of Great Britain on hie coast of
Centrail America were, in 1862, fonînally dcelared to be a
British colony. The protest was answered by England
proving that, sho had simply placed territory she had long
ow'ned uder a more regular forn of government. In
IDeccnber, 1SS4, a treaty between the States and Nicara-
gua was arranged providing for a canal being construct-
ed by the American governmnent across tlie isthnus. It
was sent to .the Sonate vith a very warn message of ap-
proval froin President Arthur.

. is successor, Mi.. Clevehmd, told Congress in 1885
that he had withdrawn that treaty. H1lis reasons werc
that "it containCd provisions involving )mraiouint privi-
leges oft.ownership or right outside United Siates territory
couplei with absolute and unliimited engagements to- de-
fend the territorial integrity of the State w1here such in-
terests lie." President Cleveland said: "Maintaining as
I do the tenets of a line of prcedents fronTWashington's
day, which proscribed entangling alliances with foreign
States, I do not favour a policy of acquisition of nîcw and
distant. territory, Or incorporation of renote interests
with those of fhe TJnited States." Itis vident tiat the
present Senate of the States pays no: respect to "the linec
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of precedents from Washington's day," for, the main-
'tenance of armed forts along the Nicaraguan canal would
bring about an entangling alliace with one of the Ilepub-
lies of Central America, aci effect "an incorporaiton of
rinote interests with those of the United States." So
the two treaties with Nicaragu, 1848, and 1884, for ail
inter-oceanie canal under the exclusive control of the
Siates, weare abortive.

In April, 1887, the Republie of Nicaragua conceded the
right to build a canal to a private company, which was en-
dorsed by Costa Rica. This was incorpoted on 29th

b'chruairy, 1889, as "''he Maritime Canal Company of
Nicaragui," In 1891 Senator Sherman said: "The canal
will for the lirst time make possible an enforcenent of
the Monroe doctrine, which forbids any extension of Eu-
ropeai influences, power or dominion on the Aiericain
continîent." The Anerican continent heing regarded as
incluiding the istlinus of Panama in or on vhich the
United States own not an inch of territory, nor have any
political uîitlority. 'The private enterprise was regard-
ed as givinîg an opening to foreign control, as it imiglt
faîl wlolly into the bands of an European power by pur-
cliase of its stock.

'lic very grave question rnow arises, What is to be donc
w'ith Clayton-IIBulver Treaty? Thlis miases the whole
contreversy. as te the continiuous obligation ,o interna-
tional treaties, and the right of One party to themî to
set their provisions at iight. In 1.877 a sorious difliculty
arose over lie San Stefano treaty being ignored, and as
i Ameiiicrican ontemporary points out: "The most coni-

spiculolus iodern instane( of a goveiiient rpudiaing
ain iiiteriatioilal contract vas Rissii's -cet, taking tiiiielV
advantage of the Franco-Pîrussian war in 1871, to de-
niounce the Black Sea clauses by whici il hadi beei bound
iunder the treaty of Paris in 1856. Russia liad soie
excuse in the fact thsat the clauses in question lhid beenu
imposed upon lier by lier conquerors in war as the price
of peace; but, while the lack sec conference of Euro-
peau povers in 1871 did forimally release Russia traim lier
obligations-becausc lhey could not help thcemselves-tlhc
coiferenice passed tis rule: "It is 'an essential prinuciple
ofth li law of nations that no power can liberate itslcIf
fron the eigageiieits cf a treaty nor iiodify the stipula-
tions thereof, unless witli lie consenit of the contracting
pouwers, by ieans of an anicable arrangement"

lui the Clîiyton-Bilwtr trcaty there is tbis passage:
"The Governîmienîts of the United Sîiantes and Great. Bri-
tain having not onmly desired, in. enterinîg into this con-
volition, le accomiplisl a particular object, but also to es-
tablish a general principle tl'ey herchy agie to extend
their protection, by treaty stipulations, to Iniy other puie-
ticable commnicahions, slhould the salie prove to be
practicable, whether by canal or raihvay, whici are now
proposed to be established by w'ay of Tehuantepen." The
"general principle" was that, whatever waterway was
coistructed bctwecn the Atlantic anîîd Pacific, it shtouilcl
be neutralized, and (he faith of and the hîonîour of tIle
lnited States are pledged to mîainain thaL principle w-ith-
ouit niliy timlîe limit.

The Springfield iepublican dcclares: "Wlhatever our
governmnct (ay do with. the Clayton-Bul-wer treaty, it
caInnoit; iepudiate the idea Of nutralization without moral
degraudation. 'he old treaty and the new treaty are of
sîmaIl censequenîce in thelmîselves; but ncutralization by
somce mnethod kiown to practical statesnmanship is the sine
qua nlon of national honour, as well as the higliest ex-
pression of internationu peace."

