—A#t the recent annual meeting of the Dry Goods Associa-
tion of Montreal, the following officers were elected: Pre-
sident, Mr. Jas. Rodgers; vice-president, My, W. D, How-
ell; treasurer, Mr. George Sumner; directors, Messrs, Al-
phonse Rucine, James Slessor, R. N Smyth, and B. Tooke.

—'The officials of the Dominion Line Steamship Company
kave received notice that the owners have given a contract
to Messrs. larland & Wolff, the Belfast builders, for three
new steamers to be built and ready by mext spring. The
steamers will be built on the same Iines as the Common-
wealth, but larger than the latest additions to the Domin-
ion line fleet. Two of the new steamers are to be put on
the Boston service, and the other will sail between Liver-
pool and Montreal.

—With few exceptions tramsportation records ave each
year being surpassed Dboth in Ontario and Quebee prov-
inees. The falling off in the number of ocean vessels visit-
ing the port of Montreal the last two seasons was due to
the war, and the decrease in lake freight through the Wel-
land eanal was lnrgely the result of the shortage in Mani-
icba crops. A Toronto pap:r states that the lake traffic for
the scason just closed was the heaviest on record in tho
history of the port of Toronto. Fhe average tonnage daily
of the steamers calling ai the wharf was 15,900 tons, the
inward cargors of fruit alone exceeding 7,750,000 pounds.
'The limit of passengers, aceording o law for all the stean-
ers, was 11,815 on the single trip, or 23,630 for the ronml
trip, and as every stemmer line did splendid business dur-
ing the year the traflic in this respect reached record fig-
ures. ‘The wharf which was enlarged last summer, and
including the Niagara aud IHamilton piers, now covers an
area of 128,000 square feet, of which the warehouses oceupy
30,475 feet, waiting rooms and ticket offices, 9,000 feet, and
the offices oceupied by the chief freight agent, Capt. Craig,
and his staff, 1,125 square feet.

—The future of Cuba is spoken of with much confidence
by 8Sir William C. Van Horne, who returned to Montreal
this week from a stay of several weeks on that island, in
the interests of the large electric railway company of which
he is the head. Teferring {o the natural conditions there,
Sir William said: “I travelled on horseback for a number
of days over the projected line northwest of Santiago,where
as yet the country is not developed. I passed, however,
through wonderful tropical forests and over meadows with
grass of extraordinary height. 1 found vegetation most
profuse everywhere, while the soil is very deep and rich.
'The water was good everywhere and the climate very fine.
There is also a noticeable absence of mosquitoes and trou-
blesome insects even in the decpest forests. A great im-
provement is now seen in all parts of Cuba. The sugar
Relds are being revived and extended, while the sugar mills
are being improved and new opes of the best type are be- -
ing built in various places. There is also a marked im- -
provement in the cities, not only in business, but in the
condition of the sircets and the character of the buildings.
The revenues of the island are no longer absorbed by
Spain, and a very considerable part are being used for pub-
lic improvements, and these are being carried out in a very
handsome and substantial manner, mostly under the direc-
tion of the United States military government. The change
for the better is, in fact, very striking since my visit
to the island in February last.”

—The annual meeting of the Dominion Woollen Manu-
fncturing Co. was held in Montreal on the 17th instant.
After some discussion concerning the business of the past
year—which was pronounced satisfactory—and reference
to the lmproved prospects for the future, the following offi-
cers .were elected: Messrs. W. McIntyre, president; A. E.

Co., had failed. 'The canse is supposed to be the recent
big slump in spruce, brought about largely by overpro-
duction, as a consequence of an idea among manulacturers
that there was an unlimited demand for this wood. Sev-
cral local dealers are interested in the failure, but it could
not be learned that any were very heavily involved. Messrs.
TNobell, Beekett, & Co., of Quebee, who have a branch at Ot-
tawa, are affccted but lightly. Hon. R. R. Dobell is at pre-
sent in Bngland. Messrs, Watson & Podd, of Liverpool, who
are represenfed in Ottawa by Mr. Mackerel, ave also afiect-
ed. Onc of the largest exporlers from OQttuwa who was in-
terviewed, opened up a cable hie had just received, stating
that Picree, Watts & Co. had Ffailed, and the market was al-
ready greatly afteeled in consequence. A portion read: “Im-
mediate desive to eurtail operations—market very much
depressed Ly failure, with marked declining tendency.”

—The man who sceures u suit of clothes on credit from
his friend, the local failor, and then persistently avoids
paying is not a desivable member of the community. Very
few tuilors are so well situated financially that they can
wait month after month for returns from their labor. The
average man understands that he is required to pay cash
for his clothes, but in small citics where two to ten mner-
chant tailors are each sceking to tuke as many measurve-
ments as possible, much leniency is often shown, which
eventually turns out o loss. The merchunt tailors’ section of
1he Retail Merchants’ Association of Canada, says the Globe,
has deeded on the formation of a “Bad Pay or Black List.”
At the last mecting--the list was completed whereby every
merchant tailor in Toronto as well as those who belong to
1he association in outside cities and towns, will forward to
the Secretary the names of those who make no effort to
settle their tailor Dbills, and their names will be submitied
to every member of this scetion of the association. They
will also co-operate with other sections of the Retail Mer-
chants’ Association who are forming similar lists, and they
hope by this means to curtail those who systematically live
npon the retail merchants. '

—Mr, James Crathern, of the well known hardware im-
porting firm of of Crathern & Caverhill, Montreal, has ue-

The
shipyard has been more than busy all season, it being one
of their best seasons sinee the new cana) opened, They
have for the winter repairs to be made on the steamer
Arabian, which was ashore; also, the whole fleet of drvedges
and scows (hat have been working in the Port Colborne
harbor.

