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DEOISIONS REGARDING NEWBPAPERS,

1. Any person who takes a paper regularly
from the Post office, whether directed to his
own napie or another’s, or whether he has sub-
scribed or not, is responsible for payment,

2. If a person orders his paper discontinued
he must pay all arrears, or the publisher may
continue t® send it until payment is made, and
then collect the whole amount, whether the pa-
peris taken from the oflice or not.

3. In suits for subscriptions, the suit may be
instituted in the place where the paper is pub-
lished  although the subseriber may reside hun-
dreds of miles away.

4. The courts have decided that refusing to
lake newspapers or periodicals frome the Post
office, or removing and leaving them unealled
for, is prima fuacie evidence of intentional fraud.

And oyvet we must look at the Ascension of |
lesus as a typreal fact, and as marking the com-

pletion of that redeeming work which e had
come on cath to do. It ranks with Bethlehiem,
with Nazareth, with Calvary. 1t was the fulfil-

ment of the pmbhecy in Psalm xxiv., “ Lift up
your heads, O ye gates, and be ye Iift up, ye
everlasting doors, and the King of Glory shall
come in,” and withcut doubt the vast concourse
of witnessing angels swho had hung over the stable
of Bethlehem, the olive-groves of Gethsemane,
and the cross on the hill of Calvary, were present
also at the scene of the ascension, and shared to
the full the exultation and the glory of that hour.

Without the Ascension the life-story of our
l.ord, as we instinctively feel, would have been
incomplete. It would not have been in accord-
ance with the economy of redemption, for the
Redeemer to remain on earth after the comple-
tion of the work of atonement which the Father
had given him to do.

They were
not 1o be the leisueely wiclders of rresistible
physical and worldly foree, Tt tl.e depositaries
of spiritual powers too great, as it were, for their
handling, in comparison with which they were
but as - carthen vessels.”  They were to be wit-
nesses passing from land to land with ol and
pain, spending themseives, and being spent, in a
welghty serviee full of weariness and painfulness
and “watchings often,” leading at length, indeed,
to a Crown. but that one which human nature
shrinks from, the Crown of wartyrdom. ‘T'hat
was the charge and after the charge a blesssing.
As they stood before Him in serious and rapt
attention “ He lifted up His hands and blessed
them,” and as He blessed them He passed away
from them, and a cloud received Him out of
their sight.  St. Chivsostom  calls this cloud
“ the royal chariot.,” It swept around Him, and
hid Him from their eyes ; and, says St. Mark's
Gospel, “He was received up into heaven.”
That longing gaze, with which the first specta-
tors of so wondrous a sight followed the passing
of thetr Master from the condizions of the carthly
life to those of the heavenly life, has ever since
been rhared by the who'e Church. Year afier
vear, as Advent and A<cinsion-tide return, the
continually growing company of the faiithful jook
stedfas:ly toward heaven, awaiting with fanth and
longing the second coming of Christ in the flesh.

{2) Thecuracy at Alexandria, now
in course of formation, is a new
post. It has long been the wish of
the English chaplain at Alexandria
to undertake the direction (attached
to this chaplainey) of a considerable
work arnongst Jews, which has heen
in the hands of an indej endent mis-
sionary for many years. This
missionary is 4 communicant of the
Church of England, and he has had
experience of work in America and
England as well as in the East. The
Bishop has accepted him as a candi-
date for ordination, and he will be
attached to the chaplainey, provided
certain diflicultics as lo endowment
arec met.  The prospect is very
promising. ‘The Jewish population
of Alexandria is very large, and is
generally very poor.

