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CRIME IN ENSLAND.

(From the Galway Vindicator of Now. 24.)
The contrast beiween the moral state of Ircland
v and Jongland, just now, is remmarkable.  The Irish
g papers, for the past week, have not been drawing a
..-pi(.:luro of lancied tranquillity, or of a social order
" that.was merely poetical. The criminal statisties of
the country demonstrate a fact. Crime, agrarian or
“pokitical, is searcely known, from Delfast to Water-
ford :—Especially  those erimes from which lnu:}un
wature revolts—eold-blooded murders, accom.pum-:d
by every species of atrocity that conld_ be .t.h(:talc(]
by venality or vengeance, by lust or lmcn!mnsn(:ss..
Hut whilst we conzratulate ourselves on lhis.smte of
things, which shows the national clmra‘cier In so fa-
vorable alight, the < sister” country is steeped to
the lips i a social criminality that, to a stranger who
Jooks on ler vast resources and seemingly inexhanst-

ible pawers, is tie orcatest mystery of the age.

For the past four weeks, murders most fonl and
yonatural have heen perpetrated.  Fowr murders,
have succerded each ather in bloady successian, cach
rivalling the other in fealures of dreadiul eriminality.
The first was that of a young woman who was skin
by a poker, and, whilst the body might yet bave re-
tained some lingering pulsations, tien had conls ol
burning fire beaped upon her bleeding person. The
socond was that of an aged grandmothey, tntiering
on the verze of eternily, putting to death the elild
of her daughter. The third was that of a young
girl whese throat was cut, and her body mutilated by
a miscreant whose motives are not known. The
fourth happeued on Ifriday last. The siclun was a
jeweller who resided in Norwich. 1le was robbed
and murdered. ¢ Iis head,” says the report,  had
been nearly severed from the hady by a blow at the
hack of the neek, and there were four deeply cut
wounds across the templesand face, any one of which
would have caused death, "The right eye was also
driven inwards to the depth of nearly an inch. Jo-
leed, the man appeared to have been felled like an
ax.? We quote those four mitrdeis in four: weels;
because they were marked by characteristics of pe-
culiar horror.  We do not speak of the murderous
assaults which have oceurred, during the same pe-
riod, in which many of the victims escaped death by
some Providential interference, because these ave
watters of daily occurrence. In fact, the immorality
of Tngland is like a huge spreading leprosy.  Reli-
gion, legislation, and the church, administer in vainto
a disease so wide spread and deep sunk. We speak
from whal the records of the duy supply. ’Wifu-
killing, incest, of a deseription to make one pale with
horror, the disruption of all conjugal ties, the duse-
cration of everything that is sacred in homes—bru-
talitics of man to man that indicate an irreclaimable
wickedness—these arc the awful adjuncts to murders
perpetiated coolly, deliberately, and for the smallest

amount of mere gain.  What have we besides those ?

Consols are above Christianity. There is no f{aith
but in the funds. The Scriptures are the Stock Lix-
change. The money changers are in the l'emple.—
The cure of souls is in the hands of the auctioneer.
There are Bisliops, but no church ; and so, ignorauce,
infidelity and crime, overshadow the land.

“The cruelty of husbands to wives,” says the
Morning Post of Monduy, “has become so com-
mon as almast to eseape ong’s notice, while the ma-
trimonial infidelity of both liourly presses itsel on
‘public atfention.”  And the writer goes on to sug-
gest some remedy for so terrible an evil, hoth in high
and low life. ¢ Possibly, (here is the suggestion) if
this offence were made criminal, legally, it might do
great good in the middle and lower classes, and no
liarm, certainly, in the higher.”

But, before we notice another remedy started for
the cure of national immorality in Fngland, we shall
borrow the authority of ‘a couple of parties who can-
not be supposed to be biassed on a question that an
Trish journalist might possibly exageerate.

