A decision given in the Rolla Court on Thursday
last in reference to certain bequestz given by the
will of the testator, Michael John Simms, presents a
striking commentary on the efficacy snd justice of
the so much vaunted Act of 1820,

The first of the bequests was a gift of £500 to cer-
tain trustees, to be applied by them towards reducing
the head-rent of a chapel belonging to the order of
Dominican Friars, at Pope's Quay, in the city of
Cork. This bequest Master Brooke held to be void,
on the ground that any donation for the benefit of
any religioua order or society of the Church of Rome
bound by monsastic vows, was illegal, and contrary
to the provisions, a8 well a3 the policy of the Eman-
cipation Act, which, though allowing persens who
were then members of religions orders to reside in
Irciand, on complying with i8 provisions, neverthe-
léss contemplated their uitimate suppression, by
makiog it penal, &t any time thereafter, to join such
confraternities, 'The Master of the Rollg, after an
elaborate review of the statute law, and the autho-
rities bearing on the guestion, affirmed the judgment
of Master Brooke, and held that the bequest was
void.

Now mark—Michael John Simms left the som of
£500 for the purpose of reducing the head-rent cn &
certain chapel iz Cork. The chapel belonged to the
order of Dominicans, and, therefors, the bequest is
void, the intontions of the testator are of oo acconnt,
because the Domiaican ig a religious order bound by
moaastic vows, and all such orders are coddemned 1o
perdition by the glorious, pious, and immorial Act
of Catholic Emancipatioz.

The second bequest, which wag the subject alzo of
appenl, related to a sum of £500 left by the same
testator to the Rev. Messrs. Ruosgell and White, mem.-
bers of the Order of St. Dominick in Ireland, to be
applied by them towards the maintenance and edu-
cation’ of two members to be priests of tbe Order.
The Master of the Rolls held this legacy also to be
void, ag having been given for the purpose of bring-
ing up two persoms, to become, at a fature time,
members of the Order, contrary to the express prp-
visions of the statute. It will be perceived, there-
fore, that any bequest for the benefit of any roligious
order 1n Ireland, or of any member of such order, is,
according to the Catholic Emancipation Act, null
And further that azy beguest for the
edacation or maintenance of acy person whatever,
with the view that at some future time be may be-
come a member of a religious order, i3, accordiog to
the provisions of the said blessed and glorions Aect,
null and void. Ireland isan !emancipated nation,’
and we I[rish Catholics are a great and an enfran-
chised people.—Dublin Irishmen.

their preceptor evinced, Ishounld hope the scholars
from thie institntion will hereafter be very far supe«
rior to the architects who have hitherto barbarised

the churches and chapels of Ireland. What struck

mie most in the entire system was that the boys were
thoroughly treated like reasonable beings ; they were
made to understand tbe .remson:for what tkey were
tmught, a3z well as the facs itself, and they bad com.
municated to them o portion of -that contagious en.
.thugiazm by which their maszters were evidently in.
apired. Searcely aoy punishments are administered;,
the only means resorted to is by pivizg a boy one
blow with a leathern strap ; and I learned from two
of the Brothers thet one of them had been 18 months
withont punishing any of bis pupils, and the other
had only once done so in the course of the last three

vears, The boys are treated with kindness and con-
sideration, and peics are taken to ascertain the beat
of each individeal mind, and inquiries are carefally
made as to the probable future pesition in life of
each boy, in order that the education given may bs
ap nseful a3 poseible to him in ofter life. The sue.
cesa of this system is very remarkable., On an aver.
age four boya a week (or nearly 200 per annum, al-
lowing for holidays) are sent out to the merchants
or tradespeople of Cork and its neighborhood to find
piaces as clerks and shopmen in the counting houszes
and shops of the ¢ity ; some of them, howerver, go to
England, and in very many instances have abtained
very responsible situations in the offices of survey-
ors, architecis and other professional men, T asked
Mr, Duggun, the principal of this institution, what
was, in his opiniop, the effect of their high-class edu-

