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THE SITUATION IN IRON.

The pig-iron market has been for
years past laoked upon as a sort of
natural barometer of trade, and what
affects that is likely to bc sccu influenc-
ing other markets a little later on. The
following remarks upon the iron and
steel situation in the United State,
therefore, from the Iron Age, should
prove interesting:

"It is exceedingly puzzling, with the
spectacle of works closing and starting
again, to reach any conclusion as to, the
real volume of consumrption. Buyers
keep very close to shore, and manu-
facturers decline to stock product when
its cost promises to be lower with the
opening of next year. Under such con-
ditions couisumptîon 15 probably larger
than appears on the surface, but what
is really troubling makers most is the
uncertainty of the future. During the
winter months in normal years the con-
sumption lis slighter than at other times
of the year, andi ils too xnuch to hope
that tbis will prove an exception. With
the tonnage on the books wasting away,
it lis difficuit to holti prices, in spite of
t gentlemen's agreements' or pools. The
Central Western producers of pig-iron
are taking the restriction of output wry
seriously. The East may get down ta
business at the coming meeting on Mon-
day. The South is rapidly getting down
to restriction through the natural course
of shrinkagie selling prices. While many
in the trade have great faith in the
eficieney of the remedy propased, others
hold that the drastic measures reveal
the existence of an unexpectedly serions
evil. Birmingham bas got down squarely
ta, $ia for No, 2 foundry, but the snost
interesting development of the week has
been the report that a lot of 10,000 tons
lias been sold for shipments to Man-
chester, Englanti. The through freighit
fromi Birmingham to Manchester, in-
cluding insurance, is close to $3.25 per
ton, which does not net mnueh above $8
per ton for NO. 3 at B3irmingham, agaiînst

$.oas the ruling price for dounestic
markets. The best chance for Souithern
iron abroati lies in the M-%editerraniean
markets. There have lbeen sorne moder-
ate steel rail orders for neutral or dis-
tant nmarkets, like Atustralia- and Asia,
and there are feelers for a very large
amnount for Russia. Somnething bas been
doing ini steel plates in a moderate way
on the basis of about $1.3o at milI for
export orders."

XVe are glad 10 see that such an important body as
the Toronto Board of Trade has seen fit 10 cable a reso-
loition of support 10 Mr. Chamberlain, for it shows a
strengthening desire on the part of Canada to niect his
proposals haîf way; and after ail it will only be when
the details conte 10 be worked out that the difficulties
w e have referred to will tuiost make theinselves felt.
Nevertheless, il is not easy 10 avoid the suspicion that,
so far as things have gone at present, Canada lias merely
sFown a natural williugness ta take the good things
o'ff red hier, leaving the consideration of payment for the
sanie 10 the dim and distant future. It is quite possible
for such a broad-inded body of business men as the
Board of Trade to believe that even a inaterial sacrifice
to British manufacturers for the purpose of meeting the
requirements of a preferential tariff would in the end be
more th'an offset by the enlarged markets brought about
by the influx înt the West of agriculturists taking
advantage of the extra inducenients offered to their
point of view. So far, however, itiustbevconcede,4that
individual industries have shown but littie sign of this
willingness for vicarious sacrifice. Another doubt assails
cs as 10 the question of preserving the Canadian market
for Britishi secondary industries, about which the
Toronto Board of Trade meeting had a good deal to
say-

The secondary industry of to-day mnay, for aIl one
knows t0 the contrary, become of primary importance
to-morrow. Will Canadians of the future consider them-
selves bound to abstain from entering upon a given en-
terprise merely because manufacturers of the present
geneiration find themselves unable to cariry on such at a
profit, or are willing to give thecir Britishi brethren the
full advantage of the latter's suiperior adaptability for
sucli an enterprise? If we understand the terni aright,
a secondary industry is often one which has been
brought about by growing competilion in'some other,
or primary, form of manufacture, which has created a
desire to'take advantage Qf every possible opening for
profit; and sometimes it becomes almost impossible 10
carry on the larger or original enterprise without the
aid of secondary industries 10 utilize the bye producîs.
What sort of cul-de-sac, then, are Canadian producera
likely 10 find themselves in, lied down to production in
certain fines which, however satisfying for the present,
11o1d no bond for prosperity in the future? We raise
these'objections, flot because we, refuse belief in the
eventual practicability of Mr. Chamberlain's plans, but
because il is 'generally better 10 recognize difficuilties
before rather than afterwards.

