WASHINGTON COURT CIRCULAR.

Iliz Bxcellency Abe Lincoln rose this morning
ot 9.30 a.m., and took breakfast. The bill of fare
included slap-jacks, molasses, corn-starch, cold
waler, and ell the delicacies of the season, A
Cabinct Council was held at ten, at which the
embers engaged in the healthy reereation of
whittling for haif an hour preparatory to the busi-
ness of the weeting, Mr, G. F. Train then represent-
ed the grievances of Ireland in a speech of three
hours length. At the conclusion, it was wnani-
mously resolved that the entire world, the Northern
States excepted, is in & terrible mess, and must he
attended to forthwith,  Mr. Seward and Mr. Welles

ings of Amecrican civilization throughout the
world.

ADVANTAGES OF PAUPERISM.

The lexicographers and scholars of every age,
have invariabTy mistaken the true derivation of|
the word “ pauperism ;" aud most, i’ not all, of|
the philosophers of the present dny have seriously
underrated the advaniages conneeted with the
term itself.
