'iViolesale dry goods ierchjants, espe'
cially in Toronto and Uainilton, are Con-
siderably e ercised just noiw over i
very clever evasion of the fil amount or
the duty on certaii goods being put upon
oui market by American dealers. This
time, however, it is not of' the sacrifice of
American mianiftic.tie'ed goods that we
have to complain, but actually goods o'
iritish make, such as are usually imported
by our own imerciants. I'erhaps sole ol'
our legislatora will bc surprised to leirn
thait goods are now in sported ta CLanada
by Amnerican dealers via New York lit a
less rate ofiduty tiai the saie goods can,
belaid dovn direct by our iow importers.
hie mode of operation is as follows:

A New Yark importer' buys in Europe,
»y two hundred and flfty cases of a ces'

tain class of goods, which he takes fron
the bonded warelouse accordi1g as re-
<quired during the season. Tie season's
demarnd, .howeverhuas not been up to his

expectations, as trade slacheins ; le sOUs
only a hiundred mises, and lie casts about

Ilisi what toý do ivit. tise remaiising anc
Iundred and fifty ; lie does not want to pay
the duty ; the business of the season is
over, and next season the fashion wvill be
changed. le thinks of Canadai but how

lie ta avoid tIe 17 ' per cent.? Hle
miakes up his inind to hoodwink the Cana-
dians ; ie reduces the price of the goods,
say 20 per cent. beloiv cost, and sends
then across, enteriumg then at our euston
hoiuses at the reduced invoice sate, lessen-
ing not oinly the price of the goods but
aiso ilie duty, se thatu oi importes and
w'lsobesaie iserciients stand agliast auld sce
then actually unsder'seliing us in ouir own
market about 25 per cent. in a chass of
goads vhich we liumport at a much less
dsuty tIsan they do. Of course they iwill
sacrifice the gooda in Ciainada sather than
pay the cu ty ; and the Canadian inporter,
Vhose seasón is soimiewlat later, finds his
market not onîly already stocked,or being
stockced, but et n rate whith n'lich there is
nso competing.

We would suggest that oui
custains authorities insist uplosi the pro-
duction of a ces'tified copy ai' the original
invoice as given at the Ne' York Custon
House, and that a law be pr-epared coi-
peliing such goods to be entered at such
original inivoice.

Tie spasmodie cai'aete' of tihis feature
of the "l slaulghtesing business reisders it
impossible foi' oui' muerchants to piOvide
against it, as it may not occu' once in live
years, asd it may continue for a succession
of seasons. If for no other object the
governnent siould see that the revenue
of the country does not silffer thereby.
The retail imerchant can scarcely be said

to deiive iuch benefit fron the operation,
because it is impossible ta foresee it a'd
whien ta rely upon it, as it ia entir'ely de-
pencens t upons ais irregular demland, affect-
ed by iarvests, political issues, panlies and
othser' causes.

The idea is not by any imbeans a neon se,
althouigi its effects have not been felt se
seriously before the present season, (nse
as' two of our slirewdest Montreal hIsole.
sale muerchants took advantage f it soiie
yeai's ago, but were obliged to pay the
dusty, although, through the intervention
of' a thn leading cabinet mîinsister, it was
afteriIrds refuinded. 'J'ie leading retaiil-
ers of Toronto Iad saime exîperience o the
systein last suimer, imany haîviisg been
"ltemptedi into expenuse by the cheapsiess
ofi it " they bought quantities of British
goods fron American travellers. butyiig
by the case when they should have boglit
by the piece, and found theimselves imset
on every side by their also overstocked
sseighbors. Montreal people have a recol-
lection ofI a similar state of things tiwo
years ago, the rsult of' a venture by
A. T. Stew'art & Co. of' New' York in over.
stocking the setailers of this city iit
Striped Lawn'îs. Shoul the law' perimit
Amei'ican firsis ta carry out such scisenes,
soine Canadian inerchants iay' feel wa"
ranted in protecting theinselves as best
they can, regardless of the character .of
the means. Wlsat is to prevent a iwhiole-
sale ierchant on this side froim emssploy-
ing John Jones & Co. of New Yolc (wlio
may be a mytis) in purchasing goods in
Europea and forwarding thein in bond ta
Canada at anîsy price his emsployers nay
choose to fix upon tien i New Vorik?
Tliere aie soine persois vlo, nvhile tihey
wouild scori to tace unsdue advantage of
a finn as' individual, would not hesitate t'or
a moment to deprive the governmiient Ofits
just dues uipon whatever goods they pur-
chase.

