RAILWAY COMMISSIONERS ISSUE DECISION

Contention That Statutes Demand a Third-Class Ser-!

vice Between Toronto and Montreal is Upheld,
but Railway is Given the Privilege
of an Appeal.
"The Railway Commission has given judgment in the application of
. W. N. Robertson of Toronto, under section 26 of the Railway Act, di-

. recting the Grand Trunk to issue third-class tickets at the rate of one penny
per mile, and to run third-class passenger carnages attached to one train

per day, each way, thruout the length

of the line. The order is as follows:

(1) That the Grand Trunk Railway Company run every day thru-

out the length of its line of railway,

between T oronto and Montreal, at

least one passenger train having on it third-class carriages for passenger
traffic, and that the fare or charge for each third-class passenger by any
train on that portion of its railway do not exceed two cents for each mile
traveled, and that the said company forthwith, after the coming into effect
of this order, file with the board of passenger tariffs for the aforesaid por-
tion of its railway, embodying the said rate of two cents per mile for third-

class passengers.

(2) That the G. T. R. be, and is hereby, granted leave to appeal
from this order to the supreme court of Canada upon the question whether
that portion of section 3 of the aforesaid act of parliament, which required
that the fare or charge for each third-class passenger by any train on the
railway of said company should not exceed one penny a mile traveled, and

that at least one train having on it third-class carriages

should run every

day throughout the length of the line of the said railway now in force.

(3) That in the event of an appeal from this order being entered for
hearing at the next ensuing sitting of the supreme court, this order do not
take effect until after the final disposition of the said appeal, but in the
event of such an appeal being entered on or before the commencement of
the said sitting, this order shall then immediately take effect.

Comes After Prolonged Fight

~ In the Couirts

The judgment of the railway com-
mission marks the crowning cpoch in a
most remarkable agitation. After more
than half a century some power has
been found to compel the Crand Trunk
Railway to obey the law.of the land
and to carry out the éxpress provisions
of its own charter. For half a cen-
tury. the government of Canada and
the railway company a(llke ignored the
Jaw. Then for five years ailer public
attention had been challenged the com-

peny defied the law and the Dominion
Government refused to proceed ‘against
it.

The Grand Trunk Railway Company
was incorporated by an act of the par-
liament of the United Canadas.in 1832.
This act, which was, and is, the char-
ter of the company, conferred upon it
many valuable rights and franchises,
and granted subsidies to thc¢ cxtent of
£3000 a mile. At the same time cer-

tair. conditions were Eimpowd upon the |
company, which it accepted, together |

with the benefits conferred upon it. One

of these conditions related tc the pas- |

. senger service to be furmished, and the
passenger fares to be charged. That
Q,art of its charter (Sec. 3, ch.” 37, 16
WVic.) reads as follows:

“The fare or charge for each third-
class ‘passenger by any train of
the said railway shall not exceed
one penny currency for each mile
traveled, and at least one train

. having in it third-class carriages
shall run every day thruout the
length of the line.”

It appears that for a short time, and
uron a limited portion of its line, the
G.T.R. did obey this section of the law.
In the debate in the house there was
produced and handed to the right hon-

sion ,now included in the G.T.R., which
shows beyond peradventure that the
penny-a-mile clause was then respect-
ed

This provision in the G.T.R. charter
nwas no doubt drafted in 1852 by its own
Erglish solicitors, for it simpiy repeat-
ed in substance what at that time was
to be found in all the railway charters
granted by the imperial parliament.
Indeed, by a general statute passed in
1844 (7 and 8 Vic.,, ch. 8) IiL was pro-

vided that to secure for the poorer class

o’ travelers the means of traveling by
rcilways at moderate fares, there should
ba at least one train per day in each
direction and upon every line carrying
third-class passengers, and that

“The cawrriges in which passengers
elall be conveyed by sueh train shall
be provided with- seats and shall be
protected jtrom the weather in a man-
ner satisfactory to the lords ot the com-
mittee. The fare, or charge, for each
tlird-class passengers, by such train,
shall not exceed one penny for each
mile traveled.”

