HISTORICAL MEMORANDA

IN CONNECTION WITH

THE FREE CHURCH, COTE ST.

NOw

CRESCENT STREET PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

The Congregation was organized, and for seven years ministered to
by Deputies from the Free Church of Scotland.

1844 —The Rev. W. C. Burns, arvived in the Snmmer, and preached to
large audiences in St. Gabriel Strect Free Church,

«  The Rev. J. MacNavauroy, of Paisley, arrived a little later, and
continued the work in the =ame church.

1245.—The Rev. J. BoNar, of Larbert, arrived in Spring, preached in
St. Gabriel Street Free Church till a temporary wooden ¢hurch
was erected in Lagauchetiere Street.  He opened this Church
on May 11th, and on the 25th of May ordained the first elders,
viz.: John Redpath, James R, Orr, David Ferguson, Evander
Maclver.

“«  The Rrv. W. Aryor, of Glasgow, arrived about this time, and sup-
plied the pulpit till the end of September.

The Rev A. N. SomervILLE, of Glasgow, took charge during Oc-
tober and November,

“  The Rev. W. C. Burxs, in November, received but declined a call
to labour in Canada, the Congregation promising to support
him  In December he was again urged to fall in with this re-
quest, but finally declined on January 19th, 1846,

MoNTREAL, 11th January, 1888,

statements, having been read, it was moved by Mr. John
Stirling, and seconded by Mr. James Ross :

The year 1387 has come and gone with its lichts and
shadows, its joys and sorrows, its congratulations and regrets,
Acain we have to acknowledge God’s goodness and our own
unworthiness, and with hearts humbled by a sense of onr
many failures, but trusting in Him whose grace has never
flll(,d us, go on to the work of another year,

l)urm'r the year there were registered 22 Baptisms,
92 Burials, and 11 Marriages.  After revision at the end of
the year, the number of names on the Communion Roll is 559,

It will be interesting for the friends to be informed
that in the three Sabbath Schools connected with the con-
grerf'ltmn viz: Creseent Street, Nazareth street, and Petite
Cote, there are 729 scholars on the roll taught by 63 teachers,
and raising for all purposes during the year the sum of 8013,
Surely the very reeital of these figures should stir us all
up to prayerful sympathy and interest in the work that is
being carried on.  Let us remember all these labourers in
our prayers, that they may he strengthened and guided and
encouraged in their work, and that those under their charge
may be led in the ways of pleasantness and peace.

In connection with Creseent Street Sabbath School, the
most important feature of the past vear's work was the
formation of a new Bible Class.  After much careful delib-
eration in the Session it was resolved to put this elass under
the charce of Mr. Robert Johinston, and the result has heen
exceedingly gratifying.  The attendance has been large,
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and it is to be hoped that it may be larger. There being
now three Bible Classes in connection with the Crescent
Street Sabbath School, having about 160 young people on
the rolls, it is hoped that the senior pupils may be retained
much longer than has hitherto been the case, and that
among them many ¢ our future teachers may be found.

[n Nazareth Street the work of the Missionaries, Messrs.
MacViear and Johnston, has been very important. The
attendance on Sabbath evenings has visen as hich as 100,
while that on the Thursday evening has heen about half
that number.

At Petite Cote the work is of an encouraging nature.
Only a few ycars ago this Sabbath School received an
annual *rant from our funds, but now it is not only self
snpportnnr but contributes to a variety of good olgents
The Annual Collection for the General Ilmlutal is always
very generous, and is given with great good will,

The Monday evening meeting in the library has been
found very helpful for instruction and encouragenient, and
while the attendanee has greatly inereased, it is to be hoped
that many more may avail themselves of this oppertunity
to come together to edify one another.

On Wednesday evenings engagements of a secular nature
are becoming more and more frequent every year, hence it is
gratifying tosee somany regular attendants at the Wednes-
day meeting, and we trust that many more may find out that
it 1s a high privilege and a peculiar benefit to set apart one
night in the middle of the week for united prayer and
meditation on God’s word,

The Sabbath morning prayer meeting in the library is
one of the best preparations for the serviees of the day, and
we would urge all those whose home duties permit of their
presence, to come together there to entreat that Divine
blessing without which all our labour will be in vain.

In conclusion, we cannot refrain from referring to the
great blessing that has come upon this city through the
visit of Mr. Moody.  His elear and earnest preaching of the
gospel of the grace of God has heen greatly blessed to the
quickening of God’s children and the econversion of sinners.
Some who had mercly a name to live, while dead, have
received new life, and others have received life more abun-
dantly.

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While the goodness and promise of some have been like
the early cloud and the morning dew, the depth and reality
of the work have been manifested more and more in the lives
of others. Let us see to it that we are among the number
of those who go from strength to strength. Let us lay
aside every weight and the sin that doth so easily beset us,
and let us run with patience the race that is set_before us,
looking unto Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith.

FOR YEAR ENDED 3rst DECEMBER, 1887.

In again presenting our Report to the Congregation it
becomes us first of all to thank our Heavenly Father for the
many unmerited mereies He has hestowed upon us as a

WEEKLY OFFERINGS.

