(H.). The City, of London, in 1907, passed
a bylaw to acquire a certain lot in that
city under the act.'

new professor of physiology in Toronto

There #€ems to
be a good deal of common sense in the
stand taken by the public school prin-
tipals for the appointment of an .en-
ergetic, up-to-date public school teach-
er as third inspector, and making the
system more elastic than it is at pre-
sent‘."

KEEF ON BUILDING THE RAILWAY.

Ont;‘rio is going ahead in spite of
the bad treatment
Trunk and the Canadian Pacific accord
her.

Not only is all
this so, but-the state road is actually
paying.

It need not surprise-anyone, then, if
the government is forced by these cir-
cumstances to continue this policy of
railway development in the northern
portion of the province. Indeed there
is a growing demand to-day for a gov-
ernment built road from Sudbury, con-
necting with the Ontario and Temis-
kaming system, say at Chariten, angl
running thru the new Gowganda Lake
country and Elk City. Pvrospectqrs are
going into this country by thousands,
remarkable finds have been made, and
a new railroad cannot be run in there
too soon to accommodate trade. The
province will make money ot cof the
venture,- a new population will pour
in there, anfl this population will fur-
nish trade for Toronto and all south-
ern Ontario. Let us build this -new
line right away. They say the Cana-
dian Pacific may build it, and the
Canadian Northern are ready to bu:ld
it—if - the province will endorse its
note to the extent of the cost. Why not
warn these roads to keep out of this
country and let the province take pos-
session of it from a railway’ point of
view, and open it up as rapidly as
required? There is no trouble in the
province to get the money;
tario Railway Commission is competent
to do the work; and the people of On-

The application was made by E. F
B. Johnston, K.C., on behalf of W.
Beardmore, Hem-y O'Brien a,ppea.rlng
with: him; by T. G. Meredith in the
London case;-and J. M. McEvoy, K.C.,
and H. E. Rose fori the plaintiff in
Smith v. London. J.*S. Fullerton, K.
C., appeared for Toronto and A. F.
Lobb for the Hydrovmectrlc Power
Commission.

Legal Artument.

Mr. Johnston's argument was pure-
ly a legal one, and he disclaimed any
intentjon of dealing with: the merits
of the case.

“I am not at all coneerned with the
merits of the case apart from the le-
gal rights of the parties;” he remark-
ed in closing his argument. His client
had not cause of action against the
commission in the sense -that the
plaintiff had no contract with ‘the
ccmmission and” was only acting as a
ratepayer. But it was necessary to
have the commission as a defendant
in order to have the case settled.
“Will the government. say that Mr.
Beardmore is ‘to be denied “justice if
he is entitled to it simply because he
cannot. make. the comimission & party
to the trial ? ” was his main plea.

J. M. McEvoy, K.C.,  arguéd . along
with Mr. Johnston that the ratepayers
had been deluded into passing the bhy-
law, and that the contract was made-
