CABINET WILL APPOINT
COMMISSION TO REPORT

ON THE HYDRO RADIALS

Ultimate Mortgage on Province of Scores of Millions of

' Dollars Too Vital a Matter To Be Dealt With Hastily—
All Further Outlays Stayed on Redial Matters Until Re-
port Made. ;

All action in the direction: of further outlays or responsibilities
in Hydro radial matters is stayed, and the appointment of a com-
mission to inquire into them was the announcement made by Premier
Drury yesterday afternoon in a lengthy statement, which gives the
government’s reasons for coming to this decision. Each of the radial
lines which should, it is proposed, be taken over by the provincial
Hydro-Electric Commission, is exhaustively dealt with, and the state-
ment- thus concludes: ;

“‘Somie of the foregoing arguments may not be valid and none
of them may be conclusive against-the ultimate adoption of the pro-
posals. They are, however, as it appears to the government, conclu-
sive against their adoption at the present time and until the .whole
subjec% has been fully and exhaustively examined, because, 1f.and
when the government goes ahead, the province will be committed
not only to the present proposals, but to a province-wide publicly
owned radial electric scheme operated by the Hydro-Electric Power
Commission, involving an ultimate mortgage of the. province and of
the municipalities interested of scores of millions of dollars, The mat-
ter is of far too great importance to be dealt with hastily or lightly.
.The government has, therefore, decided to appoint a commission to
go into the whole problem from every point of view and present a
report for its information and guidance.

“The commission will be requested to ‘proceed immediately with
its task, to hold public inquiries and to report without unnecessary
delay. In the meantime, all action in the direction of further outlays
or the ‘assumption of further responsibilities in radial matiers by the
Hydro-Electric Commission will be stayed.”

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CANADA’S TOBACCO
INTERESTS BRITISH

Overseas Importers Like
“Burley” and ‘'Virginia
Bright” from Dominion.

Ottawa, July 6.—(Canadian Press.)
—That British tobacco importers, in-
cluding some of the largest cigar and
cigaret makers in the world, are keen-
ly interested in Canadian tobacco
growing, is the gist of a report made
by F. C. Charlan. chief of the tobacco
division of the federal department of
agriculture, just back from a trip to
the old land and to France.

HOLD GREEKS A8 HOSTAGES

Constantinoyle, July 6.-—Bombard-
ment of the Great Mosque at Brussa
and destruction of the town by air-
plane attacks are threatened in an
ultimatum received by the governor of
Brussa from Vice-Admiral de Robeck,
British high commissioner at Con-
stantinople, who has been in charge
of British landing parties along the
coast of the Sea of Marmora. The
text of the document follows:

“Nationalist forces, in violation of
the peace terms, have attacked terri-
tory occupied by the British on the
Sea of Marmora and have hindered
the landing of forces from the fleet.

“As a congequence of this aggres-
sive attitude against the British and
other allies, and In event these attacks
continue, it has been dec!ded to bom-
bard the mosque at Brusea and to de-
stroy Brussa by airplanes.

“To avoid such action I ask you to
instruet your subordinates to discon-
tinue their aggressive menace and.not
to prevent our landing wherever land-
ing is deemed necessary.”

It is reported that the Turkish Na-
tionalists, belleving that the British
have not sufficient troops available to
support their marines, have been de-
fying the navy all along the Dardan-
elles, the Bosphorus and the Sea of
Marmora, :

British warships are constantly fir-
ing at gun nests established by the
Nationalists in the mountains, near
ports in the area to be jointly occu-
pled by the allles under the treaty,
but Natlonalist snipers continue opera-
tons so close to tie shore as to en-
danger shipping,

Extensive fortifications have been
made by the British on the mountain
at Beicos, near the north entrance of
the Bosphorus, where the dreadnought

ON FREIGHT RATES

Decision by Interstate Com-
merce Board is Expected

Early in August.

o

Wasaipgton, July 8, —Hearings were

,olosed before the interstate commerce

commission today on the railroads'

.application for increased freight rates,

which has bheen described by shippers
and carriers alike as the greatest
single proposition in its effect on the
people in general ever submitted to
the commission,

Derision by the commission on the
application is expected early in Au-
gust, in order that the new rates may
be effective when the governmen®
guarantee expires September 1.

