European Critic Speaks of the 
Cause of the Financial Panic.

(New York Poet.)
The familiar arguments as to what caus­

ed our panic have been reviewed again— 
this time by a very keen and practical 
financial critic, M. Arthur Raffalovich, the 
Rusisan government’s financial agent in 
France, and a trained observer of financial 
events. This is his diagnosis, in a speech 
to the Paris Society of Industrial Econo­
mics:

“Who is responsible? One hears that 
Mr. Roosevelt is the one author of the 
catastrophe; Lord Rothschild is among 
those who, even before the crisis, de­
nounced as a peril the attitude and langu­
age of the president of the United States. 
Now Mr. Roosevelt may have been violent 
in his language, 'too insistent on the dis­
tinction between good rich men and bad 
rich men, who knowingly violated fair play 
in their secret contracts with the rail­
ways. And yet the president did not cor­
ner United Copper or imite trouble with 
a ‘chain of banks’ formed to help his épec- 
ulations. He may have been imprudent 
but he» has had weighty public opinion 
with him in his denunciation of the abuses 
of the trusts.

“The truth is that the United States 
have had an attack of what is there called 
the “big head,” in the course of which 
they undertook to dispose of an unlimited 
European credit for reconstructing their 
rolling stock, railways, stations. Certainly 
there was need for improvements in the 
country’s equipment; but there was de­
mand also for new capital in the domains 
of industry—oil and copper, for instance— 
in which equally large financiers were in­
terested. The greatest industry of all 
came to be the manufacture of paper evi­
dences of indebtedness, and the time ar­
rived when that butput could no longer 
find consumers. The access to life insur­
ance company surpluses had been closed.

“There was financial crisis in Japan, se­
vere disturbances in Genoa and Egypt, 
failures in Hamburg and Holland, all be­
fore the catastrophe of October. The truth 
is, that the United States have been abus­
ing credit, and that Europe has been on 
its guard against them.”
