Geneva, Hay 23, via Paris.—Things are going badly in Germany and the 
imperial regime is threatened, accordin g to Dr, Aristides Aguero, recalled 
Cuban minister to Berlin, who has arrived here on his way to France. Doc­
tor Aguero said:

“I bring good news. I have been fourteen years in Berlin and you can 
easily realize that I have been able tho roughly to study the character of our 
enemies. Things are going badly on the other side of the Rhine. The facade 
of the imperial edifice seems solid enough from abroad, but in reality there are 
cracks in it.”

The Cuban and Guatemalan minis ters left Berlin together. They were 
accompanied by a German colonel who never let them out of his sight and 
they were not allowed to leave their train at any station on the way to the 
frontier. Their meat and bread cards were taken away from them. Doctor 
Aguero declared that there was no prospect of immediate improvement in the 
food situation in Germany. He said that no help could be expected from 
the occupied parts of Roumania as the lack of man power made a cultivation 
of the fields impossible.

New York, May 28.—Hudson Mu. 
announced yesterday that he had 
vented and perfected a device which will 
make ships immune from the dangers of 
the submarine. He said that torpedoes, 
even when fired at close range and 
striking their target, would explode 
harmlessly against the hulls of their 
intended victims.

The inventor made the announcement 
at a luncheon given in Brooklyn, 
asserted that the invention soon will be 
demonstrated by the government, which 
already had been advised of the details.

“The invention is practical for every 
type of vessel,” he said. “It can be ap­
plied within a few months at a com­
paratively cheap price to the hulls of 
ships already constructed. The only 
change necessary in vessels already built 
will be a slight enlargement in their 
beams. My device is of solid material 
and encircles the entire hull of ship from 
the bow to the stem. It in no sense '>r 
noe.”

“No Canadian who dons khaki fears 
to risk his life in the cause of freedom. 
But he goes out with bitterness in his 
heart as he reflects on the men who live 
through these momentous times witli 
gold as their god, and who are permit­
ted by a supine government to exploit 
the necessities of suffering humanity. 
Compulsory service must not stop at 
the door of the man of military age.

“This war has emphasized the duty of 
the citizen to the state. The community 
idea has been quickened. The freedom 
of the individual is bound up with the 
defence of the nation. The small na- ; 
tlons that seek freedom and independ­
ence and the untrammeled development 
of their civil life are forced to adopt a 
system of universal service. This is the 
case with Canada, In her search for 
honor and military strength and free­
dom she finds it only in compulsory na­
tional service.

Spsrummerd UnderwearThe following, written a few years 
ago by W. S. Blair is a satisfactory plan 
for a vegetable garden. It is so arranged 
that a horse cultivator can be used be­
tween the rows. It will also be found 
the most satisfactory should the work be 
done with the hand wheel hoe.

The first run is asparague to be plant­
ed eighteen inches apart in the row. 
Strong one or two year old plants 
should be used. The rhubarb is set 
four and ahalf to five feet apart in the 
row. The object in putting the row or 
parsnips next to the perennial row is 
that part of the row will probably be 
left in the ground over winter, and at 
this place will not greatly interfere with 
the manuring and plowing of the garden 
in the fall

Instead of planting only one row of 
onions two rows leaving about three in­
ches between them can be grown to 
advantage. The cabbage and cauli­
flower should be planted from eighteen 
to twenty inches apart, and between 

I these lettuce plants can be set, and also 
seed of lettuce sown for later use at 
different times. Radish can also be 
grown in this way. It is advisable to 
make a second sowing of some good 
early pea, such as Thomas Laxton, two 
or three weeks later than the first sow­
ing. Should the soil be very rich it is 
a good plan to make a later sowing of 
beets for winter use, otherwise they may 
develop too large.

The tomatoes should be planted three 
feet, corn three feet and celery' six in­
ches apart in the row. The Hubbard

I j squash should be planted eight to ten
feet apart in the rows and two or three 

| plants left to a hill; the vegetable mar-
II row six to eight feet apart, and the mel- 
j j ons and cucumbers four to five feet 
j j apart, leaving three plants to a hill.

It is a good plan to work up thé whole 
,i of the garden as soon as it is fit and to 
I j cultivate the part which is to be planted 

later by an occasional shallow cultiva­
tion to kill weeds and conserve mois­
ture. Just before the seed is planted 
it should also be worked deeply and well 
prepared.
