Boston, Nov. 20.—The curse of the 

famous Hope diamond is again upon 
May Yohe, actress and one-time pos­
sessor of the diamond, now the wife 
of Captain John A. Smuts, who is in 

serious condition at a hospital here 
suffering from a gunshot wound in the 
chest.

Mrs. Smuts called a physician and 
police last night when, after hearing 

shot, she found her husband lying 
on the floor of an adjoining room of 
their apartment, bleeding from a bullet 
wound.

The police found a note, signed by 
Smuts which read: “I intend to shoot 
myself, because I have been unkind to 
my wife.”

At the hospital however, Smuts said 
he had accidentally shot himself while 
cleaning his revolver.
Her Third Husband.

Plymouth, Pa., Nov. 20.— 
Five lives comprised the toll of 
a fire which destroyed seven 
frame buildings in the business 
section here today. The dead 
are Mrs. Martin Sherako, her 
niece, Emily Petroski, 11 years 
old, and three unidentified boar­
ders in the Sherako home. An­
other boarder, Edward Alexton, 
was to a hospital at
Wilkesbarre in a serious con­
dition.

Spreads Quickly
The fire, which was of Undetermined 

origin started in the basement of the 
Sherako. boarding house, police said.
The flames fed by the wooden frame 
construction of the building gained 
rapid headway and soon spread to six 
other places. These included a grocery 
store, a tailor shop, meat market, fur­
niture store and cigar store, and pool- 
room.

A number of boarders were carried 
from the burning boarding house by 
Deputy Sheriff Hosey.

The bodies of Mrs. Sherako and her 
niece and the three boarders were 
fotmd on the first floor, where they 
were evidently attempting an escape 
from the flames when they met death.

The loss was estimated at more than 
$75,000.

Wharfage Charges Reduc­
tion Announced—Collect 

on Short Ton.

Ruling of Board Reversed, 
Mrs. Walker and Child­

ren to Benefit

The top wharfage charges for the 
government wharves will be reduced 
to the same basis as those of the city 
according to the announcement made 
this morning by J. C. Chesley, local 
agent of the Marine and Fisheries De­
partment. The change is effective from 
Dec. 1 the same as those of the city. 
This schedule places all the wharves 
along the waterfront, except those 
owned by the C. N. R. at Long Wharf, 
on the same footing in so far as rates 
are concerned. The C. N. R. has a spe­
cial arrangement whereas no top 
wharfage is charged where the goods 
are transported over the C. N. R. 
Otherwise their rates have been the 
same as the city.

One change in the collection of the 
top wharfage by the Government Is 
noted, however, in the new rates to 
be collected at their wharves. This is 
the collecting of the rates on the basis 
of the short ton the same as the city 
uses. Formerly the Government based 
their charges on the long ton and, 
while their figures per ton were the 
same as those of the city, they were 
really a little cheaper as the city was 
using the short ton. The Government 
wharves are Nos. 7, It, 15 and 16, Sand 
Point.

(Canadian Press Cable.)
London, Nov. 20.—The attempt in 

Cairo upon the life of Sir Lee Stack, 
Sijtdor of the Egyptian army, has 
aroused great indignation here and 
most of the morning newspapers com­
ment very severely, demanding that 
the Government take prompt decision 
and action.

While Premier Zagloiil Pasha and 
the Egyptian Government are acquitted 
of having desired, much less prompted, 
the outrage, it is contended that they 
were to a great extent morally re­
sponsible by their alleged fostering of 
extremism and hostility to the British.

The Times says the Egyptian gov­
ernment must be taught that its prac­
tice of “pandering to the extremists 
for political advantage” cannot be tol­
erated. The paper continues:

"This is no case for a leisurely ex­
change of diplomatic notes ; it is a 
case for immediate and energetic ac­
tion. Such action was effective in the 
Sudan troubles, and the Conservative 
government will be expected to act ul 
least promptly and as firmly as did Mr. 
MacDonald’s government.”

Some of the other papers demand 
that the British Government withdraw 
some or all of the concessions already 
made to Egypt. Even the Liberal or­
gans, which comment less drastically, 
treat the incident as grave and call 
upon Zagloul Pasha Imperatively to 
suppress the terrorism.
Improved But Still Serious

Cairo, Egypt, Nov. 20.—Major Gen. 
Sir Lee Stack, the Sirdar of the Egyp­
tian army who was wounded by as­
sassins yesterday, passed a good night 
and there was some improvement 
noted but his condition this morning 
was still very serious.

