Boston, March 8—Railroads, industries
and community volunteers combined ef-
forts sgain today to restore the passeng-
er and freight transportation, facililies
that were cut off in northern New Eng-
land by the storm of Saturday. A “dig-
ging out” holiday was proclaimed in sev-
eral cities and scores of industries divert-
ed the energies of their employes to the
swinging of picks and shovels over rail-
road ties. Great snow banks and the
ice formed by the sudden drop in tem-
perature after rain caused the most ser-
ious tie-up of the winter in many places.

The situation in Maine, New Hamp-
shire and Vermont was the most serious
in many yzars. Hundreds of passengers
were maroconed in small cities and towns
where trains had been stalled since Sa-
turday nigut and in some places the feed-
ing of these refugees became a serious
problem. 3 =

Service between Portsmouth and Bos-
ton, on the Boston and Maine, was re-
sumed after a suspension of nearly forty-
six hours.

Tie-ups on the Vermont Central lines,
where several passenger trains were held
up Saturday and yesterday were loosens
ed early this morning.

Finance Minister Said to be Considering Substitute
for Profits Tax—Talk is One Per Cent.—Would
Increase Cost of Living, as it Would Ultimately

(Special to Times.)

Ottawa, March 5—Owing to disputes
as to what should be included in the
term profits of a business and the know-
ledge that companies can hide profits in
many ways by increasing contingency
accounts, sinking funds and otherwise
building up reserves to be held until war
taxes are withdrawn, it is reported here
that the finance minister is considering
substituting a tax that can. not be
evaded.

According to the story the tax will be
switched from profits to turn-over and
the story even mentions one per cent as
the probable tax.

The present business profits tax was
expected to” produce $85,000,000 by Sir
Thomas White when making his budget
speech, and he expressed the opinion
that it should be withdrawn this year
in order to encourage the *“‘investment of
capital in Canada and the immigration
that would follow the consequent de-
velopment of industrial enterprises.” The
revenue is needed, however, and the con-
tention is that, by taxing the turn-over,
there would be -no interference with
profits, as the increased cost of the
product would be handed on to the con-
sumger, and that this would mnot dis-
covrage investment.

The cost of living would be increased
about four per cent by the proposal if
the tax is one per cent as manufacturer,
wholesaler and retailer would each in
turn be taxed on their turn-over on the
same articles on their way to the con-
sumer. The present business profits tax
is levied on profits made above a certain
percentage of!/exemption on the capital
of g company. This was a direct en-
couragement to watering of stock so as
to have as large an amount as possible
exempted.

The business without watered stock
was therefore discriminated against. It
is argued that a tax on turnedver would
remove this unfair feature of the present
tax. Under the present tax, however, a
business having a capital less than $25,-
000' is pot taxable. It is probable that
businesses. with a small turn-over will
be excepted, but even then it is believed
that such a tax will bring a greater rev-
enue by far than the old tax. The big
argument against it Is by politicians who
fear that the tax is too direct. Others
say it is courageous and that its courage

| will recommend it.

Businésses” With ‘comparatively = large’
turn-over as compared with the capital
will pay much more under this system
then when paying twenty-five or more
per cent above the amount exempted. A
lbusi_ness with a large turn-over and a

small capital often has profits within the
exempted percentage, but with the new
tax they would have to pay. For ex-
ample, an unincorporated company with
a capital of $50,000 would have profits
exempt up to $5,000. Suppose its profits
were $7,500, then ‘the twenty-five per
cent tax on the surplus of $2,500 would
be $625.  If the business had a turn-over
of no more than $250,000, the return un-
der the ' new ' suggested tax would be
$2,500, or four times as much. This is
believed to,be an average case. The
i matter will probably be debated in cau-
cus.

London, March 8—A party of British
officers arriving at Harbin from Omsk
and Chita, declare that their experiences

west of Irkutsk excelled all other prev-
ious horrors, says the London ‘[imes
Harbin, Manchuria correspondent, in a
communication dated Feb. 19.

