Paris, Dec, 33—The French War Office statement of today is as follows:
“The enemy, yesterday showed a certain activity in the region of Ypres. .
He directed several attacks against our lines, three of which were completely
vepulsed. At one single point on the front the Germans succeeded in reaching
pne of our first line trenches. On our side, we continued to make progrss in

the direction of the enemy’s lines. .
“In the wicinity of Ypres and Juvincourt there have been artillery engage-
ments. ; )

“In the Argonne we have pushed forward several of our trenches, and
#riven back two German attacks. :

“In the region of Varennes we have consolidated our gains of the preceding
Bays. The German artillery has been very active, but we suffered no losses. A
pimilar condition has existed on the heights of the Meuse, In the forest of
Lepretre, our progress has been continued, and has developed. |

#To the south of Thann we have occupied the railroad station of Apach.
Along the remainder of the front in the Vosges there have been artillery en-
gagements.” e

If Due to Neglect, Property Owners
Must Pay Cost of Putting
Out Flames

NEW RULE ANNCUNGED

Qecision in Test Case Provides Basis
For Injured Firemen 1o Recover
Damages—Important Matter Decided
in New York Coust -

(New York Times)

Fire Commissioner Robert Adamson
snnounced yesterday that persons guilty
of wilful negligence in disobeying the
fire laws, or the special orders of the de-
partment, in relation to fire prevention
measures, will hereafter be compelled to
pay to the Fire Department the cost of
extinguishing fires which occur in their
premises. The Appellate Division of the
Supreme Court, in a unamimous opinion,
written by Justice Scott, a copy of which
was reeeived by the commissioner on
Saturday, decides that the city aas the
right to enforce this payment. The de-
cision also has the far-reaching effect of
providing legal basis for firemen to col-

gcived when engaged in fighting -such
res.
The decision is based on a test case

by Commissioner Adamson against the] _
' There ar: trade enquiries for rallw:‘):

owner of the factory buildings at 212
to 214 Kast Ninety-ninth' street, on Jan,
81, where more than fifty firemen were
overcome in fighting a fire that necessit~
ated the aid of a large of the Fire
Department. Fire Chief Kenlon estimat-
ed the cost of extinguishing this fire to

In an investigation made the day fol-
lowing, the -commissionér learned that
in November, 1913, the Fire Prevention

Bureau had ordered the owner of the}

property, the Greenwood Cemetery, at
170 Broadway, to install an automatic
sprinkler, but the order had bi ig-
nored. Both Chief Kenlon and J. O.
Hammitt, head of the Fire Prevention
Bureau, advised Commissioner Adam-
son that had the sprinkler system been
provided the fire could have been stop-
ped in the basement, instead of spread-
ing throughout the building.

Sued for Cost of Fire

Albert de Roode, special assistant
Corporation Counsel, began suit at the
request of Commissioner Adamson, to
recover the cost of extinguishing the fire,
the first of this nature ever brought in
the history of the city. It was
upon two sections of the City Charter,
a law existing since 1872 and incorporat-.
ed in the revised charter.

" This provision is contained in Section
778, ag wollows: v

“That any person, persons or corpora-
tion, for the violation of or .on-compli-
ance with any of the several provisions
of the several sections of this title, where
the penaity is mot therein specially pro-
vided, shall severally forfeit and pay
e fine or penalty in the sum of $50 for
each and every offense, and shall forfeit
end pay the penalties. respectively im-
posed under any of said sections,. and
shall also be severally liagle for any costs
or expenses that may be incurred by any
violation of or non-compliance with any
requirements under said section, and
shall also be severally liable for the pay-
ment of the further penalty of the sum
of $50, and for any violation of or non-
compliance with any regulation or speci-
al direction issued by the Fire Commis-
sioaer. .

section 761 provides for the recovery
of damages for personal injuries suffer-
ed by members of the Fire Department.
“and any and all persons. for any fire re-.
sulting from his or their willful or cul~’
pable negligence or criminal intent or de-
siga shall, in addition to the present
provision of law for the punishment of
persons convicted af arson, be liable in
a civil action for the payment of any and
all damages to the persons or property,
the result of such fire, and also for the
paymnt of all costs and expenses of the
and ] jncurred in and
about the use of employes, apparatus,
and materials in the extinguishment of
any fire resulting from such causes, the
amount of such costs and expenses to
be fixed by the said Commissioner, and
when collected shall be paid into the
relief fund of such department herein
created.”

