VESSELS RAIED
PANAA, LOCKS ON
PACI END OF CAWL

Machinery Worked Without Hitch

—Now Magtering Cucuracha
Slide

(Canadian Press) ;

Panama, Oct. 15The Rfst lockiige-at
the : Pacific end of the ‘canal ocenrred
yesterday, when the tug Miraflores, three
barges and two other craft, were raised
together, through the west flight of the
Miraflores locks from the Pacific en-
trance of the channel to the surface of
the Miraflores Lakes, 36.82 feet above
the sea level. The lockage was made
without a hitch, all the machinery work-
ing with the same precision as obtained
in a similar operation at Gatun locks
recently.

The passage of the vessels was begun
a little after eleven o’clock in the morn-
ing and consumed an hour and a half.
Because of insufficient water in the sec-
tion of the canal between the Pedro
Miguel locks and the Cucuracha slide the
vessels could not be passed through the
single flight of locks at Pedro Miguel,
as originally planned.

The engineers have succeeded in ob-
taining mastery over the Cucuracha
slide to the extent of getting a fair
sized stream of water through the low-
er section of the cut. The water is ris-
ing rapidly, and it is expected that a
vessel will be locked through Pedro
Miguel today or tomorrow, which will
complete the first actual working test of
all the canal locks. A dredge will be
passed through the Pacific locks and set
to work .on the slide within a few days.

Knott Finds Bustle of Life Where He
Knew Buffalo Trail

Edmonton, Alta., Oct. 15—John C.
. Knott, an employe of the.Hudson’s Bay
Trading Company, who has been sta-
tioned in the north country, on the
fringe of the Arctic circle, for the last
twenty-eight years, has come to Ed-
monton to visit friends of his boyhood
days and get into touch, as he puts it,
with modern commercial and industrial
methods.

Little hope is-cherished that the four
men' reported missing yesterday from
their’ homes in Carleton—George D
Crippé, Charles M. Newcombe, and
Leo and Edward J. McLaughlin, will
ever be seen alive.

Six men were taken off the two mast-
ed British schooner Georgie Pearl], from
Elizabethport for Liverpool, by the Surf-
side Life Savers on Nantucket. The
little vessel was in a bad position and
was expected to go to pieces before

Line a deep pie plate with paste, fill
with uncooked cranberries, pour in LA
cup of molasses, and 4 tablespoons of
brown sugar, dot with a large table-
spoon of butter cut into bits, cover with
paste, put in the centre a small chim-
ney made of the paste and bake in a
moderate oven.

Scotch Current Buns

Two pounds bread dough, half pound
lard, two pounds currants, two pounds
raisins, half pound orange peel, half
pound almonds, one pound sugar, table-
spoon caraway seeds, one ounce ground
ginger, one ounce cinnamon. Put lard
on top of dough and set on end of stove
to slowly welt, then take all the fruit,
gugar, and spice, which has to be thor-
oughly minced and mixed, and add te
dough on baking board. Put it into cake
pan and press into shape. ‘Make a very
tough pie crust, roll out thin, turn out
bun in crust-and cover all over. Put back
into pan again and prick top with fork.
Rub over with yolk of egg. Bake in slow
oven for about three hours.

* Speaking for this union, I also wish

have been received by the members of
the government and of the legislature.
But with all this there is constantly
more work in sight than this organiza-
tion can possibly accomplish, and I be-
lieve that the time is arriving, in fact,
has arrived, when our province must
follow the good example set by other
provinces of this dominion and estab-
lish a strictly municipal department sup-
ervised by competent officers whose dut-
ies shall consist in closely foHowing all
civic matters, giving advice and assist-
ance, when needed, and affording pro-
tection whenever the occasion arises.

The
criticism and discussion of this subject,
both at home and abroad, has material-
ly affected the price of municipa] secrui-
ties all over Canada. The strong suf-
fer with the wecak, and no part of the
country has so unjustly suffered as the

-staid and solid municipal corporations

of Eastern Canada.

