H&rtland, N. B., July 20—This morning 

G. W. Green, locally noted as a private 
detective, and for the last year as a Scott 
Act spotter, was arrested by A. R. Fos­
ter, provincial constable, on a warrant is­
sued from the court of Stipendiary Magis­
trate Shaw at Bath.

Queen Mary, like Queen Victoria, appreci­
ates the fact that there are A number of 
elderly people, peers and peeresses, retir­
ed ambassadors and ambassadresses, vet­
eran generals and admirals and white and 
grey-haired people who, as former disting­
uished servants of the crown and of the 
government, have some claim to attention 
on the part of the sovereign and yet 
whom it is foolish to invite to state balls, 
seeing that their dancing days are long 
since over, and that they are merely in 
the way of the younger element. It is 
hardly any compliment to invite them to 
a state ball which they do not enjoy, 
whereas they were wont to take a delight 
in the state concerts which were held by 
Queen Victoria throughout her reign for 
their particular benefit.

When she was on the throne, there were 
two of these state concerts every season 
for the older people, alternating with two

Looting the picture of health and ap­
parently as vigorous as when he accepted 
office in the galaxy of brilliant men who 
composed Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s first cab­
inet, Sir Frederick Borden, minister of 
militia, passed through the city last 
ing on his way to Ottawa to resume his' 
parliamentary duties. He was accompan­
ied by his two daughters and came over 
frerm Digby in the Prince Rupert, having 
visited his home in Canning (N. S.) since 
making a short call at Ottawa on his re­
turn from the coronation.

He seemed in particularly good spirits 
and when asked concerning the likelihood 
of his returning to London as Canada’s 
high commissioner in succession to Lord 
Strathcona, replied: “I never talk about 
myself.”

When asked if he thought the elections 
were to come soon, Sir Frederick replied 
quickly, “I hope so. We are feeling par­
ticularly confident in Nova Scotia, much 
encouraged by the returns at the last 
provincial election. Reciprocity is every­
where recognized as a great boon and the 
older people can remember the prosperity 
which came with the treaty of 1854 and 
repealed ten years later. At that time 
the free trade in natural products with 
the United States gave production in the 
maritime provinces a great impetus and 
there has been nothing to change the con­
ditions.”

Whe^ asked about the affairs of his 
department, he said that the militia camps 
had enjoyed fine weather and had been 
uniformly successful, although it was more 
difficult every year to get enough men 
to fill up the ranks. “There is so much 
going on in the country nowadays,” he 
said, “and labor is so well paid that we 
find it hard to get the men to drill for 
the small pay which we are able to give.”

He said that he was very much pleased 
with the appearance of the Canadian con­
tingent to the coronation, which .he had 
inspected in London and had heard many 
favorable comments on their deportment 
and soldier like appearance.

Sir Frederick and daughters arrived on 
the Prince Rupert at 4*45 o’clock and in 
the hour which intervened before the de­
parture of the Montreal train they en­
joyed an automobile ride about the city.

“The remedy which I always recommend 
to men who come to me complaining of 
sleepless, anxious nights is simply — 
read. There are, of course, many kinds 
of reading, but the kind of stuff I mean 
is light fiction—books of the “Gulliver's 
Travels’’ type, or the works of Oliver 
Wendell Holmes.

Estimation of the timber along the pro­
posed route of the Hudson Bay Railway 

the main object of a party sent 
out during the summer of 1910 by the for­
estry branch of the department of the in­
terior. The report of the head of the par­
ty (J. R. Dickson, B.S.A., B.S.F., Asst. 
Inspector of Forest Reserves) has just been 
published. ...

The "party comprised the chief forester 
with three field assistants and five others, 
including cook, canoemen, etc. They 
started at the Pas and explored the coun­
try around Mitishto lake, the Mitishto 
river, the Grass river system (including 
Wekusko lake and other lake expansions) 
Pakwa (or Vakwaliigan) lake, Setting and 
Split lakes, and the Nelson river system, 
including Cross, Sipiwesk, Wintering and 
Landing lakes. On their return journey 
the party came bv way of the Minago 
(or Pine) river. The total distance cov­
ered, following the route of the proposed 
line, was about 235 miles.

At interests of three to six miles along 
the rpetb lilies were run by compaiy at 
ria^Yatiglés to the. route of travel. Each 
rflfester worked alone and covered, on 
the average, four to six miles per day.

The total number of lies available in 
the district traversed is estimated at 360,- 
000; these, at 3,000 to the tnilë. would be 
sufficient for about 120 miles of road. The 
saw-titnbet- totals about nine arid a half 
million feet, board measure. Dead tam­
arack and the largest of the cldse-gram- 
ed black spruce could be used for pile 
timber. There is an immense supply of 
fuelwood. end pulp wood, but a -geod. dCa 
of the young timber is too small, as yet, 
even for pUlptvpod.

