La ducs At the close of. , , , our year’s work it is fitting we should

glance backward and see what this Council has accomplished.
In obedience to the wish of the National Council, committees to 

enquire into the following subjects were formed : “The Length of 
Working HouA for \\ omen and Children,” “ Laws for the' Better Pro­
tection of Women and Children,” “To What Extent Impure Literature 
is Being Circulated in Our City,” “To ask that Worne* be appointed 
to preside at Departmental Examinations.” *

These committees have been and still 
their reports you will hear later.

The extent to which bad literature was circulated has been a 
revelation to many, anfi has awakened thoughtful mothers to the 
necessity for closer supervision of the reading matter put into the hands 
of their children. 1'he Literature Committee brought to the notice of 
the railway’’authorities the pernicious books and pamphlets sold 
raihvay cars, and we are happy to staje the sale has been stopped.

As you are'aware the National Council, through Her Excellency's - 
efforts, petitioned thg government for some needed changes in the 
Criminal Code. Though the kindness of the late Minister of Justice 
three changes were èfiïbodied in his amendments, but owing to the 
Government going out of office, the Council will have to apply again.

I he Committee on Manual Training had several interviews with 
the Honorable George Ross, and after a thorough investigation of the 
whole subject, the Minister brought the matter before the Government 
which authorized the introduction of Manual Training in the Publk 
Schools. The Province of Quebec followed, and now in the cities of 
Quebec- and Montreal three classes havé been established and are a 
practical success. Although Hamilton, through the earnest endeavor 
of one of our members, was the first to introduce this matter in Canada 
I am?sorry to say our city is evidently to be almost last in taking 
advantage of the Bill, nevertheless a large number of our citizens
