There were present the President Mrs. Ridout, and nearly

His Worehip the Mayor took the Chair at 3 p.m., and the
Lord Bishop opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Townsend read the Report of the Lady Managers for 
the year, and,'in moving its adoption, he referred to the 
excellent work which was done by the Managers of the 
Home, and reminded those present of the exceptiomü diffi­
culties which these ladies had had to contend with, which it . 
was hoped were at an end, it being now generally recognised \ 
that they were engaged in a noble and practical work. e 
urged upon the Chairman, and upon all who were in a posi­
tion to influence legislation, the necessity of obtaining laws 
to regulate Baby Farming; and he appealed to th°°han 
to assist to the utmost in making the proposed Cottage
Hospital » success. „ _ - .

In seconding the adoption of the report, the B*v. John 
Pearson said that the sad character of the epidemic which 
had visited the home during the past year 
report a gloomy one, but that since the epidemic had been
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stamped out but few deaths had occurred, and he prayed 
that God in His mercy would spare the Home another such 
ti-iaL In this connection he impressed upon his hearer's the 
necessity for the establishment of the Cottage Hospital. He 
testified from his own experience to the terrible results of 
allowing Baby Farms to flourish unrestrained and 
trolled ; he said that he himself had seen seven children in 
one room, all under the influence of drugs, and he leferred 
to the fact that in England public opinion was not roused on 
this subject until after a woman had been hanged; he hoped 
that would not b&so in this country. He spoke of the devo­
tion of the Medical s'tafl’ and of all in the Home during the 
trying days of the epidemic, which he said was deserving of 
the highest praise.

The Physician’s Report was next read by Dr. fNattress ; 
and the adoption of the same moved by Canon DuMoulin, 
seconded by Dr. Thorburn.

Canon DuMoulin spoke very briefly, and in the course of 
his remarks suggested that the friends of the “Home’* 
should be solicited to give a special Thanksgiving offering, 
at the approaching Thanksgiving Day, towards the erection 
of the Cottage Hospital for infectious diseases.

Dr. Thorburn said that the experience of the past year, 
and the terrible mortality caused by the epidemic of measles, 
certainly showed the necessity for some remedial measure in 
case of any future outbreak of contagious disease ; and he 
trusted the managers would not forget, in planning the new 
Hospital, the vast importance of minute carejn all details 
connected with drains, laundry appliances—even the disposal 
of soap suds, as infection was too often carried or disease 
engendered by carelessness in such matters.

Dr. Canniff said that, as Health Officer of the city, he felt 
it his duty to state that as regards the late epidemic he could 
affirm from personal knowledge that, on the part of Doctors, 
Lady Superintendent, and Managers, every vigilance had 
been exercised, and every jiossible care and effort had been 
made to limit the spread of the disease, and to relieve th» 
sick and dying.

The Treasurer’s Report and the Report of the Work-room 
we, o then read by Dr. Burns ; and their adoption moved by 
him, and seconded by Mr. Thos. Hodgins. - x -

Mr Thos. Hodgins spoke very strongly on the subject ot 
Baby Farming. He stated that, as an ex-member ot thé 
Legislature, and knowing how ready the Government were 
to correct abuses, he could assure the. Lady Manageis ♦ mt 
the subject had only to be brought before Mr. Mowat and 
his colleagues to insure their immediate attention, and that 
in all probability remedial legislation would in that case be 
granted at the next session of thej^gislature. He suggested 
that the Ladv Managers should arrange a deputation and 
ask the Premier to appoint a time for them to wait upon

The Building Fund Report was read by Sir W. P-How 
land, who explained that the moneys promised on the five 
years’ instalment system were all paid up, with the exception 
of a very small balance. The mortgage on the buildup is 
now $8,500, the interest on which, as it can no longer be 
met by the Building Fund, will soon become a fixed1 charge 

„ for which the Lady Managers will have to provide yearly.
Mr. Roaf, in moving the adoption of the Building bund 

Report, stated that although one speaker had alluded to the 
predominating sadness of the report, owing to the fatal epi­
demic, he, for his part, saw more to be hopeful about than 
desponding. As regarded funds for the Cottage Hospital, be 

• felt confident that the ladies had only to solicit funds for it 
in order to receive a liberal response .from the public.

