Fredericton, Feb. 4th
The Provincial Legislature has complet­

ed the third week of its legislative duties 
and the major part of the work of the 
session may be said to be already ac­
complished. The session has been com­
paratively uneventful in many ways, and 
the speech making, owing to the lack ol 
interesting and exciting public questions 
to arouse the enthusiasm of the mem­
bers, has been somewhat below the 
average. It is true that some very good 
speeches were made on the Atkinson 
petition, one of the best being that deliv­
ered by Mr. Dibblee in defence of lus 
election. The legislature very quickl> 
disposed of Dr. Atkinson s grievance 
The Attorney General pointed out that 
the doctor had a remedy in thecourts of 
law, apart from his right to appeal to the 
legislature. But in case he took his case 
to the courts, he wonld, in case he failed, 
be under the necessity of paying all costs 
incurred in the matter, while by bring­
ing the case before the House, the doctor 
knew very well that in any event all 
costs, no matter how great, would have 
to be borne by the province. Now, as 
these costs in nearly every case, and es­
pecially in Dr. Atkinson’s case, where 
witnesses would have to be brought in 
great numbers, and all the way from 
Carleton county, are very great; and as 
there was at present no way by which 
the province could recoup itself for costs 
incurred in such an investigation Mr. 
Blair moved a resolution to the effect 
that Dr. Atkinson and all other persons 
who in future appealed to the legislature 
with regard to an election, should be call­
ed upon, before the hearing took place, 
to put up a deposit of $1,000, to defray 
expenses in case the appelant failed to 
make good his case. To this the house 
very readily assented, and it seems to be 
a wise and judicious measure. If the 
aggrieved parties in such cases had no 
remedy available at law, the case wonld 
be very different, but, as it is, the pro­
vince should not be called upon to pay 
all tfee costs of an unsuccessful appeal, 
where the appelant has an equal chance 
of redress in a court of law, where if un­
successful, he would be compelled to pay 
the costs.

There was also a very lively debate 
Thursday afternoon and evening on the 
etumpage and lumber resolutions. The 
Surveyor General introduced the subject, 
calling attention to the report of the 
lumber commission appointed tao years 
ago, and to the fact that the present 10 
year leases of the Crown Lumber Lands 
wonld soon expire, aud it wonld be neces­
sary to pass legislation limiting the dur­
ation of the new leases and regulating 
the conditions under which they are to 
be granted. He was followed by the 
Attorney General, who intimated that 
the government was in favour of extend 
ing the time of duration of the lumber 
leases, in order to render the tenure of 
the lessees as permanent as possible, a 
tact which would tend to make them 
more caref 1 about the protection of the 
lands leased, from fire, and would almost 
entirely prevent the cutting of under­
sized lumber. The government also 
proposed to guard against combines be­
ing formed, and the revenue from lumber 
lands becoming depreciated, by inserting 
In each lease a covenant binding the 
lessees to cut an average annual percen­
tage of lumber on the ground leased, as 
well as a condition providing that the

Ottawa, March 22—In the House of 
Commons yesterday .there was a lively 
family row in the Tory party over Clarke 
Wallace's disloyal speech at Kingston, 
and it looks as if the orange and green 
colts were not palling well together.

Mr. Casey rose to call attention to the 
speedi made by Mr. Clarke Wallace at 
Kingston advising the sending of assist 
a nee from Canada to the Ulster Orange­
men in the event of an uprising against 
home rale. He quoted Wallace’s speech 
and said nothing had ever been ottered 
more calculated to incite armed rebellion 
Here was a member of tin «I n nistra­
tion encouraging the people of Ulster to 
resist the authority of the British queen. 
If physical resistance to law was not 
treason, why was Reil hanged?

Mr. Wallace admitted that his speech 
was correctly reported. It express**! Ids 
opinions and he did not propose to with­
draw anything. The record of the Or­
angemen «HN one of unimpeachable 
loyalty. He had merely repe tted what 
Lord Salisbury, when prime minister 
said in May, 1892, and was not accoun­
table to the house for what he said re­
garding British politics. He was as free 
to express opinions npon Irish affairs as 
Mr. Costigan.

