WasmiNerox, D. C., March 18.—The
sub-committee on Ways and Means has
carried out its promises that there should
be an increase on the duty upon agricul-
tural products. The committee has com-
pleted its report, which is now ready for
submission to the whole committee.
There not only has been an increase up-
on agricultural - products upon which
there is now a duty, but there has been
a duty imposed upon farm products
which are now upon the free list. Here
are some of the articles in which farmers
are interested which are to go upon the
dutiable list.

Horses and mules, thirty cents per
head, provided that a horse valued at
$150 or over shall pay instead an ad
valorem of thirty per cent.

Cattle, more than a year old, $10 per
head; less than one year old, $2 per head.
Hogs, $1.50 per head.

RETALIATION PROVISIONS.

The following is the text of the pro-
visions upon which the Ways and Means
sub-Committee has agreed as to retalia-
tion in the matter of the export duty
levied by the Dominion Government
upon logs.

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THE NEW BANKING BILL:

The new banking bill, which was in-
troduced by the Minister of Finance last
evening, proves to be framed on the lines
1aid down by the bankers in their con-
ferences with the government during the
present  session. These gentlemen
objected very strenuously to a system
involving a national currency similar to
that in existence in the United States,
mainly on the gronnd, it would seem?’
that such a currency would not be
pufficiently elastic in its nature to fully
meet all the requirements of the peo-
ple of Canada in respect to theirt business.
But as it was the firm determination of
the government and, we may add, of
the people of Canada that notes of all
Canadian banks should be made to pass
current at their full value all over the
Dominion, and that note holders
should be absolutely protected against
loss in the event of & bank failare, &
modification of the present system was
found to be necessary. The new banking
law, therefore, will be substantially the
present system so modified as to include
these factors; the security of the notes
and their currency all over the dominion.
In our Ottawa despatch it is
explained how this is to
accomplished and we therefore refer
our readers to the parliamentary pro-
ceedings in another column as to the de-

THE END OF THE DEBATE

The result of the vote on the stumpage
question last evening is in accordance
with our anticipations, which have
been expressed in the columns of THE
Gazerre. The government has been sus.
tained in its general policy by a majority
of eight. These votes, we think, are
sufficient to show that the chances of the
opposition assuming the reins of power
during the existence of the present House
of Assembly are so small as to be hardly
worthy of being calculated. The first
vote which was taken was the vote on
Mr. Hanington’s amendment, which was
as follows *

“Whereas, The values and profits of
the lumber business have largely in-
creased during the past two years, and
that industry is successful and fairly re-
munperative ; and.

“Whereas, The interest now payable
on the provincial indebtedness has also
largely increased, and the public works
and services of the province require
ditional aid and expenditure; and

“Whereas, In the absence of returns
of the expenditure and liability of the
government and departments since~the
end of the fiscal year last past, for the
gervices and contracts of that year, are
not laid before the house, and without
such information it is impossible to judge
of the true state of the provincial affairs
and finances; and

“Whereas, Under the existing laws
the whole question of stumpage and in-
formation in connexion therewith is one
that is under the control of, and can be
and is plated to be dealt with by
the executive in the proper e ise of
its fanctions, powers and responsibilities
under the principles of responsible gov-
ernment, which principles the executive
have herein ignored ; therefore,

“Resolved, That this house does
not deem it advisable now to approve of
a remission or reduction of the rate of
stum; on lumber asnow established,
or the appointment of a commission in
respect thereto.”

It will be seen by a careful reading of
this amendment that the act of voting
it down is a complete indorsement of the
policy of the government. On this
amendment the members were 25 for
the government and 15 for the opposi-
tion, the latter being composed of the six
members from the city and county of
St. John, the four members from West-
morland, the two from Albert, one from
Kent one from Carleton and one from
Sunbury.

When the vote was taken on the gov-
ernment’s motion Mr. Douglas of Char”
lotte who had voted for the amendment
voted with the opposition against the re-
duction of stumpage to $1 a thousand.

AT THE CAPITAL.

The Work of Parlinment Yesterday.

Orrawa, March 20.—The Bank bill was
introduced today and read a first time.
Hon. Geo. E. Foster, after reviewing the
bank legislation since confederation and

the government respecting the present
bill, and with certain improvements to
extend its provisions for the usual further
period of ten years. The more important
of these improvements -he exrlained.
The notes of all banks are for ;the future
to be taken at par in all parts of the Do-
minion. Heretofore the notes of certain
of the smaller banks have been accepted
only at a discount in places remate
from the head office, and persons
who happened to- go travelling
with such notes in their possession have
been seriously inconvenienced. Pro-
vision is made for the prompt redemp-
tion at par of notes of suspended banks.
These are to be redeemed by the govern-
ment out of a circulation redemption
fund of five per cent. of the average cir-
culation, to be paid in two and a half
per cent. on the 1st July, 1881, and two
and a half per cent. on the 1st July 1892.
The fund is to be permafiently maintain-
ed at five per cent. of the average circu-
lation. On the money ‘so deposited by
the banks the government will allow
interest at the rate of two_per cent. per
annum. As there might' be an indis-
position to accept the notes of suspended
banks between the time of suspension
and liquidation it is provided that
interest at the rate of 6 per cent
shall be paid upon them for that time
and it will thus be to the interest'of the
banks to freely accept such notes. This
interest is to be charged against the as-
sets of the suspended bank. Heretofore
new banks have been required to have a
subscribed capital of $500,000and a paid-
up capital of $200,000. It is proposed to]
increase this paid-up capital to $250,000,
and this will bave to be bona fide, paid
in, and deposited in the hands of the
finarice minister, and receiver gemeral.
Some times in the past the so-called paid
up capital has only been nominally paid
in, the banks giving discounts to _their
shareholders almost to the amount of
their paid up stock, but such transactions
are to be provided against for the future.
For the further protection of the share-
holders it is provided that at their annual
meeting they shall appoint two or more
auditors to examine the affairs of the
bank, and a copy of their report is to be
forwarded to the government.

