TASTE CHANGES. » SHOOTING AFFRAY.

More Beer and Light Wines Consumed 
Than Formerly. Doctor Wounds Wife and Mother-in- 

Law—Would-Be Murderer Escapes.MB 10 GBOW 01IECR0 SI0DE0ISOttawa, Sept. 25.—The returns of the 
inland revenue department for the 
fiscal year ending June 30th last shows 
that there was consumed, per head of 
population, 9.27 gallons of spirits, 5.660 
beer and 2,991 pounds of tobacco. The 
tendency now is to drink less spirits 
and more beer and light wines. For 
the past year there was a decrease in 
the consumption of spirits compared 
with the previous year, and an Increase 
in beer, wine and tobacco.

Ottawa, Sept. 24.—A desperate shoot­
ing affray, the outcome of a domestic 
quarrel, occurred this evening in the 
suburb, a village of Janeville. The vic­
tims, Mrs. Savignac and her mother, 
Mrs. Mitchell, are riow in the Pro­
testant hospital and their recovery is 
doubtful.

The shooting was done by Dr. J. A.
Savignac, proprietor of the Russian 
baths on Albert street, who is at large 
and being pursued by the police.

Savignac was preparing to start for 
Florida /with his wife and two children, 
when Mr. and Mrs. Mitchell, of East 
Templeton, father and mother of the 
doctor’s wife, appeared^ on the scene 
and endeavored to pursuade Mrs. Sav­
ignac to return home with them. A 
quarrel ensued. Savignac came to the 
city, purchased two revolver^, and en­
tering the house exclaimed, “I’ll show 
you whom you shall obey.” With that 
he shot his tvife twice in the shoulder 
and back. As she fell to the floor he 
fired twice at his mother-in-law, one 
bullet breaking her arm and another 
penetrating the right lung. Mitchell 
them came to the rescue. Savignac 
pulled the revolver on him, but it 
missed fire. Then the would-be murd­
erer fled to the bush back of the vil­
lage. At midnight the police posse had 
not found him.

,An Increase of Over Nineteen Million 
Dollars Compared With Same 

Time in 1905.

Minneapolis, Sept. 24.—Five are dead 
and 15 are" more or less injured as the re­
sult of a rear-end collision of Ottawa, Sept. 25.—Canada’s aggre­

gate trade for the first two months of 
the fiscal year shows an increase of 
over ninteen million dollars compared 
with the same time last year . The im­
ports were $51,844,910, a gain of 
$9,035,846, and exports, domestic and 
foreign, were $46,216,179, increase of 
$10,674,544 over the same two months in 
1905. There is a corrsponding increase 
in the revenue. Agricultural products 
for the two months show an increase of 
over five million dollars and manufac­
tures over one and a quarter million. 
The- only decrease recorded is in the 
product of mines, which shows a de­
cline of about three quarters of a mil­
lion dollars. This is 
growth considering that last year’s 
trade was by far the highest in the 
history of the country.

Atlanta, Ga., Sept. 25.—Following the 
killing of a policeman last night in 
South Atlanta the force which accom­
panied him and were not disabled in 
the fight pursued the negroes. They 
captured ten of the attacking party. 
Four escaped.

Six were put aboard a street car 
under the guard of the police and de­
puties and were started for the county 
jail in the centre of the town. A wait­
ing mob stopped the car, and two of 
the prisoners made a bold dash for 
liberty. The mob caught them in the 
front yard of the house occupied by 
Mrs. Thompson, a white woman. The 
negroes were cut and beaten and left 
for dead. Mrs. Thompson fell dead 
from heart disease during the excite­
ment.

The police succeeded in locking the 
other four negroes in the county jail.

It has been decided that the negro 
students, 50 in number, who live in the 
campus of Clark University, are re­
sponsible for and executed the attacks 
on the officers in South Atlanta last 
night The military authorities have 
sent 150 men under the command of 
Col. Clifford Anderson, to the scene. 
They expect to surround the campus, 
capturé and search all the students 
and punish the guilty ones.

Mutiny of Prisoners.
Knoxville, Tenn., Sept. 25.—Twenty- 

five negro prisoners rebelled against 
the jailer at the Knoxville county jail 
last night, refusing to go for the cor­
ridor in their cells. For two hours 
they kept the officers at bay.

The jailers turned the hose on the 
refractory negroes, but this frenzied 
them. They finally .captured the hose 
and turned it on the officers and at­
tacked them with bottles, plates, cups 
and saucers and with broom handles 
on the end of which open knives were 

■ fastened. The arrival of the sheriff and 
police finally quietened the disturbance.

The trouble is said to have resulted 
from the negroes reading of the At­
lanta riot.

AT NEXT SESSION OF
DOMINION PARLIAMENT

British Government Would Not Object 
to Representative Being Stationed 

at Washington.

Ottawa, Sept. 25.—There is a prob­
ability that at the next session of par­
liament an arrangement will be made 
for the appointment of a Canadian at­
tache to the British embassy at Wash­
ington.

President Roosevelt threw out the 
idea at a very opportune moment, and 
the matter is favorably viewed in cer­
tain official quarters here.

BLUEJACKETS FOR CUBA

METHODIST CONFERENCE.

United States Navy Department Has 
Decided to Send Reinforcements- 

Situation in Island.

The Board of Missions—Report on Dis­
cipline—Pastoral Term.

Montreal, Sept. 24.—The following 
were elected to the board of missions 
at the Methodist church congress to­
day: Revs. E. B. Ryckman, Almonte; 
S. F. Heustls, Halifax; A. Langford, 
Stratford; W. R. Young, Montreal; T. 
E. Moore and W. Briggs, Toronto. Lay 
members—Messrs. N. W. Rowell, K. C„ 
Toronto; J. W. Fiavelle, Toronto; W. 
H. Cushing, Calgary; C. B. Keenley- 
side. London; Judge McLaren, Toronto; 
A. Shaw, Kingston.

The report on city missions was pre­
sented to the conference this morning. 
It provides that each annual confer­
ence may establish in desirable cen­
tres a mission for local work, controll­
ed by a board of clergymen and laymen 
from each church interested.

The report on discipline, recom­
mending that a cheap pamphlet con­
taining the order of worship and ser­
vices be printed similar to that pub­
lished in England, was agreed to, as 
was also a recommendation providing 
for a special ritual for clergymen. A 
recommendation that the maximum al­
lowance for ministers for horse keep 
be $100 per annum was carried.

The extension of the pastoral term 
was the principal matter that engaged 
the attention of the conference this 
afternoon. It came up on the report 
of the committee recommending that 
memorials in favor of it be not con­
curred in. There was considerable dis­
cussion on the matter. Advocates of 
extension argued that the present four- 
year term was not in the best interests 
of the church, and that in special cases 
the period should be lengthened. The 
United States was referred to as a 
country in which the removal of the 
time limit had been a great success. 
When the vote was called, the com­
mittee’s recommendation was carried, 
and the term will remain as at present 
—four years.

At the opening of the afternoon ses­
sion M. Takagi, editor of the Christian 
Guardian in Japan, addressed the con­
ference.

Washington, Sept. 25.—Fifteen hun­
dred more American marines were ord­
ered to Cuba to-day by the navy de­
partment. Five hundred marines from 
the Atlantic fleet will sail to-morrow 
on the battleships Indiana and Ken­
tucky from Provincetown, Mass.; 
eight or nine hundred marines will sail 
on Thursday from Boston, Norfolk and 
Philadelphia, and the remainder will 
probably leave New Orleans for Hav­
ana on a Morgan liner Saturday.

Orders were first issued for 1,060 mar­
ines from the various stations along 
the Atlantic coast to proceed to Cuba, 
but following the dispatches from Sec­
retary of War Taft indicating that he 
has little hope of amicable settlement 
of the troubles in Cuba. 500 additional 
marines from the North Atlantic fleet 
were instructed to prepare for Cuban 
service. In addition to the marines 
there will be nearly 2,000 more blue­
jackets sent to Cuba.

As there are now 1,200 marines in 
Cuba and over 3,000 bluejackets, when 
the vessels sailing this week arrive in 
Havana, the United States will be 
ready to land on Cuban soil a force of 
more than 7,000.

