San Francisco, June 4.—Details of the 
dreadful despotic crimes in Guatemala, 
which have caused representations to 
President Roosevelt in the hope of his 
interference, have geen disclosed here 
by the publication of the memorial to 
the president, signed by more than 200 
Guatmalan women. Of necessity it was 
smuggled out, so great is the Cabrera 
reign of terror.

Senor Ulloa de Lopez, who exhibited 
sympathy with one of Cabrera’s vic­
tims, was seized, stripped and exhibit­
ed nude in prison. The wives of Rafael 
and Felpe Prado, both well known in 
'Frisco, were reported maltreated, and 
their husbands were executed.

Mexico, and her sister, Senorita Ernes- 
tina Paloma, were subjected to indig­
nities. Many wives of men executed 
were pinioned or disrobed and whipped 
in prison.

The government amendments to the 
present licensing system, brought down 
in the House last night, provide for 
local option on a straight majority vote 
and also provide for drastic changes 
in the present liquor law. Local option 
by-laws must be submitted by the 
council of any town, city, or rural mu­
nicipality upon a petition of 26 per cent, 
of the voters therein, and a straight 
fifty per cent, vote will close the traf­
fic as far as that district is concerned. 
The effect of the provision is some­
what minimized by the fact that the 
voters’ list to be used is not the mu­
nicipal voters’ list, but the list used 
for the election of. legislative mem­
bers. Nevertheless the change is . a 
sweeping reform of the liquor traffic, 
and local option will doubtless carry 
in many cities and towns of the west. 
A provision is made that after, a local 
option by-law is carried it cannot be 
repealed for two years, and then on 
the same vote. Two years must elapse 
between any two elections for this pur­
pose.

Restrictions to the present licensing 
system include a reduction of the hours 
of sale by an hour and a half. The 
present system is to close at 11:30 p. m. 
and the proposal of the government is 
to have closed bars after 10 p. m.

The number of licenses to be granted 
is one for a population of 300, two 
for 750, three for 1,500, and four for 2,- 
500. After that, one for each 1,500 in 
the case of hotels. Wholesale licenses 
are to be one for a thousand, two for 
twepty-five hundred, three for 
thousand, four for fifteen thousand and 
five for thirty thousand. In towns and 
cities the hotels must have 25 
for guests, and in villages and rural 
municipalities fifteen rooms will be 
sufficient.

G. T. P. Contractors Will Not 
Employ Coolies—Progress 

in Northern B. C.

Ottawa, June 4.—Negotiations for 

the settlement of the deadlock over the 
election bill are quietly proceeding be­
tween Sir Wilfrid Laurier and R. L. 
Bjorden, the opposition concluding that 
the public will not support them In re­
sisting all offers of a fair compromise, 
and the feeling of both sides of the 
House that the business of the country 
should not be further blocked. Press­
ure is being brought to bear on the 
Roblin government to revise the regu­
lations governing the courts of revision 
for the new provincial lists as just 
prepared ‘by appointees of provincial 
government. If what both sides pro­
fess to desire, viz., "fair lists in Mani­
toba,” is obtained, then an agreement 
satisfactory to all may be reached and 
the deadlock broken, allowing the rest 
of the sessional agenda to be conclud­
ed as speedily as possible. The results 
of the negotiation will be known in a 
few days.

Prince Rupert, May 3L—Several more 
sub-contracts for work on the first hun­
dred miles of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
from Prince Rupert eastward, have 
been let by J. W. Stewart, of Foley, 
Welch & Stewart, since his return from 
Copper river, where he had gone on a 
tour of inspection. Altogether thirty- 
one miles of the road have now been 
subbed. Of the new work which has 
just been let. Neil Keith of Winnipeg, 
has three miles adjoining J. E. Bos- 
trom’s five miles section on the east; 
MacDonald & MacAUister, who also 
have work at Edmonton, have the nçxt 
five miles; M. Shady of Winnipeg, 
comes in next with three miles, and 
Smith Bros, of Kenora, have the next 
three miles. Angus Stewart has three 
miles east of Telegraph Point, and Har- 
stone & Stalno have secured a three- 
mile section at Little Canyon, below 
Copper river. Mr. Stewart also let con­
tracts for clearing fourteen miles of the 
right of way on the Copper river end of 
the Kitimaat branch, to several small 
contractors.

Foss & Carlson’s station men on the 
first mile of road have made goôd prog­
ress on their work, which is extremely 
heavy. They are now shooting 16 to 
24-foot holes in the big rock bluffs, 
where a week ago eight-foot holes were 
the limit. Tramways have been built, 
and dump-cars now carry the waste 
over the grade to the dumps, which are 
ojter 200 feet long. Heavy rains, and 
continued rough weather has made the 
work more difficult. A large tarpaulin 
forty feet square, has been stretched 
across the put, and over the men at 
work drilling and cleaning up. Angus 
Stewart has six station outfits at work 
on mile six. A. L. McHugh has given 
station men a share of his work and is 
willing to give out more. Contractors 
McHugh and Bostrom now have their 
sections of the right of way cleared of 
all timber, and their men are; now en­
gaged at rock work.

Orders for over 100,060 feet of lumber, 
with which to build the new camps, 
have now been placed with the saw­
mills at Seal Harbor and Georgetown, 
and these call for Immediate delivery.

As soon as these camps have been 
completed, which will likely take from 
two to three weeks, there should be 
work for several hundred graders and 
rock-men.

One of the most noticeable conditions 
about railway construction here and 
in the different camps along the route, 
is the absence of Chinese and Japanese. 
Foley, Welch & Stewart do not employ 
Asiatic coolie labor themselves, and 
will not permit any of their contractors 
to employ Asiatics in any capacity.

Paria, June 2.—In spite of the affirma­

London, June 2.—The Rt Hon. 31r 
Redvers Henry Buller, British geneiai, 
who has been ill for the past few 
weeks, is dead. He was bom in 1839.

General Buller entered the army in 
1S68, and in 1891 he had arisen to .he 
rank of lleut.-general. He saw act .ve 
service in many parts of the world. He 
served in China in 1860, in the Ashanti 
war in 1874, in the Kaffir war, in i.he 
Zulu war In 1878-79. He was In South 
Africa in 1881 and in Egypt in 1882, and 
was present at the battle of Tel- el- 
Kebir. He also fought in the Soudan in 
1884, and was under secretary for I 
land in 1887.

He became well known during Jhe 
Boer war 
Ladysmith. He 
Africa in 1899, first as the general cojm- 
manding the forces in South Africa 
and afterwards as general officer com­
manding in Natal. He conducted :he 
overmarch for the relief of Ladysmith, 
which was successfully accomplished 
after an Investment of 118 days, and 
subsequently he conducted the opera­
tions that resulted In the expulsion of 
the Boer army from Natal.

In April General Buller contracted a 
chill in London, and this indlsposlt on 
was followed by a severe attack of 
jaundice and 
Early in May a hopeful view of his 
recovery was entertained by hie phy­
sicians, and the turn for the worse vas 
unexpected.

