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TWO WERE KILLED
* BY EXPLOSION

WHICH OCCURRED IN
HOTEL AT RIDGETOWN

Several of the Injured Arein a Critical
Condition—Bankers’ Association
Annual Meeting.

Ridgetown, Ont., Nov. 12.—The ex-
plosion of the gas engine in the cellar
of the Lozar house shortly: after 5
o’clock last night wrecked the whole
front of the bui.ding, and resulted in the
death of two persens aud the injuring
of several others who were inmates of
the hotel. I'he dead are W. Weir, agent
for a photograph enlarging firm, and
Geo. W. Atkinson, circulating solicitor
for the London Advertiser. Mr. Atkin-
son had only been in their employment
for a year, and left his home at London
at the begiiuning of tihe week. He left
Chatham yesterday morning for Ridge-
town. He leaves a widow and three
chilleen. Mrs. Atkinson received word
of her husband’s death two hours after
she had received a letter from him,
dated Chatbam. The injured are: W.
Barclay, aucticneer, scalp torn from
over the ear to the top of the head and
badly bruised about the body, will prob-
ably dieg Johm Maekenzie, farmer, back
of the heaa scratched, arm and right
side badly injured, will likely recover;
T. P. Watson, face and leg cut and
body bruised, in critical condition; A.
Vaughan, porter, head cut, not serious;
H. W. Parcell, proprietor of the hotel,
hands and head cut, not serious; Mis
M. Addeman who was walking past the
hotel at the moment of the explosion
had her body cut, and is suffering from
shock. The injurea were removed to
neighboring stores and made as comfort-
able as possible. The force of the ex-
plosion broke windows in stores across
the street. In each direction many plate
glass windows were practically ground
to powder. The lower part of the hotek
is a total wreck, and the upper stories
are liable to collapse at any moment.
The cause cf the explosion is unknows.
The loss will be heavy. The hotel had
been thoroughly renovated recently, and
was one of the best houses in Western
Ontario.

THE CHICAGO STRIKE.

Many People Injured During the Dis-
turbances Which Followed At-
tempts to Run Cars.
Chicago,” Nov. 12.—Constant scenes
of disorder over a district of approxi-
mateiy fifty square miles resulted to-
day from the inauguration of a strike
on the Chicago city railway, one of the
two principal local surface companies.
The tie-up through the south side to the
business district, where the company

operates, was complete,

A number of cars were wrecked, and
that no person was killed is mo fault of
the rioters. One man had his back
broken, and the first shot of the strike
was fired 'at Wentworth avenue and
West (9th street, where a mob of sev-
eral hundred persons tried to hold up a
train. Many persous, chiefly mon-union
car men, were injured by missles and
flying glass. Two women were among
those hurt,

With faces and hands bleeding from
the attacks-of the strikers, motormen,
gripmen and conductors who tried to
run trains, returned to the barns and
refused to go out again unless the
trains bore platoons of police or patrol
wagons were alongside. TUnder orders
from ‘Mayor Hurrison, whose announced
purpose was to preserve ‘'an impartial
attitude, the police confined their efforts
to clearing the blockades and crowds
from the streets.

Developments regarding the attitude
of the municipal administration hinge
largely upon a new official, Herman
Schuéttler, who to-day became assistant
chief of police. Schuettler will be in
direet charge of police arrangements
during the strike. Schuettler has a
record in teaching the Haymarket rioters
and in sending Luetgert, the sausage

He also has a remarkable

Before night fall President D. C.
Hamilton and General Counsel Bliss, of
the railway company, after endeavoring
to operate in defiance of the strike, an-
nounced, aftér a conference with Mayor
Harrison, that the attempt would be
abandoned for the day. A further effort
to run ears, each car accompanied by a
squad of police in a patrol wagon, will
probably be made to-morrow. Although
the full list of injured in the street ear
strike rioting to-day is undoubtedly
large, the police secured the names of
only those whose Wounds were of a sen-
F53 Latars. Tho most sericus cases are
those of H. 8. Orton, conductor, and his
gripman, Wm. Watson, both of whom
were dragged from their car and beaten.
Orton may not live. Albert Barren, a
non-union man, was knocked unconscious
by a brick. About fifteen arrests have
been made for rioting.

SITUATION IN PANAMA.

Governor of Colon Grateful to States—
Fears for Safety of Americans in
Colombia.

Colon, Nov. 12.—What impresses all ob-
servers of the present situation on the
isthmus of Panama is the complete success
of the secession movement and the orderly
continuance of affairs since the change of
government.

Porfiro Melendez, the new governor of
Colon, to-day expressed full realization of
what Panama owed to the United States,
calling that country ‘‘the new republic’s
powerful and generous godmother.” Gen-
eral Melendez said: ‘“Panama will be abie
to raise between 5,000 and 6,000 troops,
partly armed, in case the necessity arises

to resist a Colombian attack, but 1 do not |

believe that any such necessity will ever
arise.”” He said it was impossible for Col-
ombia to send troops overland to the isth-
mus. It is apparent that United States
warships will not permit any movement by
sea of armed forces.

