LONDON, Nov. 23—The recent ru-
mors of an early dissolution of parlia-
ment and an appeal to the country
are gradually crystalizing into more
definite form and while no official in-
timation has yet been forthcoming, the
idea is prevalent in well informed po-
litical circles that Premier Balfour will
take an early opportunity-to place his
resignation in the hands of King Ed-
ward. Should thie materialize the Lib-
erals will be invited to form a goyern-
ment, parliament will meet for a few
days’ session and a general election
will occur early in the new year.

The political situation was so radi-
cally altered during the past week that
when the government supporters no
longer argue that Mr. Balfour has a
sufficiently united party at his back to
meet parliament again with the object
of initiating any legislation to the pub-
lic advantage, the premier's appeal
to the Unionists at Newcastle a week
ago to unite on his fiscal policy has not
met with much success.

Shot Two “Brcthers WO Kept wim From
Seeing Their Sister Whom He
Loved, Then Suicided.

NYACK, N. Y., Nov. 23—The body of
William H. Jones, who last night shot
and killed Harry Brion and wounded
Frank Brion, was found this morning
at the rear of the Baptist church near
the scene of last night’s murder.

Jones had shot himself through the
head, a revolver of 38 calibre being
found near the body.

The discovery of the body followed
an all night search for Jones, which
began soon after the shooting at the
Brion home. It is believed that Jones
after wandering ‘about several hours,
returned to the vicinity of the Brion
home in the hope of seeing Jessie
Brion and not being able to safely ap-
proach the house decided to kill him-
self. The body was viewed by the cor-
oner who ordered its removal to an
undertaker.

The murder and suicide followed an
attempt of Jones to see Jessie Brion
with whom he was infatuated. Her
brothers refused him admittance to the
house whereupon he drew a revolver
and began firiig. Harry Brion was
:killed instantly and his brother se-

: morning it was said that Frank Brion
would probably recover. Jones was a
decorator employed in a local painting
shop. He was about 35 years of age
and claimed to be a Cuban.

The most exciting situation in the
strike was reached today shortly after

one o’clock when the Donaldson Line
made a big effort to get enough men
to work their boat, the Alcides, that
docked #his morning at the new cor-
poration pier, and failed.

The company had one of their fore-
man address a large gathering of the
men at the wharf but his eloquence
could not overcome the men’s desire

CONSERVATIVES GAPTURE
WENTWORTH FROM GOVI.

N

And Greatly Reduce Majority in Other Three
By-Elections-—The Fight in Antigonish.

B

. TORONTO, Ont., Nov. 22.—The three '
by-elections in this province today re-
sulted in the capture of one seat by
the conservatives and a sweeping re-
duction of the majority in the other
two. Mr. Aylesworth, the new post-
master general, comes out of the fight
with the North York majority reduced
by 450, though the minister has spent
his whole time in the riding, never
venturing to the help of either of his
supporters. In spite of the fact that
the constituency was a liberal hive be-
fore 1903 and was strengthened in that
year by the addition of 500 or 600 llb—i
eral majority taken from other ridings,
notwithstanding  Mr. Aylesworth’s'
position in the cabinet, and the vast |
resources employed in his behalf, he
comes out with a majority of only 500
over & plain country farmer who has
been making his first campaign.

In Lambton, where the contest was
carried on with great energy on both |
sides, there is considerable conservative
gain,

But the capture of Wentworth by
Mr. E, D. Smith is more welcome to
the conservatives than any gain in
the count of votes, because his pres-
ence in the house will be a source of
strength to the party and of great
value to the country.

HALIFAX, Nov. 22.—The by-election
in Antigonish today resulted in the re-
turn of Wm.

PATENT MEDICINE
SEIZED AS LIQUOR.

Maine Deputies Regard Drugs Con-
taining Alcohol Legitimate Prey
When Making Liquor Raids.

