“We left the Needles at
1.25 p. m. on Friday, July 17th, ;__
sighted Mount Desert Rock at 12.30 to­
day, covering the distance of 2,900 miles 
in nine days, four hours and one-quar­
ter hours, an average speed of 13.16 
miles an hour. The highest speed at­
tained was a little over 15 knots an 
hour and the lowest was ten. Three 
times during the trip, the ship was 
slowed down; once on account of being 
in the vicinity of an iceberg, 
twice on account of very thick fog. 
Head winds and thick weather retard­
ed the speed of the ship, and under fav­
orable conditions she would have'eov- 
ered the distance in less than 
days."

Capt. Hemphill says that he could 
start on a return trip at once and beat 
the record made on this voyage. Since 
the Kearsarge left New York, 53 days 
ago, she has visited Germany, Den­
mark and England, has steamed 8,200 
miles, has been at sea 2# days and in 
port 29 days, and during all this time 
there has not been a single accident to 
the machinery; not a break or-a slip 
of any kind. She is ready for action.

When she left Portsmouth she 
ried 1,640 tons of coal. She now has on 
board 410 tons, consuming 1,230 tons 
on the voyage, an average of 135 tons 
daily. As her coal carrying capacity 
is but 1Л91 tons, some coal was taken 
on deck. The trip of the Kearsarge 
has demonstrated that a ship of her 
clasq can maintain an average speed 
of over 13 knots on a long voyage 
without injury to her machinery; that 
her coal carrying capacity is adequate 
for a trip of 4,000 miles 
speed; that in time of war, ships of 
her class can cross the ocean and en­
gage an enemy at once, that the 
Kearsarge is one of the most perfect 
ships in the world and fully equal to 
any emergency.

Captain Hemphill and hls officers 
are very enthusiastic over the way In 
which they have

the Kearsarge moved In or out of port.

iPEKIN, July 27,—The Russian ad­
ministration of Newchwang has stop­
ped the exportation of wheat to Ja­
pan. The export of grain from Chin­
ese ports is illegal, but the Russians, 
heretofore, have ignored the law. In 
the past week the Japanese obtained 
many shiploads from Newchwang, ap­
parently preparing for war contingen­
cies. Several ships were employed in 
bringing wheat from Shanghai and 
southern ports to Newchwang, where 
it was trans-shipped as a direct ex­
port. The prohibitory order was issu­
ed by the Russian officials last Thurs­
day.

General Kondradovitch has been 
placed In charge of six armored com­
mercial boats and the navigation of 
thef Liao river, which 
here as another sign of Russia's inten­
tion to " retain Newchwang, 
command of the river. Great numbers 
of Russian civilians and soldiers’ fam­
ilies, It is reported, are being brought 
to Manchuria, it is believed, in pur­
suance of a comprehensive plan to 
colonize rapidly the province. At the 
present rate there will he almost 100,- 
000 Russian civilians in Manchuria, 
including Fort Arthur and Dalny, be­
fore the date fixed for the final evac­
uation next fall.

SACRAMENTO, Cal., July 27,—A 
special from Folsom 

Thirteen desperate prisoners confined 
in the Folsom penitentiary made a suc­
cessful break for liberty at the break­
fast hour today. After a fierce fight 
in the captain’s office, during which a 
turnkey was fatally stabbed, a guard 
killed and another officer wounded, the 
convicts seized arms and ammunition, 
and using the warden and other offi­
cers as shields, escaped. Tonight it is 
believed they are making for the Bald 
Mountains. State troops were ordered 
out by Governor Pardee and have gone 
to the scene. Wm. L. Cotter, a guard, 
cut in the abdomen, died five hours 
later. The wounded are: C. J. Coch­
rane, turnl^y, stabbed in back, who 

die, and W. C. Palmer,

The convicts made their break for 
liberty about 7 a. m. They went to 
the office of O. J. Murphy, captain of 
the guard, and seized Warden Wilkin­
son, his grandson, Harry Wilkinson, 
Captain Murphy and several other offi­
cers and guards. A desperate fight 
took place. The convicts were armed 
with knives and razors, and with 
these they assaulted Warden Wilkin­
son and hls officers. The warden’s 
clothing was slashed into threads with 
a razor, but the blade did not touch 
the flesh. Turnkey Cochrane fought 
the convicts with a chair, but was 
felled by a knife thrust in the back. 
Guard Cotter was disembowled by a 
cut in the abdomen and he died about 
noon. Palmer was severely cet In the 
head. The floor of the office was cov­
ered with blood.

