Indianapolis. Ind., Nov. 6—India’s 

entire national guard, consisting of 
more than two thousand soldiers, are 
encamped in different parts of Indian­
apolis tonight, ready for duty in the 
strike of the employees of the Indian­
apolis Traction and Terminal Com­
pany. Special trains brought the 
troops under hurried orders, and they 
were detrained in the suburbs, virt­
ually surrounding the city. Great se­
crecy was maintained as to the move 
ment and arrival of the militia, and 
few citizens even knew that they had 
been called out until late today.

The trains bringing the troops, were 
stopped outside of Indianapolis by of­
ficers of the national guard, and giv­
en directions. All companies were 
held when they arrived until they 
were of such number that It was deem 
ed safe to bring them into the city. 
This was done to prevent any clash 
with the strikers, who, after learning 
the troops had been called out, were 
on the down town streets In large 
numbers. The troops will not begin 
duty until early tomorrow morning. In 
the meantime, Indianapolis more near 
ly resembles a huge military camp 
than a quiet capitol city.

Whether the street cars are to be 
manned by soldiers, officers In charge 
would not say tonight Martial law 
baa not been declared early tonight, 
but such a proclamation la «parted 
to be loaned from the governor s office 
before morning. Late this afternoon

The seventh of November Is the an­
niversary of two important events In 
the history of Dominion politics. It 
was on this date forty years ago that 
Alexander Mackenzie, who had been a 
stone mason in his native Scotia, be­
came the first Liberal Prime Minister 
of the Dominion, and formed a new 
ministry to take the place of the Mac­
donald government, wrecked on the 
rocks of the Canadian Pacific scapdal. 
The Mackenzie ministry included the 
Hon. A. A. Dorlon, the Hon. Luc Le- 
tellier de St. Just, the Hon. Richsrd 
J. Cartwright, the Hon. Albert J. 
Smith, the Hon. Edward Blake, and 
the Hon. L S. Huntington. Two of 
these, Dorlon of Quebec and Smith of 
New Brunswick, had been noted as 
opponents of Confederation. The new 
ministry was confirmed by the people 
in the election held the following year 
and retained in power until 1878, when 
Sir John Macdonald again came to the 
front. On this date ;ln 1900 Liberal­
ism was again triumphant, the general 
elections resulting in the return of 
the Laurier government to power. Re­
ciprocity played no part in the cam­
paign of that year.

AT HIS OLD GAMES.

The position in which Dr. Pugsley
Hplaced himself on Wednesday evening 

at the meeting of the Board of Trade 
is not an unusual one for him, and 
persons familiar with his political his 
tory will know that this is by no 
means the first time he has attempted 
to advance self interest while sup­
posedly championing the cause of St.
John.

It will be remembered that as far 
back as 1896, after handing back the 
Conservative nomination in the County 
of Kings, saying that he was not ac­
ceptable to the temperance people, 
he posed as an independent candidate 
In St. John, ostensibly on the question 
of the fast line service to Halifax, but 
really that the interests of the Liber­
al party might be advanced. Although 
on that occasion, he received but a 
handful of votes, he was successful, 
by his stratagem, in defeating Mr.
Hazen and his colleague.

He became an ardent Liberal when 
that party came into power, but. liis 
purpose effected, his zeal for SL John 
cooled and he was silent when his
leader, Hon. A. G. Blair, made the THE TELEGRAPH REPUDIATED 
fight against the Liberal programme 
to bring the National Transcontinental 
Railway to Moncton. Though promi­
nent in the local legislature he mov­
ed no resolution of protest, and his 
voice was raised at no public meeting 
against the project of the Liberal gov­
ernment which led the way straight 
to Halifax. He professes to fear, to­
day, that the Gutelius agreement 
opens the door for favorable arrange­
ments with Halifax by means of the 
G. T. P. and I C R.. but at the time 
when St. John was intentionally pass, 
ed by in determining the route of the 
former railroad he was strangely 
silent.

