The result has been, as
announced by Major Gen. Lovick
Friend, ¥he commander of the forces
in Ireland, the enlistment of 81,000
men for the infantry.
As the percentage of rejections for
unfitness has been as high as fifty
per cent., the total number from Ire-
land who offered themselves for serv-
jce in the army was about 160,000,
Ireland, at the outbreak of the war,
had more than her proportion of the
men in the army and in the reserves
and this total has been described by
the highest military authority in a
public letter as “magnificent.”
There must be added to it also Ire-
and’s recruiting for the mnavy, to
tzhlch a substantial number of men
ave gone.
{ A fresh appeal has been made for
\more men. It will be necessary to fill
up the wastage in the Irish divisions
at the front. To keep them up to
strength a recruitment of about 1,100
a week is officially stated to be neces-
ary, and unless the Irish divisions
";re to be filled up from Scotish and
! Engligh drafts that number will have
to be found in Ireland.
No difficulty, however, is expected
to arise in the matter. The rate of
recruitment asked for now is less than
that reached in the months of April
and May last, and experience has
taught the necessity for improved
methods, which are counted upon to
make the task easier. The existing
organization have been thanked for
their services which in the particular
form are now at an end, and a new
department for Irish recruiting has
been established under the supreme
headship of Lord Wimborne, Lord
Lieutenant of Ireland. There are no
forms in Ireland from which lists of
available men to be canvassed can be
compiled. The registration act did
not apply to Ireland. Some districts
in Ulster came under it voluntarily,
but even in those districts the filling
up of the forms was entirely made
optional, and there does not seem to
be any intention to follow Lord Derby’s
methods on the basis of the forms
filled up in those districts.
It is likely, therefore, that the new
thods of recruiting in Ireland will
have to be based, like the old ones on
general appeals.
They may easily prove more effec
tive than in the past, for the voluntary
organizations did not always temper
thelr zeal with discretion. Districts
predominantly of one political charac-
ter were addressed for platforms by
men who agreed with them about no
Irish question, and many speakers
showed their inability to nealize the
point of view of their audiences. The
kind of patriotic appeal which moves
an Englishman may leave an Irishman ‘
cold. The most effective appeals ad-
dressed to Irishmen have been based
upon the invasion of Belgium. The
torpedoing of the Lusitania was a
powerful stimulus to recruiting, which
was still further added to by the
sinking of the Arabic.
Ireland was chilled, too, by action
on the part of the military authorities,
such as that which nefused to allow
the Irish division to . have its own
colors. Bven yet, though, the colo-
nies and the Ulster division have dis-
tinctive badges, the other Irish divi-
jons have not.
There is also a feeling that the ex-
loits of Irish regiments af the front
have not had all the publicity they de-
served. Except for individual exploits
:which gave O’Leary the Victoria Cross
‘they are felt to have a poor show in
the despatches or descriptions of the
rofficial eye-witness. Still, when all ig
{said, the response of Ireland, not-
withstanding all difficulties, is regard-
fed as excellent, and the avoidance of
isuch errors as may have been made
in the past, it is believed, will make
‘easy what remains to be done.

MACHINE GUNS.

The statement of Sir Robert Borden
yesterday to the effect that the people
of Canada would be well advised to
turn the tide of their generosity into
sowe channel other than the provision
of 'nachine guns for our soldiers at
the frent will not come as a surprise.
As The Standard has always contend
ed, the government stands ready and
able to equip the units leaving this
country for the front with all weapons
necessary for them to have, This has
been made plain time and time again
but despite the publicity given to the
fact that popular subscriptions for ma-
chine guns were not needed or desired,
the flood of contributions continued to
pour in,

The idea that private gifts for addi.
tional machine guns woulgd be welcome
was first promoted Senator
Lougheed, leader of the Conservative
minority in the Senate of Canada. Dur.
ing the absence in England of Sir Rob.
ert Borden and Major General Sir Sam
Hughes, Senator Lougheed efficiently
performed the duties of Minister of
Militia and in his well intentioned zeal
for the soldiers intimated that volun-

by

tary gifts of machine guns from per-
sons, themselves unable to go to the
front, and who desired in that way to
do their bit for the Empire, would not
be refused. At no time, however, did
Senator Lougheed or any member of
the government intimate that money
subscribed by loyal citizens would be
used to purchase guns or other equip-
ment with the idea of saving expen-
diture by the government.

