Wasbington, April 29—87 over- 
whelming majorities both the senate 
and house passed, late last night the 
administration bill to raise a war 
army by selective draft.

The final roll calls brought into line 
behind the bill many senators and 
representatives who bad fought for 
the volunteer system until routed by 
decisive defet oaf volunteer amend­
ments earlier in the day In 
houses. The senate, which had voted 
down the volunteer plan, 69 to 18, 
passed the bill by a vote of 81 to 8. In 
the bouse the vote against the volun­
teer plan was 313 to 109, and that by 
which the bill itself was passed was 
397 to 24.

Canadians Win.
“Let Us Fight” The Canadians, who had been more 

resting since they swept the
Germans off both slopes of Vlmy Ridge 
on Easter Monday, made a brilliant 
assault against ArleuX-En-Gohelle and 
captured that village and held It 
against all counter-attacks. The Brit­
ish also crossed the German lines just 
west of Oppy, and there has been fierce 
fighting about that village all day.

When the corespondent left the 
fighting lines about five hundred pris­
oners had been sent to the rear. With 
more to come. The fighting, however, 
was not of a nature which would re­
sult in a great haul of prisoners. Al­
most everywhere It w»s a fight to the 
death.

Now, we Am­
ericans have always prided ourselves 
on -being able to do our own lighting. 
It Is right to help others to fight In the ; 
common cause tor which we are engag­
ed. But It is even mere necessary that 
we should tight ourselves.

“It Would be an evil tiling, a last­
ing calamity to this country, if the 
war ended, and found us merely pre­
paring an array In safety at home, 
without having sent a man to the fir­
ing line; merely having paid some bil­
lions of dollars to other people so that 

v with the bodies of their sons and bro­
thers they might keep us In safety. 

r Wants Fighting Frrce 
f' "I A«k that we send a flghtlhg force 

» ' over to the fighting line at the earliest
possible moment, and I ask It In the 
name of our children and our chil­
dren’s children, so that they may hold 
their heads high over the memory of 
what this nation did In the world’s 
great crisis. I ask It for reasons of 
national morality no less than for our 
material self-interest. I ask It for the 
sake of oru self-respect, our self-es 
teem. Our children will have to read 
the history of what we have done dur­
ing this war. Let us make the chap­
ter that yet remains to be written one 
that our children shall read with 
pride; and they will read It only with 
a feeling of self-abasement unless they 
read that In the times that tried men’s 
souls we have shown valor and en­
durance and proud indifference to life 
when the honor of the flag and the 
Welfare of mankind were at stake.

"At the earliest possible moment 
send an expeditionary force abroad, 
show dur German foes and our Allied 
friends that we are lu this war in 
deadly earnest, that we have put the 
flag on the firing line, and that we 
shall steadily increase the force be­
hind that flag to any limit necessary 
In order to bring the peace of victory 
in this great contest for democracy, 
for civilization and for the rights of 
free peoples.

Canadian Headquarters in France, 
April 28 (By Stewart Lyon, special 
correspondent Canadian Press).—Once 
again the CanadÉane have driven Ger­
man picked troops from carefully 
prepared positions which they were 
confident of holding.

In the grey dawn of this (Saturday) 
morning, after an artillery bombard­
ment of great Intensity, the troops 
advanced under the protection of a 
barrage which swept the ground 
through which they had1 to pass with 
a hail of steel, and attacked the vil­
lage of Arleux.

Going forward in steady waves, each 
like an 1 «looming tide, encroaching 
on the defences of the remains of 
what a few days ago were exceed­
ingly strong wire entanglements 
erected or strengthened since the bat­
tle of Vimy by the continual labor 
of thousands of the enemy, and order­
ed to be held at all costs to ,prevent 
the further encroachment of the Brit­
ish army upon the plain towards 
Douai.

the last week was that by Raemaker, | 
which represented Uncle Sam as 
standing solemnly before the Christ 
upon the cross and saying. “Because 
this is Thy war, it is my war." It was 
thus that the decision ot the United 
States to enter the war against Ger­
many appeared to the celebrated 
Dutch cartoonist, whose representa­
tions of the various features and inci­
dents of the war have easily placed 
him in the first rank of the world’s 
greatest moral artists.

As a matter of fact the thought of 
this cartoonist is nearer to the true 
appreciation of the reasons which at 
length have brought America into the 
ranks of England and her allies than 
almost any other statement that has 
appeared in print.

