Such fighting means unprecedented 
losses and there comes in the question 
of the size of the reserves. Counter 
attacks are also costly. It is unrea­
sonable to expected the allied reserves 
to be thrown into a big counter thrust 
because the enemy holds the initiative 
and has men to strike in two or pos­
sibly three places simultaneously.

Plumer has handled his army with 
great skill and the loss of Neuve 
Eglise has not weakened in the least 
confidence in his ability to block the 
way provided the supply of reserves is 
adequate.

The bull rushes of the enemy on 
this front cannot continue indefinitely 
and though there still are no signs of 
a pause the pace is likely to slacken 
soon, not however until the enemy's 
progress is checked definitely for two 
or three days.. The Germans hitherto 

. have made no attempt to penetrate the 
considerable forest of Nleppe, cover­
ing the southeastern approaches to 
Hazebrouck and protecting Aire. If 
they develop their success at Neuve 
Eglise a circling movement towards 
Hazebrouck may be expected.

Summarizing the situation in the 
north it might be said the tide is still 
running in favor of the Germans, but. 
that apparently It is nearly at full.

British Headquarters In Prance, 
April 16, (Via fteii 
cy)—There were several unsuccessful 
German attacks yesterday afternoon 
In the northern battle area. The ene­
my In considerable force pushed for­
ward astride the Mervllle-Lametta 
road, necessitating a withdrawal of 
our line, but our counterattack com­
pletely restored the situation. About 
half past four two small attacks were 
made against onr positions on Mes­
sines Ridge. They were beaten off 
after sharp fighting.

During the afternoon we pushed out 
our line of posts north of the La Bas- 
see Canal between the Law ant Clar­
ence rivers. One of these was at­
tacked by a strong party of the enemy, 
the final result being that one officer, 
five men apd three machine guns were 
left In our hands.

Lafo In the evening, the enemy 
again determinedly attacked Neute 
Eglise and a heavy struggle developed. 
Our guns are reported to be shelling 
the ruins of the place this morning, 
suggesting that the enemy has once 
more gained a footing, -though prob­
ably we are counter-attacking. Pris­
oners state that the enemy’s effort to­
ward Ballleul is to be resumed this 
morning. We have retaken the ham­
let of Reizdu-VInage, three thousand 
yards east of Robecq, taking 160 pris­
oners and six machine guns.

With the French Army in France, 
April 14, (Sunday)—The hardest fight­
ing of the present battle south of the 
River Somme has been almost iaoes- 
sant
since March 21. British and French 
have been engaged side by side in 
defending this highly Important and 
strategic position on the road between 
Noyon and Amiens. Several times It 
has been wrested from them only to 
bo retaken In a heroic counter-attack.

On the fourth, ninth and twelfth of 
April the streets of Hangard word 
scenes of horrible carnage, both night 
and day, when the enemy was driven 
from house to house before the French 
battalions. On the latter date, when 
the latest attack was delivered by the 
French, one of their battalions was 
surrounded In the overwhelming Ger­
man advance.

The major commanding entrenched 
himself in the ruing of a castle from 
which he held the enemy in check 
for over ten hours, meanwhile signal­
ling repeatedly for help and asking 
his comrads to hasten. The Major 
was captured but shortly afterward 
other French troops with a British 
battalion arrived and after a terrific 
onslaught reached the blaring castle. 
They rescued the survivors and took 
a hundred German prisoners, but the 
major with another officer had been 
carried off in the interim.

The subscriptions thus 
far are probably double what they 
were for the same time in the previous 
loan. It is estimated that there are at 
least 800,000 people enlisted In the 
campaign as appointed workers.

For the first time in the history of 
New Brunswick the leader of a gov­
ernment in this province has found it 
necessary to run to the lieutenant- 
governor and request his assistance 
to save his supporters from possibly 
being placed in an embarrassing posi­
tion by reason of legislation likely te 
come before the Legislature. For the 
first time in the history of New Bruns 
wick a lieutenant-governor has so far 
forgotten the dignity of his office as 
to pledge to that leader that it such 
legislation wars introduced in the 
House the royal assent to it would be 
withheld, thereby leaving to the mem­
ber who desired to introduce the legis­
lation no other course than to with­
draw it.

