Springfield, Ills., Sept. 20—Aviator Wal-
ter Brookins alighted gracefully with his
aeroplane jn the state fair grounds at 4.27
today, seven hours forty-three minutes out
from Chicago, after .bhaving sailed his
Wright biplane 1921-2 miles with two
stops.

As early
as yesterday distinguished men of the prov-
ince arrived in New Glasgow to pay their
last respects to the dead governor. The
spacious residence of the late Harvey Gra-
ham, brother-in-law of Governor Fraser,
where the body lay, was the centre of the
thoughts of New Glasgow citizens and vis-
itors, and hundreds of friends viewed the
‘body that lay encased in the simple black
coffip in the large drawing room.

The funeral services were conducted by
the Rev. W. McMillan, of St. Matthew's
church, Halifax, assisted by the Rev. Ern-
est Forbes, New Glagsgow; Rev. Dr. Poole,
and Rey, E. A. McCurdy.

Immediately after the service those who
wighed to see the governor’s' face passed
through the drawing room to the coffin.
When the hearse having the body of Gov-
ernor Frager had passed the top of Pro-
vost street, the carriages in the procession
had not all left the Harvey Graham resi-
dence, a quarter of a mile distant. In the
procession were twenty-five clergymen, rep-
resenting the various churches and demom-
inations of the provinee, followed by rep-
resentatives of the grand lodge of ¥ree
Masons of Nova Scotia. Following ‘the
Masons were members of the local legis-
lature.

The tree is twenty years old, and is
called the Chelan. The fruit is golden yel-
low, and it is said to bé different from
that of any other apple grown in Wash-
ington. It possesses exceptional qualities,
a box having been kept in storage in this
city for four years without marked de-
terioration.

Twenty years ago an Indian planted
some apple seeds, three of which grew.
The fruit of but one was good. The tree
i8 now of great size and a prolific bearer.
At the apple shows held in Spokane in
recent years the fruit has always taken
first prize for new varieties.

The nursery company has for several
years taken grafts from the tree, and now
has enough young trees to set one thous-
and acres.

Great precaution has been taken to pre-
vent the theft of the young trees or the
grafts or buds from the old one. The
nursery is surrounded by a high fence and
closely guarded at night by dogs and men.

" OF TRADE THROUGH ST. JOHN

Great Expansion in Export Business Dﬁriﬁg "L»ast})__g’caﬂé’—,—
How We Compare With Other Ports—Optimistic Predic-
tiens Fulfillgd-—The ““Liverpool of America.”’= =~ -

Now that the opening of the winter
port season is so cloge at hand it is im-
portant to bear in mind that during the
season of 1809-10 the value 'of exports
from Bt. John was $24,988,519. During the
same season the exports from Quebec and
Halifax nombinezx were $17,347,130, or
nearly $8,000,000 less, while the value of
the exports from the port of Montreal
with all the advantages of a longer sea-
son and a very much larger number of
sailings was only about $52,500,000 larger.
The outlook for the winter port business
this season is brighter than ever. Besides
the sailings of the Allan and C. P. R.
lines, which have been already published,
the Donaldson line will in all probability
have twenty sailings. An increase also
will be the Australian scrvices by the C.
P. R. Five boats are to keep up a month-
ly service with the Antipodes. The out-
look for freight is said to be excellent,
and\ it is safe, perhaps, to predict an
expapsion which will be exceedingly
gratifying to all concerned.

Great Development.

The story. of thes development of the
port of St. John, if studied carefully,
more than justifies the ‘buoyant spirit of
optimism which is abroad in the city and
which confidently points to yet greater
expansion in the immediate future. The
locdl board of trade has been an import-
ant factor in developing this spirit and
they have been at great pains to com-
pile statistical tables from government
reports. From these figures it is seen that
in 1805-96 there were twenty-two sailings,
with a total tonnage of 50,802 tons. In
1900-01 the sailings had increased to eixty-
four and the total topnage to 140,772. The
following are the figures from 1902-3:

Flgures for Ten Years.

During the ten years from 1900 to 1910,
the value of cargoes sent through this

port has gone' up by leaps and bounds,
the figures having increased nearly three
fold, from $9,733,534 to §24,988,518. “The
following were the actual figures for each
of the years mentioned:

While these figures show a solid growth
of the winter port season there is yet an-
other side to them. They demonstrate
that no other port in Canada has made
equal gains. Thus the exports from Mon-
treal in 1900 were $64,071,500, while ten
years later the total yalné wes $77,501,
549 or an increase of ‘asﬁe,m. The ex-
ports from the port of Quebec in 1
amounted to 35,17%,1;4‘3 end in 1910 $5,751,-
375, an increase of only $577,532. Halifax
in 1900 exported goods to the value of
$6,768,403 and ten years-latér, '$11,595,755,
or an increase in value of $5,837,352. To
recapitulate, the value of the exports
from Montreal, Quebec, Halifax and St.
John during the periods from 1900 to 1910
showed the following increases:

Liverpool of America.

The above figures, which the board of
trade has taken from government statis-
tics, show clearly the immense value
which exporters place on the steamer ser-
vice from St. John. They prove con-
clusively that the winter port here is the
natural outlet for the larger part of the
Canadian Atlantic trade. In. all’ the items
which go to make up the export trade of
Canada there has been a marvelous in-
<rease and with another transcontinental
railroad being rapidly completed to this
city the time seems very near when St.
John will be able to' claim with justice
the title of the “Liverpool of z}merica.”

After two hours and a half’s deliberation
the jury in the case of Andi Rossi, charged
with the murder of Diego Siracusa, failed
to reach a verdict.
morning they reported to Judge Landry
that they were hoplessly divided on the
question of manslaughter or murder. As
they appeared much fatigued the judge or-
dered them locked up for the night, to
meet again this morning for further con-
sideration. The case was given to the jury
at exactly 11 o’clock, They had only been
out an hour and a half when Constable
McBriarty informed the court that they
were anxious to have Rossi’s confession
read over to ‘them. On objection being
taken by Mr. Logan, however, their request
was not granted.
turned to the court room and asked for
further instructions from Judge Landry.
This was given them, and they retired to
return at 1.30 this morning and state that
they were hopelessly divided whether the
verdict should be one of murder or man-

Witness had only gone
walking with Siracusa once and that was
on the occasion when she went with him
to buy the locket. The prisoner had
never been out walking with her. She had
not been to the Nickel or a Chinese res-
taurant with him.
