Mr. Annand and the Sufferers by the
Storm m Minnesota.

The particulars of the late storm in
Minnesota show that it was one of the
most fital that ever visited any settled
portion of the continent. It was,among
snow storms, on a scale of destrnction
equal . with the burning of Chicago
among fites,—destroying life instead of
property. The scenes of death were
most saddening. A party of eight per-
sons and & team of horses were found
on a wagon road; all ‘frozen ‘to death,
The horses were still standing up and
the driver was frozen to his seat. The
other seven persons were found in the
bottom of the sleigh covered with
blankets and frozen stiff in -death. A
young man who went to Canada a month
ago to get married met his death while
on the way home with his bride. They
started for"their home about three o'
clock in the afternoon and nothing was
seen of them until the next day. when
the dead bodies of the young man and
his wife were found 1n the road.
A man was discovered beneath the snow
whose experience had been of a fright-
ful character.. Desiring to form an air-
ehamber beneath the snow, after find-
ing that he could not escape being
buried in it, he kept his body in a
constant state of motion and prevented
the snow from packing closely around
him. In his endeavor to free himself

from this chamber, after being discover-
ed, he tore the hair almost entirely
from his scalp.

The Halifax Reporter makes use of
this calamity for political effectin Nova
Scotia, thus showing that the superior
enterprize of the Halifax press is ‘not
confined to the papers that support Mr.
Annand’s Government, . An agent for
the sale of Minnesota lands in the dis-
tricts swept by the storm visited: Nova
Scotia some time ago, and his efforts to
attract Nova Scotians to “the fertile
belt” were seconded by Mr. Annand’s
paper, The Chronicle. Some of those
who were induced“toleave their homes
have suffered by this storm and The
Ohronicle and the Government that pa-
tronizes it are held accountnble for send-
ingthem from their quiet-homes. The
Re| does this apparently with an
eloquence that is only - attainable in
charging the visitations of God on a
political opponent on the eve of an
election.

As the snows
arose; as foul and ficrce winter drove
along the air; as mountain after mount-
ain of snow-drift of “unknown, joyless
brow” was piled up in the pathway; as
one horrid prospect succeeded another;
as the familiar Elm:es took on new
forms, and then changed to the formless
wild where neither tree nor stream
stood for a land-mark; as, in impatient
flounderings, the man in Minnesota
plunged on, wandering in wearying
circle, more and more  astray;

Annand, the controller of the: Chronicle,
is Premier.

It must be a pleasing task to write
editorials in Halifax. An editor can be
eloquent there without feeling ridicu-
lous. Now, outburstssuch as the above
would, in St. John, be considered jokes
too long to be funny. The Local Gov-
ernment must be pretty sure of obtain-
ing a supporter in Halifax. The papers
in opposition to Sir John's Cabinet
charged on its members direct responsi-
bility for all the visitations of Provi-
dence during their tenure of office, and
the candidates of the Cabinet were tri-
umphantly returned. Voters seem to
take a deep interest in the party or Cabi-
nent credited with having a private un-
derstanding with the God of storms or
the-demon of _destruction, and think it
gafe to get on that side, as if plague, or
a Saxby gale, or a Minnesota snow
storm, is broughtonby the connivance of
their friends, they will feel a sense of
gecurity that an opposition voter may
sigh for in vain.

It is quite
time that the Government should draw
itself out of its Fredericton shell and
look to certain gentlemen at the North
who for a long time have been in the’habit
of using the public lands as their own.
When lumbermen on the St. John are
paying 75 cents pgr thousand stumpage,
we think that some of our northern
friends, while holding leases of only a
fow miles,s".ou'd not be allowed to work
over all the branches of large rivers
As the River du Loup Railway Com-
pany and others find' no difficulty in
protecting their lands from trespassers,
we do not see why Government should
not be able to do the same.

The Chatham Railway Company will
meet on the 6th of February. It is con-
fideutly expected that the Government
will grant a subsidy of 10,900 acres of
land per mile, and that the necessary
.capital can be raised.

There is no known restraining influence.
The young, the aged, the timid and con-
scientious who would not harm an enemy,
look death boldly in the face and plunge
into eternity.” Self destruetion is on- the

increase, in cities, particularly. Cases oc
cur, too, everywhere. A discussion of the
causes would be an analysis of all the
emotions and passions of humanity.

