| man Catholic publishing houses of
the United States, will not remove an
| unfavorable impression ;

| “ The Catholic publishing trade in
' the United States during the past ten
years has languished, and has been
' maintained only by the capital and re-
sources saved from the efforts of for-
mer years. The retail dealer in Ca-
| tholic books has been almost entirely
| extinguished, 3o that there are fewer
such dealers in the Catholic book trade
| to-day than there were twenty years
| ago ; nor is the business of those who
| survive as flourishing as it was then.
| Notwithstanding the great increase
of Catholics within the last twenty-
five years, a considerable number of
whom have had the advantage of be-
ing educated in our schools and col-
leges, the average sale of any new Ca
tholic book published within the past
ten years has not reached by one-half
the number of copies sold of similar
books twenty years ago. This is not
only disastrous to publishers, but it
discourages all literary effort among
Catholic authors. It must be confess
ed that it is not a very encouraging

While most abundant,
and averaging larger at the north-
ermost portion of the Grand Banks,
the cod during the summer ap-
pears in the waters off the coast
as fur south as New York. In
former yeurs they were quite
plentiful off the New England
coast, and quite a large business
in cod-fishing was done: but of
late years they have greatly di-
minished.

main property. It is run into
bars couvenient for use, and with
pig-lead hoisted to the top of the
tower. Hereare two small.rooms
one about twenty feet below the
other, and each containing two
huge kettles in which the pig-lead
.and “temper” are melted. From
one or the other of the two kett]ex
‘in both rooms—as each room hag
a separate shaft—streams of shot
are.constantly flowing. At the
bottom of each kettle tho molten
stuff pours into square pans per-
forated at one side. These are
large or small, according 1o the
size of shot desired, and separate
the mass into distinct, delicate,
gleaming streams, which in tarn
as they come in contact with the
atmosphere, separate into perfect,
globules, or shot, which are cool-
ed in their two hundred feet

METHODIST UNION.

The General Committee on Metho-

dist Union ended its work on Wed-
nesday afternoon of last week, having

been in session for eight days. Bishop |

Carman is mentioned by representa-

tives of all sections as a presiding offi- |

cer-of rare ability.
Last week we reported the passage

of the resolutions in favor of equal ,

lay representation in the Annual Con-

ferences, and of the appointment of

one or more General Superintendents.
The former resolution passed by an
almost unanimous vote; the latter
was opposed by a very small minority,
composed, however,
men. The non-acceptance of an Itin-
erant General Superintendency would
absolutely have barred the way of the
Methodist Episcopal Church to union.

Happily, the plan proposed meets the !

constitutional difficulty, and preserves
at the same time the position and
powers of the Presidents of the An-
nual Conferences. It is but just to
say that of the minority of twelve
opposed to the resolution on the Gen-
eral Superintendency a part were
induenc.d by the action of our Gener-
al Conference, and not by a sheer op-
position to union.

The representatives of the several
bodies have a confident belief that

the proposed scheme will be accepted. |

It will come first before the General

Conference of the Methodist Episco-

pal Church, a special session of which, |
we understand, will be called on Jan.
9th, 1883, for its consideration. The
Christian Guardian remarks: ¢ In
our own Church-—the Methodist |
Church of Canada—we anticipate no

rejection of the measure by the Quar- |
terly Meetings or General Conference.
For though our Committee has conce- |
ded more than was authorized by the
latter body, it is believed that when |
all the facts of the case, which render-

ed the concessions necessary, are

known, it will be seen that the M. E.
Church could hardly be expected to
accept less ; and that without making
the concessions made to that Church
there could be no united Methodism.
We have no doubt that the provision
interfering with the right of the Pre-
sidents of the Annual Conferences will
not be acceptable to any of our Con-
ferences ; yet these bodies will consi-
der all the facts of the case fully, and
weigh well the consequences of reject-
ing the basis submitted before they,
by their vote, prevent a union so de-
sirable, and 80 far advanced towards
completion.

“WAS IT A LOTTERYY!

A correspondent asks us to copy the
following from the St. John Sun :

One or two of our contemporaries

| have referred to the recent. division
Loyalty to the General |

of the blocks of town lots in Monec-
ton among the owners of those blocks
as a lottery. A western exchange, in
its ignorance of the merits of the case,
speaks of it as a ‘‘lottery,” and a
¢ gambling”’ transaction. A lottery
is a game of hazard where one or
more persons win and others lose. A
lottery is also a distribution of prizes
where une or more persons are success-
ful and others are losers. A gift sale
of books is a lottery. The giving of
prizes to aspirants therefor, such as
the Gilchrist Scholarship, where one
wins and others lose, is a lottery. Art
unions are lotteries. The legislatures
of scme countries have legalized such
lotteries, . as art unions and scholar-
ship prizes, because of the obvious
benefits involved, while many persons
look with disapprobation upon them
for their supposed mischievous ten-
dencies.

The recent division of the land
held by the owners of the block of
new town lots in Moncton was not a
lottery. The owners were ‘‘tenants
in common,” and had a clear right to
divide their land among themselves
by lot, giving to each and every per-
son who had any interest therein the
full value for the money invested. It

in the settlement of new countries to
divide the land among the new occu-
pants by lot. In the settlement of
older colonies, namely, Pennsylvania.
New York and others, a great paff o
the land was divided by lot. This
practice prevailed in the settlement of
a considerable part of New Bruns-
wick by-the Loyalists. =~ When the
city of St. John was laid out a great
part thereof was divided among the
Loyalists by lot. ~ When the Holy
Land was divided among the children
of Israel it was by lot.

It is inevitable, of course, that in
such division of lands some will draw
more valuable lots than others. It
was 80 in the division of the land in
Moncton ; it was so in the City of St.
John ; it was so in the Holy Land.
Moses clearly saw that some portiuns
of the Holy Land were more valuable
than others. He declared that the
land to which the Israelites were jour-
neying should be divided among them
by lot. Such a mode of division would
prevent disputes and jealousies, al-
though some would inevitably obtain

PRESERVING THE DEAD.

Mr. P. 8. Erhworth and Dr. Ka.
vet, a physician of Erie, Pa., bave
wade application for a patent on a
recently discovered process for pre-
serving the dead, supposed to be the
long lost Egyptian art. They claim
that partly by accident and finally
by experiment they bave discovered
a certain combination of antiseptic
