It is wonderful how the hearts of the people at home are
in touch wvith the work i the varions mission fields. There
would flot be that bond of sympathy and good-will were it
not for " The tic that binds our hearts iii Christian love." t

Christmas lias corne anad gone with its pleasant inerrories; E
the children looked forward to it for îveeks, and that morn-
ing as the girls camne trooping into our rooins, with C1iritma,ý
wishes, our thoughts went back to that morning when tie
Star of Bethlehem came to gladden and brighiten our lives.
Then wvhen the early înorning's work îvas (100e the bell rau,1,
for prayers and breakfast, after which i\r. Hall read a letter
from. Rev. E. and INMrs. Robson, filled îvith Christmas greet-
ings and reinenbrances of past happir days spent together.

At 9..30 o'clock ahl ient up to the school-room to unload
the Christmas tree ; every child svas made happy by
receiving some present-. At lialf-past ten the larger boys
and girls svent down witb Rev. J. Hall and 'Miss l3urpee to
the Indian cburch and arrived home in time for dinner.
About two o'clock the children's dining-roomnwas ail clenre(l
ready for gamts, in whicb teachers and cbildren joined until
tea time. In the evening the cbildren beld a concert. We
invited the Indian fatliers aiid mothers in to hear theim. It
n'as very creditable considering the little tinte there wvas
spent ln preparation (on account of teachers and cbildreii
havilig la grippe). Miss Scroggie liad taught the younger
children several kindergarten songs, which were very good,
and tnuch enjoyed by the Indians. Tlwss euded a pleassait
day.

Miss Scroggie is making the kindergarten school a suc-
cess. The cbildren are dielightted and often ask to stay
in during recess to go on with their work. Our scîtool con-
tinues to ho full of interest, and advancing in the different
departments. We finid it liard to keep the children whose
tparents e eve tiei cnrlde o if bhe reternaly lost i
tparens elner thei cntr of th e ret.ihey make i
they are educated in a Methodist school. Four of these
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eidren have been taken out and the poor, deluded Indians
don't know any better than to obey.

Wre have many things to encourage us though in seeing
somne of the children trying so bard to be good and lettin17
their ligbt shine. Little Alfred, whom 'Miss l3urpee wrote
about, lias stepped Ilover the line " and is a brave littie
(hIristian,unfurliing the banner of ('brist among his conmpani-
ions, and at prayer-meeting last nigbit four others stood up,
showing that they wanted to be Christians. It makes our
bearts glad to see thern starting for the kingdom. Mltby
they learn the abiding ini Christ, su that wban temrtation
cornes tbey wvil1 stand firrn and not go back, toj the old wvay
of sin.

At prayers in the evening the cbildren are expecled to
repeat a verse of Seripture. One littie fellow %vho had corne
to school six mothal before without a knowledge of the
English, repeated for bis first verse, IlThe Lord is miy shep.
herd, 1 sbll not steal." It created considerable merriment
ainongst the children, but wve thougbt it was v'ery good for
the first atternpt.

A severe type of la grippe lias visited this valIey, and ive
have flot escaped. Many ùt the cbildren were downi with it,
and ail the teachers except twvo. Miss Sinith wvas very iii and
not able to take the school for tliree wveeks. She is better
and bias taken up bier duties again. We feared she ivas re-
suning work too soon, but bier ambition wouild not let bier
stay out of &'hle scbool. MNkiss Youîng is doing goori work in
ber department. She bas wvon the confidence of the -hildren
and is helpircg them in their Christian life.

JAPAN.

Report of the Japan worl- for tbe quarter ending Decernber
31st, 1896.

Occasionally ive hear frorn auxiliaries and circles that our
reports are too brief and statistical to cali forth the intereat
of the people, that they do not give a Pfe-picture of wbat
wve are doing, and so are but littie lielp to the workeris at
homne.
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At the risk of having our report too long for publicatiom s
we have given more detail8 than ueual of some depattments J
of the work. c

Tokyo Branceh.-School.
Eleven of our students spent the stimmer with us in oitr a

mountain home a. Karuizawva. Some thought we were un.
wise in taking our work ivith us, but for many reasons it C
seemed best, and the resuits proved that -%e were wisely d
led. The girls were obe<lient, thoughtful and helpful, and
expressed their surprise that they found so many oppor. t
tunities of putting into practice our holiday motto-" f reely
ye have recéived, freely give." A few details may be of a
interest. f

One girl sat up for two or three nights wvith a sick chilil
some frequently sat wvith a sick lady to allow her nurse to V
rest: other.3 found work to do in cornforting a Chinamani
who was in trouble, an(ý in so doing learned that "the
hearts of Japanese and Chinese are the same." One for f
three wveeks cared for the childreu of a tired mother who F
seemed to forget that what had proved so wearing to herself
ivas equally tryingr to a school girl uuaccustomed to the
work, but afterwards 0 Ree Sait said, I'God beard my
prayer and allowed me to use mny strong bdy for Him as 1
had no other talent. I ivas very tired every night, but
rememberitig tlat this wvas the work He had given me to do
1 was patient.."

One of the number found Christ during the holidays, and
another began to attend class.meeting and to study to know
and do His will.

After holidays we welcomed back to the work Miss Hart
and Miss Hlargrave. Their return and the coming of onîr
new missionaries iuspircd us with hope and refreshed butb
Church and school.

