Based on the campaign issues that emerged this year we can expect no dramatic 
changes in the direction of the Student Union. Bourque has promised a bigger and 
better Winter Carnival and has continued in the tradition of the past three or four student 
governments by promising to do something about Bar Services. It would seem that he 
intends to bring Bar Services back under the administration of the students. Beyond that 
he has committed himself to carrying on the tasks began by the past year's executive. 
While it is admirable to see a potential candidate wisely limiting his aims and objectives 
to fairly manageable and minimal proportions, one can't help but wonder whether in fact 
Bourque will have a great deal of agenda setting to do in the next few months. This is 
not to say that the other candidates had more ambitious or in-depth platforms this year. 
They didn't. Some would argue that they suffered from the difficulty of taking over 
from an executive that was full of great ideas. In fact Carson's regime had the opposite 
problem and this year's candidates have suffered because of this.

The agenda set by Wayne Carson and his executive was an overloaded and over 
ambitious one for a bunch of student politicians who were in office for only a year. The 
plan would have been more suited to a long-term three or five year project. It would 
have reduced some of the initial sense of work tyranny that affected the student 
government during the earlier stages of office. Carson soon realized that setting 
priorities and cutting one's losses was the wisest thing to do. However all of the 
candidates for this year's presidential position would have been very aware of the aims 
and objectives of last year’s executive, and could easily have come to regard them as 
things for the old order and not worth championing for the new.

One would hope that Bourque will not take such a position in his time in office. 
Quite simply, the silence on the question of the SUB expansion, the Media Fee and 
related issues; and the relationship between the student union and administration in 
Bourque's campaign statements is not encouraging. The danger is that with the new 
regime will come a absolutely new agenda. The positive things that would require a few 
years of consistent effort could suffer from the bane of the annual changing of the 
guard. Bourque could be well-served in making it part of his mandate to look at the 
projections set out by last year's executive and the executive before that when he is 
making plans for the future.

The extent of voter turn out this year was very encouraging and it means that the 
students are quite concerned about who leads them. There is still a great deal of work 
that can be done with regards to the public relations factor in the Student Union. Carson 
is already trying to ensure that residence visitations are a compulsory part of the 
responsibilities of the Student Union executive, and there is no doubt that this is a 
movement in the right direction. Beyond that, students should be encouraged to regard 
the Student Union as an important aspect of their time on campus. They need to be more 
aware of what the Union is empowered to do on their behalf and to be encouraged to 
make use of this facility.

On the other hand, one hopes that this year's executive will not fall into the trap 
of regarding their power over more than half a million dollars as an inalienable right. 
There is nothing more disturbing to students who have paid a fee for student activities 
than to find themselves virtually begging the executive to fund very legitimate activities., 
It is also most frustrating to note that some executives become convinced that the 
students should be grateful to them (and not the larger body which includes themselves) 
when they are granted money to carry out legitimate educational, cultural and socially 
productive activities. Finally, the new executive should regard it as part of their mandate 
to ensure that there is yet another increase in voter turnout for the next year's elections.

On a related, but separate issue, the Bruns would like to apologize for the errors 
made in last week's Candidate Statement's section of the paper. I would like to reiterate 
that these were inadvertent errors caused by a combination of factors not all of which 
were faults of the paper.

(UNB-PRI) If political 
scientist Miron Rezun seems a 
little harried at times, it's 
probably because he is 
involved in tracking two of the 
most volatile, changeable fields 
known to man: technology 
and Soviet Union politics.

Dr. Rezun's latest book.
Science and Technology in the 
Gorbachev Era, is nearly ready 
to go to the publisher, but 
constant changes in the Soviet 
political scene and in 
technology keep him busy 
with revisions. "I'm going to 
have to draw the line at some 
point and simply stop writing.
Otherwise it will never get 
finished," he said.

His research began about a 
decade ago. "In the later 70s 
and early '80s it occurred to me 
that the Soviet Union was 
falling behind in the field of 
technology. If it didn't adapt to 
modem technological devices 
and programs, it would fall 
even farther behind and its 
productivity would fall off and 
put its whole economic system 
in danger of collapse," Dr.
Rezun explained.

The computer revolution 
in the west was leaving the 
Soviet Union behind in an age 
dominated by technology rather 
than the pure or theoretical 
science upon which the Soviets 
had always concentrated.

An accomplished polyglot.
Dr. Rezun visited the U.S.S.R. 
and interviewed academics and 
military officials. He read 
Soviet literature on how 
technology was applied and 
where deficiencies lay.

It was clear they were ten 
years behind in computer 
technology, but that was just 
the beginning. Devices such 

photocopiers 
typewriters- -common as dust in 
western offices-were restricted 
in the Soviet Union. By '85 
and '86, the information age 
still had not dawned there.

Fredericton (CNB) - The 
chairperson of the New 
Brunswick Human Rights 
Commission, Constantine 
Passaris, says he will underline 
human rights issues affecting 
youth in 1990.

"In dedicating our efforts to 
the young people of New 
Brunswick, we will renew our 
strength and sharpen our 
resolve because it is for the 
benefit of our young men and 
women that our daily endeavors 
to protect and promote human 
rights makes the most sense," 
he said.

Passaris was speaking 
following a recent meeting 
with the Youth Council of 
New Brunswick at which 
human rights issues affecting 
youth were discussed.

He said that, among the 
concerns of the youth council 
is the level and quality of 
services for youth, services 
from the public, private and 
financial sectors and 
discrimination against students 
by landlords. He said the 
council is also troubled about 
the problems disabled youth 
have with access in schools and 
government buildings.

"It was particularly distressed

to hear that our young people 
from the native community are 
experiencing severe hardships," 
he said. "They face high 
suicide rates, lack of 
employment opportunities and 
barriers towards educational 
opportunities."

