Historical Reminiscences 
of St. Peter’s Church

IN the year ot >ur Lord 1*18 the Reverend William 
.Macaulay. limitent, held the first service in this 

district. H< Vended his occasional ministrations to 
the titmos muds of the Newcastle district. Fast and 
West. In this year services were held in the Court 
House at Amherst (the present site of the House of 
Refuge). This was a small antiquated wooden building.

The first parish register was begun in January. 
1819. and on the front page these words are written: 
“Register of the Parish of Hamilton. District of New­
castle. I'pper Canada." The first entry in this book is 
as follows: “Baptized at Hamilton. 26th January, 1819. 
James Tigarf. son of Francis and Elizabeth Tigart. 
William Macaulay.”

The first pages of the parish register show the 
large amount of country covered by the first incumbent 
in his ministrations. In the year 1819 children are bap­
tized at "the carrying place, head of the Bay of 
Quinte." Entry is made of baptisms at Belleville, 
"where as yet there is no register." The sacrament of 
Holy Baptism is administered at Presqu’île and in the 
"Rice Lake country."

One notes with great interest the signature of 
"John St radian, minister." as officiating at a wedding 
at "Cobourgh." 28th January, 1821. This is the first 
Bishop of Toronto, and the founder of Trinity Co1 lege, 
after whom Bishop Ntraehan School in Toronto is 
named.

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In tin* year 1820 one sees that people attained to n 
very ripe ape, just as so many do in our town to-day, 
for there is the reeord of the death of William Aeker, 
aped 100.

On Aupust 28th, 1819, four acres of ground, where 
the church and Rectory now stand, were given “solely 
for the use of the Episcopal church and its appurten­
ances” by John Spencer (the grandfather of Mrs. John 
Daintry) to Robert Henry and Walter Boswell, Church 
Wardens, “and their successors in office forever, for a 
consideration of the sum of ten pounds of lawful 
money. The Glebe lands were given by the crown for 
the Rectory of Cobourg on January 18th, 1826. 
The building of the first St. Peter's church on the 
present site was commenced in the spring of 18211, and 
it was opened on Christmas Day of the same year. The 
building was of wood, 56 x 42 feet. About ten years 
later the north end of the church was extended nine­
teen feet, and a few years after this (in 1888) side gal­
leries were added. In 1844 a tower of brick with lob­
bies and spire was built. The present large brick church 
with stone foundations and facings was erected outside 
and over the old church while the latter was still used 
for service. The new church was opened for divine ser­
vice on October 15th, 1854, sixtv-five years ago.

In the year 1827 Alexander Neil Bethune was ap­
pointed to take charge of the parish of Cobourg. Ilis 
name appears in the parish register in May, 1824. as 
“minister of Grimsby. I'pper Canada.” It gives one
some idea of the extent of a Bishop's.............. in
these early days when it is noted that Mr. Bethune was 
appointed by the Lord Bishop of Quebec, who also of­
ficiated at confirmations some years later. The follow­
ing is found in the parish register, dated June 8th. 
1827 : "By license and authority of Charles James, Lord 
Bishop of Quebec, the Reverend Alexander Neil Beth­
une, formerly of Grimsby, V.C., was appointed to the 
mission of Cobourg. District of Newcastle, U.C.” The 
ministration of Mr. Bethune in the parish of Cobourg 
lasted for forty years.

There is the record of many who acted as curates in 
the parish, among them : Rev. J. Wilson (afterwards

rall, E. Grasett, E. Patterson, A. MavNab, 11. B. Jesaop, 
W. A. Johnson, J. W. R. Beck (afterwards Rector of 
Peterboro), C. E. Thomsen, Septimus Jones (afterwards 
Rector of the Church of the Redeemer, Toronto), II. W. 
Birteh, C. J. S. Bethune (the son of the Rector, after­
wards headmaster of Trinity College School in Port 
Hope, and now in Guelph), C. J. Magill, II. J. Coach- 
afer.

