Christ and Wine.
All ceils strive to eloeh themselves under the 

mantle ol Christ and the Bible. The venders 
end drinker# of fermented and manufactured 
wines, afe seeking this protection. A name 
which by them, every day ie blasphemed, ie sum­
moned to their help, when Hie disciples are ral­
lying in His spirit and power for their overthrow. 

The relation of Christ to wine-msking as illus­
trated in bis first miracle, is set forth with novelty 
end truthfulness, in the following extract from • 
sermon delivered on Feet Day in the Tremont 
Temple, by Rev. J. D. Fulton.

It ie claimed that Jesus, by his miracle at 
Cane of Galilee placed himself in nnequlvoesl 

♦ , antagonism to total abstinence, end that be eene- 
*' tinned the use of. this beverage which the Next- 

f * rite rejected, end the friendly enjoyment of inno­
cent festivity.

Review the scene. The naturelnsu ol Christ's 
l life arrests the attention of every one who étudiés 
/ it. He did nothing for «fleet Nathaniel comes 

end believes in Christ. He lives in Gene of Ga­
lilee. There is to be e wedding there. Mayhap 
Nathaniel is to be married. A men of influence 
in hii town, if not an anticipated bridegroom, 
he invitee Christ end bii disciples to mingle with 
them et the feast.

Once at the piece he adjuete himself to cir­
cumstances. Mary endeavors to exhibit him 
and obtains • rebuke.

Chriet'e hour cerne. There wee no wine. Up 
to this time Christ had been ignored by all be- 
aide Mery. An opportunity presents itself by 
which be may reveal himself, serve the ruler of 
the feast end preach a sermon never to be for­
gotten. Of course Christ waits no longer, but 
determines upon bis coarse of conduct.

He order» the servants to fill the water pole 
with water, refusing to use the vessels in which 
wine had been kept lest, probably, the effect of 
the mireele be marred. The servants fill the 
water pots with water up to the brim. Christ 
commands, " Drew out now end bear to the 
governor of the feast." It ie done, end the go­
vernor testing it exclaims, “ Every man ut the 
beginning doth set forth good wine, and when 
men have well drunk then that which ie worse, 
but thou hast kept the good wine until now."

Notice nothing ie said of the contents of the 
water pots, but simply of that portion drawn ont 
end borne to the governor of the feast The 
mireele consisted not in the quantity of wine 
mode, but in the fact that whet the servant* 
poured in as water, name out sine.

The analogy i* perfect. Human effort blessed 
by Cbriet produces omnipotent résulta.

The purpose of the mireele wae accomplished. 
Christ manifested hie glory, revealed hie pre­
sence, end so imprinted the fact on the minds of 
men that the impression wee indelibly fixed. He 
gave while he received end entertained when 
welcomed as a guest.

Neander remarks, Christ employed water, one 
of the commonest supports of life, sa the vehicle 
of higher of power. So it ie the peculiarity of 
the work of Christianity not to destroy whet ie 
natural, but to ennoble or transfigure it, to em 
able it as the organ of divine powers to produce 
effects beyond its original capacities. To ener 
gise the power of water into wine, is indeed in 
every eenee the peculiar office of Christianity, 

The reason» for supposing that only that por­
tion of the water drawn off was changed into 
wine are deserving of consideration.

1. It would be unnecessary to make this quan­
tity of trine. The purpose of Christ is clearly 
discernible. He had been an unnoticed guest at 
the feast. They had invited him and had ignored 
him as though he was unnecessary to their en­
joyment

At last an opportunity occurred when he could 
reveal hie nature. Wine we* wanted. He met 
the want, end in doing eo proved that the source 
ol help was at band. For with Christ there is 
Inline»* of joy.

2, The effect produced would be greeter, if 
only the water drawn off wee changed, then if 
the entire quantity bed been converted into wine.

Behold the scene. The win* 1» borne to the 
1 governor of the feast. Ho teste* it, and natur- 

»hy inquires the cause of keeping the good wine 
until the last. The servants explain. Christ 
hat wrought a miracle. The ruler ef the feast 

- P*®***. The hum of voices is hashed. The 
atmosphere is full of a strange influence. The

guests seek the agitating cause, and learn that 
Christ has changed the water into wine. They 
testa it, It is good wine. They go to the water 
pots. They arc full of water. They draw from 
them. The result is water. The cause ie sought.

The servants tie preachers now. The wonder 
increase#. Tbs bride is startled. The sound of 
revslry it stilled,—nod Christ, instead of sanc­
tioning wine drinking^ or countenancing wild 
hilarity by a single act, changes the our ret,t of 
thought, end sets in motion itreems of influence 
which are yet flawing through the world. He 
does not oppose John’s gospel. He fulfils it and 
illustrates it The omnipotence of Christ ap­
pear* and sheds glory end light upon their per­
ceptions of bis omniicienes, and his disciples 
believed in him.

They had learned a letton which taught them 
to seek enjoyment, not by turning from the wine 
made to the water pots, but by using the gifle of 
Christ and by studying tbs divine results in the 
light of a growing faith.

Hid all the water been changed, the guests 
might have claimed that the servants had de­
ceived them. Now there could be no mistake. 
The wine drawn was wins, but Christ alone could 
reproduce the sums result. How this fact ex­
plains Christianity itself I A men is changed, 
not e community of men. It ie humen effort 
employed in reaching individuals that is blessed. 
Then is this principle running through ell sue- 
OFisful endeavor—tool touches soul, heart comes 
ia contact with heart, end Christ’s blessing 
changes the water of purification into the win* 
of gladness.

In the language of Mary to the servants,
“ Whatsoever he seith unto you, do it,” is em­
bodied the three great facts in conversion. To 
hear what Christ aaith, to bslisve it, and to do 
it. The disciples sew that tbs servants heard, 
believed, end did | and the result was, water be­
came wine.

