The Prophets describe
in glowing terms, the diffusion of His glory,
when false gods shall be utterly abolished,
and ‘¢ there shall be one Lord, and his
name one.”

To the Christian Church has this doe-
trine been delivered for safe keeping and
tor universal publication. But not
alone. It is invested with vastly increased

interest by the incarnation of the Redeem-
er, and the gift of the Holy Spirit; it is

attempered, so to speak, to man’s enfeebled
condition ; it is so related to our present
necessities and our future wants that we
may feel its quickening influence and love
the Lord our God with “all our heart and
soul, and mind, and strength. In a word,

it is the unity of the Godhead, in the Tri-
nity of the Divine Persons, Father, Son,

aud Holy Ghost, whom we are privileged
to know, whom we are taught to worship,
and in whose
lasting life.
Though it was reserved to Christianity
to reveal this doctrine in all its strength
and fuloess of blessing, and though, con-
sequently, we must seek in the New Testa-
ment for its definite statement and its
clearest proof, yet from the first it was im-
plied in the revelation whieh God gave of
Himself; and by successive communica-

phets,” it shone with augmented lustre
*“unto the perfect day.”

It has been well observed that the very
name of Him who, in the beginning, creat-

ed heaven and earth, is, in the original, of

plural form. When the creature of high-
est order was to be made, God said, * Let
us make man in our image, after our
likeness.” The angel of His presence—in
whom was the name of Jehovah—was with
the Church in the wilderness, and °* saved
them.” Not less important is it to note
that ¢ they rebelled and vexed His Holy
Spirit.”  Who is it that is set as King up-
on the holy hill of Zion? Who that, at
Jehovah’s bidding, sits at his right band
until his enemies become his footstool, and
unto whom Jehovah hath sworn, * Thou
art a priest for ever after the order of Mel-
chizedek ?” It is He of whom the same
Jehovah hath said, **Thou art my Son,
this day have I begotten thee.” It is He
of whom the prophet wrote, ‘The Spirit
of the Lord God is upon me, because the
Lord hath anointed me,—to proclaim the
acceptable year of the Lord.”

This language at once connects the ear-
lier Scriptures with the later, aud marks
out * the man Christ Jesus” as ‘ the only
begotten of the Father, full of grace and
truth.” It does more. It interprets the
scene at our Saviour’s baplism.~nnd ex-
plaivs how, after He was glorified, the
Holy Ghost should in His plenitude of sav-
ing energy be given to men, and all true
believers be sealed and saactified to God.

- If the New Testament is at all to be re-

garded as truth, then is the doctrine of the
Prinity explicitly declared in it, and the
system of salvation which it sets forth is
grouuded both upon the distinct personality
of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost,
and upou their essential oneness. The dis-
tinctions which are here made do not arise
out of the Work of redemption—else it
might be held that redemption itself was
an error, aud that these distinctious, only
necessary to its existence, would perish
with it. But redemption is a tact, because
** the Father sent the Son to be the Saviour
of the world.” Redemption in all its bene-
fits may be ours, becaunse, as the Saviour
‘Himself testified concerning the Comforter,
the Spirit of truth, ** He will reprove the
world of sio, and of righteousness, and of
judgment ;" ** He will guide you into all
truth ;" ** He shall glorify me;. for I
shall receive of mine, and shall show it
unto you.” ’

How plaiuly is this doctrine stated, and,
how coustantly is it implied in the writings
of the Evangelists and Apostles! It en-
ters esscutially ioto our Lord’s personal
history. We canoot explain a fact in re-
ference to Him—His incarnation, His
teaching, His miraculous power, His aton-
ing death, His resurrection, or His ascen-
sion into heaven, without acknowledging
* The Father of an everlasting Majesty ;
His only true and adora'le son; also the
Holy Ghost the Comfortor.” Take the
first of these. What saith the angel?
** The Holy Ghost shall come upon thee;
and the power of the Highest shall over-
shadow thee ; therefore also that holy thing
which shall be born of thee shall be called
the Son  of God” Take again our
Saviour’s teachiug. * But when the Com-
floner 13 come, whom I will serd unto you
from the Father even the Spirit of truth
which proceedeth from. the Father, He
shall testify of me.” Does our Lord com-
mand His Apostles to muke disciples in all
nations?

possible for those who were once enlighten-
ed, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and
were made partakers of the Holy Ghost,
and have tasted the good word of God, and
the powers of the world to come; if they
shall fall away to renew them again uuto
repentance ; seeing they crucify to them-
selves the Son of God afresh, and put Him
to an open shame.”