The New York Herald says "All right, we build the
canal,,and get the dividends. If we neutralize it then
all nations wilI o interésted in preserving it intact. On
the contrary, if ue play 'dog in the manger' a few pounds
of dynamite may spoil the game. The best policy is
the largest, most gencrous."

The Hay-Pauneefote treaty, which awaits ratification,
is intended to settle all the iminor questions arising out of
fth Clayton-Bulwr treaty. It concedes the right of the
United States to construct a canal across the isthnus and
establish its neutrality in timie of war.

An English paper points out that, "It will be open to
Great Britain alone, or in conjcunction with other mari-
time states, to consider whether another canal, not under
the control of tue United. States, niay be worth the mak-
ing." This would not reimove the danger arising fromi
the United States having forts at the mouth of its canal,
iii direct violation of its treaty with Great Britain. But
we are disposed to doubt whether the United States would
chter upon that work were Great Britain and other mari-
time powers to intimate their intention to complete tle
Paicna. Canal as a second water route across the isthmus.
'lie Amcrican Senate happily is not supreme i power,
and it nay have a relapse into rational.ity.

\WJ'IN TER NAVIGATION OF THE ST.
LAIWRENCE.

Tl'hrough the courtesy of the Chambre de Coiinurce
ilhe public were invited on Wedinesday of lest week te hear
Mr. Im on, cf )uî luth, explain lthe mellthods emuployed
for keeping Open winter navigation on the upper lakes
anîd lie proposed extended application of themi in the

iner future. The result wras a large meeting that lis-
tenlei attentively to the iccid cxplanations given by Mr.
iniiani and tlie prolonged discussion tiat folloiwed.

Mr. InîmIn contended ihat. by mtieans of boats buillt spe-
cially for fhe purpose, the ice could be so brokei up tliat
lic winter navigatio of fle St. Lawrence, fron fie Ocall

to Quebec and Montreal, need not be interrupted; thlat;
il was qulite % practical imatter; that ià would pay iid
w'ould ensure the perin:imneut success o thie St.
Lawrence route in the ceommpetition for the ever-growing
trade of the western country.

The question is not a niew one, it has frequent[y been
agitated but it las never takenu, so, far, a practical forcm.
Thcoretically, it seemns plausible, as well as attractive to
write and specak aboit. HIowever desirable it miight be,
to socure the object souglt for, the idea does not iipress
itself ou the minds of those wlo are in a position to give
it effect. If it would pay to do so, ne ene dolibts tie
possibility of keeping an open channel, a certain width all
the winter, in the river between Montreal and Quebec,
but that granted, cl1 the dilliculties of sace navigation
would reiain. The whole systemi of buoys would have
to be changed. Instead of the present nimovable ones the
buoys would have to, be placed on .constructions capable
of resisting the force of the ice which would involve an
enormous outla.y of ioney. That, of course, could be
overcome, perlaps more easily tha1n coild the natural
objection of the residents on both sides of the river to
liaving their business and social relations with each other
completely severed diriig the winter. They would
very properly contend, that such an-interference with
natual laws could bring thmein no compensating advau-
tages for the annoyance and injury inflicted.

Below Quebec, the conditions are different. There the
river never freezes across. The channel is ahmys open.
and the ice that forms is carried backwiards and forwards
ivitii the tides. The iain channel is not straiglit and
the bucys used are net capable of withstanding tlie force
of lie ice and they, like those above Quebec, wouIld re-
quire ta be placed on strong permanent constructions at a
great cost. The river gradually widens below Quebec
from ton te twenty miles, until it reaches the Gulf of
St. Lawrence. All through fhat long landlocked stretch
of water-that in the sunmer travelling season is a source
of pleasure te' tourists-the pack ice in winter is continu-
ally accuînulating and as it is driven by the winds and
tides, from side te side, vessels, esecially incoming ones,
would net know how to steer te be frec from the danger
of getting intoï lan ice jam froin wiih they miglit net
easily get froe. To guard against that a nunber of ice-
breakiug boats would be required.

Soine two years ago an effort was made te prove that
the winter navigation of the Gulf and the Lver St.
Lawreice was feasible and it gave promise of success. The
Gaspesia 'was put on the lino te run freim the Baie dce
Chaleurs to England, but in the first winter that veasel

got entongled in the pack ice mnid remained there hielp-
less for sone weks. drifting along with the ice untl re-
lieved. It may be said that this was owing t bad nian-
agenient and tiat the vessel was unsuitable for the trade
intended. That may be so, but, as far as we are aware,
the Gaspesia was of the ordinary classs of tramp vessels
that is at all likely te venture te trade in the St. Law-
ronce in winter tinie.