Evaporate it mwiore, so0 that it
requires no vessel to hold it, but may be wrapped in siled
tissne and shipped in a box, and you have the fruit pulp,
which is in demand all over Burope. It may b that this
pulp can be made to take the place of most of our dried
fruits except prunes and raisins. Tf any grower will visit
a Mexican store in San Francisco and taste Mexican pulps.
with their luxurious flavour, he will get a lesson in the pos-
sibilities of this method of preparation. Commerciaily it
will remove some of the risks that attend the dried fruit in-
dustry. Unless dried fruits are protected by sulphuring
or other expensive processes they are destroyed by para-
sites. Im certain of our murkets there is objecfion to these
processes.  But the semi-solid pulp is not attacked by any
ingeet und keeps in perfect condition in any climate. Its
production is simple, and it can be earried on vy whe fruit
grower independent of any combination,

—A private cireular from Yokohama, date 15th ult Areat-
iing of the tea sitnation says: Since the issue of last cireu-
lar," 30th ult., there has been very little doing, purchases
during the interval only amounting to 1,480 piculs, chiefly
common and medium grades. Stocks have increased to 3,°
000 piculs. Prices remain steady. Total settlements for
the season to Nov. 15th, amount to 200,310 piculs against
212,110 piculs at corresponding date last year.

—ltcf(.u'mg to the situatiow on U.S. domestic sardmes, a
leading authority reports stocks at the present time the
tightest known in twenty years, and under ordinary condi-
tions of consumption not sufficient to carry the trade over
until the new packing senson.

—DMuil advices from the Pacific Coast state that the Cui‘-
ed Fruit Association is still holding the umbrella for the
cutside prune puackers, and it looks as though most of them
will clean up at a fair profit. Sixty size is in very smull
supply and most operators are declining to fill vrders con-
taining requests for unequal lots of this size,

—A private London, Eng., civenlar of the 7th inst., treat-
ing of the dairy situation, says: Butter—The samie wet
weather with the same mild temperatures, that have lately
prevailed over the butier producing countries ot Burope
and the United Kingdom still continue.  The signs of cold
\\'Lathu which were visible last week proved delusive, and
we are back again into conditions very unfavorable te the
consumption of dairy produce.. Two steamers have been
discharging their cargoes of butter simultaneously this
week, but this double supply has not affected the price of
Australian butter, which is nominally at the samec figures
as last week, viz., 110s to 112s. per ewt. for “choicest” but
there is a larger-quantity sold at the higher figure than
there was seven days ago. The demand for butter at the
above prices is good, and it is equally satisfactory for
“finest” at 10%s to 106s. Secondary quality, which sells
helow 100s, is meeting o poor demand. The \Vhakatane,
from New Zealand, is disc]mi‘ging her butter in good con-
dition, and values nre fully equal to those of Australian.
Only one more vessel carrying New Zealand butter will
arrive before Christmas, due 17th inst.  The'Oruba and

vears of 288,244 cwis., or 14,412 tons. In face of these facts
it is not difficult to understand the present price of Colonial
butter being 8s per cwt. above the price last year at this
time. Cheese.~—There is a better demand this weels, with

an inclination t6 pay more money for “cool” checse. Re-

spectifg “heated” gocds there has been no improvement.

Relatively these latter are not so good value as the antumn

make. The navigation season in Canada has closed, and

THE CLAYTON-BULWER TREATY.

The American Senate by an overwhelning majority
has voted in favour of making the proposed canal across
the isthmus of Panama,via Lake Nicaragua, a fortified wa-
terway exclusively under the control of the United States.
If consummated that canal would be as thoroughly an
American channel as the one {rom Buffalo to New York.
As it would reach from the Atlantic to Pacific and save
vessels o trip of {housands of miles by Cape Horn,its enor-
mous importance to the maritime interests of the world
may be judged. As to the establishment of forts leld
by United States troops which forts would he a standing
menace to the possessions and commerce of Great Bri-

tain in Central Awmerics, and adjacent territorics, as the
West Indies, British Guinea, and other places, as well as

to those of several Buropean countries, the serious nature
of the Senate’s decision cannot be over-estimated.

If the decision is persisted in it would be a direct vio-
lation of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty between the States
and Great Britain which has stood for half a century.
The story of that lreaty is a very long one, and its entire
import arose from there being a canal projected across
the isthmus.  In the troubles between Spain and Great
Britain the old land took possession of Belize, a point .on
the ,isthmus, and later on spread out ifs power over
San Juan at the mouth of the Nicaragua close to where
the proposed canal would commence.  The name of that
place was changed to Greytown. Protest was made by
the U.S. Government owing toits having entered into a
treaty with the Republic of Nicaragua giving the United
States an exclusive right to-construct a canal across the
isthmus which would pass through the territory of the
former Republic. A change of Government and of pol-
icy resulting therefrom took place at Washington, and

Mr. Johm M. Clayton heecame Seceretary of State.  The

treaty with Niearagua was refused ratification.  In 1850,
Mr. Clayton and Siv Henry Bulwer, British Minister at
Washington, atranged the agreement which has ever sirice
been known as the Clayton-Bulwer {reaty. By this doeu-
ment a scheme was solemnly ratified for e*’rnb]iﬂxinv a

~ joint protectorate over the proposed canal and all its sub-

sidiary works. A clause was also inserted by virtue of
which hoth England and the United States pledged their

faith, each to the other, that “nelther oI them would ever

control over any part of Cenfral Ameriea” By this
treaty then no forts or other military works of that na-
ture could be built, at the mouth of the proposed Nicara-
guan canml or in any parb of its cowrse, as the caual
through its whole length would be in Central America.
By the express words of the Clayton-Bulwer Lreaty.it is
made binding for “ever” upon both countries, and to-its
perpetuity the honour of both is pledged.