{3) The misslon at Cairo was
opened in March, 188y, The Dishop
sent the Rev. Nasr Odeh, an Arab
pricst, cducated and ordained in
England, and well acquainted with
Iiastern work, with his English wife
to open ground amongst the Jews in
that city, estimated at 25,000, With
them went Miss Allen, whose cox-
pericnce  under Bishop Steere and
Bishop Smythics had already cn-
abled her to give valuable help in
establishing the Bishop’s Tlome at
Jerusalem.  She has lately been
joined Ly Miss Shaw, a former col-

 league at Zanzibar, and who was
trained at st Thomass Hospital, A
middle-class school for girls and
three other schools have been openced,
a dispensary has heen worked from
the beginning of the mission, and a
quatificd medical man, a son of a
Syrian clergyman in Palestine, has
Jately joined the stafl to take part in
the work.  “The Parochial Mission
to Jews Fund makes a grantof €240
a year to this mission, but the var-
ious branches ot work bring  the
estimated cost for this year to about
£8o00.  The expendivire in this
mission must be gradually increased
as the Bishop’s Fund inereases. T'he
work cannot be placed on a full
scale of efficiency under L1200 a
year.  “There are now daily services,
and a celebration of the Holy Com-
munion every Sunday and Thursday
and on all holy days 1n the mission
chapel.  Working parties (mothers’
meetings) are wanted 3 and as soon
as possible o hospital with twelve
beds should be opened. This may
be done next year should rthe re-
sponse  to this appeal allow  the
Bishop to undertake 1t Thes is the
only Mission to fews in Cadre or tie
netghborkeod,

(4) A sister mission on exactly the
same fooling was opened tn Novem-
ber 1890 at Haila on the bay of Acre,
under Mount Carmel, with a grant of
L2o0 ayear from the Parochial Mis-
sion to Jews Fund.  The medical
work, under a qualifitd native doc-
tor, who gave thiee momings a week
to the (lnspcns:lr_\', was commenced
before the schools, which awe now be-
ing added.

Haifa is the finest port on the Syrian
cnast, and a principal landing-place
for Jews. Tt isa terminus of the pro-
posed railway to Damascus. The
Jewish population of Tlaifa iself is
large, ard extensive colonics in agri-
cultural settlements are forming in the
district.  Its occupation as a centre
for Jewish work was therefore a mat-
ter of necessity.  The mission chaped
is of use to any residents, and to tra-
vellers, as well as to the mission staff.
Haifa was the seat of one of the
“Schools of the Prophets ” in Llisha’s
day. There is a remarkable cave
there excavated into an oblong hall,
which tradition, both amongst the
Jews, Christians, Druses, and Arabs,
conneets  with that great prophet.

{5) The Bishop’s Mission House
at Jerusalem for work amongst few-
esses has  been open since 1888.
There have been several baptisms in
connection with it, It isin charge
of two English ladies (one of them
is the Bishop’s sister), who give their
services without stipend. TThey are
assisted by a young Syrian lady, an
excellent linguist. They at first re-
ceived Jewesses who were outcasts,
but during the last year they have
greatly enlarged  their work, and
have now mothers” mectings, which
are well attended and are popular.
AnoArab clergyman reads and ad-
dresses o the Jewesses whilst they are
al work, and they listen ghdly. A
movement towards  Chiistianiy  of
considerable importance 1s the con-
sequence of these mecetings ;0 and
the relief work, which 1s one of its
features, 15 valuable in the face of
the deep poverty  which there
amongst the Jews at Jerusalemn. The
wark of these ladies has been chiclly
confined o the Jews from Yemen,
speiking the Arabic tongue, who do
not participate i the gifts of money
sent out trom Furope by wealthy
Jews fur distribution amongst Kuro-
pean Jews.  Like other work in the
Bishop's bands, this ©*Mission Fonwe”
s the begimning of far larger work,
which will find casy development as
soon as funds are available, 1 s
now costing about £joo a year, the
increase of 1891 heing about Lico.

The past year has seen a great ad-

dition to the support given 1o the
dshop's Fund, but then it only
afforded about £2.5¢c0 for work which
must be inereased as speedily as can
be 1o an expenditure of at least C5,-
coo it year.  'Fhe unprecedented 1m-
migration of Jews iioe Palestine pro-
vides opemings which are inferior
interest to none in the favourite mis-
sion ficlds of the day amonyg the
heathen : whilst the work springing
up in conneciion with such enter-
prise (which the Bishop's Fund alone
touches beeause it s outof the dircat