Of course the irrcligiousness of Lngland is at the
root of her criminality. DBut how could the popula-
tion be other than irreligious, when the great instru-
‘ment of their teaching merits this description frem
Douglas Jerrold, a sharp and shrewd observer of
England and English .human nature:— The poor
‘man’s church 1 he says, “cross the threshhold and
enter-it. Wy, poverly is stimmatised, set apart; a
‘thing of shame, on stools. Respectability is snug in
a pew, and kept {rom the taint of poor backsliders on
benches, glibly confesses hersell a miserable sinner!
Could the Apostles, in their old-world attire, enter
a London church, the beadle, with a big lock, would
waive them {rom the pews, and motion them down
npon the benches. - And the Apostles would sit there,
Pitying the sleek pluralist in the pulpit, to whom even
Jacob’s ladder has its rungs encased with purple vel-
vet to make the footing softers and’ leaving the
church, might haply pause to look’ sorrowfully at the
reacher’s satin-coated chesnuts pawing at the door.

And poor men feel and see these things; and feel
and see the mockery of them, and so they withdraw
from the Tstablished Clnrel, and backslide into dis-
sent.  DMen who do not believe in the apostolic ne-
cessity of £10,000 per annum, are hereties. Reli-
gion is best dignificd when the Bunkers baok is bound
up with the Bible.—Of late the Church lias been
busy in Parliament. Bishops are in Parliament. But
when do we hear them?  Are their voices upraised
to deprecate the sinfulness, the ruthlessness of war?
Do they ever make themselves the advocates of the
oppressed and the down-trodden?  Are they, in that
assembly of Lords, the honey tongued moderators—
ever taking the side of charity and geod will—and
preaching tolerance in the small still voice of univer-
sal umanity 7 Why no: when Bishops gird them-
sclves for a debate it is a wordy war {or property—
Church property.  Some spoliations in the name of
law or custom, at the cost of common sense or piety,
is ta be defended. Some plurality, some old, time
honored abwse, so grown upon, and into, the Chureh,
that to touch it is to desecrate the lioliness of the re-
ligion whereot that Chureh, with all its pluralities, is
the holy temple. T or the Christianity of the Estab-
lished Church bas become a torpid thing ;3 a thing of
outward signs and ceremonies 3 and is no longer a
vital, soul awalkening, soul-solacing, trath. Episco-
pacy is choked with fat ! What know our Bisliops
of the poor? But the poor know of the Bishops.
They know of their external wealth, they read and

knaw of their liggling and dealing, and they know

that, for the divine purpose of Clwistianity, as mani- ;

fested for the spiritual comforting of all men, the
Christianity of the Established Church is not a work-
ing-day-truth, It is a business—not an inspiration.”

A few weck since, the great English organ of opi-
nion, thus dwelt on “ painfully ridiculous” spectacle
to be viewed on Sunday in London:—

“Webave in this metropolis, and in our own neighhor-
hoad,*” says the Times, « a speetacle more painfully ridienlous
and a greaier violalion of common sense than iz to be fonml in

any human institution in the most backward and unimprovable,

comatries.  Here are scores of churches—handsome ehnzehes,
with everything that money ean give them, in admirable onder
with well-condueted services, and no congregations.  The
miodel city chureh is a spacious, and, indeed, a magnificent
sirncture, with nave, aisles, chaneel, vestibule, vestry towuer,
bells and the rest.  Ongee in three or four yearsit is closed for
a month o be repaired and cleaned, and ditted with a new
warming apparatus, at a great cost.  All its new furniture js
excellent ; there is nothing wanting that comfort and a cestain
quict civic taste can desire, [t has the serviees of a well-paid
clergyman, a well paid clerk, a well-paid organist, pnnl sin-
gers, beadle, sexton, and pew-openers.  The bells rine for a
marning service on Sunday, and at cleven ofelack it becins,
Count the congregation any time between eleven and one;
include the minister, clerls, beade, pew-opener, organist, the
half~dezen sehool children—in a word, count every soul in the
place, taking good care nut to umit yourself, and yon will find,
perhaps, forty, We have made the reckoning many in one
handsome chureh, withont exceeding that linnt. In a lareer
and handsomer church, in o well-known sireet, on a fine Sun-
dny morning, we Jinve made ont twenty souls, The averaze
in'a considerable number of snch churches s said 1o be iy,
In ench of these ehurches the expenses, including the clerey-
man’s income, nud tricanical repairs, and every other iten,
are considernlly over £300 a-year, or £10 per head of the
actunl congregation.”