cation where the pupil subsequen:ly tailed to ad-
vance bimaself in life. EHe replied tiiat he thought
auch sn education would have sn evil resuls if reli-
gious instruction formed me part of it, but that the
principles of Clristinnity were so thorougbiy in-
greiced by them into their educationsl sysiem that
from bis own observation he was convinced no evil
result from gnch & case as [ had Bugpgesied. He
told me there wera three brothera in the school who
all possessed remarkable abilities; two of them
quickly procured situations, and were well provided
for ; the personal appearanca of the third was uafor.
tunately against him, aud ke was unable 3o procare
aoy situation, For some time this man, whose edr-
cation had been carried as far as the course of teach-
ing iu the inslitution weot, worked as a day laberer
in the grounds.of the Christian Brothers; be then
procured employment as a porter in one of the atores
of 1the city, and dwming the whole time that he was
occapied in these two situations, Mr. Duggan assured
me he never knew him to be impatiens of lLiis evil for-
tupe, or 1o complain thal lis education and abilities
were wasted. At length his superior inte!ligence at-
tracted the notice of his master, and he ianow a
clerk in the store he ectered 23 porter. I attribute
the gsuccess of this aystem of education to the fact
hp.t the gentlemez who conduct it are really entha-
siastie in 118 cange ; they are 4 different order of men
from the mere hireling who performs his allotted
task and i3 content if he avoid apparent failure, It
is clear that every one of the Brotbers to whom I
spoke feels the very deepest solicitude for the sue-
cesd of the work he has undertaken, that he regards
the achievements of his pupils iz after life as trj-
umphs of his ownp, and that he takes a kindly and
personal interest in their present and futars wellare,
This institution is, with the exception of about 50/,

per aunum, which i3 granted by the corporatioo, en-

n_rgl_y supported by voluatary contributions of the
cizizens of Cork, who thoroughly appreciate the ad-
vantages of the education it confers, and are only
too glad to secare pupils from it to fill places of trast

had & protessional regard for * Billy,’ and showed
it in this faghion. After a day or two of such regi.
men and society hie voice got weaker, and his face
changed so that the womea were for sending to
feteh & doctor. Billy objected; and then they
bribed him to take a little food with more whiskey,
Even with such inducement, his wretched stomech
tgcunnered’ at it, as Christopher North describesa
gimilar case ; and more whiskey was administeted,
till the aristocrat began to ramblein bis speech—not
babbling of green fields ; nothing 5o inocent even
a8 Sir John's ending—but fanceying -bimself at the
tap of a public lrouse, and giving recklessly bibulous
orders. By-and-bye came the struggle and the rat.
tle in the throat ; and Mary Lloyd, ¢ who bad never
geen a mau die before, could not tell whet it meant.
But it meant the loathsomo end of a bad life; it
meant & gentleman by birth and breeding pulied
down by his own miserable choice of a career to die
uson the couch of a courtesan, leaviog tbe doctors
and the coroner’s jury to inform us that the carcase
lying there was rotten with drink and debauchery,
and ready for death without the assistance of ua-
limited whiskey.

If the crime of murder be a test of poverty and
riches, Ireland ought to be the richest and England
the pooreat countries in the United Kingdom, at
least, if not in the world, for we have it on the au-
thority of a parlismentary pager, issued in the last
session, that in the last five years 208 pereons bave
been capitally convieted in England and Wales : 12
were executed, and one committed suicide on the
morning of his intendad execution. Ia Scotland 11
persons were capitally convicted in the five years,
only two were executed. JIn Ireland 21 persons
were capitally convicted, and il of them executed,
Thus we have it authoritatively that capital con-
victions were fewer in Ireland than in erther Eng-
land, Scotland, or Wales, whilst the crime of child
murder, of almost dsily occurrence in those coun.
tries, and punisbed only by slight imprigonmert, is
gearcely known in Ireland. The capital conviciions
were to the population of each country in the fol-
lowing ratio :—