GRAIN SIIIPMENT FROM HALIFAX.

%lany years ago the citizens of Halifax entertained
liopes that their city- should become a great grain ship-
ping port during the winter months when St. Lawrence
navigation was dlosed. These hopes apparently were
also shared b>' the Intercolonial Railway authorities,
who erected a niammoth grain elevlator and several piers
at deep water in that harbor for the speedy loading of
grain cargoes aboard ocean steamers. But the grain
did not corne, the shorter distance to other points and
the. influences of Amnerican routes proving too powerful
ýobstadlea to b. overcome. Tht original elevator was
dtstroy"ed b>' fire, and a new one was erected at large
exptIise, whichli as since stood idie, a towering monu-
mlent to deferred hope. But conditions now have evi-
dently changed, and there is a prospect that consider-
able Manitoba grain wiII be shîpped at tht port of
Hialifax duiring tiie next three or four months. A gang
of mien have been at work putting the elevator in con-
dition for use, and the Allan and other ocean steamers
expect to carry a goodl>' quantit>' of grain froni that
purt dhwlug this winter. Ont of the things which has
»iade it possible to carry grain to Halifax without loss
is tiie reversai of traffic conditions on the I.C.R. For
the firat time ini its histor>' the westhouind freiglit traffic
on this railway exceeds the eastbound, and thus it is
feasible to find return freighit for the cars which bring
th(, grain east lnstead of sendinig themn back empty,
whichi would have been necessaryý in former years.

SAINT JOHN AFFAIRS.
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was accommodation for- the
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pub)lic debt in order to build the wharves now used, and
it gives full use of them. There is. we are told, strong
opinion in the covlmunîty against any further expen-
diture by the citv unless it be under some arrange-
nient whereby the transportation companies will pay
toîls that wvill meet the interest and maintenance
charges. Efforts to get the Dominion Government to
take the work up as of national importance have not
been successful, and the Canadian Pacific have posi-
tively declined to build wharves. Thus the matter
hangs fire. But our St. John correspondent says,
writinq on Tuesday, that there is a chance of the
atniosphere clearing, and if things work out as seemns
probable, St. John wilI have three, if not four, new
berths by next winter. Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, it
seenms, has told a delegation of private citizens that if
the city of St. John can get the Dominion Government
to do the necessary dredging, the Canadian Pacifie will
make a contribution that will pay the cit>' interest and
maintenance for the wharves it builds. On the strength
of this a civic delegation lias been appoiuted Ito meet
the C.P.R. president, and the matter will probablX take
definite shape. Witli four more berths for steamships
the winter business of the cit>' can, it is believed, be
dloubled, and the Canadian Pacific can send to St. John
ail its fleet of transatlantic steamers. It is gratifying
to learn further that the plans for the St. John dry dock
have been approved by the Government engineers, and
that tenders for the building of the dock will be called
for in a f ew weeks.

APT ADVERTISING.

There are some kinds of advertisements that are of
-ver little use toi bring business to the advertiser. There
are others which sem to, "catch on" at once. That is
to, say, the>' create an interest in the reader's mînd about
an article they mention, and tend to makle him look up
the ian Nvho has it for sale. Much mone>' is spent in
ine ff ective, and, th erefore, perhaps, disappointing adver-
tising; and it is this which sometimes leads merchants
or manufacturers to, sa>' that advertising is of no use.
Not ever>' one knows how to write enticing advertise-
mients. Nor does every one know how to write a letter
which willý best suit the business purpose for whidh it is
intended. Some bungling letter-writers manage to dis-'
tort the meaning of the firmn or conipan>' tht>' write for,
and thereby do hanm to their employers. Others wilI
express themselves on paper in sudh a high-and-mighty,
"take-it-or-leave-it" style as to offend a custoner with-
out nieaning to do so. It pays, therefore, to have a
good letter-wniter. It pays also to have a good adver-
tisement writer.