pressed an opinion in his evidence before
a select committee of the Iouse of Coin-
mons that it could not be sUpposed thiat
the sentiment of loyalty was very,strong
in Canada. If our material interests are
not benefited by the connection we con-
fess that we have not niuch faith in the
sentiment of loyalty, and ve, therefore,
subscribe to the following remarks in
"Current.Events ": "Sentmrenit nay do
nueh, but the loyalty of Canadians rests

in, a deep-seated conviction that their
msaterial progress and all that makes for
their advancement as a nation are bound
up in British connection." We cannot
concur in the opinion that " these would
"receive an incalculable impetus from a
I closer relationship with England." On
the contrary, our conviction is that, if the
day should unhappily arrive whilen Canada
shall be required, as a condition of main-
taininghber connection with the Empire, to
assume a share of the imperial burthens
which are enormously large, owing to lier
being one of the great European powers,
the separation from Great B3ritain and an-
nexation te the United States will be in-
evitable. .The writer of I Current Events,"
i his desire to establish the futility of one
of Lord Blacliford's objections, vhich was
that the colonies miglt have eventually
the greater share in the governnent of the
British Confederacy argues that nînderany
syston that would be adoptedn, Egland
"would continue to possess, of riglit and

of necessity, a largely preponderating
"influence in the council of, the Federated
"Empire." That, most assuredly, would
be the case during many generations, but
Lord Blaciford was looking to a distant
future, and was, moreover, specuilating on
what wvould have been the result hasd the
old American colonies i-emained i connec-
tien witli the Empire, and had such a fed-
erative systen beei establisied. We are
not inclinsed to mnako forecasts of the ful-
turc, and it is even more uspiproiitable to
speculate on what might have!been the
consequences had the systemns of govern-
muent applied in modern times to the self.
governing colonies been granted to the
old American colonies. Se fa, as it is possi-
ble te forima judgment from, probabilities,
the sepa-ation of the old colonies wvas the
consequence of the conquest of Cana-
da and the expulsion of tie French from
N~orth Ameica. Se long as the old colo-
nists had a warlike and aggressive nation
in their immediate vicinity, thoy wrould,
froin motives e of.elf-int'erest, have pre-
'served theireconnection 'with a powerful
European:State,.and even afterAtie con-
quest, bad the sime powers of self-govein-
ment been conceded that-Nve enjoy, and

the saine abiegation of' taxation for imspe-
rial purposes been observed, tle sentiment
of loyalty viicli really existed in the old
colonsies just as strongly wlen G eorge 11.
ascended the throne, as it does in Canada
under Quseenu Victoria, would, have led, at
all events, to a very long continuance of
the connection. Tie attempt to tax for
impeiial purposes.extinsguisled the senlti-
mont of loyalty in the old colonies, and
our firin conviction is tiat Imperial con-
federation, under any plan that can be de-
vised, would lead to a similar result. We
nloticed witi regret that the Premier in
bis late speech in Montieal gave somne
counutenance te this federation sclhein.
We have divelton tbis subject bocause the
question is one that bears,.iii no smsall de'
grec, on the taxation of the people, and
becauseit is mucli the msost interesting
portion of the leading article in the C-
nadiai Monuhly. Messrs. Cauchon, Lau-
riesr, the propaganda at Romle, and 'the

political picnsies, the public iave probably
had enough of, but ve have sonetlinsg to
say on the reference to the fiscal policy of
the Dominion by the n:riter of " Current
Evensts." iÝe conless that we aire whsolly
unable to compreheid the vicws of those
ivhîo isold that lhappily this is not a party
question." We should be very giad in
deed to be informed what "party ques