This ‘parliamentary” or third-class
train became so popular that soon all
the rallyvays in Great Britain improved
the third-class service and carried
third-class carriages upon all-*trains.
To-day 90 per cent. of all travel. in
Great Britain "i{s third-class Many
roads have dropped the second-class al-
together and ‘‘only Americans and
dukes travel first-class.” In short, the
third-class service in Great Britain
corresponds to our so-called first-class
and at a penny a mile. S

How It Was Revived Here.

The Grand Trunk Railway Company,
however, soon dropped  the third-class
service in (Canada ‘and proceeded to
charge what it pleased, until a few
months ago there was a . charge of
8 1-3 cents per mile for all passengers
carried east of Toronto on the Grand
Trunk. Railway, unless they went clear
thru to Montreal, when a flat 3¢ rate
was made to meet the competition of
the C.P.R. - Finally this injustice was
comnlained of in the house of commons
by W. F. Maclean (South York) and
the people along the line were appealed
to thru the columns of ‘The Toronto
World. )

It .is curious that no member of par-
flament representing the con$tituencies
hetween Toronto and Montreal on the
line of the G.T.R. took any steps to as-

sist Mr. Maclean, with the single ex-
ception of Mr. Wilson of Lennox and
Addington. This agitation led, how-
‘ever, to the railway commission making
an order fixing the maximum fare of
3¢ for first-class passenger service up-
on all railways east ' of  the Rocky
Mountains NS J

But to return to the G. T. R. charter
and its requirement for passenger ser-
vice at a penny a mile. This provision
had long been ignored or defied by the
railway company, and the various gov-
ernments of Canada had made no ef-
fort to enforce it. ‘Indéeed the fact that

.there was such provision seems to have

been entirely overlooked or forgotten.
The matter was . first brought to the
attention of parliament and the coun-
try by W. F. Maclean, then a member
for the riding of Hast York. During
the session of 1903 he 2nquired whether
the following clause in  the original
charter of the Grand Trunk Railway

Company, passed in 1852, had been re- |

pealéd:

“The fare or .charge for each
third-class passenger by any train
on the said railway® shall not ex-
ceed one penny currency for each
mile traveled, and at least one train

{ per day, having third-class car-
riages, shall run every day thruout
i the length of the line.”
In the Commons.

At the time the minister of justice
was not in the house and indeed it
'seemed impossible to get any answer
|to this question. Hon. W. S. Fielding,
iminlster of finance, said that the ques-
'tion involved the consideration of many
|yvears of legislation and that ‘““‘the gov-
'ernment was not in a position to give
definite answer.

“We think,” added Mr. Fielding,
i“that it will not be wise for us to ex-
press any opinion on this matter at
present.”

On Sept. 24, 1903, the house having
under consideration a bill incorporating
the Grand Trunk Pacific, Mr. Maeclean

moved an amendment to the effect that |

the Grand Trunk Railway should not
I be allowed to take shares of the com-
pany, as provided by the act, unless
and until it complied with the require-
ments of its charter providing for third
class service at a penny a mile. He
discussed the matter at some length,
but finally obtained from Sir Charles
Fitzpatrick, then minister of justice,
the following cryptic reply: .

“I have gone over the statues passed
with reference to this road since 1852,
gone over them as carefully as I can
with the limited time at my disposal,
during the progress of the session, and
I may say that so far as I have been
able to gather, I find that the provi-
sion of section 3, chapter 37, of the sta-
tutes of 1852, if not repealed by impli-
cation—and I think it is arguable, I
do not express an opinion one way or
the other as to whether the provision
is repealed by implication—but I think
that it is a fairly debatable point, is
only applicable to the Grand Trunk
Railway on that portion of its line be-
tween Montreal and Toronto.”