This system of giving for the support of Gospel ordin-
a ances and the Missionary and Benevolent sehemes of the
i 3 Church is still found to work favorably. The amount
i )‘ received during the past year has heen 8958098, of which

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showing a weekly average of S184.25. 'l‘h('sc figures, com-

pared with those of the previous year, show a falling ot

to the extent of S190.61. The (uunt, would take lhh
()”un[l!lllt\ of again commending  the scheme to the
Congregation, as it is «lmtv evident, taking into consideration
the nnmhmshl]n and adherents of the Church, that a few
have not yet fallen in with it, while there are others
who do not scem to realise the importance of it.  Unless
additions to the list of subscribers are made from time to
time, the results cannot be such as they should be.  Let us
lay to heart the words of our Saviour, *Give and it shall

PEW  RENTS.

The income from this source has been $4387.37, an
advance of $202.71 over the previous year, and the account
shows a balance at eredit of 82060.17.  T'he Court has found
it necessary to make extensive repairs to the roof of the
Church, also to repaint the woodwork outside, and to tint
and whiten the Leeture Hall, School Room, and vestibule.
The cost of this work will more than absorb the balance
now at credit of account.

BUILDING FUND

There has been paid in during the year, on account of
old subseriptions to this fund, tln- sum of 812 5.00, to which
has been added from the Weekly Offering account the sum
of 31289.51, making in all the sum of §1414.51 to apply in
liquidation of the debt. The Court having learned that
the land adjoining the Church in front and rear, was being
subdivided preparatory to its sale, came to the conclusion
that it was of the utmost importance that the lots immed-
iately adjoining the Church on Dorchester and Crescent
Streets should be under our control.  Negociations having
been entered into resulted in the purchase of a strip of 13
feet in front by 120 feet in depth on Crescent Street, being
part of the present lane, and a lot on Dorchester Street
having a frontage of 34 feet by a depth of 120 feet, the
whole at a cost of 84248, on account of which 81248 has
been paid, leaving a balance of $3000 to be provided for.
In acquiring these lots the Court had in view the possible
erection of a Manse, as also of a residence for the Church
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officer. Taking into account this transaction, our position
in regard to the debt will be as follows :—

After providing for Minister’s stipend, salaries of
Missionaries, and all other fixed charges against the Weekly
Offerine Fund, as detailed in the Treasurer’s Statement,
there remains a balance of £1800.00 for distribution, which

In addition to the above there is to be added the sum
of $495.18 contributed by the Pastor’s Bible Class, Wednes-
day evenings, specially devoted to Foreign Missions.

PEW REPORT.

The letting of Pews and Sittings remains in charge of
Mr. R. N. McCallum of No. 2217 St. Catherine Street, where
the seat book and plans of the Church may be seen.  Ap-
lications for seats should be made to Mr. MeCallum or to
the Church Officer.

The total number of Sittings let in the Church is 747,
of which 611 are in the area and 136 in the gallery.

CHURCH PSALMODY.

Our congregational singing, though much improved, has
by no means reached perfection ; and while Mr. Bain, the
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Precentor, and the members of the choir do all that they can
to make this delightful part of our serviee bright and help-
ful, the congregation could more heartily second their efforts,
and we trust they will do so. It is not Choir Psalmody
but Church Psalmody at which we aim, and without pains-
taking care and hearty participation by each individual in
the congregation, our ideal can never be realized.

CONCLUSION.

In conclusion we would press upon each individual in
the congregation the duty and privilege of consecrating
themselves and their substance to the service of the Lord
Jesus, It is vain for any to say that they are following
the Lord fully when they are withholding that which He
has given to be used for His glury. All our offcrings for
the maintenance of the ministry of the Word at home and
abroad are purely voluntary, and therefore an excellent test
of the value that we put upon that ministry. If we are
not to pay for it, or try to pay as little as possible, it is absurd
to say that we value it aright, and it is no wonder that we
have leanness in our souls.  God himself has taught us that
spiritual blessings are withheld because of selfish hoarding
or parsimonious gifts. He has thrown down a challenge to
us in regard to this very thing. Bring ye all the tithes
into the storchouse, that there may be meat in mine house,
and prove me now herewith, saith the Lord of hosts, if 1
will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out
a blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it.
May we each and all have grace to take up this challenge
and prove the truth of His words. The bearing of the work
of the Deacons’ Court on the spiritual prosperity of the
congregation is its chief end and highest glory. Let the
floodgates of Christian liberality be thrown wide open, and
there will pour forth upon us and others a flood of spiritual
blessing.  That this may, to a greater and greater extent,
be the result of our iabours, is our earnest desire as we thus
respectfully submit our report.

There have been no deaths, and
comparatively little sickness; some changes have oceurred,
scholars leaving on account of change of residence, &e., and
also two of our teachers, whose places have since been
happily filled.

The library, which is well patronized, has received an
addition of 26 volumes, costing 825.80 ; the scholars are also
supplied with the “British Workman,” and “Cottager and
Artisan.”

Races and games and promenading were engaged in, and all
seemed satistied with the day’s pleasure.