The rallroads, under the provisions
of the transportation act. asked rate
advances which would yleld an added
yearly income of $1,017,000,000 to pro-
vide the six per cent. return permitted
by the law. Ia addition the expense
to be created by the expected award
of the railioad labor board, estimated
at between $500,000,000 and $1.000,000,-
000, must be met by further increases,
the carriers claim.

Opposition on the part of shippers
was confined mainly to the amount of
the increases asked by the carriers.

These increases are 35 per cenmt, in
the east, 81 per cent, in the south, and
24 per cent. in the west,

The necessity for some advance way
generally conceded. Many shippers
disapproved of a general advance of
the strict percentage basis as advo-
cated by the carriers and suggested
flat increases on certain commodities.

Closing argument for the railroads,
today, A, P, Thom, general counsel for
the Assoclation of Railway Executives,
told the commisgion that when the
labor board's déeision was handed
down the carriers would ask that part
of the further rate advance made
necessary shouid be borne by the pas-
senger traffic. The carriers heretofore
had asked that the entire advance be
placed on freight.

The repult of the election is Bard to
forecast, with 80 many eddies and
eross currents at work, chlef among
which will be the appearance of a
third party, We do not mean the
Socialists, who have nominated Eu-
gene V. Debs, and will probably poll
a million votes for him, at the popular
election without getting a single vote
in_the electoral college. We refer
rather to the party that may be evolv-
ed at Chlicago next week, under the

" supervision of the mbre or less mys-

terious committee of 48. The commit-
tee claim to represent a widespread
public opinion in the' United States,
and say that the coming convention
will amalgamate into one party or-
ganization the Farmers’ Non-Partisan
League, the Labor party and the World
War Veterans. Not without reason,
it is counting upon the filnancial and
journalistic support of Willlam Ran-
dolph Hearst, and there is a possibjl-
ity that Senator Hiram Johnson of
California might be induced to become
the standard-bearer for the party.
Johnson, on his personal popularity,
could probably carry California, and
the Farmers' League has a tremendous
following in Minnesota, the Dakotas,
and other western states. For geveral
years they have controlled the state
government ‘of North Dakota, and
have at least broken even in the re-
cent election. They polled 120,000 votes
in the Minnesota Republican primaries
only a short time ago.

8in as their presidential candidate. We

against him, if well founded, rest with
almost equal force upon the entire
membership of the Farmers' Non-
Partisan League. LaFollette was one
of the first progressives to arise in
the United States, and he fought his
way against terrible odds to the front.
When he first got up to address the
United States senate, practically all
the members left the chamber as a
protest against his radical views.

A smaller force of police met the band
but was defeated.

Bands Well Directed.

These bands, said Herr Gessler, are
centrally organized and directed: they
are financed by the Bolsheviki, and it
Germany were to muster out of her
army 100,000 men, it was poseible that
many of them would enter the pay
of the Bolsheviki.

“How can you feel that centrally
organized bands can be dealt with by
& police force that is not centrally
organized and directed?” he asked.
“It takes England 100,000 men to hold
Ireland.”

After Herr Gessler, Dr, Simons, the
foreign minister, added some remarks
on the difficulties which might resuit
from the precipitous demobilization bf
a large number of men from the eco-
nomic viewpoint,

M. Delacroix, the Belgian premier,
and Premier Lloyd George insisted
upon the necessity of the Germans
fixing 'an early and precise date for
the execution of the treaty, Mr. Lloyd
George even suggested that in the
abegence of a precise statement from
the Germans it might be preferable
to close the conference.

Finally, it was decided after an
explanation by Chancellor Fehrenbach,
who assured the conference of the
pacific Intentions of the German peo-
ple, to adjourn until four o'clock to-
morrow afternoon, to hear thé precise
reply from the Germans.