Six or more gunmen, using both 
bombs and automatic pistols, were con; 
cerned in the attack, and the Sirdar 
was struck by three bullets suffering 
wounds in the abdomen, one hand and 
one foot. After an operation for trans­
fusion of blood last night, the surgeons 
expressed hope for his recovery.
Premier Takes Action

In a statement to the newspapers 
tjie Egyptian Premier, Zagloul Pasha, 
declared the government would take 
every possible step to solve the mys­
tery of the crime and capture the as­
sassins.

“The outrage,” he continued, “will 
qause a very bed impression with 
everyone everywhere. I deplore this 
crime. I do not know to what end the 
criminals are acting or to what class 
they belong, but I am convinced that 
its authors want to disturb the peace 
of the country. They shall not attain 
their end.”

The newspapers publish many mes­
sages, indicating liniversal reprobation 
of the outrage.

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ICE, IS AIDED BY 
SISTER STEAMER

Will Try to Force Way to 
Fredericton Wharf This

PLOT IS ALLEGED

Defendants Claim Plaintiff, 
His Wife and Others 

Framed Visitors.

London, Nov. 20.— The suit 
of Charles Ernest Robertson, a 
bookmaker, against the Midland 
Bank for £125,000, involving a 
mysterious plot whereby an un­
named “Eastern potentate” was 
blackmailed of £150,000 in the 
belief that he must pay it to keep 
his name from the divorce 
courts, was resumed today before 
a crowded court room, and all 
London gasped at the astound­
ing conspiracy.

Names Are Withheld
The suit involves the love of the 

Oriental potentate for an English 
woman, payment of the enormous 
blackmail sum to a man he believed 
to be her husband, theft of all but 
£25,000 of the money by fraud, 
spiratots and scenes of conspiracy, anti 
blackmail in various parts of England 
and Europe.

According to the story, the Eastern 
potentate occupied a position so high 
that, had his name been brought into 
the case, it would cause international 
com ilications.

province of Canada In potato raising 
this year and also set up a new record 
for acreage production, according to 
reports just Issued by the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics. The average pro­
duction this year was 155.8 hundred­
weights an acre which is the highest 
that has ever been recorded.

The area planted in potatoes this 
year Is provisionally estimated at 563,- 
899 acres, as compared with 560,942 
acres last year. The average yield per 
acre is estimated for the whole of Can­
ada at 103 cwt. as against 99 cwt. las I 
year, and the total yield is placed there­
fore at 58,069,000 cwt. as emoparrd 
With 55,497,000 cwt. in 1923. The total 
value of the crop is estimated at $52,- 
600,000, as compared with $56,397,800 
last year, the average price per cwt. 
being 91 cents this year, as against 
$1.02 last year.

By provinces, the average yield per 
acre is highest in New Brunswick, 155 H 
cwt., the yields of the remaining prov­
inces averaging in cwt. as follows: 
Prince Edward Island 155, British Co­
lumbia 108, Nova Scotia 107, Quebec 
105, Alberta 94, Ontario 93, Manitoba 
83, and Saskatchewan 48. The yield 
in New Brunswick is the highest yet 
recorded, comparing with the previous 
record for the same province of 146.61 
cwt. in 1913.

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OPENS SEASON
THIS EVENING

"THE COLONIES.”THE WINTER PORT.X
The High Commissioners of the 

Dominions residing in London were in­
vited by the British Government, 
through the Prime Minister, to dis­
cuss foreign relations with him before 
a Cabinet meeting. This certainly is 
raising the status of Dominion repre­
sentatives in Great Britain, and will 
,no doubt establish closer relations be­
tween the Imperial Government and 
the overseas Dominions.

The invitation is regarded as an in­
dication that the new British Govern­
ment desires to take an early oppor­
tunity of showing its wish to keep in 
the closest touch with the Dominions. 
These round table conferences between 
Great Britain and overseas representa­
tives must have a beneficial effect.

Heretofore, too frequently, Colonial 
Ministers have advised the Government 
to take certain action that did not en­
tirely meet with the approval of the 
Dominions. It was sometimes neces­
sary for somebody to retreat and such 
a step is never regarded with pleasure 
by either the Imperial or any “Colon­
ial" Government. It is far better to 
be advised In advance, and thereby 
avoid mistakes. The word “colony” 
Is no longer applied to the self-govern­
ing Dominions by up to date states­
men, but the London editors, or some 
of them, evidently forget the new 
practice most of the time.