“Piles of naked, frozen gnawed bodies
of men, women and children were stack-
ed at every station,” the correspondent
quotes the officers as saying. “The
Czechs took the engines from the hos-
pital trains, leaving the sick to perish
from cold and hunger.”

London, March 8—Irkutsk, recent seat
of the Kolchak government, which was
seized on last Monday by insurrectionary
troops who later executed Admiral Kol-
chak, is now in the hands of Bolshevik
regular troops of the Red army, says
a wireless message from Moscow.

London, March 8—It is understood
that the commission which, it is expect-
ed the League of Nations executive coun-
cil will decide to send to Russia, will
consist of ten members. France, Great
Britain, Italy, Japan and Belgium will
supply five of the members, each select-
ing its own representative. The council -
will decide which of the smaller nations
shall be represented on the commission.

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A GOLDEN OPPORTUNITY.

The visit of more than a score of
members of parliament to this city at
the end of this week will afford oppor-
tunity to convince every one who comes
of the need of increased harbor facilities
at this port to- enable the government
railways and government steamships to
do busitiess in winter on a scale propor-
tionate to their capacity. Two lines of

government railway come to St. John,,

and the government is adding to its
already substantial fleet.of steamers. To
get the freight from .one to the other
requires wharves, elevators and railway
trackage. It will nof be ‘difﬁcult to im-

. press this fact upon the members of
pfrliament when they are on the spot,
and -they in turn will be able to in-
form their western colleagues. For the
government to ask for a large appropri-
ation to build more
make no effort to provide facilities at
Canadian ports for winter as well as
summer trafic, would be a sacrifice of
Canadian interests. As this paper has
pointed out, the acquis
ernment of more railways and the con-
struction of a merchant marine has
completely changed the conditions . so
far as St. John is concerned.
of having to provide for the
winter trafic of the old Intercolonial
Railway provision must now be made
not only for that business but for the

The campaign
must be extended to Ottawa, in order
that the present session of parliament
may not pass without substantial appro-
sriations to ensure that the growth of
aationnt trade will not be hampered by
lack of terminal facilities where rail and
water meet.

{boy in one of Williamsport’s stores tried
'out flypaper near a rat-hole and caught
the rodent in the morning without any
difficulty, since the animal had first put
several feet in the sticky mess, then had
tried to leap forward and had rolled the
paper into a nice cone, with himself
in the centre.

The scheme appeals to the average
. woman who hates to drown the rats and
mice caugit in traps. With the captive
rodent already wrapped up in a pack-
age, its struggles are not seen by the
sensitive houscholder when she ties the
roll to a flatiron and sends the pest to
the happy hunting grounds.

: SITUATION

In its summary of the iron, steel,

metal and machinery markets for the|

week ended March 4, Canadian Machin-
ery and Manufacturing News, Toronto,

. | makes the following comment:

There is a feeling that, although de-
liveries are not improving, ‘an improve-
ment will come before long in the steel
situation. It cannot arrive any too soon
for' a large number of Canadian eonsum-

ers. ' Shortage is just as acute in United |

States, and it is worth noting that some
American:buyers have approached Cana-
dian mills to see if it would be possible
to secure any tonnage here.

A survey of the whole situation leads
one to believe that the much-talked-of
runaway steel market is not going to
materialize. That does not mean that
prices are. not soaring. They are, but
the United States Steel Corporation is
stilt adhering to' the March 21 schedule
and making deliveries at that price. The
premium-getters have left that price list.
In fact, there is plate business being

placed from Toronto at a base price of |

four cents a pound, against the old mar-
ket figure of 2.65. The trade will pay
the price now if the material can be de-

livered. Blue annealed sheets are being|

brought in at a premium that will cause
the jobbers to quote nine cents per
pound, which is a pretty fair price for
this material.

Prices have also advanced in high-
speed cutters and carbon drills, made in
Canada.

The fact that a firm of machine tool-
makers increased. their prices causes lit-
tle thought in the machine tool dealers’
premises now. It used to be something

Women Said toc Have Been
Hounded by Detective

Had Been Seeking to Live
Blameless Lives — Allega-
tions Made in Statement of
Official—Denial by Sleuth.