The defence on a demurrer, contend-
ed that a criminal intent in a fire was
necessary to enable the department to
collect, and that the failure to instal
sprinklers “did not start the fire.” The
lower court decided in favor of the de-
tendant, and Commissioner Adamson
appealed. The decision of the higher
court permits of a mew trial. The Ap-
pellate Division says in part:

“Upon the facts stated in the com-
plaint, admitted and not explained, we
find po difficulty in holding that the de-
fendants failure to obey the orders of
the Fire Commissioner was both culpable
and negligent.”

Anpother Suit Pending

“We have another suit of the same
kind pending,” said Commissioner Ad-
amson, “against the Universal Film
Company, Columbus Avenue and 101st
street, which had a big fire in a non-
fireproof building, where many girls
were employed. We refused a permit to
the company and I ordered the company
to move. My direction was ignored, a
fire occurred ,and it narrowly missed be-
ing one of the worst of tae year.

“T am not prepared to say how far
the decision may affect the average
householder if at all. There should be
gsome way to punish those who make
fires possible by carelessness, as well
as those who violate the law and the
orders which the Fire Commissioner is
authorized to issue in the exercise of his
official discretion. Ninety-nine per cent
of the fires are due to carelessness.”

J. 0. Hammitt, Chief of the Fire Pre-
vention Bureau, said: “The idea of hold-
ing an owner responsible for the cost of
putting out a fire due to his negligence
is unique here, but such a practice has
long been in vogue in Europe, particu-
larly in Germany and France, where also
one tenant may be held responsible for
injuries to fnother or damage to prop-
erty when responsible for fire, There a
man guilty of causing a fire through
negligence is looked upon as an undesir-

PAYING FOR FIRE NEGLECT

(Boston Post Editorial)

Over in the state of New York the Ap-

g:.'lllate Division of the Supreme Court
just handed down one of the most

remarkable and far reaching decisions as
to responsibility for fire that we have
ever noted. In brief, it says that the cost
of putting out fires ean be’ assessed on
owners of buildings who have been guil-
ty of negligence. ¢

According to the :New York newspa-
pers, this decision orders the payment
to the fire department of $1500 by. the
Greenwood Cemtery Corporation. That
amount is the -estimate by Mr. Adam-
son of the cost to the department of ex-
tinguishing a fire which imperilled the
lives of many firemen in a factory build-
ing owned by the cemetery corporation
in East Ninety-ninth street last January.
The action was based upon the conten-
tion that the corporstion was to blame
for .the spread. of the fire beyond the
basement of the building because it had
ignored an order of the Bureau of Fire
Prevention to install automatic sprinklers
The decision was. unanimous.

That is now good law in New fork;‘

most people will agree that it is also
common sense anywhere. If owners de-
cline to obey fire prevention instructions
they should: pay for the cost of handlin
the results of their own neglect. An
this money penalty will make them a
trifie wary of refusing to obey orders.
As thig seems to be a matter of com-
mon law, how about trying it on herein
Boston? There is opportunity enough.

How the Belgians Fought.
(Collier’s Weekly).

The debt which eivilization owes to
Belgium has heen immeasurably - in-
creased by the heroic stand of the rem-
nants of their army, worn out by three
months of incessant fighting, on the line
of the Yser. Once again the Kaiser’s
plans have been thwarted, and this time
so effectively that probably Germany’s
offensive campaign against France has
been brought to & full stop. Every
fresh step they have taken in the great
strategic game which was to crush the
French armies and open the road to
Paris has been fatally handicapped by
having the Belgian army hanging round
one leg. After the fall of Antwerp the

‘word went forth from the Kaiser that

the English channel must be reached at
all costs. There must be no more non-
sence. The time had come to sweep for-
ward and turn the Allies’ left wing and
obtain a footing on the French coast by
securing the ports of Dunkirk and Calais
where the English fleet and English
commerce could be menaced by sub-
marine attack and aerial ventures on a
huge scale.

To the German mind no real obstacles
lay in the way of a march on Dunkirk
and Calais. The British Naval Brigade
had returned to England. A British
prigade which had advanced as far as
Ghent was obliged to retire on Ypres.
What obstacles, then, stood in the way?
Only the remains of the Belgian army.
The Belgian army was demoralized by
the fall of Antwerp. The units were
diso’ and the men in need of
prolonged rest. The fight had been
knocked out of them. They could not
be trusted to take the field again.