How many our municipalities be
protected against this contingency?
Shall we ask the province to supervise
and guarantee our bond issues? That
appears to be the leading thought of
writers on this subject. One authority
argues:—“The municipalities could get
such an arrangement if they combined
to demand it. They constitute the
province. They would thereby estab-
lish a sort of check on each other and
prevent the well-intentioned municipal-
ity—which must be in a large majority

|-——from having the price of its securities

sent up by the gambling spirit of a very
few.

“Moreover it would constitute a great
safeguard for the investor, Canadian as
well as British Island.  The investor
would have the endorsation of the prov-
ince upon his bond. Thta would be final
and absolute. No buyer of municipals
would ever have to stop and ask himself
whether or not he might wake up in
his®old age to find his bonds repudiat-
ed. He would not even have to en-
quire very closely into the circumstances
of the municipality in question—some-
thing he must now do with a very con-
siderable chance of being misled. The
provincial guarantee would obviate all
that.”

I think this question demands con-
sideration, and T know of no more com-
petent body to consider it than the pres-
ent assembly.

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GEORGE. TINWORTH'S GENIUS

Romantic Story of a Wheelwright Sculp-
tor In England -

(London Tit-Bits.)

Grit as well as genius played a great
part in the success of George Tinworth,
a wheelwright sculptor, who died .the
other day, Born in obscurity and pov-
erty seventy years ago, Mr Tinworth
once related how,a.saboy, he used jeal-
ously to watch the piece of “make-
weight” bread given with a loaf, to pre-
vent its being taken by other boys at
street corners as hungry as himself. He
had practically no schoqling, and was
Soon sent out to work, his first situation
being one in the city, where he toiled
from seven in the morning until nine at
night for 4s. a week. Tinworth’s father,
who was a wheelwright, had no sym-
pathy with his sen’s ideals and aspira-
tions. It was his mother who secretly
supplied him with materials for carving,
though the graven images which he pro-
duced were frequently smashed by the
father, who told him he was wasting his
time, \

His first efforts at modelling were
made in secret in his father’s shed in
Walworth, with his little brother acting
as #ggtry, to warn him of his father’s
return from the public house, and one
of Tinworth’s most notable panels shows
the wheelwright’s shop and - the lad
standing at a vice carving a figure out
of a block of wood with hammer and
chisel, while a small boy keeps watch
for the return of Mr. Tinworth, senior.

Pawned His Coat

Tinworth’s mother was a very devout
woman, and often read the Bible to her
son, and it was a little figure of Sam-
uel, which he carved and showed to a
neighbor, which led to young Tinworth
being advised to go to an art school.
He had heard of one at Lambeth, under
the direction of J. Sparks, one of the
ablest art instructors, probably, who
ever lived. Sparks was quick to detect
the stuff of which the lad was made, and
for some years Tinworth was his pupil,
winning many honors. And it was due
to Mr. Sparks that Tinworth was intro-
duced to the head of the famous Doul-
ton pottery firm, who Rrst paid him 80s
a week.

But even then his poverty continued
to be so acute that on one occasion he
had to pawn his coat to pay his art
fees, and when his father died the funer-
al had to be undertaken by the parish.
But Tinworth triumphed over his pov-
erty and difficulties, and soon became
famous for those wondgrful panels, pul-

pits, fountains, and memorials he has

executed in terra-cotta, which are to be
found in all parts of the world.

Tinworth’s Modesty

Some of Tinworth’s most: notable
works are the twenty-eight panels in the
Guards’ Chapel, the panels in York Min-
ster, Wells Cathedral and other churches.
Most of them are of a religious char-
acter, his best panels, in his opinion, be-
ing those of “Paul Entering into Rome,”
and “Preparing for the Crucifixion.” The
fine Spurgeofi memorial at Stockwell is
also his work.

Tinworth, however, cared little for
fame. A quiet, unassuming man, he
had a great dislike for compliments, and
on one occasion when  visiting South
Kensington with his wife, where some
examples of his-ewn work were on ex-
hibition, Tinworth, seeing a group of
visitors inspecting them, walked in an-
other direction, not thinking it desirable
to hear their comments. Mrs, Tinworth,
not having such scruples, mingled with
the crowd, and afterwards told her hus-
band what she had overheard. i

“You see that wonderful panel?” said
one man to another. “Well, the man who
made it, if you were to see him, you
would think couldn’t say boo to a
goose.”