Spruce is practically the only 
large enough for ties and saw-timber. 
Poplar, birch and jack pine arc found in 
quantity, but aie invariably too short, 
spindly, limby and crooked for any use 
save fuel and pulpwood.’ Scarcely any 
live tamarack is found; the party did not 
meet with two hundred green tamarack 
over ten inches in diàirictér during the 
whole Of the summer.

The chief reason for the comparatively 
small supply <lf timber in the district is 
the fact that files have so often run over 
it. The greatest of these occurred, re­
spectively, eighty and forty years ago, and 
few parts of the region explored escaped 
these. In many places, indeed, the fires 
evidently leaped over lakes a mile m 
width. * Even the coming of the snow,

' which in most placée pute an end to even 
the largest forest fire, does not always 
quench the fires, and they live all win’er 
in the dry moss and break out again the 
next spring. ,

The attacks of insects have also caused 
much loss of timber in the region. Bark- 
beetles are the greatest offenders, they 
have killed nearly all tile tamarack and

weakened or killed, are thrown by the 
wind. A bad tangle of trunks, branches 
and other debris- ■ results, and finally a 
lightning flash sets fire to it, and the fire, 
if not checked by some fortunate circum­
stance, mây riin dver toiles bf country.

Prevention of fires
The prevention of fire in this district 

is a problem of the greatest difficulty., 
Throughout the region there are practic-; 
ally no inhabitants, and the area is of 
such vast extent that, if a fire once Starts, 
the.chances of stopplnfe it, even with good 
patrol system, would be' far from bright. 
Indians ‘ in this region seem much more 
careful with fire than the white men.

Some attention was paid by the forest­
ers to the . calculation of the rate bf 
growth of the different trees.

This was found to be slow, chiefly on 
account of the cold, wet soil which results 
from lack of drainage throughout the re­
gion. From Moose lake to Split lake—a. 
distance bf 200 miles—the drop is but 3401 
feet, an average of 20 inches to the mile.' 
Of this 340 feet of fall, almost one-half isj 
included in three escarpments, which pro­
duce cataracts on the rivers flbwing into, 
Hudson Bay. The general level character 
of the country results in the formation of, 
vast muàkëgs.

In one hundred years white spruce, 
reaches a diameter of eight to twelve in-' 
dies, poplar of eight to ten inches, and 
black spruce of fotir to five inches.

Rugs have been woven from the dawn of 

civilization. Even as our first parents in 
the Garden of Eden .wove fig-leaves for 
covering the body, so also did they, or 
their immediate descendants, weave mats 
for their floor covering. The home of rug 
is and always has been the orient. Rug- 
makers of other countries are but imita­
tors of the masters. The rug is the lux­
ury of the orient. It covers the floor, ad­
orns the divan and drapes the doorway; 
it is used in tents and temples; it takes 
the place of a blanket on the camel, and it 

j is seen in the street when the faithful 
turn in prayer toward Mecca. The ori­
ental of old did not make use of the art 
of painting pictures on canvas, but he did 
weave his thoughts into his rug.

The history of rug-making is as the his­
tory of the- world. The rug industry was 
introduced from the orient into Spain, 
Italy and Sicily, and thence into France, 
which later gave it to England. Eleanor 
of Castile was probacy among the first to 
take rugs into England, and we find that 
James I established some of the first 
looms in Surrey. 1 And, although we do 
not of course get oriental rugs made in 
England, she has adapted the lessons learn­
ed from the times of long ago and today 
she gives us some of the finest carpets in 
the world.

But away in the mountains of Turkey, 
Persia and India are still to be found the 
families of nomads shearing sheep, gather­
ing dye roots and extracting the dye; wash­
ing, combing and carding the wool, and 
then, with deft fingers and rude .tools, as 
their ancestors did before them, patiently 
weaving their rugs and taking the western 
gold as recompense for their labor.

The act defines an inebriate in 
the following terms: “A person who is 
incapable of properly conducting himself 
or his affairs, or is dangerous to himself 
or others, by reason of habits of periodi­
cal, frequent, or constant drunkenness, in­
duced either by the use of alcoholic or 
other liquors, or of opium, morphine or 
other narcotic or intoxicating or stupefy­
ing substance.”

The constitution of the board is practi­
cally a recognition of tlie undoubted fact 
that drunkenness is a disease demanding 
medical rather than corrective treatment. 
The nature of the methods to be adopted 
in the proposed hospital and the program-

Only the term 
of detention is fixed—not less than one 
year and not more than three years. The 
board may grant a parole if the condition 
of the patient warrants it.