The Lord Bishop seconded the adoption of the above

^ Mr W; B. McMurrich, in moving the election of the

In returning thanks, the Chaiaman said that hevhad little 

doubt that if the Managers of the Home applied to the City 
for an increase of the City Orant in the ratio of the increase 
in population since the grant was fixed, that the application 
would be favorably considered. As regards legislation to • 
regulate Baby Farming, he thought that the City would, if 
applied to, include this among the subjects upon which they 
sought for legislation at the next session of the Legislature. 
The matter would then be taken up as a matter of course by 
the Legislature, and an Act applicable to the whole Province 
passed. He referred with regret to the fact that the Insti­
tution was about to lose the services of Mrs. Grantham, the 
Treasurer, and Mrs. Townsend, the Secretary, Mrs. Grantham 
having filled the post of Treasurer for eight years in a man­
ner which would do credit to any expert accountant.

first instinct to destroy. It is to help and save these 
unhappy sisters that we claim your sympathy and your aid 
convinced as we are that our work is' a noble as well as a 
practical one. Nor can it be said that by smoothing the path 
of the unfortunate we encourage a repetition of the offence 
our strict rule being to receive unmarried women only with 
tfheir first-born, and in no case is readmission possible to such 
mothers.
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It is not for foundlings and waifs alone that we claim your 
help. We relieve*widowers’ and widows' children, deprived 
by death of a parent’s care ; also the children of 
deserted by their husbands, and unable with women

Wi a young infant
to earn a living for themselves or their families. In dealing 
with this Class* however, we have not the same obstacles to 
encounter which meet us with regard to the unmarried 
women whom we succour. In their case the great enemies 
which we have to contend against are the Baby Farms : and 
we would earnestly urge the Government and the public to 
look this matter seriously in the face. In England it was 
some years ago made the subject of legislation, and the 
decrease in infant mortality has in consequence been enor- 
rnous. We are not conversant with the law in the various 
States of the Union, but in Philadelphia, at least, a vigorous 
attempt on the lines of English Legislation has been made 
to cope with the evil. The results there also are said to 
have exceeded the most sanguine expectations. In this 
country, so far, nothing has been done. An occasional tale 
ot horror in the newspapers opens the eyes of the public to 
what goes on among us, but it is too soon forgotten. The 
extent to which Baby Farming obtains in this City is known 
only to those whose work brings them in contact with it 
Nor is it surprising that Baby Farms should flourish wher­
ever they are uncontrolled by law. The first instinct 
giri who gets into trouble is to free herself of the burden of 
the chdd. The Baby Farm affords an apf>arently easy 
method of doing so, nor is the Baby Farmer or her emissary 
backward in tempting the girl, even on her sick bed, to wean

her baby and hand it over to them. The girl ia made to pay

to be paid in advance, and as they probably cost her all 01 
mom than all her wage., ahe get. into debt to. the Baby 
Farmer and is soon completely in her power. Ihe gir tnen 
looks ui»on the child more and more as a burden, she leaves 
it to its fate, or if her natural instincts should be too strong 
for this she dare not say or do anything to offend one to 
Ihom she is in debt. When the girl’s payments cease, and 
she is afraid to go near or interfere with the 
who has no longer any object in caring tor the child, it » ./ 
easy to see what the too frequent result must be.

The managers of this Home do not presume to offer a 
complete echLe to remedy i. evil, but they do .««jeet 
that something similar to the stem m E"8 “nd nj ght k 
adopted here at very little cost. Briefly the English lawy 
is, that no woman may keep more than one baby with- 
out a license, for which she has to pay; she W-.th*n 
-iaited at intervals by an inspector. If abuses appear, they 

are severely dealt with. The effects of this is that only ie 
better cl. Jof women, in hmt, tbom humMely m^d honmUy 
inclined, apply for licenses; and unlicensed housM aie prac­
tically non-existent, the risk being too great. Sutely 
question is not beneath the attention of our Government.