Mr. Dawson, (Liberal member for Ad­
dington) an Orangeman, expressed his 
regret at Wallace’s admission. All lovers 

2Ur of free institutions should be prepared to 
submit to the rule of the majority, and in 
the United Kingdom the majority of 
electors had voted for home rnle Mr 
Wallace’s speech was an incitement to 
rebellion against the queen's authority. 
Mr. Wallace’s speech was a violation ot 
the highest principles of the Orange or 
der. He closed by moving a resolution 
reciting Wallace's Kingston speech; his 
admission of its accuracy, and declaring 
it to be the duty of all her majesty’s sub­
jects loyally to submit to the law; that 
the constitution provides a means of re­
dressing grievances; that no changes 
ought to be brought about by

or other physical force; that any attempt 
to coerce her majesty in respect to any 
portion of her empire is nnwarrantable 
and treasonable and should receive the un­
compromising resistance of all loyal citi­
zens; that the action of Mr. Wallace in 
expressing sympathy with and holding 
ont a hope of active a<d to those who 
threaten to levy war in Ireland against 
her majesty is deserving of the severest 
••♦•nsnre at the hands of thelionse ami if 
allowed to pass nnnoti.-ed won Id excise 
Canada to the imputation of being dis­
loyal to her majesty, the reverse of which 
is the case; and further, that it ie the duty 
of this house promptly to repudiate the 
said utterances of Clarke Wallace, lest 
his political connection with parliament 
and the government might lead the pnh- 
lic to the erroneous conclusion that his 
views, so expressed, were shared by this 
My, a conclusion which would give ad­
ditional influence to each utterances and 
endanger peace and good government 
throughout her majesty’s dominions.

Mr. Devlin said that Mr. Wallace had 
no right to pledge assistance to treason­
able movements in Ulster.

Mr. Kenny said Wallace’s speech was 
injudicious and unwise but as the moth-u 
was no confidence in the government he 
could not support it. (Groans).

Mr. David Mills said the government 
should leave it in open question. Mr. 
Wallace had taken an oath to serve her 
majesty, but was now encouraging armed 
resistance to her authority.

Mr. Foster as leader of the house at­
tacked the opposition and then admitted 
that Mr. Wallace had perhaps g. ne too 
far, but the matter did not justify a 
resolution.

Sir Richard Cartwright said the gov­
ernment most either endorse Wallace’s 
speech or leave it in open question.

Mr. Mclnerney said he considered 
Wallace’s speech one which should not 
lie approved of by the h jnse. It was one 
calculated to provoke strife among British 
subjects. He would vote for the amend­
ment.

Hon. Mr. Costigan created a sensation 
by saying that he agreed in the main 
with Mr. Mclnerney. The Huntington 
case, which Mr. Foster had cited, was not 
a parallel to Wallace’s, as Huntington 
had not said anything touching the 
matter of allegiance to the Queen. He 
condemned Wallace’s utterances, and said 
he would vote for the amendment This 
announcement caused a commotion in 
government circles.

Sproule, McLean, (York) and Coats- 
worth apologized for Wallace.

Mr. Cnrren, solicitor general, regretted 
that Mr. Wallace hau not repudiated liis 
utterances, or stated that lie did not 
mean armed resistance to British rule if 
home rule was granted.

Dr. Bergin (Conservative) said the 
house was face to face with a question 
more fraught with danger to Canada than 
anything it had before it tor years. Wal­
lace had practically repeated his speech 
in the hou-e, and the matter must, there, 
fore, be dealt with. The British govern­
ment had undertaken to take care ot the 
men who were frementing rebellion in 
Ulster.

Before the house met at half-past eight 
o'clock, the ministers bad a hurried 
cabinet council, to discuss the situation, 
but the result was not announced.

Dr. Bergin on the house resuming said 
the leader of the government should state 
at once whether the resolution was to be 
treated as a non-confidence or not 

Hon. Mr. Foster said that if the resolu­
tion passed it would not be by the aid of 
the friends of the government.