In the brief discussion which followed,
the proposed legislation was spoken of
in terms of approval.

Sir Richard Cartwright said that in
this connection further legislation should
be had respecting directors and cashiers
who abuse their trust.

Mr. Blake said the house ought to con-
sider whether it would not be better todis-
courage the establishment of banks with
as small capital as the present minimum.

Sir Donald Smith alone expressed dis-
satisfaction with the , his speeck
being in the interest of the powerful
banks. He thought it unfair that they
were to contribute strength to the weaker
establishments, in the shape of the cir-
culation security fund, and he thought
that the government should take full
security from the banks for every dollar
of their circulation. If Canada could not
adopt the American system we might at
all events do something in that direc tion
and he thought each bank should deposit
with the government at least one-third
of the amount of its circulation.

THE STUMPAGE DEBATE.

Jewels in the Temples.

The Buddhists in Burmah de not con-
sider the question of expense in beauti-
fying their temples. Hereis thedescrip-
tion of the new vane of a pagoda at Ran-
goon: The vane is about 8 by 13 feet
broad, and thickly crusted with precious
stones and lovely fans of the red Bur-
mese gold. One ruby alone is worth
6,000 rupees, and . there are several hun-
dred rubies alone on this beautiful thing.
On the tip of the iron rod on which

“works the vane is a richly carved and
perforated gold ornament called the
Semboo. It is somewhat egg shaped
and a foot in height, tipped by an enor-
mous diamond encircled by many
ones, crusted on like barnacles. Allover
this exquisite oval object are similar
clumps of diamonds, no other stones
being used for this part.—Exchange.

Growing Walking Sticks.

Walking sticks are toa great extent
imported into England from abroad. The
number received from other countries
reaches nearly 5,000,000 annually, with
a combined value of £25,000 or so. Com-
moner sticks, as those of beech, ash,
thorn and hazel, are to a great extent
grown in this country. In Gloucester-
shire, for instance, many acres are de-
voted to no other purpose than the rais-
ing of wood for the walking stick market.
A peculiar branch of this business is the
importation of overgrown cabbage stalks
from the Channel Islands, where cab-
bnges are regularly trained with a view
to being transformed into walking sticks
by a process of stripping off each leaf as
it appears, and finally drying and harden-
ing the stems.—London Tit Bits.

Explodes Very Easily.

lodide of nitrogen is the most sensitive
substance in existence, and when in a
dry state explodes from the weight of a
fly descending upon it, or on being
touched with a feather. It alsoexplodes
if allowed to fall from the height of a
few feet upon the surface of water. It
takes the form of a black powder. Tri-
chloride of nitrogen is another substance
very easily exploded, the direct rays of
the sun alone being sufficient to bring
about its explosion with an energy far
exceeding that of dy ite. Light as-
sists it in explosive powers, for whilst
it has a great antipathy to all kinds
of vegetation and explodes immediately
upon coming into contact with them, it
is never found to do so in the dark or on

This metal of the future, of which so
much has been said, was discovered by
Professor Wohler in 1828. While seek-
ing to settle in his own mind the ques-
tion as to what were the component
parts of common clays, and while fusing
a mass of the yellow mud ata white heat
under the blow pipe, he accidently ob-
tained a single minute globule or bead of
what was to him and the rest of the
scientific world at that time a new metal.
Subsequently by various chemical tests
he proved the drop to be the precious
aluminum. He surely did not consider
his discovery of grave importance, other-
wise he would have given it more atten-
tion than he did: as it was, it appears
that he did not experiment with the
aluminum idea in view again for some-
thing like eighteen years. In 1846 he re-
discovered it in a mixture of cloride of
aluminum and common salt. This time

the metal was obtained inquantities suf-J=

It was found to be a white metal between
the color of zinc and silver, but with a
more bluish tinge than that found in the
last named metal.

WEIGHTS AND MEASURES.

Traders, Manufacturers and owrers of Weights,
Measures and Weighing Machines generally are
ally requs to read carefully the following
instructions and act accordingly: .
. The hts and Measures Act provides for
a regular biennial inspection of all Weights and
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for
i lar inspections of the same, which may be
mu any time when deemed necessary by the
inspector, and it also imposes a heayy penalty on
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in
the performance of his duty under said Ast, or
who refuses to produce the whole of his weights
and measures for inspection when called upon to
do so by an inspecting officer.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of

igh and weigh achines when
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect-
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees,
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de-
mand from the officer who makes the inspection,
an official certificate (“Form 0,6 with the words
“Qriginal for the Trader” printed at the head
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether
or not the unm?s attached to such certificate
represent exactly the value the amount of cash
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attached. : .

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
cates are specinlly requested tv keep them care-
fally for two years, and in order to secure their
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinetly understood that all trad-
ers who are unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
ability, have to pay over again their verification

fees.

I was sergeantin K troop, and Gower
wasin F. We had been stationed to-
gether six months or so when ordered
out on the Indian campaign that sum-
mer. I was deadbroke. All my money
was gone, and my wife kept bothering
me for more. I owed a lot of money
around headquarters, too, and Gower
knew it, and sometimes asked me what
I was going to do when we got back
from the campaign. We were not good
friends, him and 1. There was money
dealings between us, and then there was
talk about Mrs. Clancy fancying him too
much. Tho paymaster came up with a
strong escort and paid off the boys late
in October, just as the expedition was
breaking up and going for home, and all
the officers and men got four months’
pay. There was Lieut. Crane and twenty
men of F troop out on a scout, but the