The American warships which sail on 
Thursday will be the cruiser Brooklyn, 
now at League Island navy yard, Phil­
adelphia, the battleship Texas, which is 
being repaired hastily at the Norfolk 
navy yard and the converted cruiser 
Prairie, which is at Boston. The Pra­
irie will carry marines from Ports­
mouth, Boston and Newport, rt. I. On 
the Brooklyn and Texas will be marines 
from the New York navy yard from 
League Island, Port Royal S. C., Anna­
polis, Washington, Norfolk and 
Charleston,

The Situation.
Havana, Sept. 25.—The Cuban repub­

lic to-night stands on the verge of a 
second period of American interven­
tion. The Moderate party which six 
weeks ago was in control of every 
office in the district, to-night is deter­
mined to abdicate everything and com­
pel the United States to intervene. In 
fact every government official from 
President Palma down is anxious to 
force such intervention rather than 
yield to any of the terms offered by the 
Liberal party and those in arms 
against the government.

The Liberal leaders characterize the 
conduct of the government as treason, 
while Secretary Taft considers it a dis­
honorable attempt to force the hand of 
the United States intervention. This is 
precisely what the administration has 
been most anxious to avoid. With 
either party installed in power, there 
would still remain a condition of deplor­
able dissatisfaction, and there is noth­
ing to promise relief save full control 
by the United States.

President Palma has called a special 
session of congress for Friday, when 
he will present the resignations of him­
self and Vice-President Mendez Capot. 
The moderates, however, will not at­
tend that session, for In their hurriedly 
called National Moderate assembly to­
day they decided not to have anything 
more to do with the government of 
Cuba, claiming they had been unjustly 
treated by President Roosevelt’s rep­
resentatives.

At the conclusion of the Moderate as­
sembly to-day Vice-President Mendez 
Capot called on the American commis­
sioners and declared that he had been 
instructed by the Moderate National 
assembly to draft a reply to Secretary 
Taft’s letter to President Palma in 
which peace terms were suggested. j

After this interview Senor Mendez j 
Capot said; “I have resigned irrevo­
cably my position as vice-president of 
the Republic. I resigned because the | 

; resignation of President Palma was 
forced on him by causes detrimental to 
the dignity and decorum of the office of 
chief executive. The President will 
convene congress on Friday to consider 
his resignation and my otwn.”

BESSEMER STEEL.

From Black Sands Found at Mouth of 
the Columbia River.

Portland, Ore., Sept. 25.—As a result of 
experiments being carried on by the gov­
ernment at the old Lewis and Clark fair 
grounds, Bessemer steel has been reduced 
from the ordinary black sands found at 
the mouth of the Columbia river. Wheth­
er this reduction can be carried on at a 
profitable basis has not yet been deter­
mined. C. H. Clevenger, who is conduct­
ing the experiments, while not positive on 
the subject, believes that the experiments 
will pave the way towards opening a new 
era in the iron industry of the Coast.

iDIED AFTER PRIZE FIGHT.

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 24.—Following a 
prize fight held late Saturday night in 
the Danish hall, Woodlawn Beach, 
Richard Muson, 20 years of age, one 
of the contestants, died early to-day. 
Injuries to the brain, resulting from a 
blow behind the left ear, are said to 
have caused the young man's death.

Walter Robinson, colored, 26 years of 
age, Munson’s opponent, was arrested 
and committed to jail. The charge 
against him was left open, but to-day 
it probably will be made murder.

AMERICAN PROPERTY IN CUBA.

Secretary Taft Requests Cuban Insur­
gent Leaders to Furnish Guards.

FORMER BANK PRESIDENT.

Paul O. Stensland Has Arrived in New 
York From Morocco—Anxious to 

Reach Chicago.

New York, Sept. 25.—The discomfort 
of a night in a narrow and cheerless 
cell experienced by Paul O. Stensland, 
the former president of the Milwaukee 
Avenue State bank, of Chicago, who 
returned from Morocco last night a 
prisoner on the charge of wrecking that 
Institution, was followed to-day by ad­
ditional unpleasant details of examin- 
etion at police headquarters.

He tottered 
rather than walked from his cell to the 
various offices, and leaned heavily upon 
the supporting arm of his son. Stens- 
iand during the night told one of the 
officers who were watching him that he 
wanted to go back to Chicago, and 
would have done so had he not been 
arrested in Tangier.

"I want to straighten out matters,” 
said he. ‘‘There is a good deal behind 
this case, and I want to show the pub­
lic that I am not the black sheep I 
have been painted.”

BRAZIL’S COFFEE CROPS.

Plans Made to Maintain Article at a 
Remunerative Price.

New York, Sept. 27.—The announce­
ment was made to-day by the Journal 
of Commerce that the financing of 
Brazil’s coffee valorization plan had 
been arranged. Bankers and mer­
chants .internationally known, and all 
identified wi{h the coffee business are 
named who will advance the money 
needed, about $20,000,000. They are 
located in New York, London, Havre 
and Hamburg. The object of the cof­
fee valorization plan is to maintain 
coffee at a remunerative price to the 
growers by the establishing of a mini­
mum quotation which is to be held by 
purchases of coffee on account of the 
three coffee states of Brazil, namely, 
the states of Sao Paulo, Rione and 
Minas. Interest on the loan made is 
guaranteed and paid by a tax on every 
bag of coffee shipped. The contracting 
states bind themselves to restrict or 
discourage by discriminating taxation 
the exportation of coffee of inferior 
grades, and they further bind them­
selves to pass laws preventing the ex­
tension' of coffee acreage for two years 
after January 1st, 1907.

The day 
of the disaster he sent his bag contain­
ing a current copy of the paper duly 
signed to the hotel at Redford, where 
he expected to pass the night. Within 
a few hours of his death the claim was 
examined, allowed and settled.

Montreal, Sept. 26.—The Methodist 
general conference at its session to-day 
finished consideration of the report of 
the missionary committee.

Rev. D. Norman, of Japan, submitted 
various changes arising out of the 
Methodist union in that land. It is ex­
pected that all the Canadian mission­
aries in Japan will remain.

The report of the committee on course 
of study recommended that young 
ministers spend a five year probation, 
three at college and two on circuit. The 
salary of young ordained men, not 
married, was placed at $600, and pro­
bationers at $400. This means an in­
crease of $150 and $100 respectively.

The conference decided to wind up 
the union church relief fund by an as­
sessment on all the churches.

The various reports of committees 
are being rushed jjirough, and the dele­
gates hope to see'the finish on Thurs­
day.

The conference adopted the following 
recommendation of the education com­
mittee with reference to the memorial 
from the University Club of Nelson, B. 
C„ regarding the establishment of a 
provincial university in British Colum­
bia. “That the general conference com­
mit this matter to the board of the Col­
umbian Methodist college to co-operate 
in the building of a common university 
as in their wisdom may seem to be in 
the best interests of higher education 
of the province, and in the meantime 
to carry on the present work with the 
greatest possible efficiency, with a view 
to ultimate co-operation with a com­
mon university of the province: and 
for this purpose we recommend then- 
work to the board of education.”

The conference also approved of 
other recommendations of the commit­
tee and elected a board to be known as 
the board of education of the Method- 
its church, which will have control of 
all works of the educational society. 
The new board of education follows:

THREE MILES OF DRILLING mm mine
GIFT 111 WINNIPEG

Committee of Synod of British Columbia 
and Alberta Transacts Important 

Business.
In Just Two Years at Granby Mines— 

Bore Holes Stiii Being Made.

MERCHANT HERE “Just two years ago this month—to 
bxe accurate, on September 8th, 1904— 
an extensive programme of drilling was 
inaugurated at the Granby mines,” 
says the Phpenix Pioneer. “Since that 
date 18,750 feet of boring has been done 
by the contractors, Boyles Bros, of 
Spokane, or over three miles. Includ­
ing that which had previously been 
done at these properties, the drilling 
now amounts to 22,900 feet, or over four 
miles of work. The following table 
shows what was accomplished each 
year: In 1904, 3,148 feet; in 1905, 8,419 
feet; in 1906 (to September 1st), 7,183 
feet; in two years, 17,850 feet; previous 
to 1904, 4,150 feet; total, 22,900 feet.