General Buller married Lady Audrey 
Kane Charlotte, daughter of the fou th 
Marquis of Townsend.

New York, June 2.—When the big 
Cunard liner Mauretania got in at her 
pier to-daÿ she had two more records 
to her credit. She had beaten, by sev­
en minutes, the best previous record 
ever the long course, made by her sis­
ter ship, the Lusitania, and alsç had 
made the greatest, distance in a sin­
gle day’s run ever made by a steam­
ship.

cowardice would.call forth his unmeas­
ured scorn, as was exemplified the day 
the Prince Imperial’s death was re­
ported to Sir Redvers by the unfor­
tunate officer in whose company the 
Prince had been; the query, “But how 
is it that yçu are still alive?” which 
was Buller’s first remark, was1 uttered 
in a tone not easily forgotten by his 
hearers.

Sir Redvers was given charge of the 
Intelligence department in the Egypt­
ian war, and took a prominent part in 
the expedition sent to aid General 
Gordon. It was when the news of the 
latter’s death reached the headquar­
ters staff that Buller showed an emo­
tion which astonished his companions, 
for a display of feeling was about the 
last thing expected from a man whom 
a war correspondent once described as 
“silent, saturnine and bloodthirsty!” 
Between Buller and the representa­
tives of the press accompanying the 
armies, there was little love lost.

Modest, almost to a fault, neither de­
siring nor receiving public applause. 
Sir Redvers found himself more than 
once on bis return home, an object of 
public attention, but, owing to his lack 
of genialty, his "stand-offishness” (to 
coin a word), and his utter disregard 
of things—often trlval in themselves— 
which insure popularity, he was never 
a popular personage; though admira­
tion, respect, and trust are freely ac- 
ccrded to him.

But, although Sir Redvers never de­
sired to be a hero, he could not fail 
to have been gratified at the spontan­
eous act of the people of Devon (his 
native country) who, on his return from 
one of his campaigns, presented him 
with a magnificent piece of plate as a 
token of admiration for their fellow- 
countryman. It was solid silver, sev­
eral feet in height, and was specially 
designed for the occasion. Sir Red­
vers, by-the-bye, who was a son of the 
late John Wentworth Buller, M. P., 
was Lord of the l^Ianor of Crediton, 
and also owned a considerable amount 
of landed property near Exeter, and 
in Cornwall. In fact, he was a wealthy 
man, and, it may be added, came of 
a good family.

Sir Redveik’ chief recreations were 
Stinting, shooting and fishing, though 
of late years he was often too im­
mersed in professional matters to in­
dulge in his favorite pastimes. Dur­
ing the five years he was adjutant- 
general at the war office he devoted a 
vast amount of time and thought to the 
British army, its condition and needs. 
He was essentially a soldier of the pro­
gressive type, and was supposed to be 
in favor of conscription, though he 
never actually expressed that opinion 
and the most hardened "interviewer" 
would scarcely have ventured to put 
the question to him direct.

Straightforward, Just and clear­
sighted, Sir Redvers was em’nently 
suited for the special duty he was asked 
to undertake in the thick of the Irish 
land agitation, when the government 
sent him as “commissioner” to Kerry 
—then in a very disturbed state—to 
inquire into the grievances of (the 
tenants and endeavor to bring about 
an amicable settlement between them 
and the landlords. It says much for 
the kindness which undoubtedly ex­
isted beneath a stern exterior, that he 
did all in his power to prevent eviction, 
and, though feeling ran far too hign 
on both sides for succeeding, Sir Red­
vers, while in Ireland, never relaxed 
his efforts towards restoring friendly 
relations. Since he obtained his com­
mission, Buller was in every notable 
war engaged in by his country, while 
no man in the service could boast a 
better array of medals.

The vestryINVITING ANNIHILATION.
Many Cases Come Up Before 

Him—Autoists Appear in 
Police Court.

Business Transacted at Meet­
ing Held Last 

Evening.

What connection there can be be­
tween the possible results of the pro­
vincial elections in Ontario and Quebec 
and the conduct of business in the 
House of Commons it is not easy for 
any person outside of the ran^s of 
Tory obstructionists at Ottawa to un­
derstand. Yet we are told that the op­
position has made Up ite mind that no 
federal public business shall be trans­
acted until the fate of the Whltne£ 
and the Gouln governments has been 
decided. Possibly Hon. Geo. E. Foster, 
financier of Union Trust funds for his 
own individual benefit, who has usurp­
ed the position of leader of the Conser­
vative party, thinks If the results ap­
pear favorable he will force the gov­
ernment to dissolve Parliament and ap­
peal to the country, «that is the Idea 
behind the suggestion—an idea which 
embodies complete disregard of the In­
terests of the country and callous In­
difference to tbe position of thousands 
of civil servants deprived of their 
meagre salaries—doubtless the govern­
ment may have something to say about 
the matter. In the meantime it Is in­
teresting to consider what the newspa­
pers or the country are saying about 
the folly of the opposition and the fa­
tuity of its apparent policy. We have 
already quoted the opinions of the To­
ronto World, a strong Conservative 
journal, and some independent newspa­
pers such as the Montreal Star, which 
unreservedly condemn the course of the 
Conservative party as suicidal fr6m a 
party point of view. The Montreal 
Witness, a newspaper usually calm and 
dispassionate in its political views, puts 
the case very strongly when It says;

“We doubt if any more brutal and al­
together indefensible piece of parlia­
mentary warfare has occurred in all 
parliamentary history than the hoid-up 
of the estimates and of the business of 
the country undertaken by the Conser­
vative party for no more worthy pur­
pose than to secure to itself, In.defiance 
of the principles of the constitution, 
the control of the electoral lists in 
Manitoba and other parts. It certainly 

<ls unconstitutional to demand for the 
provinces the control of the parlia­
mentary electoral lists, and if parlia­
ment chooses to take those lists out of 
provincial hands, no one can make any 
reasonable objection, even if it took 
them into its own. But when the con­
trol of the lists IS to be transferred en­
tirely into the hands of, the judges and 
thus placed out of the reach of political 
manipulation altogether, the demand of 
the opposition becomes æ egregious as 
their method of enforcing it is subver­
sive of parliamentary liberty. The most 
painful part of this outrage Is that the 
leader of the opposition, who has so far 
shown hiniself an honorable statesman, 
should have been forced into it by a 
provincial government, with the aid of 
such soured men as Mr. Foster and 
such a man as Mr. Taylor, whose prom­
inence in the Conservative party has 
never contributed to public amenity. It 
cannot be supposed that the whole 
Conservative party Is in sympathy with 
this piece of brigandage. There are 
many gentlemen In it. Whether these 
will make themselves felt remains to be 
seen. "

“Of course, the first question political­
ly is how the country would receive the 
parties coming before it on such an is­
sue. It is presumable that the filibus­
tered count on sympathy there. They 
probably say to themselves, ‘The peo­
ple are in love with hold-up warfare, 
and It the government has to appeal to 
the country without getting its esti­
mates through, there» are tools enough 
in the country to regard it as already 
defeated, and to vote against it accord­
ingly, as mean people do.’ On the 
other hand, we should think that there 
are enough of intelligent men in 1 the 
country to see that government by 
hold-up with a view to electoral piracy 
is altogether Intolerable in a free coun­
try, and cobld only have the effect of 
reducing us to the level of a Spanish 
republic, and Of making us a byword 
In the world for parliamentary failure. 
As our thinking is altogether along the 
latter lines, we cannot but assume that 
for the opposition to force a general 
election on this issue would be to wipe 
it out. As for the thousands of civil 
service people whose salaries will be 
stopped, and who will have a chance 
to test the length of their credit, as 
well as that of the nation, possibly the 
raiders think that the voters look upon 
them with ill-will, and will be the bet­
ter pleased. There are, however, a 
good many of them, and it is common­
ly believed that jnany of them have 
political backers and sympathizers on 
cne side or the other, and there are 
many voters who themselves aspire to 
the civil service, so that this gigantic 
piece of gratuitous cruelty would seem 
on the whole to count pretty strongly 
against the buccaneers."