The royal mail steamer Orinoco arrived
here this morning, bringing news of Gen-
eral Torres and the Colombian troops she
took from here after the proclamation of
the Republic of Panama. On the arrival
of General Torres and his troops at Carta-
gena the news of events on the isthmus
quickly spread, and the General and his
officers were threatened with arrest as
traitors. The threat was not put into
effect. The populace were greatly excited
and crowded the streets crying: “Down
with the Americans!” United States Con-
sul Ingersoll, fearing violence, remained in
the consulate.

Panama’s declaration of Independence
was read at Barranquilla from a news-
paper by the prefect to a crowd in the
piaza, and was greeted by furious outcries
and shouts of ‘“Death to the Panamaians!”
and “Death to the Americans!”” The pre-
fect followed the reading by a speech, in
which he declared that the Colombian gov-
ernment would never permit the secession
of the isthmus, and would win back the
lost territory at any cost. United States
Vice-Consul Lovelace was sitting on a bal-
cony of his house to-night when several
stones were thrown at him. He went in-
side and was not further molested.

Fears are entertained for the safety of
Americans in Colombia and of the possibil-
ity of the anger of the populace being vent-
ed agalnst foreigners generally.

About fifty officers and civilians, em-
ployees of the former government of the
department of Panama, apprehended at
Panama since the date of the independence
proclamation, and who refused to take the
oath of allegiance to the new republic, ar-
rived here to-day over the Panama railway
under a heavy armed escort. The prison-
ers boarded the Spanish steamer Leo XIII.
and guards were placed on the dock to pre-
vent their escape. The steamer will sall
to-morrow.

aboard the Leo XIII. and will be landed at
Savanilla.

RUSSIANS FOUGHT
CHINESE SOLDIERS

TEN THOUSAND TROOPS
NOW IN MANCHURIA

The Attempts to Secure an Ice-Free
Port on the Pacific Have
Failed.

Tientsin, Nov. 13.—It is reported here
that Russian troops marching towards
Shan Hai Kwan encountered a force of
Imperial Chinese troops, and that fight-
ing ensued, the Russians, it is asserted,
pretending that the Imperial force was
a band of Chibese robbers. Altogether
over 10,000 Imperial troops-have crossed
the frontier into*Manchuria,

Policy Failed.

London, Nov. 13.—A correspondent of
the Times at St. Petersburg says it is
admitted in official circles that the policy
which led to the occapation wof Port
Arthur and Manchurin was not worth
the expenditure of money and blood it
had entailed, and the attempt to secure
an ice-free port on the Pacific has so far
proved a failure. The construction of
a huge brakewater at Dalny as a pro-
tection against high seas oniy resulted
in making the harbor icebound in winter,
the lack of this protection heretofore
having evidently prevented the accumula:
tion: of ice.

Finally, the correspondent says, the op-
position of Japan has thwarted the plan
to secure an ice-free port at Masampho,

Changing Names,

Pekin, Nov, 83.—A letter received here
from Shanghai states that Russia is
constantly changing the names of her
warships to create confusion and un-
certainty concerning the movements of
the ships. The same letter adds that
both Russia and Japam are actively push-
ing preparations for war.

ATLLEGED. TiICKET - FORGERS.

Two Men Who It Is Claimed Swindled
Railway Companies Arrested in
Chicago.

Chicago, Ill., Nov. 13.—H. L. Kaines,
alias C. H. Miller, and H. L. Scott, said
by the police to be two of the cleverest
railway ticket forgers in the country,
were arrested last night. Stamps,
chemicals for altering tickets and blank
order slips were found in their room by
the police.

As a result of the arrests a number
of ticket scalpers were searchéd to-day.
The men, it is alleged, secured thousands
of dollars worth of transportation from
railroads by presenting a forged letter
purporting to be issued by the superin-
tendent of the Mexican Central railroad.
The letter stated that Kaines was a rail-
road employee on a furlough. It was
addressed to the passenger agents of the
railways requesting them to furnish the
bearer with transportation. According to
the police the prisoners have operated
all over the country.

The Western Passenger’s Association
will prosecute the cases against the
prisoners. It is alleged. alsp that they
were making a business of furnishifig
clearance cards and letters of recom-
mendation for employees of the various
lines throughout the country as a means
of defrauding the railroads for transpor-
tation.

REGARDED AS LABORERS.
Number of Chinese Proprietors of Cigar,
Broom and Other Factories May
Be Deported.