HOULTON, Me., Nov. 22.—Some of
the Maine deputy sheriffs regard cer-
tain brands of patent medicines as
their legitimate prey, in making liquor
raids, and seize the concoctions as
though they were truly contraband
liquors under another name.

They go on the theory that such of
the medicines as are known to contain
alcohol, exposed for sale in establish~
ments where none of the other articles
ordinarily kept in a drug store are in
stock, cannot be intended for medic-
inal purposes, but as beverages, and
therefore class them as ‘spirituous
liquors” and store them with the whis-
keys, brandies and gins which they
take possession of.

An Aroostook Co. deputy showed to

a representative of the Boston Herald
today over 200 bottles of different kinds |

of proprietary decoctions which he had
found with hard liquors and wines in
places raided for the exposing and
keeping for sale of intoxicating bever-
ages. They are to be turned in with
the regular lot of confiscated liquids,
and, after conviction of the owners,
turned over the the proper authorities
for destruction.

The patent medicines are principally
taken from small grocery stores, where

it is alleged that there would be no
call for them for their legitimate pur-
pose, and that they are kept on hand
for the purpose of gratifying the de-
praved prohibition taste which exists
in some quarters, and which is closely
allied to the craving of those who are
regarded as ‘Jamaica ginger drunk-
ards,” people who use what was never
intended for anything but a medicine
to satisfy a peculiar passing for intoxi-
cants,

One deputy sheriff told a Herald re-

presentative that he knew a man who
preferred a certain brand of patent me-
dicine to whiskey, rum or gin, and had
been in the habit of taking one of the
regular $1 size bottles every day for
a month. “It puts me to sleep in great

style,” he remarked to the county of-‘[

ficer.

AN EXECUTION BY GUILLOTINE.
e
Carl Schurz Graphically Describes An
Exegution By Guillotine Which He
+Witnessed As a Small Boy in Ger-
many. :
Bt
A young man in Cologne had murder-
ed his sweetheart and been condemned
to death. The execution, by the guillo-
tine—for the left bank of the Rhine
was still under the “Code Napoleon”—
was to take place at dawn of day on
a public square between the Cathedral
and the Rhine, and before the eyes of
all who might choose to witness it. The
trial had excited the whole population
to a high degree; now the people look-
ed forward to the final catastrophe
with almost morbid interest. My lock-
sn ith guardian was of the opinion
that neither he nor I should miss. the
opportunity of beholding so rare a
spectacle. Long  before sunrise he
awoke me, and together we went to
the place of execution in the gray
morning light. We found there a
dense crowd, numbering thousands of
men, women and children. Above them
loomed the black scaffold of the death
machine. Deep silence reigned; only a
low buzz floated over the multitude
when the condemned man appeared on
the scaffold, and then all was silence
again. The sturdy locksmith held me
up in his arms, so that I might look
over the heads of the crowds in front.
The condemn2d culprit stepped for-
ward; the assistant of the executioner
strapped him to a board which extend-
ed from his feet to his shoulders, leav-
ing his neck free; the victim glanced
up at the axe, suspended from a cross-
Feam; the next instant he was pushed
down so that his neck lay under the
gleaming blade; the axe fell like a flash
of lightning, severing the head from
the shoulders at a whisk. A stream
of blood spurted into the air, but the
hideous sight was quickly concealed
from the gaze of the public by a dark
cloth..

Naturally, considering its owner’s
relations with the C..P. R. and other
inancial interests involved here, the
Telegraph takes sides strongly against
| the striking ’longshoremen and has
lost no opportunity since the trouble
began to discredit their case.

This morning it not only patroni-
zingly assures them that their fight is
hopeless, that the steamers will be
able, with little difficulty fo get along
without their services, but also ex-
presses approval of the position of
their opponents in refusing to submit
to arbitration a ‘dispute in which such
wide interests are involved.