The officers were easily outnumber­
ed and were soon relieved of their 
arms. Then, using the officers aa 
shields, the convicts started for the 
armory on the outskirts of the peni­
tentiary grounds. They passed a Gat­
ling gun on one of the walls, but the 
guards were afraid to shoot at the con­
victs for fear of killing the prison of­
ficials.

When the armory was reached offi­
cers there attempted to interfere, but 
were quickly overpowered and the 
convicts, after fortifying themselves 
further with rifles, knives, pistols and 
ammunition, made a dash for the 
country.

Convicts each armed with a rifle 
marched either side of Warden Wil­
kinson, who was threatened with death 
If he made an attempt to escape, and 
the officers were told that If any of 
the pursuers took the life of one of 
their number, they would retaliate Ilfs 
for life. At Mormon bridge, about a 
mile from the penitentiary, the war­
den, his grandson and Capt. Murphy 
were released and sent back, 
others were marched along with the 
convicts.

Further on the convicts went to a 
farmer’s house, seized his four horse 
wagons, stripped the house of all Its 
portable valuables, took the farmer 
with them as a driver and headed for 
Bald Mountain.

All the convicts are still at large. 
Among the officers carried off by them 
is General Overseer McDonough. Some 
fears are felt for hls safety, as he 
bears the especial lll-wlll of the con­
victs.

PLACER VIEW, Cal., July 27.—Ac­
cording to a report received here a 
fight between the escaped convicts 
from Folsom and a posse has takei\ 
place near Pilot Hill, In which two 
convicts were killed. The convicts are 
said to have scattered and to be mak­
ing for the surrounding woods. A com­
pany of militia is en route to Pilot 
Hill.

Before the fight took place, the con­
victs, who had picked up a number • 
at citizens en route and had compelled 
them to joint their party, had plun­
dered a general merchandise store at 
Pilot Hill.

At first the Aur­
ora gave out a line, hoping she would 
be able to tow their dismasted craft 
into Eastport with her crew. But 
this was impossible of accomplish­
ment. When the steamer started to 
pull on the yacht the waves ran Into 
her In great volume and It was feared 
she would fill and sink. The Aurora 
then sent a boat to the little craft and 
took the four men off. The Aurora 
had to abandon the yacht and she 
steamed away towards Eastport. The 
rescued men, who were terribly soak­
ed with water and almost frozen, hur­
ried to the fire hold of the Aurora, 
where they soon succeeded In getting 
warm. Every attention was paid to 
the men. The yacht was about 38 feet 
long and she has probably filled and 
sunk by this time.

John the Baptist yesterday, for the 
repose of Pope Leo, the Rev. W. C. 
Gaynor delivered an excellent sermon, 
Illustrating tersely the pontiff’s life.

The preacher said in part: The whole 
world mourns the death of Leo.

Hls days were filled with good work;

There Is no doubt, said the preacher, 
hut that some of my older auditors 
will remember the first act of Leo’s 
reign. Now, after twenty-five years 
In the papal chair, those first acts have 
been found to be typical of that wis­
dom which prevailed throughout hls 
pontificate.

Leo XIII. accomplished wonders for 
the spread of devotion. His was a life 
given up to prayer. Spiritual prayers, 
said the reverend gentleman, stand 
out for a tendency of better things. 
The rosary in honor of the Mother of 
God was one of the great acts of Pppe 
Leo’s life.

The Pope stood. out for all that was 
good in prayer, in the spirit of devo­
tion against the school of modem 
science, the sciences that are brought 
to hear to break down one’s belief in 
the Maker.

In all his encyclicals he Insisted upon 
the necessity of the temporal domin­
ion of the Pope as a guarantee of his 
Independence as head of the church.