Men of the Conservative party to­
day have taken such action as has 
seemed wise to them in reference to 
this agreement, and they have obtain­
ed the promise of Premier Borden, 
a man who keeps his promises, that 
If any discrimination is shown in the 
proposed agreement it shall not be 
allowed to become effective. Yet Dr.
Pugsley suggests “that Hon. J. D 
Hazen should resign his seat. For 
what purpose? Does Dr. Pugsley 
think this community would be better 
Off with another Grit politician at 
Ottawa instead of a cabinet minister 
as our representative? The public, 
who know both gentlemen, will not 
have the slightest doubt that Hon.
Mr. Hazen will do everything that 1s 
necessary and right in the interests 
of the people he represents. Mr.
Hazen has never been noted as a 
blower of trumpets, but he has a rec­
ord of honest work well performed 
which Dr. Pugsley would do well to 
emulate.

Dr. Pngsley's cheap clap trap in 
offering his services before the Rail­
way Commission might be better ap­
preciated if this province and this 
community generally could forget the 
personal over-draft which he left be­
hind him when he quitted the domi­
nation of provincial affairs, and which 
over-draft he only paid after an in­
dignant people had hurled from power 
the last remnant of his administration.

The Times, whose present editor, 
five years ago, in the same paper, was 
exhibiting to the world, in language, 
as denunciator)* as that which he 
employs today, the character and rec­
ord of Dr. Pugsley, is now whining 
and whimpering because The Stand­
ard alleges that that gentleman is 
creating a political issue out of the 
present situation. The Standard pro­
poses to treat Dr. Pugsley as it finds 
him—a man with no interest but that 
of the opportunist, and who is prepar­
ed to make political capital at ail 
times and seasons.

If this suggestion of 
Dr. Pugsley is not politics, and cheap 
contemptible politics at that, then 
the language employed by the 
honorable gentleman Is singularly un­
fortunate.

General Andrew Jackson gave the hos­
tile Creek or Muskogee Indians a 
taste of the “bad medicine" of the 
palefaces by utterly routing their war 
riors in the battle of Talladega, in 
Alabama.

On the seventh of November. 1813. 
Jackson's forces, consisting of 1,200 
infantry and 800 mounted men, gath­
ered in a circle about Talladega, one 
of the chief gathering places of the 
hostile reds. Desultory fighting con­
tinued through the seventh and the 
eighth, and on the following day reach­
ed the point of a pitched battle. The 
general action beean at sunrise and 
raged with Incredible ferocity for fif­
teen minutes, when the Indians broke 
and fled in wUd confusion. They were 
pursued for several miles, and over 300 
Indians were slain, and many wound­
ed The white loss was fifteen dead 
and eighty-five wounded.

Despite this defeat, the Creeks 
fought on until the following March, 
when the fiercest body of the sav­
ages, called Red Sticks, were delated 
In a battle which became a massacre, 
from which not more than twenty war­
riors escaped. The Creeks were forè- 
ed to engage In a treaty by which 
they surrendered a large part of their 
finest territory. Within a few years 
the once proud tribe was reduced to a 
small strip of territory, and in 1832 
they reliquished the last of their lands 
east of the Mississippi, and were re­
moved to the Indian Territory. There 
they abandoned the chase and, with 
the assistance of negro slaves, devoted 
themselves to the cultivation of the 
soil. At the time of their removal to 
the Indian Territory the Creeks num­
bered 22,664. Twenty years later they 
aggregated only 14,888. Their alliance 
with the Confederacy was disastrous, 
for they not only loet their slaves but 
in 1866 were forced to cede to the 
United States 3,000,000 acres of their 
Indian Territory domain for thirty 
cents an acre. The Creeks In Okla­

PROBLEM FOfi 
HU ATLANTIC 

OCEAN POUT!
Vice-president of Quebe 

Board of Trade Point 
Out Needs for Movln 
Grain.

The Bt John Board of Trade has i 
ceived a copy of the address deliver' 
by Joseph Picard, vice-preaident of ti 
Quebec Board of Trade, at the bs 
quet recently tendered to Premier B< 
den In that city. Some extracts fro 
the address will be of interest, 
showing that the business men of Qt 
bee are worrying over much the ear 
problems as those confronting oth 
Atlantic ports of Canada. Mr. Pica 
skid:

"A question of paramount impo 
ance which is causing the buslne 
men of Quebec the greatest anxiety 
that of the ocean freight terminals 
the Transcontinental Railway.
“This railway Is now practically co 

plete, and it will shorten the distan 
between Winnipeg and Quebec by 2 
miles, and so well built that its grad 
will permit the hauling of such hea 
trains that, it is predicted, a saving 
6 cents per bushel on the freight 
wheat will be effected, as compar 
with the rail and water route via Fc 
William and the Great Lakes.