When Sir Robert Borden returned to
Canada he at once stated that the gOVv-
ernment would provide all the guns
needed and subscriptions for that pur.
bose were not desired, This state
ment he has repeated whenever op-
portunity offered but subscriptions
have continued to come in. It would
have been discourteous for the gov-
ernment to refuse to accept the assis-
tance so kindly offered, and it would
not have been possible to divert to
other war objects gifts made for a spe-
cific purpose. Consequently, the money
offered for machine guns is being de-
voted to that end but it is particularly
requested that further similar
scriptions be not forwarded.

Berlin's challenge is
being accepted with a vigor expected
to reach its climax, possidbly, in a very
few weeks.

Apparently it is the present plan of
the Allies to maintain the most vigor-
all fronts. Russia,
refurnished with plenty of men and

maunitions is particularly aggressive in
the east. The French on the western
battle lines are making steady inroads
upon German positions, and so long
as that continues it will be difficult
for the enemy to divert many men to
the southern campaign which has re-
lief of Constantinople as its objective.
While winter will have the effect of
interfering with the operations in the!
main battle lines it will bring but lit:
tle respite to the armies in the Balk-
ans or in Turkey. The fighting areas
there are a thousand miles south of
Riga and several hundreds of miles
south of Northern France. In that
field, also, the Allies will be supported |
by the united fleets of Britain, France
and Italy and numberless transports
for the carrying of men and supplies,
Germany and Austria will be forced
to depend upon their railways, and
with the cold weather and heavy
Snows, usually experienced in the
northern countries, will be at a disad-
vantage.

Already thousands of well equipped
troops have started for Serbia, and
from now on the Allies should receive
notable accessions of strength so that
the superiority of numbers should in
time rest with them. If good fortune
wills it that the armies of Greece and
Roumania are added, then the cam-
paign for Germany can have no result
save disaster.

THE SHIP FAMINE

Why great difficulty ig being expe-
rienced in arranging for the ocean
transportation of the Canadian wheat
crop—why ocean freight rates are so
very much higher than they were be-
fore the war—can be readily under-
stood when the facts of the situation
are considered. The cause is simply a
shortage in shipping. There are not
enough ships in service to carry the
8oods awaiting transportation.

Since the beginning of the war about
3,000 ocean vessels, répresenting a
total tonnage of nearly 4,000,000, have
been put out of business one way or
another. Naturally, Britain has been

enemy ports, and of course these wi
detained. Five hundred and sixty
British merchant vessels were sunk
by enemy war ships in the first year
of the war—456 by cruisers and 104
by submarines. In addition, many
ships of neutral natlons—Holland,
Denmark, Norway, Sweden, Spain,
Greece amnd the United States—have
been destroyed by German submarines
and some by mines. The Hamilton
{Herald publishes the following table
of the losses sustained by the German
merchant marine.

To this list must be added some
twenty or thirty German ships, repre-
senting at least 50,000 tons, recently
sunk in the Baltic by British subma-
rines; also the large number of Ger-
man passenger and freight steamers
interned in neutral ports.

All these losses would alone be suf-
{ficient to account for a serious short-
age in shipping. but to make matters
worse a large proportion of the Allies’
ocean-going ships have been with-
drawn from the mercantile trade and
are in service as transports and troop
ships.