During the past months it has been 
quite the fashion with superficial crit­
ics to opine that the United States 
was pre-eminently set on securing the 
almighty dollar and that money or 
what it represented, namely, material 
prosperity, was her supreme motive 
and purpose. Nothing, of course, 
could be farther from the facts of the 
case. The United States as a nation 
has become fabulously rich not be­
cause wealth was the greatest desider­
atum of her citizens but simply be­
cause they were as a people possess­
ed of an almost limitless energy 
which united to a shrewd business 
sense naturally resulted in great accu­
mulations of wealth to the nation and 
her citizens.

There were several reasons why 
that country delayed so long in mak­
ing a decision to take active part in 
this war, and among these reasons it 
might be enough to mention only one. 
while, undoubtedly, there were several 
others that might be enumerated. The 
great outstanding fact was and is that 
the United States is a democracy, and 
as was pointed out to us a generation 
or more ago by that great Englishman, 
John Stuart Mill, it is hard to per­
suade democracies to trust experts. 
The reason for this condition is this: 
In democracies the individual is 
taught to believe that one man has the 
same rights that every other man has, 
no more and no less; and this so eas­
ily leads to the idea that one man 
knows as much as every other man, 
no more no less.

Hence it w..» that the United States 
as* a nation could not have been ex­
pected to have taken action much 
earlier that it has. It was simply im­
possible for the average man and 
woman in that great democracy to be­
lieve that in the twentieth century 
any nation, and least of all a nation 
that had advanced so far in social 
and physical science, could possibly 
have acted or be acting after the bes­
tial manner that was commonly re­
ported by transatlantic cables.

Month after month, terrible tales of 
German atrocities were flashed upon 
the daily screens of world happen­
ings but their very frightfulness seem­
ed to robe them with the garments of 
incredibility. Then, also, there was 
Dernberg, the Kaiser’s darling press 
agent, and with him Bernstorff,, the 
most devoted slave of the same august 
power, both of them endeavoring by 
every possible means to so represent 
the cause of the fatherland as that to 
the average American It should ap­
pear that this shameless violator of 
the sacred rights of humanity was in 
reality a martyr nation lighting for 
Its very life against a league of un­
scrupulous and Jealous powers.

Nor were these German propagan­
dists in the United States slow to 
make use of the despotism of Russia, 
and the consequent long drawn out 
miseries of the common people of that 
unhappy land, as proof absolute that 
whatever Fraqce and England might 
say to the contrary about fighting for 
the liberties of the common people, 
there, in Russia, they had an ally in 
whose domains the said rights of the 
common people had suffered more

Germans Aid Canadians.
The bite taken out by the Canadians 

this morning was about 2,500 yards i 
in length, with the penetration of 
the enemy’s line at the deepest point 
of 1,800 yards. A feature of the ac­
tion iwas a procession of our stretcher 
cases across the open plain, borne by 
German prisoners. They came across 
the llre-swept zone carrying either 
our wounded, who, even when badly 
hit, enjoyed the triumph of being 
thus served by the enemy, or their 
own seriously wounded. The number 
of prisoners who have already passed 
through umwounded are about 200, 
while over 100 hundred wounded 
enemies are being cared for by our 
surgeons. These figures are liable 
to be increased.

Some of these prisoners are of the 
Hanoverian battalion, and only came 
to the line last night. Their officers 
wear blue armlets with the word 
“Gibradtar" on them, in commemora­
tion of the part they played in de­
fence of the rock when Britain's king 
was also King of Hanover.

The capture of Arleux has added to 
the feeling of confidence on the part 
of our troops that with artillery sup­
port such as they have had1 In recent 
actions they are better fighting men 
than Fritz, and can move him on 
steadily.

After the battle of Vimy Ridge, Von 
Hindlenburg is said to have visited 
tills part of the German front and 
ordered that the line be held at all 
costs till more permanent defences 
could be constructed west of Douai.

CONCERNING GOOD ROADS.

The St. John Board of Trade cannot 
be accused of unfriendliness to the 
Foster government or the Liberal 
party. Consequently, when that body, 
through its council finds it necessary 
to call the premier’s attention to the 
necessity of making a start on the Im­
portant work of road making In the 
province, and suggests that he follow 
the plan laid down by Hon. B. Frank 
Smith of the employment of a patrol 
system on the trunk roads, it may be 
assumed that Mr. Smith’s plan has 
found favor in the eyes of the gentle­
men of the Board of Trade.