This is the situation in which Pre­
mier Footer, by his own confession, 
finds himself in regard to Hon. Mr. 
Murray’s motion for leave to intro­
duce a bill conferring the provincial 
franchise on women. This is the un­
dignified position in which Lieut. 
Governor Pugs ley is placed by the 
statement of his own advisors. The 
facts are very plain.

Premier Foster feared that his sup­
porters might hold independent views 
upon the advisability of granting the 
suffrage to women. He was unmind­
ful of the splendid work the women 
have already done in this province as 
well as in the rest of Canada, totally 
oblivious to the claims of the mothers 
and wives of the New Brunswick sol­
diers overseas to the right to have a 
voice in the affairs of the province for 
which their loved ones have shown 
their willingness to fight, and it need

health, according to the Roberts bill, 
will require at least seven specially 
trained men.

At the head of the department is a 
Minister of Health, who may or may 
not be a medical man but whose remu­
neration is fixed by the bill at $2,100. 
Assisting him will be a chief health 
officer, a chief medical officer, both of 
whom, to satisfactorily perform their 
duties, must be qualified physicians, a 
chief of laboratories, who must either 
be a physician or a highly qualified 
analytical and dispensing chemist, and 
at least three to five district health 
officers who must be medical men. 
This list shows at least five physicians 
and one chemist, in addition to the 
Minister of Health. These men can­
not be secured for less than a total 
salary outlay of $15,000 per year, and 
If competent men are to be secured 
the cost of administration witf prob­
ably be in excess of that. This, It may 
be said, is a bureau cost in excess of 
any other department of the adminis­
tration and it is the purpose of the 
government to saddle the province 
with this at a time when economy Is 
the watchword all over the world.

So much for the cost, now as to the 
powers of the bill. Under it the Min­
ister of Public Health or his deputies 
can control all the local boards of 
health In the province, regulate all 
medical officers, the sanitary condi­
tions of all buildings either public or 
private, can regulate “the method of 
carrying on of all factories, trades or 
businesses,” can control all restau­
rants, ice cream parlors, cafes, hotels, 
fish houses, smoko houses, dairies, 
storage warehouses, barber shops and 
any other line of business entering 
directly Into the service of the people.

lwTITLES IN CANADA. s 1kThe debate In the Canadian Parlia­
ment last week Illustrated how com­
pletely the honor of title has gone be­
low par as compared with the days 
before the war. In the course of that 
debate the leader of the opposition, 
dramatic as ever, expressed a desire 
to take his title to the market place 
and burn It In the presence of an ad 
miring populace, although Hoi\. N. W. 
Rowell, a former staunch supporter of 
Sir Wilfrid, gently intimated that he 
entertained a suspicion of doubt that 
the leader of the opposition would be 
found In a hurry to part with the 
bauble of rank.

As for Sir Robert Borden, the pre­
mier had no undignified references to 
make to the subject. He seemed rather 
to rise above the noisy clamor of the 
politicians who were playing to the 
gallery. His position was truly demo­
cratic, notwithstanding. He introduc­
ed an order-ln-councll passed by the 
Government a month ago which abol­
ished titular distinction in Canada 
hereafter, except upon the advice of 
the Prime Minister of Canada, and 
which disposed of hereditary titles In 
the future altogether.

There was no keen disposition upon 
the part of the Canadian public to in­
terfere with the granting of titular 
honors to worthy recipients. Opposl 
tion arose when the thing began to be 
overdone ; when knighthoods were 
granted for services that were obscure, 
to say the least.

A certain number of Canadian 
knights selected for their outstanding 
services to the nation would be defen­
sible. But when the knights began r > 
appear as numerous as Kentucky 
colonels, it was time to call a halt.

And for the matter of special serv­
ices to the nation, every hero who 
comes back to us from blood-stained 
France deserves the highest honors 
that the Government can bestow. Are 
we to make knights of those who serve 
in some less inferior station, and pass 
by the men who are saving the very 
state itself? It knighthood is to re­
main at all, then let it be for Sir 
Knight Johnny Canuck.