Such was the frequency of the suicide
of females at one periud of French history,
that it wagat lass checked by & novel law
—that the body of every woman who killed
herself should be exposed to the publi: en-
tirely naked before burial. The plan suc-
ceeded admirably.

Suicide bears a certain proportion to
the population, as do the commission
of crimes. Burying at cross roads
and - driving & stake through the
body was an old English scheme for

frightening those inclined to do the deed. |

But still the sad work goes on. In 1860 1t
was ascertained one 1n -14,286 in Great
Britain killed themselves. It is becoming
frequent in the United States. Perhaps it
ig charitable to suppose each victim Was
insane. Lunatic asylums abound in men
tal anomalics, but very few of their in-
mates manifest a disposition to die by their
own hands.

A Court Drama.

A story, -alveady hinted at, was elicited
in the Brooklyn courts, Jately, the detils
of which are well ealculated to establish
the romantic element in real life. A wo-
man by the name of Spicer sought to re-
cover $41,000, the value of the estate of
the man whow she claimed to be her de-
ceased husband. ‘The defendant in the
case was a brother of the husband, sup-
posed to be dead, who denied that the
plaintiff was ever married fo the man
whose property: she claimed. The

woman, however, stoutly mMaintained
that she ~had been, = and ' gave the
circamstances which led to their
marriage. She stated that at the age of
filteen years she left her home in Maine,
and assuming the name of Smith, she was
employed inia millipery establishment in
Boston. Sho was married to a man by the

 name of Miller, who afterwardsabandoned

her. She then married one Bell, of New
York, but having trouble with him she left
him and was married to John Spicer, whose
property she cluimed as his widow. The
first witness called by the defence was her

first husband, whose appearance created-

a great sensation to court. The woman
was dumbfounded, aud left the court room
in dismay. Thehusband presented the ap-
pearance of a well-to-do and intelligent
farmer, and stated to the court that instead
of abandoning his wile she had abandoned
him, and a yearafterwards he went to sea,
and alter following a seataring lile lor ten
or twelve years, settled down in Worcester,
Mass,, where he now resides.

Trepanning the Skull.

Concussions and fractures of the bones
call for this operation very frequently. A
trephine is similar to a thimble with saw
teeth on its rim. By turning rouud and
round, as a giwmlet is used,a button of bone
is taken out. Room is made for picking

eut fragments that irritate, and for giving
a chance to introduce the end of a lever to
raise up the crushed in bone that presses
upon the brain.

This statement prepares the way for
combatting an erroneous impression,which

is about as common with intelligent per--

sons as with the igroiant, viz : that the
surgeon puts a silver plate over the orifice,
over which the scalp afterwards heals.

No such process is ever practiced. No
sort or kind of covering but the intega
ments are used in covering up the orifice
Anything thus placed would be an intoler-
able soarce of disturbance. Pus would
form and ulcerations follow. The system
could not bear such a direct source of irri-
tation. Yet so universally is the silver
plate notion believed that a platoon of ma-
rines could not dispossess some people of
what they have been accustomed to be-
lieve, even when they know it wrong.

Cleopatra’s Needle.

It is a solid tapering obelisk of red
granite, cut from top to bottom wiih deep,
sharply defined, symbolic characters which
nobody understands. Lying about five
feet below the level of the ground, its mate
was discovered about thirty years ago.
Both were brought over one huudred miles
trom the ancient city of On, the great
univorsity of ancient Egypt, where Moses
was educated. How such ma-ses were
transported such a distance—all the way &
desert of sand, loose and yielding—cannut
be explained ; yet Pharonic engineers ac-
complished the feat without marring the
blocks. The horizontal one was presented
by Mahomed Ali to the English govern-
went. Alter some wantiss of effort British
artisans failed to raise it ont of. its present

But the person
holding the title contends that the vessel
is not liable for that claim, that he never
heard of it before, and thatas the claimant
trusted the builder, he must look to him
or his estate for the amount. The claim-
ant, on the other hand, argues that bhis
claim is upon the vessel and not on the
builder. The purchasers, terefore, decline
to pay the balance of her price until they
know that the vessel is free from their
claim.