At the beginnini'g of the tern Miss Blackmore's going to
Kofu, rendered necessary by Nlis Preston's illness, inter-
fered with the English classes, and later the abscnice of one
of our Japanese teachers, caused by siekness and death in
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bier home, to a stili greater degree, interfered with the
Japanese. We have very efficient teachers in our Bible
classes, and our 'W ednesday meethiigs have been better than
last terni.
.Our girls continue to be actively interested in the poor

and in Sunday School work. Froni a few we have received
quiet words of testimony of Christ's power to sustain and
comfort in trouble. Others lhave given expression to their
delighit in the reading of God's WVord.

Early in the terni a loose-ness of opinion among some of
the senior girls regarding the necessity of keeping the
.Sabbath holy, and other kindred subjects, filled us with
alarin and led to humiliation and heart searching prayer,
foilowed by serious conversations and pointed Bible talks.
The seed sown we leave to the care of Him whose commands
we wish to honor.

Sixty-three pupils have been enrolled-thirty six boarders
aud twenty-seven db.y soholars. 0f these eighteen are sup-
1iorted. Tw~o have riuceived biptismn. Two more are
ready, but owing to unavoidable absence the Sunday the
rite was administered, mnust wvait until another time.

Pray for us that wve niay not bie lef t to ur ownv thoughits
but înay bie filled wvith the Spirit, and thus fitted for wvork,
and then pray for an increased attendance at the school.

Evangelistie.
As there are two in the Evangelistic work this year we

have been able to increase the number of meetings, in
some districts having four meetings a month wvhere last year
there ivas but one, and in others havizog two in place of
one. We have also been able te reopen a meeting that had
been dropped altogether during Miss Hlart's absence.

Our Sunday night " %Ithers' meeting " goes on as usual.
Lait year Inouye Sas had charge of it, but this year it bas
becs gives to Shimadzu Saîî.

Shimadzu Sas is just beginning work, and wve think she
wvill bie eflicient. She seenis much interested and so far has
been quite succ-cssful. Shie has two %veek-day meetings as
well.
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W'Te have einployed Mrs. Kancda again. You may re. ev
memnbe- she worked as Bib1e-moman for a year or so before wçit
Miiss Hart wvent home. Shie lives in the school and %voiks age
in the poor district ii .Azcebc. There is plenty for both
Kaneda San and Shimadzu San to do in that district, anc
Sabashii San, Kubo San, Hayashi San anid Sumiya San are Scl
in their usual places wvorking aîvay. Kubo San's eyes th(
trouble iher a good dleal but slie îvorks away cheerfully. th(

We have put Shimada Sana in S;hitaya. She boards with a ap]
Christian family and is doing good solid. work. Chritit'ui %1w
life in Shitaya seemied to be at a low ebb. There hias been a
great change in the last year or so through (leath and re- ha
movals. Even the Sunday School was almost gone for' lack ne,
of teachiers. Shimada Sar hias had charge of it during the ha
fali and the average li-s i icreased frorn about ten to forty.

While speaking of Sunday schooL it rnay he we'il to re
add that there are not as many large girls in our Azabum
school who are f ree to hielp as f ormerly, w'hich makes S
some difference in the schools, for there are really very w'
few church inembers thr-lughi the city who are fitted to vi
teach. Miss Hart attends both the Nigishi and Sktaya, of
Miss Wigle the Kakigara, and Miss Alcorui the Kobilc.cho al
Sunday School to lead the singirg. Our three Sunday V'r
schools in the poor district in Azabu hiave bçen well at- 0,
tended. Out of the 140 children twenty.nine have noý te
rnissed a Sunday during, the school year. The wvorkers for
two of these schools are supplied as usual from aur Girla'
Sehool, Shirnazu San and Kaneda San takiug charge of Yh-
third. We gave them their Christmcas entertainmient on h
Saturday, the 26th, in the Azabu Church. The child:en wvho g,
had retitcetions or singing did iveil. One littie girl unused -

to ucha lrgebuidin lost lie r courage and was able t
simply to make lier bow. Three littie girls not more than ti
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;seven years of age said the crced from hegioning to end
wVithout a slip. I wonder how mnany girls at home of their
a"ge Can say It.
lec 'e sent sixty-hive invitations to the very poorest' meii

l and wvomen of Azabu to corne to the King's Daughtera'
Scehool Christmas eve, and most of them came. Mr. T'akadi,,
the pastor, talked for a short time, after wvhich. we gave
themn a good but inexpensive supper which al] seemed tr,
appreciate, the actual expense being about three and one-

Since heginning fuit work la September the Bible-wne
have mnade 829 visits and have reached 59 people wvho liad
neyer heard Christian teaching before. Eighty meeîin",s
have been hell-29 of which were ted by the Bible-wvomen.
B1esides Chese NMiss Hart hias had three Bible tessons a
month wvith the Bibte-wornen. The fourth week in each
moi.th we have the regular workers' meeting at which al!
give reports of the month's work.

The attendance at the meetings in some districts has not
heen large, but those who do attend corne hecause they are
reatty interested. The Shitaya meeting lias grown the
most-frorn four to fifteen. The Shitaya meeting is hetd on
Sunday afternoon as the women cannot afford Vo give up a
working day. The change was made and wvas found ad-
vantageous in more ways than one. Every Sunday a crowd
o f men and women gather at the ctîurch door to listen Vo
the singing, and as soon as Sunday Schoot is dismissed the
wvomen are invited to corne in. Almoat cvery Sunday, one
or two corne in, and one woman hias become a regular at-
tendant in that way.

While there bias been much te perplex and often to dis-
courage, yet. diuring the last few weeks both Mdiss Hart
and Miss Wigle have been greatty encouraged by finding
here and there one whose eager intereat shows that thejgospel story is indeed Vo themn glad tidinga of great joy.