The New Brunswick Human 
Rights Act limits action on 
behalf of the Commission to 
individuals 19 years of age and 
above.

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Dizzy & Moe in NB
Does the 72 year old trumpet player still have the chops? Is the 61 year old reedman 

really good or just trendy? Can Canadian sidemen really play jazz? It was to answer such 
questions that I made the pilgrimage to Saint John last Friday to see the Dizzy Gillespie 
whose trumpet playing started the revolution called he-bop' in the early-forties. Sharing 
the stage was the equally famous Moe Koffman with a reputable background in jazz but 
known mainly for the flute solo "Swinging Shepherd Blues". Backing the superstars 
were other Canadian jazz greats. Ed Bickert, who formed a duo with saxist Paul Desmond 
in the mid-seventies, was the guitarist, another Winnipeger, composer, arranger Bern»
Senesky was the pianist. On drums was the much traveled and recorded Barry Elmes.
And completing the group was a new face on bass, Patrick Collins. This then was the 
famous Moe Koffman Quintet that might be considered the house band of George’s 
Spaghetti House in TO. It was a group that numbered several Junes amongst them. And 
it contained two 1989 award nominees - Bernie Senensky's trio with Barry Elmes for 
"Friday the 14th"; Barry Elmes/Alan Henderson quartet Timewrap for "Off-centre". Truly 
impressive credentials.

The quintet led off the night with a real variety from Fats Waller's "Jitterbugwaltz" to 
the oboe solo of Bach's Magnificat played, jazz-wise, on alto. Senensky was 
represented by "Paco Paco" and Elmes by "Sonny's Tune" in honor of Sonny Rollins.
Then, as Moe admitted, there was the one tune you either liked or hated, "Swinging etc." 
played as "a medley of my hit."

Dizzy appeared after intermission in an all white US Olympic track suit which really 
fitted his personality. Like Louis Armstrong, he is the consummate showman with or 
without horn. He struts, bumps, grinds and does Bill Cosby-like facial contortions. But, 
also I’ke Satchmo, he plays a mean trumpet that is high and fast in short bursts 
developing from his scat singing style. He was, and still is, the sharp anular bop trumpeter 
in contrast to the long smooth linear style of Mile Davies which is closer to Bix 
Beiderbecke.

The movie takes a sharp left turn when Johnson is fooled into pursuing a 
young woman into the heart of an underground Orwellian-type society. The men there 
are sterile and they require Johnson for procreation, but the method used is not as 
pleasurable as it could be. The ending is rich in more ways than one. The film is 
directed by LG. Jones and based on a story by Harlan Ellison.

Dark Star is a film which began as a college project for director John Carpenter 
and writer Dan CBannon. It Is the story of a team of scientist "slash* cowboys who 
travel the spaceways in search ot unstable planets to blow up (they blow 'em up real 
good) They establish law and order on a cosmic scale. After several years in space 
the crew have grown more than a little strange. The skipper is an ex-surfer (whose 
talents come in handy at the film's conclusion); Finback is an archtypical keener who is 
despised by the rest of the crew; one of them refuses to associate with the team

Did I just hear the tortured 
scream of rending pressurized steam-pipes? Yes 11 An oasis of grunge surrounded by 
pillows of dance dance dance...This track seems to arouse premonitions of yet another 
great band gone the way of the pounding, semi-industrial, fluff everybody wants. It is 
still quite acceptable, though, as far as dance can be...

Backlash is the second (of three) songs on this e.p. and is similar enough to 
Firewalker in it's dance oriented beat for me to say, with confidence, that "A Split 
Second" will most certainly be a dance band for their next few(at least) albums. Good 
tempo, wicked lyrics ("...Bodies wrapped in leather, bodies wrapped in lace. Bodies 
wrapped in broken glass and bodies out of place.."), and general "gutter-fund'ish 
moods make this pounding-the-lint thrasher worth a party.

What mystifies and angers 
socialists the most is how a 
capitalist society can carry 
blithely on in the face of the 
terrible suffering that 
accompanies poverty.

First, most the urban middle 
class rarely see real poverty - 
for example, the 30,000 New 
Brunswicker's who live 
without running water or 
indoor plumbing. Second, 
there is a strong degree of self- 
interest. But the essential 
justification lies deeper.

The central article of 
capitalist faith is that poverty 
is inevitable, self-induced, and 
the responsibility of no-one 
but the poor themselves. As a 
society, rich and poor alike, we 
have come to believe that 
poverty can only be a 
consequence of laziness, 
stupidity, or some other 
profound personal failing.

Furthermore, since ability, 
creativity, and initiative are 
unequally distributed, poverty 
is considered to be a mildly 
regrettable but permanent 
feature of human existence. It

An episode of ABC's current affairs program 20/20 not too long ago investigated the issue of the gay and 
lesbian populations in North America. Among the most interesting findings brought forward from that program was 
the relative size of the gay and lesbian population in several North American cities. Not surprisingly the biggest 
proportion was found in San Fransisco. What was far more surprising was the city which came in number two .. 
you guessed it... Fredericton. Upon reflection, though, this is not astonishing. Both San Fransisco and Fredericton 
are relatively small cities. The main industries in Fredericton are government, the universities, and the armed forces. 
There is a strong cultural community for so small a city. Conventional wisdom, then, tends to lend credibility to 
this finding.

Is there still a per month 
education deduction?

The former $50.00 per month 
education deduction has now been 
changed to a tax credit, like 
tuition fees.

The fact that I have slept with a 
woman (once), though, does not make me a heterosexual or even bisexual.

An equally large number of us know ourselves to be gay or lesbian, but are afraid of getting getting 
involved with the established lesbian and gay networks. They never go to the bars, the meetings, the rallies (yet to