“Oil Sunday. 14th of September, 1828. at a con­
firmation holden by the Lord Bishop of Quebec, sixty- 
eight person were confirmed, and on the same day the 
church of Cobourg was consecrated by the Lord B shop 
by the name of St. Peter's church, as well as the bury­
ing ground attached to the said church.”

The following interesting account is taken from 
the “Historical Reminiscences of the Town of Cobourg 
for the Past Hundred Years":

“In the year 1818 the parish of St Peter's, Co­
bourg was created by the appointment of Reverend Wil­
liam Macaulay, and in the late Bishop Bethune's “Mem­
oir of the Right Reverend John Strachan. I).l)„ LL.I)., 
Kirst Bishop of Toronto," it is stated that in 1820 the 
only clergymen of the Church of England between To- 
rontc and Belleville were one at Cobourg and one in the 
township of Cavan. At their inception these parishes 
were in the vast diocese of Quebec—the territory now 
represented by the Provinces of Quebec and Ontario— 
the Bishop was the Right Reverend Jacob Mountain, 
and his See was at the city of Quebec. As a further 
proof to our younger people that the progress of this 
country in so short a time has been wonderful it may 
not be amiss to state that in that year. 1820. there were 
only sixteen clergymen of the Church of England in 
I’pper Canada, outside of the village of York, now tin- 
great city of Toronto. Mr. Macaulay's congregation 
laid the foundation of their church building in the fall 
of 1820. It was placed where St. Peter's now stands, 
was a plain, unpretentious, wooden structure, but in 
due course was changed from wood to brick, was sever 
al times enlarged and remodelled to suit the growth 
and improved tastes of the congregation, till it In-cam-

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what wi1 si-i- to-ilny Hit imposing nml venerable pill-. 
In thi- sunn- yoar--1820—Mr. Macaulay was appointisl 
chaplain of the Legislative Council of I'pper Canada, 
in succession to the Reverend John Ktrachan. who re­
signed the ehaplaincy on being made a member of the 
same Council. Mr. Mtp-aulay filled the incumbency 
with great acceptance to the congregation till 1827. 
Then he was succeeded by the Rev. Alexander Neil 

1 Rethune. It would be impossible to say too much in 
praise of Mr. Rethune. He was an ideal Church of 
England clergyman; high minded; of lofty character; 
unobtrusive. Holding firmly to the tenets of his own 
church, and contending earnestly for what he consider­
ed its rights he yet was tolerant to a degree of lhe 
opinions and beliefs of others ; he guided and controlled 
his congregation with a tact which was never at fault : 
his piety called forth the d-epest veneration from his 
people, and the highest respect and good-will from all 
other denominations in the community. His incumhcn- 
cv vas a long and very useful one. and his influence 
for good in the town and surrounding country was such 
as even the present generation should be thankful for. 
Not only was Mr. Rethune a good man—he had natural 
abilities of a high order and was a rip* scholar. Roth 
as a school-boy and as a student of Divinity he had 
been under the tutelage of the Reverend Mr. Strachan. 
was tin- life-long friend and admirer of that eminent 
divine, was one of his most valuable and trusted assis­
tants in his great work of building up the church in 
1'nper Canada, was elected his Episcopal Coadjutor in 
18.ifi. when years and toil had robbed the aged Rishop 
of his strength and energy, and on his death in the fol­
lowing year succeeded him in the Rishopric. “The 
Church" newspaper was instituted in May, 1837, in the 
interests of the Church of England, and for many years 
Mr. Rethune was its editor, and as such he was the 
stout and able, though temperate and courteous, cham­
pion for his church in the politicio-religious controversy 
which in the later 30’s and in the 40’s raged around 
the great question of the Clergy Reserves. In Novem­
ber. 1841, Mr. Rethune was appointed Professor of 
Theology in the Diocese of Toronto, and from that

tilin' till the establishing of Trinity College, eleven 
years afterward*, lie conducted the Diocesan Theologi­
cal College at Cobourg.”