That fact, in various forms, is the soul of 
Christian endeavor, and that result is the glory 
of the Church.—Zion's Ha old

Purity of Intention.
We should never rise from our knees in the 

morning until in our secret prayers we have 
earnestly asked God to keep through the day our 
intention pure. If our mieersble self-seeking, 
our vanity, our low aims are to be corrected or 
cut out, It must be under the direct teaching 
sod tiding of God the Holy Ghost j end that 
teaching end aid will be given ut if we thus 
earnestly seek it. Thus shall we be beforehand 
with the enemy when he comes with his foul 
breath of temptation to whisper bit poisonous 
suggestions in our ears. He will find ut pre­
occupied by the thought of God, to whose direct 
glory wè have solemnly devoted all the day. 
But then beyond this, through the day we muet 
often, even in the midst of our busiest occupa­
tions, renew this offering of all we do or design 
to HU glory. As much as possible we should 
pause before we begin any new occupation, and 
in secret prayer, shot up like en arrow to Him, 
pray Him to purify our intention in beginning 
it, and to accept what we offer.

We must live more and more in aecret inter-, 
course and direct communion with Him ; we 
must often retire, at least in thought and aspira­
tion, from business, pleasure, nay, even from 
outward service itself, into the «acred ehrine of 
HU pretence ; in that presence the most subtle 
delusions of the tempter stand exposed to our 
gixe. We see the emptiness of all the reward» 
of thU world and its prince ; his enchantments 
fade ewey ; the bewitching countenance of seem­
ing beauty turns undei the light of that eye into 
the hollowness end corruption ol the grave | we 
see the worm in its loathsomeness where all 
looked but now enticing ; and we hear the soft 
sounds of flattery turn into the malignant ex­
ecrations of the pit—Bishop of Oxford.

The Victorious Rider.
The factories of Christ are legitimate. In 

the history of the world, military successes have 
often been hideoue wrongs. Fired with the 
hist of dominion, the demigods of battle have 
invaded realms to which they bed no claim, and 
have extended their power only by the lew of 
the atrongeat. But the moral conquests of Jesus 
are based on absolute end unimpeachable right. 
“ A crown we* given unto him," es e sign that 
he wee entitled to reign, and ei a sign things 
had been committed to hie hands. ThU crown 
U not to be regarded aa a symbol of the sove­
reignity whiob belong» to him as divine i for 
that, being original and underived, U incapable 
of increase. It U bU authority as Mediator 
which U here indicated. In the sacrifice which 
he offered on Calvary, be laid the foundation of 
that spiritual empire over which be now pre­
side», and which U to continue through all time. 
Revelation accordingly assures us that, in com­
pensation of hU sufferings, he baa been invest­
ed with the government of all beings end of all 
worlds. He himself declared, after bU resur­
rection : “ All power U given unto me in hea­
ven and in earth." And Su Paul, speaking of 
hie humiliation and of its reeultant glory, saye : 
■< Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, 
end given him a name ; that at the name of 
Jesus every knee shell bow, of things in hea­
ven, end thing» in earth, end things under the 
earth.”

Hit ascension to the right hand of the Father 
waa the hour of bii coronation—of bU public 
entrance upon the Lordship of the universe.— 
Hence, in the sublime vUion of Isaiah, the 
angels that throng heaven’s battlements are re­
presented as beholding him on bU return from 
the field of hie conflict, and inquiring, with 
mingled wonder and adoration : “ Who ie this 
that cometh from Edom, with dyed garment! 
from BcxrahF—tbit that is glorious in bit 
apparel, travelling in the greatness of hU 
strength ?" And the voice of triumphant Im­
manuel U beard in answer : ” I, that apeak in 
righteousness, mighty to save.” Again, in the 
seme scene, the epiriti that keep guard without 
the golden portals of the Eternal City are de. 
scribed *■ saying : “ Lift up your beads, O ye
gate*, end be ye lifted up, ye everlasting doors, 
and the King of Glory shall come in.” The 
hosts within inquire : ” Who is this King 
of Glory P" And they without reply : “ The 
Lord, strong end mighty j the Lord, mighty in

__he is the King of Glory." The Being
at why* approach all the tanks of celestial in­
telligencer were thus moved and transported

waa the conquering Meseiah, coming to take 
possession of his empire. It was Christ triumph­
ing over principalities and powers, and making 
a show of them openly. It was Cbriet, " bear­
ing the soars of honor in hie fieeh, and the joy 
of victory in hie eyee." It was Christ—his ves­
ture dipped in blood—the keys of Death end 
Hell et hie girdle—ascending with these memo­
rial* ef hie sacrifice, to claim, by the worth of 
thet sserifioe, hie appointed supremacy in the 
kingdom of grace. The claim wee admitted.— 
He wae crowned—enthroned. And now he ie 
" exalted far above all principality and p -wer 
and might and dominion, and every name thet 
ia named, not only in thie world, but aim in 
that which ia to come ; and hath put all thingi 
under hie feet ; end it made Head over all 
thingi to his church, the fulness of Him ell in 
all." Jesus ie thus anointed King over the 
resimi <'f Providence and of Redemption.— 
The t :e world belongs to bis domsin. He 
purchased*it, he owns it, he governs it ; and he 
has, therefore, an unquestionable right to con­
quer beck from the clutch of the Usurper every 
inch of its itill alienated territory.—Dr. lie's 
Bible Pictures.

Perhaps the 
most importent duties of the human being ere 
those of the first ten years of existence on earth.

It always has reference to the present, not to 
the future. It cannot travel backward. If neg­
lected in the past, it ccnnot be performed, for thet 
period now, or et any future time. It not only 
refers to the present, now, but euoh will elweye 
be the case, yei to all eternity. It will not ad­
mit of proxy. No individual can do more then 
his own duty. But every one may do a greet 
deal less. There ii no compulsion in the mat­
ter. Duty is elweye »t home. It doe» not go 
gadding abroad. Yet it often leads men end 
women ewey from borne. It goes eeeking the 
poor end the erring, yet feels at home in such 
journeys. It bee an eye on the footsteps of Je­
sus, and endeavors to walk as he walked.