We may well understand how valuable
an acquisition this doctrine is. It is very
full of comfort. It is no less satisfactory
than humbling to the understanding. It s
one of those strong inducements which are
given to us to ** work out our own salvation
with fear and trembling.” As often as in
the benediction, truly Apostolic, it falls
upon our ear, let us seek ** the grace of the
Lord Jesus Christ and the love of God, and
the communion of the Holy Ghost,” and
observe another inspired injunction,” But
ye beloved, building up yourselves on your
most holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghosy,
keep yourselves in the love of God, lookiag
for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ yhto
eternal life.”

Though hand join in
hand, the wicked shall not be unpunished. In-
finite Wisdom will discern and develop his
guilt; and Infinite Power will execute against
him an appropriate sentence.

But more than this is true. Not only shall
the doer of evil be punished; but he shall be
punished according to bis wickedness. His
fruit shall be in proportion to his planting. No
circnmstaoces sball diminish the harvest to
which bis sowing bas entitled him. As was his
work, so shall be bis wages. The Lord of all
keeps a correct account with the creatures ol
His hand. He knows just what has been dis-
tributed to cach. He understands most thor-
oughly the opportunities each bas had for the
employment ot his talents. And at the time of
reckoning He assigns to each the compensation
to which his earnings from day to day bave en-
titled him.

It will scarcely be questioned that there are
degrees in the happiness awaiting the faithful.
No intelligent reader of the Sacred Volume an-
ticipates that all who shall be awarded an en-
trance into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord
Jesus Christ will be assigned to the same plane
and occupy the same throne. One star differ-
eth from another star in glory. Those who
have been most devoted are to be most highly
honored. Those who bave been most laborious

the greenest laurels, and wave the fairest palns.
He who has been faithtul in a few things shall
be ruler over few cities. He who has been
faithful in many things shall be ruler over many
cities. Some will be near the thronc. Others
will be comparatively remote. All who are sa-
ved will be happy; but they who bave done
most for their Saviour will be happiest. They
that be wise shall shine as the brightness of the
firmament ; and they who turn many to righte-
ousness as the stars forever and ever.

THE RELIGIOUS PRESS.

It is not strange that in a great Church,
which counts her members by the million, and
ber ministers by the thousand, there should be
much diversity ot opinion in regard to so im-
portant an interest as her periodical literature.
Without doubt great progress has been made
in the past few years in developing the power
of the press, aud in subordinating its influence
to the furtherance of the Gospel of Christ; but
this progress has not been achieved without
anxious thought and labor, nor bas it gome
steadily forward without mistakes. The most
devoted friends of the Church will not claim
that every step which has been taken was the
wisest, nor that every good theory devised has
been wrought out to the fullest practical result.
Indeed, a sober review of the history of our
efforts in this direction reveals a few glaring
blunders, with some experiments of question-
able wisdom, and many failures to work up to
the perfect realization of the methods which
ample experience and the maturest study have
justified as sound and good.

Next to the living ministry, with its personal
contact with the people, and its heart-to-heart
conflicts with the surging passions and sensi~
bilities of human souls, there is not a greater
power in the Church, and, therefore, not a
higher interest to be fostered than the religious
press. Its silent influence is felt in all the
walks of Thousands of people who
scarcely recognize the existence of the Church
paper, are unconsciously affected by its teach-
ings, often, it may be, indirectly and mediately,
but, nevertheless, positively and for good.
Its lessons reach almost the entire population.
The pulpit reiterates them with empbasis; the
lecturer sounds them forth to eager throngs
who think nothing of their source, but feel
their power; the secular press, sometimes out
ot the spirit of contention and for gain, yet
with wonderful effectiveness, sends them out
as on the wings of the morning, reaching
where other instrumentalities would be power~
less, and even statesmen and politicians hear
and warnings, and heed the
contain. In the quiet of a
family circle, the religious paper inspires the
desire to understand the higher mysteries of
the spiritual life, and then ministers to the
awakened anxiety by affording the germ and
material of thought, and by directing the en-
quiring mind into suitable chaanels, and aiding
it in the adoption of the most approved methods
of investigation. Thus, in the sanctuary of
home, at the very fountain of the most potent
influences, the religious paper begins to mold
and develop the character; it takes hold of the
heart when it is most susceptible of moral in-
fluences. and by gently moving it toward
Christ, links it to God, and Dbinds it to the
Church and duty in bonds which it will wot
break.