Even, if with all its disadvautages, the winter navigaî-
tion of such a long reacli of river and gulf water were
fesible, the question of extra rates for marine insurance
on vessels and cargoes, under the most favourable condi-
tions possible, would prevent the winter trade from ever
amounting te any benefit te the Dominion sußficient to
justify the large expenditure of publie money that would
lie involved in the experimnent. The experience of the last
fvo or three years has shown that the unfair d iscrinina-
tien in marine insurance rates against the St. Lawrencc
route in the open season, has sensibly affected the vol-
ume of the shipping business over it and has beci the
chief factor in causing the falling off in the trade hore
nd tlie diversion of much of the traffic from ithe naturel
route of the the St. Lawrence te the American Atlantic
ocean ports. Apart froin all other features, that of in-
surance premiums will be suflicient to prevent the vin-
ter navigation of the St. Lawrence being a success until
such-time as there is a change in the winter temperature
of Canada.

The whole country would bc benofitei and glad if the
navigation of its great waterwey could be maide of use
the year through, but it does net appear te be possible te
have it se from what eau now be seen. Perhaps, ho-
ever, it nay be wise net to- lImit the possibilities of lui.-
man intelligence in that direction. It is not consistent
te compare thc long reach of the St. Lamrence on this
contient with the short distances from northern Eu-
ropean ports te the open ocean where the conditions are
se different. The object of the present movement appears
te be net only te draw attention to the imatter antd diseuss
it-as such it will perhaps always be of interest as a theo-
retical possibility-but also te iniduce the Goverûment
te spend a large amount of public money in the experi-
ment. We are not opposet at any time te the GOv-
ernmont helping te promote changes andimprovements

calculated to further the inter&its of the country, on the
contrary, bu' the objects souglit for should te reasonably
certain of attainnent. The large suins of money that
would bc spent on tis experimnent would go far to make
the aids to the open season navigation of the St. Law-
rence as safe and easy as that of the wide ocean. That
w'ould be an attainable object and one thnt wouild not
only benefit the country ai large but wr.uld redonnd l the
eredit of the Dominion Government.

DINNER TO MR. HAYS.
On the 17th inst., a dinnèr was given in this city at

the Windsor lotel, to Mr.C. M. Hays by the moibers cf
the Board of Trade to mark their appreciation of his ser-
vices as «eneral Manager of the Grand Trunîk Railway,
TJ'he fuîction was a distinguished success. The chair
was taken by Mr. Iobert Mackay, President of the Board
of Trade, who was supported by the chief officers of the
Board and other prominent citizens, including the lion.
Sydney Fishter, Minister of Agriculture. In proposing the
toast of the evening the chairman spoke of the imaprove-
mbents effected .iii the Grand Trunk under Mr. Haya,
such as the nei Victoria Bridge, the new offices of the
company on McGill street, the double tracking of the line
for a considerable distance, and generally putting the
equipmen t of the road in excellent condition. HIe es-
tinated that under Mr. Hays' management the value of
Grand Trunk stock had been raised $80,000,000, and
extra dividends had been paid of $5,000,000 te share-
liders.

Mr. Hays, in reply, very gratefully acknowledged tic
compliment paid him by the banquet. He said: "As to
Canadian business men, I bave formed a regard for their
sterling merit, for their reasonableness and law.gbiding
qualities that I shall continue to remember long after
I caving here." 1e should haNe noue but the most
plcasant recollections of his business intercourse witli
the people of Montreal, and it would be long before te
should ever cease ta feel the deepest interest in niiything
that affected the welfare of Canada, her commerce and
lier railways. He expressed the hope that the Do-
minion would continue ta be prosperous, ana said that if,
in his new field of labour, te could in any way knit more
closoly the bonds of friendship which existed between
this country and the United States, bis utmost endeavour

ould be in that direction. He thanked then for their
extreme kinduess te tim,and, as Canadians 'were proverbi-
ally travellers, te hoped te see many of those present
on the Pacific Coast, and te should take it as a personal
grievance if when there they did not give hiin the oppor-
tunity to take them by the tand to help him te renew his
interest in tlie kind friends lie hadI left behind in this
country.