Some objection was made by the States when, in later
years, the possessions of Great Britain on the coast of
Central America were, in 1862, formally declared to be a
British colony. . The protest was answered by England
proving that, she had simply placed territory she had long
owned nnder a more regular form of government. In
December, 1854, a treaty between the States and Nicara-
gua was arranged providing for a canal heing construct-
ed by the American government across the isthmus. Tt
was sent to the Senate with a very warm message of ap-
proval from President Arthur.

- His successor, Mr. Cleveland, told Congress in 1880
{hat he had withdrawn that treaty.  Ilis veasons were
that “it contained provisions invelving paramount privi-
feges of ownership or right outside United States territory
coupled with absolute and wnlimited engagements to de-
fend the territorial integrity of the State -where sneh in-
terests lie.”  President Cleveland said: “Maintaining as
T do the tenets of a line of precedents from Washington’s

_Gay, which proseribed entangling alliances with foreign

States, T do not favour a policy of acquisition of new and
distant. territory, or incorporation of remole interests
‘with those of the United States.” = It is evident that, the
present Senate of the States pays no respect to “the line,

,
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of precedents from Washington’s day,” for, the main-
‘tenance of armed forts along the Nicaraguan canal would
bring about an entangling alliace with one of the Repub-
lies of Central America, and effect “an incorporaiton of
remote interests with those of the United States.” So
the two treatics with Nicaragua, 1848, and 1884, for an
inter-oceanic canal under the exclusive contro] of the
States, were abortive.

In April, 1887, the Republic of Niearagua coneeded the

- right to build a canal to a private company, which was en-

dorsed by Costa Rieca. This was incorporated on 29th
Pebruary, 1889, as “I'he Maritime Canal Company of
Niearagua,” In 1891 Senator Sherman said: “The canal
will for the first time make possible an enforcement of
the Monroe doetrine, which forbids any extension of Tu-
ropean influences, power or dominion on the American
continent.”  The American continent heing regarded as
including the isthmus of Panama in or on which the
TUnited States own not an inch of territory, nor have any
polilical authority.  The privale enterprise was regard-
ed as giving an opening Lo foreign control, as it might
{all wholly into the hands of an luropean power by pur-
chase of its stock,

T'he very grave question now arises, What is to be done
with Claylon-Bulwer Treaty?  I'his mises the whole
conlroversy as to the continuous obligation ol interna-
tional {reaties, and the right of one party to them to
set, their provisions at naught. In 1877 a serious diffienlty
arose over the San Stefano trealy heing ignored, and as
an American contemporary points out: “UThe most con-
spicuong wodern instanee of o government repudiating
an infernationpl contraet was Russiv’s act, taking timely
advantage of the Franco-Prussian war in 1871, to de-
nounce Lhe Black Sea clauses by which it had been bound
under the treaty of Daxis in 1856.  Russia had some
exeuse i the fact thint the clauses in question had been
imposed upon her by her conquerors in war as the price
of peace; bub, while the Black sea conference of Kuro-
pean powers in 1871 did formally release Russia from her
obligations—beenuse they could not help themselves—ihe
conference passed Lhis rule: 1t is an essential prineiple
of ihg law of nations iblat no power can liberate itself
from the engagements of a trealy nor modify the stipula-
tions thereof, unless with the consent of the contracting
powers, by means of an amicable arrangement.”

I the Claylon-Bulwer Lreaty there is this passage:
“I'he Governments of the United States and Great Bri-
tain having not only desired, in. enieving info this con-
vention, lo accomplish a particular objeet, but also fo es-
lablish a general principle thiey hereby agree lo extend
their protection, by treaty stipulations, fo any other pme-
ticable communications, should the same prove o be
practicable, whether by canal or railway, which are now
pmposed to be established by way of Tehuanteper.” The

“wencral prineiple” was that, whatever waterway was
constructed belween the Atlantic and Pacifie, it shounld
be nentralized, and (he faith of and the honour of the
United States ave pledged to mainlain that prineiple with-
ont, any time limit.

The Springfield Republican declares: “Whatever our
government may do with the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, it
cannot repudiate the idea of neutralization without moral
he old trealy and the new treaty are of
small consequence in themselves; but neutralization by
sowe method known to practieal statesmanship is the sine
qua non of national honour, as well as the highest ex-
pression of international peace.”

The New York Herald says “All right, we build the
canal, and.get the dividends. If we neutralize it then
all nations will be interésted in preserving it intact. On
the coutrary, il we play ‘dog in the manger’ a few pounds
of dynamite may spoil the game. The hest policy is
the largest, most generous.”

The Hay-Pauncefote treaty, which awalts ratification,
is intended to settle all the minor questions arising out of
ihe Clayton-Bulwer treaty. 1t concedes the right of the
United States to construet a canal across the isthmus and
establish its neutrality in time of war.

An English paper points out that, “It will he open to
Great Britain alone, or in conjunction with other maui-
time states, to consider whether another canal, not under
the control of the United States, may bhe worth the mak-
ing” This would not remove the danger arising from
the United States having forts at the mouth of its canal,
in direct violation of its {reaty with Great Britain. But
we are digposed to doubt whether the United States would
enter upon that work were Great Britain and other mari- |
time powers to intimate their intention fo complete the
Pananma Canal as a second water route across the isthmus.
The American Senate happily is not supreme in power,

and it may have a relapse into rationality.