This being the state of the English Church, the
demoralised condition of the people is a necessary
consequence.  And this state of things musi go on
util the population be Christianised. It is quite
clear that the Church of the Reformation has been
a dead failure ; it is also evident that Dissent. in ali
its ramifications, has not heen able to remedy 1he
evil. The State Church will not reform itself. No-
hody is insanc enough to believe {hat tllcrc' is as
much self-denial amongst Bishops as would induce
them to renounce an amount of worldly wealth that
is both enormous aud marvellous.

But still attempts must be made to teach the bru-
talised millions. Some of those attempts are funny
enough. A few days ago, the scheme of Lord
Shaftesbury was to distribute lay preachers 2li over
the country, thus repealing the parsons altogether.—
The last scheme in the market we find noticed in the
DMorning Post. of Monday. The iden is certainly

a most original one—-itis nothing more or less than:

the erection of ¢ Ragged Churches” ! “where tlc
poor, the depraved, the wretched and the ragged may
find admission.”

It is come out at last to this acknowledgment, that |

poverty is an inexpiable sin in Christian Iingland.—:

We thought there were two spots in this earthly
world where all distinctions were levelled — the]
church and the grave. Inall other countries, when
men kneel in prayer in Christian temples, human va-
nities are forzotten, and the pride of place, of rank,
or wealth sinks into the nothingness from whence it
sprung.

THE LATE PROTESTANT MARTYRDOM
(From the Rowman Correspondent of the Tabletx *
' Rome, 10th Nov., 1833.

As T see by the English papers that the Miss Mf\t’—
garet Cunninghame affair in Tuscany is still making,
capital among the *saints,” if you think it worth your
while Lo revert to that ludicrous subject, I can give
you a faithlul narrative of the whole transaction {rom
buginning to end. It was supplied to mea da_y or
two ago, while sitling in the reception-room of the
Trish College, by one of the Chamberlains of the

Pope—an lrish gentleman, who was just returning
from the baths of Lucca, where he had been spend-
ing the swmmer, and you may rely upon itsaccuracy.
"Phiere is one thing certain, that Miss Cuuninghame
is neither a fool nor a fanatic, nor ane of those un-
bappy young ladies of faded hopes who take to soul-
saving in the evening of their days to revenge them-
selves on an undiscriminating world. On the contrary,
she is a cool and caleulating spinster, an accomplished
artiste, a clever actress ; and, while she has been do-
ing the business of the knaves, she has succeededad-
mirably in befooling the fools of Lngland. Tt has
now been discovered by the Tuscan authoritics that
she was the principal of a compuny of five who for
some time before this had been courting the crown
of martyrdom in wore than one of the Italian states
by the distribution of heretical tracts, but it appears
that they were unlucky iu securing rhe requisite
amount of attention upon themselves till they com-
inenced operations at the baths of Lucca. T may
here mention that the tracts professed to issue from

Turin, but that it is probable they were executed in |

« private stumperice belonging to the party them-
selves, which bas not as yet been detected.