Ireland, onein.... ....+..276,106
Scotland, onein...c.ove....278,381

his old age he receivea outdoor relief; the county of
Down laborer receives 93 & week, aad that for enly a
portion of the year ; he lives.in a mud house of one
storey ; seldom or never has saimal food; he is
badly clothed, and in his old age he cannothaveout-
door relief’ . Poverty i a parent of crime, undoubt-
edly, and in the face of that deplorable state of
wretchedness which Mr. Senior pictured, it is beyond
contradiction that, in proportion to the populatioa,
po country ig more free from crime than Ireland.—
Walerford News.

Commercial Hotel, Foyle street, 1o take into consi-
deration, not exactly our project, buta cognate en-
terprise in anmother direction. In order to open up
the country to the city of Derry, it is necessary to
have a railway touching at the principal towns in
the country to the east and south of the Dangiven
range, including, for example, (arvagh, Maghera,
Castledawson, Magherafelt, Moneymare, and onwards
to Cookstown. The line propcsed in the advertise-
ment takes the oppeaite side of the Dungiven moun-
tains, passing Ballynascresn, and onwards to Dun-
gannon, by Cookstown and Stewartstown, and at
Duangannon it will join the Belfast line to Porta-
down. This project, if cavried out, willopenup an
additional commuzication between Derry and Bel.
fast, and also with Cookstown and some of the
towns above-mentioned, though it cannot effict the
direct opening contempiated in our original article,
The matter, Lowever, i3 sufficiently important to de-
gerve seriouz coamsideration, and we have no doubt
that our capitalists and locel! gentry will ba prepared
to discuss the subject ina apirit of liberal anter-
atise,— Londonderry Standurd.

duct, and that, iu this filthy prison, he wna kept five
tuys,obliged to listen to the obacenily and blusphem-
ies of the abandoned charactera around him, The
following lettter, written by him 1o us from that pri- -
gon, tells in simple language, and with as izdigna-
tion natural to one of his Lot and gallant Irisk blood
blood, the occasion apd manner of bis imprison=
ment :—

Military Prison, Winchestor, Va;

My Doar M:. McMnster.~Tle correspondents of
the public press huve given glowing, if not veryace
counts of General Sheridan's victories in the Valley,
They bave detniled minutely the number of rebels
kitled or prisoners taken, aud of artillery capsured.
They have horulded to the world, even wilkout a
blush of shame for disgraced humpenity, the number
of barns, and of wheat and hay stacls burned, of
houses plundered, of fumilies impoverished and left
wilhout skelter or food—but there iy one brave and
chivalrous act which I believe no correspondent has
yet notified. On the 25th of Sept. as Qeneral Sheri-
dan's srmy wna advancivg on Hanisonburg, I re-
aolved to enter bi3 lines, and ask for a puss Lo Win-
chester, in order to attend to our wounded here, I
wag brought by a scout to General Wright, who
commanded tho advance. The General trented me
very kindly, snd commanded bis Adjutant to give
me & pass through the lines. I next met General
Sheridan and stafl, and introduced myself to the
Adjutant, asking bim for o pass to Winchester. Ho
replied ** General WriglLt's pass is sufficiont.”

[ called at the hospituls from Harrisonburg i
Winchester, nnd administered the Sacrameunts to
some wounded soldiers, I reached Winchester, Sep-
tember 26th, since which time to Qotober 31st, I have
been daily mivistering to the spiritual wanls of the
wounded of Lotk armies, and doing what ! could to
aid them in other respacts. Being desirous ta see
Greneral Sheridan on some business, and bearing be
was iu town, I called at the headqunarters of Uol.
Edwards, commanding post at Winchester, where
(zen. Shoridav was staying, To my great surprise,
I was.not only denied an admittaace or audicace,
but was, by the otder of Gen. Sheridan, cazt inlo &
dirty prizon, the officer wha executed his order, say-
ing [ was n ‘d——d old Catholic prieat.’ From my
prison I sent the General the following hastily write
ten lester, and as I have &3 yet received no answer,
| am forced to conclude that he endorsed the conduct
of bis subordinate officers.