A story related to the writer yesterday illustrates
mwell the effect sometimes produced b>' a skilfully framed
notice. An old fanmer took a notion that he would seil
i fanm and îaybe buy another and a langer one.

HALIFAX LETTER.

Tises' is something seductive about gold mining whicb
makes aniy important strike of tbe yellow metal a matter
of generai intereit. For the last year there has been little
new to report s'egarding Nova Scotian gold mines, the
steady producers pursxsing tise even tenor of their way, and
but little new work being donc. Some time ago, the Nova
Scotian and Nlexican MNining Company began operations at
Goldenvihle. Under the management ofGeorge W. Stuart,
an expes'ieneed muiner, a shaft was sunk on the south side
of thse anticlinal fold of the gold bodies in thîs district
Thse location of the shaft was severely criticized by man>'
people and the sisareholders were told the>' were putting
tiseis' mouey in a rat-hole. The shaft was sunk i75 feet and
a cross-cut tisen drive> 8o fcet, when a belt of quartz veins
18 feet wi<%e was struck, showing heavny and fine gold. These
leadu have no osstcrop on the surface and their discover>
will no doubt give an impetus to deep mining in this pro-
vince.

Thse anmual meeting of thse Nova Scotian Mining So-
ciety was held in titis city hast week thse chair being occuipied
by Mr' Alex. MeNeil, in thse ,absence of the president, Mr.
Cornelius Shsields. Interesting papers were read and it was
decided to niemorahize tise Dominion Geographical Surve>' to,
pubhiuit bettes' andI more prompt reports regarding thse work
of its staff in tis~ province. It was stated that frequentl>'
vahtiable reports, often accompanied by> xnaps, were omitted
frOnt the reports. l'ise excellence of the mining exhibit at
the Provincial Exhibition was a subject of discussion, and
it was decîded to asIc tise Comsnissioners to erect a suitable
bujilding foir the Permanent accommodation of this exhihit.

insurance agents, $îs, etc., etc. There are many prominent
men behind the seheme of which the above is a bni out-
line, but it is far froin bccoming law. The scienc was
adopted at the Iast meeting of the Ratepayers' Association
on motion of the Rev. Dr. Forrest, president, and professor
of political economy of Dalhousie University.

The Halifax Electric Tramway Conmpany were last week
defendants in the Supreme Court in an action for damages
bronghit by the mother of a younig man who was thrown
from bis carniage by collision with an electric car, on Sun-
lay, April 2oth, 1902, receiving injuries f rom which he died.
One of the grounds in the action was that in operating tlîe
cars on Sunday the defendants were acting illegally, being
guilty of performing servile labor. The case lasted severai
days, and resulted in a verdict for the defendant company
on ail the points raised.

Lt is generally understood here that D. C. Fraser, M.P.,
the Guysboro, giant, will receive the appointment ti> the
Supreme Court Bench vice Mn. Justice Henry, wbo ne-
ccntly resigned. The report is cunnent that Hîs Lorulsbîp
the Chief justice of Nova Scotia, will tender bis resignation
this month, and that Dr. Benjamin Russel, M.P., is likely ta,
be his successor.

OUR ST. JOHN LETTER.

There bas been trouble here, as you are aware, as to who
should provide additional whanfage facilities, whicli it bas
been recently and strongly shown are so much needed here
for ocean tradte. It is feit that the municipality bas donc its
reasonable share; thse Government could not be got to prom-
ise ail that was needed; the C.P.R. declined to build new
berths for its steamers. But an almost unlooked for cie-
cumistance gives us hope. The C.P.R. offers a sum that wil
pay interest on the maintenance of wharves, il built by the
city, provided the Dominion Government can be got to do
the necessary dredging. So there is a fair chance that this,
port will get sorme new occan berths before very long.