Most remsote chance o changing the fiscal
policy;of the Dominion except through
tise instruenostality of pa'ty. It is lardly
possible te estimisate the streingtiof public
opinion in favor eitier of protection or
frce trade so long as those, questions are
treated as not belonging. to party. But
strange to say, the cry of tise Nationalists,
as tiseycaul tieumselves, bas bean that
there is no party question in Canada, and
tiast consequent thereon both of lier

political parties iave been merely graspers
ftr office. If we are not mistaken, mor-
over, the Nationalists or Canada First
partyiviichiis strong insfavor of-rotec-
tion, used all the influence it could coin-
mand to place a'Free Trade governnent in
po'ver .We are told. in one sentence that

"Provincial decrepitude anit deeay can.
bh the only issue" 'o thie absence -o
manussfactusres, and that the poople at the
polls should insist on the reversal of the
presenit policy, while elseivhere we are
assured that ! liappily this is tnoa party
question," and thereforse we are to go " to
decrepitude -and decay" Iwhile ire a-e
figiting over the really party questions
wh'iich nevertiieless the writer of" Currenst
Events " lias not indicated. What can
these paity questions b? Mr. Blake, in
his Teeswîater' speech, took credit for cer-
tain measusres which lhad beenu carried by
the goveirsnent, but ie did not indicato
any important measures te b brougit
forward. Mr. Laurier ic het'before his
constituents held out 'prospects et' reci.
procity wrhich is rieally not a party question
because there is no differenco of opinion
eos the subject il Cansada, and because it
deponds on the action of a foreign poier.
To us it seens 'inevitable that 'the next
Cansadiai political contest mut turn eus tie
fiscal policy te -be adopted, and if the
consequeince siouild b a disruption of
the piesent' political parties, it wîould
probably.be a fortunate circumstance, is'
asnuch as it would tenl to eliminate
froin our politics the violent persenal
bitterness which lias been the most
narked feature öf the recenît political
pienîies.

LECf PROCITY.

Rocent numbers of the Chicago Tribune
contain two articles on the subject of 'a-
ciprocal tiade, one laving reforence to
sane observations on thte subject in this

journal, and aiother in reply te the
''or'oito Globe. Our views are te sone
extent misuniidiestood. We purposely re-
fraincd froin assiting, as the Globc did,
that a Zollverein treaty would be imprac-
ticable Oi' tîho ground of jts nocessarily
involving differeitntial duties againîst Great
Britain, but althought wve by no meins
ignored that difliculty, we were willing
te assume that eteas ilight be round l'or
surinounting it. We were desirous of'
ascertaiiing w'hetlhcr it was the onily difli-
culty i. the way, and we mîust ani that
ve have net beenî mucli cightened by
our Chicago cii toneiporary. The principal
difliculty in regard te any treaty of reci-
procity is that in the United States tlere
is no executive authority, as thereil iin
Engiland and Catnada, with which to nego-
tiate. We have past exper'ieice to satisfy
us ou tlis hoad. One depultation whiclh
visited Washingtoi severral years ago was
put in coinmunication witli a committee
Of: the House Of RepIesentatives, and, as
miglit have beau anticipated, was uniable
te mlnee anîy progress. Sill later Senator,
Brown was charged with a inission ol the
subject undier the, express sanction of the
Britislh Eiibassy et Washington, and after
a tedious îiegotiation, duiing whicli every
'ieasonable concession was male, an agrce-
mont w'as arrived at which was to be
the basis or a treaty, but altliougi recon-
men ded by the president it was quietly
shelved. It is not fair under such ciricumri-
stances in the Tribune to affîinm that Cana-
dians "will consent to reciprocal trade
only in national pî'oducts, such ns salit,
luniber, and coal.'' They consonted will'
ingly to include a great ininber of mali-
factures, aIl indeed in whicli the United
States w'ore 'specially interested. ILt is,