Altho this charter was then more
than- fifty years old, the government
seemed unable to tell what it meant,
and no answer except this wandering
evasion could be had,; The matter was
inquired into by Mr. Maclean at suc-
ceeding sessions of parliament and at
the last session he brought it forward
and constantly pressed it upon the at-
tention of the house and the country.
In his speech upon the motion in reply
to the speech from the throne (Nov. 23,
1906) he called attention to the fact
that he had previously interpellated
the government respecting the com-
pany’s obligation to give. a penny a
mile third-class passenger service:

“I asked the government to state if
the- law was then on the statute book.
The minister of justice was not in his
place, and the question was passed. A
day. or two later -the minister of fin-
ance undertook to answer the question.
He was only able to say that the gov:
ernment did not know whether the law
existed or not, that it would take a
{time to find that out. But the minister
of railways must have known that it
iwas the law. At the very ledst, he
should have tried to find out whether it

Half a Dozen Deaths From Starva-
tion Are Reported.

KINGSTON, Jamaica, July 30.—The
central districts of the Island of Ja-
maica are suffering from a severe
drought, and the outlook for the ba-
nana crop is not bright, The drought
has caused greater loss to the island
|than even the great earthquake.

For doing this, he was quilte bitterly |
assalled by a number of the supporters’
of the government, and, indeed, he play- |
ed a lone hand thruout, Mr, J. T.
i8Schell, M.P. for Glengarry, on March 8,-
51907. denounced this agitation. He said:

“I am quite satisfied that Lhe people |
lof Glengarry do not want te ride in a
[cattle car at two cents per mile.”

Big Dan Derbyshire of Brockville be-

came very indignant on the subject.
| Referring to the member icr South
York, he said:
i “He has always occupied the floor,
|takm¢ up the time of this house, but
the other day he took up the whole time
|of the sitting of the railway committee
two-cent rate and
other things by which he hopes to make
himself popular.”

R. G. McPherson and Bill Galliher,
the twin members from British Colum-
bia, also became very itidignant. Re-
ferring to Mr. Maclean’s demand, that
the government 'should compel the G.
T.R. to obey the law, Mr. lalcPherau:ml
said:
| “My hon. friend, Mr. Maclean, is fond !
{of doing the high dive act in the house.
Hc is fond of getting up before the
foctlights and doing the hoochee-koo-
chee, and the high kick act when there
i3 anything to be made out cf it.”

Nevertheless, Mr. Maclean insisted,
and finally smoked out the first minis-
ter, who made this remarkable state-
ment:

“Must we submit to the humiliation
of having laws with no power to en-!
force them? . We have the power to en-.
force them; the power is vesied in the|
province, and when my hon. friend (W.
F. Maclean, South York) directs his dia-
tribes against my hon. frierd, the min-
ister of justice, and charges him with
failure to enforce our federal laws, I
would ask my hon. friend to address
himself to the attorney-general of the
Province of Ontario and to.the attor-
ney-general of the Province of Quebec.

“He said A moment ago that when the
Grand Trunk Raflway was given .a
chartetr, fifty years ago, one of the con-
ditions was that the company should
carry passengers for two cents a mile
and provide a third-class car. He says
that this has not been done, and, trué,
it has not. He says, ‘Why don’'t you
enforce . the law?’ Well, Mr. Chair-
man, he has only to apply to Mr. Foy,
the  attorney-general of the Province
of Ontario, who is the party entrusted
vnder our constitution to look after this
matter-so far as it concerns the Pro-
virce of Ontario. He has only to apply
to the attorney-general of the province
and tell hinf that that provision of the
law imposed upon the Grand Trunk
Ccmpany has been violated by that
company, and there he will find his
remedy."”

Referred to Attorney-General.

Mr. Maclean replied: “At the first op-
portunity I am going to Mr. Foy of the
Province of Ontario, and 1 shall tell
him that as a citizen I would like him
to enforce that law, especially because
the prime minister of . this country,
whose colleague is responsible for the
administration of the Railway Act, not- |
withstanding anything that may have
been said here to-night, does not.see
his way to enforce it, altho the rail-|
ways are within the jurisdiction of the |
government of Canada. I shall tell Mr.
Foy that, and I shall tell him in the|
most public way, so that the people of |
Canada may be acquainted with this
fact.”