The Official Commun'fquo.
The text of the official communique

conference reads:

“Following upon the arrival of Herr
Gessler (German minister of defence)
and Major-General Von Seecht (Ger-
man chief of staff) the conference as-
sembled at 4.30 o'clock -this afternoon.
M, Delacroix ppesided. With the ex-
ception of Francois-Marsal, reca:led to
Paris in connection with parliamentary
business, the same membership was
present as at the previous sitting, in-
cluding Marshal Foch and Field
Marshal Wilson and a large number of
allied military and technical experts,
The commissioners of the inter-aliied
military, naval and aeronautic com-
missions in control at Berlin were also
present,

“The conference proceeded to dis-
cuss the execution of the military,
naval and air clauses of the peace
treaty. It heard a report on the exe-
cutive of the military clauses in gen-
éral by Herr Gessler, which was sup-
plemented by explanations by the
Ge.rmnn foreign minister, Simons,

‘From these statements it appears
that the German Rovernment invokes
the economic situation in Germany in
explanation and Justification of the
delays in eéxecuting the military, naval
and air clauses of the treaty. Espe-
clally regarding the reduction of ef-
fectives, it points out how impossible
it still finds it to disband too rapidly
men who would swell the ranks of the
unemployedg

“The president, and, after him, Mr,
Lloyd George, strongly insisted upon
the necessity ifficumbent on the Ger-
man government of fixing definite and
early dates for the execution of these
military obligations if it sincerely
wished to ensue peace and inspire con.
fidence.

"To this end, Mr. Lloyd George re-
quested the German delegates to fur.

Before the formal meeting, the mem-
bers of the supreme council held an
informal morning conference to con-
sider the reply to the Turkish note,
which explained why Turkey was un-
willing to sign the peace treaty in its
present form. Premlier Venizelos of
Greece took part in this conference.
He is elated over the successes of the
Greek troops in their campaign against
the Turkish Nationalists, and he was
the reciplent today of congratulations
from the allied premiers over the vic-
tory won by the Greeks, This, it was
commented, comes at a fortunate mo-
ment for the Greek prime minister,
who is insisting that the Turkish
treaty remain as drawn, with the pro-
visions apportioning Thrace and the
Smyrna district to Greece retained in
the document.

Premier Venizelos has renewed his
pledge to provide the troops to en-
force execution of the treaty, and has
reassured Premiers Lloyd George and
Millerand today that they mneed not
be worried over the question of Turk-
ish resistance, :

Stanislas Patek, who is representing
Poland at the conference, presented
the claims regarding the German in-
demnity. He desires, it was stated,
that his country be allotted, sufficient
sums’from this fund to start Poland
on a solvent financial basis. M. Patek,
in his representations on this subject,
Is setting forth that the Pgles alone
are the barrier between Russia and
Europe and militant Bolshevism, and
he declareg. that Germany did 20,000,
000,000 francs damage to Poland dur-
ing the war,

The supreme council has already
allotted 97 per cent. of the German
indemnity to France, Great Britain,
Itdly, Belgium. and Serbia, leaving
3 per cent. to be divided among Japan,
Rumania, Portugal and Poland. ;

Capital in Neutral Countries. ,

Geneva, July 6.—Swiss newspapers,
including The Democrate, say that
Germany should be obliged at Spa to
make known what amount of German
capital has been placed in neutral
countries since the armistice. They
assert that Cermany has deposited
200,000,000 Swiss francs in Zurie
banks ortensibly for commerce, and it
is reported that similar dzposits have
Teen made elsewhree.