The first winter port steamer, the

During the first few months of the

NOW $4Protection in India.
(The Englishman, Calcula.)

The Government of India protest in 
shocked tones that it is not right for 
Burma to deny protection for Indian 
steel while claiming it for Burma oil. 
Of course it is right. Business men in 
Burma are but members of that very 
large family—Calcutta is full of them 
—who are frit traders in principle, 
but protectionists for their own par­
ticular industry. The men of Ran­
goon, moreover, point out that, while 
Burma, owing to distance and high 
freight charges, never expects to be a 
large consumer of Indian steel, India 
on the other hand is “overwhelmingly 
the predominant consumer of Burma’s 
oil production." It thus pays India 
to refrain from imposing extra taxa­
tion on the soil industry; require­
ments in pipes because by so doing 
the cost of petrol production Is kept 
down. The further development of 
protection in India can not, it seems, 
hut lead to growth of separatist feel­
ing In Burma.

Where Are the Trees?
'(The Australasian.)

The landscapes of half a century 
ago or less are becoming valuable as 
historic documents. They show coun­
try of great natural charm; but today 
this charm has vanished from many 
of the scenes. In a young country 
many changes are expeteed and towns 
must be built; but the stripping of 
mountains and the burning of forests 
are nowhere really neoessaryi The 
destruction is profitable and that has 
been the cause of this wickedness.

Montreal, Nov. 19—In summariz­
ing the activities of the province for 
the last season, F. G. J. Comeau, gen­
eral and passenger agent Dominion 
Atlantic Railwoy, stated here today 
that more attention than ever before 
had been given to the apple growing 
industry of Nova Scotia, and that the 
tourist traffic increased more than 20 
per cent, over the volume of last year. 
Apples are the chief products of the 
country flanking the Dominion Atlantic 
Railway. For the last five years the 
“Land of Evangeline” has shipped 
more than two million bushels annu­
ally. Given a British preferential 
tariff Nova Scotia may be looked upon 
as the logical place for Britain to buy 
her apples.

“As a matter of fact,” Mr. Comeau 
stated, “a number of British apple 
buyers are at the present time acquir­
ing for themselves large orchards in 
Nova Scotia and large tracts of lancj 
which they intend to put under fruit.

“With the apple growing industry in ■ 
creasing from two to three hundred 
per cent, every decade only 20 per 
cent, of available orchard land is yet 
under crop.”

In respect of the tourist traffic, Mr. 
Comeau stated that bureau estimates 
placed the number of visitors to the 
province at more than a million, this 
representing in wealth left In Nova 
Scotia a sum approximating $7,600,000. 
The register of the Grand Pre Memo­
rial Hall records the visit of 6,110 peo­
ple from all parts of the continent. At 
Fort Anne, Annapolis Royal, 6,500 
peoplex registered, these figures repre- 

i sentlng less than 70 per cent of the 
total number of visitors to those places.

First Officers of St. John Council
K. of C, and Those of Present Day

Department of Justice Issues 
Ruling on Appeal Board 

Jurisdiction.

The St. John Council was the first 
branch of the order that was estab­
lished in New Brunswick, although a 
short time previously a council had 
been organized in Charlottetown. Whep 
tile local body was organized it came 
under the Jurisdiction of the Maine 
State Council, but as other branches 
were organized throughout the the 
maritime provinces, a separate state 
jurisdiction was created for the three 
provinces. The continued growth of 
the order was followed by the estab­
lishment of a state council in each of 
the provinces of New Brunswick, Nova 
Scotia and Prince Edward Island.

It was on Nov. 16, 1604, that the St. 
John Council was Instituted by Jacob 
D. Anderson, Grand Knight of the 
Eustport Council, and State Deputy 
for thf 6ta 
isteri by the following officers from 
lie Eastport Council : Thomas Cas­

sidy, Deputy Grand Knight; John 
Healey, Recorder; James Muldoon, 

» Financial Secretary ; Ambrose Frost, 
Chancellor, and William Smith, War­
den. In the conferring of the third 
degree the following members of the 
Boston Council took part: S. J. Nevlns, 
John A. McKenna, W. E. Malone, 
Richard D. Barry, John E. Farrell and 
Thomas H. Walsh. The prime mover 
towards the organization of the council 
here was J. J. McGaffigan.