New York, March 8—With the in-
dictment and arrest of Detective John
Gunson, a member of the staff of Cap-
tain Henry, of the fourth inspection
district, charged with bribery and ex-
tortion on the complaint of Mrs. Re-
becca Melyado, it was announced by
Assistant District-Attorney James E-
Smith, that an investigation is under
way involving fourteen other persons,
mainly plain clothesmen, a bondsman
or two, and a lawyer. Additional in-
dictments are expected.

The investigation, according to Mr.
Smith, has already disclosed that wo-
men seeking to lead blameless lives were
hounded from their positions by detec-
tives in order that they might divide
their earnings with the officers. Mr.
Smith promised startling revelations in-
to the relations existing between certain
detectives and women companions.

Mrs. Melyado told the grand jury of
her alleged relations with Gunson since
1917, and her story was corroborated by
Rose Gonzales and Estelle Young.

Prior to his arraignment before Judge
James T. Malone in general sessions,
Gunson declared the case a “frame-up
from start to finish.” :

“] never knew anything about this
matter until the warrant was served on
me,” he said. “The charges are ridicu-
lous. The only woman of the three I
know is Rose Gonzales, known as the
‘Spanish Rose’ You can find out who
she is by looking up her record. I am a
married man with a wife and child and
have never been away from home more
than twenty-four hours at'a time.”

Bail was fixed at $5,000 by Judge Ma-
lone after Gunson  pleaded not guilty.
It was furnished by a surety company-.

Target of Criticism.

Gunson was arrested on a bench war-
rant executed by Detective Edward
Raynes, of the district-attorney’s office.
At the west 68th street station it was
said that Gunson had been on duty in:
the district three years, and that his re-
cord was excellent. Gunson was the
target of much criticism last summer
as a result of arresting Lilliad *Kohn

serious charges, but who were exoner-
ated by Judge Otto. Rosalsky. funson
also was exonerated at a police trial
growing out of the arrests. 5

The specific charge in the indictment
accuses Gunson of asking and reveiving
from Mrs. Melyado on Oct. 15, 1917, the
sum of $50, promising that he would
neglect his duty of hunting down vice
offenders.

According to Mrs, Melyado, she gave
Gunson sums aggregating $5,000 in three
years, and from time to time made him
gifts of clothes, ties, a gold belt buckle,
silk shirts, and a turquoise ring, and
that when they went to a theatre or
restaurant she always paid the bills.
Mrs. Melyado, a young woman of at-
tractive appearance, said she was born
in Tampico and received her education
in London and the University of Kan-
sas, specializing in languages. She- said
she speaks seven languages and was em-
ployed as an expert translator in the
office of an international lawyer in Chi-
cago and a large Chicago millinery
house and was also employed by the
Western Union Telegraph Company.

According to Mr. Smith, Gunson
hounded the three women after they ob-
tained respectable employment and it
was impossible for them to appear in a
restaurant in the fourth inspection dis-
trict, embracing the territory from 42nd
to 110th streets and from Fifth avenue
to the Hudson river, without being sub-
jected to the danger of a detective ask-
ing the proprietor to eject them.

Fstelle Young, said Mr. Smith, who
was employed as a clerk in a Broadway
establishment, was dismissed when
Gunson and another detective informed
the proprietor that she was an undesir-
able employe. She obtained another
position and subsequently, while in a
restaurant with her sister, it is said, she
was ejected on the complaint of Gun-
son and another officer.

Visited Apartment.

After Gunson and another detective
became acquainted with Mrs. Melyado
and Miss Gonzales, the prosecutor said,
the officers frequented the apartment
maintained by the women in West 95th
street, remaining there for long periods
of time. It was there, he said, that
Gunson offered to permit Mrs. Melyado
to remain unmolested in the fourth in-

Jury Declares Rich Mrs.!

Spang of New York Was of
Unsound Mind.

New York, March 8—Mrs. Rosa F.
Spang, widow of a millionaire Pittsburg