The march to Calais was to be a mere
military promenade on a huge scale.
Fresh army corps were brought up from
Berlin. One of these was composed of
youths of seventeen and eighteen, many
of whom volunteered before their time
to serve in the ranks. Thy were told
they would have a walk-over and very
soon arrive before the gates of Paris.
The heavy howitzers were placed on
their lorries and moved ‘toward. the
south. The German press let itself go
in drawing pen pictures of the long-de-
layed triumphs which were to come.

After the fall of Antwerp the Belgian
army was badly in need of rest and re-
organization. Hardly 50,000 men re-
mained with the colors. Thousands of
others were scattered over Holland,
France, and some in England. Never-
theless, the heroic King and his minis-
ters, especially the premier and war
minister, Monsieur de Broqueville, never
lost heart. They rallied 40,000 infantry
and artillery on the line of the Yser,
between Nieuport and Dixmude, and
here awaited their foe. What they lack-
ed in numbers and organization they
made up in courage and a fanatical hat-
red of their oppressors. Only a little
narrow strip of their beloved country

remained to them., But they knew one

thing which nerved them on to fresh
efforts and still further sacrifices. For
the first time since the war began they
were not fighting alone and isolated and
cut off from their allies by a million
armed men. This time they were fight-
ing in line with the English and French
armies stretching southwest in an un-
broken semicircle to the Argonne. Also
their left wing rested on the coast, and
they knew they would have the help of
the guns of the British warships. Also,
the king had the assurance of General
Joffre taat he would send him French
troops and heavy guns to aid his sorely
tried army. Yet for some time mno re-
enforcements were awailable, and the
Belgian army had to meet the full brunt
of the German attack, assisted by one
brigade of French marines—fine soldiers
who materially assisted in saving the
situation time and time again.

SAYS FARM CREDITS MOST
INPORTANT QUESTION NOW
. BEFORE PEOPLE IN STATES

St. Joseph, Mo., Dec. 11—Farm wealth
of the United States estimated at forty
billion dollars, should be the basis on
which the prosperity of the country rests
permanently, yet there is no adequate
law in existence under which to finance
the fprm,

This was the condition disclosed here
today at the interstate agricultural con-
gress by W. C. Brown, former president
of the New York Central Railroad, and
now an Iowa farmer.

“The establishment of farm credits is
one of the most important questions now
before the nation,” he said. “The farmer
is paying twice the interest he should.
Long-time loans at a low rate would
enable the farmer properly to finance his
work, and it is this financing upon
which depends, to a large degree, the
prosperity of the country.”

Mr. Brown said the people should en-
dorse President Wilson’s plan for a land
bank.

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THE WAR NEWS

The most gratifying news
last night was that of the sinking of the
German cruiser Nurnberg and ;he prob-
able cornering of the Dresden. Should
the last named be sunk or captured, the

received

_ only formidable German cruiser in At-

lantic waters would be the Karlsruhe,
whica is reported to have been doing
considerable damage to British shipping
in South American and West India wa-
‘ters.

Today’s cables tell ns that a German
army is within ffteen miles of War-
saw, and that in the operations in Po-

land generally very much depends upon |

whether the Germans or the Russians
are first able to hurry large reinforce-
ments to the vital point. . Tae reports
from Petrograd, however, continue to be
of an optimistic nature. An important
victory by the Servians over the Aus-
trians, with the capture of more than
twenty thousand prisoners, appears to
be confirmed. The Czar has paid a visit
to the Caucasus, and

allayed all fear of a Mohammedan ris-
ing there in favor of Turkey.

In Belgium tae Allies have mglde' fur-
ther gains, and appear to be steadily,
although slowly, forcing the Germans
back. It is evident that German pres-
sure in the west has been withdrawn in,
order to strengthen the armies operating
against Russia. The serious illness of
the Kaiser may not interfere to any ex-
tent with the operations of his armies,

- since it has been declared that ais inter-

ference has on more than one occasion
caused the failure of the plans of some
of his generals.

The news of the death of General
Beyers, the South African rebel, is con-
firmed, and all fears of any serious trou-
ble in that country have been removed.
With Beyers dead and DeWet a prison-
er there is no effective leadership for a

revolt. S e

THE PORT OF ST. JOHN.