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OHIEF CLARK
ON THE STAND

‘First Witness at Police Investi-
gation

HIS EVIDENCE

‘.feﬂs of His Administration of

- Department —:Charges Against
" Policemen and His Investigations

—Their Work For Him

' OCommissioner McLellan opened his
second investigation into the affairs of

the police court last evening at 7.80
o'clock in the court house. The large
court room was crowded to the doors
and scores were turned away.

- -Chief Clark was the only witness and
was still on the stand when adjournment
was made at 1080 o’clock. His examin-
ation was conducted by the commis-
sioner 'himself. Daniel Mullin; K. C.,
appeared and announced that he was
present as counsel for the Chief, but
‘was not permitted by the commissioner
to take part in the proceedingst A ver-
_batim report of the investigation was
‘taken by Thomas McCullough.

The investigation will be resumed this
evening at eight o’clock.

The chief was sworn and gave his
name, his age, 71 years, his office and
his duties. In reply to the commission-
er's questions he said that he was
appointed in 1890 and that he spent
three weeks in Boston securing inform-
ation to fit himself for the work.
The witness described the ordina-y
duties and qualifications of a policeman
and told of*instructing his men in these
‘matters. He said that he was hampered
by the fact that he had no printed man-
uels and the common council had never
acceded to his request to have a man-
uel printed, although he had prepared

* one with corrections and additions to the

matter contained in the old Marshall
‘manual.

In selecting his officers he required
them to be ratepayers, of a certain
/height, of fair education and intelligence
vand physically sound. He was assisted
by the doctor’s report.

. The chief paid a tribute to his men
gaying that they would compare with
‘any force in Canada. They were gen-
erally obedient, although O’Leary had
recently taken two days off without
leave and his case had not yet been
dealt with. ;

The witness thought that there was
little loafing or gossiping among the
men, although a certain amount could
not be avoided- He thought things were
worse in this respect lately on account
of the strain of the extra work requir-
ed to cover the beats with a short-hand-
ed force-

He had always been on good terms
with the chairmen of the Safety Board
except on one occasion when he had
some trouble with Alonzo Chesley.

uestioned about the Perry brothers,
the chief said that Silas had been dis-
missed frome the force as a result of

an investigation he had held. He did
not remember whether Ira had been

dismissed or had resigned.

He had investigated a report that Ira
Perry had taken some pipes from the
Brayley Drug Company’s store on Mill

street. He had also investigated a charge
that Ira had stolen some thread fromn
Martin’s tailor shop in Dock street, but
Martin had treated it lightly and I!"crry
explained that they were playing tricks
on one another and that Martin had
hidden his baton.

He remembered a case in which a pol-
iceman had reported finding some canned
goods in a lock-up and charging Lefry
with having stolen them from John
Jackson’s store on South Wharf. He
investigated and the explanation given
was that Mr. Jackson had told the men
that if they ever found his door open to
go in and take what they wanted for a
lunch before locking the place up.

He knew that Mr. deForest had
charged that goods had been taken from
his store but he did not know that it
was reported that a policeman carried
a key to that store, that he lived off it
and that he used it for other purposes.

He did not know of a policeman steal-
ing from McRobbie’s shoe store.

The chief remembered the charge
made by Mr. Pyne, manager of Cronin’s
saloon, that two policemen, Ira Peewy
and Sullivan, had entered the store. He
investigated and it it did not seem to
amount to much. He did not remember
that the door of this shop had been
found open half a dozen times previous-
ly, and that in almost every case it was
reported by Ira Perry. g

The witness told of having members
of the police force do odd jobs for him,
but said that it was before or after
their hours, and that they were paid in
one way or another, sometimes by get-
ting something at Christmas. Sergeant
Campbell had looked after his horse,
but was recompensed by having the use
of the horse. He did not know of Camp-
bell having been reported to him, but
he was suspended twice. He thought
Campbell an honest fellow, an upright
and hard-working man.