During the past year there have been exceptional drains 
upon the financial resources of the Home, as can be readily 
gathered from the report Owing to the fact that no admis­
sions, even to City Foundlings, were permitted during many 
months, the number of inmates was much reduced, causing 
a very great diminution in the Government Grant, and it 

W must be remembered that the general expenses of the Home 
oould not be proportionately reduced. The Managers regret 
that they should be compelled to make this special appeal for 
funds, but they trust that those to whom God has given will 
give, and that all who read this will recognize that the appqd 
is made for those little ones whom our Master set upon His 
knee and blessed.

The Treasurer’s Report shows that on October 1st she had 
on hand a balance of $250.36. The liabilities of the \Home 
for supplies, Ac,, during the pafet year amounted to $2,000. 
To meet that she has the balance above mentioned and the 
City Grant of $750, which, owing to arrears in taxes 
not been paid before the end of the financial year. There 
are therefore still liabilities to the extent of $1,000 to be

Thtfattention of the Management has been thus forcibly 
directed to the consideration of the best practical means to 
be employed to prevent another serious outbreak of 
tagious disease. The experience of the past year taught us 
that our present little Infirmary under the same roof as the 
main building and with no means of complete isolation, was, 
notwithstanding the utmost precaution, absolutely inade­
quate to check a serious outbreak of illness. A petition 
was therefore drawn up to the City Council, praylhg them 
to aid in establishiug a Cottage Hospital entirely separate 
from the present building, to be used as a Probation House 
for new comers, or as an Isolated Hospital in oases of 
extreme and contagious diseases. Our City Fathers, who 
have never shown themselves backward in forwarding any 
scheme for the public good, have made a grant of $150.00 
per annum, which will meet some of the interest on the 
money needed to erect the little building. The Manage­
ment bring this before the notice of the charitable public 
of Toronto, confident that the remaining funds will not be 
wanting. It is hoped that a suitable Cottage can be erected 
on the south-east corner of the present grounds at a cost of 
$3,000 to $4,000, and plans are already being drawn for the 
purpose by Mr. Dick, the Architect of the “Home.,,

the month, and that for want of proper means of isolation, 
there would be great danger of' its spreading,” and he goes 
on to say “ Our worst fears have been realized.”

Consultations were held with different members of the 
Medical Staff, as well as with other Physicians, to see if 
anything could be done to check the progress of the disease. 
Special meetings of the Consulting and Acting Staff were 
held, when it was generally agreed the type of measles 
which existed was most malignant, and that in the absence 
of means of complete separation of the sick and well, but 
little could be dône apart from careful nursing and general 
treatment,

A Committee was appointed to make an investigation of, 
and, if possible, improve the sanitary condition of the build­
ing. Under their supervision the walls and ceilings of the 
whole building were washed over with a solution of corrosive 
sublimate, and every part subjected to a thorough fumigation 
of sulphurous acid. The drainage was examined, when it 
was found that the drains from the laundry, which then 
passed under the main building, were choked up, giving rise 
to an escape of sewer gas, to which the malignant form of 
the epidemic may possibly be attributed.

The L idy Managers were most hearty in their cooperation 
and ever anxious for the little ones. During the month of 
May they had all the drains overhauled ; and those from the 
laundry, instead of passing under the main building, were 
carried off to the south. In June the whole building 
kalsomined and the floors painted. Everything the Lady 
Managers could possibly do to improve the sanitary condition 
of the Home and help to exterminate the disease was done 
most willingly, and as expeditiously as possible.

During the year we were obliged to send three nurses to 
the General Hospitsl. One in March, suffering from erysip­
elas ; this one made a good recovery and has returned to the 
Horae. Two in April both with measles ; one of these died 
within a fortnight with symptoms of typhoid. The other 
remained in the hospital three months, when she was removed 
to her home, but the disease having settled in her lungs there 
is no hope of her recovery.