“When Page Boyles, who is in charge 
of the work, first started on the con­
tract, he used but one drill, but since 
then at times two diamond drills have 
been in use, sometimes with three 
shifts operating each drill. The work 
for the last two years has been done 
mostly on the Monarch, Gold Drop, 
Gold Drop fraction and Victoria prop­
erties, with a few holes in the Old 
Ironsides, Fourth of July and Phoenix 
claims. The first three claims are some 
of those purchased by the Granby Co. 
in recent years, and diamond ^drilling 
done demonstrated the size and value 
of the ore bodies in those properties.

“That satisfactory results have been 
obtained from the diamond drill work 
done at the Granby mines is apparent 
from the fact that it is still being con­
tinued by the management. Opinions 
differ as to the best system of doing 
diamond drilling. The B. C. Copper 
Co. and Dominion Copper Co. own their 
own drills and do their own work, but 
the Granby people seem to prefer to 
have it done entirely by contract.”

The foreign mission committee of the 
Synod of British Columbia and Alberta 
met here a day or two ago in First Pres­
byterian church, of this city.

the bounds of the Synod of Manitoba and 
the Northwest Territories. The purpose 
of this plan adopted by the assembly for 
Manitoba and the Northwest Territories 
in 1905. is to assimilate as far as possible 
the foreign mission work to the method 
of management which prevailed in home 
mission work. This ordinance of the gen­
eral assembly places the work under the 
management of the Synod and the Pres­
byteries of the bounds, and brings it in 
line with that method advocated by the 
Synod of British Columbia and Alberta 
for eight or ten years.

The committee strongly recommended 
the purchase of a site and the erection 
of .suitable buildings for Chinese mission 
work at Victoria and Vancouver, and the 
appointment by the assembly of a gen­
eral superintendent for the Chinese and 
Indian work in the bounds of the Synod; 
and that native Chinese evangelists be

Carsley Company, whose splendid pre­
mises on St. James street, erected in 1893 
at a cost of $300,000. are one of the sights 
of the commercial capital of Quebec.

Philanthropy has occupied much of Mr.
Carsley’s attention. He has for many 
years been deeply interested in the work 
of the Society for the Protection of Wo­
men and Children, serving for some time 
as its president.

The provincial bureau of information 

is doing well in trying to keep up with 
the times. Yesterday a supplement to 
Bulletin No. 21, on the “Timber in Brit­
ish Columbia” was issued, giving sta­
tistics in some instances as late as the 
end of July of the present year.

There is much food for thought in 
the little four-page pamphlet that con­
veys, in almost too unassertive a way, 
information that should make glad the 
heart of everyone who believes in the 
progress of British Columbia, 
indication of this it may be stated that 
the following new sawmills have been 
recently placed in operation. The list 
as given in the bulletin mentioned, with 
capacity, is as follows:

Fraser River Sawmills, Hillside,
New Westminster, 250,000 feet; Small 
& Bucklin Lumber Co., New Westmin­
ster, 65,000 feet; The J. S.
Lumber Co., Port Moody, 20,000 feet and 
50,000 shingles; Vancouver Lumber Co., 
Vancouver, 70,000 feet; Anglo-American 
Lumber Co., Vancouver. 30,000 feet; 
Sutton Lumber & Trading Co., Mos­
quito Harbor, Clayoquot, 200.000 feet; 
C. R. McLaughlin Lumber Co., Bon 
Accord. 100,000 feet. Total daily capac­
ity, 735,000 feet.

The Fraser River Sawmills is 
tuallv a new institution, although after 
many years of idleness it has again be­
come a producer. It was built by the 
Ross-McLaren Company, of Ottawa, in 
the early nineties and went out of 
business shortly afterwards owing to 
misrepresentation regarding the feas­
ibility of the Fraser River channel for 
navigation by deep sea lumber boats. 
Therefore it will be seen that the big 
mill at Mosquito Harbor, on the west 
coast, is the largest institution of re­
cent date in the province.

Throughout 1905 there was 51,515,100 
feet of lumber shipped over-seas from 
the province. For the first seven 
months of the present year the same 
class of shipments totalled , 40,411,510 
feet in addition to 5,107.590 shingles and 
laths.

Probably the most noteworthy fea­
ture of the new publication is a .few 
sentences dealing with the western 
hemlock as a commercial proposition. 
The bulletin says:

“A noticeable fact in connection with 
the lumbering industry is the steady 
advancement of western hemlock 
(Tsuga mertensianu) in the estimation 
of millmen and consumers. Until re­
cently this’ tree was classed with its 
eastern namesake and was little in de­
mand, but it had been ascertained by 
scientific tests and practical experi­
ments that the hemlock of the Pacific 
slope is in many respects quite equal 
to the highly prized fir, and superior 
to it for all work requiring a fine 
finish. Hemlock is light, free from 
pitch and is hard and tough. While not 
quite equal to fir for structural pur­
poses, it is without a rival for piles and 
railway ties, and is rapidly supplanting 
spruce for flooring, box making and in­
terior finishings.”

To show how the lumber industry is 
increasing throughout the province, the 
bulletin says the following:

“The quantity cut on Don.inion lands 
in the railway belt Is not available, but 
it is safe to estimate that it would be 
fully equal to that of the same period 
of the previous year, which would add 
11,664.000 feet, making the grand total 
for the first six months of 1906, 247.051,- 
000 feet, over 52 per cent, more than 
the total cut for the previous year.”

This is good news from an official 
source and the last quotation may well 
close present reference to the subject:

“A considerable percentage of the 
manufactured lumber is used locally, 
but the bulk is exported to Alberta, 
Saskatchewan. Manitoba, Ontario, Que­
bec and the Middle. Western and East­
ern States. The eastern market for 
certain kinds of lumber, the finer 
grades for finishing and interior decor­
ation. is steadily enlarging as the qual­
ity of British Columbia woods becomes 
more widely known.”

Havana, Sept. 26.—The letter contain­
ing the propositions sent by Secretary 
Taft to President Palma was given out 
last night. It declares that the com­
missioners are inclined to believe that 
illegalities were committed in the 
primary elections held September 23rd, 
1905, that 15,000 men appear to be in 
arms against the government, and that 
a majority of the people seem to be In 
favor of the revolutionists.

The letter adds that Acting Secretary 
of the Interior Montalvo testified that, 
the government was una'ble to suppress 
the revolution, and it sets forth that 
even if the government could prevent 
the revolution it could not prevent the 
damage continuing throughout the 
country. It praises President Palma, 
and declares his work to have been 
benevolent and beneficial. It expresses 
the opinion that it is proper for Presi­
dent Palma to continue at the head of 
the government, as otherwise control 
would be lacking.

In conclusion the document expresses 
the fear of the commissioners that the 
action. proposed may lead President 
Palma to resign his office, but adds 
that if he can present some other solu­
tion to the difficulty the commissioners 
will be glad to endeavor to have it ac­
cepted. The letter begs President 
Palma to sacrifice himself once more 
for the benefit of the republic and to 
write another fair page in his life as a 
patriot by continuing in the presidency.

The final recommendation is that as 
soon as the resignations of the officials 
and congressmen have been presented j 
the rebels will surrender their arms 
and return to their homes.

Would Welcome Intervention.

Completing her last cruise to Behring 
Sea under her present command, H. M. S. 
Shearwater, in charge of Lieut. Kerwood, 
returned to Esquimau shortly before noon 
on Tuesday, with the first news that has 
been received from tne sealers operating 
in the North this year. The crew’s com­
mission expires in November, and the 
men will on or about that time start for 
England to give place for a new comple­
ment of officers and men to leave for the 
Pacific on the 23rd of October. It will be 
remembered that Captain Hunt did not 
make the voyage to Behring Sea this 
year, for soon after the cruiser sailed he 
was taken ill and had to return to port. 
The Shearwater will now remain in Es­
quimau until next week, when she will 
leave for New Westminster to be present 
in that port during the annual exposition 
in the Royal City.