Progress Made at General As­
sembly of Presbyterian 

Church in Winnipeg. Few more thrilling stories have ever 
been told in an official document tliâfi 
that in a Brtish Blue Book on South­
eastern Europe, published a tew days 
ago. The story IS that of the escape Of 
Colonel G. s. Elliot, formerly British 
staff officer on the Macedonian 
darmerle, from a band of brigands, and 
in a dispatch which accompanies the 
narrative the British ambassador (the 
late Sir N. O’Conor) describes the in­
cident as an "extraordinary teat, ana 
a most remarkable instance Of courage 
and presence of mind.”

The affair took place in the Drama 
district of Macedonia on July 31st last 
year, when Colonel Billot, in Ms officia' 
capacity, was making a tour of inspec­
tion. On the date in question he was 
at the village of Gyuredjik, when he 
was suddenly attacked by â band of 
armed Bulgarian bandits, with a view 
to holding him to ramson.

The bandits were dressed In a sort of 
khaki uniform, were armed with 
Mannlicher carbines and bayonets, and 
carried hand grenades In felt bags 
slung to their waste. His captors, Who 
had seised Colonel Elliot from behind, 
hurried him towards a forest-covered 
mountain on the south side of the val­
ley, The attack was witnessed by an 
Armenian lady, who»,-mformed the col­
onel’s servants of what had occurred, 

gendarmes. 
Chaoush Ferrad Ismail and Mehmet 
Nefar, armed only with wornout Mar­
tinis, started out to see what had be­
come of the officer.

The colonel, In relating the story, 
says; "I had a loaded pistol in my 
pocket, which I determined to use at 
any cost, but my hands were *0 firmly 
held that I could not reach it. The 
sleeves were torn off my coat, and at 
last a cord was made fast to my left 
arm. Our progress was as slow as I 
could make it! my captors kept urging 
me to hurry, and pointed out that we 
were already under fire.

Shot Point Blank.
"We entered a small meadow 

rounded by forest and gardens. The 
leader walked beside me and entreated 
me to hurry, pointing as he do so 
where the bullets were falling, (Two 
gendarmes had followed the party, and 
were firing on the brigands.) Suddenly 
some of the group threw themeelvee 
down and told me to do the same, et I 
would get hit.

“I refused and, turning, saw the gen- 
darmie Chaoush, Ferrad Iemall, kneel­
ing at the bottom of the meadow and 
firing at my group. A desperate at­
tempt was now made to force me to the 
ground, and, in the struggle, I freed 
both hands, drew my pistol, and shot 
all three men holding me one after the 
other point blank in the body.

“As their grasp relaxed I broke 
away. Within a few feet was the man 
I took to be the leader of the band 
lylngjdown and taking atm at the gal­
lant old Chaoush. He turned as I came 
up, with surprise in hie eyes, and 
swung his rifts round on to me. I lean­
ed over hlm as I passed and fired Into 
his side, and he sank backwards.

“I ran down the meadow, dragging 
the cord attached to my left arm. There 
were Bulgarians dotted about it, sev­
eral quite close, and I felt myself shot 
in the thigh, and saw by the .mud 
spurting In front of me that I was be­
ing fired at.

"I called to the Chaoush to come 
back as I passed, shot and killed with 
the last cartridge in My pistol another 
man lying on the ground who turned 
out to have been previously wounded, 
but in the hurry of the moment I could 
not be sure, and if I hall left him be­
hind me he might have shot me, and 
then T got back to the house I had 
slept at."

as "Kitty" throughout Arizona, New 
Mexico, Yyoming, and Colorado—visit­
ed me in quest of information as to the 
best way of reaching London with a 
limited purse, says the New York cor­
respondent of the London Mail.

We fell to talking of his career and 
his canged prospects, and how he re­
grets having to leave the West even to 
take his place again in England. He 
left England in 1895, when ill-fortune 
overtook him, and went to Arizona, 
where he obtained work as a cowboy. 
He had been roughrider in an English 
Hussar regiment, and his skill enabled 
him to earn money as a horse-breaker.

"For the first tpree months," said Sir 
Genille, “I was thrown three or four 
times a day, but in time I became so 
expert that it was a paying business.
I was paid $10 a horse, and for two 
months in the year I rode on an aver­
age four horses a day. When a horse 
has been ridden three times he is sup­
posed to be brqjten. I practised and 
prospered, and was very soon known 
as one of the best steer ropers in the 
country.

"There is still plenty of lawlessness 
out West," he went on, “but things are 
than he, so he acknowledged his defeat, 
and we became the best of friends, 
vastly changed in the past ten years.
I remember that In the little town of 
Tombstone nine years ago there was a 
saloon which had an everage of three 
barmen wounded or killed a week. The 
ranchers would ride In, leave their 
horses outside, gamble and quarrel and 
shoot. As soon as anyone was injured 
the ‘boys' would scramble for their 
horses, gallop to the border, stay away 
until the hue and cry had ceased, and 
then return again.

“Even now there Is much disorder, 
and the government will have Its hands 
full before long to quell the war be­
tween the sheep and the cattle farmers. 
It is a curious fact that after the sheep 
have touched 'a pasture cattle will 
starve rather than graze from It. In 
Wyoming and Colorado last year doz­
ens, of men were killed and thousands 
of sheep destroyed In this warfare. The 
cattle-breeders sent out their rangers 
with unwritten orders to kill all sheep 
and, if necessary, all shepherds in their 
district. Seven or eight armed men 
would ride up to a sheep encampment 
and bundle the animals over the edge 
of a canon-—the shepherds, too, If they 
resisted."-

"How about the cattle thieves?” I 
asked.

“They are hard on the greenhorn,” Sir 
Genille answered. "Fou know it is an 
unwritten law that no one kills his own 
beef to eat. There Is, therefore, a fine 
distinction to be drawn between cattle- 
thieving and meat-collecting, 
years ago I was made manager of a 
big ranch in Arizona which had been 
the prey of thieves for years. When 
the other ranchers heard I was coming 
they yelled with delight, thinking that 
the Englishman would be an easy vic­
tim. They did not know that I came 
from the Mexican border—the home of 
lawlessness—where I had become quite 
an expert shooting from the hip with­
out drawing my revolver from the belt.