San Francisco, Cal.,, Nov. 13.—The
United States court commission has
handed down a decision in the case of
Lin Imng Wong, a Chinese merchant,
who acted as 'foreman in his own pack-

| ing establishment, to the effect that a

Chinese manufacturer who engages in
any manual labor about his factory,
even for the purpose of instructing his
employees, is a laborer under the mean-
ing of the Exclusion Act, and as such
is not entitled to entry into or remain in
the country as a merchant, This opinion,
if adopted a& a rule of action by the
Chinese bureau, will lead to the deporta-
tion of a large number of Chinamen pro-
prietors of cigar factories, clothing
shops, broom factories and other estab-
lishments,

FEDERATION OF LABOR.
President Roosevelt’s Decision Regard-
ing “Open Shop” Discussed.
Boston, Mass., Nov. 12.—At to-day’s
esssion of the American Federation of
Laber convention a report showing a
goodt financial condition was presented
by the auditing committee, and the next
in order was the report of the commit-
tee on resolutions. The committee’s
recommendation that all afHated bodies
be assessed 25 cents a week was adopt-

ed.

Then came the resolution bearing on
the “open shop” order, and government
printing office case, involving the de-
cision by President Roosevelt that the
government could not discriminate be-
tween union and non-union help. The
resolution was to the effect that the
“so-culled open shop,” whether under
private or under government control,
“cannot be recognized by organized
labor,” and the committee recommend-
ed that the matter be r&ferred to the
committee on the council’s report. First
Vice-President James Dufican, of Wash-
ington, advocated the acgeptance of the
committee’s report. Delegate J. Mahlon
Barnes, of Philadelphia, president of the
Cigarmakers’ Internation’ Union, said
that President Roosevelt’s decision that
the “open shop” must be maintained in
all cases of federa! emplayment, was a
“slap in the faice” for laboring people, A
motion that the matter be recommitted
to the committee on résolutions was
finally adopted. !

An unfavorable rpmrt(;k)on the resolu-
tion that the fed-ration dbnate $1,000 to
the Westerny Federation of Miners was
followed by a protracted debate, and the
resolution was finakly referred back to
the committee.

SIR M. HICKS-BEACH’S
CHANGE OF ATTITUDE

Tariff Reform League Will Establish
Branches in the Colonies—Henry
Norman’s Proposal.

London, Nov. 14.—The acceptance by
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach of Premier
Baifoui’s policy is regarded as a distinet
rebiff to the free trade party. The
Chamberlainite organs point out the
wicakness of the position under which the
former chancelior of the exchequer, who
organized the Free Food League, sup-
ports Mr. Balfour, this sepport being ac-
corded on' the strength of the very Shef-
ficld speech which induced the Duke of
Devonshire to }ave the eabinet and be-
cems president of that league. They
eount Sir Michael Hicks-Beach’s repudi-
ation of Mr. Chamberlaid’s ‘“‘unauthor-
ized prégramme” as of little practieal
con.:i'oquenc-p, since it is well-known the
Premier is in sympathy with the Cham-
berlain campaign.

Meanwhile the Chamberlain party is
working most actively to propagate the
new policy of their leader.

Advizes Planters to Establish In-
dastry on Extensive Scale.

Kingston, Jomaica, Nov. 13.—Sir
Daniel Morris, the Imperial agricultural
commissioner to the West Indies, ad-
dressed a large gathering of planters
vesterday, strongly urging the import-
ance of establishing the cotton industry
on an extensive scale in Jamaica. The
address made a deep impression, and it
is belived tiat many planters will follow
the advice cf the lmperial commission-
er. There is a general movement in the
British. Indies, looking to the supplvineg
of cotton to the British manafactarers,
80 as to make them less dependent upon
foreign sources.

CANADA’S FINANCES.

Receipts For Past Four Months In-
creased $2,000.00¢C Compared With
Same Tume Last Year.
Ottawa, Nov. 13.—The financial state-
ment of Canada for the fcur months of
the fiscal year to the end of October
shows the revenue to have been $28,-
735,715, and expenditure $9,227,919. The
receipts are two miilion better than last
years, while the expenditure shows a re-
duction of two million besides. The
capital outlay is $1,226.76 less than half
of that for the corresponding period in

1900.

FARMER MURDERED.

Two Other Members of Family Died Under
Suspicious Circumstances—Sup-
posed Plot.

Burlingame, Kas., Nov. 11.—Edward Thelf
and his father, Charles Thelf, have been ’
arrested on the charge of murdering Wil-
liam Smale, the farmer who was shot at
his: home, northwest. of here, on Monday
night.

The murder has called to mind that at
least two other members of the Smale
family have died under suspicious circum-
stances, and the officers profess to helieve
that a thorough investigation will disclose
a plot against the members of the family.
It is probable that the body of a young
daughter who died last summer may be
exhumed and the stomach analyzed for
trace of poison. Several years ago the
eldest son died suddenly while the father
was absent from the house.

ROYAL VISIT TO LONDON.

King and Queen of Italy Wiil Arrive on
Tuesday—Arbitration Treaty
Likely.

London, Nov. 14—King Victor: Em-
manuel and Queen Helene cf Italy, who
are to arrive in England on November
17th, will te received with great cere-
mony at Portsmouth, where the home
assembled for a naval
demonstration. The Prince and Princess
of Wales will meet them on board the
royal yacht, and will aecompany the
Italian King and Queen to Windsor,
where King Edward and Queen Alex-
andra will meet them at the railway
station. At Windsor Castle ‘special
apartments, last occupied by Emperior
William in 1899, have been prepared for
use of the royal visitors.