“This is a new doctrine,” says the
Telegraph. “If we accept it we must
say that the clerk of the King street
merchant has the right to demand
more pay, and, being met with a re-
fusal, may demand that the merchant
submit the matter to a board of arbi-
tration. If the merchant refuses does
his refusal mean necessarily that the
clerk is right?”

That is as absurd as it is unfair. In
the instance quoted nobody is con-
cerned save - the merchant and the
clerk. The agreement or the disagree-
ment of the two touches no interests
save their own. But in this ‘longshore
dispute the whole community is inter-
ested. The welfare of the city is as
deeply involved as the welfare of
either of the disputants. Neither the
‘longshoremen nor the shipping men
have the right to elevate their chins
and say “This is our affair and we are
capable of handling it without assis-
tance.”

The ‘longshoremen recognize this
fact and have made a fair-and credit-
abe offer to submit the matter to &
tribunal over which they could not
possibly have dny influence. The ship-
ping combine by arrogantly refusing
to consider the offer have certainly
prejudiced their case and have earned
the right to be blamed for whatever
harm the port suffers.

Another instance of the Telegraph's
unfairness to the strikers or of its lg-
norance of their position is afforded by
its sneer at their alleged contention
that the city has no right to fence in
the West Side piers. No such conten-
tion has been made. The ‘longshore-
men’s protest is against the erection
of such unnecessary and insulting
barricades without the consent of the
city.

Since the beginning of the trouble
the attitude of the ‘longshoremen has
given, np opportunity for fair fault-

finding. They have made their claims
in a temperate manner, have shown
their willingness to have them passed

upon by any impartial committee, have

HALIFAX SCALE OF TEACHERS
SALARIES.

The Halifax school board has adopt-
ed a new scale of salaries for teach-
ers. 1t provides for increases during
the next three years, which at the end
of this period would give them $56.631
more than the present scale, or some
seven per cent. over existing salaries.
Salaries for male principels of high
schools, having Grade A. license, col-
iege degree and five years’ experience,
are fixed at $1,400 to $1,600. Without a
college degree the pay is $1,200 to $1,-
500, while a female is allowed $700 to
$800. The allowance for male assist-
ants who have flve years’ experience,
Grade A. normal school dipioma and
a college degree, is $700 to $1,200.
Female asaistants similarly qualified,
are to get $600 to $700.

In the common schouls male prin-
cipals over ten departments, have $300
to $1,200, provided the qualifications
are as above. Male assistants similar-
ly qualified, are entitled to $600 to $800,
female principals of the highest class,
$660 to $850. The salary of female as-
sistants of Grade A. class, with college
degree, is from $430 to $800. The
lowest in the regular scale for female
assistants. is Grade C., who have a
minimum of $250.—Sun.

Nine of the thirty-seven Italians
drought here yesterday declined to go
to work, claiming that it had been re-
presented to them that they were to
dig at their old job, turning out gravel
from a pit. They did not like the looks
of the steamer, and refused to sign the
agreement presented to them. They
were immediately turned away and
wandered like a lot of lost sheep till
taken in hand by the 'Longshoremnen’s

Association, who gave them their sup-
per and arranged for their transporta-
tion back to Montreal,

-There was some discussion over the
advisability of sending the men badk,
as the Allan people who brought them
here had thrown them over, and some
argued that they would become a pub-
lic charge when the city would have
to force the parties who brought the
men here to send them back. Others
thought that the weather was cold,
that their disposition was to be friend-
ly and that it would be more humane
to arrange for the transportation of
the men to Montreal, This counsel
prevailed and the nine men went back.

The precautions taken by the chief of
police in the matter of causing barri-

ected, which prevented the longshore-
men, who were reputable citizens and
taxpayers, from visiting the wharves
where they make their living.

Mr, Moore declared his belief that
this prodeeding " in addition ‘to being
most unjust, was illegal.

The mayor said he was not previous-
ly aware of the existence 'of the bar-
ricades and said he would ask the re-
corder’s opinion with reference to the
legality of the proceeding, which he did
at once. .