Fisher of Fredericton read a 
paper on Smallpox. He flret gave his 
reasons for calling the disease, which 
had been so prevalent In different parts 

1 of the province during the last two or 
three years, smallpox If It was small­
pox In one locality It was smallpox In 
every locality where the disease 
found. The symptoms were a cold feel­
ing, severe headache, excessive vomit­
ing and a rash apeparing on the fourth 

. day—and sometimes on the third day- 
after which the patient always felt 
better and Sometimes aÿ right. The 
rash first appeared on the forehead and 
at times all over the body. In the 
course of a few days the contents of 
the Vesicle became cloudy, changing to 
pus. He closed by saying that If we 
are not able to have a compulsory 
cination law we must 
Strlqtly or else let it run its course, 
but If we don't Quarantine strictly it 
will cost us more in the end. The two 
papers were then discussed by Drs. 
Chisholm, Morrison, Murphy, McNally 
Wm. Christie, Daniel and Wetmore.

Dr. Chisholm entirely disagreed with 
Dr. Melvin in saying that smallpox 
must' toe diagnosed through' the skin. 
He thought that pain in the back 
a very strong symptom. He did not 
think that the types of the disease 
have changed for the mlerobe that 
caused it years ago caused It now.

Dr. Morrison disagreed wlth2 Dr. 
Chisholm in his idea concerning the 
pain in the back, fie had seen several 
cases where death had occurred when 
there was absolutely no pain In the 
back. He thought that the epidemic in 
St. John was to a large extent due to 
faulty vaccine. In his opinion the pub­
lic bodies who had treated the disease 
had been tinjustly criticised.

t)r. Murphy said that the pain in the 
back was not more peculiar to smallpox 
than any Other dlseaâë. He fully 
agreed with br. Melvin in saying that 
the only way to make a diagnosis of 
smallpox is In the skin Itself. 
і Dr. H. McNally said that In reference 
to the disease near Fredericton he had 
called it smallpox, and felt sure that 
in doing so he had done right.

Dr. Christie said that It was very 
difficult to determine small pox In the 
the-first stage of the disease. When­
ever we can get a man who is ac­
quainted with the disease, we should 
call him in by all means.

Dr. Daniel thought It was a mis­
take to say that a person who had had 
small pox would not take a successful 
vaccination, he had seen people who 
had had small pox severely, success­
fully vaccinated. It never occurred to 
him that there was very much diffi­
culty in making the diagnosis of the 
disease except in special cases, where 
the disease had been influenced by 
previous vaccination. He had never 
come across a case where there was 
not a good deal of pain In the back. 
He could not express any decided op­
inion In regard to the disease which 
had beeiTln different parts of this pro­
vince and which was under discussion 
at the present time. He thought, how­
ever, that where the case was seen at 
the start, it ought to be easy to diag­
nose it, . " r » n

The decision of the board of health 
ought to be sustained, unless the of­
ficial had made a grave mistake.

An excellent paper was read by Dr. 
W. C. Crockett of Fredericton gti Extra 
Uterine Gestation, and was much en­
joyed.

Dr. Cushing discussed the paper.
Dr. John Stewart read an interesting 

paper on Tuberculous Cystitis, in 
which he pointed out that the diag­
nosis of tuberculous cystitis was very 
difficult and the treatment often 
productive.

The paper was briefly discussed by 
Dr. Ross of Halifax.

The next paper was on the Clinical 
Significance of Vertigo. It. was dis­
cussed hjr Dr. T. Walker, who said that 
the paper was of a very high order.

Kelly of Charlottetown, P. E. I., the 
paper on Extra Uterine Gestation, 
which he was supposed to present, was 
not read.

The report of the by-law committee 
of the Maritime Medical 
was read by Dr. T. Walker. It was 
adopted and taken up section by sec­
tion.

The meeting then adjourned till 7.30

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The thirteenth annual meeting of the 
Maritime Medical Association began 
Wednesday in the Orange Hall 
Ut ten o’clock.

President Murray MacLaren occu­
pied the chair. After the reading of 
the minutes which were approved, Dr. 
Galem M. Woodqock, a representative 
from the Maine Medical Association, 
was introduced and spoke briefly. Let­
ters were then fead from Drs. H. A. 
Fair, Philadelphia ; D. G. Evans, Mont­
real; J. W. McDonald, Minneapolis; Q. 
Carleton Jones, Halifax, and J. W. 
Lawson, St. Stephen, expressing re­
gret at their unavoidable absence.

Dr. Thomas Walker then moved that 
в committee be appointed to draft a 
complete set of by-laws for the asso­
ciation, said committee to report at 
this meeting. This motion was second­
ed and carried. The following were 
appointed as the committee; Drs. Thos. 
Walker, P. C. Murphy and G. E. De- 
Witt.