"If this be true, Quebec should : 
cure a large share of the summer, a 
Halifax and St. John by means of t 
train ferry at Quebec, now under c< 
struction, of the winter grain trade 
the Northwest. But to secure this, 
seems necessary that these three poi 
should be equipped with steams! 
docks and grain storage facilities.
It not Just as essential to provide the 
facilities as to build the railway 
self?

"We understand that the railw 
train 
be>e
St. John and Halifax, pending t 
completion of the Quebec bldge, v 
be in operation next year; so that 
elevator facilities at Quebec, Hallf 
and St. John are provided on a lai 
enough scale, there should be a c- 
tlnuous stream of gradn carried o> 
the railway, summer and winter, fn 
the moment of its opening for trail

"In our ports at the head of t 
lakes there is storage for 58 mllli 
bushels of grain, as compared w 
storage for only 12,000,000 bushels 
Canadian seaports.

Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 6.—There is no 

longer on the statute books of the 
United States an act offering recipro­
city with the Dominion of Canada in 
natural products.

The Reciprocity Act passed by the 
late Congress under the Taft regime 
In the spring of 191V has been repeal­
ed by the Underwood Tariff Act pas­
sed on October third.

The text of the Underwood Tariff 
Act, received at Ottawa is interpreted 
here as by paragraph 9. of Its previous 
withdrawing the offer of reciprocity. 
It was recalled that the reciprocity 
legislation passed the United States 
Congress early in 1911 and became 
law of the republic.

The Laurier government attempted 
to pass concurrent legislation, was 
forced to the country on the issue and 
beaten at the polls.

Since then the opposition leaders, 
Including Sir Wilfrid Laurier, have 
declared repeatedly that they still ad­
here to their policy of reciprocity with 
the United States, and have declared 
their intention of, If ever returned to 
power, accepting the offer which they 
say still stands with the United 
States. Apparently there is no such 
offer. Paragraph 8. of the Underwood 
Tariff Act reads:

That, except as hereinbefore, pro­
vided sections one to forty-two, both 
Inclusive of an act entitled, an act to 
provide revenue equalized duties and 
encourage the Industries of the Unit­
ed States and for other purposes, ap­
proved August flth. 1909, and all acts 
and parts of acts inconsistent with the 
provisions of the act, are hereby re­
pealed.

The duties of the Reciprocity Act 
are inconsistent with the duties of the 
Underwood Tariff Act. They are high­
er. As has been already stated, the 
Underwood schedules would mean a 
reduction of $100,000 more than the 
reciprocity schedules on the statement 
of United States imports from Canada 
In 1910. In detail the duties are wide­
ly different and therefore as between 
the two acts, inconsistent.

There ts no doubt in official circles 
here as to the effect of the new law. It 
repeals the old tariff law and the re­
ciprocity act as well.

ceived a copy of the address delivered 
by Joseph Picard, vice-president of the 
Quebec Board of Trade, at the ban­
quet recently tendered to Premier Bor­
den in that city. Some extracts from 
the address will be of interest, as 
showing that the business men of Que­
bec are worrying over much the same 
problems as those confronting other 
Atlantic ports of Canada. Mr. Picard

New York, Nov. 6.—The main move­
ment in stocks today was decisively 
downward, although in the early trad­
ing, there was a small advance.

Meeting Last Evening — Medical Inspection of

Min.4 peculiar unless they misunderstood 
the object of the request of the labor 
organizations. They were not asking 
the city council to determine wheth­
er the contractor or architect was 
civilly liable to the injured men. What 
they wanted the city to do was to hold 
an investigation Into the causes of the 
collapse with & view to determining 
whether anybody was criminally re­
sponsible, and also with a view to de­
vising regulations designed to present 
similar accidents, Involving risk of 
life and limb, In the future. Certanly 
the delegate added, the city govern­
ment has no right to stand by and per­
mit existence of conditions where the 
carelessness of a contractor may cause 
death or Injury to citizens, especially 
when the àct seems to provide for an 
Investigation in the police court at the 
Instance of the Inspector.

The matter will again be brought to 
the attention of the city council.

The secretary was Instructed to 
write to the common clerk asking 
for a copy of the fair wage resolution 
passed by the city.