There is money in ships these days.
An old vessel that would have been
regarded as junk a couple of years
ago can now command a high price.
It is not unusual for seaworthy ships
to be sold at eight or tem times the
price that could be got for them be-
fore the war. One would naturally
suppose that shipbuilding is one of
the industries which ought to be expe-
riencing a war boom; but probably
the building of ships is checked by
the fact that as soon as the war is
over hundreds of vessels now detained
in belligerent and neutral ports will
be promptly put into service again,
and prices will drop.

PROGRAMME OF
[TALIAN MUSIC

Mrs. Cortlandt Robinson

conducts excellent enter-

} tainment at National His-
tory Society.
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The afternoon on Italian music con-
ducted by Mrs. Cortlandt Robinson in
the Natural History Museum yesterday
was one of the most enjoyable of what
is proving to be an exceptionally en-
tertaining and instructive course of
Jectures. This is the fourth lecture
in the Musical Sketches course in
connection with the Ladies’ Associa-
tion, and will be followed by one on
Russian music next Thursday.

A pleasing feature of the afternoon
was the delightful musical programme
{llustrating the ancient plain-songs,
folksongs and opera of this most musi-
cal of nations. Miss Louise Knight's
rendering in Itallan of both folksong
end opera was very expressive of the
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spirited and passionate Italian music,
Several other selections for which it
was impossible to obtain the music for
pianoforte were nevertheless enjoyed
by means of a diamond disc phono-
graph very kindly loaned for the oc-
casion by Senator Thorne.
Mrs. Robinson’s paper dealt with
the music of Italy from earliest times
when religious music and the beautiful
and dignified plain songs were the
most common forms, and traced its
development through Oratorio and
Opera in the works of such world-
famous musicians as Verdi, Bellini,
Caccini, etc. It is to the early Chris-
tian church that we owe the preserva-
tion of the ancient melodies, and it
was mainly through the efforts of the
Bishops that schools for singing were
started and the first great impetus
given to music, The two greatest
forms of music, oratorio and opera,
developed in Italy about the same
period—oratoria through the efforts
of Cavalieri and his great pupils
Stradella and Scarlotti, and opera by
a band of young nobles led by Count
Bardi—who were convinced that re-
liglous music was not sufficient to ex-
press all feelings or emotions that
could be wonderfully expressed in
music. “Italian opera,” Mrs. Robinson
said, “depicts essentialy ‘the human
passions—love, jealousy, hate, revenge
and malice, There is very little of the
philosophical strain of Wagner in it.
The librettists write the stories of
every day life and the music glorifies
them and lifts them out of the com-
monplace, giving them often a touch of
the divine.”
The lecture was illustrated by lan-
tern slide views of some of Italy’s
famous musicians.

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A recruiting meeting wgs held in
the Drill Hall, Winslow street, West
St. John, last evening. Captain A. J.
Mulcahey presided, Daniel Mullin, K.
C. and Lieut. Grey of the 52nd Battal-
ion spoke. There was vocal and inr
strumental music. The 104th regi-
mental band furnished music at inter-
vals.

The meeting was opened by the
singing of the national anthem, after
which the chairman told the audience
that Mr. Mullin was the representative
of the Belgian people here, and called
for three cheers for the King of the
Belgians which were given with much
vigor.

The next was a selection by the
band, after which there was music
from a vocal quartette of members of
the Carleton Cornet ' Band, Messrs.
Long, Lanyon, Rippey and Lingley.

Daniel Mullin

Daniel Mullin was the first speaker.
He began by saying that he was proud
to be the representative of such a
people as the Belgians. “They are the
noblest example of sacrifice for a good
cause that is recorded in history,” he
said. “They knew that their course
would only lead to their destruction,
but they followed that course rather
than stain their honor.
“We, as their ally, must get all the
available men in the country to help
them, but we must also help our own
mother country.. We must protect
our liberties and freedom, which we