When Hon. B. Frank Smith retired 
from the office of Minister of Public 
Works he left behind him a road pol­
icy which, if followed out, will give 
this province a system of roads second 
to none in Canada. Much of the plant 
necessary for this important work has 
already been secured and is on the 
ground, yet the new Minister of Pub­
lic Works has made no use of It. Ia 
fact, it we are to Judge from expres­
sions of the premier himself the secur­
ing of the road-making plant was un­
necessary for the roads could be con­
structed "by hand" and without up 
to date and efficient machinery.

Hon. Mr. Smith advocated the em­
ployment of the patrol system as one 
of the chief features of his road pol­
icy. The Foster party laughed at the 
idea, but it seems to have met with 
the complete approval of the members 
of the council of the Board of Trade, 
who, in their decision, voice as their 
opinion "that more miles of smooth 
highway can be obtained through its 
adoption, and at a lower cost than in 
any other way."

It is to be hoped that the govern­
ment will seriously consider the Board 
of Trade’s memorial. That body rep­
resents the best business thought of 
St. John and at the present time the 
best thought has reached the conclus­
ion that the government under the 
leadership of Mr. Foster is wasting 
precious time in failing to make some 
effort to implement Its promises in 
the matter of good roads.

Many New Trenches.

the most Industrious Germans in 
France. Many new trenches were 
dug and the wire along the front was 
increased to an average of 30 feet, 
guns, especially heavies, were brought 
up to make good the losses through 
capture. A reserve division of the 
Prussian Guard was Introduced to 
take the place of the destroyed Bavar­
ians. These .preparations went on 
while our men were busy making a 
way for their guns over the pathless 
ridtge Captured German guns turned 
against their former owners were at 
this stage an effective means of 
offense. After our own guns were 
got into new positions a systematic 
bombardment was resumed.

Enemy’s Works Crumbled.

The enemy's works crumbled.

The first breach in the wire was 
made at Gavrelle early In tihe week 
by what the Times speaks of as troops 
which have already to their credit a 
large share in the most brilliant ope­
rations on the Somme. The capture 
of Gavrelle was followed by frantic 
attacks lasting over two days and two 
nights. The only result was the 
thousands of German dead who cover 
the ground.

Yet 430,000 Cana­
dians had (been enrolled and 300,000 
had crossed the ocean to fight side 
by side with their British comrades. 
Of the Canadian officers who came to 
Ivondon on leave many had no friends 
or relatives in the British Isles, and 
on behalf of the Canadian people he 
thanked the Y. M. C. A. and the 
ladles concerned for their great kind­
ness. The work of the women in this 
country in nursing, &c„ had been 
splendid.

Mr. Yapp, of the Y. M. C. A., said 
that the institution owed much to 
Lx>rd French, for it was due to him 
that the Y. M. C. A. had been allowed 
to have 350 centres right at the front 
He advised his listeners to see the 
Alexandra Pavilion, and he said that 
it wae intended to establish a third

A curious feature is the 
extreme aepreity of gilt edge stocks, 
except, of course, the last war loan, 
which is of such large volume as to 
prevent scarcity.

The military position is believed to 
be excellent, although the serious 
character of submarine depredations 
is recognized fully. Much is hoped in 
view of the new measures that are 
being taken to cope with this menace, 
combined with the active shipbuilding 
on your side of the Atlantic, as well 
as in our own shipyards.

Much satisfaction is expressed in 
London at the prompt businesslike- 
financial arrangements in America 
for conducting the war and the assur­
ances that because of adequate sup­
plies of food and ships underwater 
war will not succeed.

Serlpua For Portugal 
•'Going to war was a serious affair 

for Portugal.’" added the Minister, "for 
It is only six years since the moftarchy 
was replaced by a republic. The fear- 
ful wastefulness of the old monarch­
ical regime had left us a heavy financ­
ial indebtedness compared with, the 
resources of the country. Moreover. 
Portugal had not been at war for a 
hundred years, and It had got out of 
the way of supporting a large and ef­
fective army and navy. But with these 
drawbacks, the war was undertaken 
vigorously when once forced upon us.

Lisbon. April 9— (Correspondence 
eC The Associated Press,.) — His Excell­
ency! the Minister of Foreign Affairs 
of Portugal. Senor Don. Auguste Uiiz 
Vioera Soares, today received » repre­
sentative of The Associated Press at 
the Foreign Office, now located in the 
famous Necessidedes Phlace where 
King Manuel and the royal family Jiv­
ed until the bombardment of the rev­
olutionary army and fleet drove them 
into exile and made Portugal a repub­
lic.