The Venerable Archdeacon Bethune was elevated 
to the Episcopate in 1866, and was succeeded by the 
Reverend Canon Stennet as Rector. During Canon 
Stennett’s tenure of office for twenty-three years, a new 
chancel was added to the church, the memorial tablet 
in the Chancel recording the fact that this was doin' as 
a memorial to the work of Archdeacon Bethune, the 
present organ was put in, and the Rectory was built. 
The beautiful Teredos in the chancel was given by Arch 
deacon Bethune's family in memory of their father.

A beautiful stained-glass window in the chancel 
testifies to the esteem and affection with which Canon 
Stennett was regarded by tile congregation.

The parish register gives the names of those who 
were curates in the parish, in addition to those men­
tioned before: E. II. Cole, (1. J. Everest, E. C. Bower, 
.1, W. Forster, XV. Reiner, James Roy; and in later days 
the following will be remembered for their ministra­
tions: II. A. Ben-Oliel. A. L. Reed. XV II. Bayley, T. F. 
Kuinmerhayes. Edmund Greaves. II. R. Moekridge, anil 
R. S. Tippet.

After the passing away of Canon Stennett. the Rev­
erend Albert XVarlmrton Spragge. of Newmarket, was 
appointed Rector in 1889. Canon Spragge was Rector 
for twenty-five years, and his people speak of him in 
terms of affection. During his incumbency the 
interior of the church was remodelled, the side gal­
leries were removed, the sepia re pews were replaced 
by oak seats, and new stained-glass memorial windows 
were put in. The church property was enlarged by the 
purchase of the corner lot. and the commodious Sunday 
School building was erected. A mortuary chapel was 
also limit in the cemetery.

To mark the jubilee of the opening of the present 
church, in 190!). a memorial chime of ten bells was plac­
ed in the tower.

The present Rector, the fifth in one hundred years, 
was appointed on February 1st. 1915, coming to Co- 
liourg from St. Luke's church, Peterlmro. Many beau-

tiful memorials haw l>een added to the church rince 
this time. The handsome stained-glass window in the 
Chancel is a memorial to Canon and Mrs. Spraggc. 
erected by their four sons The choir stalls were given 
by the eongregation in memory of their former Rector. 
The oak pulpit with artistic carving and figures was 
given in memory of Gertrude Ellen Osier by her hus­
band. J. E. Boswell, who also gave the reading desks 
in memory of his son, Ernest, who paid the supreme 
sacrifice in the war. Mrs. Roe Buck presented the Bis­
hop's chair in memory of her brother and sister. Mrs. 
(General) Charles Fitxhugh gave the communion rail 
in memory of her sister. Mrs. F. N. Black presented 
the clergy sedilia. These beautiful gifts complete the 
furnishings of the Chancel in quarter-cut oak.

The last memorial to be dedicated was that of the 
handsome font of Caen stone with marble pillars, given 
by Mr. ami Mrs. A. T. Wilgress in memory of their only 
son, George, who gave his life for his country.

The church has many beautiful flags, among them 
the regimental colours of the old 40th Regiment, given 
in 1866. and the regimental colours of the 139th Bat­
talion. of which Lt.-Col. Floyd was commanding officer. 
The service flag with 128 maple leaves given to the 
church by Mrs. Clive Pringle, is a remembrance of the 
number of men from this parish who enlisted in the 
war, twelve of whom have been called upon to pay the 
supreme sacrifice.

As a permanent memorial of the 100th anniversary, 
the Vestry approved of the plan to join the church ami 
the parish house, thus making one building. Plans have 
been drawn up for this, and a large sum of money prom 
ised. It was decided, however, that it would be more 
patriotic to await the conclusion of the war before at­
tempting to carry out the project. Now that the v ar 
is over, how thankful we are to be able to write these 
words, it may surely be our hope that steps will be 
taken to complete the building as a suitable memorial 
of the hundred years of eventful history of St. Peter’s 
church.