It is the life of the church. She exists by il» 
individual manifestation. It is of mote impor­
tance then profession or resoles, yet these are 
useful, though too often they vainly endeavor to 
supply its place. It oils ths hinges oi our salva­
tion, snd furnishes the chief criterion ol charac­
ter. In feet there is no salvation on earth or in 
heaven without it. I speak in reference to adult e

A men is whet be ought to be, or otherwiee| 
just in proportion »e be attends to the claims of 
duty. If every one would perform hie duty God- 
ward end manwsrd, whet x blessed state of so­
ciety Should we have on earth. Man, universal 
man, .is constantly coming short of duty. Hie 
vary character as a sinner indicates this. Bless­
ed be God that pardon may be obtained. But 
must we be always doing wrong ? Yes, unless 
there is grace to help in time of need. But there 
h grace to help, end we may have it, end have 
it always. Thus shall wa be enabled to " do the 
will of God on earth ee angels do in heaven."

Under the economy of grace, no more is re­
quired then we ere able to do, as assisted, direct­
ed and saved by the Spirit of God.

Fsith hat more of duty than pro­
mise in it.

The gos­
pel hat it* commands at well ai the Uwi men are 
to be judged, Paul says by the gospel. Christ 
■aid to the unbelieving Jew, “ The word thet I 
have spoken, the seme shell judge him in the 
last day.”

We shall never be above duty, as long as we 
are under the governmeat of God j and aa that 
will be eternal, we tball have duties to perform 
throughout the entire found of existence.

are penetrated with amaarmtnl. " Why. they 
excleim, “ his teaching is actually superior to 
that of Confucius. We bad nb conception 
Chrietianlty wae each a religion aa thie, but be- 
listed it to be a superstition only fit for tbs 
common people and shopkeepers, like Buddhism, 
Why do the people who come here not live like 
Christiana ? Is It because they are ignorant 
merchant» who only understand superstition ?" 
“ No," we are compelled to reply ; •• they are 
all the earns at home." *• Then," they tey 
astonished, “ why do not your learned men 
follow purely the teaching of Christ at our 
learned men follow purely the teaching oi Con­
fucius f” Such are the questions with which 
the intelligent Jipaneie Confuclan pliai the 
Western Christian, and it is long before ha is 
enabled so completely io overcome the preju­
dice which tke practice of Christians excites in 
hie mind, as thoroughly to realise that it has 
scarcely any relation whatever to the lublime 
precepts of the divine Founder of the religion 
b* professer. For the Japanese ie a man who 
doe» not know what compromiie means, and it 
is t° him astonishing that a man should sty he 
briievee one thing, and practice in his daily life 
aa other. In a word, be is ctpabls of a sublime 
appreciation of Christianity, if it were for not an 
inveterate horror which he entertains of con­
tact with the Christian, it ie, doubtless, owing 
to the purely ethical character of hie own reli­
gion, that the educated Japanese haa no reli­
gious bigotry as applied to dogma. It ie melan- 
«holy to reflect that the quarrel* of rival mis­
sionaries and the lives of those who are Chris­
tians only in name, may render it impossible 
for a people who only judge of a religion» tye- 
tem by it» results, to accept Christianity.

Camp.
The battle of Arbela was th* eloquence of 

daring on tha part of ths young Macedonian 
king; tbst of Thsrmopylse was ths sioqusnes of 
patriotism on the part of Leonidas and hit 
Helot*. The battle of Auaterliti waa the elo­
quence of bravery on ths part of th* young 
Corsican.

•cane attar th* battle of the Wilderness com 
blned til these elements, snd edded tbs elo­
quence of silence.

Th* well-known result of tbst fierce conflict 
was adverse to the army of the United States. 
General La* had flnng one wing of hi* army 
between our force* and the baas of their sup- 
pile*, wbieh would require another battle to re­
gain them. Each division and corps com­
mander knew this sad condition of affairs.— 
They were all summoned to * council of war, to 
be held at the headquarter» at one o’clock at 
night They were the eaddeet steps ever taken 
by that band of devoted hearts. Fifteen thousand 
brave soldiers, deed, or dying, or wounded, 
were lying on the field herd by.

One after another entered, snd after making 
a noiseless salute silently took their tests.— 
Generals Schofield, Mesde, Burnside, Sickles, 
Howard,* and others, I believe, were there.— 
Not a word was spoken. A full half hour thus 
passed by. Their emotions were too deep for 
utterance. Hopes of millions bung on tbs 
decision of thst council.

At lenghth General Grant asked seek one in 
succession if they hsd in y sdvioe to proffer.— 
Etch one answered with s sad monosyllable, 
“ No I" ,

The commander then wrote s few lines snd 
handed the slip to General Meade, and he ra­
llied. This waa repeated until all were gone, 
and the general was left alone. One of the 
staff of a division commander, who waa tick, 
waa the laet to retire, and ha ia our authority 
for tha above.

All war* ignorant of each other’s order.—

He hastened to begin retracing hi* coarse, sod 
saolseeed to an artillery effieer of the Con fede­
rate army that the doom of their ciuse|wu 
seeled.—Prtsbytenan.