SYSTEMATIC GIVING.

There is no Christian duty which is perform-
ed in a more slovenly manner by many good
people than the duty of giving money to chari-
ty. Some give lazily to whatever and whoever
begs the most lustily ; they are quite as likely
to encourage imposters as deserving objects,
for they are too careless to inquire and discrim-

spasmodic inspiration of an eloquent appeal;
others give only when their digestive organs
are *‘ all right” and they are in good bumor. A
third class give for ostentation—like the selfish
curmudgeon who bestowed a hundred dollars
on a town clock because he ** liked to give his
money where bhe could hear it tick.”

There are a sensible fow who give by system
and give on principle—and give, too, with dis-
crimination. This is the way in which the late
Arthur Tappan bestowed his liberal benefac-
tions. The popularity of the object never
bribed him, and the unpopularity never deter-
red bim. He held his wealth in trust for
Jesus Christ, and livedup to an honest, con-
scientious stewardship. James Lennox, Esq.,
of New York, whose benefactions for the last
thirty years have amounted to a larger sum than
Mr. Peabody’s, bas also set an example of ju-
dicious distribution, as well as of princely lib-
erality.

The Bible not only coussels generous giv-
ing, but systematic giving. In the first Epis-
tle to Corinthians, Paul makes this recommen-
dation: ** Upon the first day of the week Jet
every one of you lay bybim in store as God hath
prospered him.” This money thus saved out
of the week's income was to be put into
Christ’s treasury. Now there are three vital
principals involved in this method.

The first princ’pal is giving by plan, and not
as random. On each Sabbath the store was to
be laid aside tor Christian charity. There was
also to be a regularity in the amount of gifts.
Instead of trusting to the caprices of the mo-
ment, there was to be fixed a rule by whichto
gauge the donation. Thatrule was: ** As God
bas prospered him.” The gift was to be in due
proportion to income. The widow's two mites
weighed as heavy in the scales of charity as
the golden shekels of the millionaire.

This method of giving by daily or weekly
appropriations develops also the power of the
littles. Great aggregates are made up by ac-
cumulations of pennies and of dimes. This
is the way that Romanism builds her steady
cathedrals. This is the way by which Method-
ism raised eight millions of dollars during their
‘¢ centenary year.”

Years ago I knew of a poor mechanic who
gave twenty-five gold dollars annually to Chris-
tian euterprise, though his wages were but a
dollar and a half a day, and his household
large! He put aside five cents a day for the
Lord, instead of wasting it on beer and topac-
co. His wife earned two dollars a week, and
laid by ten cents. The children occasionally
picked up a few pennies by runaing on errands,
etc.; and they, too, were glad to drop their
mites into the box. So they accumulated a
balf a dollar per week, and became, spiritually.
one of the richest families in the village.

METHODISM AND MUSIC.

The Wesleys were a musical family.

It en-
tered into the bappiness of their every day life.
Perhaps they inherited it from their mother,
Susanna Wesley, who, as she lay dying, called
her children round her and said, ** Child-
ren, as soon as [ am released, sing a song of
praise to God'” And when Jobn had com-
mended her spirit to Him who gave it, and the
mother to whom they were so tenderly attach-
ed fell asleep in Jesus, the children did as she
bad bidden them, and sang through their
tears:

‘*“ Hosanna to Jesus on high'!