The Minister of Agriculture said, "tlie harbour in-
provements would be vigorously prosecuted until Mont-
real was made the best Atlantic port on this continent."
Mr. Blair, Minister of Railways, intimated that the Inter-
colonial wrould extend its connections west te Sault Ste.
Marie and east te Cape Breton. Both Ministers spoke
very decidedly as te the intentions -of the Goveranient
being to proiote in every possible way the shippjng in-
terests of the St, Lawrence. Mr. G. B. Reevé, the new
Generai Manager of the Grand Trunk, intimated that a

- knighthood would bave been conferred on bis predcessoi,
Mr. Rays, had te chosen to quàlify, that is by becoin-
ing a British dubjeet. He, howeve c, aries away with
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hii the higlier distinction of public respect for eminent
ahilifty mi high eharanter.

E Il !ATE ;UDGE UIMET.
The Canladian lifnclh is umad disiniiu.tly poorer by the

death of Mr. Justice Ouinet. The deeased was a native
of St. Eustache, Que. 1 le entered the profession of law
in 1868 in association with his cousin, r. Justice AI-
derie Ouine. In I878 bu wns hnored With the degree
o[ L.L.D, conferred by the Laval University. :le served
on the Commission to cnquire into th public service of
this Province, and later on the Commission to revise and
consolidaie the staiuies of Canada. In 1886 he. was ap-

dointed a J udge, t dues of whichit he has ever fulfile
with an iiprigltness, dignity and lIty hat aded dis-
tinction t the Canadian Bendi. in that elevated posi-
tin Mr. Justice Oiuimet wore the "white flo-wer fi a.
b)laineless life," ad ened for hiself the minent con,
idence andu estcei of his brethrein of the Bench nîîd Bar,

as well as of ail suitors in Ihe Court over which le pre-
sided. ''he decased Imd a speially subtle insight int
thbe meriis of ises suibmitted to his jndgment, his mind
seemed indeed to have the uality of te Ioentgen raysin
Inetratiug lo the very care of legal Irobleins nd of
seeing thrughl the most difleinlf, complications. Such
men as the hde Judge do honour ta their country, and
thir removal is a national loss. To lhs bercaved widow,
and her Iire d<'aughfers and son, we eider our sincere
condollceus on tlei r lreavemnent. They will have
soime consolationi in a memoy rich with affection and

pride.

TIlE.H Pi?10FlI' ON' MU NTICIPALb DEENTjURES.
Jn our couments iupon fHe aulitors' report of the ae-

cotunits of' St. Tlhon'lims, Ont., in our issue of 9th Nov., wie
said: "The auditors tlink thit nuy premiunm received on
sale of ieenliures should be a pplied to iayment of fhe
irst inferest, il principal due theroit. Such a chaice is
very abiguus. 'he prelmiuis an debeitures should
be added to flie sinking fund" One of the auditors dis-

igrees wilih our oiniiun, as he considers thal, "Were fHe
s iiking fund calciula ted upon a proper basis and main-
faiel a ifs oper standard ttroughout L the liue of the
debentires fhere wau ld h exactly the riglht amni nt in the

fund to buly fie debentures at imaturity without the as-
sisane of lhe pîeiîiii rare two hypoithetial
conditions assunid, viz., fhat "th sinking ftnd le cal-
eul:ted oni a proper basis," and, 2nd. that, "it be main-
taieid lirouglatit telic lite or the debeitures." Our ex-

perience is tha theso conditions are feqiently nion-exist-
en, as sinking funds are often neifher properly calculat-
cd, noi are they mnaintined ilirouliglout the life of de-
betiiures f'or whose i <linate payient ithey are supposed

to provide. We ftherefore, regard if mtiore prudent to pus
ilie aouniiait of premiiiiis to the sinkiig fina, wlich, to
itai exctenit, is itheiini ade a eriain provision for cleft-
ing its lpose. By suppleileniling the sinking filn d hy
the deben urelmihis there isalso a proéecti.cn, to that
extelt i, tîgainsi error i the ba si ' working out of the

enîliiiatin. Sncb errors we bave known to be made,
whicli led to the sinkiing funid beinîg found delieient when
needed. Sho.uld bal; tnnd whien fhe debentures mature
he goind largcr thian needed, whichi voiild be a remark-
able event, the.surplus could be disposed of by a journal
entrv of a. few linos. We do not share the auditor's