WINTER NAVIGATION OF THIE ST.
LAWRENCE.

Through the courtesy of the Chambre de Commeree
the public were invited on Wednesday of last week to hear
Mr. Inman, of Duluth, explain the methods employed
loi keeping open winter navigation on the upper lakes

and the proposed extended applieation of them in the

near future.  The result was 2 large meeting that lis-
tened attentively to the lucid explanations given by Mr.
Juman and the prolonged discussion that followed.

Mr. Inman contended that by means of boats huilt spe-
cially for the purpose, the ice could be so broken ap that
the winter navigalion of the St. Lawrence, fron the ocean
to Quebee and Montreal, need not he interrupted; that
it was quite a practical matter; thatl it would pay and
would ensure ihe permament success of the St.
Lawrence route in the competition for the ever-growing
trade of the western country.

The question is not a new one, it has f leqnent[y heen
agitaled but it has never taken, so far, a practical form.
Theoretically, it seems plausible, as well as altmactive to
write and speak about. . However desirable it might be,
to secure the objeet sought fov, the idea does not impress
itself on the minds of those who are in a position to give
it effect.  If it would pay to do so, no one doubts the
possibility of keeping an open channel, a certain width all
the winter, in the river between Montreal and Quebee,
but that granted, all the dilliculties of safe navigation
would remain. The whole system of buoys would have
to be changed. Instead of the present movable ones the
buoys would have to be placed on constructions capable
of resisting the force of the ice which would involve an
enormous outlay of money. That, of course, conld be
overcome, perhaps more easily -than could the natural
objection of the residents on both sides of the river to
having their husiness and social relations with each other
completely severed during the winter.  They would
very properly contend, that such an-interference with
natural laws could bring them no compensating advan-
tages for the anmoyance and injury inflicted.
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Below Quebec, the conditions are different. There the
The channel is always open.

river never freezes across,
and the jce that forms is carried backwards and forwards
with the tides. The main channel is not straight and
the buoy< used are not capable of withstanding the force
of the ice and they, like those above Quebee, w ould re-
quire to be placed on strong permanent constructions at a
great cost. The river gradually widens helow Quebec
from ten to twenty miles, until it reaches the Gulf of
St. Lawrence.  All through that long landlocked stretch
of water—that in the summer travelling season is a source
of pleasure to tourists—the pack ice in winter is continu-
ally accumulating and as it is driven by the winds and
tides, from side to side, vessels, especially incoming -ones,
would not know how to steer to he free from the danger
of getting into an ice jam from which they might not
easily get free.  T'o guard against that a number of ice-
hreaking boats would he required.

Some two years ago an cffort was made to prove that
the winter navigation of the Gulf and the Lower St.
Lawrence was feasible and it gave promise of success. The
Gaspesia was put on the line to vun from the Baie de
Chaleurs to England, but in the first winter that vessel
gob entangled in the pack ice and remained there help-
less for some weceks, drifting along with the ice untit re-
lieved. It may be said that this was owing fo bad man-
agement and that the vessel was unsuitable for the trade
intended. That may be so, but, as far as we are aware,
the C‘aspe‘:ia was of the ordinary classs of tramyp vessels
that is at all likely to venture to trade in the St. Law-
rence in winter time.

Tiven, if with all its disadvantages, the winter naviga-
tion of such a long reach of river and gulf water were
feasible, the question of extra rates for marine insurance
on vessels and cargoes, under the most favourable condi-
tions possible, would prevent the winter trade from ever
amounting to any hencfit to the Dominion sufficient to
justify the large expendifure of public money that would

" be involved in the experiment. The experience of the last

two or three years hasshown that the unfair discrimina-
tion in marine insurance rates against the St. Lawrence
route in the open season, has sensibly affected the vol-
ume of the shipping business over it and has been the
chief factor in causing the falling off in the trade here
and the diversion of much of the traffic from the natural
route of the the St. Lawrence to the American Atlantic
ocean ports.  Apart from all other features, that of in-
suranee premiums will be sufficient to prevent the win-
ter navigation of the St. Lawrence being a success until
such-time as there is a change in the wmter temperature
of Canada.

The whole country would be benefited and' glad if the
navigation of its great waterway could be made of use
the year through, but it does not appear to be possible to
have it so from what can now be seen.  Perhaps, how-
ever, it may he wise not to limit the possibilities of hu-
man intelligence in that direction. = It is not consistent
to compare the long reach of the St. Lawrence on this
continent with the short distances from northern Fu-
ropean ports to the open ocean where the conditions are
30 different. The object of the present movement appears
to be not only to draw attention to the matter and discuss
it-~as such it-will perhaps always be of interest as a ‘theo-
retical possibility—but also to induce the Government
to spend a large amount of public money in the experi- .
ment.  We are not opposed at any time to the Gov-
ernment helping to promote changes and improvements

calculated to further the interests of the country, on the
contrary, but' the objects sought for should be reasonably
certain of attainment. The large sums of money that
would be spent on this experiment would go far to make
the aids to the open season navigation of the St. Layw-
rence as safe and easj as that of the wide ocean. That
would be an attainable object and one that would not
anly henefit the country al large but weunld redound to the
credit of the Dominion Government.

.DINNER TO MR. HAYS.