The baths of Lucca, you inust know, from three
litthe villages, distinguished each by its own peculiar
class of buildings, and a society of its own. One of
these is remarkable lor a very clegant edifice, which
professes to be a house of worship, a very showy al-
fair, something in the shape of an [talian palace.—
The lower story forms a chapel, vestry, and school-
room, while the upper apartinenis sevve as chambers
for the ofliciating Minister and his family. This is
the DProtestant louse of worslip, where a Mr.
Gireene, brother, T believe, of the learned Irish
judge of that name, lives like a lord, and with the
full knowledge and permission af the Grand Duke of
‘L'uscany, holds forth to his flock as often as he
pleases, and how he pleases, without let, hindrance, or
mwolestation, by night or by day. Around this edifice
the dwellings of the Protestants have become so nu-
merous in summer that that village is spoken of
amongst the three as the village of Protestants, and
to show you how sad their fate is under the tyrant of
‘Tuscany, and how decent and well deserved has been
the conduct displayed towards the latter by Loyd
Clavendon auad her Majesty’s government, it will be
acknowledged by all the Protestants who resided
there, not connected with Miss Cunninghame’s elique
(and they were the majority) that there was not with-
in the wide circemference of Great Dritain a village
or hamlet where Protestants could read their Bibles
or attend their churel with more ease, comfort, frce-
dom, and independence than in the little Protestant |
village of the baths of Lucea. Well, things went
an harmoniously and quietly amongst all the visitors,
tif! the time of the year approached wlhen they ge-
nerally think of taking their departure for their re-
spective homes, and this was the Lime cliosen by Miss
Comninghame for making her grand exhibition. A
week sooner might be too soon for the comfort of
her friends in Lucea, and a week later would be too
late for local notoriety and for scenic effect. Ac-
cordingly, one morning she took a little basket or

were, as the Nforagng Chronicle has shown) and
proceeded to one of the villages inhabited solely by
Catholics. Ilere she comnmenced distributing them,
and she took care on each occasion to intimate that
she would wish that they should find their way to the
Priest of the village. They did find their way, and
the result was an intimation to her in turn from some
quarter or other that she was violating the law and
oxposing herself to punishments. This, it appears,
was very encouraging intelligence, for she repuated
her conduct on another day, and bad the gratifi-
cation to receive on this occasion a further inti-
mation that the authorities had thefr eyes upon
her, and that it would be better for her to be-
take herself elsewhere. Due time was allowed her
to take the hint, but she had no nation of taking it.
At length a couple of officers placed themselves at
the door of the Protestant church on a Sunday, in
company with some of the persons to whom she had
given the tracts, in order that, after service, they
might 1lentify her as she went out; but, ez proposi-
to, no identification or arrest took place ; and it was
thought; alter this unmistakeable manifestation of the
taw, that she would have the prudence to retire {from
‘f'uscany, and give no further trouble. Some well-
meaning persons, who deemed ber conduct at first
merely the rash act of a fanatic, advised herself and
lier friends to take a carriage and go beyond the
feontiers to, Modena, which she might do ina drive
of three or four hours, or repair to Leghorn, where
che ight place herself under the protection of the
British eonsul. Bat the lady knew better than all
this. She did not feel disconcerted in the least.—
Neither did her mother nor her sister, nor the other
members of her party. The time marked out in their
minds for taking alarm had not come yvot; but when
it would come, * just leave it to them for a manifes-
tation.”

knowledge during long periods of civil and political
convulsions, Upoan the dawning of a brighter day,
scholars, from all quarters, flocked to these eentres of
intellectnal light, where clerics, and religinus, were
charged with giving instruction in all the seiences.

¢ Anxious to confer new splemlorupon these schools
and 1o extend their sphere of ustlulness, the Sovereign
Pontifls took them under their special protection ; con-
ferring upon themn special privilezes, drawing up for
them wise rules of diseipline, in orderta inerease their
usefulness, and to ward ofl the daugers which other-
wise micht have menaced the rising generation.  To-
wards the commencement of the thiteenth:century,
the title of University was given to the preciens cra-
dies of learning, in which were mezht all braschies
of human knowledge, amd especialiy that which is at
the root of all others—the seicnce of relixton.

“The most happy resnits flowed from the estab-
lislunent of these great centres of edueation, which
comprised all that genius and learning Lad of most il-
lnstrions, and which shed their light in all directions,
One of the means—says the hislorian Fleury—which
God Lins employed for the preservation of soumd doe-
trine, has been the institution of the Universitics.

<« And thos, under the lostering carve of the Catholic
Chureh, ali lenrning was preserved and resterad 5 no-
merous schools were opened. and Universities catab-
lished, Rome was in the van inthis march of human
progress 3 iuspiring it, and guiding it in the vight di-
rection.”