Let it be kuown, then, to the Cstholics of tha
United States, that Gen. Sheridan bas gnined anothér
victory, not uver thedefenceless women and children
of the valley, but by throwiag a Catholic priest into
a dirty prison, to be the comparion of drunkea and
disorderly soldiers, and this, too, when somc of his
own Catbolic soldiers are dying without the sucra-
menls.

Tur Exoous reom Iaverpoou.—On Tuesday the
government ewmigration offieiala at Liverpool fur-
nished our correspondent at Liverpool with the emi-
gration returns for the month of October. Those
figures show a large falling off in the number of pas-
gengers asiling from the Mersoy in the mouth of Oc-
tober, when compared with the returns of the pre-
vious monthe. To the U. States there eailed 12 ships
under the act, with 5,751 passengers, 1,576 of whom
were English, 2,789 Irish, 241 Scotch, and 883 fo-
reiguers ; to Canada there were 4 ships, with 448
passengers, of .whom 203 wers English, 87 Irisht5
Scotch, and 28 foreigners ; to Victoria there were 2
ghips, with 664 passengers, of whom 238 were Eng-
lish, 348 Irish, 41 Scotch, and 20 foreigners. OF
ghips sailing free from government supervision, 8
were to the United States, with 507 passengers; 1
ship to Victoria, with 36 pessengers ; 2 ships to the
West [ndies, with 14 pagsengere ; 4 ships to South
America, with 85 passengera; 2 ships to East India,
with 11 pagsengers, 1 steamer to Atrica, with 36 pes-
gengers. In the corresponding month of last year
there sailed 12,093 passengers.—Xzpress.

In the absence of authenlic news we have
Tumors; some of them very important, and which
probably have a basis of truth to rest upon. It
is rumored for instance that the idea of a Euro-
pean Congress has been revived, and thata
general disarmament may be expected as the re-
sult. It isalso rumoured that France has ten-
dered her good offices as mediator betwist the
Federal and the Confederate Governments,and
that to this may be attributed the expectations
of peace which now seem to be gaining ground.
In Europe the great difficulty will be to reconcile
the antagonistic,1ndéed irreconcilable, pretenstons
of the King of Sardinia and the Sovereign Pon-
tiff ; on this Cophnent 1t seems to be almost
equally impossible to reconcile the antagomistic
pretensions of the two belligerents, Indepen-
dence is the ulti maium of the one, submssion
that of the other ; we see not as yet how a middle
term betmixt them is to be found.

No action has as yet been taken in the case of
the Florida seized m Bahia barbor by a Federal
cruiser, It is said that the Federal authorities
will refuse to give her up, because the Brazilian
forts fired upon their ship when engaged in cut-
ting out the Florida, and because tbe Brazilians
baving thereby committed an act of war cannot
seek redress by diplomacy, This is an artful
dodge ; but 1t seems to us that the Brazilians
might well reply that n firing upon the Wachus-
set¢ they were guiity of no hostile act towards
the American flag, since the-attack ot the latter
on the Ilorida occurred betwixt sua-down and
and day-light during which time men of war do
not show their colors ; and at an hour when even
if the Federal ship bad had ber ensign hoisted, it
would have been impossible to have made out her
nationality simply because it was dark. "The
Brazilians bad therefore the legal right to pre-
sume that the vessel on which they fired was a
pirate, and not a duly commissioned Federal
man-of-war.  This would dispose of the plea set
up at Washington for refusing reparation to the
Brazilian Government for an outrage upon its
sovereignty.

“From General Sherman we bave nothing de-
finite.