Louis Coste, C.E., engineer of the Dry Dock Company,
is to corne tu St. John about the iddle of this month, and
Mr'. George Robertson promises that the call for tenders for
the dock will be issued before the end of the month. The
Dominion Government engincens have approved the plans
and the financial arrangements are progressing satisfactorily.

The presenit year is remankable for the development fi
New Brunswick of a number of new industries allied to agri-
culture. At the preserit time thee pork-packing establisb-
ments are being erected, and will furnish the farmers witb
good nmarkets. Ont at Sussex will have a capacity for dress-
ing two hundred bogs per day. That at Fairvihle, on the out-
skirts of St. John, wilI have an even greater capacity, and
the third, at Woodstock, is now in operation, handling fifty
hogs and ten cattie daily. The opening of these three fac-
tories is expected to stimulate the farmers to naise hogs,
and as St. John is an excellent distributing point, the hope
is entcrtained of a large developnsent in this trade.

The Union Foundry, at St. John West, which recently
passed intq the hands of a syndhicate of local capitalists, is
being fitted with new tools and machiner>', and is being put
in charge of expert machinists. Thse management in the

past bas been slack, and a once profitable business was ai-
lowcd to drift away. The effort will now be to capture ail
that was lost and more. Some of the more progressive
citizens are behind the new Company.

Building inspector Maher reports that up to date thîs,
year he has issued sixty-seven building jjermits for Aew
buildings or extensive remodelling of old structures. This
is tbe biggest building year St. John has bad in a quarter of
a century, and is evidence that there is a steady develop-
ment. Many of the new buildings are among thse best in the
City.

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'raies, and -ome iakes are tcning toaris lughcr values,
Export business is inxproving. The demand front the United
States continues rather under expectations. Canada aud
Australasia are ordering regularly and somewhat freely, and
Continental demtand is gradually increasing.

It is niot too eariy now to awaken public intcrest in
holiday godand few departments of the retail dry goods
store are more fitted ta attract holiday purchasers than tht
rlbbon couinter. The New York Dry Goods Economist, in
referring ta thv value o)f ribbon sales for attracting atten-
tion, inakes the following suggestions: Group four or five
different widiths and qualities, take an average of the cost,
and seli the entire lot at one prîce. Merchants who fear
Ibat custoners will select the wide widths and fine qualities
-which, of course, reýpresent the hîghest prices-leaving
thse narrow widtbs neglcted, should not a<»vrook the fact
that wide ribbons cannot be used for evcry purpose, and,
tiserefore, niarrawer widths should have a fair showing in
thse sale. Moreover, the impression made upon the custonier
wlsen there are wide ribbons at a low price is that the aller-
ing ia a genuine bargain. To gel an average price, select,
say, widths caating, respectively, 7, 11, 12, 14 and 21 .ents,
the total anlounting to 65 cents. Inasmnucli as there arc ti"e
lots thse average cost will be anc-fifth of 6>5 cents, wlîîch
ainotita tu 13 Ccuts.

Speaking of the trade sitvation in Manchester, the Lon-
dons Draper,' Record says that the interests of tie cotton
trade are so varied and extensive that dry goods meni are
a:rally keenly interested in tise present position of thinga.

It finds il gralifying ta be able ta say that there are signa
-of impraveinent. Experts expeet that the next few weeks
will witness a revival> and it is reported that preparations
are already being made for the arrivai of the new crop, In
thse meantiine, however, tisere continues ta be a good deal
of suffering, owing ta short tume and reduced wages. For
aeveral wceks past niany of the mnilîs have been warkung only
four days ont of six, and earnings"have fallen ini proportion.
I>eposits wlth savings banica and co-aperative societies bave
been heavily drawn tapon, and the fruit af years of tbnift
bas in freqaient cases been swallowed up. The distressed
workpeople, aur English conteniporary adds, will read witb
mixed feelings thse announcement that a considerable nuni-
ber of factory bands are returning to Lancashire fron Can-
ada, beinsg dissatisfied wlth tise wages paid ini thc Canadian
ujîla. They are hoping for an improvemtent in thse cotton
trae at lborn.