cireover, nuifairt te assert that the chief
objection to reciprocity cames from the
inanufacturers -of Canada, who are afraid
of conpctition front their neiglibors in the
United States. We are under the lui-
pression that the manifacturers would be
inore incined thiai any other portion of
our population te favor the principle of a
Zollverein if il could be shown to e
practicable. We fail te comprehend the
snier of the Tribune, that the Canadians
would ho more prosperous if the Mothuer
Country were hailf as solicitous about
Canadian welfare as Canada is about the
Mother Country. No question lias yet
arisen in w'hich England lias been ealled

on foi an opinion, and -there is lic reasen
te doubt, as the Tlribune itself admits, that
it u'ould act in a liberal spirit slould aniy
case aise for its action. We admit theat
the discussion of details is quite preina
turc, but surely when a proposition eof a
most uinusual character, and l'or wlichi
there is ne precodänt, is star'ted, it cannot
be called a detail to enqnire h1ow1 it is pro-
posed te settle the tariff. We aie firnily
persuaded that the United States wouild
nover consent to aniy really fair arnlge.
ment for establishing reciprocity, but ire
should like iuch te leain that oui Clicago
contemporary bad a plan to suggest that
could be fairly discussed. We find nothing
in his article which indicates lie piocess
by whicli the Zollvercin tariW is toe :,ad.
justed. The Cliicago Triie candi)ly
ecknowledges theat in " natuîral products,
stuch as sait, lunber, and coal, and Ie iiay
aldd animals and grain, the United States
woulid, uider a treaty cOf reciprocity, lie at
a disadvanitage w'ithi Canada. lie, hioweve,
seeus to b unmawa'e that mnîuy o' these
articles are already adiitted inîto Caniada
free of (ity. le esays: " Anericain coit
I now' f[ids a nirket in Caiadia, and tle
" col sumî'ers in that country pay tlhe
Sdities. Whei New England desires
" Nova Scotia coal at cleaper rates, it iay
' induce Congress to remove existing

duties on our' side." COaI presents is

fair an illustration of what Canada claimiîs
te be the truc reciprocal policy as any
other article. The collieries of NovaScetia
are in the neigiboi-hood of the New Eîig
land consuiiers, while those of Peiisyl'
vania and ohio are in the vicinuity eof
Ontario. Coal is an article of prime
necessity. It is free fromin duty in Canada,
which consumes large quantities ot' Lnited
States coal, but the consimers in the
United States are subject te a prolibitory
duty on Canadiain coal. Inih fet, all along
Our extended frontier' hlere are points
w'here natumal products would be imported
nto each coutitry but for the duties. Weo

slould like that the Tribluae would ad-
dress itsolf to the coal question, and cx'
plain law the establislinment of friee trille
in thiat article would.be muakinig a gif't fromi
the United States to Canada. One woild
imagine from reading the Tribune's articles
that the United States did not raise cattle,
sheep or liores, or' grow wlieat, barly, Or
vegetables or male cheese and buttei'.
At ail events lie frankly acknowledgcies
that it cannot compote with Canxadia in,
those articles, and that the frce admission
list must be extended.