This application was made to Attor-
ney-General Foy, who promised to give
the matter attention.

The next step was an innocent-look-
ing application, which appcared last
spring in The Canada Gazette, giving
notice that at the pending session of
parliament the Grand Trunk Railway
wculd apply for the repeal of section
3 of chapter 87 of 16 Victoria, 1852, It
did not require a wizard to find out
that this proposed repeal 1elated to
the penny-a-mile section in the charter
of the Grand Trunk Rallway, and not
long after a bill was introduced in the
house by Jacques Bureau, providing for
almost everything under the sun and
winding up with a section repeallng'the
penny-a-mile clause in the original
charter of the Grand Trunk Railway.

When Mr. Bureau becamc solicitor-
general, he turned over this repeal to
Mr. Gervais of Montreal. Public senti-|

On Nov. 1, 1906, an informa-
tion was filed in the Toronto police
court by William N. Robertson, a re-
porter of The Toronto World, setting
forth - that he had on every possible
train, attempted to get third-class
gervice from the Grand Trunk Rail-
way, and had tendered the fare of a
penny a mile, and had been ejected
from all their trains and that the
said G.T.R. was not giving any penny-
a-mile service. A warrant was |s-
sued for the arrest of General Man-
ager Hays, who, being brought before
Col. Denison, pleaded not guilty, Upon
the evidence he was adjudged guilty,
but a reserved case was granted.
Pending this appeal an application was
made for an order of mandamus on
the Grand Trunk Railway of Canada to
furnish a daily third-ciass service at
a penny a mile. This application was
dismissed, because the complainant
had a remedy thru the board of rail-

way commissioners.

On March 14, 1907, the Ontario
Court of Appeal reversed the convie- |
tion of Charles M. Hays upon the:
ground that the crime set forth had
been committed by the railway and
not by C. M. Hays personally.

Mr. Maclean stiil persevered and
Laving been referred to the raillway
commission, complaint was duly lodg-
ed with that commission. Messrs.
Curry, Eyre and Wallace, for the
complainant, asked the commissioners
to make an order requiring the said
Grand Trunk Railway to obey the
law. This application was filed on
April 16, 1907, and was argued at
considerable length when the board
last met in Toronto. J. W. Curry, K.C.,
who had conducted the proceedings in
the police court, and in the court of
appeal of Ontarfo, appeared for the
complainant, and the Grand Trunk
Railway was represented by Wallace
Nesbitt, K.C.

Yesterday the board decided that
the Grand Trunk Railway must|
obey the law, like any other 1nst1tu-,
tion, and that this long defiance of
law must come to an end.

Visiting Engineers Amazed at New
Ontario’s Mineral Wealth,

SUDBURY, July 30.—(Special.)—At
the banquet last night to the Ameri-
can Institute of Mining Engineers, Sec-
retary Raymond praised the iaboratory
progress -at Copper Cliff. Geologists
ha¢ gaved millions to
said, and sclence should be c¢ncouraged.
Prof. ‘Blake, wearing the cross of the
Legion of Honor, told how fifteen years
ago he reported on the Cr2ighton mine,
a hole 10 feet deep. Two million dollars
has been taken out since.

Prof. Kent hoped another great mine
would soon be opened to- reduce nickel
to 20 cents a pound and widen the mar-
ket by competition.

Hon. Dr. Pyne, who spoke first, dwelt
on the great respansibilities of being a
minister, and spoke of what ‘the gov-
ernment is doing for the cause of edu-
cation.

“If he does not like the responsibili-
ties,” said C. N. Smith, the Liberal
member for the Soo, ‘‘there are others
who ‘will take them.” Then Mr. Smith
indulged in very eloquent {alk about
the grand old Unilon Jack, suggesting
Canada might annex the States.

“I have no quarrel with the eloquent
gentleman for his speech,” said Dr.
Raymond, “The facility witli which it
was delivered indicates that it has been
used often.” He thought Canadians
were delightful foreigners, and would
have them remain so.