The newspapers charge. that these
deposite are designd to evals the fin-
ancial clauses of the treaty of Ver-
seliles and support the cointention of
Germeny’s impoverishment.

made by M. Shimada, that Minister

That
system showed a deficit last year wof
$47,000,000, and it is estimated that
for some years to come deficits on ‘rail-
way operation by the Dominfon of Can-
ada will run from $30,000,000 to $50,000,-

London, July 6—The British war
office today gave out a message, the
gource of which was withheld, saying
that the cavalry of General Wrangel,
the anti-Bolshevik commander in
southern Russia, had encircled a Bol-
shevik cavalry corps consisting of 18
regiments, on which the Wrangel
forces concentrated fire from armored
trains and airplanes. The message
declares only 160 of the [Bolsheviki
escaped, 1,000 prisoners being taken,
and the battlefield left covered with
dead. In addition 40 guns were cap-
tured.

Plans for an Experimental
Trip from New York
Are Announced.

New York, July 6.—Plans for an
experimental flight from. this city to
Nome, Alaska, and return, by way of
Canadian territory, in part were an-
nounced yesterday by the TUnited
States war départment.

The expedition, composed of four
airplanes of the DH-4B type, manned
by army aviators, will start July 15
from Mitchel Field, Its purpose will
be to prove the feasibility of opening
new transcontinental lines of commu-
nication to aid economic development.
The course will take the aviators
above virgin flying territory, and on
this' account much difficulty was en-
countered in mapping out. the route.

The immediate purpose of the expe-
dition will’ be’ to ghow the possibility
of aerlal mail gervice between interior
cities in Alaska and United States
points. An incidental reason will be
the photographing of unmapped areas
of Alaska. .

The . announcement States further
that “the feasibility of such an ex-
pedition as this by land alrplanes to
Nome, Alaska, has been very care-
fully considered and even preliminary
estimates of the route and landing fa-
cilities indicate the excellent possibili-
ties of successfully carrying out the
flight. With this definite {nformation
on hand, permission was given by
Secretary Baker to make the flight.

“The Canadian Dominion govern-
ment welcomed sguch a flight and
gladly gave its authority for this ex-
pedition to fly over such parts of
Canada as were necessary. The route
that will be ﬂO'Wl'l is the most direct
air route possible,”

Today at Sandy Hook.

New York, July 6--Just prior to the
starting of\the first race for the Ameri-
ca's Cup this month off Sandy Hook,
Shamrock IV, the challenFer® and the
American defender of the historle tro-
phy, will be towed to a South Brooklyn
shipyard for official measurement, This
{s a very important feature of the big
contest, and one that 18 going to create
consjderable trouble. Upon the outcome

of the measurement will depend the time
allowance that will exlst between the
craft. No one knows what this allow-
unce s going to be, altho all who are
familiar with the situation state that
the challenger will have to give time to
the defender,

Only for Designers,

This 1z an exceptionally complicated
rule, and one that only yacht designers
understand. For. the past thirty years,
in all of America's Cup races, the mea~
surement of a boat for time allowance
has been one-hall of the sum of the load
water line length and the square root of
sall area. ;

In 1908 and previous years, Messrs.
Mower and Hyslop simply measured the
deck length of a boat, dropped a plunb
bob from each end {nto the water, floated
a batten in under the bow and under
the stern. measured on the batten the
distance from the plumb 1line to the
end of the water-line, forward and aft,
and subtracted the sum of these two
{measurements from the deck 1 A
That gave them the load water-line
length. The area was measured
according to arbitrary methods, but {(t
was assumed to be, and very nearly, was
the measurement of the area of t%e sails.
To determine the square root of this area
was a eimplo matter, and one sum dn
addition and one in division determined
the rating of the boat.

This was the formula éven in 1908,
altho the measurements of boats for
other races of the New York Yacht Ciub
of that year were made under a rule
very s&imilar to the one now {dn force,
but this rule having been. adopted early
in 1808, and the challenge for the cup
races of 1903 having beeén accepted in
the fall of 1002, the old rule of measure-
ment prevailed in the last cup race.

Completed Measurement.

This year, however, the measuring of
the ts will be more complicated, in-
volving a lot of caloulation, The load
water-line will be measured ds hereto
fore, and then the quarter-beam length
will- be ascertained. This dimension is
used as a corrective of load-water-line,
and Jt must not, without penalty, be
more than a certain pencen