In addition to the new members who 
were received Into the order and the 
officials who looked after the institu­
tion of the council, about 60 members 
of Boston councils, as well as a large 
delegation from Prince Edward Island 
attended the ceremonies.

The degree exemplification took 
place in the C. M. B. A. building In 
Union street, opposite Dorchester 
street, and the knights established their 
first council rooms in Berryman’s Hall, 
corner of Princess and Charlotte 
streets. Later they secured quarters, 
also in Charlotte street, but near the 
corner of Duke street and In 1913 pur­
chased the property In which their 
home is now situated, In Coburg street. 
To the building as It was when pur­
chased, a large addition was built 
which is now used as a council cham­
ber for meeting and social purposes.

An Historic Spot
The present quarters of the K. of C. 

in Coburg street are now more than 
100 years old. The loll owing historic 
sketch of the house ly the Tate Ven. 
Archdeacon Raymond Is of particular 
Interest.

The Hon. Charles J. Peters, while 
in St. John, built several houses, which 
are standing to this day and are nearly 
as solid as when they were put up. 
The chief of these was hla residence 
in Coburg street, on what was then 
railed Peters’ Hill. The house, long 
known ns the Peters’ house, or the 
“Stfinr House," was later the Hnthr- 
Wy House, and Is now the home of 
the Knights of Columbus. It was 
built In 1819, and people said Mr. 
Peters was very foolish to he building 
ao Tar out of town; but he said he 
wanted plenty of room, and he got it. 
The house is 100 years old and is, I 
believe, the oldest stone building St. 
John.

The Hon. C. J. Peters was a native 
of Hampstead, on Long Island, N. Y., 
and was only 10 years old when he 
came here with the Loyalists in 1783. 
As a hoy he frequently walked from 
one end of St. John to the other on 
the stumps and fallen trees, without 
touching the ground. He studied law 
with Ward Chipman and was admit- 
t-d to practice in 1791, when only 18 
years old. He was twin- marrie 1 and 
had a family of 20 children.

Coburg street, from Union to Car- 
leton; was long known as Peters’ III!!. 
It was formerly much steeper than it 
is now. A little farther up the hill 
than his own mansion lie built and 
presented to his son. James the stone 
house which still stands there. The 
cottage on the corner of Peters and 
Coburg streets wa s built for his 
daughter Eliza, who married A. K. 
Smedes Wetmore, barrister, about 1820. 
He had a habit of building houses and 
giving them as presents to members of 
his family.

General In 1828, and held the office for 
20 years, or until his death in 1848. 
One of his older children, the widow 
of the Rev. Frederick Coster, died in 
1898, In her 95th year. A younger 
child, Hurd Peters, died about six 
years ago—well known for many years 
as our city engineer. At the time of 
his death he was believed to be the 
only living son of a loyalist in Canada.

Peters street was opened up by Mr. 
Peters In 1819, as, he says, “through 
the field in the rear of his present 
dwelling house.” Many valuable build­
ing lots were as a consequence placed 
on the market. After he moved to 
Fredericton in 1830 his sons occupied 
the house. At that time as many as 
eight or 10 horses were kept in the 
stables, and the late Hurd Peters said 
that he remembered seeing no fewer 
than 82 dogs, of various good breeds, 
around the yard and in the stables- 
Below the lawn in front of the house, 
extending down to Union street, were 
flower and vegetable gardens, finely 
kept, with an abundance of currant 
and rose bushes and plum trees. On 
the lawn itself still stand elm trees 
Imported from Scotland. The mansion 

built with the greatest regard for 
what was substantial, and the cost 
was a

Mr. Peters employed as superinten­
dent of the work a Mr. Cunningham, 
who was the architect of the Govern­
ment House, in Fredericton, and of 
King’s College—now the University of 
New Brunswick,—and also, It Is 
thought, of the St. John Court House, 
recently seriously damaged by fire. The 
Peters’ mansion was built by day’s 
work. Lime at that time cost a guinea 

hogshead. The large block of free­
stone at the entrance was brought 
from Cape Marauguln and cost £50- 
The house and grounds were the scene 
of many brilliant social events. Re­
ceptions on a grand scale were given 
to officers of the army and liavy and 
to leading citizens and their families.

A year or two after the death of 
Attorney-General Peters in 1848, the 
property was sold. The gardens south 
of the lawn were made Into building 
lots, and later the Vard 
has been covered with buildings.