Hon. Mr. Rogers said yesterday 'that
the dry dock in Courtenay Bay would
be made of the same size as those at
Halifax and Esquimault. _This was to
be expected, since it would be obviously
unfair to this national port to do other-
wise. Mr. Rogers also announced, and
his statement was confirmed by Mr.
Bosworth of the C. P. R, that twenty
or more steamers would load oats and
hay this winter at the new wharf at
West St. John. Mr. Bosworth added that
if the new dock had not been completed
St. John would not have gor this busi-
ness; and his statement to that effect
§s useful in connection with the request
of the board of trade that an additional
berth be provided before next winter.
Mr. Bosworth said that although the
British Admiralty had taken over many
of the large stgamers the fact would not
materially interfere with business at this
port during the winter. This is good
mews.

One of the interesting addresses of the
day was that of Hon. William Pugsley,
tn which he briefly reviewed the history
of winter port development from the
time the government declined even to
do any dredging in this harbor until the
time when he as minister of public
works was able to get the government
to agree not only to continue the dredg-
ing on a larger scale, but to take up
the work of building wharves, a work
which the present government has very
properly continued,

Yesterday was a notable day in con-
nection with the development of the port
of St. John, and if the government will
carry out the programme outlined by
Mr. J. M. Robinson, representing the
board of trade, and assented to by the
ministers yesterday, the necessary facili-
ties for landing a steadily growing traf-
fic will be provided.

MR. FLAVELLE'S ADDRESS

“Spend less and produce more,” is the
counsel given to Canadians by Mr. J. W.
Flavelle, whose remarkably clear address
on the financial situation in Britain and
Canada so greatly pleased and enlighten-
2d the members of the Canadian Club of
St. John yesterday. Mr. Flavelle places
eémphasis upon the fact that a period of
peconstruction was due in Canada if
there had been no war, since speculat-
tion had been carried to an extreme;
and he does not regard it as an, unmixed
evil that those who became suddenly
Fich without any effort on their own
part, other than to be carried forward
c¢n a wave of successful speculation,
should And their prospective riches
greatly reduced, and themselves compell-
ed to go to work again on a more solid
busis and with slower returns. The
Toronto financier says emphatically that
he is not a pessimist, but altogether op-
timistic. It is evident, however, that
his optimism is based on confidence in
the Canadian people to make the best
of any difficult situdtion, and to profit
by the somewhat severe lessons of the
last year or two.

Mr. Flavelle’s explanation of the vari-
ous steps taken by Chancellor Lloyd

George to enable Britain to carry on
business as usual was very illuminating,
and his objections to sny such expedi-
ent 28 a moratorium in Canada was 80
elear and forcible as to leave no answer.

DISTRIBUTION OF CAN:DA'S
GIFT OF FLOUR IN ENGLAND

London, Dec. 11—More than\ half of
the stock of the Canadian gift flour re-
ceived to date has been distributed, ac-
cording to a statement made to the
Montreal Gazette correspondent here by
an official of the local Government
Board, waich has the flour in charge. A
good part has ben placed at the dispos-
al of the War Office and the Admiralty,
as public distress is not abnormal, and
there is therefore no pressing need for
its wide-spread distribution to the poor.
In these cases where the flour is being
used for relief by the local committee,
the loaves baked from it are issued with
a paper band, on which is inscribed the
words: “Tais loaf is made from flour
gent by the people of Canada”

BREAD FOR EUROPE

(Wal Street Journal.)

Europe produces more than half the
|world’s wheat. It also imports for its
'own consumption 30 per cent. additional
lof its crop. The entire production for
{1914 is not yet known, but the depart-
i ment of agriculture has given out figures
iso far as available which shows a large
{shortage in comparison with the crop
'of the preceding year. In fairness, it
{ must be said that the yield of 19183 was
|above the average. ;

Great Britain, which in comparison to
its consumption is a smal producer, has
a crop nearly 10 per cent, better than
last year. But France is not so fortun-
.ate. French production does not quite
‘meet consumption, and this year the
‘crop is under 800,000,000 bushels, which
is about 90 per cent. of the average.
'Russia is the only one of the warring
powers that exports wheat. While her
'crop is near the average, it is 200,000,000
bushels less than last year. But unless
the Allies can borrow that fleer of Zep-

not bright for Russian exports.

All of Germany is not in the estim-
ate. However, Prussia, which produces
three-fourths of the wheat of the em-
pire, is credited fith 91,000,000 bushels,
or 15 per cent‘less than last year. Aus-
tria-Hungary is neither a large exporter
or importer of wheat. Hungary’s crop
alone is 125,000,000 bushels, compared
with 150,000,000 and 175,000,000 bushels
in 1918 and 1912 respectively.