The hearing adjourned until this even-
ing.

Steamer Abandoned Afire

Boston, Oct. 15—The steamer Tem-
plemore, abandoned on fire off the Vir-
ginia Capes on September 80, was pick-
ed up by the revenue cutter AnNyoscog-
gin on Monday night, 100 Miles east
southeast of Sankaty Head light, Nan-
tucket. The Templemore, which was
still burning, drifted 480 miles in thir-
teen days. -

Captain Billard, of the Androscoggin,
reported that owing to the .sudden ap-
pearance of a northeast storm, he was
unable to :plan either the destruction
or the salvage of the Templemore.

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PEARL FISHERIES

How the Gems Are Secured By
The Wealth Seekers in Ceylon

The pearl fisheries of Ceylon are lo-
cated in the Gulf of Manaar, near the
extreme northwest corner of the island,
and the banks most famous in times past
lie close to the shore near a place called
Marichechukkaddi. Since 1907 the banks
have not been productive, though at the
beginning of March, 1918, the Ceylon
government sent experts to examine the
banks in the belief that they had again
become the rendezvous for pearl oysters
in commercial quantities.

The Ceylon pearl oyster is not an
oyster at all, but a mussel- It is of the
sare variety as the so-called pearl oysters
found in the Persian Gulf, and in Japan-
ese waters, but quite unlike the pearl
oyster of Australia and Burma. Thesé
are very large and have beautiful nacre,
or mother of pearl, which is valuable,
and for which they are extensively fish-
ed, quite " apart from the search for
pearls, but the Ceylon variety has little
nacre, and no commercial value aside
from its pearl bearing propensities.

Tradition says that King Solomon’s
pearls were from Ceylon, and the Phoe-
nicians came to these coasts for them.

The potential paars or oyster beds
are formed by an amalgam of coarse
granite sand and old oyster shells cem-
ented together with coral lime. On these
paars there is little, if any, movement
of "sand, and 'were it not for the fish
that prey on them the oysters would
thrive. Immediately off the paars the
sand moves in gigantic loose waves, and
oysters falling into this are immediate-
ly covered up and destroyed. Among the
predatory fish the stinging ray, ¢r skate,
seems to be the ‘most voracious enemy
of the pearl oyster.

The life of the pearl oyster is not
more than eight years, and from about
its third year it seems to be more pro-
ductive both in number and size of
pearls, but if a bed could be fished just
as the oysters were dying off from old
age, the pearls obtained would be many
and large. The oyster obtains its largest
ircumference at its fourth year, but
thickens afterward and increases in
weight. %

True pearls, which are the results of
a disease and not due to the admission
of foreign matter into the shell, are
formed in the intestines of the oyster,
and when they reach a size to cause it
great discomfort the bivalve elther dies
or forces the pearl toward the opening
between the valves, where it usually
halted and retained to increase in
growth, by a transparent membrane.
Very large pearls are rarely found on
the Ceylon banks. A dead pearl loses
its weight and become dullish brown in
color.

When a fishery is established and the
divers have arrived they are divided into
two parties and fish on alternate days.
They are allowed one-third of their
catch in pavment, while the government
auctions the remainder on the beach the|
evening they are caught.

.then placed in private kottus, or en-

closures, by their purchasers and allow-
ed to rot for eight or ten days in a re-
ceptacle, generally a wood canoe, which
is covered over to shade the oysters from
the sun, but enables the flies, to obtain
free access and assist in the rotting. Af-
ter this the mass is washed with clean
water, the shell, stones and byssus pick-
ed out, and the residue spread on lengths
of black calico to dry. During the drying
process it is picked over again and again
and carefully scrutinized for the smallest

"Fhe apparatus used for classifying the
pearls is a series of brass colanders
about the 'size of tobacco ash trays,
which are called: baskets. There are ten
or twelve of these baskets. or sieves,
with holes in them varying from some-
what larger than a pea to the size of a
pinhead; and  through these the pearls
are sifted.