The Shearwater’s voyage North was 
uneventful. Comparatively few* sealers 
were sighted; the weather for the most 
part was fine, and the sealing done, tak­
ing the catches reported 
fairly good. No seizures were heard of 
and nothing was gleaned of interest re­
garding the Japanese raid on the seal 
rookeries.

All the vessels boarded by the officers 
of the Shearwater were met early in the 
season. The Casco, Capt. William Munro, 
had 621 skins in early August, having 
evidently encountered large seal herds in 
the beginning of the sealing season. She 
had taken 258 off the Copper Islands and 
363 in the sea. The Markland. Capt. 
Heater, secured 493 skins; the Victoria, 
Capt. Delouchery, had 245, 77 having been 
obtained along the B. C. coast; and the 
Ida Etta, 79, on August 24th.

Officers of the Shearwater saw the 
Thistle in Alert Bay on Saturday. The 
vessel was on the beach as if to have her 
hull examined.

A sight of the volcano on Unimak Isl­
and, which has from time to time been 
described at great length by correspond­
ents, was obtained, and was noticed to 
be smouldering.

VANCOUVER ISLAND.
Two Ribs Broken.

The Daily Consular and Trade Re­
ports, published at Washington, in its 
issue of Thursday, September 13th, con­
tained the following report of United 
States Consul A. E. Smith, of Victoria, 
with regard to Vancouver Island:

“The principal product of Vancouver 
Island is coal, of which there were min­
ed during 1905, 993,899 tons. Of this 
amount 380,332 tons were sold in Can­
ada, 427,698 tons exported to the United 
States, and the remainder used for local 
consumption. The amount of coke pro­
duced was 15,661 tons, of which 5,140 
tons were sold in Canada and 4.300 in 
the United States, including Alaska, 
while 5,950 tons were added to stock. 
In 1904 the mines turned out 1,023,013 
tons of coal and 19,371 tons of coke. 
The total coal sales show an increase 
of 24,000 tons, or 3 per cent, gver 1904. 
The sales to the United States amount­
ed to 53 per cent, of the total, most of 
which was disposed of in the California 
market, the remainder going to Alaska, 
where the recent developments In met- 
aliferous mining seem destined to pro­
duce a constantly increasing market 
for this article.

“Of the two smelters the one at 
Crofton was not in operation during 
1905, but blew in on January 6th, 1906, 
and is treating ore from the Britannia 
and other coast mines. The returns 
from the Tyee smelter at Ladysmith 
was in blast, 164 days of 24 hours each, 
and produced 38.960 tons of smelted ore. 
The value of the ore smelted, less re­
fining charges, was $506,600. The cap­
per product of the Island in 1905 was 
3,437,236 pounds, a decrease of 2,523,357 
pounds from 1904.

“There are six lumber mills In opera­
tion in this district, the capacity of 
which is 430,000 feet per day. Four 
others are built and another building, 
which will be in running order in a few 
months, including the new shingle mill, 
said to be the largest in the world. In 
1904 the quantity of lumber turned out 
on the Island was 40.249,818 feet; in 
1905, 43,564.712 feet.

“The brickyards in 1905 turned out 
7.500,000 bricks. The manufactures of 
drain tile amounted to $90.000, and the 
product of Portland cement was valued 
at $150,000. Large quantities of stone 
have been cut from Nelson and adja­
cent islands, the value of which Was 

| $100,000.”

CHINESE—$50 IN PRIZES.

To the Editor:—John Burns, a laboring 
man and in his younger days a Chartist, 
was imprisoned for some offences against 
the law in his endeavor to promote his 
political views. Such a thtfff'is Impos­
sible now. Nearly all his views are at 
the present time embodied in acts of par­
liament. He spent his prison life in im­
proving and broadening his mind, and he 
to-day holds one of a dozen of the most 
coveted positions in the Old Country. He 
is a member of the ministry, and as such 
is one of the King’s advisers. Soon after 
his appointment he was “commanded” by 
the King to accept his hospitality. John 
asked leave to appear in ordinary even­
ing dress. Bijt our King is a stickler for 
form, as one of our judges is here—and I 
highly approve of both. Clothes help to 
make the man, and they add dignity to 
his office. John Burns got court dress 
and it became him so well that the -Kt Vf 
complimented him on his appearance (it 
and it became him so well that the King 
make a joke), and he even reodmmendejj 
one of his older courtiers to go to John 
Burns’ tailor. John Burns was quite 
equal to the situation and reminded the 
King that this was not the first time he 
had worn Royal livery. John Burns is far 
from wealthy, but he is rich in the esteem 
of his fellow workmen and of his coun­
try.

Well, I have been thinking that If some 
of our labor men were only a little more 
open minded and broader in their views 
they might perhaps become second edi­
tions of John Burns. They hold their 
opinions strongly enough in all con­
science. Even Hawthornthwaite might 
become something.

The trade unionists owe much of the 
liberty gained for them by men like John 
Burns, and nowhere in the wide world 
is liberty and freedom more secure than 
in the Old Country. We forget sometimes 
that liberty flows like a stream from 

■ precedent to precedent, and that all labor 
troubles, strikes and so on are softening, 
and we are flowing in the direction of 
Socialism so far as it is consistent with 
practical politics. Further than that no 
one can see. But extremists may hold 
their views as a pious belief.

Now I come to my point. This pro­
vince is at present kept back for want of 
labor of the commonest sort. Farmers 
on our uncleared land, and many other 
industries, particularly railway building, 
require it. The result in these two in­
dustries particularly named is this: 
Farmers and fruit growers cannot live 
and don’t continue to come into the coun­
try, and railway building is comparative­
ly at a standstill. This is the case on our 
own Island to a much greater extent than 
is generally known. Railway men and 
others are being gradually supplied with 
a class of laborers very much less desir­
able (and whom we cannot keep out) than 
the Chinese, who, when they come here, 
all intend and nearly all do return to 
China to die and be buried with their 
ancestors. We want them to do work 
which no respectable labor unionist wishes 
to do. All the better class of labor union­
ists employ these men more or less, 
though it should only be for a weekly 
cleaning up, or to cut their firewood, or 
to do up their little gardens. But the 
labor people say you won’t get this labor. 
This is narrow and unreasonable. Every 
labor man expects and hopes that neither 
they nor their children will evef require 
to accept such work as the Chinaman 
takes. They expect their children, who 
have had infinitely better chances 
through Socialistic education, to be serv­
ed by Chinamen or some inferior race to 
do the menial work. Those of us who 
may be a little better off want them for 
house servants. They cannot get women 
servants, and Englishmen won’t take 
that work.

gathered it would appear that while 
there are great possibilities involved in 
the practical application of denaturiz- 
ed alcohol to various industries, the 
day of the new agent has not yet 
dawned. John W. Yerkes, United States 
commissioner of internal revenue, 
who has returned home after two 
months in Europe devoted to the study 
of denaturized alcohol, expresses the 
belief that the United States will in 
time show the world how to make use 
of alcohol in the Industries. He found, 
he says, that denaturized alcohol has 
not come into general use for power 
purposes. Gasoline, he says, is still 
just as cheap, and the users of power 
seem t6 like it better than alcohol. “I 
did not see an automobile in England 
or France run by denaturized alcohol,” 
said he. “In Germany it is being used 
to some extent for power purposes. 
While it is not generally used any­
where over there for power purposes, 
it is put to many uses. Housewives, 
for instance, use it exclusively for 
heating coffee, tea, water and milk for 
the table. It has generally taken the 
place of wood alcohol.” Mr. Yerkes 
Bays England and France make their 
denaturized alcohol from grain, while 
Germany makes about seventy per 
cent, of its product from potatoes. The 
German government offers a special 
inducement to manufacturers who will

Speeches Delivered at Wednesday’s Meet­
ing of the Trades and Labor Council.

There was just

At the meeting of the Trades and Labor 
Council held Wednesday, Delegate R. T. 
Williams presided, owing to the indisposi­
tion of President Gray and the absence of 
Vice-President Carter. Credentials were 
received from S. Shanks, representing 
the Amalgamated Carpenters, re-affiliat­
ed with the council.

Delegate Johnson reported the presence 
in the hall of Messrs. Flett and O’Dell, 
who, with Mr. Barnett, organizer for the 
Moulders’ Union, are still in the city 
after concluding their labors- at the late 
convention of the Dominion Trades and 
Labor congress.