CAPT. JEBSEN TALKS

ON GRAIN RATE WARSTERDAY

•The Good Services Rendered 
by Y. M. C. A. Crew 

Acknowledged.
Jebsen and Ostrander May En­

ter Canadian-Mexican 
Trade Shortly.

Last evening the second annual 
meeting of the Lifeboat and Lifesaving 
Association was held In the city hall, 
at which Mayor Hall presided. The 
following were present: H. Dallas Hel- 
mcken, K. C., Capt. McIntosh, Mr. and 
Mrs. Ian St. Clair, J. S. Bailey, J. G. 
Warner, H. C. Marsh, A. S. Margison, 
E. T. Lawrle, W. H. Spurrier and Jos­
eph Pierson.

The chief business of the evening 
at . was the election of officers and the 

reading of the annual report of the 
president and secretary.

Mr. Joseph Peirson, secretary of the 
association, read the following report: 
Lifeboat and Lifesaving Association of 

British Columbia, incorporated by 
act of B. C. Legislature, 1906.

In presenting the second annual re­
port, being a resume of proceedings for 
the year ending 31st March, 1968, the 
committee of management regret to 
have to record a continued and deplor­
able indifference on the part of the 
general public, the almost universal 
expression being that the work of, or 
aids to the preservation of life from 
shipwrecking or other casualty at sea 
should rest with the government. If it 
be true that governments are what the 
people make them, it is surely the duty 
of the public to urge and influence 
government to action, and how can 
sentiments and influences be given 
power to move the state'bettcr than by 
an organized force, as is acquired by 
this association ? The eminently hu­
mane and beneficial work of life sav­
ing should both demand and command 
the aid and assistance of every high- 
minded and good-hearted citizen. 

Adverting to the matter of recogniz­
ing and ebcouraging heroic acts of life 
saving, although the course has not 
yet been competed, to acquire medals, 
vellums, etc., yet it is with immense 
satisfaction and pleasure that the an­
nouncement can be made that His Ma­
jesty the King has been pleased to 
grant permission for his effigy to be 
struck on one side of the medals, which 
the association proposes to award in 
recognition of conspicuous and heroic 
conduct in life saving, and your com­
mittee would here record its special 
thanks to his Excellency the Governor- 
General of Canada (Earl Grey), for his 
generous assistance in bringing this 
about. |

On the 28th October last the Domin­
ion government, through its agent, 
Capt. J. Gaudin, offered to this asso­
ciation the acceptance of the govern­
ment lifeboat and its equipment, on 
condition that it will maintain and op­
erate it in an efficient condition for lo­
cal life saving purposes, Independently 
of the Dominion government. This your 
committee accepted when the president 
and secretary waited upon the Hon. W. 
Templeman, M. P., and discussing de­
tails, it was at once arranged that this 
association take oyer tike boat with‘its 
equipment together with the boat house 
anchored in the harbor. And, whilst 
thanking the Dominion government for 
this expression of its munificence for 
the protection, more particularly, of 
Victoria and adjacent waters, would 
express the greatest possible satisfac­
tion in witnessing the noble work done, 
and-being done, by the Dominion gov­
ernment on the west coast, long known 
as "the graveyard- of ships.” - A- motor 
lifeboat, with full crew, has been sta­
tioned at Bamfteid, and three other life­
boats are stationed, respectively, at 
Clayoquot, Ucluelet and Clo-oose, the 
two first being supplied with full crews 
from December 1st to March 31st, but 
in respect to the latter, there has so far 
been some difficulty in arranging for 
a regular crew, the distriet being 
sparsely populated except‘by Indians, 
whom it is difficult to bring to a full 
understanding of the work. Wireless 
telegraph stations have been erected 
at Estevan Point and Pachiça Point, 
24 miles of trail along the coast has 
been made, and in further prosecution 
of. the work, between Bamfield and 
Carmanah, 75 men are now at work. 
The lighthouses have been well equip­
ped, and, independent of them, look­
out statiens and patrols have 
arranged during the four most danger­
ous months of the year, whilst tele­
phonic and wireless and other teleg­
raphic communication are in operation.

As regards the provincial government 
although an appeal- for financial help 
has not yet been productive of desired 
results, yet it is hoped that ere long its 
promise of favorable "consideration of 
grants of crown land, suitable for life 
saving stations, may soon be put into 
effect, possibly in the neighborhood of 
the Queen Charlottes, as with the de­
velopment of the north, and conse­
quent increase in shipping, such will be 
required. And, whilst again noting ap­
preciation of the excellent work of the 
Dominion government, in the way of 
preventing seafaring casualties, your 
committee would also thank the Hon. 
Wm. Templeman, M. P., for his great 
interest, and Capt. J. Gaudin and his 
staff for indefatigable and painstaking 
service in the same direction.

Touching the matter of operating the 
association’s own boat, in December 
last advertisements were inserted in 
the papers for a volunteer crew, which 
met with a response from Mr. Brace, of 
the V. M. C. A., offering the services 
of some of his most stalwart athletes. 
It was resolved that these young men 
should make a trial. E. T. Lawrle, an 
experienced seaman, and a member of 
the committee, kindly took charge as 
coxswain, and has since been duly ap­
pointed for that post. Edward Williams, 
one of the crew, having shown marks 
of seamanship, and being somewhat 
experienced in lifeboat work in the Old 
Country, has been appointed deputy 
coxswain. About eighteen other mem­
bers of the Y. M. C. A., with Mr. Brace 
at their head, have displayed great 
diligence, taking part in regular drills, 
putting up masts, setting sails, devel- 

flshlng oping grand oarsmenshlp, thus Showing 
an eagerness and willingness to become

On Tuesday lï^ C. Kelllcan, a second- 
class passenger from Honolulu, died, 
and his body was brought to Vancou­
ver for interment.

Australian advices brought by the 
liner tell or a great disaster to the 
west coast pearling fleet recently, In 
which 43 vessels were lost and one 
huhdred and six persons were drowned. 
The disaster was caused by a “Willy- 
willy," a species of èyclonic storm 
which sweeps with great suddenness 
over the northwest coast of Australia.

The number of white men lost In the 
storm was six, the remainder being all 
colored people. Fear of the Willy-Willy, 
says an exchange, hangs constantly 
over the pearling fleet. The worst dis­
aster from this cause was in 1887, 
when 100 boats were wrecked and 200 
men drowned. In 1906 300 boats were 
wrecked at the Goto islands and 800 
pearlers, mostly Japanese, were 
drowned.

News was also brought of the wreck 
of the Norwegian barque Bjafne at 
Surprise Island on May 8th. The bar­
que was on her way from Melbourne 
to load guano at Surprise Island, and 
was wrecked within a few miles of her 
destination. Her crew were saved.