State banquets and shooting in Wind-
sor forest will compose the daily pro-
gramme, except November 19th, when
they will visit London and pass in pro-
cession through the streets to the Guild-
hall, where the Lerd Mayor will give
luncheon in their honor.

THE CLAIMS OF POWERS.

Arguments <Concluded Before Vene-
zuela Arbitration Tribunal and
Court.

The Hague, Nov. 13.—The Venezuelan
arbitration tribunal adjourned to-day
sine die, the arguments having been con-
cluded. The court will now consider its
decision, and wiil nolify those interested
of the date of its delivery.

The closing proceedings were brief, Re-
plying for the United States, Judge Pen-
field, solicitor of the state department at
Washington, maintained that the block-
ading powers in tue protocol of Feh.ruary
13th abandoned all claims for privileged
treatment. The TUnited States, he
declared, would remain faithful to tfhe
cause of arbitration, even though the de-
cision rendered is unfavorable to Am-
erica. Counsel was confident the tribun-
al's verdict would prove satisfactory to
the conscience of the civilized world.

The tribunal announced that the com-
plete statements of claims might be de-
posited with the secretary-general up to
December 15th inclusive. —

Solicitor-General Finlay, of Great Bri-
tain, thanked the court in behalf of.a‘ll
his colleagues, and President Muravieff
expressed his thanks to counsel for thewr
assistance, He said he could depend on
the court’s best efforts to hnd a .verd,wt
in accordance with the law of equity.

LORD ROBERTS ILL.

Commander-in-Chief  Suffering _From
Pneumoma, But Is Making Satis-
factory Progress.

London, Nov. 13.—Lord Roberts’s
physician this morning said that the con-
dition of Lord Roberts, commander-in-
chief, was quite satisfactory, that there
were no complications and that he was
making favorable progress towards re-

covery.

One
variation of the mystical saying recorded
in St. Luke, “The Kingdom of God is
within -you,” was of great value as the
saying in the papyrus appeared ia quite
different surroundings from those attri-
buted to it by the evangelist and extend-
ed far into another region. According
to Dr. Grenfell, these sayings formed
the new gospel which is traditicnally as-
sociated with St. Thomas,

An interesting variation of the gos-
pel, accerding to St. Luke, eleventh
chapter and fifty-second verse reads in
the papyrus: “Ye have hidden the key
of knowledge, ye entered not yourselves,
and to them that were entering in ye did
not open.”

Another fragment contained a dis-
course of Christ, closely related to pas-
sages of the sermen eon the mount, and
a conversation between Christ and 'his
diseiples, in which Christ answers u
question as to when His kingdom will
he realized, saying: “When ye returw
to the state innocence which existed
before the fall.”

A valuable find was made in papyr,
written in Yatin, giving -the text of the
Epistle to.-the Hebrews and an epitome
of Lavy's six lozt books.

This, with other papyri, covering the
period 150-i37 B. C., threw much new
and valuable information on the history |
of the world, and marked the. recovery
of nitherto lost-classical literature of |
Egypt.

FERDINAND'S SPEECH.

Received Great Ovation at the Opening of
Bulgarian House—Relations With
Russia.

Sofia, Nov. 16.—Prince Ferdinand yester-
day opened the new Sobranje and received
a great ovation on his way to and within

the chamber.

In the speech from the throne, after con-
gratulating the country on the result of the
recent elections, Prince Ferdinand said that
events had occurred during the summer
{ which compelled the government to have
| recourse to an extraordinary, but inevit-
able, military expenditure for the purpose
of securing the integrity and independence
of the Fatherland. The Prince said that
he relied upon the patriotism of the depu-
ties to seriously study the conditions which
necessitated this expenditure and to show
appreciation of the course of the govern-
ment. The government, the Prince added,
would do its utmost to maintain and de-
velop the good relations now existing with
its great liberator, Russia, and with other
great powers, and particularly with the
neighboring states.

The Premier also re-
ferred to the fish trap question, and said
he had not yet been convinced of the wis-
dom of having traps.

Taking up the question of a railway to
the Yukon, the Premier said: “It is up to
us as live Canadians and Britishers to see
what we can do to get direct communica-
tion, through Canadian territory, with the
Yukon country. I want to see the province
keep pace with the times and every effort
put forth to accomplish that enterprise.
Undoubtedly a considerable mileage of
such a system woulu be through the prov-
ince of British Columbia. Already the
gnvol"nmont of the day has been inyvestigat-
ing the project and has under consideration
at the present time a policy making for the
construction of #n ‘all-Canadian’ road from
some point on the Coast into the Yukon:
I have no doubt that we shall be able suc-
cessfully to accomplish what we have gone
about.”