‘t'he recorder’s opinion was to the ef-
fect that the erection of the barricades
was {llegal, and would only be justi-
fled in case of serious trouble, when
the police force might prove inad-
equate to quell the disturbance and
prevent interference with -the work
that was being carried on by others.

The barricades had not been remov-

ed up till noon, although the director :

and recorder visited Carleton early this
morning.

The by-law governing the matter is
section II., of the act regulation of the
public wharves, and it reads as follows:
‘““No person shall enter or remain upon
any public wharf or warehouse unless
with the object of attending to any
business usually carried on ‘upon such
wharves or in such warehouses.”

The penalty is a flne of ten dollars.

RHODES’ MEN AT OXFORD.

United States Again Sends Largest Number
—Ghoice of the Difierent
Golleges.

(London “Telegram.’”)

LONDON, Oct, 18.—The beginning of
the acadewmic year at Oxtord is marked
by the arrival of another considerable
group of the students selected on the
scholarship toundation of Cecil Rhodes,
says the “*Standard” today.

The number of new scholars coming
into residence is sixty-seven, five of
whom are German; the remainder are
drawn from all the principal colonies
of the empire and .froln the United
Stetes. When the new arrivals are
added to those who remain over from
1903 and 1904 the whole list of men in
residence amounts to 147, sufficient of
themselves to form a considerable Ox-
ford college. The scholars are not,
however, congregated together, but are
scattered throughout the whole univer-
sity. Each scholar, on election, is ask-
ed to send a list of colleges which he
would like to enter, in order of his pre-
ference. The colleges select on the in-
formation thus furnished them. Thus,
while the college has an unlimited right
of choice, the scholar has, in part, the
same privilege.

Of the men entering this year thirty-
eight are from the United States, twen-
ty-four from the colonies, and tive from
Germany. As two scholarships are as-
signe\i to each state of the Union, and
as thy scholarships are tenable for
three yvars, there is an election of Am-
erican jtholar every third year. In all
the codlanies to which the sholarships
are assigned the elections are annual.
The wha'e number of American stu-
dents is for the present year greater
than thoy» from the colonies, but ' in
1906, whey scholars are appointed onl
from the colonies and Germany, the
number will be nearly equalized, an¢
will so rejiain thereafter.

As the result of the first two years
entries, (Jirist Church and Balliol have
each twe've Rhodes scholars; St. John’s
and Wercester, ten; Oriel and Queen’s,

nose, Magdaien, Hertford, Lincoln and
Wa.dham, six; and so on through the
o’her colleges, the distibution on the
whole working out very evenly. These
numbers will be somewhat increased
when the elections of next year take
place, and when all vacant scholarships
are filled up. Ten of the American
states and territories failed in 1905 to
qualify a scholar, and five in 1904. These
were chiefly in the west and south,

BEAVER'S PLUCKY WORK.

e

Heroic Endeavor to Save His Home in the
New York ‘Zoo’ at Flood
Time,

Recent heavy rains which did harm
to the dams erected by the beavers iu
the beaver valley of the Zoological Gar-
dens in Bronx Park causad the little
animals much work to save their
homes, says the New York Sun. At the
same time the beavers gave a lesson
that might be beneficial to the city
when another break occurs in any of
the water mains.

In the beaver valley in the park the
beavers have their exclusive home in
what is known as the beaver dam.
There their cunning in building is an
all the year round source of curiosity.
As a rule the ficods do not bother them,
for they guard carefully against that,
and protect their walls and homes as
surely as any big builder might.

The other day, while the rain was
coming down in torrents and it seem-
ed to the keepers that too much water
was being drained into the valley, one
of the keepers made an opening in the
breastwork of the little dam, which
holds the water of what is really a
small lake. It was the idea of the
keper that it would be better to let
some of the stagnant water off while
plenty of good fresh rain was coming
in.