The president read an admirable ad­
dress. He hoped that all the visitors 
would return to their homes cherish­
ing pleasant memories of St. John. 
This la the 13th annual meeting of the 
Maritime Provinces Association. He 
outlined the progress of the associa­
tion from Its beginning. The Idea ori­
ginated with the late Dr. Ferrll. The 
departure of Dr. Morrow, one of the 
founders, was felt tp be a distinct loss 
to the association. The Canadian so­
ciety did good work, but It was diffi­
cult for all the provincial doctors to 
attend,- so to better matters In that re­
gard, the Maritime Society was form­
ed and succeeded in, accomplishing its- 
design. Dr. Bayard was the first pre­
sident, and It is a matter of delight 
that he Is present at the present meet­
ing.

The association has succeeded admir­
ably In attaining the objects for which 
it was intended. The general attend­
ance was abolit one hundred and ten. 
Still there is ample room for Improve­
ment in this regard.

The practice of inviting outside med­
ical celebrities has proved highly be­
neficial. One of thé main objects of 
the society was to draw closer the 
medical relatione between the different 
provinces.- Dr. Ruddiek’e bill, now 
pending, Would greatly benefit Cana­
dian doctors, and It Is to be hoped that 
It will pass.

Nova'Scotia is tb’be congratulated oh 
having under course of construction a 
sanitarium for the treatment of tu­
bercular diseases. New Brunswick 
has not yet started such a project, 
though it I» highly desirable that an 
Institution for consumptives be estab­
lished, so as to rid this country of the 
terrible disease. Nova Sootia educates 
our blind, arid is now going to educate 
our deaf and dumb. We still have 
Dorchester, and in that fact, perhaps, 
there Is consolation.

Dr. Morris Richardson and Dr. Cush­
ing 6Ï Boston were here Invited to a 
seat on the platform, and the presi­
dent continued to impress upon the 
meeting the advisability of keeping 
the question of a sanitarium alive and 
in the end, perhaps, the government 
would feront sufficient aid to start the 
much needed Institution.

The minister of militia, being a phy­
sician, has greatly helped the cause of 
health In his 'department. Emigrants 
are now turned back If they are not 
physically desirable, and that Is a sub­
ject of congratulation for the authori­
ties.

. It is to be hoped that more papers 
will be read at the meetings. They 
are highly beneficial to both the reader 
and his audience.

Smallpox has of late years been rife 
in this province. Vaccinnation must 
be enforced, if the horrible disease 
would be wiped out. The provincial 
boafrd of health should have larger 
powers as regards vaccination than 
they now have. Smallpox diagnosis is 
a matter now occupying much discus­
sion, though no doctor should not on 
this account, attempt to thwart the 
efforts of any board of health.

The president advocated discussion 
cn board of health matters, their pow­
ers and province. Political Influence 
must not affect these organizations for 
such influences work to impede their 
progress. Health expenses should come 
first, not last, and governments should 
heed this, financially aiding the health 
boards.

Rural districts are in themselves 
healthy, but their Inhabitants frequent­
ly Injure their health by sending all 
good foôds, such as eggs, fish, etc,, to 
towns and cities, and living on badly 
prepared' bread, pancakes and sweet­
breads. Three présidant» have drop­
ped- out since the last meeting here, 
three'years ago.

Q. A. B. Addy on a case of obstructed 
ureters. Dr. Inches, St. John, Dr. N. 
6. McKay of Halifax, Dr. P. C. Murphy, 
Tlgnish, P. E. I. and Dr. T. D. Walker, 
St. John, discussed Dr. Addy’s paper 
and Dr. Addy took part in the dis­
cussion. ...

Dr. McKay made some slight critic­
ism of Dr. Afidy’s remarks.

A paper on a case of Fatal Poisoning 
by Methyl Alcohol was read by Dr. M. 
E. Armstrong, Bridgetown, N. S. The 
reader suggested that the sale of 
methyl alcohol should be restricted to 
qualified drug stores.

Doctors Crawford and Rapklne dis­
cussed this paper at some legnth. Dr, 
Armstrong replying.

Dr. Christie advocated the obtaining 
of legislation to restrict the sale of 
methyl alcohol to drug stores.