The legislature committee was In­
structed to arrange for the presenta­
tion to the next seslon of the provin­
cial legislature of bills, amending the 
Workmen’s Compensation Act, and 
pther aids In the Interests of the work 
lng class. The labor men will also ask 
that the section In the act regulating 
the construction off buildings which 
provides that the building inspector 
be a master builder be amended, as 
they claim that section under modern 
conditions Is cldss legislation.

The matter of medical Inspection In 
schools was brought up, and while 
approving the Idea of medical lnspec- 
tlpn In schools, the delegates de­
clared that the doctors who Inspected 
school children should also be author­
ized to visit the homes of any child­
ren ordered to stop away from school, 
and see that proper sanitary condit­
ions were enforced in the home.

It was pointed out that St. John was 
the only city in Canada where the nail 
workers were organized. And It was 
decided to urge the Trades and Labor 
Congress of Canada to take steps to 
organize the nail workers in Sydney, 
Montreal, Lachlne. Calgary, Hamilton 
and Vancouver, with the Idea of 
tablishing a nine hour day for this 
trade.

After the business meeting, the 
trade council held an entertainment, 
open to all the members of labor or­
ganizations. The programme consist­
ed of a speech by J. E. Tlghe, and 
songs by O. B. Stillwell. J. O’Brien. 
J. Montague, J. L. Sugrue. F, Hyatt 
and W. Howard, with H. Baynton and 
Wm. Brophle acting as accompanists.

At the meeting of the Trades and 
Labor Council held last evening the 
refusal of the commissioner of safety 
to hold an Investigation into the 
causes of the collapse of the building 
on Peters etaeet, where several men 
were Injured was roundly condemned, 
and the Inaction of the city In the 
matter was declared to be contrary to 
the act regulating the construction or 
alteration of bullrings In SL John.

One section of 11, Victoria Cap 7, 
passed In 1877 after the great Are, be­
ing an act to regulate the construc­
tion of buildings in the etty of Saint 
John, and to,provide for due inspec­
tion thereof, reads:

“It shall be the duty of the In­
spector to examine all buildings 
reported dangerous, or damaged 
by Are or accident, and to make a 
record of such examinations, in­
cluding the nature and amount of 
such damage; and to examine all 
buildings under application to 
raise, enlarge, alter or build up­
on, and to make a record of the 
condition of the same.”
The delegates of the council said 

that the commissioner of safety should 
at least have had the courtesy to In­
form them 
tor had ful 
act, and to submit the Inspector’s re­
port, It he made any, to the members 
of the city council and the public.

The delegates also called attention 
to the section of the act which reads:

“Whosoever shall commit or 
make any act or default contrary 
to the provisions of this act, or 
contrary to the provisions of any 
by-law or ordinance made under 
the authority of this act, shall be 
liable to a penalty of not less than 
twenty dollars nor more than one 
hundred dollars, for every such 

default, to be recovered by 
proceedings to be taken in the 
name of the inspector of buildings 
before the police magistrate of 
the City of St. John, or other ma­
gistrate sitting in the police of- 
Ace, and In default of payment the 
person convicted shall be commit­
ted to the common Jail for a 
period not exceeding two months.” 
The delegates contended that in­

asmuch as the building collapsed, in­
juring1 several men, somebody must 
have been at fault, and that under the 
act it was the duty of the building in­
spector to take action In the police 
court against the man responsible for 
the collapse of the building.

One of the delegates said the city 
commissioners’ action was certainly

Whereupon according to the com 
plalnant’a testimony the Chinaman 
called him a liar and another name 
and Invited him to Aght. Afterwart. 
he got after him with, a knife which 
the complainant took "from him anu 
threw out Into the street.

The Chinaman, Warn, when called 
to the stand steadfastly denied the 
charge of calling the uncomplimentary 
names, also the Incident about the 
knife. He bore a bruised lip which 
he alleged the complainant Injured in 
the course of the argument. When 
placed upon the witness stand the 
celestial replied in response to the 
magistrate that he was a Christian 
and believed In God.

His Honor fined him $8 and In Im­
posing the fine pointed out that for-, 
elgners coming to reside and work In 
the city must be Impressed with the 
fact that on coming here they are li­
able to the laws of this country. Es­
pecially as regards those working In 
restaurants and such places must ex­
ercise greater care and not become 
embroiled In disputes which are liable 
to grow into serious matters. If such 
are permitted to pass without some 
measure being passed to check them 
now, St. John is apt to have a serious 
affair in restaurants such as often oc­
cur in some of the larger cities.