forefathers, who fought for the liberty

hold now, only by the exertions of our

Germany To Blame

“We must do our utmost in what-
ever capacity we can. There is no
need to discuss the causes of the war,
but there is mo doubt to anyone in the
world that it was precipitated upon
Britain and the rest of Europe by
Germany. The German empire has
been preparing for this war for up-
wards of forty years, ever since the
termination of the Franco-Prussian
war in 1870, #he has been organiz-
ing in commercial, industrial and mili-
tary matters, 80 as to be prepared to
strike at a time which would be oppor-
tune to them. That time was offered
in June and July, 1914, when the as-
sassination of an Austrian archduke
and his wife by a Serblan gave the
Kaiser a chance to strike at the other
nations of Europe using Austria as
something to -start things with. Aus-
tria demanded things of Serbia that
no nation would stand for, and Ger-
many, anxious to get into a fight,
stood behind Austria. The other na-
tions knew that the war was coming,
but they nmone of them realized the
thoroughness of the prcparations that
had been made till all the treachery
of Germany was revealed by the start-
ing of the war.

“The Kaiser deliberately thrust the
war. upon Europe, refusing the appeal
of King George to maintain peace.
“Germany, as well as the other
powers of Europe, was bound to up-
hold the neutrality of Belgium, and in
the struggle of 1870, the neutrality of
Belgium was respected by both sides. |
But in 1914, when that noble little|
country refused the demand of the
Kaiser to allow his troops to have a
clear path through to France, he
thrust the treaty aside as a mere scrap
of paper and went through the coun-
try, sparing meither women nor chil-
dren, churches nor public buildings in
his path of destruction.
“The Belgians held out against the
Germans for three weeks, and that
three weeks was what saved Europe

“Britain is at war,” he said, “that is
enough to stir up men, for she never
was in a war without a just cause.

If you have the brain and not
the brawn, just sign on, and we will
give you the brawn in a few weeks, If
you have the brawn, come along, and
we will teach you gll that is necessary
to make a thorough man of you.
“Fifteen months ago, we did pot
think anything about war, but now that
the war i8 upon us, we must send an
army to put a stop to it. The Cana-
dians who“have gone have done un-
precedented things at Langemarck
and such places, and it will be hard
for those who will go later to live up
to their reputation. We are going to
protect our homes and loved ones.
Love always means sacrifice, and the
man who really loves his home is the
man who is willing to do something
that will be a sacrifice to him, but will
do good for his home and country.

“All the great men in hostory have
been soldiers. You cannot find one
who has done any real good to the
country who had not at some time or
other been a soldier. But, for all
that, we are not a military nation. We
are what might be called a civilian
army. When the war is over, we will
g0 again to clvilian life.

“Conscription ig coming to Canada
before the war is over, and it will be
better for a man to go of his own ac-
cord than for him to have to be
fetched. You have seen what was
done to the people of Belgium., Well,
that is what will hapen to you if you
do not go over to France and do your
part to stopping it.

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Steamer fgatﬁered gale in
shelter of land below
North Sydney.

The reports published during the
past few days to the effect that the
collier D, 0. Gordon, bound from Syd-
ney to St John, was much overdue
caused no little uneasiness along the
harbor front, and the.-fact that during
the past couple of months two other
colliers disappeared gave reason for
many to believe that something had
really happened to the Gordon. For
tunately, however, the steamship is
safe and this news was received last
night with the word that the ship
would not be due to arrive in this har-
bor until today. The following tele-
gram received by The Standard from
Sydney last night gives the informa-
tiono as to the cause of delay.

Sydney, N. 8, Nov. 11—The collier
D. O. Gordon which sailed from here
late Friday evening for St. John, N.
B. and over whose non-arrival some
uneasinesg has been expressed at the
latter place is not due to reach her
destination until some time tomorrow.
The Gordomn sailed from the Sydney
plers in the teeth of a heavy gale.
The captain, deeming it unwise to
risk putting out to sea, dropped anchor
below North Sydney, and Saturday,
Sunday and Monday -the steamer
weathered the gale under shelter of
the land. Tuesday forenoon she got
under way again and passed Low
Point outward bound.