The office of the Minister is in one 
of the elaborate suites of apartments 
formerly occupied by the dowager 
Queen, mother of former King Man­
uel. and widow of King Carlos, wlio 
•was shot when the revolution 
broke out. It. was here that, the Min­
ister received the correspondent, and 
for half an hour talked of Portugal’s 
part in the European war.
Soares is a distinguished lawyer of 
Portugal, and this is the fourth time 
he has occupied the post, of Minister 
of Foreign Affairs under the Repub-

tirst

Portugal's Policy

When tlie Minister was asked as to 
the general policy of Portugal toward 
the war, he said:

Wilson Endorsed
When the Minister was asked as to 

President Wilson’s proposal of a last­
ing league "to ensure 
peace, he said.

"President Wilson’s proposal was 
received with the most sympathetic 
approval in Portugal, and the discus­
sion It aroused showed how popular 
feeling was stirred by the noble senti­
ments it expressed for the inviolability 
of treaties, the safe-guarding of small 
states and nationalities, and the prin­
ciples «which Portugal, as a republic, 
feels for the rights of the people. As 
one of the Entente allies, Portugal adh 
hered to the reply made to the Ameri­
can note, in which the specific terms 
of the allies were made known, and 
fitting recognition was given to the 
high purposes of the president. It is 
to be hoped that the time wtli come 
later on when the proposal for perman­
ent world peace can be more fully 
considered and carried into execution, 
for it is at a time of great «world up­
heavals like the present that new and 
great ideals spring into being and 
have an opportunity to be realized."

"Has Portugal any special interest 
in those terms laid1 down by the Al­
lies as to the Dardanelles and Con­
stantinople, Alsace-Lorraine, Poland, 
Serbia, etc.?

Endorses Entente
“Only in a general way, for these 

questions are rather remote from the 
foreign policy which Is of direct and 
practical concern to Portugal.

As the result of the coming Into 
force tomorrow of the prohibitory 
measure fifty retail dealers, six hotel 
bars, twelve wholesale dealers and 
three breweries will discontinue busi­
ness in this city. The city and prov­
ince will automatically go dry at mid­
night, the old liquor llcdhae act be­
coming Inoperative and the new act 
becoming In vogue.

During the past few days the liquor 
merchants have been doing an exten- 

' sive business. Several of the dealers 
have been disposing of their stock in 
large quantity and it is stated that a 
Prince William street firm on Satur­
day did a business amounting In vol­
ume to over 13,000.

The National Drug Company and 
the Canadian Drag Company have been 
appointed wholesale licensees under 
the provisions of the new act The 
retail licensees who may sell tor sac 
rameutai and medicinal purposes have 
not yet been appointed; It Is expect­
ed that their names will be announced 
by the chief inspector today.

Alexander Crawford, city marshal, 
of Exmouth street has been appointed 
the local Inspector for the city of St: 
John. Mr. Crawford was formerly a 
member of the local police force. It 
Is presumed that J. B. Jones, who has 
been the efficient liquor license in­
spector for several years past, will be 
retired. Mr. Jones was an applicant 
for the positions of chief inspector 
and local inspector, and had the 
names of both the Catholic and Angli­
can Bishops on his petitions.

Under the provisions of the new 
prohibitory measure which becomes 
operative tomorrow, the sale of liquor 
In the province of New Brunswick is 
absolutely prohibited, with the excep­
tion that licensed dealers whp are re­
quired to observe very stringent regu­
lations may sell liquor for medicinal 
and sacraments! purposes. The act 
will remain In force for thd deration 
of the war and for such time there­
after as will afford an opportunity to 
test Its efficiency, after which a plebi­
scite will be held to decide whether it 
shall remain In force.

The breweries now manufacturing 
in the city will only be affected by the 
act so far as their business in the 
province Is concerned. They will be 
able to ship liquor to the other parts 
of Canada not under a prohibitory law 
as their license to operate is a Domin­
ion one.

At toast two city wholesale dealers 
who will go out of business tomorrow 
have already completed plans for the 
establishment of wholesale houses in 
the province of Quebec. It Is likely 
hat these houses will be opened II 

Montreal.
The hotels will be materially affect­

ed by the new act. The Royal Hotel 
management has decided to ran their 
house on the European plan.

The Rev. W. R. Robinson spoke to 
a large congregation at the Ludlow 
street Baptist church last evening on 
the advantages of the new act He 
spoke of the government’s action In 
giving the province prohibition and 
explained fully the many drastic pro­
visions of the new measure.