Extraordinary Power of Endur­
ance-

Irils t moat extraordinary «tory ol th* power ol 
endurance of » Mr. J. D. Gardner, of San Fr«n- 
citco. With » companion he was riding in Ai­
med» County in t carriage drawn by two horaea, 
and st nine o’clock in thn evening they were pre­
cipitated down a ravine more then twenty feet 
in depth. Mr. Gardner'» left thigh wae broken 
•t the upper third, and the carriage wae reeling 
upon him i hi» companion lay insensible by hi* 
aide. He aucceeded in lifting the wheel and die- 
engaging himself. They were in a lonely spot, 
snd no one came to their relief. The injured 
men lay ell night, all the next day and the next 
night, exposed to s broiling sun by day and the 
glare of a full moon at night. On the second
d*>- , „ rf ■

“ Losing ell hope of relief without e desperate 
effort he climbed the aide of the ravine opposite 
to thet on which he had fallen, and which wae 
!*•• precipitoua. ThU be accomplished on hie 
beck, lifting hie body with hie hand and elbow* 
and pushing it onward by meant of the heel of 
the sound limb, dragging the broken one along 
after the body. Having climbed the hank, he 
saw th* reof of a house nearly a mils distant, and 
set off for it ih the earns tardy snd painful mode 
of locomotion. All that day ond night, aud the 
following dey and night, were thus «pent. 
a “ On Sunday morning he came to a fence, 
wbieh be found built of poata planted in the 
ground close together, with a horizontal string 
piece neat the top to which poets were nailed. 
ThU wsa aeemingly an insuperable obstacle to 
his further progress, and abandoning}*!! hope, he 
resigned himself to death. But the sight of a 
•mail squash through the fence inspired him to 
renewed effort, and recollecting thst ha-had past, 
•d a loose fetice-rail a abort distance back, he 
returned to it and managed to drsg it to the 
fence, snd with it to pry off the siting piece from 
toms of the posts. Then reaching backwards 
ovtv hit head, still lying on hia back, he seized 
one of the posts, and after much labor loosened 
it from the earth and lifted it out, eo aa to leave 
an opening through which he dragged himself 
into the garden. ^

” He was now within a hundred yards of th# 
bouse, but hit voice vu too faint to be heerd at 
that distance. The iqoaeh wee, however, aceei. 
sible, and when he hed brought it almost with­
in hie grasp, he was observed by some persons 
who chanced to be walking through the garden, 
and who came to hia relief.

“ It was now noon, on Sunday. Sines noon 
of Wednesday, « tpto* of four days, he had not 
•wallowed a morsel of food or drink j and fifty- 
four hours of that time ht had spent in dragging 
himeeif sa described, from the ravine to the gar. 
dsn, a distance of nearly a mile. Ht thinks he 
did not sleep a moment, from ths accident until 
after the rescue ; but in this he was doubtless 
mistaken. The ground over which he travelled 
was rough, end in placet stony. Tbs foot of the 
broken limb often became wedged in the atones, 
when he was compelled to «top and turn in va­
rions direction» before getting it extricated.

When be wee rescued, hu first want wee a 
drink of water, and whan thia waa brought, he rt- 
•tricted himeeif with great self-control to two 
gluts*. At tie asms time, however, he aent 
relief to hia comrade, who was found still alive, 
but tsnulsu, end who died tke following night. 
Gardner refused to teats of brandy which waa 
offered him, and he partook of food sparingly, 
exercising in every respect a judgment which a 
professional adviser could not have improved 
on.

" Being carried to tbs ferm-bouse, he wti 
placed under surgical care. Not e single -un- 
plssasnt symptom supervened to interfere with 
the curative process. He took no stimulating 
liquors in any form. In uvsn weeks he was wall 
enough to return to the oily, and drive the ve­
hicle which carried him. H ia health hee been 
uniformly perfect, snd he beers no trace of the 
injury except some lameness from shortening of 
the limb.

” Mr. Gardner is of medium atsture end spars 
figure, with full bony development, snd s gener­
al app#stance of «lardy snd rugged constitution. 
He is unmarried. At the time of the injury he 
was 28 years of age. Hie habits have always 
been regular snd excellent, except in regard to 
tobacco, in which he hu indulged pretty freely 
from hit boyhood. On the night of his fall 
about two o'clock, he recollected having s cigar 
in his pocket, and he now dwells with enthusiasm 
on the pleasure he anjoyed whilst lying on hia 
back in the moonlight and puffing that solitary 
cigar. He hsd also a package of tobacco in bia 
pocket, but fearing that he might get to hungry 
as to ewailow it and injure > imeeif, he threw il 
sway beyond hie reach. During hie confinement 
to bed, he smoked drily more or lees, and he re­
fers with some feeling to the comfort derived 
from thie source."

JOSEPH SHAW, OF OASPE.

The subject of the following memoir was burn 
March 14lh, 1802, in the Proviace of Nova Sco­
tia, though bit parants resided during bis early 
years in New Brunswick. HU father was large­
ly engaged in the lumbering business on the 
Mayaquadsveck River which discharges its wa­
ter» into the Paasmsquoddy Bay. The subject 
ol our sketch was sent when a boy about 14 
years of age to Nova Scotia to school, where he 
became acquainted with a little flaxen-haired 
girl about bii own age, who became some six 
year* after, tha partner of bU subsequent life. 
She was the third daughter of the late James 
Thorns, Eiq., of Granville. She still survives 
him. Few unions have been happier. They 
were about the same age ; students of the earns 
•cbool ; converted in th* aame revival ; united 
with the tame church ; and have continued to 
walk together to the house of God up to the time 
of hie last illness. Some two years after hit mar­
riage he engaged in merchandizing in New Cale­
donia, on th# opposite ride of the river from 
Annapolis, where he continued to reside fer over 
30 yean. About 14 years ago he came to 
Qatpe, Canada Eut, for the purpose of engog-

earr r



«ring business, of which ha bid 
some previous knowledge obtained from hie fa­
ther in early life. During the first two yearrof i self, 
business here, he left hie family in Neva Beetle, adtl 
coming on in the spring and returning In the fall, 
but this did not suit hie home-toting nature, so 
he brought his femily with him.