Another has entered her rest ;
Another has 'scaped to the sky,
And lodged in Immanuel’s breast,
The soul of our mother is gone
To heighbten the triumph above ;
Exalted to Jesus’s throne,
And clasped in the arms of His love.
Jobn Wesley looked upon singing as a very
needful thing,and he did everything in his power
to encourage it. He published a collection of
tunes, and wherever he went he was the means
of introducing them for the use of his follow-
ers. As psalm sioging assisted the Reforma-
tion, so it aided in the great revival of religion
during the ministry of the Wesleys and White-
field. And ia many parts of the country—
Cornwall, to wit—**the good old Wesleyan
tunes,” all runs and flourishes, with rattling
choruses, may be heard to this day. John
Wesley however, was a true lover of good mu-
sic; he delighted in the choruses of Handel;
and often be would steal into Cathedrals to lis-
ten to the organ, and would be moved to tears
at the solemn wail of some funeral dirge, or ex-
cited. to delight by the stirring sounds of mar-
tial straing, One of his converts was Jobn
Frederick Lampe, a celebrated German mau-
sician. He renonunced infidelity, renoumced
his theatrical engagements,and devoted his fine
musical taleats to the service of God. —
'Those must have been delightful evenings
spent at the house of Mrs. Rich. She was, be-
fore her conversion an actress, and her hus-
band the proprietor of Covent Garden Thea-
ter. Her daughters were instructed in music
by Handel, the greater composer, and of one
ot them Charles Wesley said, *- She is the
greatest miracle of all accomplishments, both
of mind and body, that I have ever seen.”

The fact that any course of conduct results
from a certain belief, is no justification of such
conducs, if it be out of bharmony with the spi-
rit of the Gospel. The Papist and Ritualist
deny that the Baptists and all other ** sects
are branches of the Christian Charch, because
they are not in the true apostolic succession.
They bold views of scripture teaching that com-
pel them to adopt such a conclusion. But this
does not make their uncharitable assumpti-
ons and intelorant exclusiveness any the more
Christian or Scriptural. It is all the worse,
if a wrong and exclasive course of action is
presented as a Christian duty. We might
more easily excuse an individual, who acted in
aspirit of exclusiveness, or some wrong im-
pulse, than justify the same act, when it was
alleged to be endorsed by the Church and de-
fended by Scripture.j{But exclusion of non-im-
mersed persons from the Lord's table cannot
be defended, even on the Baptist assumption,
that immersion only is baptism. For there is
no scriptural declaration, that places baptism
necessarily beforc the Lord's Supper. The
Apostles partook of it before the Christian
Church was organized. And it, as the Bap-
tists, for the sake of gaining a point, absurdly
say, baptism commemorates the burial and re-
surrection of Christ, it should come after the
sacrament that commemorates his death. The
assumption that the Baptist Churches alone are
Christian Churches, is an exclusive spirit, as it
is contrary to the facts of Church history, and
the teaching of the Holy Scriptures.—C%ris.

CHOW MISSION.

First Suxpay, Oct. 13, 1870.

This occasion was one worthy of note in
the history of Methodism in China. The
services were held in the Tienang (Heaven-
ly Rest) Church at 9 o’clock Sabbath morn-
ing, in Foochow city, Rev. Hu Yong Me
presiding. Opened by singing a transla-
tion of the bymn commencing, ‘ And are
we yet alive,” and by prayer. The chair-
mau then read a portion of 1 John, iv.
chap. ; also Eph. iv. 1-16 ; John x'xi. 15-
18 ; and added some brief but very impres-
sive remarks on the responsibilities and du-
ties of the native Church, expressing his
convictions that times of severe trial were
approaching, when it might become neces-
sary for them to give up their lives for
Christ, as Peter did. To fully realize the
impressiveness of these remarks, as well as
the significence of the numerous expres-
sions of the speakers who followed,of their
willingness and even readiness to die for the
cause of Christ, and unworthiness to suffer
for Jesus, it must be remembered that they
spoke not unadvisedly, nor without reason,
as the Chinese journal, published at Shang-
bai, and read by them, had fully informed
them of the unsettled state of affairs in
China, resulting from the late Tientsin
massacre. With these facts patent to their
minds, they seemed to feel, and almost be-
lieve, that persecution, and even death,
might be their lot during the ceming years,
and the severe persecutions experienced by
some of them in the past were seemingly
regarded as only a foretaste of what they
might expect in the future. The impres-
sions that the Church would have to pass
through trials and suffer severe scourgings,
were -gathered from a book of martyrs
which was a few years since translated into
Cbinese.