alunî nt a nimnicipal sinking fund provingyto laoge for
itsŠnîr[s , ior do we seci the slightessdili yin te
equitable distribution of aiy n xcecss. Ratepiîyers are
inever distressed by findini g a sinîkilg liuind larger than
needed, lut, there has been trouble whm ià was insnili-
cient tu redeeni the debentures for payien;t of vhich it
uas supposcd to provide. in many cases the calculation
on which the alimm t af te sinking fund auprpiations
is based could fake intuo acco Mn ie amount received
fromn prmim s in debentures, so tie assiiiied difficulty
would never arise. Tlis was done sone tycairs ago in an On-
(aria fown whee Ilie inientin fo apply preniiiiiiis to the
sinking find wnis favourmay regairded lby f purclaser oi
t he debentures. Anioter point, the appropriations for a
sinking fund are not so fixed as fo be micliangeable, as oui'
correspondent assumes, and tiit fiiid is open to v:niation
fran the oriinal calculation by the annal incremeni
fronm iiiterest varying. If, for insitnce, fice raculation ias
been based on the estimate that the fund will ear 1 per
cent. per anumtin and 4: . per cent. is realized during soie
portion of fle period ii which debntiures are running
or, it is found fitanly 3 pur cent. ean bu made, then
the sinking fuindul is certain to becomei more, or less thon
whiat is needfIlI. Our correspoident's argume, t lere-
fore, wbiclh is bazsed iupon the ussiimiption that the orig-
inm ealcuilation on which the sinking fimîd is bascl is un-
alterable, falis to the ground.

W<e are obliged ta our coirrespondent for bis criticism,
as the more site iaitrs are discissed the imuo'e interest
will e taken by ratcpaycrs in the finîaucial 'aîfoirs of their
iItnnîcipallity, and this afiords a very valiable check up-
on such irregularities as ton often arise froin their indif-
ference in regaId ta he manner in whiîicih iunicipal mît-
fairs are being conductefd.

NICA1UAGUA CANAL
The Commission appointed to investigate the proposed

scheie of a canal aeross the isthmus of Pamuna, has re-

porited that: "the mosi pamicticable anl feasible route for
an 1sfhnîs camia, under fle confiai, managemunt and
ownrshoip aiflie United States, is fthat known as the Ni-
enagua route," The Commuission est imiates the cost o
tiis route at $200,510,000. 'This estimate is mnuch in Cx-
cess ot ny heetafore mode. The Comunission also esti-
mates tue cost of a canal y the flounaa route at $142
42, 579, acecoidiig ta .n ele roue. As behreen the Nieara

gua and Panaima: routes, tle Catuission sus up a nii-

ber of advantages faormble to fhe former. If states aiso
that unider tlie concessions given by tHe Governiieit of
Coliombia to the Plainama Calial Company that Govern-
ment is not froe ta grant tue nessamy rights to flhe
United Siates, except upon conditions made by (he coi-
puny. A thuaî'aîgh invesfigation las been made not oly
of fHe Nicaragua and Pamuna routes but of aiher possi-

le roiutes, the Connuission keeping ii iiind the indlus-
tii, omimterial And military vali of an inter..oceanie
canal, and also the riglits, privileges, and franchises ne-
cessary Ia be secured foi the coistruticiniî of a cannal uinder
the cotrol., managementand ownerslip of the liiitedil
States.

The canal, as projected, would have au average widhii
of 150 feet; the locks wouild bie 740 feet long, S feet ide,
anid 35 feet deep. Such dim'ensions would allow lie
largest sbips afloat t pass tlirough the canal, but tiue
width would be insuflicient for their passing each other in
its course. The canal would occupy ten years in con-
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struction, in which time the size of vessels is likely to he
increased, so the width is none too great nor are thelcks
overlong considering the future.

The course of flie canal is proposed to b5 from Grey-
town, on the Atlantie side, along the San Jpian river,
througli Lake Nicafagua, and emeuging on the Pacific
cohst at Brito. Tle total lengthi vould be 186 miles. The
tonnage estiniated te pass through this watervay is seven
millions of tons aunnualy, but conditions may so mate-
ridlly change during its construction tIat ail estimates
are guess worl to a great extent. The canal would prac-
tically give the American and Canadianport, on the east
coast a direct opening on the west into the Pacifie. Tt
would also give the ports ion the Pacifie coastidirect com-
munication with the Atlantic. Vessels from this port
would have a short cut to tc Pacific ports and, al! the
countries of the east, and the Australasian group. What
the effect of such a new opening from the Atlantic to the
Pacifie would have on the Canadian Pacifie Railway is a
serious problem. There seems much prohability that
cccesa to the Atlantic by the short route via the canal
would be of great advantage to British Columbia.