On the 17th inst.,, a dinnér was given in this city at
the Windsor Hotel, o Mr. C.. M. Emys by the members of
the Board of Trade to ‘mark their appreciation of his ser-
vices as General Manager of the Grand Trunk Railway,
The function was a distinguished success. The chair -
was taken by Mr. Robert Mackay, President of the Board
of Trade, who was supported by the chicf oflicers of the
Board and other prominent citizens, including the Iton.
Sydney Fisher, Minister of Agriculture. In proposing the
toast of the evening the chairman spoke of the improve-
ments effected .in the Grand Trunk under Mr. Hays,
such as the new Victoria Bridge, the new offices of the
company on MecGill street, the double tracking of the line
for a considerable distance, and generally putting the
equipment of the road in excellent condition, ITe es-
timated that under Mr. Hays’ management the valuc of
jrand Trunk stcck had been raised $80,000,000, and
extra dividends had been paid of $5,000,000 to shave-
holders. _ .

Mr. Hays, in veply, very gratefully acknowledged the
compliment paid him by the banquet. He said: “As to
Canadian business men, I have formed a regard for their
sterling merit, for their reasonableness and law-ubiding .
qualities that I shall continue to remember long after
leaving here.”  He should have none but the most
pleasant recollections of his business intercourse with
tlie people of Montreal, and it would be long before he
should ever cedse to feel the deepest interest in anything
that affected the welfare of Canada, her commerce and
her railways. He espressed the hope that the Do-
minion would continue to be prosperous, and said that if,
in his new field of labour, he could in any way knit more

_closely the bonds of friendship which existed between

this country and the United States, his utmost endeavour
would be in that direction. He thanked them for their
extreme kindness to ]nm,qnd as Canadians were pI‘OVGrbl-
ally travellers, he hoped ‘to see many of ‘those present
on the Pacific Coast, and he should take it as a personal
grievance if when there they did not orlve him the oppor-
tunity to take them by the hand to help him to renew his
interest in the klnd friends he bad left behind in this
country. o

The Minister of Agriculture said, “the harbour im-
provements would he v1gorously prosecuted until Mont-
real was made the hest Atlantic port on this continent.”
Mr. Blair, Minister of Railways, intimated that the Inter-
colonial would extend its connections west to Sault Ste.

THE LATE JUDGE OUIMET.

I'he Canadian Bench is made distiuctly poorer hy the
death of Mr. Justice Ouimet.  The deceased was a native
of St. Kustache, Que.  He enlered the profession of law
in 1868 in nassociation with his eousin, Mr. Justice Al-
deric Ouimel.  In 1878 he wax hononred with the degree
ol 1.1.D, conferred by the Laval University. He served
on the Commission to enquire inlu the publie service of
lhis Provinee, and later on the Commission to revise and
congolidale the stalutes of Canada.  In 1886 he was ap-
pointed a Judge, the duties of which he has ever fulfilled
with an uprightness, dignity and ahility that added dis-
tinction to the Canadian Bench.  In that elevated posi-
tion Mr. Juslice Ouimet wore the “white flower of a
blameless fife,” and earned for himsclf the eminent cons
fidence and esteem of his brethren of the Beneh and Bar,
ag well os of a1l suitors in the ('ourt over which he pre-
sicedd,  The decensed had a specially subtle insight into
the merits of eazes submitted to his judgment, his mind
seened indeed to have the quality of ithe Roentgen rays in
penctrating to the very core of legal problems and of
seeing through the most diffienlt complieations.  Such
men as the late Judge do honour to their country, and
their removal is a national loss.  To his bereaved widow,
and her three daughlers and son, we tender our sincere
condolences on their heveavement.  They will have
some consolation in a1 nmemoy rich with affection and
pride. ‘

LTI PRORIT ON MUNICIPAL DEBENTURES.

In our eomments upon Lhe auditors’ report of the ae-
counts of St Thomas, Ont., in our issue of Yth Nov., we
snid; “I'he auditors think that any premium reeeived on
sale of dehentures should he applied to payment of the
fivst interest, ov principal due thereon.  Sueh a choiee is
very ambiguous.  The premiums on debentures should
he added to the sinking fund” One of the anditors dis-
agrees with our apinion, as he considers that, “Were the
sinking fund ealeulated upon a preper bhasis and main-
fained at ifs proper standard throughout the life of the
debentures there would heexactly the right ameunt in the
fund to buy the dehentures ab waturily without the as-
sislanee of the premium.”  Here are two hypothetical
conditions assumed, viz, that “the sinking fund he cal-
culated on a proper basis,” and, 2ud, that, “it e main-
tained tlrouglrout the life of the debenfures.”  Our ex-
perienee is that these eonditions are [vequently non-exist-
ent, as sinking funds are often neither properly caleulat-
ed, nor are they maintained throughouwt the life of de-
benfures for whosze oltimate payment they are supposed
to provide.  We therefore, regard it more prudent fo pass
the amouni of premivms to the sinking fund, which, to
that extent, is then made a cortuin provision for effect-
ing its purpose. By supplemenling the sinking fund hy
he debenture premiums there iz also a proteetion, to that
extent, against ervor in {he hasis er working out of the
calenlation.  Snch errors we have known to he made,
" which led to the sinking fund being found deficient when
“needed.  Should that fynd when the debentures mature
he found larger than meeded, which wonld be a'remark-
able ¢vent, the surplus could be disposed of by a journal
entrv of a.fow lines,. We do not-share the auditor’s