Ilis Grace shows next, how in Canada, the Chureh
has ever approved herself mindful of her zlorious ante-
cedents, and worthy of her Ligh ealling.  In 1633,
the fomdatians of the Coallege of Cuebee were faid
hy the children of St. Tenative, In 1663, Mgr.
Laval establithed his seminary for ecelesiasticsl
students 5 and for upwards of a century these two
institutions furnished the country with a plentiful
supply of zealous missionaries, and useful citizens,

vntil the noble establishment of the Jesuits was de-
stroyed by the Jnglish ; the Seminary of Quebee
fortunately escaped a similar fate.

Since the commencement of the present century,
nmmerous Catholic Colleges,—as of Montreal, St.
Nieolet, St Hyacinthe, St. Anne, St. "Cherese, and
many others—f{ounded by members of the Clergy,
hiave continued, and still further developed, the great
work of education, in spite of the opposition of a cer-
tain set of materinlists, who ohjeet to the system
therein pursued, as nat sufficiently practical; as bet-
ter adapted to make sehelars, than men of business.
There are in this part of His Grace’s Pastoral some
salnlary cautions against an over muliiplication of
colfeges, and the injudicious practice of parents, who
often send their children Lo eollege to obtain a clas-
sical education, without enquiving whether they are
lilkely to profit by, or make a good use of, such stu-
dies.  Tn wany cases it would be better for parenis
to leeep their children at the excellent scliools of the
Chiristian Brothers, than to throw away their moncey
for a kitile smattering of Greek and Latin,  But [lis
Grrace strongly vecomnnends a liberal and classieal
education for those who have the means, and the in-
teflectual eapacity, to profit thereby t—

“The langeages of ancient Greeee and Rome are
the parents and benefuctors of all the wmoders lan-
anazes of Burope; so that to him who is master of
the firsgt, the esoquisition of the latteris easy. By their
perspicuily, their stiength, and preeision, they fur-
nish to hitn who analyses and studies them, the best
means for developing his intelligence, and doing jus-
tice to liis mental resowsces.  Finally, they place us
in immediate communication with the great spirits of
antiquity-—with a Homer, a Demosthenes, and a Ci-
cero, amongst the pagans 3 with the Jeromes, the Au-
gusting, the Busils, and the Chrysostoms, of Chris-
tanity.

¢ Penetrated with these kleas, our predecessors 100k
under their special proiection, and cneouraged by
every means in thelr power—those institutions in which
the stadent was familiarised with the classic anthors
of Rome and Athens.  Far from desiring to lower the
staudard of culleyiate studies, some, and especially
Mgr. Habert, whose solicitude was given tothe wants
of Lis vast discese, would Iain have given them
still greater extension, by the establishment of 2 Ca-
tholic University at Quebee.  Many impediments
caunsed this project to be abandoned at that time; but
of late, under more favorable auspices, the project has
been rencwed.  With regret do we see our Catholic
youths oblized to seek in foreigh countries, their
academic degrees, and the oppariunity of pursuing the
studies of the physician or juris consult. ‘The anxiety
of pious parems for the faith and morals of theirichil-
dren under sueh circumstances, may be conceived.—
Alas! how sad ofien is the condition of 1hose who
seek, even in our Catholic cities, to qualify themselves
for the liberal professions. .

“ At the sight of the many, and grave dangers to
whieli so precious a portion of their flocks was exposed,
the Fathers of the First Provineial Council of Quebee,
expressed glheir ardent desire that, throughout the
land, the Catholics of Canada might enjoy the bless-
ing of Schools, Colleges, and Universities, adapted to
their wants, aud their belief, ¢ Nabis vero nihil non
emollicndumn erit ut Catholisi jura su retinentes,
scholis sibi propriis, sicut et collegiis, Universitatibus-
que, in totd nastrd Provineid fruantur.’—Con. Prov.

¢ The venerable Seminary of Quebee, entering into
the spirit of the assembled Fathers, has undertaken to
carry aut their snggestinn, by the establishment of a
University, where the Catholic vouth of Cnnada may
complete their studies, and quali{y themselves for their

 degrecs, without danger to their faith, and morals,—

Our Most Gracious Sovereizn, Queen Victoria, has al-
ready arasted Her Royal Charter to this institution ;
and 10-day we have the pleasure of aunouncing to
you, that, incompliance with the unanimous request
of the Bishops of the Ecclesiastical Province, the
Holy See has gratiously been pleased te confer upon
it many precious privileges, in estimony of its good
wishes.