, It is far .otheiwise in Upper Canada. The
most influential Journal in that section -of the
Province, and the recogmsed organ of a Cabnet
Minister, lets slip no opportumty ot excilng
Protestants against Catholics j and hesitates not
to publish the most atrocious accusations against
the latter, without regard either to truth or pro-
bability.  As an instance we will cite a commu-
mcation which appears m the columns of the
Globe of the 19th imstant.

The writer, whose name of course is #o¢ given
— commences his string of calumuies, by the as-
sertion tkat ¥ there is a great scarcity of men
for the lumbermng season,” though “as hgh as
$2 a day has been offered and refused in many
instances, and this, although the men [Irish Ca-

tholics] are seen walkmg about the streets with-

out any wisible means of support.”’ These Irish
Catliolics when urged to accept the $2 a day
refuse, on the pretence tbat they have other and
more importanl work in hand. .

The writer asks * what s this impertant
work ?” and he goes on to teil us that the said
Irish Catholics refuse to engage themselves as
lumberers because they are waiting for orders
from a General of the Federal army, and from
the % Grand Centre of Fenianism,” to rise m re-
bellion against the British Government in Cana-
da; and that so soos as the 1ce takes, they witl
50 rise, and slaughter.the loyalists and Protestants
of the Province. He teils us that “a second
massacre of Bartholomew inay be expected :” and
as a clincher he adds the following harrowing
particulars :—

it Tn the Roman Catholic churches the ¢ pikes’ [of
which we have heard so much in this city] gung,
pistols, and ammunition, sre 3tored in grest quanti-
ties 50 28 to be ready at the appointed time, These
olfensive wenpons have been thsiributed through the
conmvance of Roman Catholic Custom-house officers,
wherever these are piaced, and they are semt to
places where ther could not be introduced by the
ugsistance of the oflicers.”

Finally, we are warned that :—

i The atrocities of the ' White Boys' are about to
be re-enacted in Canads, and our hitherto peaceful
country is to be devastated by similar horrors to
those perpetrated by the midnight assassios in Ire-
land. Murder and arson will stalk through the land”
&c., &c., &c, — Globe, November 19, 1864,

Such statements appearing 1 2 journal so
widely circulated and so influential as the Globe,
1 a journal which 15 well known to be the organ
and mouth-piece of our precious ally, Mr. George
Brown, the President of the Council—are cal-
colated to do much wjury ; and are in all pro-
bability intended to provoke an atiack upon the
Catholic Churches of Toronto, in which it is po-
sitively asserted that arms and ammunition are
stored in great quantities in view of a general
massacre of the Protestants of Canada, We
therefore deal with them with more seriousness
than they would otherwise deserve to de treated ;
and we respectfully invite the co-operation of
our Protestant contemporaries to frustrate the
diabolica!l efforts of Mr, George Brown’s organ
to set Calholics and Protestants by the ears.

titled to all the rights and privileges of ordinary
belligerents.

From the fact that the prisoners have been re-
manded in order to give them time to communi-
cate with thew own Government, and to procure
proofs that m ther attack upon St. Alban’s
they were acting in the capacity of duly com-
missioned troops of a duly recogmsed belligerent
Power—it would appear as if our Courts admitted
the legal valigity of the plea urged by the so-
called ralders—lf the latter can substantiate the
facts upon which that plea is based. It would
seem, we 5ay, as if our Courts claimed the mght
to hear the defence as well as the accusation ;—
and the quast assertion of this right has provok-
ed a strong, but we thiok ill-grounded censure
from the Montreal Herald.

1a tke case of the St. Alban raiders however,
the questlon at issue is one not of fact, but of
law. There is here no question, as in the case
of Muller, as to/whether they on a specified day, at
a specified place, did commit certain specified
acts’; for that they did there and then do all
that 1s imputed to them, is not even contested.
But the question is—granted that they did com-
mit theacts imputed to them, were they legally
justified in so doing 7—were their acts crimmal ?
This, a question of law, 1s the question at issue
m the case of the St, Albans raiders, and upoa
this question our Courts have the right and are
bouod to adjudicate. They are called upon to
pronounce whether the acts of duly commussion-
ed officers of & belligerent Power, committed by
order of that Power, come within the provisions of
the Ashburton Treaty 7 But in the case of Mul-
ler 1t was not questioned that the act imputed to
him was a criminal act, and did therefore fall
within the provisions of that Treaty ; and all
therefore that the American Courts had the right
to reqgmre was prima facie evidence that the
prisoner had committed the particular crimmnal
act imputed to him.