ABOUT GROCERIES AND PROVISIONS.

Tise demand for Canadian cheese in Britain was ten days
ago reported ta be showing sorie i91pravemcnt, thougli
prices were not quotably altered.
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nolidated Grocers ai America, a combine fommed
few iuontbs ago, with a million and a hall capital,

thse leading retail graceries ai the, country, lias
end, net having met witis financial suc cess.
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M7hîl( 'the shipments of butter front Montreal to the
' United Kingdom were last week unusually smail, those of
Oieese were very considerable. The quantity shipped was
42,141 boxes, which is i2,ooo boxes more than for saine
period lait year. The total shipnients for the season up ta
date exceed those of the corresponding period of 1902 by un
less than 229,275 boxes.

The cargo of the second direct fruit boat front the
Milcditerranean Sea to Canada, the "i3ellona," is a suffciently,
xarïed onc. It includes currants front Patras, raisins frorn
Denia, aiso wines, cordials, liqueurs, almnonds, and Malaga
raisins. Soute figures of the înanfest are given in our Mont-
reai market report. The steamer is duc on Saturday next,
being reported at Sydney, Nova Scotia, on Tuesday.

A London .circuiar, dated October 23rd, stated that there
was a good demand for Canadian butter, especiaily as the
supply of Irish was falling off, but prices remaincd the samne.
Choicest sait, newly arrived, was biungîng 98s. to i005. witb
sometimes a shilling or so more for an extra fine lot. Finest
was 94s. to g6s., wbile for inferior 905. to 92s. was the cur-
rent price. It may be notedl that strict choicest Danish but-
ter has advanced two kroners, which is slightly higher than
was the case last year at this date.

Matches made of tic poisonous. white phosphorus will
shortiy bc forbidden ini Germany, a Govennmcnt commission
having discovercd a much preferable substitute in a comn-
bination of the non-paisonous rcd phosphorus, *hich while
ignitung easily by friction, requires a much higher tempera-
turc than the old substance to set it on fire, so that it will
bie every< way safer. The new matches contaîn a much stmaller
percentage of lead, and samples manufactured five years ago
are said to have been founi in perfect condition.

A New York letter from Greece says that the currant
market hadl shown a declining tendency which was inexpli-
cable in view of the heavy buying of the Currant B3ank, which
had taken more than îiooa tons. It had been anticipated
that the absorption of this quantity would have entireiy re-
lieved the pressure, but apparcntly such is not yet the case.
The tîme should not be far distant wben a firin miarket wiil
be. ini order. Advices ta hand, under date of îsth Octaber.
make sbipments at that tinte to ail parts as about 69,coo tons
gross, as against about 77,000 tons grass lait year; the en-
tire shortage beung accaunted for in the shrinkage in the
shipments ta England ani Germiany, aIl otiier markets hav-
ing taken supplies fully equai to last year.

The Govenninent egg collccti.ng anid storage plan ini the
Northwest is described by local papiers as a great success.
Lacli creamery patron bas a number and he is required tamark this number in pencil on ail the eggs hie supplies.
These eggs arc, held at the creamcry for a short time and
then sent in refrigerator cars with the butter ta the storageat Calgary. There ail the eggs are cxamincd and ciassfied
by an expert, and every farnie. is credited with the exact
nunirber of cach clasrs of eggs hie bias sent, The departinent
advanices 'fifteen cents per dozen on the eggs at the timnethey are received, and later the fariner gets the balance ac-
cording to the classification. Thiis year the average pnice
ta the fariner wîll bie just about twenty cents per dozen for
the season, or fuliy double what could have been obtained
Iacally. About 3o,ooo dozen will be handlcd.