Tiey clain tiait constrat importunities and
special iiniduceients marde by tire persuasive
agents tend te deroieralize traite and encourage
over-Iureihase. Tire credit systems, ias mlade
it possible for country rrercrarnts te order large
stocks of goods on long tine, and, in too nany
instances, dire cartion is not exercised im their
purchases. Communication wvith ait parts of
Ontario is rrow se easy an cieapt, that counrtry
rerchants carr readily visit tire ciief centres of'
traie and selct such lines as are necded in
tiroir immîrîediate localities. This fact surggests
tire propriety of brinrgirng Arnericani irranr ufaic-
trurers ad merchirants ito coniidentiai relations
witi tie reliable violesale rncrchants of
Ontario, and thon to allowv io sales te ie made
te tire retait tradc. Tire rearsorn f'or this rili
appear iore clearly when it is kinovrn that
country rmerchants in Onrtarioe, as tIe outgrowth
ot a long establislhed custor, depend in a great
rmeasure urponi the credits wihich tire wholessile
dealers grant themr. if, therefore, Arrerican
maiufacturers seil salait lots of goods te retait
dealers, oven w'hen prompt paymients are made,
the terndency is te cit into tire regulr business
of tire wholesale merclinrts and ill-feeliig Rai
dissatisfaction is tire ourtgrowitr of this policy.

A COMMERCIAL CURIOSITY.
We have received a statemeut o ac.

counts of the assigne and truste0 c-
the estate Of Mr. Norman Van Alstyno,foundryman, of this City. It is a curiosity
in its vay, but the facts in the case, as We
have thlem, are equally as astonislasig, we
hence in the general. interest wo di'awut
tention te it, for every one is interestod in
having commercial transactions, wheblhe
in or out of insolvency, conducted in e
manner te which no exception cau pOsi.
bly be taken. . In 1873, Mr. Van Alstvue
made an assignment, the inveutory of bis
effects amounting te not less than $12,00,
besides a quantity of real estate anj a
numiber of book debts. Soon after, a
composition vas accepted but the ixîsol-
vent being unable to give the ieitîiiod
socuity, the assignoe wvas arpointel a
ti'ustec, iider wlom the estate n'as to i
wiorked. The. formation of this truste.-
shlip eventually re'moved the estate out of
inslvoeucy ; but the proprietors oi' sellers
and mortgagees of the real estato asike
or a lefinition of tleiîr position, and on

undertaking te pay rent to thein, and a
iclease of' the farce of the assigiiiment
brfoî' the trustee, the imsolvent coin.
menced work on the premises. The
assignee refused te comply vith Iny ot
these requests. and being pressedi, laid
asile the office of trustee, resuied
possession of the estato as assignsee and
shu Up the shop, thus pr'eventimlg the
imsovent from paying the first instalinent
of his composition, which fell due about
the end of June, 1874. This action is the
more remarkable, snce tiat the assignee
told the inspectors thât he had cleared
$4,000 or $5,000 profit im the bime lie hald
run the business. This courso is said te
have been prompted by motives of an
ulterior character, laving reference, it is
hinted, to an idea of his own of retiring
from the business of assignee, and hia
self embarking i manufacturing, sinice
that his disposition of estates bad caused
lim much annoyance and litigation. It
may b remarked that his payments te
lawyers, as set forth in his accout current
prepared for the first and final dividend
sheet of the estate of Van Alstyne,
amount te upwards of $320. InIthis case
tee It is alleged that ho disposed of the
working plant of the estate valuedat
about $12,000, to a new company in whiclh
he and his sons were partners, for the sum
et $1750, which stock, instead of collecting
the proceeds for the benefit of the genieral
creditors and for the payment Of wages,
lie allowed te stand as a dividesil foi the
benefit of two .creditOrs, hbo appear to
have bad a special preference. What
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cvery one is now asking is, why had theso

parties special prOference, and why wOre

not the wages of the workien provided

for anterior to this ? In regard to the s0-
cilol dividend sheet, it was only issued

after an orter from te judge hlaving

been wvitidrawn three tirnes, with the

apparent hope that in this way it wLould

ho passed over unnoticed. IIowever, thcat
lias turned out tu be impossible.