Blazing noon. I glanced through the 

narrow shaded windows on to the 
dusty streets of the oldest city in the 
world, Damascus, says a writer in the 
Christian Science Monitor.

A man passed, his voluminous bur­

nouse, floating around him. as he led a 
little gray donkey in and out of the 
moving throng of shrouded figures ; 
sitting astride the animal was his pla­
cid wife. As I leaned from the open 
casement to watch the vanishing cor­
tege, I caught in a fleeting murmur far 
away, somewhere on the fringe of the 
desert, the weird strains of the soldiers’. 
band.

When the sun had slid to the west,
I wandered out into the tangled 
streets ; into the open courts, tiled with 
mosaics In a profusion of gold and 
color; where crumbling colonades, ex­
quisite in their texture, towered for­
lornly to the cloudless sky, and tumb­
ling walls glowed with shy flowers, 
which had crept through the crevices- 
I watched the Damascenes thronging 
to the great Umayyajd Mosque for 
evening prayer. I entered the urauuc- 

tf. Bazaar, a long building of dim alleys, 
flirting figures and weird sounds; 
gaudy booths gleaming with brass, 
mosaics, silks, and silver; drowsy mer- 

, , chants sitting cross-legged at the en-1 
trance. - »-

Farther along the alley, peddlers j 
marched up and down, clashing brass 
cymbals, crying in harsh voices, a cu­
rious jumble of words. The water 
vendor, carrying the crystal drink in a 
goatskin, elbowed his way through the 
crowd singing.

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PUBLIC NOTICE struck the wegpn. Expert evidence was 
to the effect that the defendant could 
have stopped his car In less than 101 
feet.

142% Rowett In 1914 was a dealer in rum 
loir/, in a fairly modest way. He wrote an 
7j% order for six casks of it. A cerk in a 
jgY? wholesale office, misreading the order, 
49% made it six cargoes.

A month or two before the outbreak 
. j of the war, Rowett began to be deluged 
63« with rum. Thousands of casks came 
44% from all corners of the earth. Always 
60 a simple, straightforward man, Rowett 

threatened suicide rather than be 
thought dishonest when the bills came 
in.

Then the war started. Great Britain 
began raising an army that was to In­
clude altogether about 8,000,000 men. 
Regulations provided a daily ration of 
rum for each man. Rowell was the 
only man In the world who could fur­
nish rum in sufficient quantities and he 
obtained contracts to supply both the 
army and navy throughout the war.

The deluge of rum began a deluge of 
gold, and Rowett emerged a multi­
millionaire. He did not know what to 
do with the money. He made lavish

26% 26% gifts to all sorts of charities and en­
dowed universities. One day he met 
Sir Ernest Sheckleton in the street. 
They had been at school together.

“You’re Shackleton, aren’t you?” 
Rowett asked. “I hear you want to go 
to the South Pole again."

Shackleton said he did.
“I'll furnish the money,” Rowett re­

plied. It cost him $500,000.
Shackleton died during his voyage. 

Rowett believed himself partly respon­
sible. Sir John Stewart, great whiskey 
dealer and a friend of Rowett’s, shot 
himself, unable to meet liabilities of 
nearly $10,000,000. Of this he owed 
$500,000. Rowett thought this might 
have had something to do with the 
suicide.

Some investments went bad and 
Rowett became afraid that he might 
not be able to meet all his bills. His 
bankers assured him that he had plenty 
of money, but Rowett went Jiome de­
spondent, and was found in the library 
of his palatial home, hanging dead by 
a sash cord.

Though a verdict of suicide was re- 
Rowm’s doctor testified he 

convinced Rowett was merely rehears­
ing a suicide in case he went bank­
rupt.

PURINA62% As compensation for a fractured 
skull, which resulted In an injiiry to the 
brain necessitating confinement in an 
Insane asylum, George Beaubien has 
been awarded $5000 by Mr. Justice 
Maclennan, In the Superior court, 
Montreal, says the Gazette.

The award Is to be paid to the 
plaintiff’s brother, Arthur Beaubien, 
who was appointed curator when it 
was found necessary to send the victim 
to St. Jean de Dieu Hospital for the 
insane.