Of the neutral countries of Europe,
Roumania is the chief exporter, usually
selling- 50,000,000 bushels, or half its
crop. This year the yield is even less
than its normal consumption. Italy, the
next largest producer, is also more than
80 per cent. behind its record of last
year.

Europe’s entire production is estim-
ated at 1,768,608,000 bushels. Last year
it was 2,086,668,000. Here is a short-
age of 828,000,000 bushels in that part
of the world that imports aproximately
600,000,000, bushels, and is now aflame
with war,

This shortage wil not be entirely made
up by imports. But, with a world crop
smaller than those of the two preced-
ing years, happy the farmer whose bin
is full of wheat, or the general who can
depend upon a well-fed people behind his
base of supplies—Wall Street Journal.

from Home” movement.

. This movement originated with Mr.
W. K. George, of Toronto, who realized
the desire of the Canadian soldiers on
active service for local news from Can-
. da, and the impossibility of forwarding

situation was put before a committee
of the League of the Empire by Mr.
George, who is a member of the council
of the league, and by them the scheme
was at once enthusiastically endorsed and
accepted,

A deputation from the league then
waited upon the school board of To-
ronto and secured their active interest
and co-operation. The suggestion that

est and warmest approval of the board
and the chief inspector. Fifty volumes
a week are now going forward from To-

ronto to all Toronto men in England,
thanks to the splendid enthusiasm of
the teachers and pupils, and from all
parts of Canada, from Prince Edward
Island to Alberta, letters are being re-
ceived by the league endorsing the idea
and stating that it will be carried out
by various schools. Every district in
Canada which has sent-men with the
contingents is most earnestly requested
to look upon this: movement as a na-
tional work and to take it up ‘on behalf
of our soldiers. If the pupils of the high
schools and public schools in ‘each city,
town and country district represented at
the front; will 'send to their own men
“News from Home,” they will give an
interest and pleasure to hours spent in
camp and trench, impossible, perhaps,

This ad-
dress will vary, but may always be pro-
cured from the military headquarters
of the division in .which the school is
situated. The expense of the manilla
paper, which is nominal, might well be
borne by the school boards. The paper
should be as tough as possible, but ¥ it
is not too siiff to rofl the postage would
also be a small item. Each school
which undertakes to produce a weekly
or fortnightly volume appoints a com-
mittee composed of teachers and schol-

tirely voluntary patriotic service on the
part of the teachers and pupils of the
schools and making no encroachment on

the field of regular school work as it is
done outside school hours and is an off-
ering of service at this- time on behalf
of our country from teachers and pupils
of the national schools.

As to the most welcome items, the
following are suggested: All local itemrs,
city, town, or district news, social and
personal items, birth, marriage and death
notices, university and college news,
items of Canadian news of special inter-
est, illustrations of local interest, and—
sports, sports, and yet more sports.

‘War Comes fl‘bm Pacific Coast

. Oftawa, Dec. §1—The explanation of
the finding of “wreckage” from British
warships off the coast of California is
now known in government circles here
The wreckage, comprising the wooden
fittings of warships, was found in the
Pacific early in the fall and the discov-
ery led to a report that the Canadian
cruiser Rainbow had gone down follow-
ing an action with German ships. The
Rainbow afterwards turned up, steam-
ing north with the British gunboats Al-
gerine and Shearwater. The wreckage
came from these two vessels. Thereby
hangs. a tale thoroughly in keeping with |
the best traditions of the navy. The
story is old, but worth telling.

The Algerine and Shearwater are
small, old and unprotected, and had been
destined for patrol work in Behring Sea
before going to Mexican waters to pro-
tect British interests there. When the
war broke out the commander of this
little fleet shrewdly suggested that he
would ger orders to go into a United
States port to be interned. The notion
was not to his liking and the. two ves-
sels started up the Pacific.

The fast modern German cruiser Leip-
zig was then going in and out of San
Francisco Harbor. Commander Hose,
of the Rainbow, knew she was there and
knew that though the Rainbow had
bigger guns, the Leipzig had the advant-
age of speed and modern construction.
Despite this, he deliberately made his
whereabouts known to the enemy by
sending his position by wireless into San
Francisco. The Leipzig was between
him and the harbor and must have
caught the message, but ‘would not
come out.