E. W. A. O’Dell, general organizer for 
the Boot and Shoe Workers’ Union, upon 
being introduced, had a few words to say 
upon the union label. He urged all pre­
sent to insist upon having the union 
libel in evidence on all goods purchased 
by themselves or by members of their 
families. The union label, he said, stand­
ing as it does for fair wages, reasonable 
hours, sanitary conditions in woikshops, 
and the abolition of child labor, should 
meet with the approval, not only of or­
ganized labor, but of all those, whatever 
their calling in life, who believe in right 
conditions of existence for their fellow- 
men and women. Mr. O’Dell recited in­
stances from his own experience of gar­
ments and other manufactures being 
sent away from factories by the wagon­
load to be finished in the wretched tene­
ments of great cities by sweat shop, 
pauper labor, whilst self-respecting men 
and women In those trades were com­
pelled to be idle, unable to meet such 
competition. For the elimination of all 
this the union movement was brought in­
to existence, and the union label is the 
outward and visible token that the goods 
bearing it were manufactured by men 
and women who have won reasonably fair 
conditions in their craft and are endeav­
oring not only to hold what they have 
won, but to gain more of the things that 
makes life worth living. In a passing 
allusion to the Canadian Manufacturers’ 
Association, Mr. O’Dell pointed out that 
while this body believes in protection for 
Canadian manufactures, they are agreed 
on the principle of free trade in labor. In 
conclusion, he urged the delegates to de­
mand the union label on every occasion, 
and to use all their influence to get oth­
ers to demand it.

J. A. Flett, general organizer, American 
Federation of Labor, spoke briefly, outlin­
ing the work of the Federation, showing 
that the trades union movement was 
rapidly growing throughout the world. In 
Canada and the United States, he said, 
more than two million men are now en­
rolled in international unions. The speak­
er hoped that the day would not be dis­
tant when all the workers of the world 
would be federated. The processes of 
trades unionism were evolutionary, not 
revolutionary, and by education and ex­
perience organized workers would yet 
win to a plane of contentment and happi­
ness, for the man who labors at the last 
analysis the backbone of all society.

Mr. Flett is at present engaged in or­
ganizing the bartenders, retail 
mlllmen and unorganized carpenters, and 
is meeting with success in his efforts.

BRITISH SCOFFERS V. CANADIAN 

IMPERIALISTS.We sincerely hope our esteemed 
contemporary will not permit its tender 
Tory heart to be seriously troubled 
about the case of Mr. Fielding. There 
is not the slightest probability of the 
Finance Minister being disqualified 
from sitting in the House of Commons. 
The people who have appealed against 
the decision of two judges who decicfed 
that Mr. Fielding had no personal con­
nection with the transaction which re­
sulted in the invalidation of the election 
in Queen’s and Shelburne know 
there is no ground whatever for the 
belief that the judgment of the higher 
court will be different from the decision 
of the lower. They know they have 
not the remotest chance of success. 
They are simply appealing with the1 
idea of causing the government and 
the Finance Minister inconvenience and 
in the forlorn hope of attaching a 
certain amount of opprobium to the 
name of one of the manliest, cleanest 
and fairest political fighters and the 
most popular man on either side of the 
house.

As 
it is we are helping to enrich outsiders, 
principally “outsiders” residing In 
Great Britain, and while this is all very 
well in its way, we ought to so con­
duct our national affairs that people 
operating beyond our borders would 
receive the minimum of benefit from 
the exploitation of our resources. For

We are indeed surprised at the man- 
in which some of the British news­

papers scoff at the utterances of mem­
bers of the Canadian Manufacturers’ 
Association. Have not Mr. Ballentyne 
and Mr. Cockshutt explicitly declared 
that they regard with the highest pos­
sible favor the British preference? All 
they ask is that the preference shall 
be amended and construed in such 
manner as shall redound to the benefit 
of Canadians in general and Canadian 
manufacturers in particular, 
would prefer to supply whatever de­
mand there may be in Canada for manu­
factures, but if it should appear that 
it is necessary for Canadians to seek 
supplies outside of their own country, 
they (the manufacturers) .would be de­
lighted to see the shortage imported 
from Great Britain in preference to 
foreign countries. And in ordrer that 
this unselfish itfea may be carried out, 
Mr. Ballentyne and Mr. Cockshutt in­
sist that the tariff shall be amended 
as to bring it into complete harmony 
with their imperialistic ideas. Now 
these gentlemen are quite frank in 
stating what their imperialistic and 
patriotic ideas are. They say if the 
preferential tariff were so adjusted that

No wonder 
they can erect a fine triumphal arch on 
Yates street. It is reckoned we 
have some 10,000 Chinese In the province. 
Taking them all together, they now get 
$10 a month more than they did before the 
exclusion tax was put on. Ten dollars a 
month and ten thousand people makes 
$1,200,000 a year—Just about what the city 
of Victoria

The Decline of the Coaster.

Little coasting vessels are net so. 
plentiful as formerly—handy little 
craft of shallow draught trading to the 
Mediterranean, but mostly running 
from port to port within the British 
Isles, do not pay well now. These 
“coasters” were nurseries for marin­
ers, and our fishers were used to voy­
age In them between seasons. The 
more ambitious passed examinations In 
navigation and pilotage and the rest, 
obtaining master mariners’ certificates. 
These were the few, and they passed 
in time Into that greater world of 
shipping represented by “tramps" and 
"liners"; but the bulk were satisfied 
with making intermittent voyages and 
then settling down as fishers in their 
native villages. Our old men are as 
much at home in a ’’coaster" of any 
rig as in a “drift” boat, and people say 
what they do not know is hardly worth 
the trouble of learning. Seldom going 
beyond the "Three R’s” in education 
their technical knowledge is perfect, as 
needs must be with men pitting their 
skill against the tremendous forces of 
wind and sea, and never separated 
from destruction but by a plank.

Our Cornish mariners do not answer 
well to the popular idea of sailors, for 
they are a class apart, and are not to 
be confounded with the runaway ap­
prentices of Action and the human 
waste of towns, In prison oft. In truth, 
our mariners are predestined for the 
sea; they are educated for it; a long­
ing comes over them, and they go. In 
our elementary schools the minds of 
the brighest lads are crowded with Im­
ages of the sea and sea things, often to 
the disgust of teachers, who complain 
that It is useless to try to get them to 
learn anything unconnected with boats 
and ships, fish and fishing. Real Blue- 
water boys come to school “as wet as 
shags." leave pools behind them where 
they sit, and then run down to the 
beaches again and beat their stockings 
Into holes to dry them before venturing 
home for the night. With them It is 
the sea first and the sea last until the 
time comes to sail away. In this man­
ner the great passion which others may 
not knew is awakened, and being the 
first endures.

UP THE SKEENA.
The steamer Pheasant arrived at Hazel- 

ton at 3 o’clock on Saturday. Owing to 
the extremely low stage of the water and 
to the boat carrying an unusually heavy 
cargo, she was delayed at many of the 
difficult points along the route, at some 
of which she had to unload part of her 
cargo to enable her to cross the bars. 
She met with no accident nor sustained 
any damage en route.

A Death-Blow to Trade.

But our mariners sailing In coasting 
ships are decreasing In number, and the 
men say It was the repeal in 1854 of the 
old mercantile law which gave home 
shipping its lethal thrust. Down to 
that time all British produce was car­
ried from British port to British port 
in British ships, and then foreigners 
were let In on equal terms while pre­
serving their own monopolies in their 
own waters. The privilege did not seem 
a great thing at first, but it grew and 
grew, and as the little English coasters 
wore out and disappeared they were 
not replaced, and flourishing shipping 
owners In small ports died out or went 
under.

They were only little people with lit­
tle interests, but they were the de­
scendants of the men who first sighted 
the great Armanda and fired the first 
shots for England’s supremacy on blue 
water. They were also prosperous as 
times went. Twenty vessels registered 
in the port of Fowey belonged to the 
fishing village of Mevagiesey; to-day 
there is not one; and twenty coasters 
supported one hundred families, or five 
hundred persons. This meant a good 
deal in a small fishing village. Exten­
sion of fishing enterprise alone saved 
the inhabitants from ruin, but the re­
peal of the old laws protecting home 
shipping was fatal to the coasting 
trade. Competition became keener and 
keener, home freights went down, 
steamers grew larger and larger, and 
the little craft in which our mariners 
were nursed disappeared gradually.