Among the passengers on the steam­
er Rosalie from Seattle this morning 
was Capt. Frederick Jebsen, partner in 
the firm of Jebsen & Ostrander, the Se­
attle firm which is now engaged in a 
rate war with the regular lines running 
out of Seattle to the Orient.

Seen by a Times reporter, Capt. Jeb­
sen said that his visit to the city 
solely for “an airing.” 
iously made several trips to Victoria 
and is much in love with its natural 
beauties.

Capt. Jebsen was not averse to dis­
cuss the rate war in which his firm has 
figured so prominently. It will be re­
membered that the Trans-Pacific con­
ference of steamship lines running out 
of Sound ports to the Orient some time 
ago reduced rates on grain with the ob­
ject of putting Jebsen & .Ostrander out 
of business. Since that time the young 
firm, against which their efforts were 
directed, has successfully held its own 
and has, by cutting below the regular 
companies’ rates in reply to their first 
aggression, practically monopolized the 
trade. The British steamship Sheila, 
under charter to Jebsen & Ostrander, 
left Seattle on Tuesday carrying over 
80,000 barrels of flour loaded from Port­
land and, the Sound and valued at 3194,- 
436, at the extraordinary low rate of 31 
a ton.

Speaking of this rate war, Capt. Jeb­
sen said that his firmyWould stay with 
the regular companies'^ to the bitter end. 
If the Other concerns cut below the 
Sheila’s rate he would cut still lower, 
and he was not at all pessimiste of the 
ultimate result of the struggle.

The autotncbillsts of the city are up 
in arms against the authorities who 
have been prosecuting them of late for 
exceeding the speed limit. The local 
Motor Club is taking the matter up, a 
special meeting of that organization be­
ing called for Tuesday evening next at 
the board of trade assembly room. The 
auto men claim that where there is an 
open stretch of road with few passing 
Vehicles, such as that in front of the 
Empress hotel they should be allowed 
some latitude in the matter of speed. 
There are a number of straight broad 
streets in the city and suburbs, where 
it is claimed tbpt there is not the 
slightest danger in travelling fifteen 
Unies an hour.

On the other hand the authorities' 
and many of the private citizens say 
that if latitude is allowed in such 
places many of the drivers have not 
sense enough to know when to go slow.

WIRELESS MESSAGES.

Developing the Marconi Atlantic Ocean 
Service.

It has just been announced that the 
■ traVis-Atlantic wireless telegraph ser­
vice, which the Marconi Company open­
ed to the public between London and 
Montreal on February 3rd last, will, be­
fore the end of the year, be supplement­
ed by the opening for public use of a 
new trans-Atlantiô service between 
England and the United Statse.

The system has been developed tq its 
present pitch of perfection in very few 
years, the first Marconi station that at 
Alum Bay (I.W.) having been erected 
as recently at 1897, two years after Gur- 
lièlmo Marconi, then a youth of 21 
years of age, made the first steps in his 
discovery. .

On December 21, 1902, the first trans- 
Atlantic messages were dispatched 
from the Canadian high-power station 
to Poldhu; and, on June 4th, 1904, this 
was developed into a daily service of 
wireless news-messages.

The popularizing of the system on 
shore may be said to have really begun 
on January 4th, 1905, when messages 
for Ships at sea were accepted at post 
offices throughout the United Kingdom. 
Long-distance wireless communication 
that cannot be interrupted Is the pres­
ent aim of Mr. Marconi, and the real!- ^

The latest report of the minister of 
mines contains Information relative to 
the reaching of the northern mining 
area by the trail out by the 
Northwest Mounted Police, which is 
very interesting in vierw of the atten­
tion which Is being attached to that 
district at present. The report show 
that an admirable work in the interests 
Of the prospectors has been done by "the 
Dominion government.

The provincial mineralogist gives the 
following information in the "report:

For the last two’years the R. N. W. 
mounted police have been engaged in 
making a trail from Fort St. John, oh 
the Peace river, across British Colum­
bia, via Fort Grahame end Fort Con­
nelly, to .the Yukon telegraph line, 
which is then to he followed, with cer­
tain local variations^ to Telegraph 
creek, Atlin and White Horse in 'the 
Yukon. As the cutting ottt of this trail 
renders, a section of the northern -part 
of the province more available to pros­
pectors and others, the following par­
ticulars of the trail are given, taken 
from the report of Commissioner Perry, 
R. N. W, mounted poHfee, for 1907, and 
from other sburces.

From Edmonton a good wagon road 
leads to Athabasca Landing—a distance 
of approximately 100 miles—over which 
a stage runs twice a week, also rturner- 
ous freight teams. There are excellent 
Stopping houses on the road and a good 
hotel at the Landiitg.

Those who supported 
the by-law were Aldermen Gleason and 
Fullerton, while those who opposed it 
were Aldermen Pauline, Henderson,
McKeown, Cameron and Norman. One 
of the chief grounds of' objection was 
that the by-law passed last year in­
creasing the licenses had been in force 
less than six months. It was held that 
the by-law should be allowed 'to stand 
for at least a year. The stand taken 
was that the council should not be con­
stantly tinkering with the amount of 
the license fees, but that when a 
change was made again it, should be 
one that would stand for some years at 
least.

Incidentally during the discussion the 
saloon as an institution caYne in for se­
vere denunciation on the.part of nearly 
every speaker, and some particular at­
tention was paid to some of those doing 
business in this city. The saloon was 
brought up by a proposal made by Aid.
Gleason that places of this kind should 
be taxed higher than hotels.

Consideration of the by-law was rec­
ommended in committee, where it was 
left off a week ago. Clause 2, which 
proposed to amend a number of old 
by-laws in order to bring into effect the 
new license fees was the first one' to be 
taken up. It was a complicated clause 
and when it had been read Aid. Cam­
el on remarked sarcastically : “That’s 
very clear.”

Aid. Mable—That’s where we fell 
down last time.

Aid. Norman—That’s so complicated 
a person cannot follow it:

Aid. Gleason replied that every aiders 
man had got a copy of last year’s by­
law which should enable ;them to un­
derstand the present one. There was 
no reasbn why the aldermen should 
hold up the by-law on' account of not 
understanding it.

Aid. Pauline replied that so far as he 
was concerned he had no desire to hold 
up the by-law but he would like to 
point out tieat theoby-law which it was 
proposed to supersede had been- passed 
last November ai*l had gone into force 
only on January 14th last, about five 
months ago. Now it was proposed to 
reconsider that by-law and again ad­
vance the license fees. A year at least 
should elapse between any changes in 
the license fees. This was Judy fair to 
the interests involved.

Several clauses were read. after 
which Aid. Gleason again took the 
floor. He wanted to make it plain that 
he was not acting for any society or 
organization in bringing in this by-law 
but had brought in the byMaw because 
he thought that the present license fees 
were not adequate, when it wâs con­
sidered what it cost to control the traf­
fic. The by-law put saloons and hotels 
on the same footing, but he h ad since 
come to the conclusion that tliis was 
unfair. Good hotels should be encour­
aged. Many of them were law-abiding 
and a credit to the city, although oth­
ers were not. He proposed that the li­
cense for hotels be placed at $500 a'Jid 
for saloons at $600. At thstfc the ho tel 
licenses would be the cheapest in tlAe 
province. Under the Municipal Clauses*' 
act the city had the right to separate 
the two licenses. Hotel men to whom 
he had spoken had said that it was 
only fair that saloons should be taxed 
more than hotels. There was no neces­
sity for saloons.