Referring to the Coast-Kootenay railway
project, Mr. McBride said his government
proposed to do everything in its power to
hasten the construction of that road. Two
great obstacles stood in the way of that
enterprise in 1900. The pass over the
Hope mountains was considered impractic-
able for one thing and then there was no
bridge across the Fraser. These obstacles
were now practically cleared, and if his
government was honored with the confid-
ence of the people it would leave nothing
undone to accomplish the construction of
that important road in the near future.
“We are not,”’ said he, “a C. P. R. or a
Great Northern government. We are con-
nected in no way with any corporation.
We are of the people and for the people,
and I say to you, give us your confidence
and we will prove that we are worthy of
it, to the very hilt. We are not a Main-
land or an Island governmeat, but will
deal honestly by the whole provinece.”

“If,” said the Premier, “any aid is
given to railways by the government, we
will not part with any of the assets of this
country unless we retain for the people
such control over the freight and passenger
rates as will make the system one with
which the people can do business. In
future we must see to it' when we give
away anything of value that we get some-

thing valuable in return.”
Hon. Chas. Wilson appealed for election
upon the ground that while there would

be no particular advantage from a sordid
point of view it would be one of honor to
the city. He took full responsibility for
the advice given in connection with the
Fernie recourt application. In doing so he
was but upholding the law.

Just for the sake of variety the news-
papers are turning temporarily to a re-
view of the criminal statistics of Can-
ada for the year 1902. Politics is the
stock topie, and to those few persons
who take no interest in party squabbles,
the newspaper writer can plead that the
history of a country is evolved from its
political struggles, and there can be no
more fascinating study than history. But
variety lends spice to all pursuits, and
the rise and fall of the criminal popula-
tion is worthy of passing thought.
British Columbia, as usual, shows the
largest percentage of convictions, and
there has been an increase in the total
for Canada as a whole of 248, although
in the largest of the provinces, that
wicked, wicked, hypocritical place, On-
tario, where, according to the Colonist,
the political leaders are base and their
followers debauched (being Grits), there
has been a decrease. The two chief
provinces from the point of view of
population, furnished 75 per cent. of the
criminals, The young idea seems to have
been shooting too rapidly in the wrong
direction, notwithstanding the supposed-
ly repressive effects of education. The
report shows there has been a large in-
crease in the number of offenders under
sixteen years of age. It is hoped that
the reformatories may yet save these
young trespassers from worse things, but
there is an element of doubt about the
proposition that is apt to cause alarm.
It that the convictions of
women have fallen off somewhat. By
countries the statements of the convicts
show the record to be: Canada, 68 per
cent.; England, 9; Ireland, 7; Scotland,
2; United States, nearly 6. Of the con-
viects 10.10 per cent. were classed as
non-drinkers, 29.80 per cent. were class-
od as drunkards; 60.14 per cent. came in
as moderate drinkers, Out of every
million married men only 1,200 figured
as criminals, while 2,000 single men fell.
More than one-half the convictions were
for theft. More people were convicted
of infraction of the laws relative to the
salg’ of liquors than ever before. The
number was 2,366, as against 2,230 in
1901. There were 13,342 summary con-
victions for drunkenmness, or 1,954 over
the average for the period, 1824-1900,

The religious belief the conviets pro-
fess is incorporated in the statistical
tables as usual, although commentators
doubt the complete reliability of the re-
turns. It is assumed that those who

is shown

transgress the law must necessarily first

have submerged their religious con-
victions. That is a delicate matter 'to
handle in a secular newspaper, §6¢ we
pass it on to the proper quarters, merely
giving the facts. The following table
gives the percentage of each denomina-
tion in the'total: population of Canada,
according to''the census of 1901, and the
percentage of convicted criminals des-
cribing “themselves of the different de-
nominations:

10 BE CELEBRATED

ANNIVERSARY OF THE
CHURCH DEDICATION

Interesting Services Will Be Held in the
First Presbyterian Church To-
morrow-—Forty Years Ago.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Forty years ago to-morrow “The First
Presbyterian church” -of this city was
formally dedicated for public service. It
is very fitting that the congregation
should celebrate the 40th
anniversary of that event,
which they intend to do,
and in which should be in-
terested not only Presby-
terians, but all having at
beart the moral and spir-
itual welfare of society,
for that church has wield-
ed a great influence for
good in the city of Vie-
toria, ‘““The Queen of the
West.”

Bighteen months ago
this church observed the
40th anniversary of the
organization of the congre-
gation, the gathering to-
gether of the scattered ele-
ments of Presbyterianism
that came here from ‘‘the
land of the hill and the
heather.” Many employees

$9,000, and made one of the neatest
churches in the city. Rev. Mr. Fraser,
after a short illness, died in 1891, and in
the following year the congregation ex-
tended a call to the present pastor, Rev.
Dr. Campbell. Under his efficient, judi-
cious administration, extending so far
over a period of twelve years, the church

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SEVERELY INJURED
BY AN EXPLOSION

PAISLEY DYE WORKS
ENTIRELY DESTROYED

And Two People Were Pinned Beneath
the Ruins— Gasoline Was
the Cause.