The water had hardly started to
rush from the opening before the little
beaver, at the present time the only
occupant of the lake, came out from
his seclusion and -viewed with evident
alarm. the possibility of his losing his
happy home. He sat up in the water,
ponderifig his future action.

Then he went right to work and was
soon much busier than an emergency
crew called out for hurried . action.
First he swam to the upper end of the
lake and gathered in his grip a bundle
of straw and weeds almost as large as
himself, swimming back in an almost
upright position and holding his bur-
den clear of the water.

The bundle he hurled in to the break
and then sat up to watch the result.
That was not all that was desired, for
the swiftly-rushing water carried the
weeds right alonz with it.

Again the beaver want through the
same procedure, only this time coming
back with a bigger load of weeds.
These, too, went away quickly, like the
rest. Then the wise little animal sur-
veyed the hole and decided on another
plan of work.

Again he swam away, but soon re-
turned with two large branches of a
tree, which he had cut ‘off with his
sharp teeth. One of these he allowed
to float crosswise to the hole in the
dam, being certain that it was big
enough not to float through while in
that position.

The other he calmly took and pushed
deep into the mud at one side of the
wall. When that had been fsent to its
proper position he took the other from
the center of the break and did the
same thing at the other side, allowing
the ends to lap over, but being assured
that the end in the mud had been made
secure enough not to be Wwashed away
by the water.

Then another limb of a tree was
floated down by the wise little animal,
and this was stuck deeply into the bot-
tom of the lake so as to act as a brace
for the centre of the repair work. In
this way the beaver made a foundation
for further operation.

Never once did he tire of his work,
but occasionally would sit upright and
survey what he had done with evident
satisfactjon. When the crosswerk had
all been?formed with the pieces of
wood, the animal then began to carry
loads of mud and deposit it in front of
the new breastwork. At least a dozen
trips of this kind had to be made be-
fore the flow of water had been stop-
ped to any great extent. .

When the water had been partiall
shut off he again started to bring
straw and weeds, which were carefully
stuck into small openings and cracks.
‘When they had been all plugged up. |
ancther supply of mud was carried |
down and plastered all over the newly |
made wall, and thus, after about two
hours of the hardest kind of work, the
dam had been once more made safe,
and the home of the beaver was no
more in danger.

The clever work of this little animal
was watched with more than ordinary
interest by a crowd of spectators. As
a rule, the beavers in the park will not
d> any building, when any spectators
are about, but this seemed clearly to
be a hurry up job, and the littlg
worker never ence paid any attention
to the rubbernecks.

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PUBLICITY THE REMEDY ,
FG INSURAKGE ABUSES.

Second Vice-Presideat of the Equitable
Life Suggests Reforms—Took Com-
" misslons on His Owa Insurance

NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—After being
on the witness stand before the Arm-
streng legislative committee on insur-
ance investigation for the greater part
of three days, Gage E. Tarbell, second
vice-president of the  Equitable Life
Assurance Society, finished his testi-
mony  today and just before adjourn-
ment submitted a list of suggestions
for the remedy of existing abuses in
the  managament of insurance com-
panies and for legislation designed to
give the state proper control over the
companies and to insure the confidence
of the  policy holders. Prominent
among these suggestions was absolute
publicity.

Mr, Tarbell was on the stand the en-
tire day and was questioned as to the
system of agencies and the commis-
sions and other compensations allow-
ed them for getting business.

Just before the recess the fact was
brought out that Mr, Tarbell had tak-
en out insurance on his own life and
on members of his family and had re-
ceived the agents’ commission on the
premiunms as well as renewal commiss-
jons. He said that since he became an
officer he had taken out $200,000 on his
own life in the Equitable. Besides his
policles in the Equitable he had taken
insurance in the New York Life, the
arrangement being made with George
W. Perking, and on this, too, he receiv-
ed the commission- on the premiums.
He had also a policy in the Aetna and
the Travellers’, on all of which he col-
lected the commissions. He said he
carried $400,000 on his own life and
$100,000 on members of his family.