Dr. Armstrong moved that a com­
mittee be appointed to see that such 
legislation be effected. The motion was 
seconded and carried.

Dr. M. E. Armstrong, Dr. F. W. 
-Daniel and Dr. P. C. Murphy were 
designated to constitute this com­
mittee.

Dr.S, S. Skinner’s paper on Renal 
Fistula and Urethal Calculus, elicited 
much applause. His patient on renal 
fistula was present and was examined.

Dr. Skinner produced specimen of 
tumor, and the euregon who removed 
It, Dr. E. W. Cushing, of Boston, ex­
plained the operation. A question 
asked by Dr. Murphy was fully and 
concisely answered; by Dr. Cushing.

An invitation to visiting physicians 
to partake of all the advantages of 
membership of Union Club was read 
by the president. There was also an 
invitation to take tea with the ladles 
At the golf links this evening, 
hoped that all would enjoy themselves 
at the functions prepared for them,

Dr. De Witt’s very able paper on 
Sanitarium Treatment of Tuberculosis 
was closely followed. He advocated 
the teaching In public schools of pre­
cautions for avoiding the spread of 
tuberculosis. Sanitariums are proving 
advantageous and their muttplication 
is assured, he said.

Dr. Botsford, Moncton, supplemented 
Dr. DeWltt’s words on the instruction 
of the young on ways of avoiding tuber­
culosis, with a few well chosen 
marks. Dr. T. D. Walker and Dr. 
.Cushing also took part in the discus­
sion. Dr. Cushing explained a simple 
device for obtaining a maximum of 
fresh air,- where people cannot enter 
sanitariums. Dr. DeWltt briefly re­
plied to Dr. Walker.

It was moved by Dr. Cowie, Halifax, 
and seconded by Dr. B. S. Thorne, that 
In View of the importance of obtajnftig 
proper legislation for the public health 
there Is a necessity for the establish­
ment of a bureau of vital statistics. 
Therefore, resolved, that a committee 
of five, members be appointed from the 
provinces of New Brunswick and P. È. 
.Island to act in concert with 
mittee already appointed by the Nova 
Scotia Medical Society to obtain the 
passing of such act by their respective 
.governments, as will result in the es­
tablishment of such a bureau, and also 
to have power tb make such changes 
and additionas to the Health Act as 
will place tuberculosis on the list of 
contagious diseases and make the act 
effectual for stamping out the disease.

Dr. Cowie explained that the health 
act is a dead letter in Halifax, except, 
when smallpox crops up around the 
city. He strongly urged that the de­
sired legislation regarding tuberculosis 
be speedily obtained.

Dr. Murphy thought that a board for 
each of the provinces was t!\e 
feasible plan, not one for thb 
provinces.

Dr. Cowie said that the Intention was 
to have separate provincial boards, 
but said that Nova. Scotia already had 
such a committee, appointed by the 
Nova Scotia Medical-Society. A 
mittee of five: Dr. F. W. Daniel, Dr. 
W. D. Rankine, Woodstock; Dr. Smith, 
Moncton; Dr. Lawson, 8t. Stephen; 
Dr. W. A. Christie, was appointed for 
New Brunswick.

Fpr Prince Edward Island the 
mittee is Dr. Warburton, Dr. S. R. 
Jenkins, Dr. Connolly,,Dr. Robertson 
end Dr. Johnston.

OTTAWA, July 24,—The redistribu­
tion bill came down today. Schedules 
dealing with the maritime provinces 
are as follows;

NEW -BRUNSWICK.
(A) The City of St. John shall form 

an electoral district to be called tha 
electoral district of the city of St. 
John and shall return one member,

(B) The City of St. John and the 
County of St. John shall togteher form 
an electoral district to be called the 
electoral district of the City and 
County ^ of St. John, and shall return 
one member,

(C) The County of Sunbury and the ч
County of Queens shall together form 
an electoral district to be called the • 
electoral district of Sunbury an<J
Queens, and shall return one member.

(D) The County of Kings and the 
County of Albert, shall together form 
an electoral district, to be called the 
electoral district of Kings and Albert, 
and shall return one member.

(E) Each of the remaining counties 
of the prbvince shall form an electoral 
district, and shall return one member.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.
(A) The County of Kings shall form 

an electoral district to be called the 
electoral district of Kings, and shall 
return one member.