He and his companion were ooeverted to Cod 
in the winter of 1832, during an extensive reti. 
val that took place under the labours of the 
Rets. Pickles, McNutt, and Banister. Hie pa­
rents being members of the Baptist Church, he 
was not baptized till after his conversion. He 
and his fifth child were baptized together.

During the summer of 1853 he went home to 
England ; he visited likewise Scotland and Ire­
land. On hie arrival in Liverpool he bought a 
beautiful copy of the Bible for each of his eleven 
children, and had their names printed in them, 
and in each the following inscription, “ I pretent 
to each of my children a copy of this pre­
cious book, in commemoration of the goodness 
of God to me on this my first visit to England.
May his word ^well richly in the heart of my 
dear child, is the prayer of your ever loving to- 
tber." Joseph Shaw.

Liverpool, Sept. 30, 1853.
He possessed a very fine clear mind, and it 

was well stored with general knowledge. He 
was particularly well versed in the history and 
literature <ft his own chorch. And he was a 
daily Bible student. Dr. Clarke's Commentary, 
and Jay's Morning and Evening Exercises were 
bis constant companions in the family devotions 
and in the closet ; and he almost invariably su ng 
a few verses of a hymn in connexion with hie 
family worship. He was an enthusiastic lover 
of music, and could repeat hundreds of lines of 
sacred poetry. These things added to his hum­
ble piety, rendered him a very efficient, and 
useful class-leader, and Sabbath-school superin 
tendent, both of which offices he held for many 
years, and likewise the office of circuit steward.

He was a munificenttsupporter of the gospel 
He always gave as the I/ord prospered him, and 
he gave with a cheerful heart, thanking God for 
the privilege.

He believed in denominationalism, but he had 
no sympathy with bigotry. The Christian min' 
ister in good standing in his communion, no mat­
ter what his denomination or name, ever found 
a welcome and a home beneath his roof. He 
never forgot the injunction given to Paul and> 
Barnabas when they were going oil to preach 
to the Gentiles, “ That they should remember 
the poor," this, like them, he was always “ for. 
ward to do," and the tears of the poor as they 
gazed upon his lifeless remains, was a monument 
worth living for. When the great temperance 
movement commenced he was^one of the first to 
identify himself with it, and was its zealous ad 
vocate to the close of life.

We must not forget to mention another very 
distinguishing trait in his character, namely, bis 
unwearied devotion to his family, and solicitude 
for their happiness. All who knew him inti, 
mately would regard any biography of him de 
fective without the mention of this. One man, 
said to the writer, “Well, I think he did his 
duty to his family.”

Another said, " He was an kind a husl 
and father as I ever knew." In fset he 
ed in its largest degree, ae all will testify 
rit of amiability : he was affsble, socptl, and 
friendly to all, the poor as well ae/the rich, 
And we all feel that by his death a sKsdow baa 
fallen upon a bright sunny spot in ,our midst 

It was his custom to tske hie children while 
very young, frequently with him in the secret 
closet, and there pray lor them and wita many 
tears dedicate them to the Lord. One of them 
related to the writer the following circumstance.
She said : “ One afternoon P* came in the 
room where my eldest sister and I were at work 
and commenced slowly walking the floor, main 
taining for a long time perfect silence. We saw 
from bis anxious countenance that there was 
something deeply affecting and worrying hie 
mind. He finally said, calling us both byname,
1 you are old enough to commence praying in 
our prayer meetings, and you must pray in our 
next mseting.' ” She said, “ our only answer 
wse a flood of tear». He said no more, bat 
turned and left the room, leaving us to our own 
thoughts. At the next prsyer meeting he called 
on us to pray. We hesitated for some time, and 
our hearts were almost overwhelmed with «no 
tion, but he said, • you must pray !' We 
thought the cross almost too heavy for us to 
bear ; but then we thought it our duty to try to 
do what Pa told us, believiig that be knew 
beat."

It was his lot to be a long time ill—some four 
months—and to suffer a great deal ; but he bore 
his sufferings with the most perfect resignation 
to the Divine will.

He used often to repeat in the midst of ex­
treme suffering the stanzas, •* O what are all our 
sufferings here ?” and " Jesus lover of my soul."

I said to him about fifteen minutes before the 
close, “ It is good to feel that we sre on the 
rock, when the waves sre beating around u’.*’
He replied, “ O yes ! O yes ! I am on the Rock, 
the Rock of ages and be added with a good 
deal of difficulty, “ Glory be to the Fatker, and 
to the Son, and to the Holy Ghost—’’ Here 
his voice failed, and be whispered, “ please fioieh 
it,” and I repeated, “ Ae it was in the beginning 
is now, and ever shall be : world without end," 
when he added, “ Amen.”

Hie companion, two sons, and seven daugh­
ters, the writer, and one or two other Christian 
friends, ministered to him during his last three 
hours, and O my poor heart said, touching in

MR. JOSIAIt ItRINSTOXE, SOUND ISLAND, N. F.

Sound Island is a fishing islet in the, Placen­
tia Bay. The families who reside there are not 
as many as may be found in one short street in 
Halifax, and at some seasons in the winter there 
are scarcely as many people there as make their 
home in some of the large houses in this city 
This small community has, lor upwards of fifteen 
years, been favoured with the services on week 
days and on Sabbaths of Mr. Charles Downs, as 
school teacher and evangelist. He is most effi­
ciently aided by Mrs. Downs. This interesting 
couple spent their early days in London. What 
a contrast between the British metropolis of 
three millions of people, and Sound Island with 
perhaps thirty families 1 But Mr. and Mrs. 
Downs have enjoyed good health : have the 
esteem and confidence of the people, and have 
been pre-eminently useful. Many have by their 
means been brought to the knowledge of salva­
tion by the remission of sins, and have in death 
witnessed a good confession. One of the latest 
deaths on Sound Island is that of Mr. Josiah 
Brinstone, aged 31 years. He had been ill for 
some months, but being in the prime of man. 
hood it was londly hoped that he might recover- 
The great Lord of life has seen good otherwise 
to dispose of his servant. As the outward man 
of Mr. Brinstone declined, his inward man was 
renewed day by day. Having near him always, 
and only, those who also had received the grace of 
God, he was under no restraint of speech. Olten 
did he give utterance to the sweetest and most 
welcome words expressive ol his faith in Christ, 
and his hope toward God. For him the world 
had not many attractions, the wife of his youth 
and an only daughter were the chief, and death 
had no terrors.