The Lord has certainly been very graci-
ous in bis dealings with our mission work
in this land, and we surely have great rea-
son for praising his holy name for his ten-
der mercies to the Church, and blessings on
the seed sown, in causing it to bring forth
a luxuriant harvest in answer to the pray-
ers of thepeople. Let the Church continue
to send up strong petitions to the Heavenly
Throne in behalf of the mission cause here,
for *“China is a deep pit,” as an old mis-
sionary in Foochow has often remarked,
and needs a powerful light to peuetrate its
depths, and banish the filthy sediment
which makes the entire fountain of water
bitter and corrupt. Let the united hosts of
Zion come up as one man, leaning on the
strong arm of Israel’s God, and let the vie-
torious shout ascend the hill of the Lord,
and with a strong faith claim the promise :
“The Lord God will cause righteousness
and praise to spring forth before all na-
tions.” Isa. Ixi.ll.

Through the kindness of Dr. Maclay we
are enabled to subjoin some of the remarks
made by the patives in the love-feast, as il-
lustrative of the spirit which prevailed as
spoken of above.

While the bread and tea were passed
around the audience joined in singing,
** How tedious and tasteless the hours.”

Rev. Hu Yong Me was first to speak. He
said : ** Last night teacher Sites gave us a lec-
ture on Astronomy, and stated that by the use
of telescopes we can discover world after world.
Well,1t is just so in my religious experience. 1
am ever aod anon discovering new wonders of
grace,newdepths of mercy,new worldsofthought
in religion. - The love of Christ is all in all
to me. 1 care less and less for the world, and
am more and more absorbed in my work as a
preacher. I see more clearly the importance
of laying up my treasure in heaven, and am
constantly impressed with the thought, ¢ What-
soever thy band findeth to do, do it with thy
might.” What we have to do, must be done
quickly. It seems to me wonderful that God
should count me worthy to suffer for Him ; that
He should use my vile body even in the fires ol
persecution to glorify His name. Let us for-
get ourselves and thipk only of God.

Sia Sek Ong—This to me-is an occasion of
great joy. After a year's separation we meet
again in this place to commune with each other,
and with God. During the year we have bad
maoy troubles, but I have found that while en-
during the greatest trials, I have enjoyed the
most peace. It is good to bear the yoke of
Christ. Last year Bishop Kingsley met with
us in love-feast; now his place is vacant on
earth. When the tidings ot his death reached
me I could not refrain from weeping. At first
I could not understand why he was taken away,
but now the subject grows more plain to me.
God wants us to trustin Him alone. And then
the bishop’s example of devotion to Christ will
not be lost ; it is constantly urging me forward
to my work. I am fully determined to give
myself wholly to Christ but I dare not trust in
my own strength. We are living in the days of
the Holy Spirit. During the year I have seen
ev.dence of the Spirit's power in the hearts of
the people. The condition of things here is
rapidly changing and I feel that great events
are about to transpire. Let us all be faith-
ful.

Li Yu Mi—1I thank God for the privilege of
meeting in this place. Like the apostles of
old, we area ‘* spectacle unto the world, to
angels and to men.” The world hates God;
we love him, hence we must prepare for trials.

During the year two of the members under
my care bave died. They were both my inti-
mate friends, both gave promise of great use-
fulness to the Chburch, but God has taken them
away. They died in peace and have gone to
the Heavenly Canaan. It was a blessed privi-
lege to be with them during their last sickness,

The Bible tells us it is better to go to the
house of mourning than to go to the house of
feasting,” and that ** the day of death is better
than the day of one’s birth.” These death-bed
scenes are profitable to us.

Wong Hieng Tung—I am not a preacher, but
I am the father of one of those to whom the last
speaker reterred as having died during the year,
I thank God that I am permitted to meet with
you. It is a great satisfaction to me to know
that my son was a Cbristian. During his last
sickness he spoke of his own sinfulness, of his
utter unworthiness, of his reliance on Christ,
and of his willingness to depart and be forever
with the Lord. e urged us all to be faithful
and try and meet him in beaven. Iam grow-
ing old, and had hoped that my son would aid
me when I was too feeble to work ; but it is the
Lord who bath taken away my child, and he
doeth all things well. I wish you all to pray
for me. I find no pleasure in the world, but in
the Saviour I'enjoy great peace. We love God

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THE GOTHIC CHURCH ARCUITEC-
TURE MANIA.