Considering the outlook our Neiv York namesake
thinks that «as compared with Europe the United States
vill derive from the canal far greater benefits, both com-
nercially and industrially. The commerce of Europe
vith the Pacifie coast of North, Central and South Ame-
rica, under existing conditions, is somewhat larger than
the total volume of the present traffie of the United
States that may he considered tributary to the canal; but
this fact does not indicate the relative advanages which
the canal will possess for the trade of Europe and that of
the United States. As son as it has been opened our
trade wit h thI west coast of South Anerica will rapidly
increase. as will alse the volume of American trade with
the Orient. The amount of American commerce
thromrhl the ennal will quickly surpass the total anount
of Eu rone's fra me. An Isthmian canal will strengthen
the unitv of tc national and peoltical interests of the
United States, develop ifs Pacifie territory and promote
the commerce and industries of the entire country. The
benefits which Europe will derive from the canal will te
commercial. In addition to this thiose 'of the States
will te political and inldustrial. By bringing the castern
and western sections of the United States in closer rela-
tions, by reducing flic time and cost of transporting West-
crn produets to Europe, and hy enabling the Eastern.
Seufthern and Central States to reach the rauw mateiinls
and miarlets of Pacifie counifries cheaply and expedi-
tiously, th' canal will more fully identify political and
social interests and quicken the industrial activity of
every section of tlie United Stotes. , The.iron and steel.
the textiles and the other mannfac t hu f te Enstern
and Southern States. the coal from the mining regions.
the cotton from tfie South, ani the grain and forest pro-
ducts from inny sections will fiow' out to foreigu coin-
triesin n incrensing volumie, and this larger trade will
lie shred generall ty he ports of ail United States sen-
ioards-the Atlantie. tle Gulf an the Pacific. : Thc
canal wii 'ause the ompetition of the United Stntec
wit Ernope in the counrifes 6f Western Souti Amerien
and the Orient to lie muct keener, with tt result iat tii
trade of the coiantry wil incrctge more rapidly thon -ill
tInt of rivals."

Much of wht cisa anve as to fie advantages of the
Nicaragan Canai te t c'States npplies'preportionately to

Canada. The discussion going on in regard to what 'e
may teri "policing" the canai nuy w-eck the piojeet
There are those who wish to iake the canal a private wa-
ter of th'e United States, at eaci end of which there
would be fortifications' of great mnagnitude, and tt all
tines a strong fleet Of Anierican ,ar ships. Such a scheine
would neve be carried out, as it is directly contrary te
international understandings, and a distinct mnicace te
European maritime interests.

IMPORTED OATMEAL.
The correspondence subjoined is sufficiently self-ex-

plaining. It niay be added, however, that more than
one condition las served to favor the progress of U.S.
oatmeal on the Canadian market. Mucih of the bulk
goods offered throughout *the East is very inferior.
Many Montreal grocers have been subject te periodical
complaints about the large percentage of chaff found in
thle prepâred articles. The remedy is not unfrequently
a trial of package goods, principally of United States
manufacture. The grocer would prefer to handle the bulk,
as it gives him a much farger percentage of:profit, but
to save his custor he must give satisfaction in quality.
Doubtless this defect is net general, but wherever it-exists
it is a telling argument in faveur of the U.S. 'article,
which is now being used to a considerable extent
tlrougbout the Dominion. The choicest oatmeal for
sale in Canada is said to corne from Sceotland. which ar-
licle consumers here would prefer before thc United
States product on tlie varions grounds of price, quality,
vnd country of manufacture. The U. S. 2-lb. packagê
reaails in Montreal for 15c, and gives the grocer but. a
small profit.

We have received mauy references to our articles on this
subjätd published in September last, and.shall endeavor
to give space to others until the millers' grievances shall,
at least, he dealt with from the quarter to which they
have long beep looking, from the standpoint of "a fair
field and let the best win."

"Something is Wanted" and had intended replying sooner
buit, overlookçed thc iatter till to-day. We are very
pleased to see that you are taking an interest in this
îmatter. It does certainly seern too liad that a country
producing possibly the best grain in tc ivorld suitable
for tc manufacture of cereal foods should he obliged to
sec offered fer sale in almost every grocer'swindow from
the Atlantic te the Pacific goods cf Amerilan nanufac-
turé... ..... There are, no doubt, many besides your
self who are at a loss to account for this state of affairs,
it is, however, a matter which can be easily explained by
lhose actively engaged in the business, and who are ne-
cessarily anxious 't see retained to Canada all the trade
possible in this line.

Sir,-We bave fhe honor, by direction of the Winni-

peg Board of Trade, to submit the following for your con-
sideration:

1. Tha; the oaL crop of M.anitoba and tle Territories in
1897 was a short one, and prices, which last year rang-
ed fromni 13e to 20e per bushel, are now froni 26e to 28c
al couitry points.