-alarm at a yunicipal sinking fund proving:too laige for

“itsPurffise, nor do we see the slightest diffienlfy in the

equitable distribution of wuny excess.  Ratepayers are
never distressed by finding n sinking fund larger than
needed; but, there has been trouble when it was insulli-
cient to redeem the debentures for payment of which it
was supposed fo provide. In many eases the ealeulation
on which the amount of the sinking fund appropriations
is hased conld take into account (he amount received
from preminms in debentures, so {he assumed difficulty
would never arise. This was done some years ago inan On-
tario town where the inlentivn to apply pramiums to the
sinking fund was favourahly regarded by {he purchaser of
the debentures. Another point, the appropriations for a
sinking fund are not so fixed as o be unchangeable, as our
correspondent assumes, and that fund is open to variation
from the original caleulation by the annnal increment
from interest varying. 1f, for instance, 1he caleulation has
heen based on the estimate that the fund will earn 4 per
cent. per annwm and 44 per cent. is realized during some
portion of the period in which deheniurcs are running
or, it is found, that only 8% per cent. can be made, then
the sinking fund is certain to beeome more, or less than
what is needful.  Qur correspondent’s argwment, there-
fore, which is hased upon the asswmption that the orig-
inal ealeulation on which the sinking fund is hased is un-
alterable, falls to the ground.

We are obliged to our eorrespondent for his criticism,
as the more such ‘matters are discussed the more interest
will be taken by ratepayers in the financial affairs of their
municipality, and this allords a very vatuable check up-
on such irregularities as too often arise from their indif-
ference in regard fo the manner in which municipal af-
faivs are heing conducted.

NICARAGUA CANAL.

The Commission appointed to invesligate the proposed
scheme of a canal across the isthmus of Panama, has re-
ported that: “the most practicable and feasible voute for
an isthmus eanal, under the control, management and
ownership of the United States, is that known as the Ni-
caragua route””  The Commission cstimates the cost of
this route at $200,510,000.  This estimate is mueh in ex-
cess of any heretofore made.  The Connmission also esti-
mates the cost of a canal hy the Panama voute at $142.-
348,579, according to one route. As hetween the Nicara-
gua and Panama routes, the Commission sums up a num-
her of advantages favorable (o the former. It states also
that under the concessions given by the Government of
Colombia to the I’anama Canal Company that Govern-
ment is not free Lo grant the neeessary rights to lhe
Uinited States, excepl upon conditions made by {lhe en-
pany. - A-thorough investigation has heen made nol o:ly
of the Nicaragua and Panama routes but of other possi-
ble routes, the Commission keeping in mind the indus-
{rial, commercial and military - value of an inter-oceanic
canal, and also the vights, privileges, and franchises ne-
cessary to be seeured for the consiruction of a canal-under
the eontrol , management and ownership of the United
States, :

The canal, as projected, would have an average widil
ok 150 feet; the locks would be 740 feet Tong, 84 fect wide,
and .35 feet deep. - Such dimensions would allow the
largest ships ‘afloat to pass through the canal, but the
width would be insufficient for their passing each other in
its course; © The canal-would occupy ten years in con-
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struetion, in whlch time the size of vessels is' hkely to be
mcreased so0 the width is none too great nor ‘are the:locks
overlong considering the future.

The course of the canal is proposed to be from Grey-
town, on the Atlantlc slde, a.long the San Jpan I'IVEI,
through Lake N1camgua, and cmergmg on the Pac1ﬁc
coast at Brito. The total length would be 186 mlles The
tonnage estimated to pass through this waterway 1s seven
millions of tons annu’\lly, but’ condlhons may so mate-
ridlly change during its consuuctnon ‘that. all estlmates
are guess work to a great extent. The canal Would prac-
tically give the American and Canadian’ ports on the east
coast a direct opening on the west into the Pacifie. Tt
would also give the portsion the Pacific coastidirect com-
munication with the Atlantic.  Vessels from this port
would have a short cut to the Pacific ports and: all the
countries of the east, and the Austmlasmn group. What
the effect of such a new opening from the Atlantic to the
Pacific would have on the Canadian I’amﬁc Railway is a
serious problem.  There seems much prob»ablhty that
necess to the Aflantic by the short route via tho canal
would be of great advantage to British Columb1a

Considering the outlook our New- York namesake
thinks that “as compared with, Europe the United States
will derive from the canal far greater benefits, both com-
mercially and industrially. The commerce of Europe
with the Pacific coast of North, Central and South Ame-
rica, under existing conditions, is somewhat larger than
the total volume of the present traffic  of the United
States that may he considered - tributary to the canal; but
this fact does not indiente the relative advanages which
the canal will possess for the trade of Europe and that of
the United States.  As soon as it has been opened our
{rade with the west coast of South America will rapidly
inerease. as will also the volume of American trade with
the Orient. The amount of - American commerce
throueh the eanal will quickly surpass the total amount
of Furone’s traffic.  An Isthmian canal will strengthen
the unity of the national and political interests of the
United States, develop its Pacific territory and promote
the commerce and industries of the entire country. The
benefits Whlch Turope will derive from the canal will be
commercial. ~ Tn addition to this those of the St't’re&
will be political and industrial.

Sir,—We have the honor, by direction of the Winni-
peg Doard of Trade, {o subinit the following for yom' con-
sideration:

1. Thak the oat crop of Manitoha and the Territories in
1897 was a short one, and prices, which last year rang-
ed from 18¢ to 20¢ per bushel, are now from R6e to 28c
at connlry points.

2. The Customs import duly on oats is 10c per bushel,
and on ocatmeal 20 per cent., and in comsequence, oat-
meal millers are required to pay 45¢ duty on the 43 bush-
cls of aatk necessary to manufacture oxe 80 b, sack of
oatmeal; while the duty payable on a sack of oatmeal of
80 1bs., is, on present prices in Towa, from where we im-
port, from 22¢ to224c.  Inm other words, the dnty im-
posed on the vaw material is double that imposed on the
manufactured article.