¢ The University of taval, named afler the vene- |
rated founder of the Seminary,. having thus. received
thie sanction of the Ecclesiustical authority, as well as.

our Diocese to profit by the advintages which it offers;
not with the view ol ohtaining for themselves a worldly
reputatinn, but for the sake of rendering. themselves
useful to relizion, and to their country, and for the
greater glory of God amongst men.

« We trost that this institntion will give renewed
energy to our educational estblizshments.  ‘I'he Coun-
cil of the University has already offered to all, for
the interest of their pupils, the advantagzes which its
Charter enables it1o confer upon the youth of the conn-
try.  Still, to obtain these, propet studies, and a riwor-
otis examination, will be required.  Wedonbt not that -
all the Seminaries and Golleges of our own, aud the
neizhboring dinceses, will hasten to avail themselves
of these ofters; sonn shall we have the pleasure of
seeing a landable emalation amonest then ; nud an-
nually amonast the stodeuts will be renewed those
peacelnl contests, which have their advantages for the
vanquished, as well as for the victor, )

Ttis an old and true saying, that there never yet
was a democrat who was not a {yrant at heart ; and
of all tyraunies under which the world has ever groan-
ed, the wmost cruel, the most pitiless, as well as the
most degrading, is the tyranny of your Liberal Re-
publican.

We protest against thiswmode of interpretation, he-
canse, though we fully admit the right of a Drotest-
ant miuister to talk any amount of nonscase he likes,
we deny that lie has any right to represeat the great
men of Christian autiquity in the same ridieulous light.
If St. Ignatius, by the words—the © flesh of our Sa-
viour,” meant only — fuitl: in Ghrist”—hLe would
never have spoken about cating it; for men do not
eal ¢ faith ;7 and it tie heretics, against whom St.
Tenativs wrote, had been guilty of vo greater error
than denying the bread and wine in the ISucharist to
be ¢ faith, we havdly thisk that he would Liave been
at the trouble of relnting them. The proper method
of attaining to a right understanding of St. Tgnatius’
meaning is to ascertain, what object he had in view
in writing, and what the errors of the heretics whom
e condemned. Dy this process we propose to in-
terpret the passage above guoted, and not by a re-
fevence to another epistle, written under cntively dif-
ferent circumstances.

Tenatius wrote, give us the true key to his meaning,
and show us, what was the faith of the Cathelic
Church in the I. century, and what the teaching of
one who had, in Lis youth, sat at the fect of St. Pe-
ter, and of the beloved Apostle.

FOREIGN [NTELLIGENCE.

FRANCE.

The subject of the coronation of the Emperor is
-again mootzd; and it is believed that the ceremony
will be peformed on the anniversary of the marriage,
the 29th of January, by the Archbishop of Faris,
who will have previously received a Cardinal’s hat.

The verdict in the trial of the conspirators against
the Emperor’s life had been pronounced. It is  Not
guilty,” in the case of six of the prisoners, and 22
were found guilty, with extenuating circumstances.
Of the latter, seven have been sentenced {o trans-
portation, three to eight years’ exile, and the rest in
terms of imprisonment varying from five to ten years.

Conspiracies again thickly accumulate round the
throne of Napoleon 1TI. At Orleans, the spirit of
discontent excited by the high price of provisions and
tlte searcity of work, venled itsell last week in the
publication of seditious placards, recommending an
appeal to arms. The plot recently discovered at
Tours appears now 1o have rivalled the proportions
of the conspiracy at the Opera Comique. In Lyons
the Emperer’s image upon the copper coin is habitu-
ally defuced.  Added to these unpalatable symptoms
is the complction of the long-projected ¢ fusion” be-
tween the Legitimist and Orleanist princes of the
Royal Family of France. On the 17th Nov., at
Trohsdorf, a formal reconciliation took place be-
tween the head of the Iouse of Bourbon and the
sons of ihe late Louis Philippe. It is said that, by
the terms of the arrangement then entered into, the
Comte de Chambord is to be recognised as the legi-
timate beir to the throne; and that, in the event of
his dying childless, he shall be succecded by the
Conite de Paris, ‘