A. slave breaks away from his master, and is
pursued by the latter, To make good his es-
cape the run-away turas round aad kills his pur-
suer, and then takes refuge n Canada. Would
not the British Courts of law, ia case of the de-
mand for the extradition of the runaway slave
on a charge of murder coming before them, be
justified in hearing evidence for the defence as
to the séatus of the accused 7 and in entertaining
the plea tbat the act laid to his charge, though
murder by the municipal law of the States, was
a jushifiable homicide, was not crminal, and
therefore did oot fall within the provisions of the
Ashburton Treaty ?  Precisely the same is the
plea now brought forward by the St. Alban
raiders, They do not contest the facts alleged
against them—to, wit that they committed certain

acts of violence; but they contend that those
acts were not crimmal acts at all, and that it is
only criminal acts winch fall within the provi-
sions of the T'reaty by which the British and Fe-
deral governments have mutually bound them-
selves. We contend therefore ibat the legal
question as to the legality or the criminality of
the acts imputed to the St. Alban raiders, is one
upon winch our Courts of Law are bound to
hear evideoce aad to adjudicate accordingly.

Garibaldi was doubtless according to all inter-
pational and all municipal law, 2 brigand, 2 ma-
rauder, or cut-throat, in that without any autho-
rity or commission from any recognized bellige-
rent Power, he commtted upon the territory of
the King of Naples, and agawst the subjects of
the latter, acts precisely analagous to those com-
mitted by the commissioned officers of the Con-
federate Government (whose eapacity as a bel-
ligerent we have recognized) aganst the Fede-
ral government and its citizens. Had Garibaldi’s
expedition failed, and bad he taken refuge, say
in Malta, or Corfu, how we should lke to
know would a. demand from tne Neapolitan go-
vernment for bis extradition as a marauder, thief
and murderer bave been treated by the Brutish
press and the people geaerally ? They would
have at once decided~—and that irrespective of
the existence of any Treaty betwixt Great Britain
and Naples such as that which exists betwixt
Great DBritain and the United States, that
Ganbaldi should oot be givea up, because his
acts were not criminal acts in the ordinary ac-
ceptation of the term, but political acts oot ton-
templated i any Treaty for the mutual surren-
der of criminals. Apply the same principle, the
same rule to the St. Alban raiders ; forget the
possible consequences to ourselves of the decision
of our Law Coarts—and then indeed we shall be
able to repel the taunt of cowardice and inconsis-
tency, of haughtiness towards the weak, and of ab-
ject bumility towards the strong, which the ene-
mies of Great Britain so often and not altogether
without reason, urge against ber.

Our anp Our GrurroNs. — A case of gelf-de-
struction, singular at least 1o its cause, occurred in
the suburbs of Paris the day before yeaterday. The
unforiunste suicide was a stone. digger, named
Ferdinand P——, aged 24, & native of Lyons, who
wus afllicted with what medical men call bulimy, or
insatinble bunger. Bis earniogs being altogether
insuflicient to satisfy his enormous appetite, though