The report of the Grand Trunk Raiiway for

9d luas beei carried forwiard to the
next aîccounît, after the payenit of tue prefer-
ential charges, such as inteiest on loatns and
debentures, leases, interest oi equipiient bonds
and thie perpetial debeot tire stock. Rents alone
take £111,214 of lte entire net revenue, which
was about £11,000 short of the aimont neces-
sary to ineet all preferential charges. It mnay
be reimarled ftlitl tue authorities ere expect
ltat, with lte new arrangement whichi they have
imiade for winter traflic, if the seaîson is at Iail
mioderate, lture will be a considerable improve-
ment in revenue, sinice that in thie future, by
the new agreemiet, they are to have a iigier
share of lte whole througli rate fromî Chicago
and Lte Wtest to Liverpool. fin passenger receipts
and tnumbers there ias been a falling oif oit the
liif year of £7.325 in the former an .X3,577 in
lie hlt ier. The totli qîantity of freiglit in 1877

was 1,052,873 tons,against 1,012,922 tots in 1876,
lte average reccipt ieifig Ils.

RECIPROCITY WITII CANADA.

(tom lthe Chicago Tribune.)

The confusion of idens whicl w'as at first
apparent in the articles of' soute of the Cana-
diani papers ot reciprocity is graduatlly yielding
te argmitent. Ve ntow sec in the discussions
of this question n tlit other side of the border
a clearer comiprelension of the deainuaids of flic
CUnitedi States, ifniot a beaffer dlisposition losalisf'y
flitem. So respectable at organ of opinion as
flie Aontreal Journal fJ' Commerce, which is
iiderstood te reflect the views of Sir Fitacis
IlfIates, vi'tnally admîtita, for the sake of argît-
itant, that the Zolverein would be ilesirable, if
it w're practicable, and rolfesses to halt b-
tween two opinions ontly because it ceas objee-
tifns to tie adoption, or sanction, of this
schtemue by flie British Governmen L As 'e
have before hadt oeasieti to Say, the solicitile
of the CaUaidiani leople for the iIlfare of Great
Britain is m1tore sentimental thant sincera. 'lie
ilome Goverimuent. is able to Itake care of itself,
and ias tinis iar shownti tic hosiility in regard
le the reciprocity which lihas existed, or wi it
may exist, betveen Canada and the United
Suaies. The itain ibjcctiont to .reciprocity
cotes, it is apparent, fromittIc the mainufitutrers
of Cialnad, wvho are so titch mure active than
the agrittcu tirill interests involved that thev cati
block any plat whie does not have tleir ap-
proval. Ihey lhive, however, been so fiir over-
cotme ini the maim argument, and so thorougily
satisiied that the United 'States will consent to
no treaty wh'iich loes tint contelatpte the free
excbange of mau ltutres that they have been

ieliced tu frivulOus criticismi of the details
ai' thte proposel scieie. 'T'hey object, firsi, to
the alleged dillienity of adjusting such a tariff,
and, secondly, to the disturbalice it iiglit
Cause in thte foreigin relations of both cointtics.

The Zollverein cin be adjusted witih as lîttle
troublle as atny other plan of reciprocity;
indead, if lS the ouly plan h*Ii cih embraces tuhe
priticiples of ral reciprocify, and therefore is
t eoly one. iviich teas any chance of being

apVproved by the Congress cf ithe United States.
If icanada will sig,îify te our Govertnment that

tle prople of that Country desire to sveep i vYthe cuttomts linle iow stablished between t
two countries itd to mîtlae the ltarit t the
seaboards unîîiform is agninst ail other coîintrics,
there will be2 ha1ille itiliculty i r ueaclintg t lbasis
of understanding. If the difl'erncae betveen,
the United States and Canada iin tai-i' is now
30 per cent, a concession of 15 lier cent. ion,
etcht sida will lie ait equitable arrangement.ilt it is not, probable utt aither coîttinri will
be asked Io yield so mîtuch. Tle Americant

IL is
Lime the plicuerile talk about British mterests
should cease, for nothig cut ban tre certain
thii tliat Great Britaii will b glad te have
Canadiai narkets thrown Open t to the United
StIltes, if thereby a portion of the Americin
tarif' discriminatig agaiist, Great Britaii cat
be remtoved.