Mr. Justice Maclennan, in reviewing 
the facts of the case, said that on the 
afternoon of September 28, 1922, the 
plaintiff was driving a butcher’s wagon 
south in Beaudry street. At the inter­
section of Beaudry and Lagauchetierc 
streets, an aiitomobl'e going west, 
owned and driven by the defendant, 
Romeo Laframboise, collided violently 
with the vehicle driven by Beaubien, 
throwing h(m from his seat to the 
pavement. Beaubien was rendered un­
conscious and was taken to the Mont­
real General Hospital, where it was 
found that he had sustained a fracture 
of the skull and laceration of the brain 
tissue which affected him mentally to 
such an extent that one month later he 
was transferred to the asylum where 
he is still confined.

Mr. Justice Maclennan declared that 
the plaintiff’s vehicle was first at the 
Intersection of the two streets, and 
consequently had the right of way, 
which the defendant failed to respect. 
Moreover, continued the judge, the de­
fendant ran his automobile, as he ap­
proached the intersection, at an un­
reasonable and improper rate of 
speed, and in excess of that allowed by 
law at intersections. ^

Throiigh the defendant’s negligence 
and want of ’care, said the judge, lie 
failed to see the plaintiff’s wagon, ac­
cording to his own evidence, until the 
vehicles were within 12 feet of each 
other. Then, declared the court, the 
defendant, instead of stopping his auto- j 
mobile, as he pretended he was able i 
to do, within 10 feet, changed his di-1 
rection slightly to his left and violently

electrical power. But Flattner has ap- ! 
parently resorted again to that freest 
of all power, which seldom diminishes , 
and is never exhausted, but goes blow­
ing around the world in a liberty that 
has never yet been restrained.

Flettner is not a newcomer in marine 
invention. He perfected a rudder some 
years ago that bears his name. He 
is now Director of Aerodynamics at 
the Institute of Amsterdam and is ! 
familiarly known to scientific men as 
an experimenter along original ljnes. 
His present affiliation with the Krupps 
and the leading steamship interests of 
Germany has been accepted here as 
evidence that his discovery is a matter ! 
of the first consequence.

Electrical men are interested in the 
Flettner researches. A new method 
of producing bower would mean 
cheaper electricity for every need of 
life. It has been believed that the next 
development .in this field would be the 
construction of generating stations at 
coal mines, so as to minimize expense. 
But Flettner may have found a method 
whereby a source of ,energy can be 
captured at will. The progress at the 
proposed experiment station in Berlin 
will be watched with close attention.

Another Source of Power.
But an attempt to sum up all the 

possibilities involved in Flettner’s in­
quiries would be an effort to survey 
the whole field of motive power. It is 
declared that we have realized almost 
the full possibilities of power supplied 
by coal and oil. In electricity we have 
many things to learn. Apparently we 
may yet find the wind to be the latest 
driving source at pur command.

But Flett­
ner’s achievement is not so easily ex­
plained. The Magnus lasw, under which 
he is working, has nothing to do wifh 
electricity; certainly the theory has not 
been applied in that field. It has been 
suggested that he may have hit upon a 
new means to store the energy derived 
from the wind. If that suggestion is 
borne out, the Influence of his discov­
ery will- extend much further than 
marine power. In fact, it Is said that 
plans are under way to erect a 800-foot 
cylinder in Berlin to generate electrical 
power for other uses.

Various experiments have been car­
ried on to drive ships by compressed 
air. An Australian in London recently 
proved that a ship might he propelled 
in that manner when he sent a small 
craft up the Thames with compressed 
air jets discharged under water. It 
was pointed out that Flettner might 
have discovered a way to store the 
energy of the wind by some other 
method than the generation of electri­
cal energy. Should the possibility be 
realized, it would open a chapter In 
science equal to that which Franklin 
introduced with his magical kite.

If Flettner’s own statements are to 
be believed in their simplest form and 
evident intent, ' he has applied the 
Magnus law to drive a ship and noth­
ing more.

Laymen always have difficulty In 
derstanding how a ship can be bowled 
along by a wind blowing the other 
way. A direct head wind, of course, 
will hold up a sailing ship or even blow 
i t backward ; but a ship seldom has to 
struggle against a wind directly on its 
bow. Usually the skipper can work 
around until at least a quarter of his 
canvas catches the power at a favor­
able angle. On his skill in so doing 
depends his progress.

Assuming that this new kind of 
mast might catch the wind in sufficient 
force to propel a^hip, it becomes an 
absorbing question as to how the force 
could be applied. With a strong breeze 
blowing in the right direction and the 
cylinders doing their best, some of those 
interested were ready to grant that the 
styp might move.