Our mariners are not yet extinct, but 
they go further afield for ships to sail 
in. Old traditions are giving place to 
new habits, and the mystic spell of the 
sea is said to be weakening. And yet 
the supremacy of England may one day 
hang upon this spell!

Our Disfranchised Mariners.

The death toll of mariners upon the 
Cornish coasts is not as great as form­
erly, thanks mainly to applied science 
and legislative protection. The north 
coast has been especially rich in harv­
ests of death. It is a mournful Iliad 
of woe to trace the death rocks in the 
beautiful bays from Bude to the 
Land's End; and the mournfulness is 
increased by the knowledge that so 
much was preventable if only a deep­
water harbor to run for had been con­
structed when recommended by royal 
commission. A joint committee of the 
Devon and Cornwall county councils, 
known as Lord Ebrington’s committee, 
has the matter in hand now, and some­
thing may come of it; but, if not, then 
there is a story of tragedy with storm 
accompaniments and death cries to be 
told anew.

At present mariners at sea are prac­
tically disfranchised, and It Is only 
when some great disaster recalls their 
existence to the public mind that they 
are remembered. Even people living on 
the coast are apt to forget when the 
heavens are blue and the sea calm, and 
so the mariner’s just claim to be allow­
ed to vote by proxy at parliamentary 
elections has not been pressed home.

WEEKLY WEATHER SYNOPSIS.
Victoria Meteorological Office,

ISth to 25th September, 1906.
During the first fdur days of this week 

the barometric pressure remained high 
çver the Dominion from the Pacific to 
Ontario, and fine weather was general 
over the Pacific slope from Atlln to Cali­
fornia. During this period fogs were re­
ported on
Georgia, and on the Coast the winds were 
chiefly light to moderate In force and 
variable in direction. By the night of 
Saturday, 22nd, the weather became un­
settled, due to an advancing ocean low 
barometer area which spread Inland 
across the province to Alberta. This dis­
turbance caused a general rainfall over 
the Pacific slope extending southward to 
California, and on Sunday night a south­
erly gale occurred on the coasts of Wash­
ington and Oregon, which, at the mouth 
of the Columbia river, reached a velocity 
of 48 miles an hour. On Monday, 24th, the 
barometer again began to rise over the 
province and fair weather became gen­
eral, which continued to the close of the 
week.

The weather in Atlin and the Yukon Is 
gradually becoming colder, in the former 
district sharp frosts occurred on five days 
and in the latter they are of daily occur­
rence, though during the afternoons the 
temperature averages 56 degrees. Con­
siderable rain has fallen In Cariboo, while 
In Kootenay no rain is reported. The 
weather in the prairie provinces was gen­
erally fair, warm during the first two 
days, and then gradually became colder 
till at the close of the week sharp frosts 
were general.

DEER, BEAR AND MAN,
Sport has recently been excellent in the 

neighborhood of Cowichan lake, the fish­
ing, especially of an evening, having 
been good enough to satisfy everybody. 
Among the moat successful anglers have 
been Major Bradley-Dyne, staying at 
Mr. Price's Lakeside hotel, and William 
Monteith, who, with Mrs. Monteith, is 
passing a fortnight at Kenneth Gilles­
pie’s, on the river. Mr. Monteith lately 
caught a spring salmon on a march 
brown fly, after a splendid fight with the 
fish.

Black bears have been seen and shot at 
by many sportsmen. One or two have 
got away wounded, but Mr. Kenneth Gil­
lespie tilled one with a shotgun loaded 
with No. 3 and No. 5 shot, and Frank 
Green, of Greendale, shot another. A 
bear astonished a lady and gentleman 
fishing below the lake on the head waters 
of the rivèr on September 18th, by swim­
ming across the stream close to them.

A very unusual occurrence, indeed, one 
which Is probably unique, took place on 
September 5th. R. Frazier, walking up 
a skid road just opposite Frank Green’s 
entrance gate, heard a crashing in the 
bushes. Standing still to watch, a year­
ling spike horn buck jumped over a log, 
brushed against his legs and fell. To 
secure the exhausted creature, Mr. 
Frazier sprung upon the deer, which was 
wet and slippery. With one hand upon the 
buck’s neck, Mr. Frazier was reaching 
to get hold of the animal’s leg with the 
other, when he felt a tremendous blow 
on his right hip, the shock of which 
knocked him over on his back. To his 
astonishment he saw a black bear, which, 
in jumping over the log after the buck, 
held struck him with Its head. The yell 
given by the prostrate man frightened the 
bear, which jumped back over the log 
and took up a position upon another log 
close at hand. There bruin stood pant­
ing, and with his tongue out, evidently 
having had a long chase. After growl­
ing a time or two, the bear went slowly 
away, when Mr. Frazier and the deer 
made good their retreat also. When the 
former returned with a gun a few min­
utes later he could see no signs of his 
assailant, which had evidently struck 
him by accident.

The Incident is all the more worthy of 
notice as showing that black bears will 
pursue and run down deer.

LOST IN THE WOODS.
A somewhat amusing occurrence took 

place oh Saturday, the principals of 
which were ‘two well known 17-Mile Post 
sportsmen. One of the party shot a deer, 
and. being unable to carry it to the cabin, 
returned for assistance. The two men 
returned to the scene of the killing. They 
found the deer, but by this time Im­
penetrable darkness enshrouded them. 
One or two vain attempts were made to 
discover the path, and the conclusion 
was forced upon them that they were 
lost. Alone in the woods, they sat down 
beside the carcase of the victim of their 
prowess and gazed at each other discon­
solately. Then they lighted a fire and 
composed themselves for thj night. As 
the hours crept slowly on their condition 
advanced from Inconvenience to decided 
discomfort. It commenced to rain 
heavily and then became chilly, until the 
unfortunates looked with longing eyes 
for the first signs of the dawn. They 
came at last, and with the light the 
sportsmen saw what made them feel 
sheepishly ashamed. They were within a 
few hunderd yards of their country home 
—one of the cosiest cabins In the vicinity.

BAGGED TWO BEARS.
While out hunting the other day. R. 

Sangster had a novel experience. He en­
countered two bear cubs and bagged them 
both. His trophies ^created no little In­
terest among the sportsmen upon the 
returning train.

UNABLE TO VISIT CITŸ.
An effort was made by members of the 

Victoria and Capital Gan Clubs to induce 
the party of crack shots, now touring 
Washington, Oregon and other states, 
to visit Victoria. A reply was received to 
the invitation, however, announcing that 
it would be impossible to break Into their 
arranged itinerary to n\ake a trip to Vic­
toria. This caused considerable disap­
pointment, as local marksmen were look­
ing forward to witnessing an exhibition 
contest between these men. Among them 
are such well known shots as Heakes, 
Crosby, Marshall, North and Heaschy.

Although only 
having had time to take a cursory 
glance at some of the displays he had 
been informed by the secretary that 
the exhibits were the largest In point 
of entries and the largest and' best in 
respect to stock in comparison with 
previous years. Upon this the people 
were to be heartily congratulated, es­
pecially when it was borne In mind that 
upon the lower mainland there was a 
thriving show which, naturally, would 
create keen competition.

He offered every encouragement to 
the fruit growers. Throughout the 
provinces of Manitoba, Saskatchewan 
and Alberta there was an Immense 
market for this product. No Industry 
could be engaged In with better assur­
ance of profit. British Columbia has 
been spoken of as a “sea of moun­
tains.” While, perhaps, that was true 
to an extent the agricultural land, and 
there was no small amount, was good, 
while the climatic conditions permitted 
the farmer to cultivate all that could 
be found in other parts of the Domin­
ion and other things besides. (Ap­
plause.) He wotild encourage .the 
farmers to go into fruit culture. It was 
his belief that ultimately that branch 
of the agricultural industry would 
equal all the others put together as far 
as British Columbia was concerned. 
The market of the interior was illimit­
able. The supply would qever be great­
er than the demand. Being In such 
close proximity to that centre the 
farmers of the west should prove them­
selves equal to the occasion and drive 
their rivals of Ontario and other sec­
tions out of the market and hold the 
advantage nature had bestowed upon 
them. ,_

He was pleased to see such a splen­
did show. Last year the local manage­
ment had generously stepped aside in 
favor of the Dominion fair at New 
Westminster. He thought they did 
right, but now there was no reason 
why the exhibition should not be con­
tinued annually. It did good, inducing 
healthy competition.