Aid. Norman—What is the hotel li­
cense fee in Winnipeg, a city of over 
100,000?

Aid. Gleason—I .do not know and it 
does not make any difference.

Aid. Norman—$150.
Aid. Pauline said that he wanted to 

go on record being opposed to this by­
law and also he wanted to go on record 
as a temperance man. If Aid. Gleason 
would bring in his by-law later in the 
year he would support it. v lK the mean­
time he would move that the committee 
rise without reporting.

Such was the word the cables brought 
the other day. Mr. Bruce Ismay, the 
general manager of thé White Star 
une, who arrived m New Tork from 
England a few days ago, not only 
Armed the report, but added still fur­
ther interest to it By the statement that 
the company was planning to build not 
one but two Of these giant vessels; to 
send one down the ways six months 
after the other had gone overboard, and 
to place both of these great vessels in 
the New York-Southampton service.

■‘These two steamships,” said, Mr. 
ismay, "are intended to be far ahead 
of anything yet designed. They are to 
b. approximately 1,000 feet m length, 
perhaps a tew feet more or perhaps a 
few feet lees. But it not exactly of 
1.606 feet It will he but a trifling differ­
ence from that figure, one way or the 
other. That length will make them con­
siderably greater than any vessel yet 
projected. I do not know what beam 
has been decided upon, but this will 
naturally be commensurate with their 
length.

“What new or unusual features will 
these new vessels have?” Mr. Ismay 
was asked.

“I may not tell you that,” he replied,

NEW REGULATION IS
AGAINST VICTORIA

Local Merchants With Mexican 
Connections Have a 

Grievance. Æ

Merchants and others havlpg busi­
ness relations with Mexican firms and 
taking, advantage of the subsidized line 
of steamships running between this 
port and the Pacific ports of the south­
ern republic have added another griev­
ance to their list of complaints re- 
garding the management ot the line by 
Capt. T. H. Worsnop.

The manager of the Canadian-Mexi­
can line, who is now m Vancouver, has 
notified local merchants doing business 
with his company that In future all; 
shipments must be cleared by the con­
sular agent In Vancouver Instead of by 
J. H. B. Rlckaby, the local vice-con­
sul, as has formerly been the casa

Apart from the fact that this pro­
ceeding would Involve an immense 
amount of unnecessary trouble and ex­
pense on the part of shippers, the fact 
that the Mexican consular representa­
tive at Vancouver Is Porter Worsnop, 
brother of Capt. Worsnop, and that 
Porter Worsnop is engaged in trading 
In Mexico, is sufficient to stamp the 
action of Capt. Worsnop as decidedly 
ill-advised.

"It is hardly reasonable that a ship­
per should be asked to place all his 
papers In the hands of a trade rival 
as Capt. Worqpop asks local dealers 
with Mexico to do,” was the expression 
of a local business man when discuss­
ing the matter this morning.

It Is understood that protests will be 
made regarding the manner in which 
Capt. Worsnop is endeavoring to con­
duct the affairs of the Mexican-Paci­
fic company. Local business men, and 
especially those who have formed con­
nections in Mexico after visits to the 
country, express the opinion that the 
$iew rule will seriously Interfere with 
the trade being established In this 
city.

When the line was subsidised at Ot­
tawa the design was that the foster­
ing of trade was to result so that 
Canadian ports In the Pacific should 
benefit by the results. Victoria busi­
ness men will resent anything which 
will tend to side track the opportuni­
ties to build up . business relations 
with the Mexican republic.

St. Petersburg, June 3.—A series of 
interpellations with regard to the dis­
organization and incapacity of the 
ministry of marine have been approv­
ed by the committee of national de­
fence, and are to be discussed in the

Vancouver, June 3.—The C. P. R. to­
day announced the inauguration of an 
increased steamship service to Seattle. 
On June 14th the steamer Princess Vic­
toria will go on the triangular rqn. She 
will leave Seattle in the morning but 
the return voyage on the Victoria-Se­
attle run will be at night.

The C. P. R. realizes that many peo­
ple who go to Victoria in the morning 
would therefore return by the opposi­
tion steamer in the afternoon. To ob­
viate this the Princess Royal is to be 
put on the circular run. She will leave 
Seattle every evening at 10 o’clock for 
Vancouver direct, fbaking the same 
rate at all times as the steamer Iro­
quois now on the direct run between 
Vancouver and Seattle. She will arrive 
at Vancouver at 8 a. m., leave again at 
9 a. m., arrive at Victoria at 2 p. m. 
and leave again at 4 p. m., the same 
time as the Chippewa, taking the 
turn tickets of Seattle people who come 
over to Victoria on the morning boat. 
She will arrive at Seattle at 9 p. m. 
The Charmer will continue to handle 
freight between Victoria and Vancou­
ver.

Over an hour was taken up in the po­
lice court this morning with the case of 
Joseph Watcher, charged with driving 
an automobile at a greater rate of 
speed than the law allows, and it was 
not settled then, being remanded until 
to-morrow to give the magistrate time 
to consider a technical point raised by 
Mr. Lowe, who appeared for the de­
fence. The point was that the prosecu­
tion had not shown that the city had 
not passed a by-law allowing automo­
biliste to test their machines on the 
causeway, as the statute gave them the 
right to do in connection with any 
street they might namV Mr. Moore, for 
the prosecution argued that it rested 
upon Mr. Lowe to show that the city 
had passed such a by-law and the mag­
istrate enlarged the case to give him 
time to look Into the authorities ad­
vanced by Mr. Lowe.

The first witness in the case was 
Constable Vic. Heather, who swore that, 
on Saturday afternoon last he had 
timed Mr. Watcher crossing the cause­
way and he had made the distance in 
26 seconda

Mr. Lowe cross-examined Constable 
Heather at great length, especially as 
to where he had been standing when 
doing the timing and whether he had 
moved around, etc. After a while Con­
stable Heather became somewhat net­
tled and replied to one of Mr. Lowe’s 
questions: “Don’t you understanding 
English?”

Mr. Lowe wanted Constable Heather 
to figure out the exact time at which 
Mr. Watcher was travelling if he cross­
ed the causeway in 26 seconds, to which 
the constable gently but firmly replied: 
“I will not.”

Constable Macdonald gave evidence 
as to having assisted Constable Heath­
er In timing Mr. Watcher across the 
causeway, and was cross-examined at 
length.

John S. Adams, assistant city engi­
neer, swore that the distance that the 
constables had sworn the automobile in 
question had travelled in the 26 sec­
onds was 770 feet, which would mean 
a speed of about 20 miles, an hour.