A terrific explosion of gasoline occur-
red at the Paisley Dye Works, Yates
street, Thursday night about 20 minutes
to six, in whieh James Allison and his
wife, who conduct the business, received
injuries which may result fatally. The
place was completely wrecked, while the
concussion was so severe that windows

The
latter, who was in the front part of the
house, was in the most accessible posi-
tion, and was rescued without much
difficulty by a number of volunteers, who
attracted by the noise of the explosion,
were soon on the scene. Her hands were
cut, and she .sustained some injuries
which, however, were comparatively
slight. Mr. Allison and his wife were |
in a far worse predicament. The former
who had been reading upstairs when the
explosion occurred, was pinned beneath
the two floors, and ms condition was
perilous. After considerable difficulty he
was removed from the debris and con-
veyed with all rapidity to the office of
Dr. Frank Hall. He was badly burned
about the arms and head.

Mrs. Allison was in greater peril than
either of the others. She was caught in
a confused mass of timber, flooring and
plaster, and stunned by the force of the
explosion would most assuredly have
perished had she not been promptly dis-
covered. Mo add to the horror of the
situation the vicinity in which she was
lying was on fire. The rescuers, who
included Messrs., Bayntun, Bittancourt,
Sremstrom, and some guests at the
Dominina hotel, eventually succeeded in
extricating ker, and she was taken to the |
office of Dr. Hall. She and her husband
were both ordered to the Jubilee hos-
pital at once. "'hey presented a pitiable
sight. Their faces, arms, hands and
other portions of their bodies were sev-
erely burifed, their clothing was in
shreds, and their suffering was indescrib-
able.

ployed, and means were resorted to for
the prevention of the spread. The fire, ’
however, dil not attain muecn material |
jproportions, although it had imperilled
human life. Little could be done by
salvage operations because the conteuts!
-of the house were in inextr'cable con- |
fusion, a great part being between the
floor of the street floor and the floor of
the basement. The efforts of the fire- |
men wecre attended with no little danger |
because there was an inmminent likeli- |
hood of the roof and other sections set-
tling at any time. It was impossible to
move in any but the front section, where |
the fire licked up some of the obstructing |
debris. Tae till, containing some silver
and bills, and a bank book were recov-
ered and turned over to the police.
Fortunateiy the three little Allisons
were not in the house when the explo-
sion occurred.

SMUGGLED JAPS,
Thirty From Victoria and Vancouver
Captured by United States Immi-
gration Officers,

“Thirty Japanese laborers smuggled in-
to this coumtry from British Columbia
were arrested by United States immigra-
tion officers upon the arrival of the
Great Northern’s coast line train at
11.15 o'clock yesterday morning. In
proof of the charge that they were smug-
gled into the ccuntry the government is
already in possession of a mass of evi-
dence, including a flat admission of some
of the men themselves, that they had
surreptitiously entered the country.

“The Japanese were landed on the
beach at Mukilteo from a one-masted
lead-colored nameless sloop at 4 o’clock
yesterday morning. They were taken
there from Stevenston, twelve miles be-
low Vancouver, the voyage consuming
four days and nights. But from all that
can be learned concerning the movements
of the craft, she did her navigating prin-
cipally at night, tying up in some shel-
tered cc.e during daylight. Only two
men—Japanese, one named Takahashi—
manned her, They returned in the boat

as soon as the Japanese who had paid
$3 per head passage money were safely
landed.

“At least two-thirds of the crowd ar-
rested were landed at Vietoria and Van-
couver from the Orient this year. It
was very apparent from their answers,
evasive as many of them were, that
they left their native country with the
full and avowed imtemtion of bringing
up in the United States.

FEEDING OF SWINE.

Hogs that are closely confined and
highly fed require a eorrective of some
kind to maintain the digestive system in
a normal condition of health, and the
fatter the pig the greater the necessity,
says Live Stock Commissioner F. W.
Hodson. When the digestive organs be-
come -clogged with fat their ability to
digest and assimilate is weakened.
When a hog is running at large he does
not root up the pasture from pure love
of exercise, nor does he do it because of
innate cussedness. He roots to obtaim
something for which his system craves.
It is this craving that causes a confined
pig to gnaw and tear at the trough and
sides of the pen; and hogs have beem
known to tear apart brick walls in order
to get at the mortar. The cause of this
unnatural craviug is not well understood.
It may be due in part to a lack of ash
in the food, for, as has already been
stated, a heg may be getting all the
grain he can eat and yet be partially
starved, because certain requirements of
the system are insufficiently supplied. It
has been attributed by some to the
presence of mtestinal worms, =and by
others to seme form of indigestion.
Whatever may be the part played in the
animal economy by these substances, one
thing is clear, that, when they are sup-
plied, hogs are healthier, eat better,
thrive better, and, consequently pay
better.