(B) The County of Prince Shall form 
an electoral district to be called the 
electoral district of Prince, and shall 
return one member.

(C) The County of Queens shall 
form an electoral district to be called 
the electoral district of Queens, and 
shall return two members.

NOVA SCOTIA.
The electoral districts of Nova Scotia 

shall be constituted as at present, 
with the following exceptions:

(A) The County of Pletou shall re- 
turn one member instead of two as at 
present.

(B) There shall be an electoral dis­
trict consisting of the northern part 
of Cape Breton and the county of Vic­
toria, to be called the electoral district 
of North Cape Breton and Victoria, 
and to return one member. The said 
electoral district shall consist of the 
county of Victoria, the districts of 
Botsdale, Boulardrie, East Bay (north) 
French Vale, George’e River, Grand 
Narrows and Little Bras D’or, and the 
towns of North Sydney and Sydney 
Mines.

(C) The southern part of the county 
of Capa Breton shall constitute aq 
electoral district to be called the elec­
toral district of South Cape Breton, 
and shall return one member. The 
said electoral district shall consist of ■ 
tha districts of Ball’s Creeks, Bates- 
ton, Big Pond, Bridgeport, Gate lone. 
Dominion No. 1 and Reserve Mines. 
East Bay (south), Gabarus, Hillside, 
Loch Lomond, Loulsburg, Man-a-dieu, 
Port Morien, Sydney Forks, Trout 
Creek, Victoria Mines and Lingan, and 
the towns of Glace Bay, Loulsburg, 
and Sydney.

Sir—.Will you kindly permit me to 
use the columns of your valuable paper 
to call attention to a number of lines 
In which I believe an excellent oppor­
tunity is offered for’ the extension of 
our trade with Germany, Belgium and 
Holland?

At the présent time there appears to 
be a good opening for trade in fresh, 
dried and evaporated apples in Ger­
many, where the latter pay a duty of 
*1.25 per 110 pounds and the former en­
ter duty free. It to true that an act 
has been passed Imposing a duty on 
fresh fruit from Canada, but It has 
not been brought Into force, and will 
only become operative by Imperial pro­
clamation. Large quantities of evap­
orated apples from the United States 
are sold annually in Germany, and as 
the quality of the Canadian goods to 
admitted to be better, there is no rea­
son why we should not be able to com­
pete with the Americans.

In Holland only fancy evaporated 
apples are wanted. The duty is 5 per­
cent. ad valorem for both fresh and 
dried fruits.

Belgium will take considerable quan­
tities of both dried and fresh fruits, 
particularly Spy, Baldwin and Green­
ing apples in boxes. Fresh apples are 
free of duty, but 10 per cent, ad valor­
em to collected.. on dried and evapor- - ? 
ated goods. Canadian cheddar cheese, 
if mild, will sell even In competition 
with the best Ho.land.

Uguarte 
In delivering the eulogy upon the late 
pontiff protested against the usurpation 
of papal territory by Italy where Count 
Bousao left the church and lowered the 
Italian flag which had been hoisted at 
the legation as a sign of mourning. The 
Incident produced an unpleasant Im­
pression upon the sacred college, being 
the first discordant note In the univer­
sal mourning,

limited, preserved eggs meet the de­
mand. The eggs are placed in the pre­
servative during the spring and sum­
mer. None but* fresh eggs should be 
packed; stale or cracked eggs are not 
only bad in themselves, but they will 
affect those packed with them. The 
eggs should be fairly clean, as these 
that require washing are poor packers.

Eggs can be preserved in lime water, 
or placed In cold storage. The lime- 
water is prepared by adding, one pound 
of new lime to four gallons of water. 
The mixture should be well stirred and 
the liquid portion, wl>ieh to “saturated 
lime-water,” poured Into a crock or 
water-tight barrel1; the vessel contain­
ing the Ume-water should be placed In 
a cool room. As exposure to the air 
tends to weaken the preservative, the 
vessel should be covered with a piece 
of burlap upon which a paste of lime 
to spread. The eggs can be placed in 
the preservative every day; they 
should be packed closely in the vessel, 
but no part of any egg should be above 
the surface of the liquid. Afterwards 
the eggs should be examined occasion­
ally, and if necessary fresh lime-water 
added to keep the eggs always covered.