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MBS. M. RITCHIE, HALIFAX.

—The past three years has been marked by the 
decease of a considerable number of aged mem­
bers of our chureh in Halifax, both male and 
female. These have died ae they lived, in peece 
with God, through Christ, and charity with men.

The Methodist Class-Meeting.
The class-meeting is an institution distinctive­

ly and essentially Methodistic. In some other 
churches, meetings for Christian (eliowehip, of a 
somewhat similar character, are known ; but are 
held lees frequently, with lees regularity and art 
not regarded ae a condition of church member­
ship. We esn easily understand why some 
timid, though sincere, Christiana, leel a shrink­
ing from a personal avowal of their religious 
experience. But we cannot see how any spiri­
tual mind can regard with distaste the frequent 
opportunity of listoniog to the testimonies to be 
given by God’s people of Hie dealings of grace 
with their souls. If in the primitive oburch the 
disciples " continued in the epoellee' doctrine 
and in fellowship "—if even in times interior to 
Christianity, the people ol the Lord “ spake often 
one to enolher," and with most marked tokens 
of the divine approval and blessing, we msy 
surely believe that such exercises will not now 
be ettended with lees interest or advantage. In 
fact the hindrances to holy living in this sinful 
world would eo greatly abound, that every soul 
striving for the kingdom of God, should gladly 
avail himself of the help afforded by fellowship 
with those who ere influenced by the same prin­
ciples, and aiming to secure the same glorious 
end. We hope the day may never come when 
Méthodiste will cease to love the weekly oppor­
tunity of declaring to thoee who fear God what 
the Lord hath done toe their souls.

Whatever 
else may have bee* tocidentaBy connected with 
it—w* as colnatet frotosts members for the 
support ol the ministry, for the relief of the 
poor, or for missions—all these have been inci­
dental The main design of the class, spiritual 
edification, has remained unchanged. No mat­
ter what vicissitudes and trials the Church may- 
have gone through ; no matter what transforma­
tions have been made in her eecleeiaeticai polity, 
this one function and condition ol her spiritual 
life and growth has continued the same to char­
acter and design. And if the Methodist Church 
has attained to any eminence among her ester 
churches, in holy consecration to God, and in 
Christian activity, she is largely indebted for 
such pre-eminence to her class organisation and 
nurture.

Tbeee, it is true, are general statements— 
broad declarations. But their truth, I think, 
will be apparent to every one who is well ac­
quainted with the inside workings of Methodism. 
To others, and indeed to all, a more thorough 
discussion of the question may be of practical 
utility. And it ia all the more needed from the' 
fact that some, even among ourselves, are begin­
ning to question the continued utility of the’class 
meeting. These persons, it is true, are hot those 
who are most alive to God, or most deeply con­
cerned for the spiritual life of the Church ; but 
even upon their minds, a careftif consideration of 
the practical working and fruitful results of class- 
meeting may not be withhut its effect. At all 
events it will not be without profit to our own 
minds and hearts to/oarefu!ly weigh the charac­
ter and claims oi an institution, in the midst of 
which we have received much of our spiritual 
nurture amr strength. Even if it were possible 
that we efirselves, had passed beyond the needs 
of Its gracious helping, yet we may learn how in­
dispensable it is to others, and of how mnch util- 

Chnrch of God.
1. And first, I view the class as a means of spiri­

tual nurture. What is the class meeting in its spi­
ritual significance ? It is to set apart an hour in 
each week for religious self-examination and for 
religions social intercourse. Here the Christian 
lays aside the world and ils cares; he communes 
with himself, soberly and earnestly endeavoring 
to ascertain his true spiritual state. He is in the 
midst of those who feel like himself, and have 
come together for the same religious purposes as 
himself. The trifling and the godless are exclu­
ded from that sacred circle. He can speak free 
ly of his hopes and his (ears, of his trials snd his 
joys ; ipr he is in the midst of brethren who sym­
pathisé with him in all the lines ol his personal 
experience. In our individual life docs a great 
sorrow fall upon us, or a great joy brighten 
our path, how we hasten lo dear and tried friends 
to seek their sympathy, or to make them parta­
kers of our happiness ! It seems to lighten 
our sorrow, or to brighten onr joy. Thus the 
saints of God ** edify one another.” Here in 
the class, the very narration of trials and dis­
couragements has often broken up the ice, and 
the toul has floated off calmly, joyfully, on a 
sea of glory.

Here, too, the counsels, admonitions, or ex­
hortations of the faithful leader, and the prayers 
of sympathizing classmates, have been a well- 
spring of joy to many a fainting sool. Weak 
purposes have become strong; wavering minds 
have become stable ; buffeted and baffled Chris­
tians have become victorious “ by the blood of 
the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony 
a faith, once feeble and halting has risen up to 
move mountains and he that once had need 
of some one to lead him forward has become a 
standard bearer in Zion.

The true spirit ol the clasi is well expressed 
by the unrivalled poet of Methodism :

" Help us to help each other, Lord,
Each other's cross to bear ;

Let each his friendly aid afford,
And feel hia brother’» care.

Help us to build each other up ;
Our little stock improve;

Increase our faith, confirm our hope,
And perfect us in love."