The London Watchman of the 4th of
January contained ashort review of'a work
entitled Church Design for Congregations.
From the Watchman’s account of the char-
acter of this work we infer that it boldly and
convincingly proclaims certain truths relat-
ing to the Gothic style of church architec-
ture, that for years past have been unfold-
ing themselves to our apprehension with
ever-increasing clearness. These are that
while the Gothic architecture is well suited
to a form of religious worship that rejoices
in  picturesque processions bepeath high-
vaulted roofs, by clustering pillars, through
long-drawn aisles, that wraps itself in a
dim religious parti-colored light streaming

But beautiful and grand in its magnifi-

cence as the Gothic temple oftimes is, it

is not adapted to the simplicity and direct-

ness of Protestaut worship Protestant wor-

ship knows of no Christian altar but that of
the cross on which Jesus offered himself
once for all as an atonement for the sins of
the world. Protestant worship recoguizes

no priest but the priest forever after the

order of Melchisadec, who hath passed

within the veil to make intercession for sin-

ners. Protestantism therefore needs not in

its worghip to shroud the celebrant in the

mysteries and shadows of the Gothic order.

Protestant worship is not pictured worship.
It does not express its reverence, its neces-
sities or its aspirations in symbolic vest-
ments, in banvered processions, in wav-
ing censers, or in the loud chaunting or low
murmured repetition of prayers couched in
a language which the worshipper does not
understand, but which are all in keeping
with the character of the Gothic style of
Church Architecture. Protestant worship
is a rational service, clearly intelligible to
man as well as to God. In its human as-
pect, it is a first necessity of Protestant
worship, that the congregation of worship-
pers, led to the ihrone of the heavenly
grace, by the conductor of their devotions,
or ivstructed by him in the mysteries of
the kingdom unfolded in the Divine Word,
should be able to see, and to hear, their
minister, and to understand the words that
fall from his lips. The Gothic style of
Church building is not naturally well fitted
to subserve these requirements, but rather
to some extent to prevent them from being
satisfied.

Yet during the last twenty-five years,both
in Europe and America Gothic Architec-
ture has been all the rage among Protes-
tants of every shade. Gothic Churches
have sprung up as if by magic on every side.
Millions of dollars have been expended in
the construction of Chuarch edifices out of
all harmony with the character of the wor-
ship to be conducted in them, and built in
defiance of the laws of acoustics. Vast
sums have thus been thrown away to ren-
der Christian Churches ill adapted to the
. purpose which they were intended to sub-
serve. That is a most regrettable fact.

But upon the whole there is reason to be-
lieve that this Gothic Church mania has
spent its chief force. The evil resulting
from having so far yielded to its sway is
coming to be acknowledged in influential
quarters. The enquiry is going abroad
among men of good taste and sound judg-
ment whether it is not possible to devise
an order of Church Architecture which
shall be at once beautiful and in perfect
harmony with the manifest requirements of
Protestant worship—an order which shall
be as much in keeping with the genius and
spirit of Protestantism as was the Gothic
order in medieval times with the character
of the services celebrated in temples illus-
trating the laws of that order. And this
enquiring will, we trust, at no very distant
day be practically and satisfactorily ans-
wered in the affirmative, and progressive
Protestantism will thus be emancipated
from the tyranny of the incongruous Gothic
Church idea.

THE IMMERSIONIST STRONG-
HOLD.

The Baptistic question is now being con-
siderably discussed. It is interesting to
notice the direction in which the currents
of immersionist thought and argument now
set. The right arm of immersionist de-
fence, in these times, is the alleged incon-
sistencies of Pedobaptist divines. The
Immersionist plan is to name eminent
clergymen, whose fame is extensive, and
who have always baptized by the mode in-
dicated by Ezekiel (xxxvi., 25): ¢ Then
will I sprinkle clean water upon you, and
ye shall be clean;” and who have regard-
ed the promise as belonging to all believers
in Christ, and their children ; and, then, it
is affirmed, that those Pedobaptists have
‘“ confessed” that the Holy Scriptures are
in direct antagonism to the principles
taught and practiced by Pedobaptists, and
are in harmony with the principles and
teachings of Baptist churches.