2. The Custons import iluty on oats is 10e per bushel,
and on oatrncal 20 per cent., and in consequence, oat-
meal nillers are requiired to pay 45r duty on the 41 bush-
als of oats necessary to mamifacture oie 80 lb. sack of

oaincal; while the dluty payable on a sack of oatineal of
80 Ibs., is, on present prices in Iowa, fromn whiere we mi-
port, fron 22c to 224c. In other w'oras, the duty im-
posed on the raw material is double that imnposed on the
mîanufactured article.

3. In consequence of the situation thus created, the
oaitmcal. mills of Manitoha, flic Territories and British
Coluilbia are either closed, or in process of closing.

4. A large quantity of oatimeal is being imported inta
ibis city froi flic United States, and as the freigit rates
f:romn lowa points average about 34c per hundred pounds,
and fromi Ontaria points about 46e, the Ontario millers
are pracitically blocked f min supplying this market, while
oiur own imills are closed.

5. This Board, alter rceiving a deputation of oat-
meal millers f rom Manitoba, fhe Territories and Britisli
<ohuimibia and carefully considcring the facts securcd,
unanimnously resolved to urge upon you. that the duty an
oats sud oatnmcal bc equalizod, it being an anomaly tha;
flic dutty on lic raw naierial should b double that of
flic manufctured article fron su1ch material; and thmat
ie Board would venture to suggest cither that the dnty
on oats be lowcred, or tiat on meal b increased. IL
was consilered that any action taken by you in eqnliz,-
ing flic duty would b based on the general policy of hic
G overnment.

We tmay, however, state for your information, that lie
imillers advocated that, as the duty on oats was a Specifie
one, if would be best that the dhuty on fte meal b also
mnade spccific, and placed at 60e per hiîndred pounds,
whiclh would be equal to lie duty on the quantity o
oats required to make 100 Ibs. of mcal.

Ottawa, Ont.
Sir,-The oatmeal millers of Manitoba, at a meeting

held td-day in this city, and representing all the oatmeal
mills in the Province, the capital investment of which
amounts to $120,000, and who, were they able to run
their mills-the year round, would disburse $30,000 an-
nually in wages, would respectively point out that owing
to the present duty on oatmeal and rolled oats, the in-
terest on our capital lias been practically nothing, and
our wvage roll reduced at least 75 per cent. This seri-
ous state of affairs has been brought about by the very
unfair duty that is placed. on rolled oats and oatmeal im-
ported from the United States. That while the duty
on the oats (our raw material) is 10c per bushel, or, on
basis of average valuation at American market points, 60
per cent., the rolled oats is only charged at the rate of 20
per cent., and our local market is flooded ivith the Ame-
ricâan Oatmcal and rolled oats. Our mills are at present
entirely shut down, and it will be utterly impossible for
us to star; them up again until the tariff is so adjusted
to at least equalize the duty on the .aw material and the
nanufactured aritele.

It requires 4j bushels of oats to nake 30 pounds of
rolled oats (the standard size of package used in this
country) the duty on which would be 45c, whereas on
basis of present quotations for American rolled oats at
the mills, which is $1 ta $1.05 per 80 lbs. the duty on
sane is only 20 ta 21c, a difference of 24e to 25e in
favor of the manufactured article. It must, therefore,
be apparent to you how utterly impossible it is for us ta
cobpete against such discrimination, and if the Govern-
ment cannot sec its way clear to afford us some pro-
tection, we think that they should at least equalize the
duty by naking it six-tenths (6-10) of a cent per lb.
on the manufactured article.

We would respeefully draw your attention ta the fact
tlnt we arc entirely excluded froin the American market
by reason of the duty of one (1) cent per pound they
charge on the manufactured article and 15e per bushel on
oats. It is of the utmost importance that the matter
should receive immediate attention at your bands, as the
heaviest demand for oatmucal is, as you know, during the
colder mîonths of the year, say froin October to May, and
if the matter is left over for another session of Parlia-
ment it will practically mean another year's shut down.

tc fault of the banks. Among the banks that failed
during this panic probably all had oans to some of their
directors; but it is not reasonable to suppose, beca.use di-
rectors of banks as well as other men inight succumb to
tsual nmonetary conditions, that loans to them had any
more te do with failures thon loans made to others.

As the law now stands the limit of loans to directors
is the same ýas to other borrowers, and no more restric-
tion than that now imposed by law seenis ta bu necessary.
If unnccesary and unsuol. restrictions are pliied on loans
to directors, and officers who from their position as pos-
sessors of property, as if they were not connectcd with
the management of the bank, it will tend te drive such
men into banking iunder the State laiws.