3. In consequence of the situation thus created, the
ontment mills of Manitoba, {he Territories and British
Columbia are cither closed, er in process of closing.

4. A large quaniity of oatmeal is being imported into
this city from the United States, and as the freight rates
from lown points average about 34¢ per hundred pounds,
and from Ontario poinls ahout 46c, the Ontario millers
are practieally blocked fvom supplying this marlket, while
onr own mills are closed. _

5. This Doard, after receiving a deputation of oat-
meal millers from Manitoba, the Territories and British
Colwnbia and carefully comsidering the facts secured,
unanimously resolved to urge upon you that the duty on
oats and oatmenl be equalizod, it being an anomaly that
the duty on (he raw malerial should be .double that of
{he manulactured, article from such material; and that
the Board would venture to suggest cither that the duty
on oats be lowered, or that on meal be mcreased It
was COHSldOlOd that any action taken by you in equnh/-
ing the duty would be based on the geneml policy of the
Government.

Slr,——The ‘ontmeal m1llers of Manitoba, at a meetmcf
held’ to -ddy in this’ cxty, and representzng all the oatmeal
mills in the Province, the caplhl investment of which
amounts to $120,000, and who, were they able to run
their mills-the year round, would disburse $30, 000 an-
nually in wages, would respectively point out that owing
to the present duty on oatmeal and rolled oats, the in-
terest on our capital has heen practically nothing, and
our wage roll reduced at least 75 per cent. This seri-
ous state of affairs has been brought about by the very
unfair duty that is placed on rolled oats and oatmeal jm-
ported from the United States. That while the duty:
on the oats (our raw material) is 10¢ per bushel, or, on
basis of average valuation at American market points, 60
per cent., the rolled oats is only charged at the rate of 20
per cent., and our local market is flooded with the Ame-
richn oatmeal and rolled oats. OQur mills are at present
entirely shut down, and it will be utterly impossible for
us to start them up again until the tariff is so adjusted
to at least equalize the duty on the raw material and the
manufactured aritcle.

It requires 4} bushels of ocats to make 30 pounds of
rolled oats (the standard size of package used in this
country) the duty on which would he 45¢, whereas on
basis of present quotations for American rolled oats at
the mills, which is $1 to $1.05 per 80 lbs. the duty on
same is only 20 to 21c, a difference of 24c to 25e in
favor of the manufactured article, It must, therefore,
be apparent to you how utterly impossible it is for us to
compete against such discrimination, and if the Govern-
ment cannot see its way clear fo afford ms some pro-
tection, we think that they should at least equalize fhe
duly hy making it six-tenths (6-10) of a cent per 1h.
on the manufactured article.

We would respecfully draw your attention to the fack
that we are entirely excluded from the American market
by reason of the duty of one (1) cent per pound they
charge on the manufactured article and 15¢ per bushel on

oats. It is of the utmost importance that the matter
should receive immediate attention at your hands, as the
heaviest demand for oatmeal is, as you know, during the
colder months of the year, say from October to May, and
if the matter is left over for another session of Parfia-
ment it will practically mean another year’s shut down.

This table shows that in every instance, except one,
the advantage is with the municipal plant.  The differ-
ence between 105.80 and 45.71 is enough to encourage
the advocates of municipal plant. In 1893 the city en-
tered into a ten years’ contract with the Royal Electric
Co. at $124.10 per lamp for five years, $120.45 for next
three years, and $116 for the last two years. Toronto: gets
theirs for $60. We pay $147,000 per annume to the
Royal Electric Company and about $11, 200 to the Gas
Company. If the city supplied its own electrxcxtv for
$45 per arc lamp it would save annually more than $75,-
000, enough fo give us good sidewalks in a very few
years all over the city.

In regard to Mr. Stephens interesting data we may say,
it is obvious that, if a municipal trading enterprise is con-
ducted with equal skill and economy as a private one, its

products can be distributed at & much lower price to the -

citizens, for this réason, the conductors of a private en-
terprise fix prices to provide profits, whereas a munici-
pal enterprise, being conducted without any mneed for a
margin of profits, can afford to sell its productions at
cost. The whole question hinges on this question, Can
the municipality conduct a trading enterprise as skilfully
and economically asa-private one? " If so, then the rate-

payers secure a cheaper article, they, practically, dvaw~

profits from ‘the business which are applied”towards re-

In regard to above the Bankers’ Magazine considers
that the conclusions derived by the Comptroller from the
statistics in regard to loans to directors and officers:of
national banks, and their relation to bank failuves, do
not geem 1o be warranted. - They. are plansible enough
io appeal to those who do not consider the relations of
bank direetors to the banks they manage. It lookslike a
serious matter that over twenty thousand out. of thirty,
cr about two-thirds, of these trustecs of depositors’ money
should be found to e using that money for their own
private ends..  The sum so borrowed by them, $202,-

287,441, is a grod round, striking amount. It is also.a
vary serious Jooking fuct, that seventeen per cent. of all
the bank failures should be caused (if they are cansed) by
this hiabit of borrowing on the part of directors and hank
officers.  But the {rue value of these statistics is much
overrated univss these vesults are compared with, the”
other busines:. of the banks. When these comparisons
are made it w:ll.he found that the loans to divectors.and
officers, despiio the good round sum that they aggregate,
are not ten per cent. of the loans of the banks taken as’
Seventeen per cent. of the national bank fail--
ures is attributed to wawise loans to directors and offi-
cers.  The remaining eighty-three per cent. of failures

s to Dbe attributed to unwise dealings -with other cxis—’

tomers than the directors and officers.” In fact this com-
parison indicates that it is almost as bad for a bank to.
loan to the outside public as to it is to lom to ofﬁccm
and directors. o