"I'he Z'¥mes in a leading article rather favors this
movement of the Bourbens, remarks :—

% Those princes, who by their birth and station are
the nateral representatives of this legal right, have a
clear duty to perform, They owe it to the name
they bear, and to the services they may one day be
called upon to render, to maintain the dignity of their
position and the union of their family. Whatever be
the power of Louis Napoleon, it is still a power
without o future, and a reign without a successor ;
and, although we acknowledge no predilection, and
we can form no expectations for those who represent
the ancient monarchy of France, it would be rash to
affirm that among the unknown changes of fufurity
some tide may not agnin float the vessel now thrown
so ligh upon the shore.”

- Treary BETWEEN LENGLAND 4ND FRANCE.—
The Count de Walewski left Paris on Monday night
for L.ondon, after a stay at Fontainebleau of only
two days. It is understood that he has not only ve-
ceived instructions from the government as to the
course it means lo take with respect to the Xastern
question, but that he is the bearer of an offensive
and defensive treaty—or, more properly speaking, a
treaty of pacification—which lias been agreed to be-
tween England and France, and in which the olher
Luropean powerswill be invited to join.— Chronicle.

The cholera has brokenout in Paris. On 24thult.,
there were fifteen cases in hospitals.  On 25th tlt., the
number had increased to twenty-five. Several of the
casza were fatal; but as vo official account is pub-
lished, it is impossible to ascertain the exact number.

The smallpess of the supply of corn continues Lo
create considerable uneasiness in Paris, for, notwith-
standing the edormous importations within the last
two menths, and the exertions of tlie govermment to
keep prices down, there has only been an average re-
ductica of about fifty centimes per hectolitre.

RUSSIA AND TURKEY.

Tt is asserted that Prince Gortschakoll intends at-
tacking the Turks, since he has lately been instract-
ed by his government to conduct the war with ener-
gy and perseverance.

A telegraphic despatch from Tlermannstadt states
that the bulk of the Russian troops are marching into
Lesser Wallachia,

On the 15th Nov. a Turkish corps attempted a
surprise at Turnul.  The Russians were on their
guard, and the Turks were driven back vpon Kala-
fat. Their oulposts are at the distance of a Jeague
from that village, where they have thrown up strong
cntrenchments.

In the Russian camp there are frequent executions
of would-be deserters,

The Paris corcespondent of the Chronicle writes
on Monday, 218t ult:—

Tt may now be considered certain that for some
months to come there will be a truce, de jucto, be-
tween Russia and Turkey. The season is far ad-
vanced, the weather has broken wp, and as not only
the Danube, but the tinpassable marshes which bound
that strenm on both banks, and especially on the
Wallachian side, separate the belligerent forces, it is
not likely that either of them will venture to face
snch difficulties in order to reach their adversaries.
But besides the weather and the nature of the coun-
try, there are other reasons which lead us to suppose
that there will be a de _facto suspension of hostilities
mntil the spring. Itis well kaown that Russia is
quite satisfied with the result of her campaign ; and
vell she may be. By that bloodless campaign alone
.—far it may be said there was no serious opposition
—she las obtnined possession of two of the finest
provinces in Iurope; and all she wants for the pre-
sent is to be allowed to consolidate herself in pos-
sessions which she hopes will be hers in permanence.
She will, therefore, certainly notattempt to cross tiie
Danubg.

The Sultan has declared his intention of taking
the field in person, in the spring.

Omer. Pasha has received orders to continue the
war.» " '

The Britist flect at present in the Dardanelles, to-
gether with six ships which are on their way to re-
inforce it, will make a total of 29 ships, 1,239 guns,
7,492 horse power, and 12,332 men.

A portion of the English fleet has sailed into the
Black Sea. .