workmen used to contribuie towards his suppori;
but wearied with thus burdening his friends, and
worn out.by his sufferings from the presence of
‘tmnis, which aggravated his hunger, he ot last came
10 the desperate resolusion of hanging himself, and
succeeded in effecting his purpose. The annals of
medicine record many instances of this disease, both
in ancient and modern times, but the mos! remark-
case of late years was that of 8 woman named ‘Anae
Denise, who died in Paria only a few years sioce.
This unforsunate person was affiicted with bulimy
from her infancy, and while still a young girl used
to devour as much as 101b. of bread daily. Though
got in indigent circumstances, she was twicearrested
for stealing bread to satisfy her hunger. She was
at length admitted into the Salpetriere, and placed
under the treatment ot Dra. Esquirol and Amusaat,
but to.n0 parpose, for she left the Salpetriere as vo-
ractous as ever, Her hunger varied in iamtecnsity ;
at ordinary times she could manage with 12ib, of
bread per dsy, but for three or four montbs of the
year she would eat from 20lb. to 24lb. snd for ten
consecutive years her appetite was greatly sggra-
vated 1n spring. On onme occasion, when she bad
thought of keeping Good Friduy ss a fasiday, she
ate more than 30lb. of food in 24 hours, As she

advanced in years her appetite became depraved,

and sbe took a liking to grass and dlowers, especially
butter-cups, of which she would gather and eat an

immense quantity. To relieve the colics caused by

this unpatural food she used to drink brandy of
which she became inordinately fond,and at last died

a few hours after takiog a whole litre at once.

When on ver deathbed and unable to take food, she

begged ber sister to come and eat near her, and her

lagt words wese—* Since it pleases God that I shall

eal no more, let me at lerst have the pleisure of

geeing you eat.’ Itisa remarkable fact that on'a

psst mortem examination her stomach was fouad to

be exceedingly small, while her liver was uouswally

large, and all her other viscera quite sound aad of
normal size.— Galignani, '

BELGIUM,

There i3 ia Belgium, as our readers are already
awate, & sect, principaily Freemasons, whose hatred
of the Oburch as the opponent of revolutiopary pas-
sions and turbuleat proceedings is so intense that
the members bind tkemselves not to admit the pre-
sence of a Priest on their deathbed, and to repudiate
Christian burial. Most melancholy scepes have
baen the consequence of this horrible obligation.
Not long since an uahappy man who held a high
political position in Belgium, became affiliated iato
this disbolical society, He afterwards paid & visit
of fraternity to the infidels and revolutionists at
Turin, whers he was s2ized with a fatal illness.

SPAIN.

To form
sn accurate judgment of the Romen question, as it
stands since the Convention of the 15th of Septem.
ber, we must know the attitude of the Governments
of France and Italy, end the opinion of the Holy
See. Bat if, which we do not think, it should result
from explasations made in the Qhambers that the
difficulties against which the Pope might fail ia his
internal Government after the evacuaiien of Rome
had been foreseea, and that France nevertheless re-
nounced all intervention, and denmied the right of
other Catholic Powers t0 conlinue the mission
which she seemed to bave attributed to herseif; if it
should happen that Italy in any way peraisted in the
idea of rcquiring Rome ; if this should happen, we
gay, it is our firm belisf that Spain, as a Gatholic
Power, and interested in the independence of the
Sovereign Pontiff, would be bound to protest ener-
gelically and without delay against this preconceived
and premeditated abandoment of the Pontificate,
and to agsuma an attitude worthy of her religious
convictions, her traditions, and her past career.’ .

Ag a practical illuatration of Count Della Marga-
rita’s prognoatication, we find it veported in the Uni-
ta Catlolica of the 13th inst., thate the island of Elba
has been already ceded to France.

King to be hang!” &e, A fow
days ago, a8 Victor Emmanuel was returning from
bunting, the merket womendeft their stalls, drew
up on his way, and abused him in every way they
could, The aristoeracy is furious; the townsmen
fancy that there 18 a gecret treaty to make new ter-
ritorial concessions to Frauce, &¢. In Parliament
the fight will be aharp ; no doabt exists as to the ac-
ceptance of the ireaty, whose rejection would bring
about incalculable evil results. For the present
there is nothing but an irremediable batred existing.
The Milan jouroels bave behaved brutally lowards
Turin, hence an illimited indignatlon on the part of
the Turinese, FloTtence is calm, but anything but
pleased with its transformation.”