With regard to the manufacturers he 
was glad to see that they were well 
represented. In this connection there 
was Just the regret that two of the 
pioneer local factories had been unable 
to put in displays. The explanation 
was, he heard, that they had so many 
orders on hand that there was no time 
to give to the arrangement of a credit­
able exhibit. Therefore, there was the 
comforting thought that they were do­
ing well, reflecting the condition of the 
country generally at the present time.

Typical Victoria weather, a bright 

sun shining from an unclouded sky, 
marked the formal opening of the Vic­
toria exposition yesterday afternoon. 
Truly it was an auspicious beginning 
as remarked by the Hon. Wm. Temple­
man, Minister of Inland Revenue, in 
an address delivered in connection with 
that ceremony. There wasn’t a very 
large crowd in attendance, the major­
ity of Victorians and others doubtless 
postponing their visits until to-day or 
later on believing that conditions then 
will be more settled tha'n on the open­
ing day. But those' who argued In such 
a way were misguided. The fair, when 
pronounced open 
o’clock in the afternoon, was in as good- 
shape as It will be at any time—a silent 
but high commentary upon the thor­
oughness of the arrangements as car­
ried out by the executive of the asso­
ciation.

Opening with the rendering of “The 
Maple Leaf Forever,” just before Hon. 
Wm. Templeman, His Worship Mayor 
Morley, and others took their places on 
the platform to perform that time hon­
ored function of setting the ball in mo­
tion; the Fifth Regiment band enliv­
ened the proceedings with pleasing 
selections. Gradually the attendance 
Increased, people began to crowd in 
through the front entrance in larger 
numbers, to parade up and down the 
aisles In front of the stands before the 
various exhibits, to gaze curiously at 
the different displays of interest, to lis­
ten attentively to the sometimes ex­
haustive explanations and descriptions 
of those in charge, until the scene had 
changed from one of comparative 
quietude to one of gay animatioA. The 
effect was heightened by the tasty de­
corations, the profusion of bunting and 
flags which entwined pillars, balconies 
and all points of vantage. But of what 
use is it to attempt to paint what must 
of necessity be an inadequate picture.

Suffice it to say that they re­
flect great credit upon those respon­
sible and, In conjunction with a happy 
confetti throwing crowd, give a true 
carnival or exhibition flavor to the hall.

It would be out of the question, how­
ever, to overlook the evening entertain­
ment in referring to the main buildings. 
There the first concert of the series 
provided for In the official programme 
was given last night, and to Say that 
It was a success is to give but a small 
Idea of its real ’ merit. In the first 
place there were the illuminations. 
Festoons of electric lights, thousands 
and thousands of them if one were to 
count them separately, reflected the 
brilliancy of the decorations. The 
musical numbers were rendered from 
the stand which, as all Victorians 
know, occupies a central place in the 
main hall. From there the Fifth Regi­
ment band played several enlivening 
numbers, and from there the splendid 
voice of Mrs. Anne Beatrice Sheldon’, of 
Portland, Ore., was heard to advan­
tage. As both the band and Mrs. Shel­
don will assist in the contribution of a 
programme every evening during the 
progress of the show there is every 
probability that just as large crowds 
will be in attendance then as during 
the day time. The aim of the manage­
ment was to provide ample entertain­
ment for the evenings—a feature that 
has been somewhat overlooked in the 
past—and they have achieved their 
object.

In a casual 
view of that which is shown some spe­
cial- exhibits which demand attention is 
that of a plate of Elberta peaches from 
the Okanagan district. In point of size 
these are magnificent specimens and 
would certainly demand a place in any 
of the largest expositions of the East. 
Then there is an Important display of 
grapes, most of which were grown in hot 
houses, but there was one exhibit of 
white grapes grown in the open in a 
garden on Blanchard street which 
peared well matured, and in this respect, 
as in point of quality, seemed to he the 
equal of any with which they were 
shown. All varieties of apples known to 
fruit growers on the Island are seen, and 
samples weighing considerably over a 
pound were pointed out to a Times man.

According to one who knows the grain 
display is one hundred per cent, better 
than any that, has ever tieretofore been 
seen at a fair in this city, and goes to 
show that in this line of agriculture, as 
in others, farmers of Vancouver Island 
are making progress. ‘J. J. Townsend 
took first on peas and white oats, and H. 
A. King on wheat. Corn in stock that 
would do credit to the Aylmer district of 
Ontario or to Kansas was also seen, it 
being fully twelve feet in height. The 
roots seen in the same part of the build­
ing were also good. There was also one 
exhibit of honey, namely, that of Mr. 
Jones. In the matter of dairy products, 
the Victoria Creamery captured the prize 
for the best display, while Duncans won 
out in the matter of quality, securing the 
gold medal offered, a.nd Comox came next, 
taking the silver medal.

The display of bread was quite up to 
that seen in other years, and the judges 
had some pretty fine classifying to do in 
order to award prizes for the most 
meritorious.

Splendid Showing of Horses, Cattle, 
Sheep and Swine.

column ofThe Formal Opening.
It was shortly after 2 o'clock that 

His Worship Mayor Morley, Hon. Mr. 
Templeman and Mrs. Templeman drove 
into the grounds and, alighting at the 
entrance to the main building, were in­
troduced to J. Smart, secretary of the 
B. C. Agricultural Association and 
several members of the executive. The 
party then entered the hall and in­
spected some of the exhibits, after 
which they ascended the stairway to 
the second floor. Their arrival there 
was the signal for the first strains of 
"The Maple Leaf Forever” from the 
Fifth Regiment band. The Mayor and 
the minister then took their places 
upon the platform and the aisles for 
some distance on either side became 
occupied by those anxious to hear the 
addresses.

Mayor Morley introduced Hon. Mr. 
Templeman. He remarked that never 
In the annals of the British Columbia 
Agricultural Association had a show 
begun under more favorable circum­
stances. The weather was grand and 
the general outlook bright. With the 
city more prosperous than had been 
the case for many years, with the sur­
rounding country rapidly filling up with 
newcomers—useful settlers—with the 
unexcelled facilities for the cultivation 
of fruits, vegetables and farm pro­
ducts, and with a market for these 
things as far east as Calgary and be­
yond, the community had never looked 
upon a future more bright with pro- 
mise. (Applause.) He hadn’t much 
more to say, but would simply conclude 
by introducing a worthy citizen, Hon. 
Mr. Templeman, Minister of Inland 
Revenue, who, doubtless, could tell 
more of these things, and upon whom 
devolved the duty of formally declar­
ing the exhibition open, (Applause.)

A cordial greeting was accorded Hon. 
Mr. Templeman. It was only an hour 
or so previously that he had been re­
quested to fill the shoes, temporarily, 
of the Hon. Richard McBride, premier 
of the province. Naturally he could 
not be expected to occupy such a posi­
tion for long. Unfortunately the Pre­
mier had been called to the Mainland 
upon some duty there in connection 
with the visit of the Governor-General, 
His Excellency Earl Grey. However, 
when invited to perform the pleasant 
duty of opening the Victoria exhibition 
he could not but accept it. (Applause.)