This concluded the evidence of the 
prosecution, and Mr. Lowe asked for a 
dismissal on the ground that the evi­
dence was not positive enough as to 
the rate of speed to warrant a convic­
tion. The magistrate replied that he 
thought there was sufficient evidence 
tn require the defence to put in evi­
dence.

Mr. Lowe, however, had another ob­
jection ready. In the statute govern­
ing the speed of automobiles the city 
was given the right to pass a by-law 
setting off portions of streets where 
automobiles might be tested at a great­
er rate of speed than ten miles an hour. 
The prosecution had not shown that 
the city had not passed such a by-law 
setting the causeway apart for this 
purpose. In support of his argument 
Mr. Lowe quoted a number of authori­
ties.

Mr. Moore in reply said that it rest­
ed with the defence to show that such 
a by-law had been passed, not with the 
prosecution to show that it had not 
been.

The magistrate finally remanded the 
case until to-morrow to look into the 
authorities submitted by Mr. Lowe.

Local strawberries are now on the 
market. The first day they appeared 
they retailed at 50 cents a pound. The 
next they were down to 35 cents, and 
now they are going at considerably less 
than -that. The crop has been very 
slow in maturing. The natural result 
of this will be that the fruit will be very 
large and the crop correspondingly 
heavy. If all goes well the growers 
will make a record clean-up. Last year 
they sold about three hundred doll&rr 
worth of fruit to the acre, but this sea­
son they will hardly stop at double that 
amount.

Twenty thousand crates have already 
been sent out into the country to the 
growers, each crate containing twenty- 
four boxes. When these are filled, four 
hundred and eighty thousand pounds 
will have been marketed, but it is es­
timated that this will scarcely be two- 
thirds of the whole output just around 
this city, but that at least ten thousand 
more crates will be required.

It is needless to say that the city of 
Victoria can hardly consume that many 
berries in one season, besides the fruit 
that is grown in almost every garden. 
Large quantities of them will be ship­
ped to the prairies where they will be 
distributed through the agency of the 
British Columbia Fruit and Produce 
Exchange.

The figures given above represent the 
berries being handled by the local Fruit 
Growers’ Association. As there are one 
or two growers who are outside of this 
organization, the addition of what they 
grow to the total will make a very large 
output for a comparatively small dis­
trict such as that represented. At the 
same time it will give an idea of the 
magnitude of the business», and of the 
amount of money which will be put 
into circulation as a result of the 
growth of the industry.

Five Drunks and a Number of 
Other Cases Take Up Time 

of the Magistrate.said 0 (From Wednesday’s Daily).
The tale of a dog that is ^ad was 

told in the police court to-^|
Mrs. Ada Jenkinson, of Victoria- West, 
charged Samuel Wilkinson, also of 
Victoria West, with having shot an 
eleven months old English setter puppy 
belonging to her. There were quite a 
number of witnesses in the case, which 
occupied considerable time at the 
morning session of the court. Wilkin­
son was found guilty and fined $10.

Sidney Child appeared for Mrs. Ada 
Jenkinson, and F. G. Fowkes, of 
Crease & Crease’s office, for Wilkin­
son.

The first witness was the complain­
ant, Mrs. Penkinson, who swore that 
the dog in question had been shot last 
Saturday afternoon and had died 12 
hours later. The ddg, which was a par­
ticularly gentle one, had been kept 
chained up practically all the time, and 
she had left it tied when 
down town on Saturday last. When 
she returned she found that someone 
had let the dog go, and shortly after a 
neighbor had come and told her that 
the dog was lying on the sidewalk dy­
ing, and she had gone and brought it 
home, where it had died 12 hours later. 
That evening she went* to see Wilkin­
son, and he admitted having shot the 
dog.

Charles Jenkinson gave evidence as 
to dog having been tied up practically 
all the time. The animal he described 
as “just a silly pup.” He denied that 
he had told Mrs. Wilkinson that if any 
one caught the dog killing chickens 
they might shoot 11 

Mrs. Mary Pomeroy, whose home ad­
joins that of Mr. Wilkinson, told of 
having seen the defendant shoot the 
dog.

J. H. Bell, who boards with Mr. and 
Mrs. Jenkinson, swore that the dog was 
tied up most of the time.

The first witness for the defence was 
Mrs. Wilkinson, wife of the defendant, 
who swore that in consequence of two 
dogs chasing her ducks she had got a 
gun from the house and asked her hus­
band to shoot the dog. In the mean­
time one dog had disappeared. She 
had told her husband to kill the dog 
because when she had oomplained to 
Mr. Jenkinson about the dog chasing 
her fowl he had given her authority to 
do so. She had suffered considerable 
loss of fowl from dogs.

Samuel Wilkinson corroborated the 
evidence of his wife. He swore posi­
tively the dog had a duck in its mouth 
when he shot it. He only fired at the 
dog to scare it. He had not intended 
to kill the animal.

Mrs. Mary Burns swore that for a 
month before it was killed she had seen 
the dog running loose and killing 
chickens.

Mrs. Maria Laxton swore that she 
had seen the dog in this case running 
around but had not seen It chasing 
chickens for a long time.

Miss Alice Richards swore that she 
had seen Mr. Jenkinson in February 
taking the dog home and he had told 
her the dog had been killing chickens 
and he was going to chastise him.

This concluded the evidence and after 
addresses of counsel 'the magistrate 
said he had no doubt but that the dog 
was chasing Mr. Wilkinson’s ducks 
when he shot it. This, however, did

Vancouver Drawn in.
Seattle, June 3.—Vancouver now has 

been drawn into the rate war between 
the Canadian Pacific Company and the 
International Steamship Company. The 
Canadian Pacific to-day announced 
that beginning on June 15th the steam­
ship Princess Royal will alternate with 
the Princess Victoria on the Victorla- 
Vancouver-Seattle run in opposition to 
the steamships Chippewa and Iroquois 
operated by the American line.

President Green, of the International 
Company, says the addition of the 
Princess Royal will mean that it will 
be a fight to a bitter finish. “I expect 
to see the rates to Vancouver go down 
from $2.50 to fifty cents before the 
trouble is settled, if it ever is.”

“Were you drunk?” returned the magis­
trate.

“I really can’t tell,” was the reply.

The man who followed admitted the 

charge against him. The last of the list 
of drunks when asked to plead replied: 
“Yes, I was good and drunk, like a whole 
lot .more.” His fine was $4, as he had 
journeyed to the police station in the 
patrol wagon.

tfie walls of this strange argosy were 
inscribed oharacter of an unique type, 
among which, so Brown declares, were 
some letters of the Russian alphabet.

The “Ark,” which is undoubtedly the 
original figure of Casey Moran’s sen­
sational tale, was found by Brown on 
a high hill overlooking a string of lakes 
some 30 odd miles above the head­
waters of the Chandlar river. The In­
dians In the neighborhood have used 
the place as,a residence and as a stor-x 
age place for the fish which they catch 
in the lakes, making it a general ren- 
devous.

chamber and the senate, had to be 
twice postponed because of the state 
of public opinion. Disorder and riot­
ing were expected to-day and the au­
thorities found it expedient to take 
ample measures for the preservation 
of peace.