Charcoal is probably one of the best
correctives; and, when it can be readily
obtained, it wiil pay to keep a supply
in some place where the hogs can get
at it whenever they hke. The follow-
ing preparation is that used by Theodore
Louis, one of the most successful hog
feeders in the United States, and should
be an excellent tonic:

“Take six bushels of corncob charcoal,
or three bushels of common charcoal,
eight pounds of salt, two quarts of air-
slaked lime, one bushel of wood ashes.
Break the charcoal well down w'th
shovel or other implement and thorough-
ly mix. Then take one and a quarter
pounds .of copperas and dissolve in hot
water, and with an ordinary watering
pot sprinkle over the whole mass and
then again mix thoroughly. Put this
mixture into the self-feeding boxes, and
place where hogs of ail ages can eat of
their contents at pieasure.”

The charcoal furnishes the required
mineral matter which may have (beem
lacking in the food, and is also an ex-
cellant corrective for digestive troubles,
while the copperas is a wvaluable toniec
and stomachic. If the charcoal is at alk
hard to get, its place is taken almost as
well by sods or earth rich in humus, It
is questionable, indeed, if there is amy-
thing bettec than sods or vegetable
mold taken from the wood lot. If a small
quantity be thrown into each pen daily,
it is astonishing to see how much of it
the hogs will consume, and the improved
health and thrift of the animals will ber
a revelation to the feeder that has never
before tried 1t.

Ground bone, wood ashes, soft coal,
old motar, rotten wood, ete., are also
among the substances used and recom-
mended for ihis purpose.

Prof. Henry reports some interesting
experiments to test the value of bone
meal and hard wood ashes, when given
as a supplement to an exclusive corm
ration. None of the pigs showed an
entirely satisfactory growth, but the dif-
feronce in favor of those getting bone
meal or ashes was very marked. The
pigs fed exclusively on corn were most
plainly dwarfed. When slaughtered the
several lots showed no difference in ther
proportion of fat or lean, nor was there
any difference in the size or character
of the various internal organs. The
Fones, however, were a most interesting
study. It is clearly shown that there is
more economical gain and greater
strength of bones in the case of the
animals furnished with ashes or bone
meal. It is quite evident that corn meal,
salt and water do not supply all the
elements essential to building a normal
framework of bone and muscle,

DEATH IN A LAUGH.

Stenographer Swallowed Carbolic Acid Be-
lieving HerEmployer and Friend Were
Ridiculing Her Work.

Miss Thomas had been employed by the
company forcfive months, and on several
occasions had/shown an ungovernable tem-
per, when stié would kick the typewriter
tabie and beat the keys of her machine,
but her work always was well done.

One morning a friend of S. Kelly, the
manager of the office, asked for a steno-
grapher to tdke a letter.

This reform is welcomed by the blue-
jackets, who in consequence are called,
upon less frequently to supplement their
regulation food supply by purchases
from the ‘canteen.

fresh meat, 14 1b.; salt pork, 14 1b.; sailt
beef, 14 Ib.; preserved meat (dinner ra-
tion), 3 ozs.; oatmeal, abolished as an
article of the regular ration, is in future H
only to be used as an extra issue to !
persons employed in the engine room.

The addition of a daily ration of 14 Ib.
of preserved meat is intended to provide
for a breakfast or supper ration. The
ration is to consist of either corned be ef,
boiled beef, boiled mutton or any other
description of preserved meat available,
as may be preferred by the men, having
regard to the stocks on board.

In the addition of compressed  vege-
tables to the rations, the greatest care
was taken to investigate this description
of food. Experiments were carried on at
the naval schools of cookery, so as to
ascertain the best methods of cooking to
give satisfactory results.

Can Get Substantial Backing—
Conditions of Proposals.

One of the gentlemen who is identified
with the B. C. Northern & Mackenzie
Valley Railway Company, which was in-
corporated at the last session of the
legislature, in an interview with a Times
reporter yesterday, said that his com-
pany has had an offer in several forms
rom responsible people to finance a rail-
way from Nasoga to Dawson and Atlin.
‘WWontrary to what is usually supposed,”
he said, *‘it does not appear that an ex-
travagant amount of government aid will
be unceded to interest people in the un-
dertaking. One of our offers is to un-
derwrite the bond issue if a bonus of
$7,000 and $3,000 acres of land per
mile is given; another is fo do the same
thing for $5,000 and 5,000 acres per
mile; another is for a guarantee of 3
per cent on the bonds; another, which 1
think is the best offer of all, is for the
government to advance to the company
$7,000 per mile without interest for
seven years, for which the government
would receive the company’s bonds for
$7,000 per miles, bearing 4 per cent. in-
terest after that time.

“The parties making these offers are
vouched for by a responsible trust com-
pany and a responsible bank-in Chicago,
and they say,that they will begin the
surveys just as soon as a promise can be
secured from either the provimncial or
federal government that aid along one
or the other of these lines will be pro-
posed to the House, and work will be be-
gun on actwoal construction as soon as
the aid is granted. A line from Glenora
to Dease Lake will be commenced early
next summer, and a regular line of
steamers be put on the Stikine, if the aid
asked for is granted. In the following
yeur a Steamer will be put upon the
Dease river, which will give communica-
tion during the summer with the Liard
river, ' and open for enterprise an im=
mense region in the Mackenzie valley.
The waterways reached by way of the
Dease and fit for steamboat navigation
are hundreds of miles in length. There
is coal, oil, iron, copper, silver and im-
mense deposits of hydraulic gravels all
ovar this vast territory, the trade of
which would be directly tributary to Vie-
toria.”