2. Again, for the training and preservation of 
young converti, the class mseting is ot inealculi- 
ble advantage to the church. Very many of the 
aeceesic a to the Methodist Church come by 
conversion from the world j just es they did to 
the apostles’ day ; just ae they did in the dsye 
of Wesley and < f Whitfield ; snd just ae they 
will continue to do so long ss she continues to 
be a living Chureh. Many of these conversions 
involve transformations of ebarseter ae sudden 
as they are wonderful. A new life and a new 
character are begun, as it were, in a moment.

In our revivals thousands upon thousands are 
annually converted and gathered into the Chureh, 
who have been poorly, if at all, instructed in the 
duties of the Chrietisn life. Their chareetere 
are weak and vacillating ; their habita are un­
trained to the eelf-denials and purity of religion ; 
they ere the creatures of impulse and feeling ; 
their views of the doctrine» of Christ are it beet 
vague and indistinct ; end, to make the caee 
•till more difficult, they are wholly ignorant of 
the temptations and conflicts of the Christian 
life. Bcaroely does the young child in the family 
need more tender cere end nureing then the 
young convert in the church. Publie worship 
in the eongregetion can not meet all their spiri­
tual wants. The best sermons will fsil to meet 
ell (He various pbeaes—the lights and shadows 
cf their experience ; their temptetione, their 
doubts, trials and discouragements. Bnt pot 
them in the olees with Christian men end women 
of tried experience, and with e leader full of 
•ympethy -for them end quick to diecerl their 
spiritual need» ; apt in adapting hie inetrnetione 
to their earn, and above all, full of solicitude for 
them 6i one who must give sn account to God 
—secure to the young convert all thie, and you 
have provided for him one of the most blessed 
helps in religion. It is the neereet like that 
which wee symbolized by the Siviour when 
He took the little ones in his arms and said, 
“ Of such is the kingdom of heaven."

Brethren, I feat that some of you will say 
that 1 have described » poor class of eonverte ; a 
class that don’t promise much strength or res­
pectability or nfluence to the Chureh ! My 
brethren, to thie very oiase th# Gospel of Christ 
comes with a special and glorious misai on. For 
just such conversions, and tbs salvation of just 
such converts the apostles, imid perils, petescu 
tiens and deaths, preached and wept, end pray­
ed ! Over lb* repenting of just such sinners, 
there is note, as there always has been, joy among 
the angels of Qod. By the conversion of this 
very class, Methodism has won some of her 
grandest achievements for the cause of Christ.

...------\t—»—. As theto town on board the steamer Neptune. 
boat reached the Market wharf, Mr. Ritchie 
was precipitated into the water, and before 
sufficient help could be afforded him, he per­
ished. No satisfactory account has been given 
of the immediate occasion of the accident. The 
deceased was a cautious person, and not likely 
to run heedlessly into danger. It has been sup­
posed that he was on the rail ol the boat, and 
that by the concussion as the boat struck the 
wharf, he was thrown overboard. Others say 
that a scuffle took place, and that Mr. Ritchie, 
desirous of getting out of the way, hsstened 
to land and missed his looting. The occur­
rence seems enshrouded in mystery ; 
the Providence by which a useful citizen has 
been removed, while so many worthless lives 
are spared. Yet we know that not even 
sparrow falleth to the ground without the know- 
ledge ot onr Father in Heaven.

We cannot forbear remarking, that if public 
festive gatherings must be held, greater pre­
caution should be taken to guard against acci­
dent.

Mr. Ritchie has left a sorrowing widow and 
ninè children to mourn over a distressing be­
reavement. We trust that He who is “ the God 
of the fatherless and a Judge of the widow in 
His holy habitation," will succour and bless this 
strely afflicted family. The very large and 
respectable attendance at he funeral obsequies 
on Saturday, testified as to the great respect in 
which Mr. Ritchie was held by his fellow- 
citizens.

Though, like ourselves, engaged in the busi­
ness of journalism, the line of his duty was so 
different from ours as to be, in a manner, a dis­
tinct vocation, 
ly, from any 
politician. But it is pleasing to observe that 
contemporaries, without exception, award to our 
deceased friend, a character for truthfulness 
and fairness,and a manifest desire in everything 
to do and say whatever was right and just, 
irrespective of consequences.

Mr. Ritchie was a cative of this city, a nephew 
of the late -excellent George Ritchie, so long 
known end so highly esteemed in Methodist 
circles. The deceased, from his early life, has 
been held in estimation for his uprightness, 
sobriety, industry, amiability, and benevolence, 
He was an early iriend of the Temperance 
cause, and to the day of hit death strictly ad­
hered to the Total Abstinence pledge. He was 
a person of energetic habits, and was always 
ready to lend his aid wherever he could be use­
ful For a considerable time he was a teacher 
in one of our Sabbath Schools. He was regular 
in his attendance at the house of God, listened 
with interest to the Gospel message, and rever­
enced holy things. To a disposition naturally 
genial, friendly, and obliging, was, in his case, 
superadded the stronger element of sterling 
moral principle. It was to be expected 
therefore that such a man would be a good 
husband, a kind father, and a true friend.

CHANGE ISLANDS.
Metbodiem here ie an older ties than that of 

Togo. The early reed was eown by the minis­
tère that successively occupied the Teillingate 
Circuit, including Mr. Brewster and others.— 
Now those Islande buaet of a new chapel end 
en interesting congregation ; a eongregetion 
whore Methodism approaches nearer to the 
John Wesley type then that of some other parts 
of the mission. Change Islands are separated 
from Fogo Island by a sheet of water about four 
miles broad. The people are visited by the mis 
lionary every third or fourth Sabbath. Lately 
a school hai been opened in charge of a Wes- 
leyao teacher ; and if permitted to continue 
much good will be accomplished, lo keep the 
school-master abroad in such localities ia a very 
desirable thing. With the growth of intelli­
gence, there ie reason to hope that the lesson» 
of apilituel instruction given from the pulpit 
time after time, will have additional importance 
in the estimation of the masses, Education may 
be lernitd the hand-maid of religion. Chris­
tianity has louglt some of bet berdest batiks 
with ignorance. O intelligence I thou art 
principle potent for good or evil ; bnt when thou 
art guided by the gentle tend of religion, thou 
art capahk of bringing homage to Chriat, and 
of “laying trophies at hia feel. May thy oourre 
«till be onward ; and may thy golden light pietee 
the darkness of every benighted mind.