The works that have been written, in
defence of immersionist dogmas, indulge
very largely and emphatically in this
specious style of argumentation. The
newspapers published in the interests of
the Baptist creed pever weary of telling
about the **confessions” of the Rev. Dr.
This, and the Rev. Dr. That, * the most
learned and the most pious Pedobaptist
divines,” who during all their ministry re-
ceived infants into the Church by its initia-
tory rite, as Christ himself in infancy was
received into the Church by the existing
rite of his day, and who * sprinkled clean
water” both in the baptism of believers and
of children, and who affirmed that they did
those things by Divine authority. Those
Pedobaptists are wrongfully made, by the
misrepresentations of those periodicals, to
‘“ concede” that there is no sprinkling in
the Bible, and that children are not includ-
ed in Christ's gracious covenant and com-
mission. The immersionist pulpit repeats,
in its own way and with its own peculiar
coloring, as might be expected, what has
been so often reiterated in standard Baptist
publications and periodicals, until the opin-
ion must now somewhat extensively prevail

Pedobaptists maintain that the truth is
to be ascertained by appeal to the Word of
God. The Bible alove is the Pedobaptist
fortress. For immersionists, however, this
lau, so popular with them, of introducing
what they call ¢ Pedobaptist testimony,” is
very conveniept. They may find it unsafe
to quote from the Bible. It is less perilous,
generally, to make sorme Pedobaptist cler-
gyman appear to say what he never meant
to say, and never did say. This will apply
especially to German authors, whose works
are written in a foreign language and are
not easily accessible. It is remarkable
with what facility immersionists grasp at
this convenient plea: *‘the greatest schol-
ars and purest Christians of all denomina-
tions, especially Germans, have admitted
that the Baptist belief is true.”

This immersionist stratagem does not
prove that their dogmas are true. At best
such testimony is but the word of fallible
man, and is of no weight in this discussion.
It simply proves that either those Pedo-bap-
tist divines are grossly dishonest men and
deceivers, or that those Baptist writers, who
profess to quote from them, bear witness
against their neighbors which is strangely
destitute of truth. How plausible is their
sophistry in the hands of an unscrupulous
controversialist ! How satisfactory to im-
mersionists who are not accustomed to de-
tecting fallacies! What fine execution
such arguments do with those whose men-
tal vision is not very clear! We think this
immersionist stratagem, though it is des-
titute of real value, has done more for the
spread of their errors than any other plea
urged by them. Such apparent ‘‘ confes-
sions ” from eminent preachers of the gos-
pel would, with most persons, seem con-
clusive, and be an end of all controversy ;
and it is not strange that many are deceiv-
ed thereby.

In the Christian Visitor St. John, N. B.
articles have appeared, for several weeks
past, under the signature of ‘‘ Wentworth,”
protessing to furnish testimony of Pedobap-
tist witnesses to the Baptist belief concerning
the mode and subjects of Baptism.” The in-
terest manifested by many immersionists in
those articles is suggestive. Congratulati-
ons abound in the Visitor, from brethren in
different parts of the Dominion. Oune ex-
cited correspondent recently closed a com-
munication with * three cheers for Went-
worth.” This is characteristic. Let the
snpposed stronghold be well defended ! The
readers of the Visitor are, in this way, be-
ing taught that Pedobaptist clergymen in
considerable numbers ** contess ” their own
faithlessness to the Bible, to their own min-
istry, and to their life-long practice, and
‘“ concede ” that the Baptist belief on the
question of baptism i¢ scriptural. Went-
worth seems to think, and aims to make
the inference inevitable that Pedobaptist
testimony settles the question, and that
there canlbe no better proof. We are
happy to be able to agree partially with
Wentworth,—there is no better proof any-
where to sustain the Baptist belief, as the
Bible does not do it, than the alleged tes-
timony of Pedobaptists.

Before Wentworth’s witnesses are heard,
it were well to ascertain what right they
have to testify. With what authority do
they speak ? Of what more weight is their
testimony than that of the Visitor itself?
Are not those witnesses, according to Weat-
worth’s showing, dishonest men? They
teach, at the sacred desk, and in the name
of the Lord, that sprinkling of water is the
visible symbol of that sprinkling of the
Holy Spirit by which *“our hearts” are
*“ sprinkled from au evil conscience ” (Heb.
10, 22.) They teach that God’s mode of
washing both the bodies and souls of men
is by sprinkling. They teach that infants
should be received, by the initiatory rite,
into Christ’s kingdom of the church. But,
though they teach thes> truths, they are
wrongfully made by Wentworth to testity,
that their own teachings are false, and that
the Baptist dogmas are scriptural. If Went-
worth be truthful his witnesses are false to
themselves, to their ordination vows, to the
church of Christ, and to God ; and there-
fore they are not competent witnesses. No
jury in auy civilized country would attach
much importance to the testimony of a wit-
ness so self-condemning as Wentworth
makes his witnesses to appear. What we
want is the testimony of truth. Inconsis-
tent, illégical,and untruthful men, as Went-
worth makes his friends appear, in the Vis-
itor, can not speak with authority. What
does the Bible say? The testimony of the
Bible alone is conclusive.