The active and enterprising men of each commnunity
as they accumulate property and increase their brusiness
are the anes iho organize banks, take the stock, and at-
tract the deposits of the surrounding louality to their in-
stitutions. Their record and character are what enable
them to attract the deposits which make the bank useful
ns a centre of credit. iiey organize the batik in the
first place not only to benefit the eommnity, buteo that
they may have more imoney to use in their own business.
In fact it would be very unwise to drive away from the
national systemi the class of men who make up the direc-
torae by restricting their reasonable share of the facili-
tics which the banks, fa which they give their services free
of charge, furnish to the business community.

WINTER NAVIGATION ON THIE ST. LAWRENCE.
To the Editor, the Journal of Commerce:

The present discussion abouut wîinter navigation on the
St. Lawrence is as fîull of interest as flie river is full of ice.
Let ns hope fhat, unlike tlie frigid coating, thei matter viii
lie threshed out much below the surface, until al that is in
it-for free sailing or otiherwise-uay be seen in its true
light. This is an ige of discovery. .it is proving sa in this
particular ease frous flic tact thiat the parties in favor of
nll-vinîter traii c seei thoroughly prepared to not only
smash fe obstructing ice but to smash any argument
brouiglht out regarding the other consîierations, such ns the
ndlering of ice to the vessies, want of cargoes, etc. Well
known financiers have told of the vast beiefifs to bc clerivei
froi such ian aehiaevemnent. With .the advocates of this
greant undrtaking so positive, it woulci certainiy secm feasi-
ble to so arrange with theam that a winter's trial miight bu
girven,with tlic nderstanding [bat, if practicable, permanent
arrangements would follow, with full compensation fron
the .beginntig. At. the reecnt meeting iî Quebec. was
statcd that the objection made by, certain parties that ice-
brenking steamers are apt to be encumberel with snow and
ice is not well supported' by facts, as a conductor of steam
inside the plates prevents this and in the Baltie the case
ilever pîresenfed itself wihere a steanier was içedi p. Steain-

ers of two and three thousand tons can travel without any
such incumbrance, and in exceedingly cold weather. Con-
sequently there is no reason why the same travel could not
be accomplished in the Gulf of St. Lawernce. It was consid-
ered that winter navigation was prnctiecable here, even more
so thanîin the Baltie whisere they lad noit the advantage of
the tides. Were the streets cf Montreal, once considered
nsuitable for running of street cars during the winter sea-
son, to he left entirely to Nature for their restoration no
street cars would now be rimning. We should be anxious-
ly waiting for the suminer sun to uncover the rails, as we
now as anxiously await its coming to nove the solid ice.
A strong argument agatinst the winter street cars before
they iwere introduced, and indeed for a considerable time
afterward, was irapracticability owing to cold. Now, hoiw-
ever, people sometimes go in tlem to get warm. As to
marine insurance, supply usually follows demnnd, and it is
not unlikely that the brilliant minds at present employed
in this branch would conceive a way 'round the obstruction.

A WHOLESALE GROCERY INSUIIANCE LOSS.
EXPERIENCE.

A four years' experience by a single company on a par-
ticular class of property fire risks might be approximately
in accord with the average of the general insurance experi-
ence, especially if a comparatively large volume of risk
was carried. Wholesale groceryi establishments burn in
the United States about $000,000 per annuma, vith about 35
lires per annum,-involving several companies in each fire.
It is stated that a company carrying wholesale grocery
risks throughout the country reported to the Rate Commit-
tee of the New York Fire Insurance Exchange an annal
loss ratid of 1.04 per cent. per annum in the last four years;
viile running at an average Manaual premi'um of 0.87 per
cent.; that is, the fire cost alone -vas équal to nearly 120 per
cent. of the average annual premium With a 1.60 per cent.
of average annual premium, 65 per cent. thereof for tire cost
i such case paying at the rate of 1.04 per cent. of insur-
ance would leave 35 per cent. of premun for expenses, uid
lhe "profit" would depend upon the saving in fire cast and
expenses; but competitive conditions at the present time
make decrense in fire cost i1crease in expense, which tends
ta concentration of the business in the larger conipanies
with eliniination of the smallér onesas wiîth the larger coin-
punies is lthe opportunity, witt itierease of amomit ofx-
pens-e, to decrease of ratio. of expense.

A NEW LAMP FRATURE.

Thi iraft augments the
flame by prnîullcing a more complete
combiniatiioi. fii escaping the hot air
ceoies in. contact withi the c urved
edges of tlie cylinder, A, wlhieh calses
all particles of duist, etc., to fall back,
so tint the upper tube acts us a siole
eonsume 'flhe apparabis also nets
as protector for the incandescent mnan-
fies, and prevents the breaking of the
eylindcrs, by regulating tle expansion
and contraction wheih resuîlt fron the
heating and cooling respectively.