- Some of thesc' days an enterprising stahstlcmu w11]
cause a sensation by an claborate ‘array of figures proving
fo his satisfaction that there should be laws preventing
banks from loaning money at all.  Statisties ave already
obtainalle, proving that the national banks, insiead of

~ dealing exclusively with their officers and directors, whose

financial condition they are intimately acquainted With,
and who hold @ large portion of the ‘stock of the hank,
are large depositors and are generally men picked out of -
the whole community for their established character for
Lionesty and business experience, and wealth and generally
successful caveers; instead of dealing with these safe'men, -
national banks have Paced vine-tenths ‘of their ]ozms, in’
-enormous sum, with rank outsiders, and_ that eighty-.
three per. cont. of failures is due to losses on this account.”

over thirty seven-years, or say an average of ten a year.
The greater miajority of the failurés'have aceurred under
abnormal financial conditions, in times of financial panies
and cnses,nomb]y in the financial ermc of 1893 whlch as

-
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the result of unwise financial laws, and not by any means
the fault of the banks. Among the banks that failed
during this panic prohably all had Joans to some of their
directors; but it is not reasonable to suppose, because di-
rectors of hanks as well as other men might suceumb to
unusual monetary conditions, that loans to them had any
more to do with failures than loans made o others.

As the law now stands the limit of loans to directors
is the same as to other Lorrowers, and no more restric-
tien than that now imposed hy law seems to be necessary.
If unnecesary and unsual restrictions are placed on loans
to directors, and officers who from their position as pos-
sessors of property, as if they were not connected with
the management of the bank, it will tend to drive such
men into banking under the State laws.

The active and enterprising men of each community
as they accumuiate property and incresse their business
are the ones who organize banks, take the stock, and at-
tract the deposits of the surrounding loeality to their in-
stitutions.  Their record and character are what enable
them to attract the deposits which make the hank useful
as a centre of credit.  They organize the bank in the
first place not only to henefit the community, hut so that
they may have more money to use in their own business.
In fact it would be very unwise to drive away from the
national system the elass of men who make up the direc-
torate by restricting their reasonable share of the facili-
ties which the banks, to which they give their services free
of charge, furnish to the husiness community.

WINTER NAVIGATION ON THE ST. LAWRENCE.
I'o the Editor, the Journal of Commerce: :

The present discussion about winter navigation on the
St Lawrence is ag full of interest as the river is full of ice.
Let us hope that, unlike the frigid coating, the matter will
be threshed out much below the surface, until all that is in
it—for free sailing or otherwise—rmay be seen in its true
light.  This is an age of discovery. It is proving so in this
partieular ease from the fact that the parties in favor of
all-winter traffic seem thoroughly prepared to not only
smash fhe- obstructing ice but to smash any argument
brought out vegarding the other considerations, such as the
adhering of ice to the vessels, want of cargoes, ete.  Well
known financiers have told of the vast beneflts. to be derived
from such an achievement. . With .the advocates of this
great undertaking so positive, it would eertainly seem feasi-
ble to so arrange with them that a winter's trial might be
given,with the understanding that, it practicable, perinanent

arrangements would follow, with full compensation from
- the beginning.

the tldes Were the streets of Montreal, once considered
unsuitable for running of street cars during the winter sea-
gom, to be left entirely to Nature for their restoration no
street cars would now be rimning.  ‘We should be anxious-
1y waiting for the summer sun_to uncover the rails, as we
now as anxiously await its coming to move the golid ice.

A strong argument against the  winter street cars before
they were introduced, and indeed for a considerable time
afterward, was impracticability owing to cold. Now, how-
ever, people sometimes go in them to get warm. As to
marine insurance, supply usually follows demand, and it is
not unlikely that the brilliant minds at present employed
in thxs branch would conceive a way 'round the obstruction.

EXPERIENCE.

A four ycars’ experience by a single company on a par- |
ticular class of property fire risks might be appr ovmately
in accord with the average of the general insurance experi-
ence, espeelally if a comparatively large volume of risk
was carried. Wholesale grocery establishments burn in
the United States about $900,000 per annum, with about 35
fires per anhum,—involving several companies in each fire.
1t ig stated that a company carrying wholesale grocery
risks throughout the country reported to the Rate Commit~
tee of the New York Fire Insurance Exchange an annmal
loss ratio of 1.04 per cent. per annum in the last four years;

A NEW TAMP FRATURE.

A new apparatus, deseribed in the
Thiladelphia Record, shown in the i1+
lusfration is intended to render pos-
sible the more economica! and thor-
ongh ‘utilization of incandescent gas ”
burners and petroleum ' lamps. It
saves from 40 to 100 per cent. of gas

or kerosene. The apparatus is very .
simple, consisting of a small socket,
of metal, B, which is placed upon the

eylinder of the lamp. and of a cylin-
drieal part, A, whieh is placed on B,
and is kept in place by a curved edge.
The socket, canses hetter draft;
the air emfers (he lower part, passes
through the flame and escapes by the
upper part.  This deaft augments the
flame by producing o more complete
combination. In escaping the hot air
comes in contact with the curved
edges of the cylinder, A, which causes
all particles of dust, ete., to fall back,

* so that thé upper tube acts us a smoke

consmmer.  The apparatis also acts
as proteetor for the incandescent man-
tles, and prevents the breaking of the
eylinders, by régulating the expansion
and contraction which result from the
heating and cooling respectively,