The Univers publishes a letter from Bucharest of
the 31st ult., containing the following facts, the truth
of whicl,, it says, it guarantees :—

¢ After the publication of the first manifesto of the
Emperor Nicholas; concluding with these words,
¢« We will march to defend the Orthiodox faith,’ two
Poles belonging to a regiment serving in Bessarabia
having beard of the manifesto, waited on the Colonel,
and said to bim, ¢ We have just read the Emperor’s
manifesto, and, as we desire to act as good soldiers,
we come to ask for our discharge, because, as good
Catholics, we cannot fight for the Greek religion.’
The Colonel wrote to St. Petersburgh for instruetions
how to act, and was commanded to have the two
soldiers shot. TFour others, who made the same ob-
servalions, met the same fate in Moldavia.”

AUSTRIA,

An Austrian corps of observation is concentrating

at Temesvar, on the Servian frontier.
PORTUGAL.

We have from Lishon the melancholy intelligence
of the death in that capital at noon on the 15th ult.,
in childbirth, of her Most Faithful Majrsty—Donna
Maria da Gloria, Segunda. 1Ier cldest son Don
Pedro d’Aleantara, a youth who has barely complet-
ed his sisteenth year, has succeeded io the Crown,
his father, King Ferdinand of Saxe Coburg, being by
law Regent during the young sovereigns minority.
The rumor also prevails of a prajected marriage be-
tween the young King of Porlugal and the daughter
of the King of the Belgians, who is now iu Ler four-
teenth ycar,

SPAIN.

Monsicnor Bedini, the Dontifical Nuncio at Rio
Janeiro, was to be invested with the same functions

The Spanish journals state that the Trench avo-
naut, M. Arban, who made an ascent from Barcelo-
na more than two years ago, and had not since Leen
heard of, and who was helieved to have fatien into
the sea and been drowned, has made lis appeavance
again, An Alicant letter says that his balloon went
over to Africa, and that he was seized und made a
slave, and continpued in that state for two years,when
he eflected his escape.

AUSTRALIA.

This is u
well-authenticated fact.

AvusrraLiay Ficures.—In August last the po-
pulation of the provinee of Victoria in Australia was
250,000.

"I'he population of Victoria
was increasing rom emigration at the rate ot about
8,000 amonth. Trom custom-liouse refurns it was
ascertained that 34 gallons of spirits, 24 gallons of
wine, 141bs of tea, 8lbs of caffce, and 33ibs of tobac-
co, must be eonsidered to be consumed anpually in
Victovia by every one of the population. At Mel-

PALMERSTON ON PROVIDENCE.

We guestion whether an incident so important to
the development of our domestic and social history
lizs oceurred within thé memaory of the retentive brain
of the ¢¢oldest inhabitant,” as_the application of the
Maoderator of the Edinburgh Presbytery tothe Home
Sceretary, and Lord Palmersten’s reply and retort,
Let our readers clearly understand the features of the
case. The Chareh of Scotland, as established by law,

moral being. A ship load of conviets that had mns-
cular strength, and nnderstood navigation, would have
a better chance of reaching the gold digzings in com-
fort and safety than a consignment of the mest pious
Christians in Europe, ignorant of naval technology
aud unaccustomed to manual labor. In return fora
fast, homiliation, and prayer, God will infallibly send
spiritual blessiags in virtne of a self-acting and never-
failing operatrion of the laws of psychology ; but he
will not snateh a single life from cholera in answer o
that cperation. Health and physical tife are to be re-
covered or preserved by the use solely of natural ex-
pedients, and a striet adherence to the materiul con-
ditions ont which these blessings are dependent. To
rebuke fever, and repel cholern, good drainage is
worth a whole hierarchy. One elficient Conunissioner
of the Board of Health, or a single active medical in-
speetor, will do more to save us {rom ¢ plaone,
pestilence, and sudden death,* than the entire beneh
of Bishops, Deans and Chapters incloded.  Non meus
riv sermo—which means this is not owr sermoa, bat a
tecture from ¢ Her Majesty’s principal Secretary of
State furthe Home Department.” ¢ Combb’s Moral
Philosophy and Coostitution of Man,” are being
trauslated into 1he lanzoage of Stale pupers. The