Being somewhat of a pioneer in Vic­
toria he had taken an active part in

Undoubtedly one of the strongest feat­
ures to the show this year is to be found 
in its live stock. The showing of cattle 
and horses is one of the best ever seen 
at a Victoria exposition. To the farmers 
along the Fraser river is due much of the 
credit for this. They came down In good 
number and brought stock that would be 
hard to beat anywhere. Among a herd of 
fifteen Durhams which W. H. Ladner has 
here from Ladner’s is a shorthorn bull 
that swept the Dominion exposition at 
New Westminster against cattle from all 
parts of the Pacific Northwest. This ani­
mal is not weighing nearly as much as he 
was a year ago, hut now tips the scale at 
considerably over 2,600 pounds. T. W. 
Paterson has also a small but very fine 
herd from the Inverholme farm on the 
Fraser. J. C. Henderson has the only 
herd of Guernseys on the ground, while 
other large exhibitors are: J. Tamboline, 
of Westholme Island; Mr. Moses. H. M. 
Vcseh, of Ladner, whose Durhams cap­
tured a number of prizes; G. T. May­
nard, of Chilliwack; George Sangster, 
Mr. Bentley, Mr. Bonsell, Quick Bros., 
of Lake District; .and Holden Bros., of 
Saanich. The^ last named had herds of 
Ayrshires and Polled Angus, and secured 
the coveted awards given In these breeds. 
Another large prize winner was Geo. 
Sangster, whose Jerseys were well decor­
ated soon after the judging was done. 
Probably the largest class display to be 
found in the stock sheds was that of 
Durhams. but nearly every breed known 
to the farmer in British Columbia was 
represented and in a wholly admirable 
manner.

Compares Favorably With Output of Mel­
rose Mills, the Standard Brand 

of Canada.

British Columbia cheese is now on 
sale in many of the retail stores in Vic­
toria. As mentioned in the Times some 
weeks ago one factory has been com­
pleted at Langley, another is under 
construction at the same place and 
still another at Chilliwack. In the ex­
hibition there are three cheeses from 
the Langley factory, two colored, and 
one of natural tint that compare fav­
orably with some of the most estab­
lished brands on the market.

The new product is being made by 
the British Columbia Cheese Company 
of Langley, the president of which is
E. G. Sherwood, a prominent banker of 
Blaine. F. S. Rolph is superintendent 
of the factory. He has had wide ex­
perience in some of the biggest fac­
tories of the East.

Regarding quality, it is to be regret­
ted that there Is no cheese class In the 
fair so that the exhibit could not be 
placed in competition. This morning, 
however, a careful test was made of 
the Langley product side by side with 
the Melrose Mills, made by the Inger- 
soll Packing Company, of Ontario, and 
recognized throughout the Dominion as 
the standard brand of Canadian Ched­
dar. In flavor and lecture the article 
made in British Columbia is fully up to 
the high standard mentioned. Though
F. R. Stewart & Co., who are handling 
the provincial product, have not speci­
ally pushed it a considerable demand 
has be™n created in the short time it 
has been on the market.

Vancouver Island farmers- should 
make a point of obtaining some of the 
new cheese. As stated above, there are 
three factories that will shortly be in 
operation in the Fraser valley. It is 
certain that another in the vicinity of 
Victoria would, under capable manage­
ment, be a financial success.

Well Known Citizen of Victoria pas­
sed Away on Tuesday.

Vancouver, Sept. 27.—After a five 
hour session the forestry convention 
late yesterday afternoon emerged from 
a forest of words upon a mountain or 
two of ideas. These from â provincial 
view were : Better forest fire laws, the 
hope that Douglas fir may yet be a 
paper-making wood, the need of a law 
for keeping squatters out of timbered 
areas and an amendment to the pro­
vincial regulations providing for such 
tenure and terms in timber licenses 
that the lumbermen will be able to pay 
some attention to the principles of for­
estry in carrying on their operations.

The afternoon session had several 
features. The commissioner of lands 
and works gave valuable statistics on 
the extent, revenue and legislation of 
the timber of British Columbia.

Another feature was a solar plexus 
administered to the provincial govern­
ment by President F. W. Jones, of the 
Mountain Lumber Manufacturers’ As­
sociation, of British Columbia, who 
ably reviewed the conditions in the in­
terior, as R. H. Alexander had those 
on the coast. Inadequate provisional 
forest, fire and timber license laws 
might have been the title of Mr. Jones' 
able paper.

The fourth feature was a lively de­
bate on the first and only resolution 
thus far proposed or discussed by the 
convention, which follows:

"Shall the law against the export of 
logs cut on .government lands now on 
the statute book of Ontario and British 
Columbia be extended to include tim­
ber lands controlled by companies and 
private individuals, so compelling all 
timber to be manufactured within the 
Dominion?" This resolution was 
feated, only seven 
favor of it.

The convention practically concluded 
at noon to-day with

Clark, of Ontario, on "Forest Reserves 
and Conservation,” and by the Inspec­
tor of Dominion forest reserves, R. D.

“Another result that will follow in 
the wake of a well-managed Canadian 
club is that it will provide you with a 
security against those evils which fas­
ten upon every self-governing city 
whenever democracy goes to sleep 
and allows self-interest to creep into 
places of high public trust. Eternal 
vigilance Is the price of liberty, and

ANOTHER IMPORTANT
SPEECH BY EARL GREY

Market for Canadian Produce in China 
and Japan-.Takes Sanguine View 

of Future.

Vancouver, Sept. 27.—At the banquet 
tendered to Earl Grey by the Forestry 
Association and the Canadian, Manu­
facturers last night, fully four hun­
dred guests sat down.

Earl Grey in an excellent speech, 
which he declared 
promptu, threw off his robes of office 
and addressed the gathering not as 
governor-general t)Ut as a man. He 
spoke of the great future of this prov­
ince as the gateway to Oriental trade 
and declared we must cultivate the ap­
petite of China and Japan for Cana­
dian produce. He would have liked to 
have seen more Americans present. 
They would have been satisfied that a 
brighter and nobler future awaits Can­
ada inside than outside the empire. 
The more who came the better. We 
were ready to take them all in. Any 
prejudices which they might have 
when they cross the frontier would dis­
appear long before they took out natu­
ralization papers, which they would do 
on the first opportunity. The real 
Canada was as free a country as ex­
isted in the world. In Canada justice 
was fairly and quickly administered, 
impartially to rich and poor. A con­
stitution was enjoyed which allowed 
expression through representatives In 
parliament. Every freedom was given 
which was enjoyed on the other side 
of the llnê. He also realized that in 
Canada, in spite of British connection, 
was enjoyed the freedom of develop­
ment of her own nationality without 
interference from any outside source.

IN RECENT ISSUE OF

THE LONDON FIELD

Lieut-Cel. Haggard Expresses His 
Views—Importation of New Species 

of Birds—Sporting Notes.

A short time ago a list of the names of 
British sportsmen who have subscribed 
to the fund raised foi the importation of 
black game and capercailzie to British 
Columbia was published in these columns. 
Comment was made then upon the muni­
ficent generosity of those gentlemen in 
contributing financially towards a pro­
ject having for its object the improve­
ment of the sport in a country of which 
the majority of them have no personal 
acquaintance and the fruits of which few 
are likely to-enjoy. But on that occasion 
nothing was said of the efforts of Ken­
neth A. Roberts, F. M. Chaldicott and 
Lieut.-Col. Andrew Haggard, to whom 
belongs much of the credit of having 
ried the scheme to a successful issue. 
Both the former, having become imbued 
with the idea, used every endeavor to 
carry it through. They found an able and 
willing assistant In Lieut.-Col. Haggard, 
who wrote several strong letters in the 
London Field upon the game of British 
Columbia, and who left no stone unturn­
ed to interest sportsmen in the conditions 
prevailing id this portion of the Canadian 
colony.

In these corfimunications that celebrat­
ed authority upon game deals principally 
with the success achieved by those who 
first imported pheasants to British Col­
umbia.

The result will be 
that when twelve months have elapsed 
the fishing will be as good or better than 
ever, not only in the Cowiçhan or Che- 
mainus, but everywhere throughout the 
province of British Columbia. The shoot­
ing on the Island in the neighborhood of 
the railway will vastly improve, and the 
steps of many wanderers now in search 
of a home where rod and gun have not to 
be laid aside as idle will be gleefully hur­
ried towards the temperate shores of the 
North Pacific.”

"Mr. Chfafrman, g'jests 
and gentlemen,” he said, "I thç.iik you, 
Dr. Wade, for the way in which you 
proposed the toast, and ydu, gentlemen, 
for the extremely hearty cordiality 
with which you received it.