The opposition to removing the re­
mains of Zola to the PantBeon arises 
from the fact that he is thus honored 
because of his famous letter, not be­
cause of his literary fame. He was the 
first successful leader in the Dreyfus 
war; he vanquished the general staff 
of the army and to give him a glorious 
burial in the National Pantheon at the 
side of Berthelot, and President Carnot, 
Victor Hugo, and Rosseau, to an ac­
companiment of martial music while 
long lines of soldiers defiled before his 
tomb aroused the passions of a large 
number of the French people.

The attempt on the life of Major 
Dreyfus was made by Louis Anthenne 
Gregori, a member of the staff of La 
France Militaire, a journal devoted to 
military progress and the military fu­
ture of the Republic. Major Dreyfus 
was present at the ceremony to do final 
honor to the great leader of his cause. 
Gregori’s act probably was inspired by 
the campaign which the reactionary 
press has been conducting against Zola 
as a “traducer of his country.” Fur-» 
thermore, the “Catholic Faith,” a paper 
to which Gregori was attached, was a 
supporter of Gen. Boulanger and vio­
lently opposed to Dreyfus. The special 
edition of "La Libre Parole” issued 
yesterday was a direct incitement to 
violence.

The government and parliament, 
when it decided to bury Zola in the Na­
tional Pantheon beside Carnot, Victor 
Hugo, and other great Frenchmen, rea­
lized that it was arousing the smould­
ering embers of Dreyfus hatred, but 
Premier Clemenceau and thé present. 
government, including War Minister 
Plcquart, who attained his present po­
sition as a result of the successful out­
come of the long Dreyfus struggle, did 
not shrink from this final act of justice 
to the memory of the man who, accord­
ing to Anatole France in his funeral 
oration at Zola's burial six years ago, 
"represented the human conscience.” 
The programme for the ceremonies of 
last night and to-day was consequently 
carefully arranged to avoid any organ­
ized street demonstrations.

There was no public lying-in-state 
under the Arc de Triomphe as in the 
case of Victor Hugo, 23 years ago, nor 
any popular procession of untold thou­
sands such as followed the famous nov­
elist to his grave. Instead, the body 
of Zola was quietly taken to the Pan­
theon last night. But . ; manifesta­
tions of last night, although not very 
serious, gave the governm-nt ample 
warning of the possibility of trouble to­
day.

In order therefore to be prepared for 
any eventuality, long lines of mounted 
Cuirassiers and Republican guard» 
were deployed along all the approaches 
to the Pantheon several hours before 
the crowds began to arrive. Over 15,- 
000 people were gathered In the streets 
and in the windows commanding a view 
of the Pantheon before half past nine 
this morning, at which hour President 
Fallieres and the cabinet, escorted by 
a guard, drove by in carriages and 
alighted in front of Robin’s statue of 
“Thought,” which was heavily veiled 
in black.

While the dignitaries were arriving, 
the crowd was divided in the nature of 
its demonstrations. Small but noisy 
groups, shouted “Down with Zola” and 
“Long live the army,” about 500 men 
belonging to a Catholic organization be­
ing particularly violent. A great •ma­
jority of the multitude, however, was 
sympathetic and their cheers drowned 
the cries of dissent

Inside the Pantheon which is in the 
form of a Greek cross, the beautifully 
decorated casket containing the body of 
*Emile Zola reposed upon a high red 
and gold catafalque placed in the cen­
tre of the transept and beneath the 
cupola. The base was banked with 
flowers, and eight green flames burning 
from gigantic golden castors around 
the bier, gave a strange and weird ef­
fect. The balustrades of the Pantheon 
were hung with golden drapery bear­
ing Zola’s initials and overhung with 
violet tulle. Mme. Zola and Zola’s two 
natural children, who have been legiti­
mized, together with some friends, oc­
cupied a place in the corner of the 
transept flanking the position of Pres­
ident Fallieres and the members of the 
cabinet.

The diplomatic corps were directly 
opposite. Premier Clemenceau sat in 
the first row before the president and 
immediately in front of General Pic- 
quart. In the intervening space were 
delegations from the senate and cham­
ber of deputies, members of the cabinet 
in green uniforms, officers of the army 
and navy, and representatives of va­
rious ministries, and all the state and 
municipal corporations. The profusion 
of uniforms added to the brilliancy of 
the assemblage. Many distinguished 
men of letters also were present, though 
the Dreyfus opponents, together with 
all the members of opposition in par­
liament, were notable by their absence.

Major Dreyfus, who sat with his wife 
and his brother, Matthew, immediately 
at the side of the tribute, was the 
cynosure of many eyes. He sat erect 
and composed, reminding those present 
of his attitude during the Rennes trial.

The 
letter, however, was only struck once 
ta the hand. His assailant was arrest- 
id. Dreyfus' Injury was only a slight 
one.

The attempt on the life of Major 
Dreyfus was made at the foot of the 
Catafalque directly in front 
tribune, from which M. Doumergue, the 
minister of Public Instruction, deliv­
ered an eulogy on Zola’s matchless 
courage In arousing the conscience of 
the nation to the necessity of doing 
justice to Dreyfus. As the last retrain 
of the magnificent orchestra which 
was playing the "Chant du Depart” 
was floating away through the marble 
Columns of the temple, and as Presi­
dent Fallieres and the members of the 
presidential party, after shaking hands 
With Madame Zola and her two nat­
ural children, now legitimized, were 
moving out towards the portico to re­
view the garrison of Paris, two sharp 
reports startled the vast assemblage.

The attorneys of the United Wireless 
Telegraph Cdpnpany are arranging to 
obtain the nesessary articles of incor­
poration from- the Dominion govern­
ment for the purpose of carrying out 
the erection of the wireless telegraph 
station on the fair#grounds for which 
purpose they have been granted a five' 
year’ lease of ground sufficient for the 
purpose. The company require a fran­
chise for the whole of Canada, and 
when the same is obtained will at once 
proceed with the work of installing the 
wireless apparatus here.

C. B. Cooper, general superintendent 
of construction for the Pacific coast of 
the company, who arrived here from 
Seattle this morning, said that the five 
years lease given the company by the 
city would warrant the expenditure of 
the $5,000 necessary for the erection of 
the proposed plant at the fair grounds. 
At the end of that time the company 
expect to have evolved a new manner 
of receiving and sending wireless mes­
sages by which the use of the high poles 
will be no longer required. Experi­
ments are now being conducted along 
those lines and have been so far found 
to be successful. Mr. Cooper says that 
with the operations carried on without 
the use of poles the business can be 
conducted in that manner when the 
plant without poles has been establish­
ed as a commercial success. The lease 
of five years was taken with this fact 
in view. The plant at the fair grounds 
will comprisé two 200-foot poles and a 
small receiving station at the foot of 
one of them. The installation is al­
ready on the coast and is ready to be 
installed as soon as $he company is suc­
cessful in obtaining the franchise from 
the government. The erection of the 
plant will occupy but a small time, and 
Mr. Cooper says all will be In readiness 
Toy the time of $be opening day.