Nasoga Gulf, the British Columbia
terminus of the proposed road, forms a
splendid harbor, Its entrance is pro-
nounced by those mdriners who have
sought shelter there to be all that could
be;. desired. Not Jong ago D. G. S.
Quadra anchored near the shore in 20
fathoms of water. The harbor is situ-
ated just around the point to the morth
of Port Simpson, ard about ten wmiles
northeast of Wales island, which figured
so prominently in the proceedings of the
recent boundary commission. A picture
of Nasoga Gulf appeared in these
columns last Saturday,

Aprofios of this very important ques-
tion a dispatch from Dawson says:

‘The people of Dawson want an all-
Canadian road running from British Co-
lumbia to the Klondike capital. If neces-
sary to build it, they want the Canadian
goyernment to subsidize such a road, as
they take the position that the country
cannot be fully developed until better
transportation facilities are obtained.

“Siuce Canada failed to get a seaport
in the settlement of the boundary ques-
tion, the agitation for an all-Canadian
road has been renewed, and the govern-
ment has been called upon for aid. The
Dawson city council and the board of
trada have passed resolutions petitioning
the Canadian government to subsidize an.
all-Canadian road from the coast to
Dawson, and copies of the resolutions
have been wired to the minister of rail-
ways: at Ottawa.

“The merchants at the meeting of the
board of trade declared that since Can-
ada had faued to get a seaport in the
settlement of the boundary dispute, the
necessity for such a road, having an out-
let at Port Simpson, or farther south, has
become imperative. They contend that
the Yukon country will never be develop-
ed to its fullest extent until a cheaper
means of transportation than obtains at
present will render this country no longer
remote from the centres of civilization.

“The merchants ins#t that keeping
stocks 0. goods on hand for'all winter is
far too expensive, and that present trans-
portation facilities do not give satisfae-
tion the year around. The people of
Dawson are a unit for such a railroad,
and the plan will be urged in every way
possible upon the authorities at Ottawa.”

“Long before dawn on the 21st inst.,

finishing touches to the Trafalgar Day
decoration at the base of the Nelson
Column, Trafalgar square, London. The
whole of the plinth was embedded in:
laurel, while rcpes of variegated leaves
connected the column with the four lions,
Palms, chrysanthemums and everlasting
flowers were imported into the scheme
of decoration this year, and these, most
effectively arranged at the four corners
of the plinth, stood out in bold relief
against the massive grey columm, wh#e
the whole of the lower base was festoon-
ed with lauvel. It was the endeavor of
the Navy -Leaguc—the body which
undertakes the annual decoration of the
column—to omit anything from the
scheme which might injure the newly-
found friendship with our French
neighbors, ‘and therefore no national flags
were displayed, and as far as possible
the spectator was shown that the cele-
bration was' in honor of the great
admiral, rather than of his last great
victory.

of decoration was on much the same
lines as that of last yegr. Round the
base of the column at.a height of 20 feet
or 30 feet ‘rom the ground were placed
wreaths of evergreens, and from these
depended double ropes of laurel, which
extended in curves to the corner slabs,
on which rest the figures of Landseer’s
lions. The upper part of the plinth
and other portions of the structure were
festooned with laurel, and banks of
palms and flowering plants were placed
at the lower corners of the plinth and
at the base of the columm, The Navy
League’s tribute was a gigantic wreath
of laurel, placed in a central position on
the north side of the plinth, with a tab-
let affixed, bearing the inscription:
‘Respect and homage to the memory of
the gallant sailors of France and Spain,
who fell fighting at Trafalgar, October
21st, 1805 Wreaths of similar size oc-
cupied prominent positions on the south-
east and west sides. These came from
the 3rd London, Malta and Toronto
branches of the league. Laurel chaplets
sent by the Plymouth, Bristol, Torquay
and Bournemouth branches were placea
at the corners. The newly-formea
branch at Kimberley, South Africa, sent
a very pretty anchor-shaped device of
| white everlasting flowers and Cape silver
leaves, inscribed, ‘A tribute.from over
seas,” and from the British Columbia
branch came an immense autumn-tinted
maple leaf bearing an anchor of lichen
and the emblems of the rose, shamrock
and thistle. The Rottingdean branch, of
which Mr. Rudyard Kipling is president,
sent a wreath of laurel and red dahlias,
tied with red ribbon, the 4th - London
(Belgravia and Mayfair) branch a large
anchor of laurel and bronze and yellow
chrysanthemums, and Windsor and
Eaton branch an immense chaplet of
laurel and white chrysanthemums, the
Brighton and Hove branch a wreath of
chrysanthemums, and the Cambridge
University branch a pretty wreath of
vellow chrysanthemums and croton
leaves tied with Cambridge blue.