The Angel and the Demon
In an English translation of a French book 

entitled, “ The Clergy and the Pulpit in their 
Relation* to the People" we find the following 
illustrations of the power of the true Christian 
spirit to subdue the hardened and sinful.

Sectarianism.
Our divisions deprive the world of the benefit 

ot a united testimony of the whole Church 
God under heaven in behalf of Christian truth.

There is indeed such e testimony of the Church 
in all ages, which wise, and candid, and thought­
ful men can and will discern. After all that can 
be truly seid of the dissensions of the Christian 
Church, the troth still remains, that there has 
been, through all Christian ages, a unity in esaen 
liai faith, tor which no parallel can be found in 
mil the history of human opinion. The reality 
of that unity I joyfully acknowledge and ex- 
ultauily claim ; and it ia the fault and the folly 
of the men of the world tbst they do not so* 
end feel its power.

But tbs present distracted condition of Chris­
tendom, in s grant degree, deprives the world of 
the benefit of this great fact. ' To diecern it re­
quire» more patient thought, more study, and 
■ore candor, than most worldly men will bestow 
on the «object. The impression of thie great 
fact on the world ie fatally impaired by existing 
divisions In two ways.

Firet: The cleat singleness of vision of the 
Church itself ie greatly injured. Every teacher 
baa i otieed that it is well-nigh impossible for 
•n, amount of diligence on hie part to save the 
school-boy from faffing into erroneous pronun­
ciation in repeating hie Latin paradigm. He 
oonstenti, tends to place the accent, not where 
it belongs, on a syllable which is the seme In ell 
the forms, but where it does not beloag, on . 
syllabi# whieh marks the differences which die- 
tinguleh the forms from each other ; he somme 
dUbienoee ; be psisee lightly over agreement.. 
It ie just eo in religion» denominetione j the 
tondeney Is to throw thoee great common doe- 
trine. to whieh we are sgreed, and whieh col, 
pom the essence of th# Qoepel, into the eh.de, 
and to bring out into disgusting prominence 
thoee peculiarities of our several denominations 
which are, pwhaps, of scarcely ,Dy importance 
•t eU. There ie reaaoo to fear that this neglect 
of eeeentiala shout which ell Christian. 
•gro#d, and this undue exaltation of non essen­
tial. about whieh they di&r, i. „dly oorrupting 
■sny ehurehes end many individual Christian.

The Law and Manners of the 
Road.

All of us have ideee more or less correct In 
regard to the law which regulates our use of the 
highways ; and, at any rate, good sense and 
good nature are usually very safe guides, 
few words on the subject, however, may not 
amiss.

It is commonly said that every one has a right 
to half the road. Toil is practically true, and 

r°r “j* cornea about in this wise -—You and I meet 
in ^ffipon the road—our legal right* ere exactly 

equal, and both have a right to go on our «eve 
ral .way» without obstruction, to, popularly 
say,4 i wa half and you half. The law etepe 
in to facilitate matter», and directe each to turn 
towards hie right band. ^ The road ehould be 
“ worked * wide enough for two teems abreast, 
then each man baa a clear title to a passage on 
hie right band side of the way, and no one has 
a right to obstruct another while on hia own 
proper track. This it true whatever the Jrosd 
or the teem ; for if one can drive such e team 
hat another can paw him but with difficulty or 

not at all, then their rights are no longer equal. 
This point becomes very important in winter, 
for it it no joke to turn your hone and all in 
the deep enow while your neighbour goee 
smoothly along in the beaten path. No one 
ha* a right so to load his team at not to be 
able to give up half the track to whoever de­
mands it.

A footman msy choose the part which pleases 
him on any portion of his right hand half the 
way, and the team must yield to him. Tbie is 
clearly so in winter, and no man is obliged to 
step into the enow for one or two horses ; this 
it the law, and the Court awards it 

Now for the manner of the road ; which, in 
some instances, vary from the law thereof.

The first requirements of road manners is good 
nature and an accomôdating spirit. Do to others 
as you would have them do to you. Always be 
willing to yield more than half the space, then 
you will be pretty sure to be equally well treat­
ed. They who exact inches will have inches 
exacted of them. If your neighbour has a 
heavy load, consult bis convenience is far aa 
possible : you may sometime be loaded. It has 
become a practical rule of courtesy to turn out 
for wood or logs, and for other heavy teams in 
winter ; for they Bay, “ we often cannot turn 
out, and never safely, so if you want wood ac­
commodate us which «rare very Willing to 
do. But remember, it is a favour, not your 
right, and yon have a reciprocal duty to perform, 
one which I am sorry to observe ie not always 
kept in mind. When you have unloaded and 
are returning empty, just recollect that you had 
the whole road in the morning, and it ie no more 
than fair that you should be particularly oblig­
ing to thoee whom jou meet now, end give them 
their full share of the pel!.

One word in relation to teams going the same 
wsy ; in which case many see* to think there 
is neither law nor manners. When a team 
comes up behind you, which desire* to proceed 
fester than you do, that tea* has a right to rea­
sonable spsoe end opportunity to pass in-«nd 
your obstructing him in hie lewM desire ie 
both bad manners end bed law. If y ont load 
ie heavy, do the best you can. In most case* 
the very least that can be asked is that y on 
should stop. This is particularly so in winter, 
when it Is a heavy tax on any team to force it 
into a trot ia a deep snow—made neceesary by 
your continuing at a walk. My remark above