But another (uestion arises. Are Went-
worth’s witnesses as disreputable as, through
his manifestation they appear to be? Ano-
ther point, also claims consideration : have
those Pedobaptists really been such great
sinners? Or, have they rather been egregi-
ous'y sinned agaiust? An examination of
the works of those Pedobaptists will show
that they have been most disingenuously mis-
represented. Garbled quotations are given,
which place them in a light never anticipa-
ted by them, and which make them appear
to say what they never meant to say. We
purpose next week to review. somg of the
testimony which Baptist writers hgve offer-
ed, and to indicate some of the | peeuliar
ways in which immersionists haydle Pedo-
baptist divines.

OF THE HALIFAX AND DARTMOUTH AUXILIARY
WESLEYAN HOME MISSION SOCIETY.
Adopted January 30th, 1871.

PreaMBLE.—That this Meeting cordially ap-
proving of the object which the Home Mission
Society of the Conference of Eastern British
America, has in view, viz: ** the sustentation of
the workJof God on those more recently occupi-
ed fields of labor which may with propriety be
regarded as Home Missions, and its extension
to destitute portions of territory yet unoccu-
pied ""—does hereby resolve to form an Auxi-
liary Society for the purpose of co-operating
with the above, to be called the ** Halifax and
Dartmouth Auxiliary Home Mission Society.”

one dollar annually shall b a member of the
Society, and shall be entitled to receive a copy
of the Minutes of Conference containing a re-
port of the proceedings of the Society, with
the names of the Subscribers for the year.

That each subscriber to the amount of twen-
ty dollars shall be a Life Member of the Soci-
ety.

That the business of this Society shall be
conducted by a Committee composed of the
Ministers of the Halifax North, South, and
Dartmouth Circuits, and sixteen laymen, with
a President, Treasurer and Secretary, of whom
seven shall form a quorum.

That an Annual Meeting of this Auxiliary
shall take place in the month of January, or at
such time as the Committee may appoint, when
a report of the proceedings during the past year,
and the Treasurers account during the same pe-
riod shall be presented. The election of offi-
cers shall then take place.

That it shall be the duty of this Committee
to aid the funds of the Conference Home Mis-
sion by making collections and soliciting sub-
criptions the amount of which after deducting
incidental expenses shall be remitted yearly to
the Treasurer of¢he Couference Society.

NOVA SCOTIA LEGISLATURE.

Onr Monday tbe 6th inst., the House pre-
sented the address to the Lieut. Goveruor in
answer 10 his opening speech. The Standing
jommittecs for the Session were appointed ;
several petitions were presented and a few Bills
were introduced,

On Tuesday—-The Hou. Proviacial Secretary
laid on the table of the House the Corraspon-
dence between the Dominion Government and
the Local Executive respecting the new Provin-
cial Building ; and at the same time in a long
speech, explained and earuestly defended the
course which bad been pursued by the Govern-
went of the Province in regard to this matter.
From his speech it would appear that the
amount now in dispute is about £100,000, 'be-
ing the sum expended in finishing the Building
after the first of Juiy, 1867—and the interest of

.\.
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the whole cost 8189.000 from that time. Al-
though it might be inferred from the closing sen-
tence of his speech as reported, that the payment
ot} $66,000 by the Dominion Government might
end this unfortunate dispute, This

reads as follows :

** I repeat that it has been the earnest desire
of the Government to appropriate it to the use
for which it was intended andto have the mat-
ter settled. But Idon't hesitate to say before
I would give it up to the Dominion Government
without their paying over the 66,000 actually
due to this Province, having been paid out ot
our treasury, I would it taken down stone by
stone and erected into a monument to the mem-
ory of Nova Scotia—as she was before Confed-
eration—free and independent, now a mere de-
pendency for Canada.”

It was determined to have 8000 copies of the
correspondence printed for circulation.
